It's been either nine or 12 years. Bob Cooiman can't re-
member which, that the ret i r ing president of the Nor thvi l le 
sciiooi board has served as ii member of the school goveriiing 
body. 

Througiiout his terms he lias been especially concerned 
about one problem peculiar to the local school district. Al t ing 
with Bob Shafer, Cooiman has spent Inany hours searching 
for a way to make up for tlie b ig loss in revenue resulting 
from large lircis of state and county owned property wi th in 
the school district. 

Cooiman points out that more than 20 percent of the 
Northvi l le school district is owned by the county or state. 
Large institutions l ike the Nor thv i l l e State Hospital and the 
Tt i i in ing School are tax free, yet lie w i t h i n the district. lndi.is-
try, or even homes, wi th in this area would lend financial 
support to the .schools, Cooiman stjites. 

"I don't know how it would work , but wc believe the 
state should create a rebate system for school areas in which 
more than 10 percent of the land is state owned," Coolfnan 
remarked. Lost revenue could be determined by f iguring the 
area as being residential, he added. 

His thinking makes sense. Especially in the l ight of the 
trouble tliat state agencies are f inding in locating institutions 
such as the Boys Vocational School, now planned for Whi t -
more Lake. lU'sidents there have been violently opposed to it. 
Perhaps a compensation plan would relievo the problem. 

Northvi l le is surrounded by institutions. Scefningly tlic 
residents of the area recognize the need for them and realize 
they must be located in areas which offer the advantages of 
location iind facilities that exist in Nor thv i l l e .

TAX BILLS, which usually inean 
someone has to pay more, brought 
relief to finaiicially-dislressed bus 
companies this session of tlie leg­
islature. 

Under tlie bills, any bus company 
ivhich uses more than 04 percent of 
its income to pay expenses, wiii get 
at ieast a partial w a i ^ r of gaso 
line, weight taxes and a slate fee. 

The companies asked for relief, 
calling i l tlie only thing that could 
keep theni in business as private 
concerns. Tlie alternative, they said, 
was municipal ownership. 

If the 17 major bus companies 
take advantage of the new law, the 
slate will lose something over ?i ,-
.•iOU.OOO in revenue next year. Only 
a few are expected to apply for the 
relief. 

MICHIGAN'S state government 
wiii get a new office buiidng west 
of tiie state capitol within three 
years. 

The legislature authorized a spe­
cial corporation organized for the 
purpose to float a revenue bond is­
sue and construct the building esU-
niated to cost $8,000,000. 

State government, ivith more than 
2-1,000 employes, has been growing 
out of its quarters for years, Tlie 
crisis became ncutti in lfl.il when 
fire damaged what is now the Cass 
building. 

Later, the Stevens T. Mason build­
ing was constructed, but a number 
of agencies still are operating in 
other buiidings wiiile tiie stale pays 
rent to private iandiords.

NATURAL GAS to heat more 
homes in outstate Michigan is a 
growing possibility. 

Panhandle Eastern Pjpe Line Co. 
.said if it can divert its supplies 
from Detroit, it will be able to trans­
fer enough outstate to serve 175,000 
new customers. 

Tlie extra gas for outstate would 
go to retail outlets, like Consumers 
Power Co. Panhandle declared that 
Detroit lias enough gas supplies 
from other sources to meet its needs 

Michigan Consolidated Gas Co,, 
the principle Detroit area retail out­
let, will oppose the transfer, claim­
ing it needs all the gas it can get. 

Legislators and sonie local offi­
cials are continuing llieir investi-
galioi: toward getting"iiatural gas 
supplies for the Upper Peninsula. 

Some of the present ideas are to 
tap the Trans-Canada pipeline, en­
courage Michigan ., di§triiiutors to 
lap a new "market, or heip tiiem 
buiid a pipeiine to the Upper Pcn-
insual. 

Tiiis same principle of electronics 
,is being appiied today to operation 
' of a manufacturing piant by a dozen 
empioyees, in contrast to tiie severai 
iiundred formeriy needed. And re­
member that these can be women 
as well as nien since tiieir chief 
duty wiii be merely to press push 
buttons. Labor in general is not 
aware of the vast extent of the 
changes ahead. Employers, it is 
true, will always need human help, 
but not for a great many present-
day jobs. Their requirements will 
turn more and more toward the in­
telligence and judgment of gradu­
ates with a high I.Q. 

