Babson Park, Mass. — Of two 
tilings I am certain, eitiier i-adicai 
steps must be taken to iiead off the 
increasing automobiie congestion in 
cities, or cise the saie of automo­
biles will decline. Either a hundred 
billion doiiars must be expended for 
road improvements, or else readers 
had better seii tiieir Generai Motors 
stocks on tiie next good rise. Fur 
liierinore, I beiieve that instead of 
spendiiiK money on new turnpikes, 
it ivouid be better to doubie the 
widlii of our ordinaiy two-lane roads 
making four ianes with a barrier in 
tiie niiddie. However, tiiis wouid hi-
crcase tiie congestion in cities. 

Ciiy Legislation Needed 

Of course, tiiD first thing which 
aii cities should do is to keep aii 
trucks off streets'' during tiie busy 
iiours, — witii deiiveries permitted 
only between (i p.m. nnd (i ii.in. Tliis 
siiouid bc done at once, in every 
city iiaving a popiiiation of over 
.lll.WIO. The next-step wouid be to 
eliiiiinato aii parking on downtown 
sti-cets. A start iias been made on 
tills: iiut liie probiem has not iieen 
tackled heroically. Parking meters 
are a step in the rigiit direction, but 
tiiey are not tiie uiliniate solution. 

Frnnkiy, if I were a young man 
today, instead of goinB into the au­
tomobile business, I would purchase 
land for a good downlown parking 
lot and gradually buiid a ciiain of 
parking iols. It seems as if garages 
for parking wouid be a good iiivest-
nioiil if properly located. I siiaii 
watcii ivith interest the new mechan-
icni "puslilnillon garages" and note 
iiov; they "take". I understand that 
sucii an open-^ir four-story garage 
costs about .$400,000. At any rate, 
my Ruess is that during the years 
aiiead tiiere may be more money 
ill iiarking autoniobiies tiian in seii­
ing automobiles! Wise are the city 
nutliorities who now spend money 
to liny up old buildings and instaii 
parking iots. In fact, such parking 
iols arc a city's -mnin hope, com-
ijiiicd ivitii proper advertising and 
service for downtown retail stores. 
In tills connection I repeat a former 
forecast that aii new retaii stores 
wiii be iarger, wiii be confined lo 
one fioor, and tiiat tiie cierks wiii 
be on roller skates.

If parking on streets is eiiniin-
ated, this wiii speed up traffic and 
shouid heip the bus companies of 
each city. On the other hand, inore 
traffic iighls shouid be inslaiied at 
crossroads. Tiie speedier tiie traf­
fic, the more traffic lights wiii be 
needed. The question is, iiow wiii 
the waits and congestion nt these 
cross streets be eiiminalcd? This 
brings me back to Sir Isaac New-
Ion's great basic Law of ACTION 
AND REACTION. 

Automobiies will only continue Iol of 
grow longer for a period, after 
whicii a I-eaction wiii set in and 
oars wiii be made shorter and siiort-
er. Shorter cars, however, wiii not 
end liie congestion at slreet cross­
ings. In accordance wilii tiie Law 
of ACTION and REACTION, when 
tiie saie of cars begins to deciine, 
tiie saie of motorscooters, bicycies, 
and roiier skates wiii begin to in­
crease. Now ,iet me give my final 
forecast on the solution of the traf­
fic problem.

Passengers on Roiier Skates 

In most cities, aivnings are now 
perniissabie for retaii stores. Tiiese 
provide protection to pedestrians 
against botii rain and exti'eme sun-
siiine. In most cities there are miies 

tiiese awnings over the side-
walks. My forecast is tiint these 
awnings wiii be repiaced by 
tiiroughways for tiie use of motor-
scooters, bicycles and perhaps foot 
passengers on i-oller skates. These 
tiiroughways could be ovei'hanging 
from the buiidings just as tiie aivn­
ings now are; but liiey wouid be 
buiit by tile city authorities and a 
Email toii charge couid be made for 
• tiieir use. Tiiey would be no wider 
than the sidewalks and would be 
elevated over all streets. This would 
enable a cyclist to go from the city 
line into liie heart of llie city \vith-
out stopping for crossroads or inter­
sections. 

