Board, JP's to Meet
On Clerical Matter

To por or not t6 pay — that is the question which
will face Novi's two justices of the peace in several weeks.

The Novi Township board agreed Monday night to invite

the two justices to the next board meeting in an effort to end the

long-smoldering dispute over
whether they should pay for cleri-
cal help and office space provided
by the township,

But before agreeing to consult
with the justices, the discussion had
reached the point of a motion to
charge the justices $10 a month for
the facilities.

The fee, suggested by treasurer
Ray Harrison, was amended to $30
by trustee Stan Balon— who later
suggested that a percentage of the
justices’ collection might be an even
better standard to follow,

But the motion was withdrawn
after township attorney Anthony
Renne suggested meeting with the
justices to seek their opinion.

Justice William MacDermaid has
openly opposed such charges in the
past, threatening to hold court in
his home if a fee is leveed for using
the township hall, Robert Anderson,
who will be sworn in as Novi's sec-
ond justice this week, has not taken
part in the feud so far.

The discussion Monday saw a re-
hashing of the pros and cons of the
question, which first arose last win-
ter when former treasurer Charles
Trickey Jr. challenged the town-
ship's right to provide free service
to former justice Edmund P. Yerk-
es, :

Those who favor the fee claim

the justices receive $4.30 per case
and should either pay their own
clerical help or reimburse the town-
ship for services of the township
receptionist.
"Those who oppose it claim that
the court should be held in the
township hall as a public conven-
ience, and that the justices do not
make enough money to justify re.
imbursement charge, o

Renne, asked if he would be will-
ing to pay for secretarial help, said
he would be ‘“tickled to death to
pay only $10 or a little more to have
my books keot and to have a place
to hold court.” -

But he cautioned the board not to
set the rates so high that it would
drive the justices into their homes.
For efficlent coordination of the
police and justice functions, the two
should both be in the township hall,
he said.

Supervisor Frazer Staman agreed
that “justice court shouldn’t be held
in someone's kitchen.”

In other business, the board:

— agreed to outline specifications
and seek bids for improving the
community building and rewiring
the township park.

~— heard revised fees for use of
the township dump by other com-
munities,

— asked Renne to check on the
possibility of a noise ordinance to

Plans for a new clementary
school in Novi faced an unexs
pected hurdle this week as a
township resident suddenly chale -
lenged the election last week in
which funds for the building
were overwhelmingly approved.

The action already has gone be-
fore the state superintendent of pub-
lic instruction,

Herbert Koester, 42780 Eight Mile,
said he is challenging the election
on grounds of insufficient notifica-
tion and possible illegal procedure.

The $825,000 bond issue was ap-
proved last Wednesday by nearly
a 41 margin, as voters balloted
249-67 in, faver of it, The issue
would provide funds for an elemen-
tary school near Willowbrook Vil
lage, improvements of the existing
school, and sites .for future build-
ings. .

Koester began the process of chal-
lenging the election immediately,
By Monday, he said, he had written
the Novi school board, its attorney,
its bonding attorney, and incoming
state superintendent of public in.
struction Lynn Bartlett.

Novi superintendent William Med-
Iyn said Monday he had not seen
the charges and could make no re-
ply to them.

In particular, Koester challenged
the election on three alleged irrveg-
ularities (

— that it was not advertised eight
days in advance as, he said, is re-
quired by law;

— that some voters may not act-
ually have heen toxpayers in the
school district; '

— and that the vote was certified
too quickly after the election.

He said he will ask the bonding at-
torneys not to approve a bond sale
vet, and will demand a recount of
the ballots and a comparison of
them with assessment rolls,

Koester, who is president of the
Navi Township Democratic Club,
emphasized that he is acting as a
private citizen and not as an officer
of the club, He admitted that some
club members are apposed to his
action,

“I'll probably be unpopular with
some people for doing this,” he
said, “but I believe I'm right and
I'm going ahead with it.,”

In addition to challenging the
election, Koester attacked the idea
of building a school at this time—
especially near Willowbrook.,

“There is no need for a school
today,” he said. “And il a need
should develop in the next few years,
there is always the possibility of
going on half-days for awhile.”

“What we do need,” he added, “is
a high school in Novi. And what's
more, when the need for an elemen-
tary school does come along, we'll
find that it should be near the Lin-
coln plant— not near Willowbrook,”

“We shouldn’t jump the gun on a
schaol now" he concluded, “and run
the risk of having to pay for an-
other new one in a couple years.”

Though Medlyn declined to com-
ment on the charges themselves, he
said he is fearful that Koester's
action may mean a delay in building
the school.

“Even if another election is-call-
ed, it would almost certainly be ap-
proved again,” he said. “The only
result would be a lack of classrooms
when we need them.”

As for the glleged irregularities,
Medlyn said the school board fol-
lowed the letter of the law.

