An intimate part in the battle of
the school district pocketbook was
given new school board members
Adrian Willis and Dr. Waldo John-
son Manday ‘night as the Northville
board of education decided to bor-
row another $37,000 in the form of
tax anticipation notes,

Vote for the additional funds, nec-
essary to meet remaining July and
August payrolls, was called by new
board president Nelson Schrader.

This money is in addition to
$50,000 in tax anticipation notes is-
suecd last month, purchased by
Manufacturer’s National Bank. Be-
cause of a cut in school funds from
the recent state nid act passed in
Lansing, resulting in an approxi-
mote $49,000 loss to the district,
funds from the previous notes will
not last through the month of July,

Money is available, however, to
meet the payroll due this week,

In addition to the tax anticipa-
tion notes, there are two other po-
tential sources of revemtie, A reg-
ular state aid payment of $20,000 is
due the district in August, and
board members approved a re-
quest for an advance in state aid
for the maximum advance allowed,
an estimated $50,000.

The anticipated total from these
three sources, $107,000, should carry
the district through July and Aug-
ust bills and payrolls.

Two additional state aid pay-
ments of $20,000 each are due in
October and December, and $16,000
due from the primary school fund.

Meeting another pressing problem,
board members approved the ap-
pointment of high school principal
Elroy Ellison as acting superinten-
dent of schools, Superintendent R.
H. Amerman, who has been in ail-
ing health for the past several
weeks, hopes to be able o enter the
Mayo clinic in Rochester, Minne-
sota soon for further treatment.

In other business, the board ap-
proved furtheyr plans submitted by
Eberle M. Smith Associates for the
new high school.

The hope was expressed by board
president Nelson Schrader that ad-
vertising for bids could be hegun
the first part of September.

In other business, board members
heard reports from principals on
filling teaching vacancies for next
year.

High school principal Ellison nn-
nounced that two pari-time teachers
had agreed to continue teaching in
that capacity and that the school
system would retain the services
of school psychologist ‘Gene Alex-
ander two days each week. All
other vacancies at the high school
have been filled with the exception
of one seventh grade science teach-
er and an industrial arts teacher,

Concerning elementary school vac-
ancies, principal Harry Smith re.
ported that six vacancies have been
filled with only three remaining to
be filled for fall.

In other matters, the board—

—heard a progress report from
the Northville curriculum study
committee;

—approved a request for bids on
furniture for the new Amerman
addition;

—iabled consideration of bids for
fuel oil and for new driver educa-
tion cars;

—tabled discussion of schoal bus
transportation. Due to new state
legislation, transportation funds will
no longer be available for children
who live within n mile and a half
of the school.

Whatever its terminology, the wild windstorm that
smashed into Novi Jate on the afternoon of the Fourth of

July was a humdinger.

There were no casulties — not among humans at least—
but evidence of the storm's wrath can still be seen in scattered

. parts of the township,

Among other things, the storm was credited with the
worst traffic jam in Michigan history — as fallen trees in
Novi caused a backlog of cars along Grand River for hours.

In addition, che storm left these results in its wake:

— at least one roofless home,

— several dozens of trees smashed to earth at Bob-O-Link

golf course,

— scores of other trees flattened along the new express-
way, along Novi road, and along Taft road.

— countless damaged homes, garages, and out-buildings.

While all this was happening, Novi police were swamp-
ed with routine holiday calls — some 10 to 12 traffic acci-
dents, beach mishaps and even an occasional missing dog.

The “worst traffic jam in Michigan history"”, as experts
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call it, occurred about 7 p.m. as thousands of holiday fun-
seekers poured back toward Detroit from Kensingron Park.
Huge trees toppled across Grand River near Napier road,
blocking traffic back into. New Hudson,

through.

The storm entered Novi to the west from Brighton and
paralleled Grand River on its way into che Detroit suburbs.

“It was formerly believed that
early immunization against the dis-
temper virus provided lifetime pro-
tection, However, the rising inci-

grown dogs has forced us to take
a new look at the theory of immu-
nization, To protect older dogs, we
are now recommending booster
shots,”

The ‘““distemper complex” was
described by Dr. Emery as a two-
phase disease,

“It is in the early stage — mark-
ed by loss of appetite, vomiting and
nervousness — that the veterinari
ian should be consulled,” Dr. Em-
ery said, “If the disease is diag-
nosed in this stage, neutralizing
serums can be administered. The
sooner this is done, the better
chance the dog has to ward off
the second and more severe phase

Mackie'’s action was prompted by
the mammoth Fourth of July traf-
fic snarl between Detroit and Kens-
ington Park, described as the worst
traffic jam in Michigan history.

