The Donnellys are still receiving
help from the Leukemia foundation,
which has been supplying blood for
transfusions since Carol Ann first
became ill, They have also receiv-
ed financial aid from the Northville
Engles, who staged several fund
raising projects for the little girl
whase hold on life is slim.

Drowning Prompts
Novi Board Study

Distraught over the recent drown-
ing of a Detroit boy near the Novi
township park on- Walled Lake
board members Monday night be-
gan looking.into ways to prevent a
reoccurrence,

The board agreed to talk with
proprietors of Ship Ahoy Beach
about possibly removing their raft
or installing an intermediate raft.,

The raft, accessible to swimmers
at the township park, is anchored
on a drop-off in 20-40 {eet of water,

In addition, the board’ discussed
the possibility of requiving a full-
time life guard at the beach.

The Detroit youth drowned two
weeks .ago when he tried to swim
to the raft rather than admit to
companions that he was a weak
swimmer, It was the second drown-
ing there in the past two years,

told the township board Monday
night he will willingly pay a fair
price for the services,

Anderson was called hefore the
board to get his opinion on the
troublesome question, which has
plagued bhoard meetings from time
to time since last winter,

Justice William MacDermaid was
unable to attend the meeling. But
three months ago, he told the board
hd would move justice court from
the hall to his home rather than
pay for the services.

The honrd agreed Monday night
to postpone further discussion of
the reimbursement until Anderson
has a chance o evaluate the fa.
cilities and offer a fair price.

From the start, Anderson made
it elear that he would willingly pay.
He said, however, he was not aware
that the board was considering a
fee for use of the township hall as
a court.

“It was my impression that the
only issue was the question of re-
imbursement for services provided
by the township receptionist,’' he
said. “I had thought the township
hall itself was for general use of
township officers.”

Even so, Anderson reiterated that
he would gladly pay a fair rate.

“I only want to know what I will
he getting in return for these fees,”
he said,

Township attorney Anthony Renne
explained briefly that Anderson
would be paying for use of the
township hall as a justice court,
for the receptionist’s services in
taking fines and making out re-
ceipts, and for such extras as heat
and electricity. It would naot provide
for the receptionist keeping his
docket.

Supervisor Frazer Staman again
took issue with the idea of charg-
ing for the services,

“The justices have as much right
to use the hall as any of the town-
ship officers,” he said. “Besides,
only $77 was taken through court
costs Jast month — and that’s hard-
ly enought to warrant a fee.,”

Clerk Hadley Bachert countered
that justices are not considered
township officers and ‘do not have
a clear-cut right to use the hall
free of charge.

While no specific charge was
agreed on, a fee of 10 percent of
the justices' monthly costs was sug-
gested, Earlier, a flat $10 a month
rate was suggested.

With Anderson agreeing to pay
a fee, it only remains for the board
te determine what the fair rate
should be. That will be done after
Anderson inspects the facilities and
services,

Wixom Inheriis
Novi’s Problem
Of Bar Licenses

In one respect, the approval of
Wixoni's new charler was a bless-
ing in disguise to Novi township
board members.

By becoming a village, Wixom
has now assumed Novi's long-stand-
ing problem of trying to handle re-
quests for approval of additional
liquor licenses in the township.

The subject provoked a heated
discussion Monday night between
board members; and Sam Nastick,
proprietor of a tavern in the Wixom
area of Novi, -

Nastick claimed he has been de-
nied approval of-a liquor license
for upwards of 27 years and has
been getting *‘the run-around” from
township officials and liquor com-
mission members.

Board members explained that
Novi already has its legal limit of
one bar per 1,500 persons, In addi-
tion they said, Nastick's tavern
would (and subsequently has) come
under Wixom's jurisdiction.

Nastick was the most outspoken
of three tavern-owners who were
present at the board meeting to dis-
cuss getting liquor liceses. All are
from Wixom.

In other business the board:

— heard township attorney An-

thonty Renne report that he has con-
tacted the prosecutor's office about
excessive noise at three Novi drive-
in restaurants. Renne suggested that
the township might well “license
“soft-drink emporiums” so as to
control them in the future,

— heard a report on repairs need-
ed at the Novi Community build-
ing and the Novi township park.

