Ci ty counciimen e.vpressed official hope last week that 
A l l i e d would rc-open operations here. N o Indications have 
come from company officials as yet, however. About one-half 
of the plant's 65 employees live i n Nor thv i i ie ,

School and city officials reached quick agreement last 
week on the off-site installations for water and sewer facilities 
for the new high school. 

Because school board members must be certr.in that any 
expenses of this k ind are justifiable and can be substantiated 
as a definite need, the niatter came in for close examination. 

City fiithers, too, were concerned that drainage, water 
and sanitary sewers for the school d id not come out of tiieir 
budget, already planned to capacity. 

It was a case of two governing bodies carefully scrutiniz-
ing the manner in which the taxpayers' ajpney was being 
spenL After it became apparent what services the school 
would need, board members didn't hesitate to assume tlie 
costs. A n y .ndditions, such as larger water or sewer niniiis to 
accommodate homes, w i l l be paid by the city. 

I-arlicr sonie misunderstandings had grown from tlie sit-
uation. but once inembers got together and the cards were 
on the table, the matter was quickly settled.

A oncc-ricli fieid of aspirants In 
the party lias been hit by drouth 
and lfi months before l9,i8's Novem­
ber election there is lio one in sight.

Democrats have enough candi-

dates for two or tliree eiections. 
Gov. Wiiiiams at tiie moment is 

expected to be a candidate for ano­
tiier'term. Since his re-eiection in 
lfliiO, he has set a new precedent 
lor Democrats every two years. 

If Wiiiiams seeks a sixth term, 
Lt. Gov. Piiiiip A. Hart is expected 
to run against Senator Potter in 
l958. ,. 

At the annual Governor's Confer-
ence, Wiiiiams said he wiii "run for 
public office" next year and Hart 
would "fi i i in" for whichever one 
the governor decided not to seek. 

Republicans, expecting a battle 
from Hart or Williams to keep Sen-
ator Potter in Washington next year, 
would like a strong state ticket to 
help. 

Potter and others have suggested 
Rep. Gerald Ford of Grand Rapids. 
The offer was immediately and pol 
tely rejected.

Some seers predict that by 1958, 
House Speaker George M .

Van Peursem shrugs off the idea 
lor now, content to serve as the 
House spokesman for Republicans 
and "work at one job nt a time." 

Back in the field of potentials is 
Rep. George Sallade, tlie outspoken 
young House niember from Ann Ar-
bor. He has differed often in the 
past with party poiicy and rebuffed 
its strategy in the House. 

Sailade is a shrewd and powerful 
ipeaker, and he has put together 

one of the most strident groups of 
critics in the party. Of his own can-

idacy, he said he is "a probably 
candidate." 

Hart ivas chided late In the last 
legislative session by Senator John 
P. Smeekens (R-Coldwater) who, 
referring to Williams' statement 
that the lieutenant governor would 

fill i n " in 1958, chided Hart pub. 
licly about "always being a brides, 
maid". 

Hart retorted 
"I have enjoyed being a brides-

maid and I understand that it Is aiso 
very pieasant being a bride. I have 
enjoyed my roie and I thank the 
voters of Michigan." 

Hart's departure for other poiiti. 
cai arenas wouid bring tiie prob. 
iem for Democrats ot choosing a 
successor as iieutenant governor and 
presiding officers of the state senate.

The party has months to make

Names most prominentiy mention­

ed are Senator John B. Swainson 
(D-Detroit), now in his second term, 
and Rep. Ed Carey (D-Detroit).

THE STATE'S FIGHT against al­

coholism reached new high points 
this year. 

Under the state board of alcohol­
ism, two professional ivorkers oper­
ate the prograin on a budget just 
less tlian $400,000 a year, using co­
operation with local government as 
the main power.

Achievements last year show that 

more than 3,000 people heard talks 
given by the two. workers, and mem­
bers of a speakers bureau gave 131 
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speeches to 11,493 people. 
Special reports on alcoholism 

were sent lo 3,lG9 physicians, 088 
hospitals and 383 public libraries. 
Fifty scholarships were awarded to 
sciioois of aicohoiic studies. Movies 
have been provided. 

Under the treatment program, 260 
alcoholics received in-patient care 
and 190 out-patient care at the 
Grand Raiilds Alcoholism Rehabili­
tation Center, which the state helps 
finance. 

The Jackson Information Center 
gave counseiiing and mcdicai ser­
vices to i04 alcoholics and 374 new 
patients received help from the De­
troit Mayor's Committee on Skid 
Row Problems. 

Pontiac and Highland'Park open­
ed information centers and 10 other 
cominunilies started aicoholism pro­
grams.

Babson Park, Mass. — Merchants 
ask mc as to the future of Shopping 
Centers. My answer is that each 
must be judged on its own possi­
bilities according to iocation, sur­
roundings, and "backbone". They 
aiso ask whetiier we are facing 
either World War III or Disarma­
ment. 

