Babson Park, Mass. — Except in 
a few more or less restricted areas, 
weather and crop conditions have 
improved materially In recent 
weeks. The outlook now is for a 
total U.S. crop production close to 
the relatively high average of the-
last five years. Here are a few high-
lights in the over-all picture, as I 
see them. 

Wheat and Somc Other Grains 
I look for a 10.57 U.S. total wheat 

crop of around 015,000,000 bushels-
down !l percent from the 1050 out-
turn and nearly 20 percent under the 
llllG-l!l,i5 average. This Is still a 
relatively large crop, since in seven 
of those years production toiiped one 
billion bushels by sizabie margins. 
Tiie current crop comes on liie heels 
of a total U.S. carryover on July 1 
of 005.000,000 bushels — praclicaily 
enongii for a whole season's normal 
rcnuirements. Most of this wheat, 
however, is in government hands 
and will not glut commercial chnn 
nels. I do not believe the current 
crop will prove burdensome, 

Molhcr Nature has been kind lo 
several of the other grains. Out­
turns of barley, flaxseed, oala and 
rye may exceed the 10-15-1050 aver­
age — barely by 48 percent, flax­
seed by 7 percent, oals by 3 jier-
cent aiid rye by 20 percoiil. Total 
supplies of these grniiis for 1057-
lii.ill will lean toward the easy side. 
American housewives shouid have 
plenty of new, clean-sweeping 
brooms tins year because the indi-
cnled crop of broomcorn is well 
above average. However, popcorn 

devotees may have to cuIb their 
appetities for this item; planted 
acreage is 14 percenPbelow average 

Corn, Dry Beans and Rice 
The outlopk for the nation's corn 

crop is relatively good, but the out-
turn, which is estimated at around 
3,000,000,000 bushels, may be about 
lo percent under last year and 
slightly below average. Weather be-
twcen now and hai'vest time must, 
of course, be reckoned with. Sup­
plies will be easily adequate for the 
10.17-1358 season, since, total corn 
slocks recently were at'an all-time 
high for the dale, at 1,003,000,000 
bushels. If the hog-corn feed ratio 
remains as favorable as it is now— 
lG.7 to 1 - - a lot o[ corn wiii be fed 
tills faii and winter. Meanwiiile, old-
crop corn prices may average some-
ivhat higher, but I forecast sonie 
seasonal weakness In new-crop corn 
this fall. 

The outlook for dry bean produc-
tion is less favorable than a year 
ago. The crop, whicii Is harvested 
in llio fall, may be around only 
lG,300,000 bags — down 5 percent 
from the 1050 outturn and 2 percent 
under the ten-year average. Since 
tho carryover will be relatively 
small, total supplies for 1957-105.'! 
siiould not be excessive. The indi­
cated U.S. rice crop of 40,500,000 
bags (100 pounds each) is 15 percent 
under the 1050 outturn and the 
smallest crop since 1950. This could 
niejin a fairly tight statistical posi­
lion sometime next year. 

Cotton and Soybeans 
American cotton farmers in re-

cent years have learned well the 
art of intensive cuitivation. Even 
on the smallest planted acreage in 
many years, high per-acre yields 
this year may give them a crop of 
about 11,900,000 bales. This would 
be sizable, although considerably 
less than indicated domestic con 
sumplioii and exjiorts in l957-l958. 
This points lo anotiier substantial 
cut in the still big carryover next 
August 1. Prices may weaken mod 
erately during the heavyjnarketiiig 
season in the weeks a'head, but 
should recover thereafter. 

Despite record-high soybean acre-
ago. the 1957 U.S. crop-currently 
estinialed at 428,000.000 bushel 
is 0 percent below tlie 1950 record 
outturn, but 58 percent above the 
ten-year average. Since slocks in 
all positions were recentiy at a rec 
ord peak, tiiere should be no dearth 
of soybeans in tlie crop year begin­
ning October 1. There is no basis 
for sustained price strength rtt pres­
ent, bai'ring serious crop damage.

