Ilcrc's wiiere tlic rub comes. A i l the residents of thc 200 
acres apparemly "ant to become a part of the city. But tht-
lone factory, Warreii Products, docs not. 

Officials of the firm have stated that they are N O T op-
posed to comint; into the city. B U T . and this is thc sticker, 
they are opposed to paying taxes wi i ich they consider unf:iir. 

And it would he difficult to argue that tlicy do not have 
a point here. Aiiypnc who has been at all familiar with tlic-
differencc in school taxes between city residents of Oakl;iiid 
county ami Wayne county knows that the inequities arc 
glarin,:;. 

So here wc IiavL- a situation with two rights. Councilmcn 
believe that War.-tn should lit- a part of the city if the ad-
joinin.u area is to he ;innexed; and Warren is not opposed 
if thc taxes are fair. 

One L-xpcnsivL- court case has already been fou.tjht with 
W;irrcn comin.t,' out the winner. Another w i l l certainly fol­
low and this time it w i l l probably' go right to the Supreme 
Court. 

There's one hojie and because this thin possibility might 
save thc Lixpai'crs of Northvi l le many dollars in court costs, 
we believe it should be explored to the very end:

Rep. Knox, who rojiresents parts ot 
Ijotii of Michigaii's jjeninsuias in 
CoiiRrcs, urRcd the state to take nd-
v.npta.cie of federal aid, aiong witii 
other states. 

Tlio oppoi'iunity existed since tlio 
in.'ili fodo:-ai liigliway aid formuia 
was ndo]5ted, granting states !)0 per 
cent nf thc cost of intei'siato s.vston 
siipci-iiiglnvays. 

"Michigan has cvry right to tlic 
funds for llic bridge," said Knox. 

Tile Knox statement caught liigii-
way Commissioner John C. Mackie, 
a Democrat, without a public state­
ment iiandy. He I'ccouped quicki.v— 
claiming his office had been working 
on the idea. 

To qualify, .the proposal on the 
bridge must be submitted to tiie 
U.S. Bureau of Puiiiic Roads, thence 
to liie Dopartmciit of Commerco 
and tiien to Congress.

Federal money aiready lias been 
used to iniild the approaches lo the 
bi'idge, another powerful argument. 

Insiders believe tiie bi'idge cross­
ing wiii cany n toii for at ieast a 
year after liie five-mile span be-
tweeii Mackinaw City nnd St. Ig-
nace is opened early in November. 

Congress, now in adjournment, 
\vill i-eturn next Januaiy and the 
final step ill llie financing will have 
to wait untii tlicii and probably 
later. 

Still another argument is the na­
tional defense system, 

With.coiisclruction of the bridge, 
Ihe state's ferry fleet will be taken 
out of service, leaving oniy tiie 
bridge to c.in-y traffic between maj 
or interstate higinvays. And a knot, 
ty compiicotion is tiie defense situ, 
alinn if sonielhing happens to the 
bridge with tlie feriy fleet abolish 
ed and no emergency method of 
crossing.

Babson Park, Mass, — It will not 
be long before " F A L L O U T " will be 
the most discussed subject facing 
business, real estate, and Invest­
ments. Newspapers now give daily 
foi'ecasts for weather, tides and 
winds. Before long they also will 
give a local daily air analysis, to­
gether with 0 forecast of the nnaly-
sis for the next few days, 

WIIAT WILL B E IMPORTANT? 

All businesses nnd investments 
must be adjusted either to "Fal l -
out" or to "Peace". Furthermore, 
i l will be the fear of Fallout or the 
fear of peace which will bring 
about unemployment and n business 
collapse. Tiie propaganda .ibout 
"ciean bombs" by those pei-sons 
now iirofiting from the defense in-
dustries is the bunk. "Clean bombs" 
an be built; but Russia wiil never 

agree to their exclusive use. The 
Falioiil is Russia's best bet. 

