. 'been approved for 2,000 homes with sewer and water, I ex-
pect there will be a few hundred homes built during this
year.

The new Grand River expressway will do much to bring-
ing the people out. This new highway will bring many prob-
lems, There are many things that can be done and are bejng
considered to help this situation.

I think the community would be wise in becoming a
village. This will be decided during this year. In the past
year there have been four annexations from the township.
This would protect our boundaries and there are other ad-
vantages.

With the expected increase in population the big prob-
lem will be schools. Novi has four school districts. All of
them are aware of what the increase in population will do.
to the school program. Considerable planning has been done
the past few years.

Novi will have its first public library in the near fu-
ture, and we also expect to construct the second fire station,
This will be located in the Walled Lake section.

U.S. Needs Healthy lke: Babson

Next to the Russian situation,
President  Eisenhower’s condi-
tion will be of supreme import-
ance, What its influence upon
Russia will be, nobody knows,
It probably will not affect gen-
eral business, I believe that for
some time our President has not
been making important policies
and, much to his disappoint-
ment, his recommendations have
been largely ignored. The major
effect of the President’s condi-
tion will be political, Those
close to the President, for both
friendship and political reasons,
are hoping-for his recovery both
in health and in memory. Others
in charge of . the Republican
party, anxious about his possi-
ble incapacitation or death,
would like to see him resign and
drop out of the picture in order
to give Vice President Nixon a
good buildup in the hope of re-
clecting the Republican party
again in 1960,

For evident reasons, the Demo-
crats are hoping that Vice President
Nixon will not have an opportunity
to function as president before the

coming election, Therefore, Presi.

dent Eisenhower's céndition could
greatly influence the political situ-
ation during the next few years,
This would cause uncertainty and
retard large corporate expansion
programs as well as consumer buy-
ing.

I cannot believe that Russia
wants World War III; in fact, I am
confident that Russia will go to
some lengths to avoid World War
III. In case of any retaliation by
us, Russia would suffer great losses,
Moreover, if Russia has any hope
of conquering our country, she cer-
tainly wishes to preserve our cit-
les, industries, and other valuable
assets, Russia has land enough now;
it Is our industries which Russin
wants, This also applies to Eng-
land and Western Europe as well
as the United States. Therefore, my
forecasts for 1950 are as follows:

1. The present cold war will be
intensified during 1958, This will
increase fear of war, which could
greatly affect retail sales,

2. Russian policy will be aimed
at securing control of the Uniled
States, the countries of Western
Europe, and the Middle East by
infiltration,

3. The cold war costs the United
States billions of dollars annually,
This can be paid for only through

increased taxes or inflation, or by
the adoption of the Hoover Com-
mission’s recommendations for rad.
ical economy.

4. Profits will be further squeezed
during 1958, as a result of higher
costs and pressure for lower prices.

5. Competition at all levels will
increase during 1958,

6. Only more advertising by
both manufacturers and refaflers
will enable them to keep up their
present gross volume durlng 1958,

7. Fallures will increase in 1958,
These will apply mostly to small
concerns, but some one of the big
companies in the Dow-Jones Av.
crages may collapse,

8. Predicting a lower total vol-
ume of business for 1958, compared
with 1957, I forecast a moderately
lower trend, on average, for whole-
sale commodity prices. Expect a
gradual decrease in the cost-of-liv-
ing during 1958,

9. Wise labor leaders will hesl
tate to fight for higher wages, but
will try for shorter hours, pensions,
and other “fringes,”

10. European countries will have

less to spend for American gonds,
and foreign. trade will decline in
1058 compared with 1957, ‘

the planning commission require new subdividers to hard
surface every road in new subdivisions as they build them.
We new receive about $15,000 a year from the state from
gasoline taxes for our roads. This amounct plus a moderate
yearly budget appropriation can give us hard surface roads
in all of Wixom in about five years or so. This task should
be undertaken immediately by the new city officials to be’
elected some time this spring.

