Novi Torch Drive
Officially over Top

Near-final figures confirmed this
week that Novi township went over
the top by 110 percent in its first
Torch Drive last fall,

The tally so far shows that Novi
contributed $6,576 against its goal
of $5,965.

“These figures are not final,”
said Oakland’ eounty townships carm-
paign chairman Louis C. Lundstrom.
“Past experience shows that contri-
butions continte to trickle' in well
into the following year. A final re-
port will be made shortly before
the 1958 quotas are calcutated.”

The report covered two categor-

ies: residential and chapter (schoals,
government, and comunercial-pro-
fessional-industrial).
- The Novi residential drive, headed
by Mrs. Jack Morris, 25914 Clark,
has collected $2,251 of its $2,962
goal. Asian flu and bad weather
put a damper on the woman'’s drive

The chapter drive picked up the
slack, netting $4,324 against a goal
of $3,003. (This was broken down

In all, Oakland county townships
have so far collected $71,343 against
their goal of $60,741.

He noted that federal regulations
prohibit businesses along the ex-
pressways, so as to protect future
traffic capacity and reduce acci-
dent rates,
“This feature, coincidentally, pro-
tects established business concerns
from competition within the right-of-
way of new routes,” he added.
Mackie said he also will recom-
mend ways in which local businesses
can cooperate to make certain that
drivers know their facilities are
available. -The Novi hoard of com-
merce already is lcoking into such
a program. (See other story, this
page).
