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PROPOSED ORDINANCE
City of Northville
AN ORDINANCE TO REGULATE
AND LICENSE MECHANICALLY
PROPELLED VEHICULAR
RACING WITHIN THE CITY
OF NORTIHVILLE

THE CITY OF NORTHVILLE
ORDAINS:

Section 1, No person (meaning in-
dividual, firm or corporation as the
case may be) shall engage in con-
ducting autamobile, motorcycle, or
any other type of vehicle racing
within the City of Northville with-
out first having obtained a license
therefor. The granting of this lic-
ense and the conducting of any such
racing shall be subject to all of the
conditions and regulations herein
contained.

Section 2. All racing or speed con-
tests in which mechanically pro-
pelled vehicles, of whatever nature|®
or description, compete shall be
deemed within the purview of this
ordinance and subject to the licens-
ing and regulatory provisions there-
of. The basic license fee for the
conducting of said races shall be as
follows:

The base license fee shall be
$250.00 per day or for any Iraction
thereof; provided, however, that if
the gross receipts for any such race,
or contest, exceed $2,000.00, an addi-
tional over-riding fee equlvalent to

5¢; of the gross receipls in excess
thereof shall be charged. In com-
puting gross receipts any sums
charged in addition to the regular
admission price by way of admis-
sion or similar excise tax, shall not
be included. The base license fee
shall be payable to the City Clerk
at the time of application therefor,
the over-riding fee shall be myable
to the City Clerk within 72 hours
after the completion of any race
or contest. It shall be the duty of
the promoter or persons in charge
of any race or contest to maintain
true and accurate books and ree-
ords indicating the gross receipts
for any race or contest, which books
and records shall be made available
for examination or audit by the City
Manager or his authorized agents
or employees, upon request.

Section 3. No caces which come
under the purview of this ordinance,
or racing activity, including warm-
ing up or time or qualifying trials,
so called, shall commence before
noon of any day for which a license
has been issued under the terms
hereof and all racing activity shall
be completed by 11:00 P.M. of such
day. Further, all such races or rac-
ing activity shall be completed with-
in 5 hours from the time of the
starting of same.

Section 4. The granting of licenses
for the conducting of races which
come under the purview of this or-
dinance chall be limited as follows:

A, No more than 4 of sgid licenses
shall be granted within any one
calendar year.

B, No races shall be allowed to
be conducled upon Sunday or Me-
morial Day,

Section 5, Before any license is
granted for the holding of any race,
which comes under the purview of
this ordinance, the indifidual, cor-
paration, or association holding, con-
dueting or operating such race shall
execute and deposit with the City
Clerk a good and sufficient surety
bond or public liability insurance
policy carrying the limits set forth
below, executed by a surety com-
pany or insurance company author-
ized to do business in the State of
Michigan; which bond or insurance
policy shall meet the approval of
the City Manager.

Policy or bond limits:

Public Liability — $100,000.00/ for
each person, $300,000,00 for each ac-
cident.

Property Damage — $10,000.00 for

each accident,
Said bond or insurance policy shall
be conditioned upon the payment
of any claim or claims of whatso-
ever nature arising out of the con-
duct of such races and for the pay-
ment of any judgment that may be
obtained against the holder, con-
ductor or promoter of such races,
or against any driver, chauffeur,
employee or agent connected with
such races, arising out of any claim
or claims for damages for injuries
occurring as a result of such races
to persons attending such races
during the time such persons shall
remain in the area designated for
viewing races and during the time
they are approaching or leaving
said designated area from the en-
trances to the grounds where such
races are being held in the usual
passageways permitted and used
by pedestrians to reach such desig-
nated areas. Said bond or insurance
policy shall be deemed to be for the
protection of the public. The pro-
moter, holder, or conductor shall
be responsible for the safety of the
persons attending the races and
shall determine the areas wherein
they shall be permitted to view the
races.

Section 6. Before any applicant
shall be granted a license for the
holding or conducting of any race
which comes under the purview of
this ordinance, he shall state in his
application his full name and ad-
dress and he shall be fully respon.
sible for the safe and proper con-
duct of said race. If such applicant
be other than a resident of Wayne
County, Michigan, he shall appoint
some responsible agent or attorney
within the City of Northville upon
whom service of process may be
made for the commencement of any
suit or proceeding arising out of
the conduct of such race. Such

(Nt il T lob b SR PR O

agent or attorney shall be named
in the application and the applicant
will, before license be granted,
agree in his application to accept
service by process in the manner
provided. The agent or attorney
named in the application shall also
acknowledge in wriling that he
agrees to accept and pez:foxm the
duties required of him.

Section 7. Every licensee holding

or operating any races under the
provisions of this Ordinance shall,
before entering upon the conduct
thereof, spread or place upon the
track upon which such races are to
be held, calcium chloride, or other
substance of like effect, in quanti-
ties sufficient to prevent the raising
of dust as the result of such races;
and such licenseé shall during the
conducting of such races, take such
steps, by use of water sprinklers
or other devices, as shall be neces-
sary to maintain the track in such
moistened condition.

Section 8. All admission tickets
to any such races shall include ad-
mission to the area designated for
viewing of the races and all per-
sons entering the premises by ad-
mission ticket shall promptly pro-
ceed to and enter such designated
area. In no case shall any person
entering the premises be allowed
to view the same except from the
designated area unless such per-
son or prsons shall be conductors,
promoters, officers, drivers and/or
mechanics, actually engaged in the
conduct of the races, or their agents,
or persons authorized by such hold-
ers, conductors, or promoters, to
palice and enforce the provisions
of this Ordinance and assist in the
orderly conduct of such races, and

it shall be unlawful for the holder,|

conductor or promoter of such rac-
es or their agents, to allow or per-
mit persons to view said races ex-
cept as herein provided.

