Farmington's city council is deeply concerned aboue the
lack of proper development of its downtown shopping area.

Two weeks ago they decided it was time to do something
about it. Consequently, Geer Associates, a Birmingham plan-
ning firm, was hired to suggest a complere program for the
re-development of downtown Farmington,

Aceording 1o Farl Scherffius, Farmington city manager,
the council means to stand behind the findings of Geer.

While the council has tken the preliminary  steps
alene, Scherffivs added that it has had the backing of many
husinessmen and would seek their cooperation in the comple-

tion of the program.

Like many other suburban communities, Farmington
apparently fears loss of business to outside shopping centers,
mare atteactive to the housewife who likes to shop in modern
surrovndings wich convenient parking.

Specifically, the council has asked the consultants to tell
them where to provide parking, improve or build streets,
tear down buildings, ercct new ones.

The planning alone will probably take three years and
cost $7,000. Some constructive changes may be made this
vear, hewever. The Farmington city manager said thar the
council is determined to hack up the recommendations of the
consultants with condemnation proceedings if necessary.
“Naturally, we hope ro get the complete cooperation of the
husinessmen,” he added.

Tentative plans call for a perimeter streec around the
downtown shopping area. Offstrect parking would be provid-

ed at strategic quadrants,

Scherffius said that the council hopes that by creating
a more favorable climate in downtown Farmington, moare
business will be induced into the community.

"Already we have had several inquiries from businesses
interested in locating here as a result of the announcement of
this plan,” the city manager added.

Financing a project of this scope will undoubwedly be
the major stumbling block, although Scherffius said that
there 15 a possibility of Federal aid.

The progress of Farmington's plan hears watching. Plan-
ning is onc thing: application another. The road to the rosy
end will present many kpotey problems. How they cope with
them will undoubtedly interest local councilmen and plan.

The Northville Record has been awarded second place in its
circulation class in the annual state-wide Michigan Press Associ-
ation General Excellence competition among weekly newspapers.

Announcement of the award came at the 90th anniversary
convention of the Press organization in East Lansing last week

end. Top honors went to the Te-
cumseh Herald, while the Romeo
Observer placed third,

Michigan Press lists 305 weekly
newspapers and all of the state's
56 dailies among its members,

A team of publishers from the
South Dakota Press association serv-
ed.as judges in the contest and used
the October 31 edition of all papers
in competition,

The Reeord barely missed walk-
iug away with top honors. The
judges report of The Record sald:

“Here is a publication slightly
more orthodox and it missed a top
spot by a plea. As the judges
agreed, The Record knows where
it is going, avolds the stereotype
without being flambouyant and
makes excellent use of art,

“Departmentalization was stress-

here and it was cleanly, sharply
printed . . . nothing muddy in

An 11 Mile expressway connecting
the Farmington-Brighton express-
way with the futwre Northwestern
superhighway is definitely in the
works.

State highway commissioner John
C. Mackie said this week that con-
tracts for the 9.5 mile route will
be let in 1960,

The superhighway, an object of
criticism by U.S. Congressman Wil-
liam Broomfield and Pontiac busi-
ness groups, will connect Novi with
the Northwestern-John Lodge ex-
pressway route.

Novi will then have two super-
highway routes into downtown De-
troit: the future Grand River ex-
pressway, and the 11 Mile-North-
western-Lodge route. :

* Mackie also announced that the
entire US-16 Detroit-Muskegon ex-
pressway will be under contract hy
1960. The recently-opened Farming-
ton-Brighton superhighway is a part
of that system.

In addition, Mackie said that
Eight Mile will be converted into an
expressway from Northwestern to
Grand River, giving Northville and
southern Novi residents a superhigh-
way route most of the way into De-
troit.

The Oakland county road com-
mission also got on the road-huild-
ing bandwagon last week with the
announcement that it will begin the
long-awaited relocation of . Eight
Mile north of Northville_ this yerst
At present, Eight Mile (Baseline)
dips into Northville for about a mile,

Altogether last week, the state
announced plans for some 600 high-
way projects within the next five
years and the county revealed plans
for 18 works. :

Low School Bids
Are Possibility

Bids for constructing Novi's new
elementary school near Willowbrook
Village will be opened next Wed-
nesday,

And il bidding goes as it did in
Northville last week, Novi may get
the school at bargain cost.

