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New Lincoln Village
Isn't a Pipe Dream

Lincoln Village, Novi's planned commuaity of 2,000
homes, became one giant stride nearer reality in the eyes
of board of commerce members last week,

Speaking before the Novi businessmen’s group, Thomp-
son-Brown vice president Ross Campbell assured members
that the $40,000,000 project would get underway this year, on

schedule,

“There are still problems,” said the development fitm
official, but he indicated that homes would be ready for sale

this fall,

Campbell spoke glowingly of the prospects of the plan-
" ned community and said it would be “second to none in the

state.”

He revealed that final plans for a sewerage disposal

plant to accommodate the project are now being examined by

the state,

“It's a brand new thing and the state has required that
our plant he 95 percent efficient,” said Campbell, He pointed
out that chis is the highest rate of purity ever required in
Michigan. The final approval and construction of the disposal
plant is actually the reason for preventing earlier construc-

tion of homes, Campbell said.

He added that the com-

pany would try to schedule the completion of the first homes
with the completion dute of the-disposal plant.

Campbell had some words of advice for Novi as well as
an explanation for his firm's decision to develop the 700-acre
site at Wixom road and Grand River.

“Novi is in the path of progress. It's like a steam roller
and can’t be stopped,” he continued. “But proper planning
can avoid building tomorrow's slums today,” he cautioned.
Campbell called upon township officials to adopt proper
zoning and subdivision regulations. He said the area had not
yet been spoiled by poor development and could easily be-
come one of the finest communities in the state,

He urged officials to call
able developers to help Novi

upon the experience of reput-
in its planning.

Getting back to Lincoln Village, Campbell said the
homes would probably range in price from $18,000 to $24,000.
“They'll all have a maximum size lot for the price of the
home,” he added. Lots will range from 80 to 110 foot front-
age. "There will be no ‘row housing’ or duplication,” Camp-

bell said.

He added that planning included recreational

areas (maybe even a swimming pool), and sites for churches

and schools.

While the project was tentatively planned for comple-
tion in five years, Campbell said it may take seven to eight
years. He concluded by praising the cooperation and assistance
given his firm by Novi officials and promised that Lincoln
Village would be “the best job we can do . . . one that will
make Novi and Thompson-Brown proud.”

In No Dumping Verdict

Novi township this week faced a stunning $75,000 suit for
refusing 1o allow dumping on a farm near Willowbrook Village.

Chris Nielson, owner of the farm on 10 Mile road west of -
Meadowbrook, said Friday he intended to sue the township for

that amount,

Nielson was in Florida this week,
but his attorney indicated to The
Novi News Tuesday that suit would
be filed soon.

Nielson charges that a decision
Thursday night to refuse a dumping
permit was ‘“cut and dried” and
that there is no valid reason for the
denial.

The decision was made by the
Novi board of appeals, acting on
Nielson’s application for a permit,

The board denied the application
on grounds that the dump could
easily turn into a nuisance and that,
because of a high water table, it
might pollute the water supply for
nearby Willowbrook Village.

Nearly 60 Willowbrook residents
packed the township hall to argue
against the permit, but their pres-
ence wasn’t needed. After listening
to Nielson’s arguments, the hoard
quickly voted to deny the permit.

After the decision, Nielson warned,
“You haven't heard the last of this.”

He then filed an application for a
permit, which set the stage for
Thursday night’s appeal board meet-
ing.

In a polite, almost friendly atmos-
phere, Nielson told the board he
intended only to fill in low spots

on farm land and that the rubbish;

would be covered with three feet
of dirt as soon as it was hauled in.

“It's not a public dump,” he said.
“I'm only trying to beautify the
land.”

His arguments did not sway the
board. In less than half an hour,
board members voted down his re-
quest but waived a fine for the
nrevious dumping,

Questioned the next day, Nielson
said the decision was “a raw deal"
and that Willowbrook residents had
“pressured” the board into it.

"An ordinance is good for a built-
up area,” he added, “but my farm
is out in the open, a quarter mile
from any homes.”

“I'm doing this to beautify the
farm, not to make money,” he said.
‘““The rubbish haulers pay two cents
a yard to me, but it's already cost
me thousands of dollars to prepare.
for it.”

“It would be different if 15 or 20
loads of garbage were left uncover-
ed for a month or two,” he said.
“But this is rubbish, not garbage,
and we cover it up as fast as it
comes in."”

Nielson said the rubbish ‘“does
not smell as strongly as the farm
ordinarily does.”

He said he is anxious to level off
the land because he eventually in-
tends to develop it for homes.

57 Home Building
Worst since 1953

New home construction in Novi
township during 1957 fell off by more
than 60 percent from the previous
year.

It was the worst year for new
home building in Novi since 1953,
according to a report this week by
the Detroit Metropolitan Area Re-
gional Planning Commission,

Only 85 permits went out last
year, compared with 274 In 1956, 219
in 1955, and 123 in 1954, the years
in which construction of Willow-
brook Village was. booming.

