A $75,000 suit against N o v i 
township appeared iminenc this 
week as the township board re-
fused to al low dumping on a 
farm near W i l l o w b r o o k Vi l lage . 

The board rejected a new re-
quest for . a dumping permit 
Monday night in the midst of ap-
plause from more than a dozen Wil-
lowbrook residents. 

Attorney William Beer, represent-
Jag.Chris Nielsen, oivnei- of the,.Sil-
verbrook Farm on 16 Mile east of 
Meadowbrook road, said Tuesday 
that he is preparing to file suit. 

But ho added that he hopes the 
board ivill reconsider its position 
after a court decision is made on 
a similar case now in Oakland 
county circuit court. The decision 
is expected Monday. 

"My client has high regards for 
Novi and its officials," Beer said. 
"We hope an agreement can be 
reached without going to court. But 
if not, he intends to pursue his 
rights." 

The board's action Monday night 
backed up the position taken by 
the board of appeals two weeks ago. 
That board denied the permit on 
grounds that it would be a nuisance 

and a health hazard to Willowbrook. 
Beer claims, however, that both 

boards fail to understand the facts 
in the situation. 

"Mr . Nielson is independently 
wealthy and wants merely to fill in 
his farm, not to go into the dump 
business," 

John York, president of the firm 
which Nielson has contracted for the 
fill-in, told the board he would cover 
trucks with tarpaulins, fence in the 
dump area, spray refuse with-dis-
infectant, and cease operatibns dur­
ing the summer. 

He said the fill-in job would take 
a year and a half to two years. 

Board members pointed out that 
York's firm also filled m a dump 
at 10 Mile and Haggerty, and that 
people have constantly complained 
about the stench. 

York said he is filling in areas In 
Dearborn, Taylor township, and 
Southfieid township, but conceded 
that he has faced public opposition. 

Commenting on the board's unani­
mous denial of a permit. Beer said, 
' We couldn't possibly have won with 
aii those voters present. That's what 
is meant by a tyranny of the ma­
jority."

Scarf: "If you see us again, will 

you know us?'' 
Mrs. Sikkiia: 'Never." 
After they left, Novi Police Chief 

Lee BeGole and Patrolman D'Arcy 
Young were called. Getting descrip­
tions, they called state police and 
had aii police units in the area 
alerted within five minutes. 

The four youths split up the $100 
on a Farmington township side road 
and meandered to a Walled Lake 
bar and then to a Telegraph road 
restaurant.

He and McCullough also have ad­
mitted breaking into Julian's Mar-
ket on Ford road last summer. 
State police are investigating possi-
hie connections with other similar 
crimes in this area within the past 
year.

T h e restraining order was signed by Judge George E . 
Bowles, who scheduled an immediate hearing to avoid delay 
of the school project. Judge Bowles declined a request by the 
plaint i f f to set the hearing for March . Under the order the 
school board and Couse company must refrain from entering 
into any contracts or instituting work on the project. 

Smith & Andrews, one of 18 general contractors compet­
ing for the job, submitted a bid of $1,013,000. Couse and 
company was third in the bidding wi th $1,034,000. Bids were 
opened January 20. 

Specifically, Smith & Andrews company charges that the 
board of education, "contrary to the recommendations of its 
architect, arbitrarily and capriciously elected to award the 
general contract to Walter L . Couse.''

The Novi school board is now 
studyhig bids for Its new elemen­
tary school near Willowbrook Vi l ­
lage. 

Supcrlnlendcnt William Mediyn 
snid contracts probably will be 
awarded Inter this week ivith 
groundbreaking scheduled for later 
this Inonlli. 

Thc bids, opened two weeks 
ago, could mean a saving of close 
to $70,000 on the board's eslimale 
of $577,920, If lowest bids arc 
found to bc acceptable. 

B o a r d A g a i n D e n i e s R e c r e a t i o n F u n d s 

Hopes that Novi children would 
have recreation facilities this sum­
mer were all but extuiguished by 
the Novi township board Monday 
night. 

The board gave a final "no" to a 
suggestion by Richard Ritter that 
the board contribute $900 to the 
Northville recreation program so 
that Novi children may participate 
in it this year. 

As a result, the extensive year-
round program will be closed to 
more than lflO -Novi chiidren of aii 
ages who took part in it last sum­
mer and to the nearly 200 who were 
expected to register this year. 

The board's refusal was based on 
Attorney Anthony Renne's opinion 
that the board has no legal right to 

donate money to an outside pro-
gram. 

"If we donated approximateiy $8 
per chiid for recreation purposes, 
then every other taxpayer couid 
come in and demand an $8 rebate 
for himseif," said Renne. 

Ritter pointed out, however, that 
the program would be available for 
aii Novi boys and girls of all ages, 
not just a handful. 

The board suggested that either 
the parents or some Novi organiza­
tion make the contribution. 

"But the kids who need it most 
are the ones whose parents can't 
afford it," replied Ritter. 

Ritter also listed these grievances: 
— Novi youths have been "bump 

ed" from using the Novi commu­

nity building by UAW Local 30 (Lin­
coln plant) on Sundays. 

— it would cost thousands of dol-
lars to set up a Novi recreation 
program comparable to that in 
Northville. 
Ritter got support from Jack Craw-

ford, Novi school board meniber, 
who praised the Northville program 
and said Novi is missing an excel-
lent opportunity to help its youth. 

