Superintendent William Medlyn
said the board chose Atkin-Fordon
over the two lower bidders because
that firm’s bid followed the school
board’s specifications more closely.

“Atkin-Fordon bid on the specifi-
cations right to the letter,” he said.
“The other two bids deviated from
our specifications in several re-
spects. By choosing Atkin-Fordon,
we are certain of getting exactly
what we wanted.

The alternate projects — an ex-
tension of the multi-purpose room,
vitreous wall surfacing under black-
boards, glare-reducing glass in some
rooms, and paving and sidewalks—
were to be included only if base
bids were low enough.

Since the base bids totalled only
$506,390 — or nearly $71,000 less
than the board’s estimate — the
hoard decided to spend $25,356 of
the “savings” on the alternates,
Medlyn said, ’

The Farmington-Brighton express-
way situation began looking some-
what brighter for Novi and four
other Grand River communities
this week,

In rapid order, these develop-
ments occurred:

— some 18 Novi businessmen at-
tended a meeling in Brighton last
Thursday to discuss expressway
problems with state highway de-
partment officials,

— another meeting, open to other
Novi businessmen, is scheduled for
tonight (Thursday) at Saratoga
Farms restaurant in Novi.

- Highway Commissioner John
C. Mackie revealed a new sign pro-
gram to direct motorists to busi-
nesses located near the expressway.
Concern over the expressway's
effect on small businesses in Novi,
Farmington, New Hudson, Brighton
and-Island Lake has been growing
steadily since the superhighway
was opened Jast December.

Since then, several businesses
have failed, many are facing shut-
downs, and all are affected ad-
versely. :

Last Thursday’s meeting was the
most concerted effort yet toward
correcting this problem. Some 18 of
the 40 persons present were from
Novi,

Meeting with H. G Bauerle, traf-
fic director for the state highway
department, and two assistants, the
group suggested four major im-
provements on the expressway:
~ a new bridge at Byighton so

‘as to make old Grand River a

through route once again. (County
road commission representatives
were to meet at the site Monday to
look the situation over, At present,
it appears that a $250,000 bridge is
needed if the dead-end is to be
opened.) '

— emergency cross-overs on the
center island, to allow ambulance
and other venicles to get to the op-
posite lane.

— pull-off spots to give truck
drivers a chance to sleep.

— emergency telephones at con-
venient intervals.

The highway officials agreed to
take the recommendations to Mack-

ie,
Tonight's meeting at Saratoga
Farms is designed to study these
and other proposals further,
All Novi businessmen have been
urged to attend,
Meanwhile, Mackie has announc-
ed that new signs will be erected
near expressway turn-offs,
Large seven-foot by four-foot
signs will be installed approximate-
ly 3,000 feet ahead of the exit, in-
dicating “Gas, Food, Lodging".
The interchange will qualify for
a gas designation if facilities are
located within one mile of the off-
ramp. The food and lodging desig-
nation will be installed if facilities
are located within three miles of
the interchange,
Where there is considerable dis-
tance to the next services, a sign
reading “Next Services — Miles”
will be installed,
The signs will carry large, green,
reflectorized lettering on a white
background.
Mackie is urging local chambers
of commerce or similar groups to
lease or buy a small parce! of land
at the exit ramps and to erect a
large sign which will list, in uni-
form size panels, any local busi-
ness that wants to subscribe.

Mayor, Six Councilmen

Also to be Named Then

Wixom's proposed city charter, which would put the year-old
village in business as a city, will go before voters on May 19,

At the same time, voters will elect a mayor and city council
that will serve only if the charter is approved.

The May 19 date was set by the charter commission Tuesday

night as it put the finishing touches
on the lenglhy document.

A copy of the charter will be sent
to the governor for his approval.
Unless he unexpectedly vetces the
document, the election will be held
as scheduled.

Most important provisions of the
charter include:

— an eight-mill tax limit.

— a mayor-council government,
with the mayor to serve for two
years and the council for four.
Three councilmen will be elected
every two years, providing for both
continuity and a change in ma-
jority.

— primary elections for all city
offices, rather than direct nomin-
ation,

— machinery for providing a city
manager by ordinance rather than
by an expensive charter amendment
which would require a vote of the
public.

Under another provision of the
charter, no primary will be held
before the first mayor-council elec-
tion in May.

The nine-member charter com-

mission has heen working on the
document since November 26, when
Wixom voted 267-61 to become a
city.
The members, who have now com-
pleted their work: Everett Pear-
sall, chairman; Jesse Birchard,
vice chairman; Gunnar Mettala,
secretary’: Herbert Abrams; Elean-
or Bourgeois; Delbert Geyer; R.H.
Lahti: Wesley Mcé4tee; Joseph
Stadnik,

The election in May, if the chart-
er is approved, will be the final
step in Wixom’s ceaseless 18-month
effort to gain home rule and pro-
teet its boundaries,

The incorporation movement was
started in the fall of 1956, and vil-
lage status was approved on Feb-
ruary 5, 1957, Voters then approved
a village charter on July 15.

Village officials immediately set
to work on reaching city status,
which resulted in last November’s
election and the forthcoming vote
in May.