Nciv Approacii To Warfare 

Russia has niways tiiougiit in 
terms of massed armies to overrun 
Europe when the lime seemed ripe 
for an attack. However, witii the 
Free Nations of Europe iearning to 
u.se nuclear weapons, wars ai'e 
swiftiy moving onto a push-button 
basis. Tile great masses of Russia, 
Ciiina, and tiie Mosiem nations wiii 
be oniy a nuisance to ciutter up a 
battlefield under sucii conditions. 

Premier Nehru recognizes tliis, and 
that Is why he is so eager to remain 
neutral. Eiectronics and tiie atom 
will cause tremendous changes not 
only in warfare — but in education! 

I envy our young people who ai'e 
to graduate this Inonth.

I predict that the above changes 
will mean that young graduates will 
need good character more than ever 
before. Better training in homes, 
churches and schools will be abso­
lutely essential in this new elec­
tronic push-button age. Wise are llie 
young people who take evening 
courses now lo prepare theni for tlie 
better jobs ahead. 

TlTe typical salesgirl is in the 
process of becoming obsolete. Be 
fore long slie will be replaced GO 
percent by self-service counters, 15 
percent by push-button vending ma­
chines, nnd 25 percent by highly 
paid, intelligent salesmen wiiose job 
will be to secure new customers. 
New qualifications are a must for 
the June graduates wlio hope lo get 
good jobs. The field of advertising 
and selling is still in its infancy, 
and marveious opportunities exist 
for tiiose wiiiing to train properly 
for it.

(Editor's Note Tills Is the first of (wo articles in which Nov! school 
officials will cxiiialn the background of ihcir request for a $825,000 
bond issue for a nciv schooi and nciv sites. Next iveek's article ivlli 
tell lioiv the bond issue ivould be financed nnd ivhat it would mean io 
the individual taxpayer in terms of dollars and cents.) 

One simple reason stands behind the request of N o v i 
school officials for more than $800,000 to build a new ele­
mentary school and buy sites for future buildings. 

That reason, brought down to plain language, is that 
N o v i is getting larger than ever . . . and at a faster rate than 
ever. 

A n d 'when there is growth, there, are families. Where 
there are families, there are children. A n d Where there are 
children, there is a need for schools. 

D u r i n g the past year, N o v i wns fairly we l l set as far as 
its schooling was concerned, l n its single 18-room school some 
500 students — slightly better than the desired standard of f 
30 students per classroom. 

But when enrollment projection charts are brought out, 
the rosy picture begins to cloud . . . and rapidly. 

Nex t year, the elementary student population w i l l jump 
by about 20 percent — to sonie 610 pupils. A t that point, 
N o v i school w i l l have passed Into the overcrowding stage— 
though by adjusting and rescheduling, the one-classroom 
sliortage can be temporarily overcome. 

But look at wliat is expected to happen then. 
In 1959, the student population w i l l reach 700. In 1960, 

there w i l l be 790 students. A n d by 1962, it w i l l soar to 1,050. 
T o those who shake tiieir heads at tiiese figures, school 

officials reply that their estimates are actually somewhat on 
the conservative side. 

T o back up his stand, Mediyn points out that the bond 
Issue proposal includes some 8100,000 for acquir ing future 
sites. 

One site would be for a high school, and junior high. 
T h e second is for s t i l l another elenientary school — wherever 
it is most needed. A n d the odds are that, by that time, the 
L inco ln area might get the nod. 

Sciiooi officials also point out that they have kept their 
plans for the new school down to a common-sense level. 

On one hand, they liave not added frills just for the sake 
of saying that N o v i schools have "everything". But on tlie 
other hand, they liave not sacrificed the facilities that are 
needed to insure a well-rounded education. 

The proposed bui ld ing is of s t r iking design, but N o v i 
officials point out that a pleasing design is the mark of a 
good architect — and not an Indication of excessive cost. 

These are some of the things — the need, the location, 
the facilities — that N o v i school officials hope the vot ing 
publ ic w i l l keep in mind when they go to the polls on June 
26 to niake their decision on the 825,000 bond issue. * 

Furthermore, they know these are no idle claims. 
They have based them on the most up-to-date population 

studies available. They have consulted wi th state education 
officials. They have studied industrial trends. 