Tiiese eievated "througiiways" 
wouid serve aiso ns protection from 
rain and sun to pedestrians on the 
sidewalks beiow. Tiiey wouid iiave 
oiiliels at every building. Just in­

side each buiiding wouid be a place 
lo park vehicies. Cities wouid soon 
be repaid for building these elevated 
"tlirougliwoys" by increased assess-
ments. Tiiey wouid make tiie second 
stories as vaiuabie as the first 
fioors.

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Peace and Quiet 

Reign Once Again 

On Wixom Road 
Peace settled on Wixom road .this 

week, but not untii a running bat­
tle between one of its residents and 
contractors for a rewidening proj­
ect went into Oakland county cir-
cuit court. 

With Judge H. Russel Holiand 
acting as mediator, the two parties 
each gave a iitlie ground nnd set-
Hed tiie dispute to the satisfaction 
of both. 

As a result, the contractors wiii 
go ahead with the widening project, 
and Wixom road residents wiii get 
their desired shut-eye. 

The feud blew up iast week when 
Stan Baion, a Novi township trustee 
and a resident ot the road, went to 
court with a complaint that noise 
from tiie road work was keeping 
him, his famiiy and his neighbors 
awake from dawn on. 

The court ordered the defendants— 
tiie Loseiie Construction company 
and sub-contraclors Wiiiiam Cun 
ningham and James L . Liliie — to 
appear Monday and show cause wiiy 
an injunction shouid not be issued 
to iiait the ire-provoking activities. 

Appearing Monday, the detandants 
agreed to thi-ee conditions; 
- — not to block driveways except 
when necessaiy to iet concrete dry. 

— to treat the road for dust when­
ever necessary. 

— to refrain from using heavy 
equipment near homes before 6 
a.m., and instead to work eisewhere 
so as not to lose time on the project. 

According to Novi township at­
torney Anthony Renne, who repre­
sented Baion, Judge Hoiiand ad­
journed the, iiearing indefinitely. 
Should further troubie arise' the in­
junction iiearing wouid be reopened. 

Renne noted that aithough the 
agreement appiied specifically to 
Baion since he was the legai coni-
piainant, the condition wiii actuai­
iy appiy to ail homes on Wixom 
road.

ot sites to aiiow a commercial site 
and a trailer park in Novi. 

The hearing wiii begin at 8 p.ni. 
in the township hall. 

The residentiai package wouid 
change ail ot section 25 and parts ot 
sections 24, 26 and 36 from agricui 
turai to residentiai use. It inciudes 
more than two square miies. 

According to zoning board spokes, 
men, the changes are designed to 
provide room for the heavy resi­
dentiai growth that is expected lo 
come to Novi within the next few 
years. 

The other two changes to be con-
sidered are 

— rezoning ot a site on East Lake 
drive near New Court — north ot 
Waiied Lake amusement park — to 
aiiow estabiishment ot a traiier park. 

— rezoning ot a site at Meadow-
brook and 10 Miie tor a shopping 
center serving Wiilowbrook Village. 

The traiier park rezoning request 
was tabied a month ago when 57 
residents ot the area petitioned 
against it. Opinions expressed by 
the zoning board since then have 
indicated the rezoning request wiii 
be denied because ot the strong 
public opposition. 

The park is the. first one to be 
proposed since Novi's stiff "regu 
lale-but-not-prohibit" trailer park 
ordinance went into effect last year. 

The second request would increase 
the commercial site southwest ot 
Meadowbrook and 10 Miie from 450 
feet to 450 feet by 500 feet. Most ot 
it wouid be used for a parking lot 
for the pi'oposed shopping center. 

A spokesman for Stephen-Aiien, 
Inc. said his firm wiii not build the 
shopping center for at ieast a year. 
He described it as a "typical neigh-
boriiood development, but nothing 
eiaborate." 

Ponder Solution 

Of Traffic Snarls 

At Intersections 
The worst traffic jam ot the year 

in Novi townsiiip has prompted a 
renewed attack on evening and 
week end congestion at Novi road 
nnd Grand River. 