Medlyn in the past has consistent-
ly maintained that a new school is
needed now and has cited figures
showing that Novi will be short one
classroom by next year. The short-
aee will increase by 90 students the
following year and by another 90 the -
next year, the figures show.

The 14-room Willowbrook school
would accommodate 420 students
in what has been termed Novi's
fastest growing area|. Construction
would have started this fall, with a
target completion date set for next
fall,

Babson Park, Mass, Since my re-
turn from the South, I have been
making a study of Turnpike Bonds
and other non-taxable investments,
Casual readers of this column may
not realize that non-axable bonds
are around their lowesl prices for
a long number of years. As an il-
lustration, State of Massachusetls
highly rated bonds carying the full
faith and credit of the State, free
of nll Federal and State taxes, which
sold at par in 1950 can now be
bought around 64. This is the lowest

price in their history.

Reasons for the Deeline

This decline is due to the con-
stantly increasing interest rates of
the past several years. There is no
other logical reason, While the stock
market has been climbing since 1949
(when the Dow-Jones Industrial
Average was around 165, in contrast
to today's level of around 500), bonds
have been declining, Yet the hond
market is just as susceptible to the
Law of Action and Reaction as the
stock market. When stocks are
clearly in a bear movement and
maney rates decline, bonds will
again go up in price, Therefore, non-
taxable bonds may be in the posit-
fon today that the blue chips were
eight years ago when they were
selling at a third of their present
prices.

Certain banks and other institu-
tions which are large bond buyers
state that there are reasons other
than increased interest rates why
municipal bonds are selling so low.
Due to the possibility of World, War
III, some of the savings institutions
have been selling the honds of large
cities, especially industrial cities
which could he targets for homb-
ing. At the same time, these institu-
tions have found it very difficult to
sell the unlisted bonds of small
cilies and towns, even though they
are perfectly safe and yield around
4% income-tax-free.

What About Turnpike Bonds?
I believe Turnpike Bonds should

be a logical exception to the above
situntion. They have both security

‘[ and marketability. The conservative

financial institutions say they do nat
like them because they are revenue
bonds, dependent upon the earnings
of the turnpike, Yet, every corpora-
tion bond is a revenue hond, depend-
ing upon earnings, The non-taxable
feature of turnpike bonds, however,
far exceeds the slight risk of de-
clining earnings. Of all the turnpike
bonds, only one issue, secured by
the West Virginia Turnpike which
“starts nowhere and ends nowhere,”
has failed to make good. I admit
that with rationing of gasoline in the
event of World War 1, turnpikes
would temporarily be in trouble; but
50 would almast everything else. Na
bombing, however, could materially
damage a modern turnpike,

Recently, the Boston & Maine
Railroad cancelled all its commuter
business because of a strike by the
maintenance men. It would take a
sirike of several months’ duration
hy Turnpike maintenance men be
fore their services would be missed.
Practically the only necessary em-
ployees of a Turnpike Authority are
those who collect the tolls. And I
cannot imagine these men strikine.
Turnpikes are therefore less liable
than most investments to suffer
from labor troubles.

An intimate part in the battle of
the school district pocketbook was
given new school board members
Adrian Willis and Dr. Waldo John-
son Manday ‘night as the Northville
board of education decided to bor-
row another $37,000 in the form of
tax anticipation notes,

Vote for the additional funds, nec-
essary to meet remaining July and
August payrolls, was called by new
board president Nelson Schrader.

This money is in addition to
$50,000 in tax anticipation notes is-
suecd last month, purchased by
Manufacturer’s National Bank. Be-
cause of a cut in school funds from
the recent state nid act passed in
Lansing, resulting in an approxi-
mote $49,000 loss to the district,
funds from the previous notes will
not last through the month of July,

Money is available, however, to
meet the payroll due this week,

In addition to the tax anticipa-
tion notes, there are two other po-
tential sources of revemtie, A reg-
ular state aid payment of $20,000 is
due the district in August, and
board members approved a re-
quest for an advance in state aid
for the maximum advance allowed,
an estimated $50,000.

The anticipated total from these
three sources, $107,000, should carry
the district through July and Aug-
ust bills and payrolls.

Two additional state aid pay-
ments of $20,000 each are due in
October and December, and $16,000
due from the primary school fund.

Meeting another pressing problem,
board members approved the ap-
pointment of high school principal
Elroy Ellison as acting superinten-
dent of schools, Superintendent R.
H. Amerman, who has been in ail-
ing health for the past several
weeks, hopes to be able o enter the
Mayo clinic in Rochester, Minne-
sota soon for further treatment.

In other business, the board ap-
proved furtheyr plans submitted by
Eberle M. Smith Associates for the
new high school.

Members of the firm appeared at
Monday's meeting with a scale
mode! of the site and school to show
members more vividly their pro-
posed plans, )

The hope was expressed by board
president Nelson Schrader that ad-
vertising for bids could be hegun
the first part of September.