* Mackie indicated he may seek

‘one of two answers to the delay

in- construction: use of prestressed
steel in the bridges, or opening the
completed part of the superhigh-
way to traffic.

Highway officials have admitted
that the superhighway will not end
all traffic worries to and from the
park. Traific on the new highway
will still have to blend with traffic
on old Grand River at a bridge near
Farmington. Earlier suggestions for
a separate bridge went unheeded.

U.S. 16 from Detroit to Brighton
was cited as Michigan's most acute
traffic problem in engineering stud-
ies 12 years ago.

At a recent meeting of the Wixom
Civic Assaciation, backers of the
present charter compromised by

agreement over the advisability of
an eight-mill limit. The main ques-
tion was whether the amendment
election would actually come to
pass.

If the charter is approved, it will
mark an end to a long struggle for
Wixomites.

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From West Point to Princeton
For Local Couple’s Son-in-law

For a young man from Michigan,
who has spent the past two -yenrs
living in a’ parsonage in Jericho
Center, Vt., the road to a career

* as a college teacher has led from

West Point to Japan, to the Uni-
versity of Vermont and to Yale and
Princeton Universities.

He is John Williard Shy, son of
Mr. and Mrs. Willard A. Shy of
Lathrup, Michigan, His wife is the
former Sally Masselink, daughter
of Mr, and Mrs. Laurence A, Mas-
selink of 47230 West Seven Mile
Road, Northville,

In June of 1952, Shy graduated
from West Point and was commis-
sioned a second lieutenant in the
Infantry. In June of 1957, Shy re-
ceived the degree of master of arts
in history from the University of
* Vermont. In bhetween came military
service, including a tour of duty in
Japan,

His average for two years of study
at UVM, where he had a graduate
fellowship which paid his tuition
and $400 per year, was over 95.

For Shy, the desire to teach his-
tory began in his fourth year at
West Point, where he graduated
fourth in a class of over 500.

“Giving up a good career in the
Army was a tough decision,” he
confides, ‘‘especially with a grow-
ing family, But the idea -of doing
.graduate work and then teaching
seemed attractive and worthwhile.

“My wife and I traveled through
New Engldnd shortly after we were
married, and I liked it so well that,
when we decided on graduate work,
we decided it had to be in New

England, I chose UVM because I
was offered a fellowship, and be-
cause it filled our geographical in-
clinations,

“We were forlunate in being able
to rent the parsonage in Jericho
Center and, frankly, are’a little un.
happy to be leaving.”

For Mr, and Mrs. Shy, and four-
year-old daughter Betsy, and one.
half year old Tim, the road to Shy’s
teaching career now leads from Ver-
mont to Yale University, where he
will attend the Summer Language
Institute ““to work on both French
and German,” and to Princeton,
where Shy has won a fellowship
for study toward the doctor's de-
gree. The fellowship, given by the
New Jersey Society of Colonial
Wars, will cover Shy’s tuition and
also carries a stipend.

In addition, he was nominated by
the University of Vermont and is
one of four students in the country
to receive a $250 scholarship given
by the National Patriotic Service
Committee of the Society of Colon-
ial Dames of America.

Nerthville Township Building Code Ordinance

An Ordinance enacted pursuant
to Act No. 183, Public Acts of 1943,
as amended to regulate the erection,
construction, enlargement, equip-
ment, alteration, repair, moving,
removal, demolition, conversion,
use, height, area and maintenance
of all buildings and structures in the
unincorporated portions of the
Township of Northville; to provide
for the issuance of permits and col-
lection of fees thereof; to provide
declaring and establishing five
penalties for the violation thereof;
limits; defining the scope and'au-
thority of the Building Inspector;
and repealing all Ordinances and
parts of Ordinances in conflict
therewith except the Ordinance
known as the Zoning Ordinance of
the Township of Northville,