— moved to have director of pub-
lic safety Lee BeGole secure price
estimales on a new 1,000-gallon
tanker for the fire department, The
tanker would replace a rapidly-
aging 1928 Reo which has under-
gone expensive repairs lately,

~— received a petition to set up a
special  assessment  district for
blacktopping First street. Only prop-
erly-owners would be assessed for
the improvement,

— instructed BeGole to have the
word “Police” removed from a
motor hoat being used by the new
Novi lake patrol.

— agreed to meet soon to discuss
possible curtailment of police op-
erations because of a‘lack of funds.
The tlownship no longer receives
revenue from traffic tickets—which
amounted ta $11,470 last year —
and some board members feel the
budget must be cut somewhere.

Old US-16 to Have
Fourth Lane Soon
To Relieve Traffic

After vears nf threelane treach-
ery, Grand River is about to be-
come a four-lane highway through
Novi,

State highway officials hoped to
start adding the fourth lane this
week in an effort to do away with
summer-time traffic jams and ac-
cidents such as killed three Detroit
area boys last week,

The fourth lane, scheduled for
completion by August 1, will run
along the south side of Grand River
from near Kensington park to a
point west of Farmington,

State highway commissioner John
C. Mackie decided on the extra lane
as a stop-gap measure to handle
traffic which soon will use the new
Farmington-Brighton expressway.,
The super-highway will be opened
late this year.

In recent weeks, the ordinarily-
severe traffic conditions on Grand
River have been worse than ever.
The jam-ups have been called the
worst in Michigan history.

Mackie originally considered mea-
sures to open parts of the express-
way immediately, but discounted
them after viewing the super-high-
way site.

Mackie also examined proposals
to use prestressed steel in three
expressway bridges, construction of
which is holding up completion of
the super-bighway. )

The commissioner said trucks
will be barred from the new fourth
lane because the paving material
would not hold -up under their
weight.

State police will patrol the widen-
ed Grand River until motorists get
used to it. Drivers will be allowed
to pass in the right on the four-lane
highway.

Mackie was in Novi last week
to investigate the entire traffic
problem, At one point — 12 Mile
and Grand River, near the new
Lincoln plant — he himself was

At the same time, Stadnik prom-
ised that his administration will
work hand-in-hand  with surround-
ing comnuumities to solve common
problems and improve relations,

Stadnik and six members of the
first village council were named to
officc Monday as voters approved
the village charter, 201-149,

Stadnik barely edged out Wesley
MecAtee, 169166, An equally close
race gave Gunnar Mettala the sixth
council seat, as he narrowly out-
drew five other candidates.

Some 93 of the 443 voters fniled
to cast hallots for or against the
charter, reflecting continued doubt
over the document on the part of
many Wixom residents.

Stadnik and the six council mem.
bers will be sworn into office at
their first official meeting Monday,
With that, and the sending of cer-
tified copies of the charter to coun-
ty and state officials, Wixom will
he in business,

Despite lis hopes for city status
within the next year, Stadnik urged
a cautious approach to Wixom's
new affairs.

“One of our first steps will be
to set up a planning commission,”
he said, “We have a lot to do, but

McLeod Joins Schools
As Administration Aide

Approval was given by the North-
ville board of education Monday
night of the hiring of a former col-
lege instructor and holder of a
doctor’s degree as an administra-
tive assistant in the Northville
schoal system.

He is Dr. Kenneth McLeod, now
a resident of Dearborn and a stock-
holder in an office supply concern.

Main duty of the -new assistant
will be work in all areas of curric-
ulum, especially implementing the
Northville curriculum study com-
mittee’s recommendations for
courses of study in the new high
school,

Personnel work and child ac-
counting . (school census records)
will be Dr. McLeod's other main
jobs. He will be in charge of all
personnel records, though he will
have no authority to hire or dis-
miss.

The board stated that the new
position has been created to leave
Supérintendent R. H. Amerman to
spend more time on matters such
as school finances, which they say
are becoming increasingly time
consuming.