The first requirement is that each 
one must have a strong backbone 
or core in the form of a large, sue-
cessful, and well-known department 
store or supermarket. The second 
requirement is that each Shopping 
Center shouid be abie to support 
itscif on tiie suburban deveiopment 
surrounding it. Tiie third repuire-
ment is that it must be-well financ-
ed. 

Certainly the well established 
downtown stores of nearby cities 
must wake up. These new Shopping 
Centers are started and operated 
by active young men. Too many of 
the leading stores in adjoining cities 
are coasting on the past work and 
policies of a father or grandfather. 
These older "Main Street" stores 
are also now benefitting from val-
uable locations selected years ago. 
Bui good locations are not perinan-
ent. EveI'y city is slowly growing 
in some one direction. The most 
valuable downtown "four corners" 
is gradually moving. Even good will 
is temporary. The founder of the 
business could always be found (ex-
cuse the pun) at bis store, but his 
children and grandchildren have too 

often "gone out to lunch" or are at 
some cocktail party. 

Some Shopping Centers are prof-
liable because of the jealousies, stu-
pidities and shortsightedness of the 
nearby local city governments. DIf-
ferent counciimen selfishly favor 
different sections. As a result, noth-
ing is done until the Shopping Cen-
ter draws business away from all 
sections. 

As all merchants are dependent 
upon the production of the consum-
ers of their community, so every 
consumer is dependent upon these 
merchants. These merchants are the 
life biood of all. If the stores are 
profitable, every citizen should be 
prosperous. If there are many vac-
ant stores, then the entire com-
munity wiii suffer. I hope that no 
newspaper editor wiii say: "But 
this does not appiy to us. We are 
too smaii."' Let me repiy that niy 
comments are more Important to 
the small communities because they 
can now avoid the trouble from 
which the' larger cities are suffer­
ing, plus possible Fallout threats. 

The automobiles may be robbing 
your city of money by sending away 
so much money collected for cars 
and gasoline. These automobiles de-
niand parking privileges. If park-
Ing space is not provided, they can 
block traffic, handicap productive 
industry, and choke every other 
business. Small cities and toivns, 
have not yet suffered from this eco-) 

nomlc blight; but it Is on its way. 
Every community will some day 
surely suffer from lack of parking 
space unless a courageous and far-
sighted local government grapples 
with the problem. 

Until the parking problem was 
solved, merchants should bc given 
some relief from taxation. March-
ants are the veins through which 
the blood of the city flows from 
producer to consumer. When merch­
ants are not prosperous, the com­
munity suffers from "high blood 
pressure''. Instead of reducing taxes 

on vacant stores, the taxes thereon 
.should be Increased until the own­
er gets them rented. Every merch-
ant should buy the building which 
he successfully occupies. 

The most practical way for com­
munities to lick Shopping Centers Is 
to capitalize the evenings and en­
courage stores to keep open longer. 
Every live merchant should keep 
his store fully lighted throughout 
the evening. Next to good news­
paper advertising, bright lights are 
the best "fertilizer" for merchants 
to use.

G a s S t a t i o n s F a c e 

C h a n g e i n Z o n i n g 

A proposed zoning change to re 
strict gasoiine stations to C-2 (gen­
erai coninierciai) districts will come 
before the Novi township zoning 
board later this month. 

The change is designed to protect 
Novi businessmen and prevent too 
many gas stations froni crowding 
into neighboriiood areas, according 
to zoning board secretary William 
Flynn. 

The proposed change would take 
gas stations from the C-1 (iocal 
business) category and put them in 
the C-2 category. 

It will come before the zoning 
board at a public hearing on Sep­
tember 30. 

"If there are too many gas sta­
tions around Willowbrook Village 
or along Grand River," Flynn said, 
"it was not only affect the appear­
ance of neighborhoods but would 
Infringe on the businesses of estab­
lished Novi merchants." 

Flynn said the proposed change 
has nothing to do with current zon 
ing problems iii Wixoni, where the 
village council is faced with two 
attempts to establish g.as stations 
in areas zoned for other uses. 

Tlie controversial Ship-Ahoy raft, 
which has figured in throe drown­
ings in Walled Lake this summer, 
..'as benched Inst Thursday the 
I-est of the year. 

Whether it will be moored .out in 
the lake again next year has, not 
been determined. , 

The raft was drydocked exactly 
a week after the bodies of two De­
troit youths were found about 25 
feet froni it. Police say the boys 
went down while swimming to or 
from the raft. 

The huge raft had been anchored 
off the Novi township park, a jiub-
lie beacii adjacent to tho Ship-Ahoy 
bathhouse. 

Mrs. Paul Hoopfer, proprietor of 
the bath house and raft, said she 
ordered it I-cmoved last Thursday 
because of mounting public pres­
sure and criticism by three Novi 
township board members. 

Slie said a teiepiione call froni 
Oakland county ' prosecutor Fred 
Ziem also figured in her decision. 

But Mrs. Hoopfer continued to in­
sist that the raft is legal and that 
she has been partially the victim 
of the township board's refusal to 
safeguard the bench adequately. 