Whether the second 
half will record a further gain is 
doubtful, in view of the rising trend 
of production costs and the difficulty 
of offsetting them through the prac­
tice of further economies. The effi­
cient former, witli well-dlversifled 
crops, should, however, fare as well 
as the average Iiianufacturer or 
merchant,

As petitions bearing 139 names 
were being inspected for valid­
ity by the secretary of state's 
office this week, hope increased 
that the proposed annexation of 
220 acres of N o v i township to 
Nor thv i i i e would pass without 
opposition. 

Residents of the area sparked 
the petitions and apparently fav 
or annexation. Likewise, offi­
cials of NovI township have 
been sympathetic to the wishes 
of the residents. 

Only the Warren Products plant, 
located within the boundaries of the 
section proposed for annexation, 
loomed as a possible block to the 
"action. 

Officials of Warren Products have 
previously stood opposed to the an 
nexation and earlier this year won 
reversal from the courts of a pre­
vious annexation election. 

This week, however, R. T. Martin, 
official of the firm, stated that the 
company "was not opposed to com­
ing into the city.'' Martin hastened 
to explain, however, that he con­
sidered the inequities in taxes be­
tween Oakland and Wayne county 
residents of the city unfair. (See 
"Speakirig for the jlecord", page 10) 

"If a solution to the tax differen­
tial between Wayne and" Oakland 
counties can be found, we would be 
willing to become a part of the 
city," Martin stated. Commenting 
on charges that the company enjoy­
ed city services without paying city 
taxes, Martin staled that the com­
pany pumped' its own water, al­
though city water is available. He 
added that'the company currently 
pays double rates for sewer ser­
vices and paid for Installation of 
the sewer facilities. 

Martin was emphatic that Warren 
Products intends to again oppose 
the annexation in the courts if the 
lax picture remains the same. 

Tiie 220-acre area extends north-
ward to the 8'/j-niiie iine and be­
tween a line 1,000 feet west of Taft 
road east to Novi road. . 

According to Philip Ogilvie, city 
attorney, the secretary of state may 
set nn election date within 90 days.

The proposed incorporation 
of N o v i as a village moved into 
the .iction stage this week as 
petitions for an Incorporatiofl 
election were circulated through-
out the township. 

Walter Tuck , chairman of the 
N o v i incorporation committee, 
said the petitions probably 
would be filed early next week. 

As outlined in the petitions, the 
village ot Novi would Include the 
entire township except the Wixom 
area and a section near the North-
ville city border. 

Tuck said the committee is stIU 
aiming at an election yet this year— 
possibly in December. 

Petitions must have signatures of 
one percent ot the total population, 
but since that figure is not accur­
ately known, committee members 
are aiming at 125-150 signers. Even 
alloiving for invalid signatures, this 
should be sufficient, Tuck said. 

The petitions will be tiled with 
the Oakland county clerk and will 
go before the county board ot sup­
ervisors who then will schedule the 
election. 

Tuck was hopeful ot a December 
election, but said it might be held 
over until after the first of the year. 

The decision to exclude the Norlh­
ville area trom the proposed v i l 
lage came after residents ot the 
200-acre section submitted petitions 
last Thursday to become a part of 
Northviiie. (See olher story.) 
The incorporation committee mem­

bers, feeling that tliey should not go 
against .the wishes of the petition­
ers for annexation to Northviiie, 
immediately redrew the proposed 
village boundary lines that night. 

Though Novi, through a suit 
brought by Warren Products, man­
aged to ward oft annexation ot ap-
proximateiy the same area last 
year, most Novi leaders now feel 
they shouid not again stand in the 
way of annexation — especiaiiy 
since the small section Is almost an 
integral part of Norlhville. 

Tuck said no immediate pubiio 
meeting of the committee is plan­
ned, although it has been holding 
regular own meetings ot its own to 
work out details ot the incorpora­
tion proceedings. 

"So tar," he said, "we've had 
very tew inquiries trom the public 
about the incorporation question. In 
addition, we have very little to ex­
plain' that hasn't been explained at 
previous meetings.'' 

Tuck once again noted that ques­
tions pertaining to incorporation 
should be mailed lo "Committee tor 
Incorporation, Novi, Michigan." 
They will then be answered at the ' 
first public meeting. 