Every reader of tiiis column 
sliould ask himself how either tho 
fear of Fniiout or the fear of peace 
nnd disarmament wiii affect his 
comnumily, his famiiy, and his 
business or invcslments. The Lon­
don Conference on Disarmament is 
di.scus.sing the possibiiity of both in­
tensified F.ailoul and Dis.irmamenl. 
Every Congressman is trying to de­
termine how his constituents wouid 
be affected by eitiier. Meanwhiie 
the Aloiiiic Energy Commission is 
working iiard studying Fallout. 

I.Ml'ORTANT ILLUSTRATIONS 
Tiiere could be a total change in 

the rising population trend. Most 
schools and colleges ivill have plen­
ty of room for students. Families 
may fear to iiave more chiidren for 
fear of having seriously deformed 

offspring. The birth rate could rad­
ically decline. 

Real estate, commodity lind stock 
mai'kets couid be totally tipset be­
cause of the fear of Fallout or un­
employment. Certain cities would 
be much more subject to Fallout 
than others. As people now seek 
Florida or California for climate, 
they may avoid these slates for 
fear Jf Fallout. Remember, this 
Faiiout is poiiuting the air you 
bi'eatiie rigiit now as you read this 
column. 

WIIAT ABOUT AGRICULTURE? 
Studies ore now being made by 

tiie Atomic Energy Commission as 
to the effect of Fallout on Agri­
culture and Fisheries. Unofficiai 
reports are that ordinaiy fission oi' 
fission tests, would not be harmful. 
If, Iiowever, liussia should float too 
much Strontium 90 over the United 
Slates, i l could become very serious. 
This would especially apply to all 
leafy vegetables and perhaps to 
corn and wheat. 

Certainly, we would no longer be 
allowed to drink cows' milk in its 
pi'es'ent form. Strontium 90 would 
liave to be eiiminnted from canned-
miik products. And this would need 
to be done for all canned fruit and 
most other canned products. The 

L i n c o l n - M e r c u r y 

ocean seems to be especially "al­
lergic" to this dangerous poison. 
Thus, the fish muglit be Impregnat­
ed. Livestock which feeds on grass 
could surely be seriously affected. 

AUTOJMCiniLE AND OTIIEn 
INDUSTRIES 

Industries other than food would 
.also suffer. Manufacturing and re-
tailing need not b^ directly affected. 
Of course, nil stores and factories 
would need to be screened, as well 
as all homes. Automobiles would 
have to be screened, while all pe-
desti'ians might have to wear 
masks. Certainly, Russia could dras-
tically upset our way of life. 

All of this could either hasten 
war Willi Russia or else result in 
some form of disnrmameiit. This is 
probably why President Eisenliower 
insists that no reduction be made 
in defense appropriations or foreign 
aid. Tliis means that our present 
prosperity is on a "teeter boni'd" 
or "saw hoi'se", so to speak. Cer­
tainly we will hear much more 
about Fallout, which could become 
more important than missiles. 

RUSSIA IN THE DRIVER'S SEAT 
Altlioiigh Russia could make these 

tests from Western Siberia and pick 
days when the winds would drift 
the Fallout toward the U.S.A., yet 
tlie air of the entire woi'ld. Including 
Russia, would be polluted. There­
fore, these "tests", like poison gas, 
might not be used; but we do not 
know. In fact, there Is a bare pos­
sibility lhat fear ot these "tests'' 
could bring abo'ut disarmament. Ot 
coui'se, if Russia shouid go too far, 
the U.S. and the rest of the world 
niigiit declare war upon Russia. 
Then what? 

Although the exact process of the 
formation of a hurricane is not

101.7 The comniission may adopt 
the plan as a ivhole by a single reso-

councll or other Village council shall 
have ordered that proceedings be 
instituted for the acquisition or en­
largement of any park, playground, 
playfield or other public open space, 
such resolution shall not be rescind­
ed until after the niatter has been 
referred back to the Village plan-
ning commission for a report and 
until afler a public hearing shall have 
been held.

All nieiiibers 
of the commission shall serve as 
such ivithout compensation and shall 
hold no other Village office except 
that one (l) of the nienibers may 
be a member of tlie zoning board 
of adjustment or appeals. The term 
of each member shall be three (3) 
years, except that three (3) mem­
bers of the first (lst) commission 
to be so appointed shall serve for 
the term of one (l) year, three (3) 
for a term of two (2) years and 
three (3) for a term of three (3) 
years.