The people of Wixom have consolidated their four cor-
ners inte one solid mass. The first village council and
appointed officials have given Wixom the preamble to
good government, and if the new city officials will continue
with what has been started, the flow of good government
shall not be interrupted.

We must show our neighbors that we do not wish to
isolate ourselves but wish to solve our mutual problems to-
gether and that for good government for all the people we
must cooperate and help each other.

In many respects, 1957 saw the greatest progress ever
madé in the history of Novi township and Wixom. There was
incorporation in Wixom and a move toward it in Novi . . .
expressways , . . the opening of the Lincoln plant . . . new
equipment and new personnel to deal with new problems.

But these accomplishments are partially eclipsed by two
prominent failures: the failure of Novi and Wixom to get
along together, and the failure of the Novi township board
to-resolve its differences and to look to the future rather than

the past. . % w |

Novi and Wixom, which should be natural friends, have
become man-made antagonists through an involved series of
differences. In the past year, through incorporation and ac-
quisition of the Lincoln plant, Wixom has come out on top.:
Novi, powerless to halt Wixom's growth, struck back in the
only way it could: it served notice that it would not divide
its assets with Wixom without a court fight.

And with that almost symbolic gesture, relations between
the two communities hit 2 new low.

One of three developments could occur: Wixom could win,
leaving Novi isi a financial squeeze; Novi could win, wound-
ing Wirsm'eqpride but not its pocketbook; or — ‘and this
might rupturé relations worse than anything — Wixom could
tell Novi to keep its money and go to blazes.

“'There is one possible salvation: a genuine effort to solve
the division of assets problem fairly, by sitting down together
and talking out the whole question.

It is astounding that Novi and Wixom, with their fu-
tures so irrevocably linked, have never met together. Wixom
has favored the idea, and several Novi board members have
mentioned it. But as of now, there has been no meeting.

Therefore, the Novi News suggests:

— that Novi contact Wixom and attempt to set up a
meeting as soon as possible. .

— that Novi immediately compute its financial situa-
tion — precisely how much money it has, how much would be
transferred to Wixom, and how it would affect the township.

— that Wixom prepare to yield part of the assets, for
even the most rabid Wixomite must admit that his village,
with 10 percent of Novi's population and 5 percent of its
wealth (excluding the Lincoln plant), should not be entitled
to 50 percent of Novi’s assets.

— that Novi, in turn, assist Wixom in its early govern-
mental problems. Fire and police cooperation has been ex-
cellent. Perhaps that cooperation could be extended to other
functions.

— that the Wixom Civic Association officially endorse
any agreement between the two bodies, since Novi is worried
that an agreement by the village council would not be binding
on the future city council. ‘ '

If these steps are taken, Novi and Wixom not only may
have solved a genuinely awesome problem and avoided a
costly court case, but they very likely will have learned to
live together.

As it is now, both communities suffer.

Novi has a second underlying problem: its own town-

" ship board. .

Initially, it was a mere matter of near-chaos — mutual
distrust, anger, accusations, and a feeling on each side that it
alone represented the best interests of Novi.

Some of that disappeared as election promises were cat-
ried out and partly forgotten and as the moderating influence
-of new trustee Frank Watza took affect,

But a new danger has developed, The board has become
so used to arguing about the past that it has become oblivious -
to the future. . ] ‘

Most of its time is spent patching holes. It has wasted
eight months trying to replace its former building inspector
who was fired in the heated aftermath of an election. cam-
paign. It has rushed headlong into a spending program to
keep Wixom from getting the money, instead of working on
the more basic problem of how to get along with Wixom.