No license shall be granted to
hold any such races upon any prem-
ises which are not equipped with a
grandstand for the seating and pro-
tection of the persons viewing such
races.

ERRrS

Section 9. Every person who shall
hold or attempt to hold any race
which comes under the purview of
this ordinance, contrary to the pro-
visions of this ordinance and with-
out first complying with the terms
lereof; and any driver, chauffeur,
agent or employee who shall par-
ticipate in any race, which comes
under the purview of this ordin-
ance, held contrary to the provi-
sions of said ordinance; and any per-
son viewing such race, and holder,
conduclor or promoter, or agent of
such holder, conductor, or promoter,
who shall permit any person to view
such race, except as'herein provid-
ed; or any persons violating any of
the other terms hereof; shall be
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor
and upon conviction thereof shall be
punished by a fine not exceeding
One Hundred ($100.00) Dollars, or
imprisonment not exceeding Ninety
(90) Days, or by both such fine
and imprisonment in the discretion
of the Court.

Farmington's city council is deeply concerned aboue the
lack of proper development of its downtown shopping area.

Two weeks ago they decided it was time to do something
about it. Consequently, Geer Associates, a Birmingham plan-
ning firm, was hired to suggest a complere program for the
re-development of downtown Farmington,

Aceording 1o Farl Scherffius, Farmington city manager,
the council means to stand behind the findings of Geer.

While the council has tken the preliminary  steps
alene, Scherffivs added that it has had the backing of many
husinessmen and would seek their cooperation in the comple-

tion of the program.

Like many other suburban communities, Farmington
apparently fears loss of business to outside shopping centers,
mare atteactive to the housewife who likes to shop in modern
surrovndings wich convenient parking.

Specifically, the council has asked the consultants to tell
them where to provide parking, improve or build streets,
tear down buildings, ercct new ones.

The planning alone will probably take three years and
cost $7,000. Some constructive changes may be made this
vear, hewever. The Farmington city manager said thar the
council is determined to hack up the recommendations of the
consultants with condemnation proceedings if necessary.
“Naturally, we hope ro get the complete cooperation of the
husinessmen,” he added.

Tentative plans call for a perimeter streec around the
downtown shopping area. Offstrect parking would be provid-

ed at strategic quadrants,

Scherffius said that the council hopes that by creating
a more favorable climate in downtown Farmington, moare
business will be induced into the community.

"Already we have had several inquiries from businesses
interested in locating here as a result of the announcement of
this plan,” the city manager added.

Financing a project of this scope will undoubwedly be
the major stumbling block, although Scherffius said that
there 15 a possibility of Federal aid.

The progress of Farmington's plan hears watching. Plan-
ning is onc thing: application another. The road to the rosy
end will present many kpotey problems. How they cope with
them will undoubtedly interest local councilmen and plan.

1960. The recently-opened Farming-
ton-Brighton superhighway is a part
of that system.

In addition, Mackie said that
Eight Mile will be converted into an
expressway from Northwestern to
Grand River, giving Northville and
southern Novi residents a superhigh-
way route most of the way into De-
troit.

The Oakland county road com-
mission also got on the road-huild-
ing bandwagon last week with the
announcement that it will begin the
long-awaited relocation of . Eight
Mile north of Northville_ this yerst
At present, Eight Mile (Baseline)
dips into Northville for about a mile,

A flurry of plans for Novi's
village incorporation election on
March 17 began taking shape
this week,

In quick order it was announc-
ed that: .

— the election will definjtely
be held on that date.

— petitions are now available

'

for candidates for the five-mem.
bqr charter commission which
will be elected on the same date.

— a meeting will be held next
Monday to acquaint voters with Is-
sues_and procedures concerning the-
election.

The March 17 date was given final -
approval last Friday hy the Oak-
land county board of supervisors
af;er the board’s boundaries com-
mittee had recommended that date
the previous Monday.

In the election, voters will decide
whether a 32-square mile section of
the township shall become a wvil-
lage, and name five persons to
write the charter that would serve
as a village constitution.

The board of supervisors, like the

boundaries committee, did not ob-

ject to the omission of Brookland
Farms No. 1 from the proposed
village. The subdivision, at Novi
and Nine Mile, had no residents in
favor of signing petitions to be in-
cluded in the village.

Except for Brockland Farms, only
three other areas in the present
township gre et included in the
proposed Village. They are North-
ville Estates and the parts in Wixom
and Northville.

Meanwhile, Novi clerk Hadley
Bachert announced that persons
wi_'shing to run for the charter com-
mission may pick up petition forms
at the township hall,

The peitions require 20 signatures
and must be filed with the Oakland
county clerk in Pontiac by 4 p.m,
on February 10,

Names of candidates will be on
the village . incorporation  hallot
March 17, and voters will elect five
of the candidates. The commission
then will write a charter which will
be submitted to voters for approval

If incorporation is not approved
on March 17, however, the chartes
commission will not serve.

Bachert said only. residents of the
proposed village may vate. But

there is a chance that residents of

the area currently involved in an
annexation suit between Novi and.
Northville may not be allowed to
vote. A decision is expected soon.

The entire procedure leading up