In all, 87 bids were received for
nine projects connected with the
proposed new Northville high school.
The nine lowest totalled roughly
$2,000,000 — or about $500,000 less
than the $2,500,000 which school of-
ficials had originally estimated for
the school.

Bidding was highly competitive,
with only $80,000 separating the high
and low bidders among 20 general
contractors.

Whether Novi’'s bids would be
equally low was impossible to fore-
cast this week. But if they follow
the Northville pattern, Novi would
save considerably on the original
estimate of about $450,000,

The bids will be carefully exam-
ined before contracts are let. If
suitable bids are found, construc-
tion may begin in February or

— the election will definjtely
be held on that date.

— petitions are now available

'

for candidates for the five-mem.
bqr charter commission which
will be elected on the same date.

— a meeting will be held next
Monday to acquaint voters with Is-
sues_and procedures concerning the-
election.

The March 17 date was given final -
approval last Friday hy the Oak-
land county board of supervisors
af;er the board’s boundaries com-
mittee had recommended that date
the previous Monday.

In the election, voters will decide
whether a 32-square mile section of
the township shall become a wvil-
lage, and name five persons to
write the charter that would serve
as a village constitution.

The board of supervisors, like the

boundaries committee, did not ob-

ject to the omission of Brookland
Farms No. 1 from the proposed
village. The subdivision, at Novi
and Nine Mile, had no residents in
favor of signing petitions to be in-
cluded in the village.

Except for Brockland Farms, only
three other areas in the present
township gre et included in the
proposed Village. They are North-
ville Estates and the parts in Wixom
and Northville.

Meanwhile, Novi clerk Hadley
Bachert announced that persons
wi_'shing to run for the charter com-
mission may pick up petition forms
at the township hall,

The peitions require 20 signatures
and must be filed with the Oakland
county clerk in Pontiac by 4 p.m,
on February 10,

Names of candidates will be on
the village . incorporation  hallot
March 17, and voters will elect five
of the candidates. The commission
then will write a charter which will
be submitted to voters for approval

If incorporation is not approved
on March 17, however, the chartes
commission will not serve.

Bachert said only. residents of the
proposed village may vate. But

there is a chance that residents of

the area currently involved in an
annexation suit between Novi and.
Northville may not be allowed to
vote. A decision is expected soon.

The entire procedure leading up
to the eleciion and the writing of a
charter will he discussed at a pub-
lic meeting at 8 p.m. next Monday in
the Novi .community building,

Novi residents have been urged
to attend so as to inform themselves
not only of those procedures, but
of the issues involved in the incor-
poration question itself.

The All-Michigan dinner Saturday featured its usual array
of state-produced products.

. An 1dded ateraction, and featured speaker, was Mrs. Jules
Lederer. Not produced in Michigan, she's still some dish and
hetter known to her readers as Ann Landers.

Her “advice” column is carried by some 160 newspapers
and keeps four secretaries busy reading 5,000 letters a month.

The petite Miss Landers charmed her audience and also
her table companion, Governor Williams.

Some interesting quotes from Miss Landers speech:
nearly 50 percent of the letters she receives come from men;
maney is the most over-rated product . . . trouble knows no
class; most divorces could be avoided . . . longer courtships
would help because after knowing one another better, many
couples would never marry.

Readers Speak Up:

CLAIMS DRAIN
WASTES WATER

To the Editor:

I own a few acres in the swamp
between Nine and 10 Mile road
which is now getting drained by the
Garfield Drain, There's roughly 1%
square miles of swamp. I bought
the land because of the swamp, and
had a spot about 50'x300° deepened
for a pond. I think the land looks
more interesting with water around.

Now I'm gelting taxed $80 or so
a year for alterations to my proper-
ty against my wishes. I should have
had better opportunity to defend
myself, (I'm speaking of the. right
and wrong of it, and I don't know
what the law says.)

When Detroit Edison wants to tap
land for their high wires, they pay
a couple of calls and pay a price
too. The bureaucrats didn’t think it
was necessary to get approval from
taxpayers ~— a good example of pri-
vate vs. socialistic enterprise.