The lag was felt throughout the
Detroit area, which saw building
drop by 17 percent from the pre-
vious year. It was the worst building
year since 1049, the report said.

Other nearby communities skidded
just as badly, Farmington township
dropped from 641 in 1956 to 385 last
year, and Walled Lake went down
from 184 to 47.

this,” every other uncertainty.

Weather and Land Sales

Apparently most people lack vi-
sion, When it is sunny, they think
it will always be sunny; but when
it has rained for a week, they think
it will always rain. They lack vi-
sion as to temperature. The real
estate men claim that their busi-
ness is ‘‘seasonable”; that most real
estate buyers lack reason and fore-
sight. This is why most sellers of
real estate are obliged to work on a
commission basis. The weather pri-
marily explains why the real estate
business is so eyclical.

Every business is more or less cy-
clical, constantly revolving like a
wheel, Most people buy at the top
and sell at the bottom; a few buy
at the bottom and sell at the top.
These, however, who get aboard
the wheel at any point and stay
with it, dealing with honest brokers,
usually come out satisfactorily. This
applies to land and buildings as well
as to stocks and bonds. It means
that the shrewd buyer buys during
periods of bad weather and bad
news. This, moreover, applies to
all sections of the country as some
section is always suffering from long
rains, or long draughts, or long
cold spells, or long hot spells. These,
however, are the periods when it is
best to buy real estate.

Swampy Lands Should Become
More Valuable

Up to the present time, pasture
land or raw land that is swampy
has sold at a very low price —
probably only one-quarter of what
well-located pasture land would
bring. Wet land cannot successfully
arow orchards of fruit trees. Cattle
like ponds in their pasture; but they
must have dry land to feed upon.
Rice and cranberries are about the
only commercial crops which can
use wet land.

Statistics show, however, that the
water table of most states is grad-
ually but seriously falling, Most
states now have commissions which
are engaged in studying the water
table. This decline in the supply of
water is due to various causes; ane
owner will drain his property and
forget that he is also draining his
neighbors’ property which needs
more water. Every state is endeav-
oring to get more industries, and
yet most industries are large con-
sumers of water. This means that
water will become of great value
some day. Cheap swamp land
should, therefore, constantly become
more valuable and should be a good
purchase today for those who have
the patience to wait.

Surplus Wafer from Canada

I have already spoken in this col-
umn of the “John Powers, Jr, Plan"
to bring surplus water from Western
Canada down through North Dakota
into the dry sections near our Rocky
Mountains. Tremendous reserves of
fresh water are now running north-
ward inlo the Arctic Ocean. Mr.
Powers shows that, with the permis-
sion of Canada, these waters could
be turned southerly to irrigate, at
slight cost, the “Great American
Desert”, It would cost no more than
it costs to build modern turnpikes
for automobiles. As this may come
about sooner that most people real-
ize, 1 advise people not to sacrifice
such waste land they might now
own in Utah, New Mexico and Ari-
zona.

- No Dumping Suit Near

As Board Denies Permit

A 875,000 suit against Novi
township appeared iminent this
week as the township board re-
fused to allow dumping on a
farm necar Willowbrook Village.

The board rejected a new re.
quest for a dumping permit
Monday night in the midst of ap-
plause from more than a dozen Wil
lowbrook residents.

Attorney William Beer, represent.
ing Chris Nielson, owner of the,Sil-
verbroock Farm on 10 Mile east of
Meadowbrock road, said Tuesday
that he is preparingto file suit,

But he added that he hopes the
board will reconsider its position
after a court decision is made on
a similar case now in Oakland
county circuit court, The decision
is expected Monday. )

“My client has high regards for
Novi and its officials,” Beer said.
“We hope an agreement can be
reached without going to court. But
if not, he intends to pursue his
rights.”

The board’s action Monday night

" backed up the position taken by

the board of appeals two weekq ago.
That board denied the permit on
grounds that it would be a nuisance

and a health hazard to Willowbrook.

Beer claims, however, that both
boards fail to understand the facts
in the situation.

“Mr. Nielson is independently
wealthy and wants merely to fill in
his farm, not to go into the dump
business,” :

John York, president of the firm
which Nielson has contracted for the
fill-in, told the board he would cover
trucks with tarpaulins, fence in the
dump area, spray refuse with-dis-
infectant, and cease operations dir-
‘ing the summer.

He said the fill-in job would take
a year and a half to two years.

Board members pointed out that
York’s firm also filled in a dump
at 10 Mile and Haggerty, and that
people have constantly complained
about the stench,

York said he is filling in areas in
Dearborn, Taylor township, and
Southfield township, but conceded
that he has faced public opposition.

Commenting on the board’s unani-
mous denial of a permit, Beer said,
‘ We couldn’t possibly have won with
all those voters present. That’s what
is meant by a tyranny of the ma-

jority.”’

“But the kids who need it most
are the ones whose parents can't
afford it,” replied Ritter,