He cited figures to show that the 
por-child cost is low compared to 
the benefits derived. 

Ritter asked if profits from toivn-
ship park admissions could be used 
for the contribution. Renne answer-
od that the nrofits* must be used 
to improve the park. 

"Then we're using Novi's money 

to make a nice park for the De-
troiters who use it ," said his wife. 

In other business, the board: 

— agreed not to charge a buiid­
ing permit fee for the new Novi 
school near Willowbrook. 

— heard a letter from the county 
drain commission, approving plans 
for a man-made lake near Nine Mile 
and Meadowbrook roads, providing 
no dams are used in constructing it. 

— further discussed a curfew for 
youngsters in Novi. Renne suggested 
studying curfews in other commu­
nities and incorporating the best 
features of each. 

— heard Harrison resign from the 
boai'd of appeals.

Superintendent William Medlyn 
said the board chose Atkin-Fordon 
over the two lower bidders because 
that firm's bid followed the school 
board's specifications more closely. 

"Atkin-Fordon bid on the specifi­
cations right to the letter," he said. 
"The other two bids deviated from 
our specifications in several re 
spects. By choosing Atkm-Fordon, 
we are certam of getting exactly 
what we wanted. 

The alternate projects — an ex­
tension of the multi-purpose room, 
vitreous wall surfacing under black-
boards, glare-reducing glass in some 
rooms, and paving and sidewalks-
were to be included only if base 
bids were low enough. 

Since the base bids totalled only 
$506,390 - or nearly $71,000 less 
than the board's estimate — the 
board decided to spend $25,356 of 
the "savuigs" on the alternates, 
Medlyn said. 

The school, which has been cited 
by architects for its "cluster" de­
sign, will be built southwest of 
10 Mile and Meadowbrook roads.

The Farmuigton-Brighton express-
way situation began looking some­
what brighter for Novi and four 
other Grand River communities 
this week. 

In rapid order, these develop­
ments occurred: 

— some 18 Novi businessmen at­
tended a meeting in Brighton last 
Thursday to discuss expressway 
problems with state highway de 
partment officials. 

— another meeting, open to other 
Novi businessmen, is scheduled for 
tonight (Thursday) at Saratoga 
Farms restaurant in Novi. 

— Highway Commissioner John 
C. Mackie revealed a new sign pro­
gram to direct motorists to busi­
nesses located near the expressway. 

Concern over the expressway's 
effect on small businesses in Novi, 
Farmington, New Hudson, Brighton 
and'Island Lake has been growing 
steadily since the superhighway 
was opened last December. 

Since then, several businesses 
have failed, many are facing shut-
downs, and all are affected ad­
versely. 

Last Thursday's meeting was the 
most concerted effort yet toward 
correctuig this problem. Some 18 of 
the 40 persons present were from 
Novi. 

Meethig with H . G.^Bauerle, traf­
fic director for the state highway 
department, and two assistants, the 
group suggested four major im-
provenients pn the expressway: 

— a new bridge at Brighton so 
as to make old Grand River a 
through route once again. (County 
road commission representatives 
were to meet at the site Monday to 
look the situation over. At present, 
it appears that a $250,000 bridge is 
needed if the dead-end Is to be 
opened.) 

— emergency cross-overs on the 
center island, to allow ambulance 
and other vehicles to get to the op­
posite lane. 

— pull-off spots to give truck 
drivers a chance to sleep. 

— emergency telephones at con 
venient intervals. 

The highway officials agreed to 
take the recommendations to Mack­
ie. 

Tonight's meeting at Saratoga 
Farms is designed to study these 
and other proposals further. 

All Novi businessmen have been 
urged to attend. 

Meanwhile, Mackie has announc­
ed that new signs will be erected 
near expressway turn-offs. 

Large seven-foot by four-foot 
signs will be installed approximate­
ly 3,000 feet ahead of the exit, hi-
dicating "Gas, Food, Lodging". 

The interchange will qualify for 
gas designation if facilities are 

located within one mile of the off-
ramp. The food and lodging desig-
nation will be installed if facilities 
are located within three miies of 
the interchange. 

Where there is considerable dis-
tance to the next services, a sign 
reading "Next Services — Miles" 
will be installed. 

The signs will carry large, green, 
reflectorized lettering on a white 
background.

— primary elections for all city 
offices, rather than direct nomin­
ation. 

— machinery for providing a city 
manager by ordinance rather than 
by an expensive charter amendment 
which would require a vote of the 
public. 

Under another provision of the 
charter, no primary will be held 
before the first mayor-council elec­
tion in May. 

The nine-member charter com­
mission has been working on the 
document since November 26, when 
Wixom voted 267-61 to become a 
city. 
The members, who have now com­

pleted their work: Everett Pear-
sail, chairman; Jesse Birchard, 
vice chairman; Gunnar Mettaia, 
secrptari.-* :̂ Herbert Abrams; Elean 
or Bourgeois; Delbert Geyer; R.H.

Stadnik. 

The election in May, if the chart­
er is approved, will be the final 
step in Wixom's ceaseless 18-month 
effort to gain home rule and pro­
tect its boundaries. 

The incorporation movement was 
started in the fall of 1956, and vil­
lage status was approved on Feb­
ruary 5, 1957. Voters then approved 
a village charter on July 15. 

Village officials immediately set 
to work on reaching city status, 
which resulted in last November's 
election and the forthcoming vote 
in May.