A n d tliey liave looked outside their own windows and 
have seen subdivisions growing on every hand. They have 
read report after report about new communities which w i l l 
soon arise in N o v i . 

Just as there was no question about the need for a school, 
so there was, they fegl, lio question about jts locatioIj. 

Nov i ' s fastest growing residential area' is i n the vicini ty 
of W i l l o w b r o o k Vi l l age . Already there are scores of homes 
there, and in theni are sonie 200 children of school age. 

What 's more, N o v i township is getting ready to open up 
an even greater area toward the east for residential develop-
ment. Near ly three square miles are expected to be rezoned 
for homesites next month. 

A l l i n a l l , there's every reason to believe that Novi ' s 
greatest residential trend w i l l be out 10 M i l e road. 

A n d that's r ight where they hope to bui ld the new 
school — just off IO M i l e near Meadowbrook. That way, they 
feel, the school w i l l be in use where it's needed most at the 
present time. 

"It's true that other parts of N o v i are g rowing and w i l l 
grow," said Superintendent W i l l i a m M e d i y n . "But around 
W i l l o w b r o o k , we can actually see the homes. They aren't 
just plans on paper. When the day comes for a school near 
the L inco ln plant or elsewhere, we ' l l be ready to expand out 
that way."

Novi school superintendent Wil­
liam Mediyn will reach the end of 
a long educational road Saturday 
when the University ot Michigan 
awards him a doctor of philosophy 
degree in sciiooi administration. 

Mediyn will don academic robes 
Saturday to receive his PliD in com­
mencement exercises at Michigaii 
Stadium. 

For his degree, Mediyn studied 
five years and wrote a 140-page dis-
sertion on " A Cost Analysis of 
Scliooi Bus Transportation in Michi­
gan" for which he surveyed some 
2111 state school districts. 
- Mediyn, 32, is married and has 
two sons. At pj'esent he lives in 
Plymouth. 

Novi school district voters will be 
asked to approve an $025,000 bond 
issue on Juno 26 for construction of 
a new elementary school and pur­
chase of two sites for future schools. 
, The Novi school board schediil-
ed the election last night in hopes 
of getting construction underway by 
this fall. 

The $1125,000 will be broken down 
into two parts: $725,000 for an ele­
nientary school, its site, and repair­
ing of the present building; and 
$100,000 for sites for a future high 
school, junior high, nnd a third ele­
mentary school. 

The board already lias taken an 
option on a lO-acre school site near 
the southwest intersection of 10 Mile 
and Meadowbrook roads in the 
growing Wiiiowbrook Viiiage area. 

The proposed sciiooi, scheduied 
to have 13 ciassroonis and a niuiti-
purposo room, wouid accoiiimodate 
sonie 420 students. 

If tiie bond issue is approved, 
nnd if construction goes 'smoothly 
during tlie winter, the school could 
be opened in tinie for classes next 
fall, superintendent William Medlyii 
said. 

'He noted tliat the school popu­
lation by then will be between 60O 
nnd 050, and that the present build­
ing has a capacity of only 540. 

One polling place - - at the Novi 
school — will be open. Voters may 
cast their ballots between 7 a.m. | 
and 0 p.m. 

Registration is not required for 
the election, but voters must be 
U.S. citizens, at least 21, residents 
of,Michigan for 60 days, residents 
of the school district for 30 days, 
and school district taxpayers. 

Mediyn and school officials have 
prepared brochures explaining the 
bond issue request. The booklets 
will be distributed to ail taxpayers 
in the district. 

School officiais aiso have present­
ed background information on the 
bond issue pi'oposal for a two-part 
series of articles in The Novi News. 
The first appears elsewhere on this 
page.

Commissioner Rocker emphasized 
that tiie peopie wouid have to pay 
taxes in relation to what their de­
mands might be and couid iiot ex­
pect "Lincoln to pay for it a i i . " 
Riciiards echoed these thoughts and 
caiied the charter "a good one." 

The minority got in their licks 
when Herbert Abrams pointed to 
the village's first "fork in the road". 
"Every man on liie charter com­
mission knew that a tax iiniitation 
ciause was wanted," ,̂  he slated. 
Abrams added that tiie commission 
siiouid be expected to act just as 
a council and provide a document 
that "meets the desires of the peo­
pie". 