Herbert Koesler, president of the 
Novi township Democratic ciub, this 
week came up with a suggestion for 
easing the fiow ot traffic at the 
snarled intersection after miie-long 
jams Sunday made the crossing aii 
but impassabie. 

Novi police reported that traffic 
was iined up niong Novi road as far 
as Wailed Lake amusement park, 
nnd for miies out Grand River and 
12 Mile road toward Kensington 
park. Conditions have been siniiiar 
at other limes, including week day 
evenings. 

lCoester's suggestion involves es-
labiishing two moving ianes on Novi 
road on eacii side of Grand River. 
One lane ivouid be for lett-turn traf-
fic and the other for through and 
right-turn traffic. 

"Mueh ot the troubie tiiere comes 
from cars being unabie to swing 
out and around other cars waiting 
to make ieft turns,'' Koester said. 

Itoester suggested that nb-park-
ing, no-stopping signs be posted 
aiong the shouiders near the inter­
section to aiiow cars to pass on the 
right. He added that iines couid be 
painted on the pavement to indi­
cate the flow ot traffic. 

Novi supervisor Frazer Staman 
nnd police chief Lee BeGoie agreed 
that something must be done about 
the increasing congestion problem 
there.

The Journai noted that the plant 
has brought Wixom internai prob-
iems — inciuding an increase in land 
prices from $230 an acre to $2,500. 

One source told the Journal that 
"farmers ore holding out for fan­
tastic prices and it's scaring oft 
investors." Another said that "the 
speculative land values may hold 
back home building in Wixom." 

Tl.a jiiUlnfll cited a post office 
feud over the question of handling 
Lincoln mail. At present it is handl­
ed at the Novi post office four miles 
away "instead of at (the Wixom) 
office, a scant halt-mile away."

Future Land Use 

Studied by Boards 
The future ot land use in Novi 

township came in tor careful scru­
tiny Monday night at a meeting ot 
townsiiip board members and zon­
ing board members. 

The infoi'mal get-together follow­
ed the regular zoning board meet­
ing and was designed to brief the 
townsiiip board on past zoning ac 
tion and future problems. 

The group discussed the piausi-
biiity ot establishing a seven-mem-
ber pianning commission to replace 
the present five-member zoning 
boai'd.

N o v i race track said this week. 

But state racing commissioner 
James H . Inglis called the fore-
cast "a little optimistic ar this 
time." 

B . F. Gregoric, a . leading f ig­
ure in the syndicate which hopes 
to build the track, said ground for 
tiie structure wouid probably be 
broken next month unless unfore­
seen complications develop. 

Gregoric said most ot the stumbl­
ing biocks which have heid up con-
slruclion for severai months have 
now been overcome—including the 
problem ot providing sewer faciii-
ties for crowds ot 20,000 people or 
more. 
The $5,509,000 race track and sports 

center would be located at Grand 
River and Meadowbrook. It would 
feature an elaborate grandstand 
with an all-weather sliding root to 
allow use ot facilities throughout 
the year. 

Gregoric said Detroit Edison has 
agreed to give service, and that 
Michigan Beii wiii run coaxiai cabies 
out ot the site to serve Detroit teie-
vision studios. In addition, he said, 
the track would be able to tie into 
new gas mains running to the area. 

The'track's sewer problem Is ap-
parenliy solved, he said. Under 
present plans, the track would tie 
in with a sewer network currently 
being studied by Novi township of-
ficiais and land developers. 

"We would extend a line from the 
track to the western part of the 
township, and property owners 
would be able lo tie into that line," 
he said. "Thus we would help malte 
sewer facilities possible for the peo­
ple, and the people in turn would: 
help defray part ot the expense for 
us." 

Further announcement ot the sew­
er plans is expected within the next 
few weeks. 

Gregoric said he intends to file 
an application tor a track with the 
racing commissioner soon, but that 
no license can actually be issued 
until the track is well along and the 
syndicate's financial structure is 
proved sound. In the meantime, he 
said, the syndicate would go ahead 
on "good faith". 