In other business, board members
heard reports from principals on
filling teaching vacancies for next
year.

High school principal Ellison nn-
nounced that two pari-time teachers
had agreed to continue teaching in
that capacity and that the school
system would retain the services
of school psychologist ‘Gene Alex-
ander two days each week. All
other vacancies at the high school
have been filled with the exception
of one seventh grade science teach-
er and an industrial arts teacher,

Concerning elementary school vac-
ancies, principal Harry Smith re.
ported that six vacancies have been
filled with only three remaining to
be filled for fall.

In other matters, the board—

—heard a progress report from
the Northville curriculum study
committee;

—approved a request for bids on
furniture for the new Amerman
addition;

—iabled consideration of bids for
fuel oil and for new driver educa-
tion cars;

—tabled discussion of schoal bus
transportation. Due to new state
legislation, transportation funds will
no longer be available for children
who live within n mile and a half
of the school.

Dr, Jack Emery, of Waterford,
president of the Southeastern Mich-
igan Veterinary Medical associa-
tion, said the number of distemper
cases treated by veterinarians has
shown an upward trend since early
January.

Dr, Emery said many of the cur-]
rent cases reported were older dogs
previously considered immune to
the often-fatal disease. He said:

“It was formerly believed that
early immunization against the dis-
temper virus provided lifetime pro-
tection, However, the rising inci-

grown dogs has forced us to take
a new look at the theory of immu-
nization, To protect older dogs, we
are now recommending booster
shots,”

The ‘““distemper complex” was
described by Dr. Emery as a two-
phase disease,

“It is in the early stage — mark-
ed by loss of appetite, vomiting and
nervousness — that the veterinari
ian should be consulled,” Dr. Em-
ery said, “If the disease is diag-
nosed in this stage, neutralizing
serums can be administered. The
sooner this is done, the better
chance the dog has to ward off
the second and more severe phase

Incoming state highway commis-
sioner John C, Mackie has placed
the fourlane superhighway at the
top of the priority list. .

Now he is meeting with federal
highway officials to find an end to
construction bottlenecks which have
stalled completion of the express-

way. Only three bridges are yet

Eve Speéd-Up of Expressway

to be completed, but contractors
have been unable to get structural
steel for the overpasses.

Mackie'’s action was prompted by
the mammoth Fourth of July traf-
fic snarl between Detroit and Kens-
ington Park, described as the worst
traffic jam in Michigan history.

* Mackie indicated he may seek

‘one of two answers to the delay

in- construction: use of prestressed
steel in the bridges, or opening the
completed part of the superhigh-
way to traffic.

Highway officials have admitted
that the superhighway will not end
all traffic worries to and from the
park. Traific on the new highway
will still have to blend with traffic
on old Grand River at a bridge near
Farmington. Earlier suggestions for
a separate bridge went unheeded.

U.S. 16 from Detroit to Brighton
was cited as Michigan's most acute
traffic problem in engineering stud-
ies 12 years ago. Work on the ex-

Voters will cast their ballots at
Wixom school from 7 a.m. to 8 p.m,
All of Wixom is combined into a
single precinct for the election.

The proposed village is bounded
by 12 Mile on the south, by Loon
Lake road on the north, by Beck
road on the east, and by what would
be an extension of Napier on the
west.”™ ’

It includes the tax-rich Lincoln
plant, and is termed “a potential
River Rouge— possibly the future
heart of the area” by planning ex-
perts.

If the charter is approved, it will
go to Governor G. Mennen Williams
for his signature— the last legal
hurdle before Wixom is officially
pronounced a village.

If it is rejected, the election of
officers will be invalidated and the
charter commission will go to work
on a new charter. It would then
face a public vote upon completion.

Wixom has two years and three
attempts to get a charter approved.

The possibility of rejection of the
charter revolves around a eight-
mill tax-limitation clause that some
Wixomites want included in the
charter, Under its present form,
the charter limits taxes only at the
state-limited 20 mills,

At a recent meeting of the Wixom
Civic Assaciation, backers of the
present charter compromised by

pressway did not begin until .two
years ago, however,

agreeing to. petition for an election

agreement over the advisability of
an eight-mill limit. The main ques-
tion was whether the amendment
election would actually come to
pass.

If the charter is approved, it will
mark an end to a long struggle for
Wixomites.

In true grass-roots fashion, resi-
dents of the crossroad community
seized the iniliative last fall and
pressed forward against several
major obstacles,

On February 5, they voted 253-
166 to incorporate. But immediately
a suit was filed to invalidate the
election on grounds that the Novi
section of Wixem had voted incon-
clusively (64-64), The suit was later
dismissed by Oakland county cir-
cuit ecourt Judge Clark J. Adams.