THE TOWNSHIP OF NORTH-
VILLE ORDAINS

Section 1. Adoption of Building
Code. Certain documents, copies of
which are on file in the Office "of
the Clerk of the Township of
Northville, available for inspection
by the distribution to the public at
all times, and which are marked
and designated as the ‘“Abridged
Building Code” and the “Basic
Building Code", 1955 Editions, to-
gether with Supplements thereto,
and approved by the Building Of-
ficial Conference of America, In-
corporated, with the additions, in-
sertions, delations and changes as
adopated by the Board of Super-
visors of the County of Wayne,
October 8, 1951, and known as the
“County Building Code"”, and the
“Plumbing Code of the State of
Michigan”, as written, are hereby
adopted, and are to be used, con-
sidered and enforced jointly, with
the “Basic Building Code” serving
as a supplement to the “Abridged
Building Code.” with the additions,
insertions, deletions and changes
prescribed in Section 3 of the
“County Building Code”, the
“plumbing Code of the State of
Michigan”, as written, in regulat-
ing the erection, construction, en-
largement, equipment, alteration,
repair, moving, removal, demoli-
tion, conversion, use, height, area
and maintenance of all buildings
and structures in the unincorpor-
ated portions of the Township of
Northville, and including the pen-
alties for violating the provisions
of said Code and establishing the
fire limits; and each and all of the
regulations, provisions, penalties,
conditions and terms of said
“Abridged Building Code” and
“Basic Building Code” 1955 Edit-
ions, together with Supplements
thereto, approved by the Building
Official Conference of America, I_n-
corporated, with the additions, in-
sertions, deletions and changes pre-
seribed in Section 3 of the “County
Building Code” as adopted by the
Board of Supervisors of the County
of Wayne, October 8, 1951, and on
file in the office of the Wayne
County Clerk: and the “Plumbing
Code of the State of Michigan”, as
written, are hereby referred to,
adopted and made a part hereof
as if {ully set out in this Ordinance,
except as herein otherwise stated.

Section 2, Purpose, The pur-
pose of this Ordinance and Code is
to provide minimum standerds to
safeguard life and limb, health,
property and public welfare, by
regulating and controlling the de-
sign, construction, quality of ma-
terials, use and occupancy, loca-
tion and maintenance of all build-
ings and structures within tl_le
Township of Northville and certain
equipment specifically regulated by
this Ordinance.

Section 3., Additions, Amend-
ments and Clarification of Refer-
ence Ordinance.

(1) Wherever, in said ' Reference
Ordinance, a municipality is men-
tioned and no name is therein giv-
en, said municipality shall be con-
strued to mean the Township of

* Northville, and wherever, in) said

Reference Ordinance, a state is
mentioned without giving the name
thereof, such state shall be con-
strued to be the State of Michigan,

(2)' Wherever, in this Ordinance,
the term “Building Official” is

~ used, same shall be deemed to

mean such person, persons or or-
ganization as. may be designated
by the Northville Township Board
as “Building Inspector”.

(3) Wherever, in this. Ordinance,
reference is made to the Basic
Building Code, said reference shall
be deemed to refer to the latest
amended Basic Building Code
adopted by the Building Official
Conference of America, Incorporat-
ed.

(4) Wherever, in this Ordinance,
there appears to be a requirement
that certain documents and papers
including the Abridged Building
Code, the Basic Building Code and
the State Plumbing Code, shall be
kept on file in the office of the
Building Official or other person, it
shall be deemed sufficient com-
pliance if said documents and
papers are on file in the office of
the Township Clerk, in the North-
ville Township Hall,

(5) Section 101.0 of the Abridged
Building Code is hereby amended
by amending the definition of “Min-
imum Habitable Room Height” to
read as follows: ‘

101.0 MINIMUM HABITABLE
ROOM HEIGHT. A clear height
from finished floor to finished ceil:
ing of not less than seven and one-
half (7%4) feet in the basement,
seven and one-half (7%) feet in

the first story and of not less than
seven and one-third (71/3) feet in
the second and third stories.

(6) Section 104.13 of the Abridged
Building Code, as amended by the
Wayne County Code by the addition
of a new section to appear and be-
come Section 104,13, is hereby
amended to read as follows:

104,13 BOARD OF APPEALS, The
Board of Appeals, as established
under the Zoning Ordinance of the
Township of Northville, shall be the
Board of Appeals on matters arising
out of the enforcement of the pro-
visions of this Ordinance.