Dr. McLeod is a former instruct-
or at the University of Michigan
and Wayne State university, and a
former member of the Wyandotle
school system. Part of his duties
will include aiding in implement.
ing the recommendations of the
Northville Curriculum study com-
mittee in the new high school when
it is completed.

The board has reported that the
new assistant’s salary will be §8,500
per year.

In other business, the board an-
nounced that a $50,000 advance in
state aid, requested recently w13en
it was determined that operating
funds would be at a minimum due
to a change in the state aid law,
had heen approved and receiv_ed
by the hoard. The school district
is also secking approval for an ad
ditional $37,000 issue of tax antici-
pation notes to help meet payrolls

and operating costs.

The board also gave approval to
a proposal for revamping the pres-
ent board of education offices by
including an adjacent classroom in
the Main Street building. Though
the room will continue to be used
for classes until the new Amerman
addition is ready for use, a door
from the present board office to the
adjoining room will be installed
soon and bids on furniture for the
new office will be solicited.

He challenged the councll with

city manager to work with Frid to
find another way to approach the
problem. There appeared to be lit-
tle hope that the committee could
pull a rabbit out of the hat, how-
ever.

The predicament could only hap-
pen in Northville, It arises from
the state attempting to ‘“‘equalize”
the valuation placed on property by
the counties. Lying in two counties,
Northville is open to two different
“equalization factors". (See ‘‘Speak-
for the Record”, page 16).

To begin with the property is
given an assessed valuation by the
city. Then the county reviews this
and places its valuation on the prop-
erty. Finally, the state raises the
figure even higher. .

In the case of the Oakland county
section of the city the state equal-
ization factor is 2.42, while in the
Wayne county section it is 1.74,

What this means to a homeowner
with property valued at $3,000 in
the Qakland county section of the
city is that his county and school
tax will be arrived at by multiply-
ing this valuation by 2.42. In Wayne
county the Northville resident with
a home valued at $3,000 will have
only a factor of 1.74 applied to
bring his property up to the state
equalized valuation,

Investigators Seek
Someone to Blame
For Hospital Escape

The decision of six mentally dis-
turbed teenagers to gang-up on an
attendant : and escape from the
Northville State hospital last Sat-
urday has thrown the Seven Mile
road institution into the center of
a hot political controversy.

Although the patients are again
under confinement, it appears that
the incident will not be forgotten
until the blame has been placed
either at the door of the institution
or with the state legislature.

The argument centers around the
decision of hospital administrators
to reduce the number of attendanis
caring for teenage patients from
three to two., Legislative investi-
gators, including Senator Elmer
Porter, chairman of the appropria-
tions committee; Representative
Harry Phillips, chaifman of the
house .ways and means subcom-
mittee, and Sterling Eaton, repre-
sentative from this district, charg-
ed that inefficient operation was to
blame for the outbreak.

Another story, one of financial
shortages, came from hospital ad-
ministrators.

Dr. Robert Yoder, assistant sup-
erintendent, said that the hospital
administrators were “trying to do
a job as best we can and would
welcome any suggestions from the
legislature for improvement.” These
facts were Indisputable, however,
Yoder pointed out:

Before the fiscal year began
(July ‘1) the hospital requested suf-
ficient funds to employ 1,181 per-
sons. The department of the budget
} reduced this number to 1,029; the
legislature further cut the number
to 889,

“It was necessary for us o op-
erate the hospital with 202 posi-
tions less than we thought were
needed,’” Dr. Yoder stated.

Speaking of personnel shortages,
Dr. Yoder said that in addition to
releasing 35 attendants the hospital
had recently lost four doctors who
had completed their training. “We
have had eight applicants for posi-
tions on our staff but have not in-
terviewed them because we cannot
afford to pay them,” he added.

Refering to the condition of
other patients in the hospital, Dr,
Yoder said the teenagers are more
likely to ‘‘gang-up’ than older
patients. He said that one disturh-
ance in another ward had been
avoided before it got underway and
that little uneasiness now existed as
a result of the teenage escape,

3. Remember, saliva of rabid ani-
mals in contact with cuts or abra-
sions is essentially the same as be-
ing bitten.

4, Regarding ordinary dog bites,
followed by a routine 10-day con-
finement at home, check-up at least
twice (fifth and tenth days). Any
deaths occurring within 10 days
should undergo laboratory diagnos-
is for rabies.