"I don't know what I'll do wllh 
the raft next year," she said. "I 
may put it back out, I may tear it 
down, or I may sell it." 

The raft has been under heavy 
attack by clerk Hadiey Bachert, 
treasurer Ray Harrison, and trustee 
Stan Baion ever since the drown-
ings. 

They succeeded in having It pull­
ed in after a Detroit boy drowned 
near it about six weeks ago. It was 
nit'sjicf̂ , '•"i-k lut two weeks ago, 
after which two more youths drown-
cd near it. They tiien resumed their 
attack. 

Baloii, after making a personal 
inspection of the raft, wrote Ziem 
He told the prosecutor lhat the raft 
not only had figured in three drown-
ings this year, but that it was a haz­
ard to begin with.

Petitions circulating this week 
cal l ing for an election to aiine.\ 
220 iicrcs of N o v i township into 
llic city of Nor thv i i i e were eK-
pcctcil to be filed at the secre-
tary of state's office today. 

The action was apparently 
touched off by residents of the 
area who prefer city status wi th 
Northvi i ie over village Incur-
poration in N o v i . 

Specifically, the petitions will ask 
lhat land south of the (lli-mile line 
and between a line 1,000 feet west 
of Taft road east to Novi road be 
annexed to Norlhville. 

Approximately nine families re­
side ill the area that surrounds a 
section of Ihe city already extending 
iiorllnvard almost to the 8'.i-niiie 
line. This "city finger" includes the 
Amerman elementary school and 
new iiigh sciiooi site. Tiie proposed 
aiinexalion wiii surround it on three 
sides and squarc-off city boundar­
ies. 

The area also includes Ihe new 
D & R subdivision and Warren 
Products, Incorporated. The latter 
firm opposed a similar annexation 
action last year and won a reversal 
of the election when the 'Oakland 
county circuit court ruled lhat ths 
vote was fradulent. 

While Warren Products Is report­
edly still opposed to annexation to 
Norlliviiie, resistance froni Novi 
township leaders is not expected to 
reach proportions tliat have taken 
olher atteinpts to court. 

Russell Button, member of the 
Novi citizens' committee for incor­
poration, said his group would net 
stand opposed to the action. 

"If tlie people of the area want 
to become a part of NorthviUe, we 
should not stand in their'way," he 
said. 

In the same vein. Button added 
that Warren Products officials had 
indicated that they desire to re­
main in Novi township.-"We cannot 
turn our back on their wishes, 
either," he concluded. 

Supervisor Frazer Staman agreed 
with Button's thinking. He added 
that lie could not predict the board's 
reaction, but that he could "see no 
reason to oppose the annexation if 
the residents wanted it." 

In the case of Warren Products 
Staman stated tlie firm had recently 
re-eiiiphasizecl, its desii'e to remain 
in Novi. 

According to Pliilip Ogilvie, Norlh­
ville city attorney, a-special elec­
tion will be called by the secretary 
of stale's office approximately two 
to three months after the petitions 
are filed. He indicated that the elec­
tion would probably be called this 
year if the petitions are found to 
be In order. 

Annexation of the area has been 
the goal of city counciimen for many • 
months. Before the previous annex­
ation election ivas reversed by the 
court, the council had entered into 
an agreement with D & R to provide 
city water and sewer facilities for 
the subdivision. They have been 
unliappy with the prospect of fur­
nishing these services to an area 
outside the city. 

Council members have also ex­
pressed determination to include 
Warren Products in any annexation 
action. They have pointed to water, 
sewer and police services enjoyed 
by the company as reasons for 
wanting them to become city tax­
payers. 

The annexation action is likely 
to cause Novi incorporation woI-k-
ers to ouliine their boundaries anew. 
Previousiy, the proposed viilage 
boundaries would inciude aii of the 
township exciusive of the area in 
Wixom viiiage.

A young student minister w i l l soon return to his theological 
studies at Princeton after spending three months i n Nor thv i l le 
learning the ins and outs of his future call ing. 

George Spriggs, 23, concluded a summer of fieldwork wi th 
the First Presbyterian church of Nor thv i l l e at Worship services 
last Sunday. 

D u r i n g the three months, he became fully immersed in the 
activities of the church. He shared 
the pulpit with Rev. John 0. Taxis 
during June and August, and took 
it alone during July. 

He called on the sick, conducted 
services at Eastlawn Resthaven and 
assisted in such sacraments and or-
dinances as baptims, weddings, fu. 
nerals and communion. 

It was the second Rummer with 
the Northville church for the young 
student minister. Last year he 
worked closely with the church's 
youth and preached regularly. 

An honor graduate of Alma col-
lege, Spriggs will enter his second 
year at Princeton Theological Sem-
inary next week.'.After a third year, 
he will be awarded a bachelor of 
divinity degree and will be examin-
ed on the open floor of his home 
presbytery in Detroit. After the 
examination, he will be ordained 
into the ministry. 

Spriggs served in Northville to 
fulfill a church requirement for two. 

seeing that his fieldwork is well-
rounded, and sending him back to 
his studies with a scholarship. 