A second group — the NovI Town­
ship Farmers and Landowners Pro­
tective Association — has not been 
heard from in some time. Formed 
a month ago under president Herb­
ert Koester, the group was set up ' 
to study the possibility ot detri­
mental affects on landowners If 
NovI becomes a village,

Ostensibly, It was a serious meet­
ing ot public officials. 

But from all appearances, the 
NovI township board meeting Mon­
day night might well have been 
dress rehearsal for a grade B farce 
entitled " M y Kingdom for the Job 
of Trustee". 

Reaching the ridiculous at times, 
the board and half the audience re­
sorted to belly-laughs, near-tears, 
breast-beating oratory, and out-in-
the-open politics in the scramble tor 
the vacant board position. 

No one was named, but before the 
show ended, three new men had 
tossed their hats in the ring and 
Novi building inspector Glen Salow, 
Jr. had resigned to become eligible 
for the Bpsltion. 

It all began when attorney An-
thony Renne ruled that Salow should 
not serve both as building inspector 
and trustee because the two jobs 
are "incompatible''. 

This left the way open for the 
appointment ot Gordon Promo, who 
like Salow was, a candidate 'for the 
office in tiie Novi spring primary. 
, Trustee Stan Baton formally nom-
Inated Promo, but before the board 
could act, Salow offered to resign 

as building inspector to become eli. 
gible for the trustee spot. 

While the board stewed over the 
sudden dilemma, NovI school board 
member Jack Crawford spoke up 
to suggest that the board look else, 
where for a new trustee. 

Treasurer RayJIarrison answer 
ed that Salow an? Promo had act-
ively campaigned for the position 
in February and that it should go 
to one ot them "because ot their 
interest." 

The discussion became a free-for-
oil when Herbert Koester, president 
ot the Novi township Democratic 
ciub, suggested that a Democrat be 
named "because a Democrat got 
more votes than either Salow or 
Promo.'' 

(Actually, Democratic trustee can­
didate Eugene Martm with 94 votes 
ran weii behind Salow with 320 and 
Promo with 297. But in the regular 
eiection, Martin polled 394, while 
Salow and Promo were not on the 
ballot.) 

Growing angrier, Crawford sud­
denly spoke up agsin and nominat­
ed himself for the office. In rapid 
succession, Koester and Glen Sal-

ow. Sr. also offered themselves for 
trustee. 

Salow Jr. joined in by resigning 
as building inspector — on two 
weeks notice — and claiming he 
had thus ans.wered the only argu-
ment against him. But Baion retus-
ed to go along with him. 

"You're still the building inspect­
or — for two weeks, at least," he 
said, again aiming at a vote for 
Promo. 

Harrison attempted to end the 
squabble by. formally, nominating 
Salow, Jr., and immediately call­
ing tor a tabling ot action until the 
board could collect its wits and de­
cide whether the three nominations 
from the floor woidd be valid. 

The combattants were in no mood 
to stop, however. 

Salow accused Baion of "changing 
his tune" by refusing him the job 
after originally favoring him. Clerk 
Hadiey Bachert in turn claimed 
Salow was merely trying "to put 
us on the spot." 

But Salow insisted he resigned 
not to get the trustee job, but pri­
marily because he was dissatisfied 
with his present position. 

Koester sounded a new and laugh-
provoking note by asking Bachert 

to support him since he had.sup-
ported Bachert in the township pri-
mary. Bachert scoffed at the idea. 

Crawford made another effort by 
suggesting that the board shouid 
work more closely with the Novi 
sciiooi board and that he, as a mem­
ber of that board, would be an ideal 
person for trustee. 

Tiie bizarre performance picked 
up steam as Crawford turned to a 
plea tor "harmony"' on the board, 
to which Harrison impishly replied: 

"Why, what makes you think 
there Isn't harmony among us fel­
lows?" 

It rambled on with Renne tracing 
several constitutional provisions 
which pertained loosely to the dis­
cussion. Koester then suggested 
that, with a Democrat on the board, 
Novi "would get more money from 
the state." 

Bachert finally opined that floor 
nominations'were out ot order, but 
agreed that all nominees would get 
due consideration. 

Supervisor Frazer Staman, ob­
viously delighted over the political 
entanglement in which his three 
board opponents were finding them­
selves, spoke up only long enough 

) to favor Salow because of his life­
long . residency in Novi. 