101.3 The commission shall elect 
its chairman from amongst tlie ap-
pointed members and create and 
fill such other offices as it may be 
determine. The term of chairman 
shall be one (1) year, with eligi-
bility for reelection. The commission 
shall hold at least one (1) regular 
meeting in each month. It shall 
adopt rules for transaction of bust-
ness and shall keep a record of its 
resolutions, transactions, findings, 
and determinations, which record 
shall be a public record. 

101.4 The commission may appoint 
such employees as It niay deem 
necessary for Its work, whose ap­
pointment, promotion, demotion and 
removal shall be subject to the same 
provisions of law as govern other 
corresponding civil employees of the 
Village.

parkways, playgrounds and open 
spaces, the general location and 
extent of public utilities and term-
inals, whether publicly or privately 
owned or operated, for water, light, 
sanitation, transportation, commu­
nication, power and other purposes; 
also the removal, relocation, widen-
ing, narrowing, vacating, abandon­
ment, change of use or extension 
of any of the foregoing ways, 
grounds, open spaces, buildings, 
property, utilities or terminals; as 
well as a zoning plan for the con­
trol of the height, area, bulk, loca­
tion, and use of buildings and prem­
ises. As the" work ot making the 
whole master plan progresses, the 
commission may from time to time 
adopt and publish a part or parts 
thereof, any such part to cover one 
or more major sections or divisions 
of the Village of Wixom or one or 
more of the aforesaid or other func­
tional matters to be mcluded in the 

civic, educational, professional, and 
other organizations, iind with citi­
zens with relation to the protecting 
or carrying out the plan.

The failure of the 
commission to act within GO days 
from and afler the date of official 
submission to the commission shall 
be deemed approval. For the pur­
pose of furthering the desirable 
future development of thq Village 
under the master plan the Village 
planning commission, after the 
comniission shall have adopted as 
master plan, shall prepare coor­
dinated and comprehensive pro­
grams of public structures and iiri-
provements. The commission shall 
annually prepare such a program 
for the ensuing six years, ivhich pro­
gram shall shoiv those public struc­
tures and improvements, in the gen­
eral order of their priority, which 
in the commission's judgment will 
be needed or desirable and can be 
undertaken within the six year 
period. The above comprehensive 
coordinated programs shall be based 
upon the requirements of the com-
munity for all types of public Im-
provements, and, to that end, each 
agency or department of such vil-
lage concerned with such improve­
ments shall upon request furnish the 
commission with lists, plans and 
estimates of time nnd cost of pub-
lie structures and improvements 
within the purview of such depart-
ment. 

101.9 Whenever the council or 
village council of any Village shall 
have ordered the opening, widen-

venient open spaces for traffic, 
utilities, access of fire-fighting ap-
paralus, recreation, light and air, 
and for the avoidance of congestion 
of population, including minimum 
width and area of lots. 

Such regulations niay include pro-
visions as to the extent to which 
streets and other ways shall be 
graded and improved and to which 
ivaler and sewer and other utility 
mains, piping or other facilities 
shall be installed as a condition 
precedent to the approval of the 
plat. The regulations or practice of 
the commission niay provide for a 
tentative approval of the plat pre­
vious to such installation; but any 
such tentative approval shall be 
revocable and shall not be entered 
on the plat. In lieu of the comple­
tion of such improvements and util­
ities prior to the fin»l approval of 
the plat, the comniission may ac­
cept a bond with surely to secure to 
the village the actual construction 
and installation of such improve­
ments or utilities at a time and ac­
cording to specifications fixed by 
or in accordance with the regula 
tions of tlie commission. The mu-
nicipality is hereby granted the 
poi '̂er lo enforce such bond by all 
appropriate legal and equitable 
remedies. 

All such regulations shall be pub­
lished as provided by law for the 
publication of ordinances, and be­
fore adoption a public hearing shall 
be held thereon. A copy thereof 
shall be certified by the commission 
to the recorders of the counties in 
which the village and territory are 
located. 