Many other hours have been wasted in debating minor
issues which have heen complicated by jealousies and ‘distrust
on the board. )

Except for a proposed library and new fire hall — which
stem more from external developments than the board’s own
initiative — Novi's governing body has virtually ignored
the furure. It has not considered the expressway or how it can
be put to advantage. It made only a half-hearted effort to
set up a master land-use plan, It has shown only casual in-
terest in the biggest housing development in Novi's history,
Most board members have only a vague notion of Novi's
sewer problems, _

These are specifics, Behind them are generalities which
the boatd must carry out before it can act efficiently, We
suggest: '

— that board members drop the purely personal dif.
ferences which have stood in the way of much legislation and

action,

T Coach’s Corner

What are the advantages of using a zone defense? When
do you find it a good idea to shift ta a man-to-man? Could

you give an example in oie of Northville's vecent games?
=W FW,

The zone defense is a little like a common cold: you
don’t know quite what to do with it. As long as it is a legiti-
mate part of the game it must be dealt with.

When the zone is used, each member of the defending
team moves as a single unit toward the ball each time it is
passed by the offense. Defending players hold arms high
and outstretched in order to knock the ball down or force
the offensive team to throw the ball recklessly, The player
closest to the man with the ball guards him aggressively in
order to force him to shoot or pass the ball from an unnatural
or off-balance position, :

Proper use of the zone defense requires exceptional
team unit and understanding. It involves almost continuous
movement and players must know what they are doing in

_order to follow the ball and defend their particular areas,

The zone defense makes it more difficule for the oppos-
ing team to get in close for short shots. Opportunities for
pass interceptions are more numerous since a player knows
his teammate is backing his play.

The zone also_has its faults, It is not effective against a
fast breaking team. It fails to defend against the outside shot_
if the oppositionl has a couple of men who are good shots
from these areas. It also succumbs to the delayed and some-
times allows the attacking team to throw two men into an
area defended by only one.

We used a 2-3 zone against Clarenceville. We started the
game with a2 man to man but we could see that they were
employing an offense which drew our big men away from
the boards. With the two men out front chasing the hall
and the bigger men playing under the basket we controlled
their board almost completely, :

it

Clarenceville showed an’ inability to move the ball well
against the zone and their shooting from the outside was
poor during the firse half. In the fourth quarter our boys did
not move with the ball fast enough. This gave Clarenceville
more time to get set for short shots around the free throw
line — which proves that a team must move quickly and
aggressively when employing a zone defense.

) 1957: A Year af ngress, Tragedy,

in Novi and Wixom

JANUARY

The largest field of candidates in Novi history — 33 —
filed for the February township primary.

More than $1,000 was collected in the annual Mothers’
March against polio.

Pre-primary campaigning became bitter, especially De-
tween supervisor Frazer Staman and treasurer Charles Trick-
ey, Jr., who decided not to run for re-clection but formed a
complete GOP slate in opposition to Staman.

FEBRUARY

Wisom voted 253-166 to incorporate as a village and
named a six-man charrer committee.

Paragon Constructiop company announced plans for an
addition that ncarly doubled the plant’s size.

Rezoning of a site of Grand River was approved by
voters, making way for a giant race track and sports pavilion.

Staman and trustee Frank Clark were re-nominated as
GOP caadidates, hut three members of an opposing slate —
clerk Hadley Bachert, Ray Harrison and Stan Balon — also
made the grade.

Novi decided to contest Wixom’s incorporation election
on grounds that the 64-61 vote in the Nov1 section of Wixom
was inconclusive, 5

MARCH

Salaried employees occupied their offices at the new
Lincoln plant,

Novi won a suit challenging the annexation of some 200
acres of its territory to Northville on grounds of vote fraud.

The school board lost a hid to expand its district by
nine square miles — including the Lincoln plant — and set-
tled for 232 acres instead.

Novi's suit challenging the Wixom incorporation clec-
tion was thrown out by circuit Judge Clark J. Adams.

A fall-time clerk was disapproved at the annual meeting.

Staman led a sweep of Republican candidates who piled
up a 5-3 margin in the township election.

APRIL

Novi's $93,875 budget set an all-time record.