Remember Michigan’s forests?
They were cut and burned away,
and cven some of the soil was des-
troyed. Now water is getting to be
another critical resource, for when
population increases, -water de-
creases.

People in Michizan have so much
water they have lost sight of its
value, With the western states plan-
ning to go to Canada or the Great
Lakes for water in the near future,
Michigan is in a favorable situation
for dealing with them. Why don't
we conserve our water in the mean-
time?

The word “drain sounds benefi-
cial and good, but I think drainine
can be bad. Water is a valuable
commodity and should not be wast-
ed at the whim of anyone. Any tem-
porary value from altering the
watershed should not be considered.
Industry is going to be regulated
as to the use of water; why not
the individual whose collective use
of it amounts to much more? Per-
haps there are points in law that
should be re-written concerning
drainage.

Water in high places like this
swamp is especially valuable, If
left alone, it soaks the ground and
maintains the water table — which
is necessary to feed -springs and
wells for miles around. If people in
Northville realized that this swamp
helps fill “Northville Silver Spring”
they would be interested.

Are we going to be a future Chi-
na — a grand past but no present
or future, because of our disregard
for conservation?

Then, too, our subdivision lots are
too big, and everyone wants to have
a hig lawn. Wouldn't it be nice to
have a “God's country” in your own
backyard, with all the wild life it
gathers, instead of the racket of
machinery and the useless work
that a lawn takes? You'd be a con-
servationist instead of a waster.

I won't be surprised to get another
whopper of a tax hill in some not
too distant time, for drawing water
from Lake Huron after we speed
this water into Lake Erie.

The Chicazo water “‘steal”, where-
by Chicago wants to tap the Great

Lakes, is not so bad. The place to
stop the ‘‘steal” is right here at
home,

The Garfield Drain project should
be left standing where it is. It
would be much more sensible and
profitable.

Loss of Recreation Program
Stirs Novi Parents into Action

A growing number of Novi par-
ents were reported this week to be
disturbed by the possibility that
their children will he without a rec-
reation program this summer.

A delegation now plans to ap-
proach the Novi township board at
its next meeting to request some
solution to the problem,

“We don't see why the board can-
not contribute to the Northville rec-
reation program so that Novi child-
ren can take part in it again this
summer,” said Mrs, Richard Ritter,
26201 Taft,

Nearly 100 Novi youngsters took
part in the extensive program last
year.

The program, considered a model
of its type, includes a day camp for
youngsters, organized baseball and
softball, arts, crafts, daily swim-
ming trips to Whitmore lake, bas-
kethall and skating in the winter,
and such special events as Detroit

Tiger games, police field day, and
trips to the Detroit zoo.

The entire program has been off-
ered free to Novi children for sev-
eral years,

But the Northville recreation com-
mittee has notified the board that
it can no longer offer the program
to Novi free of charge.

Director Stan Johnston told the
board last summer that nearly 15
percent of the children in the pro-
gram come from Novi, and that
the committee now wants Novi to
contribute 10 percent of the $10,000
annual budget.

“It's not fair for Northville and
Northville township to pay recrea-
tion costs for Novi,” Johnston said.

““We like having Novi children in
the program,” he added, “but it
takes at least one extra supervisor
and considerable equipment to hand-
le that many children — and they
cost money.”

Board Studies

Youngsters in Novi township
may soon face a curfew.

The township board is new con-
sidering an ordinance that would
‘require children under 16 fo be
off the streefs by 10 p.m. unless
accompanied by their parents or
guardians.

The curfew, similar to that in

Youth Curfew

many Detlroit area communtiiies,
is designed primarily to crack
down on groups of out-of-town
foughs who have invaded Novi at
night during recent summers,

The hoard noted that the curfew
would be applied leniently in such
cases as Novi youngsters reiurn-
ing home after baskethall games
and other school functions.

The board was sympathetic but
turned Johnston down on the advice
of attorney Anthony Renne. Renne
said the board has no legal right to
contribute to an outside organiza-
tion, and added that the program
draws youngsters primarily from
Willowbrook, rather than from the

The issue remained dormant until
Monday night when Mrs, Ritter's
husband asked the board to recon-
sider its palicy.