Abrams closed his appeal for a 
change with the point that became 
more apparent as members of the 
audience ivere heard. "I do not be­
lieve the charter will pass unless 
tlie tax limitation change is provi-
ed," he concluded. 

Joseph Stadnik, scretary of the 
Civic Association, backed up 
Abrams' statements and said the 
commission had not "kept promis­
es" about providing .a tax limita­
tion. Stadnik also warned against 
"taxing out industry before it even 
arrives. 

Foiiowing the one-sided vote of 
the membership, the group voted 
unanimously to support the charter 
in the eiection. 

A possible era of new har­
mony between N o v i township 
and Nor thv i l l e may have dawn-
ed Monday when N o v i suddenly 
withdrew its long-standing suit 
against the city's annexation of 
township acreage. 

As a result, Nor thv i l l e is larg-
er — and N o v i is smaller — by 
soiiie S2 acres surrounding the 
Ainerman school. 

The suit, whicii had lingered in 
iiligalion since siiortiy after llie an-
noxntion eiection iast August, was 
settied within a two-iiour period 
Monday. 

In return for withdrawing its suit, 
Novi gained Nortiiviiie's agreement 
to drop tiie customary ciaini to a\ 
division of assets on the 82 acres 
involved. 

The case of Novi versus North.--
viile was officially closed Tuesday 
when Oakland county circuit court 
Judge Clark J . Adams issued a con-
.sent judgment wiiich legally noted 
tlie cily-lownship agreement to vali­
date the election. . . . 

Tlie action came on tiie very day 
Novi and Northviiie attorneys were 
to appear before Judge Adams and 
argue their cases. 

Novi attorney Anthony Renne be­
gan tiie process when he informed 
liienibei-s of the townsiiip board that 
Novi's chances of winning the case 
were slim. Board members agreed 
unanimously with his proposal to 
drop the suit if Nortiiviile would 
give in on the assets division. 

Renno then presented the pi-oposal 
to Norlhville attorney Philip Ogil-
vie, wlio contacted city council-
men and got their consent. 

Tlie drawn-out litigation was first 
sidetracked last fall when Northville 
challenged Novi's right to bring the 
suit. I'iie state supi-eme court ruled 
that it was properly brought. 

Then Novi entered a nionth-Iong 
period without an attorney, and it 
was not until Renne was appointed 
three weeks ago that litigation be-
gan anew. 

Novi had challenged the election 
on tlie grounds that the entire town-
ship had not been permitted to vote, 
and that the speeiai eiection had 
been iniproperiy caiied by the sec-
retaiy of state. 

A s . a resuit of the wiliidrawal, 
neither of tiiese key questions — 
Ivhich wouid affect virtually every 
township and every annexation in 
tlie state — wiii come to a court 
decision. 

Novi thus has broken even — a 
win, a loss and a draw — on its 
three suits against so-called en­
croachment on its boundaries. It i 
won an eariier suit against another 
annexation of toivnship territory by 
Northville, and then lost a suit 
aimed at stopping the incorporation 
of Wixom as a village. 

There now appears to be a possi­
bility that Novi and Northville may 
negotiate over the first cily-town-
ship annexation case. 

Tliough Northville has decided 
not to appeal the court decision on , 
that question, it is known that the 
city wants the land — some 05 acres 
on which a 250-home subdivision 
will be built. In return, Novi wants 
to tie into the Middle Rouge sewer 
system which extends into North­
ville.

Thus the hours of work and pian­
ning began tiiat iiave brought North­
viiie lo ils.pi-esent ievei. Today, says 
Cooiman. liie system is planned witii 
future growtii in mind. "The new 
iiigh sciiooi shouid provide ade­
quate faciiities for tile anticipated 
growth of our area," he poinled out. 

Whiie both Cooiman and Sever­
ance step aside froni the official 
scene next month, it's unlikely that 
their interest in Northvilie's growing 
sciiooi system will end. 

A concern over Northvilie's large 
areas of tax free land has already 
taken Coolmaii inlo long sessions 
Willi government aiithorites. He'll 
continue to seek compensation mea­
sures for the 20 percent of school 
disirict area tliat is slate and county 
owned. 