Ingiis himself said he has not 
been approached officiaiiy on the 
track question. 

Asked if he wouid consider ex­
tending the racing season to provide 
dates for the Novi track, the racing 
commissioner said he could not 
anticipate what might happen until 
he knows more about the proposed 
track. He seemed skeptical ot the 
possibility ot enelosing and heating 
a half-mile harness track for pre-
or post-season racing. 

Ingiis aiso noted that iie cannot 
take action on a new track appii-. 
cation untii . a current appiication 
for a track in Mount Ciemens is 
settied. Macomb county circuit 
court has enjoined him from issu- s 
ing a fourth—and last—Deiroit met­
ropolitan area license untii the 
Mount Clemens case is heard this 
faii. 

In this connection, Ingiis said he 
received a check for an applicaUon 
tee from Gregoric, but returned it 
when the application itself did not 
toiiow within several weeks. 

Inglis added that the Novi track, 
if it shouid be licensed, probably 
wouid be entitied to racing dates, 

Gregoric said racing wouid be 
oniy part ot. the program at the . 
track site. 

"After ail, tiiere are 365 days in 
a year, and racing would take up 
only 30 or 40 days," he said. 

Gregoric said the sports center 
could host boat shows, conventions, 
automobile panoramas, polo games 
and other sports events and exhi-
bitions. 

He also hinted again at the possi-
biiity ot baseball and football games 
at tlie center. 

"We'll have 111 acres under one 
root and a 250-toot cellng," he said. 
"Pew baseballs are hit higher than 
120 feet into the air, and not many 
punts ciimb over 60 feet.'' 

Gregoric said the grandstand is 
being deveioped by the Reynolds 
Aluminum company and is pattern­
ed after the proposed Olympic V i l ­
lage in New York City.

A Tribute To Mature Husbands and Wives 
Every day the publ ic is exposed to news­

paper, movie and television stories dealing 
witli niarried people who haie not grown up 
onto maturity. Letters to marriage Counselors 
are publiCly printed wherein one spouse is 
seeking adviCe C o n c e r n i n g solutions 
to problems of divorce, separation, unfaith­
fulness, etc. H a p p i l y married people, and 
there are mill ions of them in the world, can 
give a ready .inswer to these questions and 
propose a solution to these problems. Being 
mature people, they tell us that the most 
important factor contributing to a happy 
marriage Is a good preparation for marriage. 

A good preparation entails more than a 
beautiful courtship where the two involved 
get to knoiv each other well. It goes deeper 
than that. A young man or woman starts very 
early in life by the practice of the different 
virtues and by self-discipline. It is much easi­
er to grow up before 21 years of age than 
after tlIe age of majority. M a n y men and wo­
men who know the weakness of their intend­
ed spouse dur ing courtship erroneously con­
cluded that they would be miracle-workers 
once tlie marriage vows were exchanged. A 
few, with tlie help of prayer, have been able 
to effect a change for the better on the im­
mature spouse. But , generally speaking, a 
man or woman is m u c h the same after mar-
riage ns before. 

That is why emphasis must be placed on 
tlie importance of good marriage preparation. 
Immaturity, where a man fails to privide for 
the family, or a woman no longer loves her 
husband, or the Children are negleCted, springs 
from self-love. T h i s self-love started long be-
fore tlif wedding day. 

M a n y husbands and wives are successfully 
married because .self-love is non-existent in 
their own personal lives. Each is always wi l l ­
ing to make sacrifices for the other. Sacrifice 
makes love easy and perfect sacrifice makes 
it a joy. Look about you and see the hus­
bands who bear patiently the Cross of having 
a spouse who perhaps is an invalid. Love even 
grows stronger in cases l ike this because bas­
ically that Inan hns a sincere love of G o d . 
T h e n , too, see the thousands of wonien who 
daily fhakc sacrifices in a home whetc a hus­
band and father is incapacitated. T h e y do not 
flee but take their responsibilities well, , foI-
they are mature women. T h e y do not pity 
themselves and seek another's love, because 
long before marriage they trained themselves 
with high ideals, and self-dfsCiplIne and sac­
rifice for others. 