CHAIRMAN OF THE BOARD,

The Board shall select one of its
members to serve as chairman, and
the Building Official shall serve as
secretary to the Board and shall
keep a detailed record of all pro-
ceedings on file in the Department
of Building Inspection.
EXEMPTION OF MEMBER. No
member of the Board shall pass on
any question in which he is engaged
as contractor or material dealer,
or in the preparation of plans or
specifications, or in which he has
any personal interest.
COMPENSATION OF BOARD

OF APPEALS. Compensation of ap-

pointed members of the Board shall
1be determined by the Township
Board. -

APPLICATION FOR APPEAL.

In case of dissatisfaction with the
:Building Official, the question in
dispute may be referred to the
Board of Appeals, and such Board
i shall proceed to hear and determine
the appeal. Provided, however, that
|the Building Official shall have the
right to order the immediate abate-
ment and correction of any emin-
ently dangerous condition to life or
property within the scope of this
Ordinance. Application for appeal
may also be made when it is claim-
ed that; the true intent of this
Code, ..or rules legally = adopted
thereunder, have been incorrectly
interpreted; the provisions of the
Code do not fully apply, or an
equally good or better form of con-
struction can be used.

NOTICE OF MEETING. The
Board shall ‘'meet upon notice of the
chairman within ten (10) days of
the filing of an appeal or at stated
periodic meetings if warranted by
the volume of work,

PUBLIC HEARING. All hearings
shall be public, and the appellant,
his representative, the official of
the municipality and any other per-
son whose interests may be affect-
ed by the matter of appeal, shall
be given an opportunity to be
heard. .

ADJOURNED MEETING. Two
(2) qualified members shall con-
stitute a quorum, but when three
(3) qualified members are not pre-
sent tn consider a specific appeal,
either the appellant, the Building
Official or their representatives
may request a postponement of the
hearing.

(7) Section 104.5 of the Abridged
Building Code, as amended by the
Wayne County Code, is hereby
amended to provide penalities on
conviction of One Hundred Dollars
($100.00) fine or imprisonment for
not more than ninety (90) days, or
hoth.

(8) Section 1046, of the Abridged
Code, is hereby amended to provide
the following - schedule of permit
fees

(9) Section 104.0, of the Abridged
Code as amended by the Wayne
County Code through the addition
of a new section appéaring as Sec-
tion 104,61, is hereby amended to
read as§ follows:

104.61 MOVING OF BUILDINGS.
No building shall be moved into, or
from one lot to another in a dis-
trict, when such building is not of
a type permitted in that district.
A permit for the moving of a build-
ing shall not be issued until a cash
deposit, in the amount™ of Five
Hundred Dollars ($500,00) shall
have been deposited with the Town-
ship Treasurer to-cover any dam-
ages suffered or expenses incurred
by the Township arising from the
moving of the building, and to
guarantee the removal of all debris

from the property and leveling of|

the lot in a manner satisfactory to
the Building Official. The making
of such cash deposit shall not pre-
vent the Township from the collec-
tion of further damages in excess
of the amount deposited in the
event further damages are sustain-

retained by the Township for dam-
ages and/or expenses incurred
hereunder, shall be returned upon
supplying satisfactory evidence that
the moving operation has been com-
vleted. Such cash deposit shall not
be required when a building is to be
moved within the limits of the
property on which the building is
located.

(10) Section 106.1 of the Abridged
Code is hereby amended to read
as follows:

106.1 EXISTING USE UNCHANG-
ED.. The legal use and occupancy
of any building or structure exist-
ing on the effective. date of this
Ordinance, or for which it had been

/

ed Such deposit, less any amount ||

heretofore approved, may he con-
tinued without change when such
use is not detrimental to the general
safety and welfare of the public,
provided the building is not en-
larged in helght or area and the
exit facilities are adequate for a
new building of the same use and
occupancy load, (See sections 106,
306, 406, 506, G6OG, 706, 1006, 1108,
1206, 1306, 1406, 1506, 1606, 1706,
1806, and 1906 of the Basic Build-
ing Code.)

(11) The Fire District Subdivision
set forth in Section 107.1, of the
Abridged Code, shall be deemed to
be the business, and/or commercial
and manufacturing districts as es-
tablished by the Northville Town-
ship Zoning Ordinance and Zoning
Map, and amendments thereto,

(12) Section 1100 of the Abridged
Building Code is hereby amended by
the addition of a new section to ap-
pear and become Section 110,10 to
read as follows:

110.10 BASEMENTLESS HOUS-
ES. The foundation of all basement-
less houses, with a crawl space be-
low the first floor, shall be plaster-
ed with one-half (%) inch of cement
(4) inch drain tile shall be laid
plaster and water proofed. A four
around the inside of and below the
top of the footings., The ground area
under the first floor shall he cov-
ered with a four (4) inch layer of
pea gravel, The tile shall drain
into storm sewers or open ditches.
If no sewer or open ditch is avail-
able the tile shall drain to a sump,
inside of the foundation wall, in
which a sump pump is installed to
pump the water away from the
building.