5, Remember, rabies can occur in
any mammal.

6, biscournge the public from
handling suspected rabid animals,
before and after death.

DO NOT
1, Do not handle carcasses of
suspected rabid animals with your
bare hands. Use rubber or heavy
leather gloves.

2, Do not shoot or hit suspected
rabid animals in the head. The
brain is absolutely necessary for
diagnosis,

3. Do not allow heads to decom-
pose; they must be as fresh as pos-
sible. Refrigeration or chilling may
be used.

Uncommon devotion to God is tested by
one’s practice of great religious teachings.

The religious solution of the world's im-
passe only comes alive when it is acted upon.

I am sure that progress beyond the ordin-
ary can be made in city and nation if in the
spirit of the Master we seek to be uncommon
in the use of our native endowments, un-
common in social responsibility, and uncom-
mon in our devotion to God.

Meeting Reveals
Results of Poll
On Junior College

Fifty per cent of Northville par-
ents of ninth grade students ans-
wered a questionnaire distributed
to them in May concerning a com-
munity (junior) college in the
western Wayne county area.
Five other districts, including
South Redford, Redford Union, Ply-
mouth, Clarenceville and Livonia
participated in the poll.

Two questions were asked in the
questionnaires:

1 — Are you interested in send-
ing your child to a four year col-
lége; and

2 — Are you interested in send-
ing your child to a community col-
lege? (two year course of study).
According to Northville high
schoal principal Elroy Ellison, who
attended a meeting of administra-
tors of the six districts recently,
Northville questionnaires revealed
that mare parents favored-sending
their children to a four year col-
lege (62 yes, 7 no) than to a com-
munity college (31 yes, 21 no).
Though some of the other districts
reported a higher percentage of
response to the questionnaire, the
results showed approximately the
same reaction as that of Northville
parents— favoring the four year
school,

The number of positive responses
ta the second question, however, in-
dicate that there is a need for a
community college in this area.
Beginning the project with a mea-
surement of degree of interest,
other major- points will be consider-
ed before any conclusions can be
drawn: organization, legal aspects,
nature of program to be offered and
finance and location of facilities.
Members of the individual school
boards have heen asked to attend a
meeting October ﬁi in the new Clar-
enceville high school when the fi-
nal decision on the study will be
rendered.

As the search for cash started, the state faces a deficit of more
than $16,000,000 next year under a budget that does not include much
needed new buildings.

A partially-completed 600-man prison at Jonia will stand unused

If there's anything that’s snarled in total confusion, it's
Michigan's tax picture (see Michigan Mirror on this page).

Already two legislative committees are at work this summer
seeking new and berter means. of taxation. Governor Wil
liams, nor .atisfied with these commirtees, threatens to add
a third study group.

To make the confusion 100 per cent and bring ic right
down to the local level, we'll try ro explain the tax situation
as it applies to you and me.

In the city of Northville taxes are paid nwice a year,
The city taxes, mailed out July 1, are due August 31 Little
change will be noted here. The same miilage (19.5) will be
applied, The increase in tax revenue will be due mostly to
greater valuation of the community — new homes, the en-
larged Ford plant, new barns buile on the St, Lawrence prop-
erty, etc. Some property valuation increases have been made,

but these are slight.

But because the city applies its tax levy co its own as-
sessed valuation AND NOT the STATE EQUALIZED val-
vation, city taxpayers will get off with approximately the
same bill as last year,

Before you start breathing any sighs of relief we'd het
ter take a look at the county and school tax situation. Here's
where the hitch comes ia.