Whiie in Northville, the student 
minister is under the direction of 
the church session and under the 
direct supervision of Rev. Taxis. 

Throughout his stay, Spriggs con-
ferred regularly with Rev. Taxis on 
quality of his sermons, the ap-
proach to various problems, and the 
method of organizing and carrying 
out ministerial duties. 

Rev. Taxis is now required to 
prepare a report on Spriggs for 
Princeton, covering such aspects 
of his fieldwork as the student min­
ister's responsibility, dependability, 
interest, preaching, teaching, mus-
icianship, recreational leadership, 
organizational abilities, work with 
both children and adults, and gen 
eral ministerial ethics. 

At the 'same time, Spriggs will

"STUDY MORE" 

There is an annual custom among the 
young people of our church, called "College 
Student N i g h t ' ' , l t comes around the Christ-
mas vacations, and is an unrehearsed panel 
discussion program. A m o n g the many ques-
tlons put to the "experts" on the panel, is 
one that they always answer emphatically. 
IJere i t is: " I f you had your high school 
years to live^ovcr again. What would you do 
differently?" 

A s moderator of this panel, I have put 
this question to about 30 selected college 
youths i n various parts of the county. In-
variably the answer is this: "Study More" . 
When further pressed on what they mean, 
they become rather specific and offer the 
fol lowing suggestions: 

—I would set aside a regular study hour 
(or hours) at home. 

—I would read more "collateral" (extra) 
reading on a given subject. 

—I would "isolate'' myself from the "go-
ings o n " around the home (no radio 
or T V ) . 

—I would" master the material in my 
"text" and not merely "read i t once 
over l igh t ly ." 

Natural ly this Is a composite of their 
ideas. One student in college didn't make 

al l the suggestions. (He Wouldn't last in col­
lege long at that rate!) A n d in addition, it 
is to be remembered that this is ' 'advice" from 
the young people themselves! 

W i t h school session resuming, a l l of us 
are anxious that- our young people make the 
fullest use of their opportunities and seek to 
achieve their very bcsL 

N o w the same situation is relevant to 
our Christian Education . . . making the ful l ­
est use of our learning opportunities in what 
we believe and why. The same suggestions 
are applicable to our religious habits as wel l 
as our academic habits — spend a regular 
time reading our Bibles — reading articles. 
Church School lessons designed to be "extra" 
for our learning — the need to "have a quiet 
moment apart and alone W I T H G o d " — and 
to read our Bibles more than "once-over-
l ight ly" . Th is isn't something new because 
we read this k ind of advice to young people 
from no less a person than the Apostle Paul 
when he says to T imothy : 

"Study to simv thyself approved unto 
God, and work man tiiat needeth not 
to he ashamed, riglHly dividing tlje 
Word of God." 

(II T i m . 2:15) 
T h i s F a l l is a Very good time to begin 

establishing these habits for your school 
Work, and Church Worlc .

Al l children entering school for 
the first time should have their eyes 
examined by a competent eye doc­
tor before school starts or soon 
thereafter, the Michigan Depart­
ment of Health recommends. 

Approximately 340,000 of the 
1,700,000 school age children in 
Michigan need some kind of vision 

care, the department said. About 
half of the 340,000 already are re­
ceiving care, leaving 170,000 young­
sters who can't see well enough to 
do their school work as satisfactor­
ily as they could if their vision de­
fects were corrected. 

Annual screenings are a necessI-
ty, the department explained, be-
cause the eyesight of growing child-

ren changes constantly. Young eyes 
which function perfectly today can 
develop defects In a relatively short 
time, and serious eye trouble can 
result if the defects aren't found 
and corrected. Eye examinations 
are valuable not only because of vis­
ion defects but also because they 
sometimes lead to discovery of un­
suspected diseases.

So long to Novl and io Politics 

Novi township poiitics just won't 
seem the same. 

Charles Trickey, Jr., one of the 
Inost familiar and most controver­
sial figures in Novi pubiio life, has 
left. 

With Ills family, the former trea 
surer and trustee has moved lo 
Cai'leton, a small town near Monroe, 
to be nearer the center ot his two 
slate business activities. 

This week, Trickey looked back 
on his 27 years in Novi — years in 
•which he came to know the town-
ship as intimately as anyone, 
worked ardently for such local 
causes as Littie League baseball 
and AMVETS, and finaiiy became 
involved in a poiitical crisis that 
echoes even today. 

Trickey, an enthusiastic Republi-
can even in high school, plunged 
into polities immediateiy after his 
disciiarge from the US Marines, 
with whom he saw service in the 
Okinawa invasion and the Japanese 
occupation. 

Primarily an organizer and party 
worker at first, he finally ran for 
office in 1954 and lost the Repub-
lican nomination for, state repre-
sentative to the present state sen-
ator Theodore Hughes. 

In 1955, he cast his hat in tlie 
Novi political ring, and won- a 
board position as trustee. Later that 
year, when treasurer Russell Wood-
worth was killed in an auto accident, 
Trickey was appointed to Ihe posi-
tion. 