"In addition," he' said, "we agreed 
on Salow two weeks ago, providing 
he should resign as buiiding in­
spector. He has done lhat." 

Then, emphasizing that Harrison 
had joined with himself in backing 
Saiow, Staman oaiied fo'r action to 
be tabled until the board's next 
meeting. 

In other business, the board: 
—accepted a bid ot $3,700 on -a 

1,000 gallon tire tanker apparatus 
trom Fire Master corporation and 
agreed to look further into the pur­
chase of a chassis; 

—heard Bachert recommend that 
the Novi township park be open for 
traiiers next year on condition that 
a new system be set up for fees, 
registration, location of and record­
ing of trailers. Bacjiert also sug­
gested that trailer fees be raised 
high enough to pay for a life guard 
at the beach. Staman suggested that 
a proposed new fire hall be built 
at the park to serve the crowded 
and fire-prone Walled Lake area 

and to provide guard facilities at 
the park. No action was taken; 

—rehashed the Ship-Ahoy r a f t 
drownings with proprietor Mrs. Paul 
Hoopfer. She and some board mem­
bers Inconclusively tried to blame 
each other tor the drownings of two 
Detroit boys near her raft recently. 
Renne suggested that the township 
set up and lease bathhouse and re­
freshment concessions on its own 
beach to avoid having to comprom­
ise with Mrs. Hoopfer; 

—agreed to charge builder Paul 
LeBost a $l-per-permit penalty for 
101 building permits vlhich he took 
out last year and did not use; 

—heard Staman ask that town­
ship residents contribute to the new 
Novi Torch Drive rather than to 
campaign in other communities, 
since the amount Novi receives 
from the drive will he determined 
by how much it collects; 

—agreed to take over the sewer 
and water system ot a proposed 
new subdivision, it the systems are 
up to standard and pay tor them­
selves; 

—named Harrison as the board's 
representative on the township zon­
ing board ot appeals;

Four Nor thv i l l e teachers and 
a high school senior wistfully 
settled down to business this 
week, whi le visions of fascinat­
ing foreign lands passed through 
their minds. 

A month ago, a l l five were 
thousands of miles from North 
ville -— standing in aive before t 
giant statue of Buddha, gazing up 
at the towering Swiss Alps,, or sit­
ting in at a prayer meeting in a 
mosque at Bosnia. 

When ciasses get fuliy underway 
in the next few weeks, all five will 
help bring a better understanding 
of foreign geographies and peopies 
to their students and classmates.

Miss Joan Mishika, first grade 

leaclier at Main street schooi, re­
turned to the U.S. "to find out wiiat 
America ivns like" aftpr spending 
three years teaching American de­
pendents in the German cities of 
Frankfurt and Hanau and the 
French town of Fountainbleau. 

On the continent, she travelled 
more than 02,000 miles in a Volks­
wagen, either camping outdoors or 
staying ivitli natives of the countries. 
At one point, she lived in Tito's 
Yugoslavia for seven weeks. 

When the urge to travel far and 
ivide came, she took off for Nor­
way, going bcyoiid the Arctic circle 
to Hammerfest and staying with a 
famiiy of Laplanders in a skin -tent. 

Or siie set foot for Turkey, stay­
ing in an Instanbul motel, dining 
on yogurt in Bosnia and attending 
Arab prayer meeting.

Miss Patricia Dorrian, Northville 

high school teacher, went the other 

way, spending lO weeks in the Land 
of the Rising Sun with her brother, 
who is stationed at an air force 
base near Tokyo. 

Content wilh Japan itself, she 
spent JO' full weeks covering the 
country from one end to another. 

Besides Tokyo, with its Imperial 
Palace and awe-inspiring Fujiama, 
she took in the ancient capitals of 
ICyoto and Nara, world-renowned 
seats of Japanese culture. 

Other excursions took her to Nik-
ko, Kofu, and 'the Ise peninsula, 
where she got an even deeper taste 
of the Oriental way of life. 

Elsa Couse, a senior at Northviiie 
high school, was "adopted" by a 
German famiiy in tiie town of Mei-
le, near Hanover, as part of a stu­
dent exchange program. 