101.13 The planning commission 
shall approve, modify or disap-
prove a plat within sixty (00) days 
after the submission thereof to it; 
otlierwise such plat shall be deem 
ed to have been approved, and a 
certificate to that effect shall be 
issued by the commission on, de­
mand: Provided, hoivever, that the 
applicant for the commission's ap­
proval may waive this requirement 
and consent to an extension of such 
period. The ground of disapproval 
of any plat shall be stated upon the 
records of the comniission. Any plat 
submitted to the comniission shall 
contain the name and address of a 
person to whom notice of a hearing 
shall be sent; and no plat shall,be 
acted on by the commission wilh-

govcrning buildings and premises 
within the subdivision, provided such 
requirements or restrictions do not 
authorize llie violation of the then 
effective zoning ordinance of the 
village. Such requirements or re-
striclions shall be stated upon the 
plat prior to the approval and re-
cording thereof and shall have the 
same force of law and he enforce-
able in tlic same manner and with 
the same sanctions and penalties 
and subject to the same power of 
amendment or repeal as though set 
out as a part of the zoning ordin­
ance or map of the village. 

101. 14 The village council of any 
city or village may by ordinance 
adopt any such precised plat certi­
fied lo it by the planning commis­
sion as provided in Section 1: Pro­
vided, lhat notice of time and place 
when and where it shall be con-
sidered for final passage shall be 
sent by mail to tho record owners 
of land located within or abutting 
on the new lines ot such proposed 
streets, ways, places, parks, play-
grounds or olher public grounds or 
extensions tliereof, designated on 
the plat. Any modification of such 
certified plat before passage of the 
adopting ordinance, and any amend­
ing ordinance originating in the 
village council shall be submitted 
to the planning comniission for ap-
proval; Provided, That in case of 
disapproval' the commission shall 
communicate its reasons therefor 
lo the village coun^l which shall 
thereafter have the power to over­
rule such disapproval by a recorded 
vote of not less than two-thirds (2/3) 
ot ils entire membership. Failure of 
the commission to report on any 
such modification or amendment 
within 30 days shaii be deemed to 
constitute an approval thereof. The 
adoption of any such certified plat 
by ordinance, or by amending or­
dinance, shaii not in itself consti­
tute or be deemed to constitute 
the opening or establishment of any 
street or the taking or acceptance 
of-any land for any of the afore­
said purposes. 

Amendments or modifications to 
such certified plats, in conformity 
with laivftilly adopted changes, or 
additions to the adopted master 
plan may be made and certified by 
the commission to the village coun­
cil, and ordinances embodying 
amendments to or changes in such 
certified plats' may be adopted by 
the village council, in accordance 
with the procedure prescribed by 
law for the enactment of village 
ordindnces: Provided, that notice 
of the time and place when and 
where it shall be considered by 
final passage shall be sent by mail 
to the record owners of land located 
within or abutting on the lines of 
proposed streets, ways, places, 
parks, playgrounds, or olher public 
grounds. Any such proposed amend­
ment or change shall be submitted 
to and approved by the planning 
commission: Provided, That in case 
of disapproval the commission shall 
communicate its reasons to the vil­
lage council which shall have the 
power to overrule such disapproval 
by a recorded vole of not less than 
two-thirds (2/3) of its entire mem 
bership. Any plat of a street, park 
playground, or public ground cerli. 
fled by the planning commission 
lo the village council under this act 
shall be deemed approved by the 
commission without further sub­
mission thereof to said commission.

To the Editor: 

Our family recently enjoyed a 
short vacation in New York City, 
traveling there by way of llie Ohio, 
Pennsylvania and New Jersey turn­
pikes. It turned out to be exactly 
7l9 miies from our house in North­
ville to the apartment of reialives 
on upper Broadway, a long trip 
even on super liighways; and the 
traffic is so heavy and fast that it 
is difficult to enjoy the countryside 
as you might wish. 

However, the restaurants on the 
turnpikes were vei'y good. 