The new board fired building inspector Cameron Lodge
as a split on the board reached a crisis.

The Lincoln plant was officially opened — an occasion
marked by a special 16-page edition of The Record and News.

Novi withdrew a suit againsc Northville which challeng-
ed the annexation of some 82 acres to the city.

AMVETS named Miss Betty Wilson of Northville as
their queen.

Officials of the proposed Novi race track anticipated rac-
ing in 1958, but racing commissioner James Inglis' predic-
tion that this was “optimistic” later proved accurate, for not
a spade of dirt for the track was turned in 1957.

VILLAGE OF WIXOM
ORDINANCE NO. 31

An Ordinaunee to regulate the use
of Jand, natural resources for
trailer coach parks; to regulate
the operation and maintenance of
said frailer parks and the land on
which they are located or to be
lacated; {o regulate and determine
the arca of yards, courls and other
open spaces in which trailer parks
coaches are Lo be located and to
provide for the administration and
enforcement of the provisions of
this Ordinance and to prescribe
penalties for any violation thereof,

The People of the Village
of Wixom hereby Ordaln:

PART 1
Purpose

Section, 1.01, In pursuance of au-
thority conferred by the Public Acts
of the State of Michigan, being Act
143, of the Public Acts of 1939 and
Act 255 of the Public Acts 1941 and
Act 52 of the Public Acts of 1949
and Act 216 of the Public Acts of
1955, being M.S.A, 5278, or as
amended, in such case made and
provided for the purpose of promot.
ing the health, safety, morals and
general welfare of the inhabitants
of the Village of Wixom, by lessen-
ing of congestion in the streets, se-
curing safety from fire, panic and
such other dangers: providing ade-
quate light and air; preventing the
‘overcrowding of land on which
trailer coach parks are established,
avoiding undue congestion of pop-
ulation; facilitating the adequate
provisions of transportation, water,
sewage, schools, parks and other
public requirements and by other
means, in accordance with a com-
prehensive plan.

(a) STATE ACTS, Trailer Coach
Parks shall comply with Act 143, of
the P.A. of 1939 and Act 255 of the
P.A. 1941 and Act 52 of the P.A. of
1949 and Act 216 of the P.A. of 1953,
being M.S.A. 5.278, or as amended.

(h) BUILDING HEIGHT. No
building or structure, hereafter
erected or altered in a Trailer Coach
Park. shall exceed one and one-
half (1'2) stories or twenty-five (25)
feet.

(¢) SIZE OF TRAILER COACH
PARKS. Any Trailer Coach Park,
hereinafter established after the ef-
fective date of this Ordinance, shall
contain not less than fifty 50) trailer
coach lots complying with the area
requirements as specified below un-
der (d) 1.

(d) So as to maintain yard space
for the different sizes of trailer
coaches or trailers, the following
minimums shall be required.
1. An open area shall be provided

on each trailer coach lot, to in-

sure privacy, adequate natural
light and ventilation to .e.ach
trailer and to provide sufficient
area for outdoor uses essential to

the trailer coach, eighty (80%)

per cent of the lots in any one

Trailer Coach Park shall not be

less than three thousand (3,000)

square feet in area and twenty

(20%6) per cent of the lots in any

Park may be harmonious within
itsell and also with its surrounding
neighbors, the following regulations
shall be required:

. All electric lines, from supply

one trailer Coach Park shall not
be less than two thousand four
hundred (2,400) square feet in
area,
The sum of the side yards at the
entry side and non-entry side of
a trailer coach stand shall be not
less than thirty two (32) feet, ex-
cept that for twenty (20%) per
cent of the lots having not less
than twenty-four hundred (2,400)
square feet of lot area, the min-
jmum sum of side yards shall be
not less than twenty-five (25)
feet. Provided, however, there
shall be a side yard of not less
than fifteen (15) feet at the entry
side of the trailer coach stand.
- There shall be a rear yard of
not less than five (5) feet at the
rear end of the stand and a front
yard of not less than ten (10}
feet at the front end of the trailer
coach stand. For irregularly
shaped side yards, the sum is
determined as the sum of the av-
erage width of cach side yard,
provided that the required mini-
mum above are maintained at
all points in the side yard.
. No trailer coach shall he located
closer than fifty (50) feet to che
right-of-way line of a main pub-
lic highway, or twenty (20) feet
to the Trailer Coach Park prop-
erty line.