“There are no recreation facili-
ties here,’ he said, “If the board
doesn't pay $900 or so for recerea-
tion, it had-better plan on spending
$4,000 for an exitra policeman to
watch the kids.”

Ritter himself has worked out an
agreement to allow Novi youngsters
to play in the Northville basketball
league, He himself transports them
to games, and has managed to get
uniforms.

“But we can’t even get the Novi
community building except from 3
to 5 p.m. on Sunday afternoons,” he
said.

Renne again advised the board
that it should not contribute to the
program, citing statutes to back up
his stand.

On Tuesday, The Novi News ques-
tioned Renne about a passage from
a manual on Michigan township law
published by experts at Michigan
State university, It read:

“Townships can join with other
units of local government {o op-
erate recreational systems and
playgrounds, or cooperate in any
manrer muiually agreeable. If
they wish, any or all of them may
set up a recreatfon board and ap-
propriate money to that boeard for
recreation purposes. Recreation
arcas may be located anywhere
within ot outside the township,”

The passage was fully footnoted
with references to Michigan statutes
and common law decisions, )

Renne felt, however, that the pas-
age still did not cover the Novi-
Northville situation since Novi has
no recreation commission to auth-
orize a contribution,

The same manual, however, indi-
cated that the township board itself
has that authority.

In any case, the board has agreed
to take up the issue at its next
meeting. And it will probably face
a determined delegation of parents.

“After this sort of thing,” said
Mrs. Ritter, “is it any wonder that
some sections of Novi want to leave
the township?”

Renne had one final suggestion.

“By the time summer arrives,
Novi may be a village — and a vil-
lage can contribute as much as it

likes,” he said.

Polio

Scheduled

Seven File
For Charter
Commission

At least seven names will be
on the charter commission ballot
March 17 when Novi votes on
whether 1o become a village,

But the list will probably grow
longer before the deadline for
filing petitions next Monday.

As of Wednesday, seven Novi men
had decided to run for the commis-
sion, which will write Novi's gov-
erning document if incorporation is
approved.

The seven, all public figures, are:
Walter Tuck, Dirk Groenenberg,
Harry Watson, Dicron Tafralian,
Russell Button (all members of the
Novi incorporation committee which
spearheaded the incorporation
mave), township clerk Hadley Bach-
ert and Herbert Koester, chairman
of a group opposing incorporation.

Several other petitions have heen
taken out and probably will.be filed.
All petitions, complete 'with 40 sig-
natures, must be submitted to the
Oakland county clerk by 4 p.m. next
Monday.

The decision of six of the men to
run came as no surprise, but Koest-
er's candidacy was completely un
expected. A long-time foe of incor-
poration, he still intends to cam-
paign against village status.

“But just in case Novi approves
incorporation,” he said, “I'd like to
be in on the charter-writing to pro-
tect the interests of the farmers
and landowners I represent.”
(Koester is chaitman of the Novi
Farmers and Landowners Protectivg
Association, an opposition group
which so far has been quite in-
active).

Meanwhile, Novi residents were
reminded that they have until Feb-
ruary 17 to register for the election.
The township hall will be open for
registration from 2 to 5p .m. daily
until that date.

Only residents of the proposed vil-
lage may vote, Persons already
registered need not re-register,

In other incorporation activity
this week, nearly 150 persons gath-
ered at the community building for
a public forum on the issues of in-
corporation. It was the last formal
function of the incorporation com-
mittee.

The large audience spent two
hours discussing the pros and cons
of incorporating, and heard attorney
Thomas Dillon trace the procedures
facing Novi between now and time
it might be in business as a viilage.
The steps, as outlined by Dillon:
—March 17 election, when voters
will (a) decide whether to become
a village and (b) name a five-mem-
ber charter commision,

— if incorporation is voted down,
the issue is dead and the charter
commission does not serve.

— if incorporation is approved,
the charter commission must meet
within 10 days and complete a
charter within another 60 days. It
then schedules an election for ap-
proving the charter and electing a
council and village president.
~— the charter is submitted to the
governor for approval,
~ voters decide whether to accept