Meanwhile, the goal which began 
nine years ago seems to have been 
reaciied. Northville can now boast 
a system offering n curriculum on 
a par witli any of its size and local 
interest in school activities no long­
er suffers froni lack of enthusiasm.

Fairbrook street improvement pro­
gram. 

Contractors, who will instnll storm 
sewers nnd curb and gutter, started 
work the first week in June follow­
ing the close of the Downs' racing 
season. Bids for tlie project were 
let last March with the stipulation 
that construction would be com­
pleted by August 31. 

The project was originally schedul­
ed to begin last year. Confusion in 
some of the lower bids on the proj 
ect prompted the council to throw 
out all bids and begin over. 

New bidding this spring brought 
a record response. The keener com 
petition apparently brought totals 
down. 

Bids for the job totaled approxi 
niately $40,000 and fell about $0,000 
.short of oi'iginal estimates. Con-
tractor for the storm sewer is Ray 
L. Welch of Allen Park, wiiile Wii 
Iiam J . Kloote, Jr. of Pleasant 
Ridge was awarded the cuib and 
gutter project. 

Improvement will be made on 
Soiilh Wing and First streets and 
on Fairbrook from Center to Hines 
drive. Pavement of tlie streets is 
expecled to be undertaken within 
one or two years. 

Northviile's street improvement 
program has been one of concern to 
councilmen. In general the council 
has attempted to complete a project 
each year. Recently tlie council has 
discussed the possibility of a plan-
ned program for city street im-
provenient. Some thought lias been 
given to a bond issue to undertake 
tlie whole program, estimated at

Concern over the passage of the 
proposal on the ballot was expressed 
when both the city council and 
school board adopted last-Ininute 
I'esolutions calling for Its adoption. 

With the favorable vote the school 
board is now free to negotiate with 
road authorities on some seven 
acres of school property between 
the Ainerman elementary schooi 
and the proposed high school site. 
In earlier negotiations the school 
board has made it clear that before 
agreeing to a sale of the property 
certain safety features will have to 
be included. 

The school board has asked that 
the highway, which will divide the 
elementary school and the proposed 
high school, include these safety 
precautions: a fence along the 
southern boundary of the Amerman 
school; a covered overpass between 
the high school and the athletic 
field; proper traffic signals and de-
acceleration lanes; widening and 
improvement of North Center street. 

While road authorities seem agree­
able to meet all the safety demands, 
they balk at improving Center 
street. Pinal agreement will un­
doubtedly depend upon how far 
committed the county is on com­
pleting the cut-oft and how insis­
tent the board remains on Center 
street repairs. 

Meanwhile, the city looks on as 
an interested sideliner. If the cut­
off is abandoned, the city must as­
sume heavy road and drainage 
problems when the high school is 
completed. If the highway Is buiit 
and North Center street is left un­
improved, the city will have to pre­
pare it for heavy traffic from both 
the school and the new cut-off.

And there'll be the 
dynamite touchdown twins from the 
junior varsity—end .Toe Gotro and 
quarterback Joe Kritch. 

The Mustang basketbaii squad 
won't need much rebuiiding, with 
four of the gridders aiso scheduled 
for cage action — Goodrich, Peth­
ers, Yahne and Biery. Three were 
starters this year, and Pethers aiso 
wouid have out there except for a 
broken ieg. 

In baseball, Goodrich, Pethers 
and slugger Wade Deal will join 
with their new-experienced team­
mates. Prospects here look good 
again, 

On the cinder track, Northviiie 
wiil have two of its "big three" 
back — Biery and Yahne — as well 
as most of the thinclads who this 
spring helped Northville to its best 
season in a decade. 

Tennis and golf should show equal 
improvements through the good 
graces of a painless graduation this 
week. 

As a result, Northville can look 
forward to perhaps an even better 
year than this.

A v o i d B u l k i n e s s 

Most boys like the idea of bunk 
beds, and parents agree they do 
save fioor space. 

Biggest probiem is to avoid the 
buiky unwieidiy appearance of the 
top bunk which can compieteiy over-
wheini a smaii room.

In many Norlhville honies last 
week, television viewers watched a 
determined correspondent grapple 
with the nerve-jnngling experience 
of covering atomic tests in the Ne-
vada wasteland. 