W e pay tribute, especially In this wedding 
month of June, to the vast majority of A f n -
erican people who have grown up onto ma-
ture manhood and womanhood. M a y G o d con-
tinue to bless their lives!

They deciare tliat 
iiiglier taxes in Michigan puts them 
at a coniiietitive disadvantage witii 
manufncturci-s in other states; tiiat 
liie tax difference would be so great 
lhat they must sell tiieir products 
.It a higlior price. They are con. 
cci-ned tiiat they will lose mucii 
business and this tiiey point out, 
would liroduce mucli unemployment. 

« • • 
Reaction to the govei'nor's con­

tinuous proposal about corporate 
profits taxes has become so pro­
nounced tiiat tiie controversy is re­
ceiving nationwide attention. It has 
made it more difficuit to interest 
new industries in iocatiiig in Mich­
igan. 

There are tiiose wiio tiiink it wiii 
also make it niore difficuit for Gov. 
Wiiiiams to win a spot on tiie Deni-
ocratic nationai ticket in lOiiO, siiouid 
he be aiming in tiiat direction. 

Unfavorabie pubiicity for tiie gov-
enor has been a source of satisfac­
tion to some of iiis poiiticai oppoii. 
ents. They feei that iie has never 
been sympatiietic to probiems of 
industiy and business and that tiie 
tax fight has dramatized tiiis iack 
of harmony to iiis disadvantage.

But the signing ot this year's tax 

biiis created another situation whicii 
foiiows the government patteni in 
Michigan. 

Two iegisiatoi's have asked for 
complete revisions, of the state tax 
structui-e, witii experts, fi-oni with­
in and outside the state to do tiie 
spadework. 

Wiiiiams said lie would support 
them " i f they are unbiased," and 
iater might appoint iiis own citizen's 
group to iiiake anotiier investiga­
tion.

WHAT IS MICHIGAN doing about 

getting ready for tiie St. Lawrence 
Seaway? 

There was a study by a sjiecinl 
legisiative committee last year. It 
came up witii a series of iaw ciiang-
es to make it easier for communi­
ties to heip theiiiseives. 

Tenor of the recommendations 
was tiiat cities and regions shouid 
do most of the work, get most of 
tiie business, and most of tiie ci'edit 
for turning the state into a worid 
trading ai-ea. 

« * » 
Some parts of tiie program were 

passed and signed into iaw, those 
making it easier for cities and re­
gions to set tiiemselves up to oper-
ate a port. 

But there is stiii a snag — taxes. 
So, the iegisiaturo ordered anotlier 

study iriade this sunimer of the ef-
feet of iocai property and personai 
taxes on creation of port areas. 

New I3ostoii, N.H. — For severai 
yeai's a nieniber of my organiza­
tion has been atteiidiiig tiie annuai 
Ciieiiiurgic Conference in the Cen-
Irai West. These meetings nre to 
iieip farniers niarket tiieir crops for 
industriai purposes .ind not merely 
for food. People will aiwnys be able 
to sjiend money on food shelter and 
iuxiu'ies but a ricii person can eat 
no nioi-e than a poor pei'son nnd 
probably liot as niuch. However, the 
percentage of fruits and green veg­
etables consumed increases con-
sidcrabiy more tiian tiie demand for 
wheat, corn, potatoes and otiier sta­
ples. Progress along cliemurgio 
lines will increase the vaiue of liiucii 
farm property. 

Atomic Wonders 
Atomic wonders may revolution­

ize farniing. Tiiere is much dis-
cussioii in newspapers today about 
the dangers of "faii-out" after the 
explosion of a liydi'ogen bomb. It 
is feared tliat these "fall-outs" may 
resuit in tlie birth of babies with 
two heads or witli some other de-
forniity. This would be very unfor-
tuiiate for peopie, and migiit aiso 
affect cattie and fowi; hut atomic 
farniing inay be a wortiiwhiie new 
deveiopnient in the case of agrioul-
turai products. 