(13) Section 111.43 of the Abridged
Building Code is hereby amended fo
read as follows:

111.43 FRAMING OVER OPEN-
INGS. Lintels over openings in bear-
ing walls or partitions of one and
two family dwellings, shall consist
of double joists not less than herein
specified or trussed -construction
bearing on jack studs, or other ap-
proved construction affording ade-
quate strength:

Spans less than four (4) feet
' two 2 x 4

Spans four (4) feet to six (6) feet
two2x6

Spans six (6) feet to eight (8) feet

feet two 2 x 10

two2x 8

Spans eight (8) feet to ten (19)

Spans ten (10) feet to twelve (12)

feet two 2 x 12

Spans twelve (12) feet to four-

teen (14) feet three 2 x 12

Spans fourteen (14) feet and

over two 2 x 12 with a 4" x 11"

continuance steel plate placed he-

tween 2 x 12's and holted together
with staggered 3/8 inch bholts
eighteen (18) inches apart,

(14) Section 113.23 of the Abridg-
ed Code is hereby deleted from this
Ordinance.

(15) Section 1154 of the Abridg-
ed Building Code, as amended by
the Wayne County Code, is hereby
amended to read as follows: '

1154 CRAWL SPACES. Access
spaces under grade floor construc-
tion and wherever wood, gypsum,
metal or other floor construction
subject to corrosion or detefioration
is installed, above the ground with-
out basements, shall be provided
not less than twenty-four (24) inch-
es in depth, Such spaces shall be
vented with screened openings hav-
ing a clear area of not less than
one-half (%) of one (1) per cent
of the enclosed building area or
shall be provided with other equiva-
lent means of artificial ventilation.
The screens shall be corrosion-re-
sistive and rodent-proof complying
with Section 116.43, When floating
mat foundations are provided in ac-
cordance with Section 110.3, the re-
quirement for ventilation shall not
apply. : ’

(16) Section 117.12 of the Abridg-
ed Building Code, as amended by

the Wayne County Code, is hereby

amended to read as follows:

11712 All sewage disposal sys-
tems installed in the Township of
Northville shall conform to the
Wayne County Health Department
standards for construction, inspec-
tion and approval.

(17) Section 117,13 of the Abridg-
ed Building Code, as amended by
the Wayne County Code, is hereby
amended to read as follows:

117.13 All plumbing hereafter in-
stalled in the Township of North-
ville shall conform to the minimum
code rules and regulation require-
ments of the State'of Michigan,

(18) Section 117.0 of the Abridged
Building Code is hereby amended
by the addition of a new section to
appear and become Section 117,16,
to read as follows:

117.16 SEPTIC TANK AND DIS.
POSAL FIELDS. When a sewer is
not available, the building official
may grant a permit for the use of
a seplic tank or other sewage treat-
ment tank with the required dis-
posal field, provided, such tanks
and fields shall be constructed in
accordance with the recommenda-
tions of the Wayne County Health
Department. Percolation tests made
by the Wayne Cqunty Health De-
partment or other approved agency
shall be submitted to the Building
Inspector along with the applica-
tion for a Building Permit, Two
such tests shall be made for each
tile field. The tank and field shall
meet the requirements of the Wayne
County Health Departmenl based
on the number of bedrooms, per-
sons served and the perolation
tests of the absorption area. When-
ever a sewer is available use of
existing treatment tanks shall be
discontinued and connections to
such sewers shall be made within
one (1) year,

(19) Section 132.16 of the Abridg-
ed Building Code, as amended by
the Wayne County Code by the add-
ition of a new section to appear
and become Section 132.16, is here-
by amended to read as follows:

132,16 No person, firm or corpora-
tion, or their leases or agent, shall
construct or maintain a barbed
wire fence, partially or wholly
around any area in any street, ave-
nue, alley, lane or public highway,
or in or along any street or in front
of any public space or place, or
nail or cause same to be nailed or
fastened in any form, shape or
manner upon partition fences. Pro-
vided, however, this shall not pro-
hibit the use of barbed wire fenc-
ing on farms or small farms for the
purpose of enclosing cattle or other
animals.