County and school taxes are collected and the millage
levied on the basis of the STATE EQUALIZED VALUATION

of the school district,
And here’s whac that means:

The city of Northville has an assessed valuation of
§4,657,495; Wayne county says it should be $7,381,000; the
state says it should be $8,108,969;

Going right down the list of governmental units with-
in our school district, here's how the local, county and state
valuations compare:

City of Northville (Oakland county) $327,570—
$7-17,086—5790,568;

Novi $1,224,000—$1,790,414—5$1,894,619;

Northville township $3,461.930—85,933,904-—86,519,150;

Lyon $103,950-~5178,895—5189,307;

Salem $314900—8487,335—8515,644.

Adding these figures up we find that the local govern-
ments say they have a school district that's worth $10,089,845;
the county says it's worth $16,518,634; and che stare says
they're both wrong, it's really worth §18,018,257.

Last year the state equalized valuation of the school dis-
trict was approximately $12,000,000.

To the wxpayer this means an “equalization factor”
will be applied to his valuation to bring it up to the state
level,

For example: In Northville township if your home is
valued at $3,000 and the levy is roughly 27 mills your tax
hill would be $81 multiplied by 1.87 (the equalization factor
or difference hetween the state and township assessed val-
uation of your property) for a totl of $151.47,

In each area the equalization factor varies with the dif-
ference bhetween the local and the state assessed valuartion,

It appears likely thar the school hoard will seek 20 mills
from local taxpayers this ycar. Actually this is a decrease of
245 mills. But because of the jump from $12 millions to
$18 millions in valuation, the 20 mills will bring in approx-
imately $360,000 as compared 1o $234,000 with 2245 mills
last year. The board is well aware of the heavier tax burden
that will be placed on property owners in the area and is
therefore attempting to operate ac the lowest millage possible,

Because of operating fund shortages last year, however,
the board faces the payment of bonds totaling $50,000 now

and possibly $37,000 more. These bonds must be paid from -

tax receipts.

Also included in this year's budget is the payment of
the $500,000 bond issue for an addition 1o the Amerman
elementary school. The other $214 million voted for a new
high school and other improvements is not included in the
budget. If building could ger underway this year at the high
school, additional mills would be needed.

Only residents in the Oakland county section of the
city of Northville can hope for any change in their as-
sessed property valuation. The city council has appealed to
the state 1o review Odkwood subdivision, State.officials have
already studied the area and a hearing is expected in the near
future, Someone has to explain to these residents why they
must pay more taxes than their neighbors in the same city.

Canadian Investments

Toronto, Canada — I am getting
so many inquiries regarding cheap
stocks listed on the Toronto Stock
Exchange that I have come up lo
Toronto to make some inquiries.
There certainly is great interest in
these cheap stocks. So much money
is being sent to Canada by Ameri-
can investors that the Canadian
dollar is now worth a premium of
5 per cent over lhe American dol-

lar,
Different Kinds of
Canadian Investments

The safest is probably an invest-
ment in the producing oils which
are more or less controlled by the
larger American companies. These
are selling on a fair basis and
should have even greater growth;
but they should be bought for in-
come rather than for speculation.
There is no question but that there
is a lot of oil in Western Canada;
hul most wells are waiting for
transportation to good markets. To
puild pipe lines takes time and
money. The wells will not be allow-
ed to produce mueh until these pipe
lines have been constructed. There
are also large fields of natural gas;
but these also are awailing pipe
lines. Oil can be put in barrels and
transported by truck; but natu;’al
gas is absolutely dependent on pipe
lines or elsé upon very expensive
compression.

The most popular investments
are in metal-mining companies, in-
cluding gold, copper, zine, lead,
uranium and even the rare metals,
Most of these stocks do not now
represent producing properties, al-
though some of the non-producers
are building mills or refineries,
There are probably many that are
now selling for less than a dollar
a share which will some day sell
for many times this. But only ex-
perts can pick them at this time.
For the ordinary investor to buy
them at random is a good deal
like betting on a horse race. Some
horses will surely win; but which
one is another matter.

Relation Between Price
and Reserves

Even il a mining stock is selling
cheap, that is, below a dollar per
share, yet one should first find out
how many shares are outstanding.
The brokers here tell me that most
of the buyers look only at the pric-
es and do not consider the number
of shares oulstanding. Of course
the number of shares should be
multiplied by the price to see what
the mine of the prospect is selling
for. Certain slocks which now pay
no dividends are probably the best
buys.