Gradually, lie became the most 
outspoken member of the board 
often challenging routine board de-
cisions and speaking out against 

• the well-established ruie, of Super-
visor Frazer Staman, trustee FI;ank 
Clark, and trustee Haroid Miiier. 

An antagonism slowly developed 
between Staman and Trickey. Based 
primariiy on questions of policy, it 
was fanned by several strong per-
sonal differences. 

In December, the feud became 
fuli-scaie spiit. With the primary 
Hearing, Trickey went his own way 
and helped form a separate ticket 
to challenge the rule of Staman — 
leaving himself off the ticket be. 
cause of expanded business activi. 
ties. 

In the February primary, voters 
called'the feud a draw. Staman and 
Clark won re-nomination easily, but 
three members of Trickey's slate 
also made the grade. 

Since then, Trickey has stayed 
out of the forefront of Novi politics 
—tliough Staman and others claim 
he is a behind-the-scenes force di­
recting the activities of clerk Had. 
ley Bachertr treasurer Ray Harri­
son and trustee Stan Balon. 

The three board members freely 
admit they are friends of Trickey, 
but vigorously deny that he is 
"bossing" them — or even that they 
constitute a political clique. 

In any ease, Trickey uphoids their 
action in such matters as naming 
his long-lime friend Anthony Renne 
to repiace Arch Leonard as town 
ship attorney, firing buiiding in. 
speetor Cameron Lodge, setting up 
a "system" for conducting lown-
ship business, and demanding a 
hand in even routine township af 
fairs which formerly had been left 
up to Staman.

All this has done liltle lo convince 
Stanian that Trickey is out of Novi 
politics. 

The supervisor views the person, 
nel changes as Trickey's own per 
sonal' retribution, feels the new 
"system" has caused uncalled-for 
red tape, and believes the new 
board members have undermined 
the traditional role of a supervisor 
as iiead of township government. In 
aii, he feeis Trickey has made Novi 
a "laughing stock" in the minds of 
many. 

Trickey, now that he has left, 
says he feels no animosity towai-d 
Staman — though he insists he was 
riglit and the supervisor wrong. 
Staman, faced daiiy with the some-
times unnerving resuits of Trickey's 
revoit, finds it difficult to be for-
giving. 

Does Trickey have an eye on pol-
itics in Carleton? 

"Definiteiy not," he says. "My 
sales territory now covers Iiiiarly 
3,500 miies — ail of southeastern 
Michigan and northern Ohio — and 
I'll have littie time for anything but 
Littie League baii, boy scouts and 
my famiiy. 

Does he have any final words for 
Novi? 

"Just that I would encourage peo-
pie to take an interest in Novi's 
government," he said. "I have ai-
ways feit that the things I feit were 
wrong would never had happened 
if people had kept up on develop 
ments. Novi is in for a iot of prob-
lems in the near future, and the 
Inore people who understand them 
and help solve them, the better.' 

From this standpoint at least, it 
would appear that Trickey has con-
tributed his share to Novi —> for, 
whatever the charges and counter 
chai'ges, he did make Novi sit up 
and take notice of its government.

W h e n M r . and M r s . Donald Grieger and children. K e n 
and Judy, take a vacation, they never leave home. 

T h a t may be stretching it a bit, because the Griegers 
l ive in a home-on-wheels when tliey take a trip. A n d this 
summer their "hoIne" travelled .̂ ..SOO miles on a three weeks' 
tour of the Dakotas and northern Michigan. 

T h e Griegers live at 15926 Northvi l le road, when they're 
not on the road. In motion their liome is a D S R bus elabor-
ntely transformed into a complete living-'kitchen-bedroom 
arrangement that comfortably accommod;ites the family. 

T l i e idea was D o n Grieger's. In tlie daytime he's em­
ployed as a tool and die maker at Ilathey's in Plymouth. Jlut 
evenings, Saturdays and in any other spare minutes since Sep­
tember, 1954 Grieger has worked as a carpenter-mechanic. 
H o bought his bus from the Detroit bus lines for S-fOO. It 
took another ŝ iSflO and countless hours of work to change 
the bus into a house-mobile. 

A l l the walls and cei l ing arc covered ivith wood pancll-
ing. livery nook aiid corner is used for cupboards or built-
in c()inj>artments. A refrigerator is built-in directly behind 
the driver's seat and along the .same side is a sink, work table 
and lavatory. A l o n g the other side of the bus are cushioned' 
seats and a table and booth. In the rear two double beds are 
arranged in criss-cross style to sleep four easily. Grieger 
pointed out that one booth can be converted into another bed. 

T h e woman's t6uch is verj' evident. M r s . Grieger has 
al l the foodstuffs conveniently arranged in overhead cup-
boards that completely circle the bus. Her stove operates on 
bottle gas and the refrigerator is electric. 