Her host, a well-to-do owner of 
a spring factory, took Elsa ori first-
hand visits to Hanover and Hani-
burg, backbone cities of Germany's 
remarkabie postwar economic re­
covery. 

At otiier times, she visited Ger­
man schoois, ivhere students arc in 
class from 0 a.m. to 1 p.m., vary 
their courses from day to day and 
carry a workload that would all but 
frighten an American student.

When she ivas a year old, and 
aflcr her parents had noticed the 
liillo fjirl w.as sloiv physically al-
tlioush exceptionally bright mental 
ly, her ailment ivas diagnosed as 
,co:-cl)rnl palsy. 

When she ivas a year and a half 
ol'l, ?,\\e ivas taken to the Detroit 
Oithoii.iedic Clinic, a Torch Drive 
service in Detroit for treatments. A 
year later, she started trealments 
nl tlio Detroit Cerebral Palsy Center 
at Farmington, another Torch Drive 
service, which is much nearer lo 
Novi toivnship. 

"I think both the clinic and the 
center are wonderful," Mrs. Bra-
dacli said. "I am eager for her to 
start nursery school September S. 
She has been going twice a week 
for piiysieai therapy. When she 
starts in nursery school, she wiii go 
five days a iveek." 

Mrs. Bradach said that eacli of 

the therapists who work with J i i i 
gives her a great deal of personal 
attention. 

"Sometimes tiie youngsters in tiie 
neighborhood get tired ot piaying 
with J i l l , " she said. "But at the 
center, all the other children have 
similar afflictions. 

Mrs. Bradach added that it iias 
been a great relief to her and iier 
husband to iiave ,Iiii under care of 
the center ther.nplsts. 

'•For a long time, ive iveren't sure 
what .she could do," .she explained. 
"Now ive see a great deal of defin­
ite improvciiiciit. For instance, she 
couldn't walk at two years of ago. 
At throe she can. 

The braces ivhich Jill wears actu­
ally perform a Iheraiiy function, ac-
cording to Jill 's mother.

Wilh the exception of a few' ex. 
pected iapses, Schipper was well 
satisfied with the performance of 
his first-stringers up to this point, 

"We iiave one of the best running 
backfields in years," he said.' 
doubt if any team in tlie league can 
match Dick Blery at left half. Bob 
Starnes at right half, and "Spike' 
Walker at full back. 

At quarterback, Schipper feels, 
the Mustangs are strongest — with 
Ed Wittenberg and Pete Gross from 
last year's squad, and passing-
devil Joe Kritch from the JVs. 

Tile line shapes up almost as well, 
though Schipper wouid iike a iittie 
more strength at tackie. 

"Bi i i Yahne proved iiimself at 
end iast year," iie said, "and tliis 
year Jim Hammond iias been one 
of the most improved players on the 
team.

Defensively, Schipper e x p e c t s 
most positions to go to offensive 
starters.

THE UNKNOWN GOD 
Tlie rrngcily of our age is that God is s t i l l 

unknown to so many. The true God has re-
vealed l l in i se l f i n the H o l y Bib le ; yet m i l -
lions do not have thc right concept of H i m , 
This , of course, is not God's fault, but man's 
fault. The worship of the true God is forgot-
ten in the midst of a maze of modern ido l 
worsliii5. A n d fair observer w i l l have to iidmit 
this. T o a great degree we find what Pau l 
experienced in Athens about 2,000 years ago. 

W h e n Paul visited the city of Athens, the 
sacred record tells us that "l i is spirit was 
stirred in h im , when he saw the city whol ly 
given to idolatry." (Acts 17:16). A l l around 
him stood the altars, temples and statues of 
the gods 'and demigods of Greece. A t tlie 
sight of this iilolatry Paul's spiri t was vio­
lently agitated. H e burned w i i h zeal for the 
true God whom lie saw dishonored on every 
side. 

"W''hat Will This Babbler Say."' 
The curious Athenian philosophers, who 

gave tiieir leisure to " te l l ing and hearing 
foniething newer than the latest news," gave 
P;i i i l an opportunity to express himself. In 
derision they remarked: "Wha t w i l l this bab-
bier say?" 