Because of tlie current happenings 
in LitHe Rock, Arkans.is, I want 
to state Hint there was no discrim­
ination in any of these restaurants 
on account of race, and it was a 
pleasure to eat, knowing that others 
were not denied a similar right; 
so tliat after a few such stops you 
forgot Hint prejudice existed. 

In New York too, there has been 
a great change in tills respect. Vis­
iting Greenwich Viiiage in 1920 I 
saw no Negroes, but two weeks ago, 
rambling about the Village during 
two evenings (while young Harold 
took pictures, nnd others took pic­
tures of him taking pictures!) I 
saw numbers of Negroes, eleariy 
residents of tiie area, chatting on 
doorsteps wiHi Whiles in Hie nat-
urai manner of friends. 

Of course, Detroit is undergoing 
a similar change. In fact, I can't 

heip observing that the great pop-
ulation centers are experiencing an 
expansion of democracy with re-
spcet to race, but that the villages 
of our country remain apart from 
iliis growth, in the main. Certain-
!y the 20 million Negi'oes in the 
United States must be given full 
civic rights, and it is my personal 
feeling that untii the small vili.ages 
imd cilies, such as Nortiiviiie, wei-
come good residents — regardless 
of race or religion — Hie crime of 
prejudice will be handed down 
through many innocent children, 
making the future difficult.

and Walker. 

Last year, in grinding out a 7-1-1 
season and a league title, the Mus­
tangs grew Into a formidable foot­
ball power, reaching their finest 
hour in a 32-0 rout of tougii Hoiiy. 
Oniy the Piymouth ioss and a hu-
Iniiiating tie ivith Milford marred 
their record. 

Northville scored 100 points to 
40 for their oppenents and gave up 
only one first-half touchdown. They 
piled up 00 first downs against 68 
fpr the opposition, nnd outgained 
their opponents by 2,089 to 1,437 
yards. They completed 04 of 124 
passes for 1,272 yards. 

Whether they can do it again re­
mains to be seen. 

On the credit side, they have all-
league halfback Blery ivho led the 
Mustangs in rushing (7.5 yard aver­
age for C83 total yards), touch-
doivns (nine), and pass receiving 
(29 for G16 yards) and all-league 
end Yahne who hauled in 25 passes 
for 494 yards and was a bearcat 
on defense. 

Eiseivhere in the backfieid. Wit-
tenberg passed for nine comple­
tions in 10 efforts and Walker piled 
up a 4.1 rushing average. 

In addition, the fleet-footed Starnes 
—a trackman in the spring—and 
Hammond, one of liie most improv­
ed players this year, give Schipper 
reason to cheer. 

On tlie line, the Mustangs are 
doivn from a hulking 225-pound av­
erage to a stiii impressive 200 
pounds. Goodrich, Buckley, Neimi. 
Cliizmnr and Sciirader are seasoned 
and have tiie makings of a good for­
ivard wall. 

On tlie debit side, the Mustangs 
can't help but miss all-state center 
Bob Wagenschutz and all-league 
hacks. Dave Adams' and Gary 
Holman. In addition, the- Mustangs 
are considered soInewhat weak 011 
depth, allliougli many second-
stringers need only a few quarters 
of experience before making the 
grade. 

Then, again, there is that buga­
boo of overconfidence. With all the 
favorable publicity lately, plus the 
obvious fact of good material, the 
Mustangs know they are a strong 
team. But what worries Schipper 
Is that they may already think they 
have an unbeaten season chalked 
up in the record books.

Welcome aboard to what I hope w i l l be a neiv and inter­
esting experience for everyone during the 1957 football sea­
son in Nor thv i l l e . 

In beginning this column, I think it would be we l l to 
explain our basic offensive 'and defensive formations. Th i s 
iv i l l give you an insight into what is happening doivn on the 
field and w i l l help you follow the game and its strategy as 
it unfolds. 

This season wc w i l l once again run from a balanced line 
T-formation using flankers and split ends to give variation 
to our attack. By flanker, we mean ihe movement of a half-
back from his regular position in the backfield to a position 
one to 15 yards outside our end and wi th in a yard of the line 
of scrimmage. The use of flankers strengthens our passing 
attack since we have three men (tivo ends and the flanker) 
who can quick ly get downfield as pass receivers, but it also 
removes a running threat from our backfield. 