Walled Lake Schodls|
Ask $2,000,000

Walled Lake 'school district vot-
ers — including several hundred
from Novi township and Wixom —
will be asked to approve the largest
bond issue in the district’s history
on February 17

The proposal calls for a bond is-
sue of $2,000,000 for a new Jjunior
h}gh, an elementary schaol, a future
site or sites, and remodeling of
exisiting facilities.

Superintendent Clifford Smart
noted, however, that the hond issue
would not raise school district taxes.
The present tax rate (85 mills)
»\fould cover the new bond issue,
Since the district’s valuation has
increased and prior debts have been
partially paid off, he said.

The proposed junior high would
cost an estimated $1,225,000 and
would be located on Commerce
road across from Edgewood Golf
course. Scheduled for ‘completion
in September, 1959, it would ac-
comodate some elementary students
for the first two years.

By that time (the fall of 1961),
the elementary school called for in
the bond issue proposal would be
ready for students.

Smart said the bond issue pro-
posal would authorize the board to
purchase not only a site for the
elementary school but also whatever
additional future sites might be
necessary.

“The board’s idea is to purchase
future sites now, while prices are
lower and choice land is still avail-
able,” he said.

The Walled Lake district now op-
erates seven elementary schools, a
junior high and a high school,

At present, the district includes
some 5,530 students — an increase
of 1,944 in five years. Smart said
projection charts indicate enroll-
ment will leap by another 2,700 stu-
dents —. or almost 50 percent —
within the next five years.

To vote in the February 17 elec-
tion, persons must have lived in
Michigan for six months, in the
district for 30 days, and must own
property assessed for school taxes,

New Lights, Little Action

ting Monday

The lights were new and bright at the Novi board meeting
Monday night, but the business was old and familiar.

A half-dozen new fluorescent tubes, ordered last month ro
reduce eyestrain, illuminated the room as if for a telecast. But
other than that — and a decision to compile an agenda before
cach meeting — there was little new business for the board to

consider,

The decision favoring a written
agenda came despite supervisor
Frazer Staman’s protests that it
would mean postponing action on
business which came up after the
agenda was compiled.

Other board members countered
that such business could be brought
up without heing on the agenda.

“At least an agenda will keep
things in order and will cut down
on the length of our meetings,” said
treasurer Ray Harrison,

Trustee Frank Watza, who pro-
posed the agenda, said he would
not act on future *controversial’’
business unless he had time to con-
sider it beforehand,

“You can't expect us to act in-
telligently if we find out about these
things one minute and have to pass
on them the next,” he said. “As it
is now, we've had too much con-
versation and too little action.”

Staman finally agreed to compile
a written agenda to he distributed
to other board members on Fridays
hefore meetings.

The rest of the meeting concern-
ed the lingering problems of a
building inspector, bad roads, and
a new fire hall near Walled Lake,

The board came near giving the
building-heating-electrical inspector’s
job to temporary inspector Harold
Ackley. But Ackley said he would
take it only if Thomas Needham,
long under consideration for the job,
was officially ruled out.

In discussing this, the board learn-
ed that Needham had successfully
passed the state test for an electri-
cal contractor's license, and that he
probably would be accepted by the
reciprocal electrical council to which
Novi and a number of other com-
munities belong,

For these reasons, the board
agreed to give Needham another
hearing. If Needham is still ruled
out, Ackley * probably will accept
the position,

Bad roads, a problem destined to
bother Novi for years, came up
when residents of streets near the
northwest end of Walled Lake com-
plained that their roads are becom-
ing impassable,

After explaining that the roads
have not been accepted by the Oak-
land county road commission and
that regular maintenance is there-
fore unavailable, Staman agreed to
request several Joads of gravel for
the roads and to arrange'a meeting
between the complainants and a
member of the commission.