The reporter, in real life, was act­
or George Brent. And the program 
was "Wire Service", the true-to-
life documentary of how correspond-
ents get their news. 

Sitting around one television 
screen in Northviiie, watching their 

. own siiow, were Frank and Doris 
Hursiey — one of the most prolific 

/ scI-ipt-wriling teams in the business. 
/ The Hursieys were not in North­

viiie by accident. Returning lo Hoi-
lywood from a planning conference 
in New York, they had stopped off 
to see Frank's mother nnd sisler — 
Mrs. Mary Hursiey and Mrs. Harold 
Hartley, both of 062 Randolph. 

During their brief slay, liie Hurs-
' leys brought the lIartleys up to 

dale on the lastest events hi their 
writing career — which dates back 
to 1941 and inciudes more than 066 
radio scripts, some 30 television 
shows, and four scripts for tiie stu­
dios of Hollywood. 

In their radio days, the Hursieys 
had written tliree years' worth of 
scripts for "Service to the Front"— 
a wee'kly documentary dramatizing 
the work of tiie army service forces. 

At war's end, they turned to other 
radio formats and found success wilh 
the famiiy comedy. Among them 
were "Those Websters", "Cousin 
Willy" and "That's Rich". 

"In fact," says Doris, "ive got 
nur Inspirailon for 'Willy' right 
Iicre In NorthvIllc. On one visit, , 
ive had noticed that the Hartle,v.s 
were cxircniely interested in \vild 
IIfc and conservation — especially 
In bird sludy. Wllh a few comedy 
tivlsls added. It ivas a natural 
for radio — and brollier-ln-laiv 
Harold hccamc 'cousin Willy". 
Their most notable performance 

in radio, they believe — and with 
good reason, was a 1945 script titied 
"Atomic Bombs". 

Hearing the first announcement 
of the blast on Hiroshima, the Hurs-
leys immedialely scrapped their 
script for that week, sent the cast' 
home and began thinking of a pro-
gram dramatizing the bomb and 
telling how it came to be.

"Take, 
for example, a television script 
ivc did last fall for 'IVIatincc Tlic-

aler'. lt was based on Sir Win-
Sinn CliurcliiU's one nnd only nov­
el, 'Savrola', ivhicli he ivrote \vlicn 
he ivas a young offlccr in India." 
The original script, written by a 

noted New York professional, had 
oeen personally rejected by Sir Win­
ston.' It faiied to get his point 
across, he said.

For that ivas llic lime 
of thc British-French invasion of 
Suez iast fall — and hi 'Savrola', 
ivriltciw a half century ago, Sir 
Winston described Iioiv the liritish 
attacked, of aii piaccs, Sucz!" 
Such masterpieces of writing do 

Yet 
the Hursieys stiii find opportunity— 
as regular contributors to "Wire 
Service", "Matinee Tiieater" and 
"Producers Showcase" — to turn 
out- significant dramas and docu-
mentaries.

J3abson Park, Mass. — During re 
cent years, I have discussed in this 
coiumn a wide variety of subjects, 
and I hope that these discussions 
have been interesting and useful to 
my many readers. Lately, I have 
been studying supply-demand rela-
tionsliips prevailing in some of the 
major commodity groups, and give 
below some of the highlights, as I 
see tiiem. 

Building MalcriaIs and Fueis 
Totai voiume of new construc­

tion put in place, on a dollar basis, 
hit a record higii for the first four 
months of this year. However, the 
sharp drop in iiousing-starts in 
\%7, compared with 1050, is curb­
ing demand for some key items, 
particuiariy lumber, p i u m bi n g 
equipment, and other materials. I 
see no immediate major improve-
ment in tins adverse situation. Nev-
ertheless, the totai dollar volume 
of new construction will hold at a 
high level — a fact that will make 
for a still good total demand for 
building materiais in coming 
months. Supplies, for the most part, 
will continue ample. 

I see nothing to worry about in 
hard fueis. Production shouid con­
tinue in good baiance witii require­
ments. These wiii hold at satisfac­
tory levels, allowing for the usual 
seasonal variations. Liquid fuels al­
so will easiiy meet current and pros­
pective needs. Gasoiine stocks, 
though heavy, probabiy will not 
prove liurdensome, now that the 
season of high consumption is ciose 
at hand. Large imports of petrole­
um and iieavy fuel oil are causiiig 
concern in some quarters, and will 
be sharply curtailed, I forecast, 
either voluntarily or by govern­
ment decree. 