The spraying of fruit and other 
trees to kiii destructive insects may 
be entirely ciianged. Instead of be-
ing sprayed as at present, they wiii 
be sprayed ivith eiectricai rays. 
Tins wiii enabie the birds to conie 
back again. These birds wiii soon 
kill off insects and enable tiie chem-
ui'gic cycle to pi-ogress as God in-
tended. 

Tile Giliiiercilin Weiulci-s 
Some yeai's ago the Japanese not-

iced tiiat piants whicii adjoined a 
plant with a certain fungus iiad a 
remarknbie gi-owth. This ivas found 
amongst the rice piants especiaiiy. 
Later tins fungus was i-educed to 
an acid and used in tiie ratio of O.l 

to 16 parts per miiiion parts of 
solution (usuaiiy potassiuiii suits 
niid water). Exhibitions are report­
ed whei'e you can almost see tlie 
plant grow from hour to hour. The 
sprays are fairiy cheap and — ni 
tiiough iiot yet passed by tiie Food 
nnd Drug Administration — yet tiiey 
niay revolutionize fertiiizers. In-
stead of mixing ciieniicais with the 
soil, tiie seeds, spi'outs and leaves 
of the plant are sprayed. ' 

Experimeiits show tliat tliis spray­
ing resuits in taller forest trees, bet­
ter yieids for pulpwood, aiid inipi'ov-
ed fiber crops, such as cotton. Gib-
bereilins aiso lengthen tliestenis of 
flowei-s, hasten development of 
transplants, and reduce tlie work 
of farmers and gardenei's. 

Improving Pasture Lands 
and Lciigtiicning Seasons 

Gibbereiiins make grass greener 
in pastures, In Fiorida, wiiere ten 
acres ore now needed to pasture 
cattie, oniy three aci-es iiiay be 
needed with the use of Gibbei-ellins, 
Texas cattie may be fattened in 
their native pastures instead of be-
ing sent to JCansn or other Central 
States for fattening. It is rumored 
that Gibbereiiins inay. reduce the 
price of the best steaks to one haif 
their present price. In fact, tiie en-
tire price structure of cattie, hogs 
and other grass-fed animals may be 
revoiutionized. 

But this is not all that the Gib-
bereilins can do. They may make 
the raising of fruit, corn, and other 
products wiiich are subject to frosts 
a safer business by extending tiio 
-gi-owing season. 

Price of Farm Land 
Aitiiough these deveiopnients dis-

cussed above may iiold down the 
price of farm products, they could 
easiiy increase the price of farin 
iand. Don't be too quick to sell 
your farm land. This especiaiiy an. 
piies to smaii farms near cities 
where the land could be divided up 

for residential properties. 
Also, reiiiember that the new 

iiighway systems to be buiit Ijy the 
government may eiongate cities, 
That is, instead of a city being five 
miies square as tiie avei'age city is 
today, it wiii be one-haif miie wide 
on each side of tlie new liigiiwny 
nnd lo miles long. This sliouid 
greatiy impi'ove the price of certain 
present unprofitabie farm iand. Be­
sides, one of the new "rare eartii 
nietals" may be found on your 
farm — some of whicii I wiii men­
tion: Cerium, Dyprosium, Erbium, 
Europium, Gadolinium, Hoiiniuni, 
Lanthanum, L u t e t i u m. Niobium, 
Praseodymium, Promethium, Sam­
arium, Terbium, Tiiuiium and Ytter-
bium, I

On Dial Exchange 
[o Serve Area 

Official gi'ound breaking ceremon­
ies Monday started the Nortiiviile-
Novi area on its way to dial phone 
service. 

The first shoveis were turned by 
Mayor Claude Ely of Nortliville and 
Supervisor Frazer Staman of Novi 
township. Officiais of both commun-
ities and tiie Michigan Bell Tele­
phone coIhpany attended the ceVe-
niony and lunched at Black's White 
House following the 11:06 a.m. 
event. 