Section 4. Unlawful Acts, It shall
be unlawful for any person, firm
or corporation to erect, construct,
enlarge, alter, repair, move, im-
prove, remove, convert or demolish,
equip, use, occupy or maintain any
building or structure in the Town-
ship of Northville or cause the same
to be done contrary to or in viola-
tion of any of the provisions of this
Ordinance and Code.

Section 5. Penalties, Any person,
firm or corporation violating any
of the provisions of this Ordinarce
and Code shall be deemed guilty
of a misdemeanor, and each such
person shall be deemed guilty of a
separate offense for each day or
portion thereof during which any
violation of any of the provisions
of this Ordinance and. Code is com-
mitted, continued or permitted, and
upon the conviction of any such vio-
lation, such person shall be punigh-
able by a fine of not more than One
Hundred Dollars ($100.00) or im-
prisonment for not more than Nine-

ty (90) days or by both such fine |

and imprisonment.

Section 6. Repeal. All Ordinances
or parts of Ordinances in conflict
herewith are repealed except where
there is conflict between this Ordi-
nance and the Northville Township
Zoning Ordinance and where said
Zoning Ordinance prescribes a more
stringent requirement, the said
Zoning Ordinance shall prevail.

Section 7.° Effective Date, The
provisions of this Ordinance are
hereby declared to be immediately
necessary for the preservation of
the public health, safety, morals
and general welfare, throughout the
Township of Northville and are
hereby ordered to take effect
Thirty (30) days after final pas-
sage and publication,

But the dam does not des-
troy the water: sooner or later the
water flows over the dam, or the
stream dries up,

Lel Us Look At Birth Rates

During the thirties, birth rates in
the U.S. had been running about 17
per thousand. Just before World
War Ii, in 1938, the birth rate was
17.6 per thousand, and in 1943 it

. was 21,5, Then it began to fall, and
slipped lower through the rest of
the war years. This was accom-
panied by a scarcity of den due to
the draft, with a surplus of women
workers. While normal manufac-
turing was greatly curtailed, the
war created an excessive demand
for labor for war industries. There-
fore, labor adjusted itself fairly
well.

The war had two closings, but
the boys began to return from
Europe in May 1945 and babies be-
gan to arrive in 1946, This means
the postwar crop of babies is now
under twelve years of age. The
birth rate is now running around
24,2 per thousand and the schools
are becoming crowded, especially in
the elementary grades. As the wo-
men who went to work during the
war become older, they are drop-
ping out of the job market. This
accounts in part, for the shortage
of lahor, the increased wages, and
the inefficiency of much of the
labor. Every employer complains
about it; but I see nothing that can
be done.

What About The Ouilook?

As the oldest of this postwar crop
of babies is now under twelve years
* of age, no relief can be expected
(without a severe business depres-
sion) for at least five years. The
situation is being tinkered with still
further by minimum wage and other
labor legislation. In the meantime,
business is prosperous and produc-
tion is close to an alltime high,
This means that the supply of labor
is low and the demand for labor is

abnormally high, I repeat that —
barring a business depression — I
see no relief until after 1960.

Labor-Saving Machinery

As a result of the above condi-
tions, there is constant demand for
labor-saving machinery of all kinds.
This especially applies to all forms
of office labor-saving devices, We
hear much talk about automation,
that is running of a factory or office
automatically with very few em-
ployees; but this is for some time
in the future, Changing to automa-
tion is both slow and an expensive

process and requires considerable
capital investment,

The most practical means of
bridging the next five years is to
take greater care in the selection
of employees and to treat them
well. There seems to be a natural
average wage for given work in a
given community., There is no use
attempting to buck this wage dur.
ing the next five years and little
point in arguing as to the efficiency
of the worker. Wages, however, are
not alll Workers have pride and
self-respect. They like reasonable
hours, good clothes, and a comfor-
table place to work. Furthermore,
the location of the plant or office
often demands the expense of an
automobile,

Drowning Prompts
Novi Board Study

Distraught over the recent drown-
ing of a Detroit boy near the Novi
township park on- Walled Lake
board members Monday night be-
gan looking.into ways to prevent a
reoccurrence,

The board agreed to talk with
proprietors of Ship Ahoy Beach
about possibly removing their raft
or installing an intermediate raft.,

The raft, accessible to swimmers
at the township park, is anchored
on a drop-off in 20-40 {eet of water,

In addition, the board’ discussed
the possibility of requiving a full-
time life guard at the beach.