The most important thing for the
investor to know is the amount of
real ore reserves, whether iron,
copper, lead, zinc, uranium, nickel
or whatever the metal may be.
These ore reserves can be determ-
ined pretty well by diamond drill-
ing. An honest broker will tell you
approximately the amount of the
reserves, In addition to knowing
the quantity of the reserves, one
should know the percentage of ore
to a ton of earth, With this infor-
mation the investor can divide the
price at which the mine is selling

by the reserves and secure a rough

Other Faciors To Consider

There are other factors to con-
sider, such as distance from a rail-
road, a navigable river, or even
highways. Before a metal can be
marketed, the ore must be brought
to the surface and refined and the
metal transporied to market, Each
step is expensive, but very impor-
tant. Then, of course, the amount
of “overburden” is important; that
is, how much earth must be remov-
ed before the ore can be taken out,
The diamond drilling will give the
figures on this. The main thing to
keep in mind is: Buy reserves of
ore and study the price you are
paying for these reserves. Forget
the stock markel and imagine that
you are merely a metal merchant
buying copper or one of thé other
metals, For instance, if you are
studying a coal company, instead
of figuring too much on the price
of the stock, figure how much you
are paying for a ton of coal,

Investors who take the trouble

to get this informative should really
be able to make a lot of money,
Sometime in the next 30 years most
metals will be selling at several

times their present prices.

At New Plant Soon

The new Lincoln plant is all set

"to get down to brass tacks,

Production of 1958 models — the

first to be produced in the nation’s,

newest automotive plant -~ is
scheduled to begin next Thursday.

With that, the name of Novi and
Wixom will .be carried to the far
reaches of the globe — for every
Lincoln manufactured from here on
out will come from the sparkling
new plant on Wixom road,

In addition, all Continentals will
be manufactured in the giant new
facility.

Design and performance details of
the 1958 Lincolns and Continentals

' are among the best-kept secrets in
, the secret-keeping auto world. The

models will not be unveiled to the
public until this fall.

When production begins at the
new .plant, Novi and Wixom will

B toke their place alongside Detroit,
i Dearborn, Flint, and Lansing as
- centers of the automotive world.

Though the new Lincaln plant was
opened in April, production of 1957
models continued at the former

plant in Wayne. Completed cars
have been stored on the new plant
grounds until delivery.

Production of 1957 Lincolns ended
this week when the 41,123rd unit
rolled off the final assembly line
at the Wayne assembly plant.

The 1957 model year production
ranks as the third highest in Lin-
coln’s history. The biggest model
run over an 18-month period in 1949
when 73,507 units wgre built, Dur-
ing the 1956 moadel run, a total of
50,322 were assembled.

Lincoln production ended a month
early to permit assembly of the
new Edsel, which will use the
Wayne plant as one of its assembly
facilities.

In 1952, Lincoln began building
its cars at Wayne, which also as-
sembles the Mercury automobile,
Since then, a total of 196,423 Lin-
colns have been built there.

Lincolns were also assembled in
Los Angeles from 1952 until early
in 1956, when.the Wayne plant be-
came the center of all Lincoln as-
sembly operations. ’
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Deadline for Action
Against School Yote
Passes Tomorrow._

The challenge of Novi's recent
school bond issue election will ap-
parently die a quiet death tomor-
row.

Herbert Koester, 42789 Eight Mile,
who initially challenged the vote,
is out of the state and is not ex-
pected to return before the dead-
line for legal action passes tomor-
row,

Koester indicated before leaving
Novi that he would not proceed with
plans to challenge the election. He
hinted, however, at possible action
nglzflinst the Novi school board it
self,

Koester had challenged the elec-
tion, in which a bond issue of
$825,000 for an elementary school
and other school needs was approv-
ed, on grounds of election irregu-
larities, -

His investigations yielded little
satisfaction, he admitted, and fail-
ed to gain much support in Novi,

“I don't think it would be wise
to take this to court,” he said. “It
would be too, expensive, and would
merely force a re-vote — which
would probably result in approval
of the bond issue anyway. Further
action would only, delay consiruc-
tion of the school.’\’

Koester eariier received a letter
from the state superintendent of
public instruction Lynn Bartlett,
explaining his position on the mat-
ter,

Bartlett said it would be a matter
for court, and not for his office. He
also quoted election regularities
which call for notices of the elec-
tion to be posted in five public
places at least six days before the
vote,

Other than that, Bartlett did not
offer much encouragement of Koes-
ter’s action.