Grieger even built a large paved car-port in which to 
"»house the bus. One side has a pit for mechanical work under­

neath. Grieger keeps another bus for a friend ivho became 
interested i l l the idea and, wi th Grieger's help, buil t a simi­
lar home-on-wheels. 

The Griegers' trip this summer took them to the Bad­
lands and the Black H i l l s . They ' l l travel days at an average 
sjieed of 45 miles per hour. According to Grieger, the bus 
averages 10.4 miles to the gallon. 

W h i l e ro l l ing merri ly along through the west, the Grieg­
ers report seeing Nor thv i l l e merciiant Roy Stone and his 
four JYiys in a passing can From tlie Da'kotas the Griegers 
journeyed to the Upper Peninsula returning through northern 
M i c h i g a n . 

A n d after three weeks of thr i l l ing sights and experiences 
wlien they stepped off the bus into their yard it was almost 
as though they hadn't been away. T l icy took al l the comforts 
of home-l iving r ight along wi th them.

Babson Park, Mass. — Except in 
a few more or less restricted areas, 
weather and crop conditions have 
improved materially In recent 
weeks. The outlook now is for a 
total U.S. crop production close to 
the relatively high average of the-
last five years. Here are a few high-
lights in the over-all picture, as I 
see them. 

Wheat and Somc Other Grains 
I look for a 10.57 U.S. total wheat 

crop of around 015,000,000 bushels-
down !l percent from the 1050 out-
turn and nearly 20 percent under the 
llllG-l!l,i5 average. This Is still a 
relatively large crop, since in seven 
of those years production toiiped one 
billion bushels by sizabie margins. 
Tiie current crop comes on liie heels 
of a total U.S. carryover on July 1 
of 005.000,000 bushels — praclicaily 
enongii for a whole season's normal 
rcnuirements. Most of this wheat, 
however, is in government hands 
and will not glut commercial chnn 
nels. I do not believe the current 
crop will prove burdensome, 

Molhcr Nature has been kind lo 
several of the other grains. Out­
turns of barley, flaxseed, oala and 
rye may exceed the 10-15-1050 aver­
age — barely by 48 percent, flax­
seed by 7 percent, oals by 3 jier-
cent aiid rye by 20 percoiil. Total 
supplies of these grniiis for 1057-
lii.ill will lean toward the easy side. 
American housewives shouid have 
plenty of new, clean-sweeping 
brooms tins year because the indi-
cnled crop of broomcorn is well 
above average. However, popcorn 

devotees may have to cuIb their 
appetities for this item; planted 
acreage is 14 percenPbelow average 

Corn, Dry Beans and Rice 
The outlopk for the nation's corn 

crop is relatively good, but the out-
turn, which is estimated at around 
3,000,000,000 bushels, may be about 
lo percent under last year and 
slightly below average. Weather be-
twcen now and hai'vest time must, 
of course, be reckoned with. Sup­
plies will be easily adequate for the 
10.17-1358 season, since, total corn 
slocks recently were at'an all-time 
high for the dale, at 1,003,000,000 
bushels. If the hog-corn feed ratio 
remains as favorable as it is now— 
lG.7 to 1 - - a lot o[ corn wiii be fed 
tills faii and winter. Meanwiiile, old-
crop corn prices may average some-
ivhat higher, but I forecast sonie 
seasonal weakness In new-crop corn 
this fall. 

The outlook for dry bean produc-
tion is less favorable than a year 
ago. The crop, whicii Is harvested 
in llio fall, may be around only 
lG,300,000 bags — down 5 percent 
from the 1050 outturn and 2 percent 
under the ten-year average. Since 
tho carryover will be relatively 
small, total supplies for 1957-105.'! 
siiould not be excessive. The indi­
cated U.S. rice crop of 40,500,000 
bags (100 pounds each) is 15 percent 
under the 1050 outturn and the 
smallest crop since 1950. This could 
niejin a fairly tight statistical posi­
lion sometime next year. 

Cotton and Soybeans 
American cotton farmers in re-

cent years have learned well the 
art of intensive cuitivation. Even 
on the smallest planted acreage in 
many years, high per-acre yields 
this year may give them a crop of 
about 11,900,000 bales. This would 
be sizable, although considerably 
less than indicated domestic con 
sumplioii and exjiorts in l957-l958. 
This points lo anotiier substantial 
cut in the still big carryover next 
August 1. Prices may weaken mod 
erately during the heavyjnarketiiig 
season in the weeks a'head, but 
should recover thereafter. 

Despite record-high soybean acre-
ago. the 1957 U.S. crop-currently 
estinialed at 428,000.000 bushel 
is 0 percent below tlie 1950 record 
outturn, but 58 percent above the 
ten-year average. Since slocks in 
all positions were recentiy at a rec 
ord peak, tiiere should be no dearth 
of soybeans in tlie crop year begin­
ning October 1. There is no basis 
for sustained price strength rtt pres­
ent, bai'ring serious crop damage.