Paul was led up to tlic Areopagus, the high- ' 
est court of the Athenians. Here he preached 
a forceful sermon about the unknown God . 
H e told the Athenians that in walk ing 
through Athens he had found nn altar wi th 
this inscription: " T O T H E U N K N O W N 
G O D . " The Apostle then declared this " U n -
known G o d " to be the A l m i g h t y Creator, a 
God who cannot be confined to temples made 
wi th hands, and who does not depend on 
weak mortal!!, but that on the contrary, a l l 
human beings owe their existence to H i m . 
Paul described the " U n k n o w n G o d " as the 
Preserver and Governor of all things wi th-
out whom no individual or nation can l i f t 
a finger or move an arm. H e explained that 
it would be foolish to try to degrade this 
God to any form of idol worship, as riiough 

able to fashion anything th i t man's ham 
is equal to this great G o d . 

The Picture Today 
W c pause to ask: "Is G o d really "un-

k n o w n " to many today, even i n our own na­
tion. '" Yes, to countless H e is "unknown" be­
cause they have such strange, groundless con-
cepts of H i m , so that at best H e is for them 
only a nebulous being. T o others H e is a 
weak, easy-going God, of Whbm they make 

--sport. A n d to some I-Ie is only a wrathful 
God , absent of all love and compiission for 
lost souls. T o mil l ions He is "unknown" be­
cause they are too occupied wi th earthly in? 
tercsts to have time to think of H i m . M a n y 
who once knew H i m as children and prayed 
to H i m , and jierhaps even pledged eternal 
faithfulness to H i m , have long forgotten H i m 
and are ashamed to own H i s name, " U n ­
known. ' " Yes . "unknown", even today. 

How Can the Unknown God Be Known? 
Paul did not close his sermon without tell­

ing his audience how "the " U n k n o w n G o d " 
can be k n o w n . G o d , he said, "commandeth 
all men everywhere to repent, because H e 
hath appointed a . day, i n which H e 
w i l l judge thc wor ld in righteousness by that 
man whom H e hath ordained; whereof H e 
hath given assurance unto all men, in that 
H e hath raised H i m from the dead." Th i s 
M a n who w i l l judge the World is the God-
M a n , Jesus Ciirist , whpm G o d raised from 
the dead after H e had suffered on the cross 
for the sins of the wor ld . T h i s Jesus w i l l 
some day raise a l l the dead and gather them 
before Hi s throne for judgment, some to be 
received into everlasting life, the rest to be 
consigned to everlasting condemnation. 

The only way to be safe is to repent of sin 
and to trust in Christ for the forgiveness of 
sin. Then thc " U n k n o w n G o d " w i l l no long­
er be "unknown" but wel l -known. The per­
son who has accepted Christ in his heart w i l l 
no longer .ivoid or evade G o d , but w i l l gladly 
worship and serve H i m .

B U T . and this is thc sticker, 
they are opposed to paying taxes wi i ich they consider unf:iir.

"Michigan has cvry right to tlic 
funds for llic bridge," said Knox. 

Tile Knox statement caught liigii-
way Commissioner John C. Mackie, 
a Democrat, without a public state­
ment iiandy. He I'ccouped quicki.v— 
claiming his office had been working 
on the idea. 

To qualify, .the proposal on the 
bridge must be submitted to tiie 
U.S. Bureau of Puiiiic Roads, thence 
to liie Dopartmciit of Commerco 
and tiien to Congress.

Federal money aiready lias been 
used to iniild the approaches lo the 
bi'idge, another powerful argument. 

Insiders believe tiie bi'idge cross­
ing wiii cany n toii for at ieast a 
year after liie five-mile span be-
tweeii Mackinaw City nnd St. Ig-
nace is opened early in November. 

Congress, now in adjournment, 
\vill i-eturn next Januaiy and the 
final step ill llie financing will have 
to wait untii tlicii and probably 
later.

With.coiisclruction of the bridge, 
Ihe state's ferry fleet will be taken 
out of service, leaving oniy tiie 
bridge to c.in-y traffic between maj 
or interstate higinvays.