As in any T-forniation offense, the quarterback is the 
key man. Hi s signal cal l ing, hall-handling, and faking are 
necessary if the offense is to have any punch. Of course, since 
(his position is so important, it is the one which receives most 
of the fans' attention. Just remember: second guessing is easy, 
but call ing the right play nt the right time is most difficult . 

The defensive signal caller, although seldom talked 
about, has the very important job of trying to stop the op­
ponents' attack and gain control of the ball . H i s job is im­
portant because one mistake by the defense may find you six 
points behind, whi le an offensive error usually leads to noth­
ing more than a poorly-executed play. 

Defensively, you w i l l see us play a four, five, six or even 
eight-mnn line again, depending on the play situation. The 
defensive quarterback must knoiv the play situation, the 
doivn, the yjirdage, position of the ball on the field, time 
remaining in the game, and so on. Each inust be figured in 
calling defensive signals.

There has been a general feeling of enthusiasm and op-

timisni througiiout the community whenever our football 
team is mentioned. W e share the enthusiasm, but are not as 
optimistic as the Detroit papers or even some of our fans. 
Potentially, we have the makings of a fine team but there is 
still a great deal of work to be done. Plymouth w i l l br ing to 
Northvi l le a team of experienced players wi th tremendoiis 
speed throughout the lineup. W e are convinced that tbe 1957 
Plymouth team w i l l be stronger than the one that edged us, 
13-12 las: season. 

Meanwhile, we are work ing hard for a successful season 
and promise that the football played by our team i v i l l be some-
thing of which you can be proud.

MAN IS FREE TO CHOOSE — 

W h e n Christ, the Son of God, atoned 
for the sin of our first parents, it did not sig-
nify that from that moment men would be 
forced to be good. O u r Blessed Savior d id 
not take nway the freedom of the human w i l l . 
If we are to be capable of proving our love 
for God by our obedience to God, then we 
Inust be left free for the choice that obedi­
ence involves. 

In addition to O r i g i n a l Sin, which we 
inherit we are accountable for the sins we 
commit by our own acts. This sin we call 
actual sin. 

W e understand that there are degrees of 
gravity in disobedience. A youth who dis-
obeys his parents In things that are petty 
or ways tliat are thoughtless Is not convicted 
of lack of love for his parents. H i s love may 
be- a less perfect love, but thc love s t i l l is 
present. However, i f that same son should 
disobey his parents deliberately in a matter 
that is of grave Imjjortance to them, a mat-
ter which would hurt them and grieve them 
very deeply, then we should conclude that 
the youth does not really love his parents; at 
cast we should conclude that the youth loves 

himself more than he loves them. 

The same thing may be said of our re­
lationship to God . If we disobey God In a 

small matter, then it Is not necessarily a de­
nial of our love for G o d . Such an act of dis­
obedience, in which the matter is not grave, 
we cal l venial sin. A small or simple lie 
which harms no one, is then a small matter 
and does not break our friendship wi th God. 
However we must remember that every small 
sin lessens a little the love of G o d in our 
hearts and weakens our resistance to temp­
tation, 

A l l too many of us excuse our daily 
faults by saying, " I 'm only human. Its only 
natural Io commit s in ," and so wi th this ph i l ­
osophy of m ind we carelessly go i n day after 
day without s tr iving to improve our rela­
tionship wi th God . Each day man chooses 
his actions, good or bad. N o one Is forted to 
be good. N o one rel igion ever had a police 
force to compel its people to obey laws. A 
man Is free to choose good and decent lang­
uage every day; he Is free also to choose to 
curse and swear. If a man chooses, to be good 
and decent he deserves a reward which is giv­
en for effort, and effort depends on the w i l l 
of a person. Ves, It is more difficult to choose 
the good because the ev i l is always so tempt-
ing and seemingly pleasing. It is easy to 
choose the evil and the indecent; that is why 
tiiere Is no reward for tliis choice of the hu­
man w i l l .