As for the Walled Lake fire hall,
township attorney Anthony Renne
was instructed to write the state
conservation department and ex-
plain that the fire hall will take up
only a small portion of the township
park. The conservation department
had questioned whether the fire hall
might imperil use of the park as a
recreation area,

In other business, the hoard:

- renewed a junk license for a
yard on Grand River,

— instructed police chief Lee
BeGole to keep the board posted on
an area-wide plan to combat ju-
venile delinquency through tough
local ordinances and possibly cur-
fews.

— named Staman and =zoning
board chairman Harry Watson as
delegates to the Southwestern Oak-
land County Development Commis-
sion, a group composed of repre-
sentatives of 10 communities which
have joined together to study com-
mon problems, The commission will
meet next Wednesday at the Novi
hall.

— autharized Staman to attend the
Michigan Township Association con-
vention in Lansing next weck.

— reappointed present members
of the zoning and appeal boards un-
til the annual meeting in April.

— heard that building in Novi
during 1957 was valued at $2,807,200,
including two auto transport firms,
an addition to Paragon Construc-
tion company, and the new Willow-
brook church., During December, it
totalled $151,200, including 12 homes
of which 11 were in the new D & R

Chairman for the Novi campaign
is Mrs. Royal Snow, who held the
same post last year. She and a
committee from the Novi Mothers
club are now mapping their annual
Mothers’ March which will take
25-30 mothers to every home at

““It won't be long before there are
concrete signs of Lincoln Village
going up,” said Ross Campbell, vice
president of Thompson-Brown com-
pany which plans the 2,000-home de-
velopment along Wixom road south
of Grand River,

Campbell said his firm still hopes
to have several hundred homes built
by the end of this year,

“We've completed a topographical
map of the area,” he said, “and
will submit an initial plat to the
board within several weeks. At the
same time, we hope to get approval
from the state board of health for
our sewerage disposal plant.”

Campbell said construction of the
plant will begin as soon as approval
is received.

In the meantime, a 12" well for
the first unit of homes is being
drilled and a farmhouse at the
southwest corner of Wixom road
and Grand River is being remodeled
for use as a sales office.

Campbell also commented on the
recent cancellation by the Farming-
ton township board of a sewer and
water contract with Thompson.
Brown. The contract called for the
township to take over operation of
the systems at Kendallwood and
Westbrook Manor subdivisions,

‘““‘After agreeing to operate them,”
Campbell said, ‘‘the board apparent-
ly decided against that policy. They
voided the contract on a legal tech-
nicality — the fact that- they hadn’t
advertised the contract in a news-
paper.”

“As for charges that the systems
were inadequate and poorly-design-
ed,”” he said, “I need only point
out that the Oakland county depart-
ment of public .works has now
agreed to operate them — which
should indicate that they are up-to
standard,” he added.

“That trouble will not effect the

Novi development,” Campbell con-
tinued. “The Novi board has resolv-
ed to take over our systems, but
only after they are completed and
perfected. So Novi stands to lose
nothing and gain everything, for
these systems are very profitable
te the firm or municipality that
owns them.”

Thunderbird Comes to Wixom

Wixom is now the hometown of
another automobile,

The new Thui derbird, which Ford
Motor company hopes will create
‘““a new American concept of luxury
transportation,” went into produc-
tion at the Lincoln plant last week.

Only a few are rolling off the as-
sembly line at present, but by
March Ford hopes to produce 20 an
hour — or upwards of 40,000 a year.