Outlook For Foodstuffs 
The overall food outlook remains 

firm. Supplies of most major items 
wiii iioid at relaliveiy iiigh levels. 
Supplies of meals, however, may 
be somewhat smaller this summer 
than last, largely reflecting an ex­
pected drop in the suppiy^f pork. 
Witli pastures all over the country 
in excellent condition, miik produc­
tion, from now through the sum­
mer will hold at a high rate. This 
should result in larger commercial 
supplies of dairy products but heavy 
CCC buying should help maintain 
prices. 

Looking aiiead a bit, I forecast 
that new food crops, even with only 
nverage weather conditions durinf 
the important growing periods, will 
again be large. Domestic demand 
for most food products, both fresh 
and frozen, will continue at a higii 
ievei, reflecting a continued high 
rate of national employment nnd

disposable consumer income. For-
eign demand for U.S. food products 
may, however, be less aggressive 
than it was a year ago. 

Grains nnd Livestock 
Despite government efforts to re 

duce them, our grain and feei sup 
plies in the aggregate are stiii 
large. Eariy indications point to 
another large supply of feed grains 
for 1957-1958; tlie total may not dif 
fer materially from last year's rec-
ord. Carryover stocks into the new 
season will be sharply above those 
of a year ago. These lai-ge current 
and prospective supplies shouid mu­
tilate against any sustained price 
advances. 

Supplies' of well-fed beef cattle 
are by no means heavy. Currently, 
price strength prevails in feeder 
cattle, wiiich iiave been in good 
demand. I forecast a rather heavy 
run of grass fat cattle, including 
feeders, this faii, and lower prices. 
Marketings of the 1956 fail pig crop 
are now well out of the way — and 
will probably be followed by tern-
orarily higher average prices; but 
prices could turn sharply downward 
as marketings of the large spring 
pig crop increase. 

Industrials, Metals and Textiles 
Demand for industrial commodi-

ties should be well maintained at 
•good levels, aUowing for tiie usuai 
summer letdown. Supplies, for tiie 
most part, should suffice. Industrial 
prices may even strengthen moder-
ately later in the year. Supply-de-
Inand ratios in the metals group 
lean more to the easy side than 
otherwise, but. no shortages are 
indicated. 

The domestic textile industry, by 
and large, has been in tiie doidrums 
for a long lime. However, I fore-
cast some improvement during the 
second iialf of this year. Cotton and 
wool perhaps will be the best per-
formers, although I forecast noth-
ing in the nature of a booming mar-
ket. Supplies of the basic fibers are 
ample for the months immcdiateiy 
ahead.

E x p l a i n e d t o V o t e r s 
.As most things do nowadays, the question of a new school 

in N o v i eventually conies down to a matter of dollars and 
cents. 

In this era of mul t i -mil l ion dollar government budgets 
and vast industrial spending programs, the 5825,000 reqiIested 
for a new school and future sites may sound l ike a drop In the 
bucket. 

But more l ikely, it w i l l cause individual taxpayers to 
stop and think a minute about what that §825,000 — even 
though spread throughout the school district — w i l l mean 
to themselves. 

First of a l l , how would the $825,000 be used.' M i g h t that 
not be a lot of money for a bui lding and several pieces of 
land.' 

School officials answer this question wi th the fol lowing 
breakdown of figures:

A n d altogether it comes to $825,000. 
So whi le the bui ld ing itself would cost only a little more 

than half the requested $825,000, numerous "hidden" ex-
penses crop up at every hand to increase the total cost of a 
new school and future sites. 

As for what it would cost the individual taxpayer, the 
answer is five mi l l s annually — or $5 for each §1,000 of state 
equalized valuation. 

But that figure alone is misleading, for no one's schools, 
taxes would increase by precisely flve^niills. For some, taxeS" 
would be more than last year. A n d for some they would be 
less. 

It goes back to the consolidation last fa l l of four separ-
ate districts into the single N o v i school district. A t that 

time, voters of a l l four districts agreed to assume the debt 
for the present N o v i school bui lding and to provide up to 
nine mills — If that amount should be necessary — to pay ' 
it off. 