The new $1,425,666 buiiding is lo-
cated on North Center street approx-
imately one-quarter of a mile nortii 
of the Amerman elementary schooi. 
Zoning in the area recently annex­
ed from Novi township was changed 
to permit construction ot the ex­
change in an otherwise residentiai 
section. 

The inain equipment wing ot the 
buiiding will measure 60 by 166 feet, 
while a service wing containing 
power equipment wiii be 74 by 33 
feet. The one-story buiiding wiii be 
constructed of reinforced concrete 
with a brick exterior. It wiii be set 
back to conform with the residen­
tial area and proper landscaping 
will be used to beautify the buiid-
ing, company officiais reported.

Plans for a new elementary 
school in N o v i faced an unex­
pected hurdle this week as a 
township resident suddenly chal . 
lengcd the election last week i n 
which funds for the bu i ld ing 
were overwhelmingly approved. 

The action aiready has gone be-
fore the state superintendent of pub­
iic instruction. 

Herbert Koester, 42780 Eight Mile, 
said he is chaiienging tiie election 
on grounds of insufficient notifica-
tion and possibie iiiegal procedure. 

The $825,660 bond issue was ap­
proved last Wednesday by nearly 
a 4-1 margin, as voters bailoted 
249-67 in. favor of it. The issue 
would pi'ovide funds for an eiemen­
tary school near Wiilowbrook Vi l ­
lage, improvements of the existing 
schooi, and sites for future build­
ings. 

Koester began the process of chal­
lenging the election immediateiy. 
By Monday, he said, he had written 
tiie Novi schooi board, its attorney, 
its bonding attorney, and incoming 
stale superintendent ot pubiic in­
struction Lynn Bartiett. 

Novi superintendent William Med­
iyn said Monday he had not seen 
the charges and couid make no re­
piy to them. 

In particuiar, Koester ciiaiienged 
the election on three alleged irreg-
uiarities i 

— tiiat it was not advertised eight 
days in advance as, he said, is re-
quired by law; 

— lhat some voters may not act-
uaiiy have been taxpayers in the 
schooi district; 

— and tii^t'lhe vote was certified 
too quickiy after the election. 

He said lie will ask the bonding at-
torneys not to approve a bond saie 
yet, and will demand a recount of 
the ballots and a comparison of 
them with assessment rolls. 

Koester, who is president of the 
Novi Township Democratic Club, 
emphasized that he is acting as a 
private citizen and not as an officer 
ot the ciub. He admitted that some 
ciub members are opposed to bis 
action. 

"I ' i i probably be unpopular with 
some people tor doing this,'' he 
said, "but I beiieve I'm right and 
I'm going ahead wilh it." 

In addition to chaiienging the 
eiection. Koester attacked the idea 
ot buiiding a school at this t ime-
especially near Wiilowbrook. 

There is no need for a school 
today," he said. "And it a need 
siiouid develop in tlie next few years, 
there is always the possibility of 
going on half-days for awhiie." 

"What we do need," iie added, "is 
a high school in Novi. And what's 
more, when the need for an elemen­
tary school does come along, we'll 
find that it shouid be near the Lin­
coin plant— not near Wiiiowbrook." 

"We shouldn't jump the gun on a 
school now" he concluded, "and run 
tlie risk of having to pay tor an­
other new one in a couple years.'' 

Though Mediyn declined to com­
ment on the charges themseives, he 
said he is fearful that Koester's 
action may mean a delay In building 
the school. 

"Even if another election is call­
ed, it would aimost certainly be an-
proved again," he said. "The only 
result would be a lack of classrooms 
when we need them." 

As for the alleged irregularities, 
Mediyn said the schooi board fol­
lowed the letter of the law. 

Mediyn in the past has consistent­
ly maintained Hint a neiv schooi is 
needed now and has cited figures 
showing that Novi wiii be short one 
classroom by next year. The short-
aee will Increase by 96 students the 
foliowing year and by another 96 the • 
next year, the figures show. 

The 14-room Wiiiowbrook school 
would accommodate 426 students 
in what has been termed Novi's 
fastest growing area|. Construction 
ivouid have started this faii, with a 
target completion date set for next 
fail.