The Detroit youth drowned two
weeks .ago when he tried to swim
to the raft rather than admit to
companions that he was a weak
swimmer, It was the second drown-
ing there in the past two years,

told the township board Monday
night he will willingly pay a fair
price for the services,

Anderson was called hefore the
board to get his opinion on the
troublesome question, which has
plagued bhoard meetings from time
to time since last winter,

Justice William MacDermaid was
unable to attend the meeling. But
three months ago, he told the board
hd would move justice court from
the hall to his home rather than
pay for the services.

The honrd agreed Monday night
to postpone further discussion of
the reimbursement until Anderson
has a chance o evaluate the fa.
cilities and offer a fair price.

From the start, Anderson made
it elear that he would willingly pay.
He said, however, he was not aware
that the board was considering a
fee for use of the township hall as
a court.

“It was my impression that the
only issue was the question of re-
imbursement for services provided
by the township receptionist,’' he
said. “I had thought the township
hall itself was for general use of
township officers.”

Even so, Anderson reiterated that
he would gladly pay a fair rate.

“I only want to know what I will
he getting in return for these fees,”
he said,

Township attorney Anthony Renne
explained briefly that Anderson
would be paying for use of the
township hall as a justice court,
for the receptionist’s services in
taking fines and making out re-
ceipts, and for such extras as heat
and electricity. It would naot provide
for the receptionist keeping his
docket.

Supervisor Frazer Staman again
took issue with the idea of charg-
ing for the services,

“The justices have as much right
to use the hall as any of the town-
ship officers,” he said. “Besides,
only $77 was taken through court
costs Jast month — and that’s hard-
ly enought to warrant a fee.,”

Clerk Hadley Bachert countered
that justices are not considered
township officers and ‘do not have
a clear-cut right to use the hall
free of charge.

While no specific charge was
agreed on, a fee of 10 percent of
the justices' monthly costs was sug-
gested, Earlier, a flat $10 a month
rate was suggested.

With Anderson agreeing to pay
a fee, it only remains for the board
te determine what the fair rate
should be. That will be done after
Anderson inspects the facilities and
services,

Wixom Inheriis
Novi’s Problem
Of Bar Licenses

In one respect, the approval of
Wixoni's new charler was a bless-
ing in disguise to Novi township
board members.

By becoming a village, Wixom
has now assumed Novi's long-stand-
ing problem of trying to handle re-
quests for approval of additional
liquor licenses in the township.

The subject provoked a heated
discussion Monday night between
board members; and Sam Nastick,
proprietor of a tavern in the Wixom
area of Novi, -

Nastick claimed he has been de-
nied approval of-a liquor license
for upwards of 27 years and has
been getting *‘the run-around” from
township officials and liquor com-
mission members.

Board members explained that
Novi already has its legal limit of
one bar per 1,500 persons, In addi-
tion they said, Nastick's tavern
would (and subsequently has) come
under Wixom's jurisdiction.

Nastick was the most outspoken
of three tavern-owners who were
present at the board meeting to dis-
cuss getting liquor liceses. All are
from Wixom.

In other business the board:

— heard township attorney An-

thonty Renne report that he has con-
tacted the prosecutor's office about
excessive noise at three Novi drive-
in restaurants. Renne suggested that
the township might well “license
“soft-drink emporiums” so as to
control them in the future,

— heard a report on repairs need-
ed at the Novi Community build-
ing and the Novi township park.

— moved to have director of pub-
lic safety Lee BeGole secure price
estimales on a new 1,000-gallon
tanker for the fire department, The
tanker would replace a rapidly-
aging 1928 Reo which has under-
gone expensive repairs lately,

~— received a petition to set up a
special  assessment  district for
blacktopping First street. Only prop-
erly-owners would be assessed for
the improvement,

— instructed BeGole to have the
word “Police” removed from a
motor hoat being used by the new
Novi lake patrol.

— agreed to meet soon to discuss
possible curtailment of police op-
erations because of a‘lack of funds.
The tlownship no longer receives
revenue from traffic tickets—which
amounted ta $11,470 last year —
and some board members feel the
budget must be cut somewhere.