Meanwhile, the school board and
superintendent William Medlyn have
gone ahead with plans for the new
school near Willowbrook.

Ground for the new building is
expected to be broken later this
year, When completed, it will offer
elementary school facilities for
some 420 students in the Willow-

brook area.

Jewell is due to meet with Wixom
officials soon to offer pointers on
getting the village off to a good
start. The actual study will not

At least two other problems, in-
herited from Novi, soon will face
Wixom: liquor license policy and
zoning regulations, In recent
months, any such action involving
Wixom was tabled by the Novi
board on grounds that the village
would soon have jurisdiction over
these questions,

Novi moved a step nearer its
destiny as a modern suburb this
week with the announcement
that the National Bank of De«
troit will soon begin constructs
ion of a permanent branch of-
fice in Novi,

The new building, to be lo-
cated on Grand River near the
present temporary office, is
scheduled for completion early
next year.

1t will bring to Novi the latest in
banking facilities, the resources of
one of Michigan's largest banks,
and a beautiful new structure of
contemporary design.

Supervisor Frazer Staman called
the announcement “one of the most
significant developments in Novi's
!ﬁstory.‘.nn indication that progress
in Novi is fast becoming a fact and
not merely something to talk about
around the cracker-barrel.”

National Bank officials were just
as enthusiastic, -

“The erection of this new Nat-
fonal Bank office is tangible evi-
dence of our faith in Novi's future,
and we will do all we can do to
encourage the solid, balanced
growth of this progressive com-
munity,” said Floyd A. Kehyl, vice
president in charge of the bank’s
Novi-Livonia-Plymouth operations,

“It has always been our policy to
make our banking services as con-
venient as possible to our custo-
mers, even as they move to out-
lying areas,” 'he said. “It is also
the purpose of the National Bank of
Detroit to become a part of and
grow with the community.”

A contract for the new building
was awarded last week to the Cun-
ningham-Limp Company of Detroit.
Construction is expected to begin
within the next few weeks.

According to Leslie Finley, Nat-
ional Bank public relations offic-
ial, the new office will face on
Grand River just east of Novi road.
The site has been owned by Nat-
jonal Bank for several years.

The building will feature a grace-
ful contemporary design similar to
that found in other National Bank
branches in the area, It will cover
nearly 3,300 square feet, will be 33’
by .98, and will be constructed of
concrete block with aluminum trim.

Driveways will lead inte the bank
from both Grand River and 11 Mile
road, and a spacious parking lot
will be constructed in back of the
building,

Two drive-in windows will be ac-
cessible from both entrances.

Inside, the office will feature
eight cashier windows in a spac-
ious lobby with large picture win-
dows, as well as three private cus-
tomer booths, fluorescent lighting,
air conditioning, and a pastel decor,

Also included in the plans are a
snfe deposit vault, a night deposit-
ory, a conference room, and an
employee’s luncheon lounge.

The Novi branch is the 58th office
of Nationa) Bank in the Detroit area,
Two others will open soon— one

and another on Joy road in north-
west DJetroit.

National Bank also has branches
in Wayne, Inkster, Livonia, Ply-
mouth, Lathrup, Huntington Woods,
Rochester, Utica, Harper Woods,
Grosse Pointe, and Grosse Pointe
Farms,

The present branch, located in a
temporary building on 11 Mile road
opposite the new site, was opened
in May, 1956, It was erected in a
startling 46 bours ~ beginning on a
Saturday afternoon — and was open
for business the following Monday
morning,

The record construction job al-
lowed National Bank to beat the
Community National Bank of Pon-
tiac to the choice Novi site, Federal
banking authorities generally will
not allow a second bank in an area
unless need is proved,