Whether the second 
half will record a further gain is 
doubtful, in view of the rising trend 
of production costs and the difficulty 
of offsetting them through the prac­
tice of further economies. The effi­
cient former, witli well-dlversifled 
crops, should, however, fare as well 
as the average Iiianufacturer or 
merchant,

As petitions bearing 139 names 
were being inspected for valid­
ity by the secretary of state's 
office this week, hope increased 
that the proposed annexation of 
220 acres of N o v i township to 
Nor thv i i i e would pass without 
opposition. 

Residents of the area sparked 
the petitions and apparently fav 
or annexation. Likewise, offi­
cials of NovI township have 
been sympathetic to the wishes 
of the residents. 

Only the Warren Products plant, 
located within the boundaries of the 
section proposed for annexation, 
loomed as a possible block to the 
"action. 

Officials of Warren Products have 
previously stood opposed to the an 
nexation and earlier this year won 
reversal from the courts of a pre­
vious annexation election. 

This week, however, R. T. Martin, 
official of the firm, stated that the 
company "was not opposed to com­
ing into the city.'' Martin hastened 
to explain, however, that he con­
sidered the inequities in taxes be­
tween Oakland and Wayne county 
residents of the city unfair. (See 
"Speakirig for the jlecord", page 10) 

"If a solution to the tax differen­
tial between Wayne and" Oakland 
counties can be found, we would be 
willing to become a part of the 
city," Martin stated. Commenting 
on charges that the company enjoy­
ed city services without paying city 
taxes, Martin staled that the com­
pany pumped' its own water, al­
though city water is available. He 
added that'the company currently 
pays double rates for sewer ser­
vices and paid for Installation of 
the sewer facilities. 

Martin was emphatic that Warren 
Products intends to again oppose 
the annexation in the courts if the 
lax picture remains the same.

The proposed incorporation 
of N o v i as a village moved into 
the .iction stage this week as 
petitions for an Incorporatiofl 
election were circulated through-
out the township. 

Walter Tuck , chairman of the 
N o v i incorporation committee, 
said the petitions probably 
would be filed early next week. 

As outlined in the petitions, the 
village ot Novi would Include the 
entire township except the Wixom 
area and a section near the North-
ville city border. 

Tuck said the committee is stIU 
aiming at an election yet this year— 
possibly in December. 

Petitions must have signatures of 
one percent ot the total population, 
but since that figure is not accur­
ately known, committee members 
are aiming at 125-150 signers. Even 
alloiving for invalid signatures, this 
should be sufficient, Tuck said. 

The petitions will be tiled with 
the Oakland county clerk and will 
go before the county board ot sup­
ervisors who then will schedule the 
election. 

Tuck was hopeful ot a December 
election, but said it might be held 
over until after the first of the year. 

The decision to exclude the Norlh­
ville area trom the proposed v i l 
lage came after residents ot the 
200-acre section submitted petitions 
last Thursday to become a part of 
Northviiie. (See olher story.) 
The incorporation committee mem­

bers, feeling that tliey should not go 
against .the wishes of the petition­
ers for annexation to Northviiie, 
immediately redrew the proposed 
village boundary lines that night. 

Though Novi, through a suit 
brought by Warren Products, man­
aged to ward oft annexation ot ap-
proximateiy the same area last 
year, most Novi leaders now feel 
they shouid not again stand in the 
way of annexation — especiaiiy 
since the small section Is almost an 
integral part of Norlhville. 

Tuck said no immediate pubiio 
meeting of the committee is plan­
ned, although it has been holding 
regular own meetings ot its own to 
work out details ot the incorpora­
tion proceedings. 

"So tar," he said, "we've had 
very tew inquiries trom the public 
about the incorporation question. In 
addition, we have very little to ex­
plain' that hasn't been explained at 
previous meetings.'' 

Tuck once again noted that ques­
tions pertaining to incorporation 
should be mailed lo "Committee tor 
Incorporation, Novi, Michigan." 
They will then be answered at the ' 
first public meeting. 

A second group — the NovI Town­
ship Farmers and Landowners Pro­
tective Association — has not been 
heard from in some time. Formed 
a month ago under president Herb­
ert Koester, the group was set up ' 
to study the possibility ot detri­

Ostensibly, It was a serious meet­
ing ot public officials. 

But from all appearances, the 
NovI township board meeting Mon­
day night might well have been 
dress rehearsal for a grade B farce 
entitled " M y Kingdom for the Job 
of Trustee". 

Reaching the ridiculous at times, 
the board and half the audience re­
sorted to belly-laughs, near-tears, 
breast-beating oratory, and out-in-
the-open politics in the scramble tor 
the vacant board position. 

No one was named, but before the 
show ended, three new men had 
tossed their hats in the ring and 
Novi building inspector Glen Salow, 
Jr. had resigned to become eligible 
for the Bpsltion. 

It all began when attorney An-
thony Renne ruled that Salow should 
not serve both as building inspector 
and trustee because the two jobs 
are "incompatible''. 

This left the way open for the 
appointment ot Gordon Promo, who 
like Salow was, a candidate 'for the 
office in tiie Novi spring primary. 
, Trustee Stan Baton formally nom-
Inated Promo, but before the board 
could act, Salow offered to resign 

as building inspector to become eli. 
gible for the trustee spot. 