Babson Park, Mass, — It will not 
be long before " F A L L O U T " will be 
the most discussed subject facing 
business, real estate, and Invest­
ments. Newspapers now give daily 
foi'ecasts for weather, tides and 
winds. Before long they also will 
give a local daily air analysis, to­
gether with 0 forecast of the nnaly-
sis for the next few days, 

WIIAT WILL B E IMPORTANT? 

All businesses nnd investments 
must be adjusted either to "Fal l -
out" or to "Peace". Furthermore, 
i l will be the fear of Fallout or the 
fear of peace which will bring 
about unemployment and n business 
collapse. Tiie propaganda .ibout 
"ciean bombs" by those pei-sons 
now iirofiting from the defense in-
dustries is the bunk. "Clean bombs" 
an be built; but Russia wiil never 

agree to their exclusive use. The 
Falioiil is Russia's best bet. 

Every reader of tiiis column 
sliould ask himself how either tho 
fear of Fniiout or the fear of peace 
nnd disarmament wiii affect his 
comnumily, his famiiy, and his 
business or invcslments. The Lon­
don Conference on Disarmament is 
di.scus.sing the possibiiity of both in­
tensified F.ailoul and Dis.irmamenl.

I.Ml'ORTANT ILLUSTRATIONS 
Tiiere could be a total change in 

the rising population trend. Most 
schools and colleges ivill have plen­
ty of room for students. Families 
may fear to iiave more chiidren for 
fear of having seriously deformed 

offspring. The birth rate could rad­
ically decline. 

Real estate, commodity lind stock 
mai'kets couid be totally tipset be­
cause of the fear of Fallout or un­
employment. Certain cities would 
be much more subject to Fallout 
than others. As people now seek 
Florida or California for climate, 
they may avoid these slates for 
fear Jf Fallout. Remember, this 
Faiiout is poiiuting the air you 
bi'eatiie rigiit now as you read this 
column. 

WIIAT ABOUT AGRICULTURE? 
Studies ore now being made by 

tiie Atomic Energy Commission as 
to the effect of Fallout on Agri­
culture and Fisheries. Unofficiai 
reports are that ordinaiy fission oi' 
fission tests, would not be harmful. 
If, Iiowever, liussia should float too 
much Strontium 90 over the United 
Slates, i l could become very serious. 
This would especially apply to all 
leafy vegetables and perhaps to 
corn and wheat. 

Certainly, we would no longer be 
allowed to drink cows' milk in its 
pi'es'ent form. Strontium 90 would 
liave to be eiiminnted from canned-
miik products. And this would need 
to be done for all canned fruit and 
most other canned products. The

ocean seems to be especially "al­
lergic" to this dangerous poison. 
Thus, the fish muglit be Impregnat­
ed. Livestock which feeds on grass 
could surely be seriously affected. 

AUTOJMCiniLE AND OTIIEn 
INDUSTRIES 

Industries other than food would 
.also suffer. Manufacturing and re-
tailing need not b^ directly affected. 
Of course, nil stores and factories 
would need to be screened, as well 
as all homes. Automobiles would 
have to be screened, while all pe-
desti'ians might have to wear 
masks. Certainly, Russia could dras-
tically upset our way of life. 

All of this could either hasten 
war Willi Russia or else result in 
some form of disnrmameiit. This is 
probably why President Eisenliower 
insists that no reduction be made 
in defense appropriations or foreign 
aid. Tliis means that our present 
prosperity is on a "teeter boni'd" 
or "saw hoi'se", so to speak. Cer­
tainly we will hear much more 
about Fallout, which could become 
more important than missiles. 

RUSSIA IN THE DRIVER'S SEAT 
Altlioiigh Russia could make these 

tests from Western Siberia and pick 
days when the winds would drift 
the Fallout toward the U.S.A., yet 
tlie air of the entire woi'ld. Including 
Russia, would be polluted. There­
fore, these "tests", like poison gas, 
might not be used; but we do not 
know. In fact, there Is a bare pos­
sibility lhat fear ot these "tests'' 
could bring abo'ut disarmament. Ot 
coui'se, if Russia shouid go too far, 
the U.S. and the rest of the world 
niigiit declare war upon Russia. 
Then what? 

Although the exact process of the 
formation of a hurricane is not