The basic reason is that manu­

facturers — in order to counteract 
increased ivage demands — are 
constantly reducing their other 
costs of production. Aithough the 
retail prices of most goods have 
gone up, yet, except for labor, the 
cost of actual .Inanufacturing has 
deciiiied. Neiv machinery, eiectron-
ics, automation and other new de­
velopments are seeking to over-
cnnie the effects of higiier wages. 
As a resuit, there is a constant 
striiRRlc between the labor-leader 
and Ihe inventor. Tiiis resuits in 
incrca.sed production nnd a surplus 
of goods. Manufacturers tiien are 

to create more cu.stomers 
and sell more goods in order to 
keep their lilants running at full 
volume. Only ns a manufacturer is 
running at fuii capacity is iie abie 
to pay iiigiier ivages and produce 
gond.̂  at lower cost. 

Certainly if farmers — who are 
really ninnutacturers — receive 
subsidies and other heips froni Con­
gress, ninny manufacturers are en­
titied to the sanie heip. Aii of this, 
however, resuits in severe compe­
tition which is profitable to no one. 
To keep labor employed and the 
factory ivorking at fuii voiume, 
manufacturers have encouraged in­
stallment sales and other means of 
coaxiiiK people to buy more goods 
than tlioy really need, or to buy 
them before tliey need them. This 
means that when uiieniploynient be­
gins, hoiiseivives ivill be so stocked 
with new furniture, electric utili­
ties, and clothes lhat liiey will be 
nhle to stop buying almost eveiy-
tliing other tlian food. Furthermore, 
the fond bill can be greatly cut, 
probably resulting in belter heaith 
for Iho famiiy. 

Tiie future of empioyment is 
lliereforc in the bands of the con­
sumers. As long as consumers con­
tinue to increase their purchases, 
conservative manufacttirers will get 
on satisfactorily. When, however, 
consumers begin to economize, tiien 
unemployment iviii foiiow and most 
manufacturers wiii be headed for 
troubie. This means that retaiiers 
have a great responsibility. Aithough 
etailers are dependent on the con­

sumers, ivlio are tlie source of real 
liower, yet consumer buying, is 
largely influenced by the attitude 
of retailers. 

Most retaiiers are now not doing 
their part, to proiong prosperity.

The appointment came as some­
what of a surprise. Watza had not 
been mentioned previously, and he 
was given the nod over Saiow even 
though the former building inspector 
was once cited by all the board 
members as their first choice for 
trustee. 

Tliough he was nominated as a 
"compromise" candidate, Watza 
did not have the support of aii 
board members. Supervisor Frazer 
Staman cast the lone dissenting 
vote in a roll call ballot demanded 
by clerk Hadiey Bachert. 

When Staman's name was called, 
he responded, "I vote no," and af-
ter a moment's silence, added, 
"Well, I guess it's carried." 

Jn appointing Watza, the board 
disregarded the names of Herbert 
Koester, Jack Crawford and Glenn 
Salow, Sr., who had nominated 
themselves for trustee tivo weeks 
ago. They aiso overlooked Gordon 
Promo, who withdrew from the run-
ning last week. 

Until the meeting, Saiow Jr. seem­
ed to be the strongest candidate, 
aithough he feii out of favor with 
Bachert, Harrison and Balon two 
weeks ago when lie resigned as 
buiiding inspector. The three claim 
ed Salow was trying to force them 
either to name iiini trustee or raise 
his sal fry ar building inspector. 

Though Salow's resignation took 
effect Monday, the board immedi­
ateiy rehired iiini untii October 1 
with a provision tiiat his miieage 
ailoivance will be increased during 
that period. 

The action came after Bachert 
read a letter from Salow, listing 
iiis reasons for quitting and offering 
terms under ivhich iie wouid take 
back the hnrd-to-fiii job. 

Snlow said he quit for four rea­
sons: the miieage aiioivance was 
iow; his saiary ($5,060) was $1,600-
$2,000 lower than that of buiiding 
inspectors in otiier communities; 
lie had to iiandii^ electricai and heat-
ing inspections as well as building; 
and iie iiad an offer for a better 
job as of October 1. 