Ford spent $30,000,000 on the new
longer, wider and roomier version
of the popular sport car which first
appeared in 1954

The new Thunderbird is a four-
seater, and is 24 inches longer and
4.2 inches wider than its predeces-

sor, Not only is there more room
per passenger, but entry and exit
are easier.

Models are being shown to dealers
and the press at present, but the
new car is not scheduled for intro-
duction to the public until later in
January.

The Thunderbirds are being pro-
_duced on the same assembly lines
that turn out Lincolns and Continen-
tals, although they have separate
trim lines and go through their own
paint processes.

Like the Lincoln and Continental,
the Thunderbird will have ‘“‘unitized
construction” — a process of weld-

ing the body and frame into a single

unit, The Lincoln plant is specially
designed for that purpose.

All models previewed so far have
been two.door hardtops, but it is
understood that a convertible will
go into production next spring.

In the Ford organizational struc-
ture, the Thunderbird actually comes
under the Ford division of the com-
pany. Lincoln's only connection is
thle‘finnl assembly of ‘the automo-
bile, ' '

Rumors that Thunderbirds would
be produced at the Lincoln plant
were making the rounds as long ago
as last March, but no official an-
nouncement was made until last

$500,000
To be Spent
In 3 Years

Treacherous Novi road is on
the hooks to be completely. re.
built and widened from North-
ville to Walled Lake within the
next three years,

It will cost upwards of $500,-
000 for the five mile route.

In revealing the plans, Oak-
land county highway engineer
Paul Van Roekel called Novi
road “one of Oakland county'’s
worst conditions,”

Van Roekel said the three miles

't from Northville to Grand River are

scheduled to be completed in 1959
and the two miles from Grand River
to Walled Lake in 1960,

The project would cost about
$100,000 a mile, he said. But he
emphasized that the plans are still
in the tentative stage, and that un-
foreseen developments could throw
the project off schedule.

According to the present plans,
Novi road will be completely torn
up and its road bed will be widened.
Hills will be cut down to improve
sight distance, and drainage will be
improved,

It will remain a two-lane road for
the entire distance, Van Roekel
said.

Construction of the south end of
the road will tie in with construc-
tion of the proposed Eight Mile cut-
off around Northville, Van Roekel
said.

(The cutoff will go across road-
less land near the Amerman school
in Northville, connecting the east
and west sections of Eight Mile. At
present, the Eight Mile route dips
into Northville for about a mile).

Present cutoff plans also call for
Novi road to be sealed off north
of the C&O tracks outside North-
ville, and far Novi-Northville traffie
to be re-routed over the cutoff and
down an improved Center street
into Northville,

With a widened Novi road, driv-
ers would have a completely new
highway to travel on between North-
ville and Walled Lake.

Novi road long has been a head-
ache to police and a menace to
drivers, It is narrow, has a high
center crown, and its many hills
make passing hard.

On foggy and icy days, it is just
short of a death trap. One recent
foggy morning saw five separate
accidents along a three-mile stretch,

Its intersections, especially at 10
Mile and 12 Mile, are partially
“plind”. Several accidents occur at
the intersections each month, usual
ly including one or two fatalities
each year,

Hearing Delayed

In Annexation Suit .

Action in the Warren Products-
Northville annexation suit has been
delayed another week until next
Monday.

The delay came when Warren at-
torneys asked Judge Clark J. Ad-
ams for more time to file briefs in
answer to Northville's motion o
dismiss the court action. A hearing
on the dismissal request had been
scheduled for last Monday.

The suit was enacted by Warren
Products officials protesting a No-
vember 19 -election annexing 220 -
acres of Novi township, including
the Warren plant, to the city of
Northville. The trial date was set
for December 18 but was delayed
when Philip Ogilvie, city attorney,
nsked that the court dismiss the
suit on the basis that the city was
not responsible for calling the elec-
tion and therefore not the proper
defendant in the case.

Should Judge Adams uphold the
city’s position, it is probable that
the case would then move to the
state supreme court,