But none of that nine mil ls has ever been collected. 
A t present, however, school officials wish to collect part 

of that amount to increase payments on the old debt. But 
rather than the ful l nine mil ls , they see a need for only two 
mills. 

Thus they are requesting a total of seven mil ls — five 
for the proposed new school and two for the present school. 
A n d even so, the figure is two mills under the nine mills 
they are authorized to levy. 

W h y is this possible — that there could be a new scliool, 
and yet a reduction in the amount needed to pay off debts.' 

School officials answer this by point ing to a huge in-
crease — 16.5 percent — In the school district's state equal­
ized valuation. A s a result, taxes are paid on $10,040,000 
rather than on the roughly $8,500,000 of last year. That 
means that individual taxes can be lower even though the 
total amount collected is larger. 

A n d how does this fit into the total school tax iifcture? 
If the present bond issue is okayed by voters, scliool of-

ficials estimate that total school taxes in the N o v i district

Recreation Funds 

Sought from Novi 
Wiilowbrook parents may soon be 

asked to contribute lo the Norlh­
ville recreation department to help 
pay for part of the summer recrea-
lion program in which their child­
ren participate. 

This possibiiity arose Monday eve­
ning when the Novi township board 
turned down a request for funds 
fi-om Northviile reoi-eation director 
Stan Johnston. 

Johnston toid the board tiiat the 
program wiii cost some $16,066 to 
operate this year, and tliat Novi 
childi-en account for some IS per­
cent of those taking part in it. 

Johnston suggested tiiat the boai-d 
contribute seven pei-cent of the 
$16,006 — or $766 — rather than 
15 pei-cent, based on lhe 1956 rate 
of participation. 

Township attorney Antiiony Renne 
advised Johnston that the board 
couid not legally contribute to such 
a fund, aithough Joiinston pointed 
out that Nortiiviile township has 
inade arrangements to conti-ibute 
in recent years. 

Supervisor Frazer Staiiian and 
treasurer Ray Harrison aiso noted 
tiiat Novi youngsters who partlci-
oate in the program come primarily 
from the Wiiiowbrook and souliiern 
Novi area and that township funds 
must be spent for the benefit of all 
Novi.

N o v i school district voters w i l l 

cast their ballots next Wednes-
day on a proposal to raise an 
$825,000 bond issue for a new 
elementary school and three fu­
ture school sites. 

One pol l ing place — at N o v i 
school — w i l l be open. Ballots 
may be cast from 7 a.m. to 
8 p.m. 

To vote, residents must be tax­
payers in the school district, at least 
21 years oid, a U.S. citizen, a resi-
deiit of the state for six nionths, and 
a resident of the schooi district for 
at ieast 30 days prior to the eiec­
tion. 

Registration is not necessary for 
the eiection. At present Novi 
is not a registration district. 

If approved, the bond issue wiii 
provide funds for construction of an 
elementary schooi near Wiiiowbrook 
and tiie purchase of sites for ano­
ther eieinentary school, a junior 
iiigh, and a high schooi. 

The new eiementary schooi wiii 
be buiit southwest of the 16 Miie 
and Meadowbrook road intersection, 
in the iieart ot Novi township's fast­
est growing residentiai area. 

It would be a 13 classrooms and 
a inulti-purpose room, designed in 
the functionai styie prevaient in 
contemporary school architecture. 

Tiie schooi wouid have a capacity 
of 420 students and wouid relieve 
conditions that threaten to over­
crowd the present elementary schooi 
by next year al this lime, accord­
ing to school officials. 

If the bond issue is approved, con-
struction of tiie school would begin 
this fall. It would be completed in 
time for classes in the fall of 1958. 

Of the $825,000 bond issue, some 
•$486,600 would go for the buiiding 
itseif. A total of $45,306 would be 
used for repairs on the existing 
buiiding, and $106,660 would co.ver 
purchase of sites for the three fu­
ture schoois. The remainder wouid 
go for misceiiancous expenses con­
nected wilh the new buiiding.

The pi-esent scliool building was 
enlarged in 1955 to raise its ca­
pacity to 520 students.

Oniy one inember of the charter 
cominission fiied for office. He is 
Everett N .