A dozen residents of Beck road

According to Mrs, Albert Stein-
berger, 26294 Beck road, they have
sought an answer for many months
and have had only “buck-passing”.

But according to supervisor Fraz-
er Staman, the answer has been

‘|simple: a special assessment dis-

trict through which the Beck road
residents would pay for resurfacing.
This would have to be done through
the Oakland county road commis-
sion,

Mrs. Steinberger contends, how-
ever, that other residents of the

slalls the project.

As for frequent applications of
ehlovide, Mrs. Steinberger .says not
all her neighbors are willing to pay
for the treatments and that it is
worthless for half a dozen resi-
dents to do it.

Mrs, Steinberger noted (hat some
Beck road residents have threaten-
ed to close off Beck road to through
traffic.

Staman disregarded that idea en-
tirely, noting that Beck road is a
county road and that any efforts
to block it would almost certainly
result in legal trouble with county
authorities.

“The problem has been,” said
Staman, summing up, “that Novi
has only $17,000 to care for 36
square miles of road and that, in
the second place, the county will
improve it only if the home owners
put up the money.”

In any case Staman has now
washed his hands of the matter
since the road lies in Wixom now,
What Wixom can and will do will
be up to the new commission, once
it gets organized.

Even so, Mrs. Steinberger is still
looking for another answer — with
hopes that officials of the new Lin-
coln plant, from which most of the
traffic comes, might come up with
a helping hand.

Old US-16 to Have
Fourth Lane Soon
To Relieve Traffic

After vears nf threelane treach-
ery, Grand River is about to be-
come a four-lane highway through
Novi,

State highway officials hoped to
start adding the fourth lane this
week in an effort to do away with
summer-time traffic jams and ac-
cidents such as killed three Detroit
area boys last week,

The fourth lane, scheduled for
completion by August 1, will run
along the south side of Grand River
from near Kensington park to a
point west of Farmington,

State highway commissioner John
C. Mackie decided on the extra lane
as a stop-gap measure to handle
traffic which soon will use the new
Farmington-Brighton expressway.,
The super-highway will be opened
late this year.

In recent weeks, the ordinarily-
severe traffic conditions on Grand
River have been worse than ever.
The jam-ups have been called the
worst in Michigan history.

Mackie originally considered mea-
sures to open parts of the express-
way immediately, but discounted
them after viewing the super-high-
way site.

Mackie also examined proposals
to use prestressed steel in three
expressway bridges, construction of
which is holding up completion of
the super-bighway. )

The commissioner said trucks
will be barred from the new fourth
lane because the paving material
would not hold -up under their
weight.

State police will patrol the widen-
ed Grand River until motorists get
used to it. Drivers will be allowed
to pass in the right on the four-lane
highway.

Mackie was in Novi last week
to investigate the entire traffic
problem, At one point — 12 Mile
and Grand River, near the new
Lincoln plant — he himself was

Wixom officials, elected to of-
fice only lust Monday, lost no
time this week in setting as one
of cheir first goals the incorpor-
ation of the new village into a

fourth class cicy.

Village president Joseph Stad-
nik said Wixom probably can
have city status within the next
year.

No certain papulation is required
for fourth-class cities, he said. Only
a qualified charter, approved by
voters, is necessary,

Stadnik said the move is neces-
sary “in order to insure ourselves
against encroachment by other com-
munities and to give ourselves need-
ed tax rights over industry and
commerce within our boundaries.”

At the same time, Stadnik prom-
ised that his administration will
work hand-in-hand  with surround-
ing comnuumities to solve common
problems and improve relations,

Stadnik and six members of the
first village council were named to
officc Monday as voters approved
the village charter, 201-149,

Stadnik barely edged out Wesley
MecAtee, 169166, An equally close
race gave Gunnar Mettala the sixth
council seat, as he narrowly out-
drew five other candidates.

Some 93 of the 443 voters fniled
to cast hallots for or against the
charter, reflecting continued doubt
over the document on the part of
many Wixom residents.

Stadnik and the six council mem.
bers will be sworn into office at
their first official meeting Monday,
With that, and the sending of cer-
tified copies of the charter to coun-
ty and state officials, Wixom will
he in business,

Despite lis hopes for city status
within the next year, Stadnik urged
a cautious approach to Wixom's
new affairs.

“One of our first steps will be
to set up a planning commission,”
he said, “We have a lot to do, but

Kills Three on Grand River