While the board stewed over the 
sudden dilemma, NovI school board 
member Jack Crawford spoke up 
to suggest that the board look else, 
where for a new trustee. 

Treasurer RayJIarrison answer 
ed that Salow an? Promo had act-
ively campaigned for the position 
in February and that it should go 
to one ot them "because ot their 
interest." 

The discussion became a free-for-
oil when Herbert Koester, president 
ot the Novi township Democratic 
ciub, suggested that a Democrat be 
named "because a Democrat got 
more votes than either Salow or 
Promo.'' 

(Actually, Democratic trustee can­
didate Eugene Martm with 94 votes 
ran weii behind Salow with 320 and 
Promo with 297. But in the regular 
eiection, Martin polled 394, while 
Salow and Promo were not on the 
ballot.) 

Growing angrier, Crawford sud­
denly spoke up agsin and nominat­
ed himself for the office. In rapid 
succession, Koester and Glen Sal-

ow. Sr. also offered themselves for 
trustee. 

Salow Jr. joined in by resigning 
as building inspector — on two 
weeks notice — and claiming he 
had thus ans.wered the only argu-
ment against him. But Baion retus-
ed to go along with him. 

"You're still the building inspect­
or — for two weeks, at least," he 
said, again aiming at a vote for 
Promo. 

Harrison attempted to end the 
squabble by. formally, nominating 
Salow, Jr., and immediately call­
ing tor a tabling ot action until the 
board could collect its wits and de­
cide whether the three nominations 
from the floor woidd be valid. 

The combattants were in no mood 
to stop, however. 

Salow accused Baion of "changing 
his tune" by refusing him the job 
after originally favoring him. Clerk 
Hadiey Bachert in turn claimed 
Salow was merely trying "to put 
us on the spot." 

But Salow insisted he resigned 
not to get the trustee job, but pri­
marily because he was dissatisfied 
with his present position. 

Koester sounded a new and laugh-
provoking note by asking Bachert 

to support him since he had.sup-
ported Bachert in the township pri-
mary. Bachert scoffed at the idea. 

Crawford made another effort by 
suggesting that the board shouid 
work more closely with the Novi 
sciiooi board and that he, as a mem­
ber of that board, would be an ideal 
person for trustee. 

Tiie bizarre performance picked 
up steam as Crawford turned to a 
plea tor "harmony"' on the board, 
to which Harrison impishly replied: 

"Why, what makes you think 
there Isn't harmony among us fel­
lows?" 

It rambled on with Renne tracing 
several constitutional provisions 
which pertained loosely to the dis­
cussion. Koester then suggested 
that, with a Democrat on the board, 
Novi "would get more money from 
the state." 

Bachert finally opined that floor 
nominations'were out ot order, but 
agreed that all nominees would get 
due consideration. 

Supervisor Frazer Staman, ob­
viously delighted over the political 
entanglement in which his three 
board opponents were finding them­
selves, spoke up only long enough 

) to favor Salow because of his life­
long . residency in Novi. 

"In addition," he' said, "we agreed 
on Salow two weeks ago, providing 
he should resign as buiiding in­
spector. He has done lhat." 

Then, emphasizing that Harrison 
had joined with himself in backing 
Saiow, Staman oaiied fo'r action to 
be tabled until the board's next 
meeting. 

In other business, the board: 
—accepted a bid ot $3,700 on -a 

1,000 gallon tire tanker apparatus 
trom Fire Master corporation and 
agreed to look further into the pur­
chase of a chassis; 

—heard Bachert recommend that 
the Novi township park be open for 
traiiers next year on condition that 
a new system be set up for fees, 
registration, location of and record­
ing of trailers. Bacjiert also sug­
gested that trailer fees be raised 
high enough to pay for a life guard 
at the beach. Staman suggested that 
a proposed new fire hall be built 
at the park to serve the crowded 
and fire-prone Walled Lake area 

and to provide guard facilities at 
the park. No action was taken; 

—rehashed the Ship-Ahoy r a f t 
drownings with proprietor Mrs. Paul 
Hoopfer. She and some board mem­
bers Inconclusively tried to blame 
each other tor the drownings of two 
Detroit boys near her raft recently. 
Renne suggested that the township 
set up and lease bathhouse and re­
freshment concessions on its own 
beach to avoid having to comprom­
ise with Mrs. Hoopfer; 

—agreed to charge builder Paul 
LeBost a $l-per-permit penalty for 
101 building permits vlhich he took 
out last year and did not use; 

—heard Staman ask that town­
ship residents contribute to the new 
Novi Torch Drive rather than to 
campaign in other communities, 
since the amount Novi receives 
from the drive will he determined 
by how much it collects; 

—agreed to take over the sewer 
and water system ot a proposed 
new subdivision, it the systems are 
up to standard and pay tor them­
selves; 

—named Harrison as the board's 
representative on the township zon­
ing board ot appeals; 
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