His ietler then stated he would 
accept the job again if the miieage 
aiiowance were raised by $832 per 
year and if the salary ivere increas­
ed. He did not specify how much it 
shouid be raised. 

The board agreed to the miieage 
hike, but ivouid not go aiong with 
the pay raise. 

"We're working within a budget," 
said Harrison, "and we can't raise 
salaries at the drop of a hat." 

Stanian agreed, saying aii toivn­
ship saiaries are iow compared 
with other' communities ivhich have 
higher tax bases. In addition, he 
said, Novi soon wiii have to find 
inoney to pay for a division of 
assets with Northviile and Wixom,. 

Harrison suggested that the board 
offer Salow a mileage increase with 
a promise to look into a salary hike 
in next year's budget. Salow would 
not accept the offer, but agreed to 
stay on until October 1.

U p i f o r D i s c u s s i o n 
Novi township officials will 

down to business Monday on the 
long-discussed land use map and 
general development plan for the 
township. " 

Members of the township board, 
zoning board, and board of appeals 
will meet that night with represen­
tatives of Waring and Johnson, Inc., 
the township's engineering consul­
tant firm. 

The firm has offered to draw up 
a land use plan for $775 and a gen­
eral development plan for an esti. 
mated $7,500. 
_ The land use plan could be com­
pleted quickly and would show how 
each parcel Is now used and vvhat 
its.potential is. 

The general development plan 
would be an exhaustive study last­
ing up lo two years and involving 
a series of tests, analyses, meetings 
and restudies before completion. 

When done, the plan would show 
everything from projected popula­
tion density and soil conditions to 
water sources and drainage. 

Wixom will continue to receive 
free fire and police protection from 
Novi townsiiip, but the viiiage will 
eventually be asked to pay for the 
services unless it sets up Its own 
departments, 

Board members agreed Monday 
night that Novi has a morai and 
probably a legal obligation to pro-
vide the services to Wixom, 

But they further agreed that a 
future settlement will have to be 
worked out between Novi and Wix­
om, especially if Wixom becomes 
a city, 

Cierk Hadiey Bachert offered a 
resolution calling for free service 
to the viiiage, but it died quietly 
after other board members pointed 
out tiiat fire and poiice protection 
never has been stopped and that 
the lesoiution was- unnecessary. 

"We'il continue to suppiy the 
services," said supervisor Frazer 
Staman, "and ivorry about a set-
tiement when the time comes to 
divide our assets with Wixom," 

Township attorney Anthony Renne 
said Novi has morai obiigation to 
provide the services, but added that 
the payment of toivnship taxes alone 
does not entitie Wixom to the pro­
tection. 

"Wixom residents presumably 
knew they were divorcing them­
selves from Novi," he said.. "Police 
and fire protection is their problem 
now. Nevertheless, Novi should pro-
vide the service as long as Wixom 
needs tiiem." 

Wixom has a small deputized vol­
unteer poiice department, but it is 
not set up to handle all offenses 
ivhich might occur in the viiiage. 

In other business, the board: 
—heard that the township's cur-

rent biii from the drain commission 
will be $883. 

—named Mrs. William Isco to re-
piace Mrs. Ruth Woodworth as 
township hali receptionist, after 
Mrs. Woodworth submitted her res-
ignation. 

—agreed to study three bids for 
converting the township haii fur-
nace from coai to gas. 

—rejected an offer from Aibert F . 
Wiiiiams of Piymoulh to become 
the Novi piumbing inspector, on 
grounds that Novi uses the state 
piumbing code and has the services 
of a state inspector. 

—approved a resolution to the 
state liquor control commission giv­
ing the board's okay for a carry-
out beer iicense for the new own­
ers of the former Ward's market 
on Grand River. 

—heard a ietter from the attorney 
for the estate for the late Frank 
Clark, saying that the former trus-
tee had named Novi township as 
contingent beneficiary. 

—agreed to give the Novi fire 
department $25 for promotional 
work concerning fire prevention 
(specifically, for prizes to be 
awarded Novi school students in a 
contest during Fire Prevention 
Week next month).
