Michigan's cconomic stamina is
being tested by a business setback
that both parties agree is gripping
the nation, either temporarily or on
a long-range basis.

The effect on state government is
cumulative.

For the second year, Republicans
are faced with a need for economy,
ranged against demands for expand-
ed services, especially in the fields
of higher education and mental
health.

“Caucus instructions are to cut
the budget. There will be no new
taxes.” That was the cryptic an-
nouncement of Senator Frank D.
Beadle (R-St. Clair) after a two-
hour conference wth the Republican
majority. The repercussions started
immediately. .

Democrats charged it was a trial
ballon, a frank pitch for public sup-
port; but there was also the opinicn
that the GOP is making use of the
existing situation.

Republicans reason that if the
public reaction is against their de-
cision, the party will have a ready-
made argument that, despite the
anticipated flood of red ink, the
public wants services,

«It means that the public will, in
effect, be demanding new taxes and
we'll have time to pass them,” one
said.

The final decision can fix state
spending on a two-year-old standard
with increases only ta take care of
year-old pay raises, recen{ promo-
tion adjustments of wage scales and
committed buildings.

Another increase will be more
than $19,000,000 poured into state
school aid from the general fund —
a drain never anticipated.

School aid was handled, until two
years ago, by the law turning over
two cents of the three-cent on a dol-
lar sales tax to the schools. When
the fund ran short, the state made
up the difference. N

First move to keep the level at
$190 per pupil was to advance pay-
ments two years ago. Last year,
the answer was the $25,000,000 cigar-
ette and liquor tax increases.

The twin tax boost fell $6,000,000
short.

That means that the state will
have to raise $6,000,000 to handle
current-year payments, then find
$14,000,000 more for the $70,000 new
pupils expected next fall,

Republican decision anticipates a
deficit of some $15,000,000—which
party hopefuls described as “‘man-
ageable.” .

Republicans said the decision will
mean the equivalent of a 10 percent
across-the-board decrease in state
services.

Because some items like public
welfare cannot be decreased, the
decreases will have to be spotte.d
heavier in some agencies. Republi-
cans said the 30,000 state payroll
will have to be reduced.

As the 1958 session of the legisla-
ture nears the halfway point, the
question develops: Is this really a
trial balloon, or a policy decision
that will stick?

Campaigning politicians must de-
velop strategy to toss against their
opponents and the opposite party.

Now comes the problem of strat-
egy and timing of the television era.

Lt. Gov. Philip A. Hart, announc-
ing his candidacy for the U. 8.
Senate, realized that the announce-
ment would automatically cut off
his free television time.

As an office-holder, he was wel-
comed before the cameras. As a
candidate, he must pay his way or
his opponent gets equal free time

under television’s code of practice—
and some laws.

The office seeker must weigh the
advantage of free TV time with that
of press coverage as a candidate,

‘He must also consider the advan-

tage of formally staking out his of-
fice so far as opponents within the
party are concerned.

When it seems wiser to announce,
he makes his move.

This situation existed for Senator
John B. Swainson (D-Detroit) who
announced he is a candidate for
Hart’s office.

Gov. Williams, who always has
waited until the last possible min-
ute to make his announcement, is
following a similar practice this
year. For him, delay means even
more. :

As a governor, he can use a limo-
usine chauffeured by State Police
aides, ride in a state-owned and
operated airplane and get free tele-
vision and radio time, even with-
out asking.

That’s why he will wait, and wait,
and wait. . . .

Republicans are a trifle confused
by the alacrity with which indus-
trialists and businessmen jumped at
the chance to become Gov. Wil
liams' ambassadors.

The program is for the nearly 200
executives who travel about the
nation to sell other businessmen on
a move to the Water Wonderland,
Michigan.

Several of the ‘‘ambassadors’ are
leaders in the Republican party and
most vote with the GOP.

The sentiment was expressed by
a Republican worker who has
watched his party defeated at the
polls for the past 10 years in Michi-
gan.

“Wwilliams has got them, and us,
over another barrel.”

But it is to the credit of the am-
bassadors that they are willing to
overlook party and philosophical dif-
ference to work hard to bring in-
dustry to this state. They realize
that regardless of who gets the
credit, everyone can benefit if they
are successful; that everyone can
suffer if they fail.
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Babson Park, Mass.,, I very sel
dom refer to political matters in
this column, but I do wish there
were some way I could interest
readers in writing Dr. Arthur F.,
Burns, c/o the White House in Wash-
ington, how serious the situation is
for many worthy businessmen,

When money is tight, as it has
been during the past year, the small
businessmen are the greatest suffer-
ers. Bankers are human and loan
money first to their largest deposit-
ors. These ,naturally, are “big bus-
inesses.” Furthermore, the majority
of failures are among small bus-
inessmen, rather than large con-
cerns. Hence, your local banker
prefers to loan to the big compan-
jes and you cannot blame him,

I am not much for more govern-
ment aid. I believe that the coun-
try would be better off in the end
to cut it all out,—~to farmers, con-
tractors, home owners, and vet-
erans. For a good many years our
country prospered on a laissez-faire
system, I fear that the present aid
to pressure groups will continue
until there is one grand collapse,
when we must all start over again
without government aid. However,
that time has not come yet. The
contractor and small home owner,
because of increased costs, are aid-
ed by government guarantee of a
portion of their loan when they
build a new house. In the same way,
the government would be justified
in guaranteeing reasonable loans to
small businessmen to cover needed
inventories, improvements to stores
or factories. Washington is respon-
sible for inflation and should protect
worthy business against its evil re-
sults.

In addition to urging your Sena-
tors and Representatives to help
small worthy businessmen, every
reader can help by patronizing
them. I would strongly oppose boy-
cotting “bug business.” Both hig
business and small business have
their usefulness. Each group keeps
the other on its toes and provides
real competition, The hope of the
consumer is to keep both hig bus-
iness and small business alive and
prosperous. This means we should
divide our trade between them.

The lawyers and lobbyists who
are paid to represent “big business”
claim that the new inventions come
from the big concerns. They point
to the large amounts of money
which big business is spending on
research, Much work may be
charged to research for tax pur-
poses. I personally have been very
close to the Patent Office in Wash-
ington and believe that a larger
percentage of new inventions come
to the Patent Office from small bus-
iness than through big business. A
man will naturally work harder to
invent something for his own little
business than he will as an em-
ployee of a large concern. Actually,
big business watches the new inven-

tions and buys the good patents that
small businessmen have taken out,
Furthermore, many patents are
bought up by big business in
order to smother them. We consum-
ers would be better off if the small
businessmen, who invented them,
had the money to exploit them.

Big business can afford to pay a
young man more to start than can
am merely urging that our govern-
to a college and hires three young
men at $400 a month, with the idea
of keeping one and letting the other
two go.

Midnight Youth Curfew,
Coiming Up for Approval

Last summer, Novi was plagued by repeated troubles with
young toughs, most of whom came from Detroit.

During one week, incidents ranged from a brutal beating of
a young man along 10 Mile to drunk driving by teen-agers down

prepared with a stiff ordinance

giving them power to arrest trouble-making teen-agers before

they can start anything.

At the suggestion of Police Chief
Lee BeGole, the township board is
now considering an ordinance that
would set a curfew on youngsters
under 17 and make their parents
responsible for them.

It represents the best parts of
several curfews drawn up by De.
troit area communities, according
to Township Attorney Anthony Ren-
ne. It will probably be brought up
next Monday for approval by the
board, . oy
Its terms:

— no child under 12 shall be on
the streets between 10 p.m. and 6
a.m. unless accompanied by a par-
ent or guardian.

_ — no child under 12 shall be
allowed to work or accompany a
person at work during those hours.

— parents shall be responsible for
enforcing those two provisions,

— no person under 17 shall be
on the streets or in a public place
between 12 midnight and 6 a.m.
unless accompanied by a parent,
guardian or properly delegated
adult over 21, or unless legitimately
at work or on an errand. (The
police department would issue work
permits for youths holding legiti-
mate jobs,)

- —-any person helping a youth vio-

late that curfew shall be guilty of

violating the ordinance. )
~— ignorance of a minor's where.

abouts shall not be a defense for a
parent or guardian.

—- parenfs or guardians found
guilty of violating the ordinance
may be punished by a fine of $100,
90 days in jail, or both. :

— if a parent or guardian refuses

viclating the ordinance, the justice
of the peace may tnke steps to
have the youth made a ward of the
courf ar may take other proceedings
as authorized by the state. ’

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CAN I CHECK THE FIT OF
MY CHILDREN'S SHOES?

‘ There are two simple ways of
detecting outgrown shoes, They
are not as reliable as having
the feet remeasured but are in-
finitely surer than the old toe-
hunt method which only ruins
the toebox of the shoe. .

One is to hold the shoe under
a lamp so you can see the foot
print on the insole. If the shoes
are long enough there will be
a light area ahead of the mark
made by the great toe,

At the risk of being considered
a wise guy, the writer suggests
counting the toe marks, Five is
par for the foot but the majority
of shoes show only four. The
missing digit is the litile toe
which is forced to ride in a
pocket of the upper which hangs
over the outside edge of the
shoe, Five-toed feet that make
four-toed footprints should be
shod in “straight-last” shoes,

The second check is simply to
put your hand in the shoe, palm
upward, to see if the great toe
is digging a hole in the top of
the toe box. The above mention-
ed footprint may show a light
area ahead of the great toe only
because the toe of the shoe is
too shallow to allow the foot to
advance any further. The force
required to dig such a hole is
sufficient to bunionate the great
toe.

Whether Hall and Tobe “gave” the game
to Willow Run is arguable. Bur scores of
Northville fans think so, and even Coach
Stan Johnston — always quick to defend of-

“ficials in the past — is convinced Northville
lost because of poor officiating.

Said a visiting coach to Johnstoa at half-
time: “If I were you, coach, I'd take my boys
and go home. You can't win this one.”

Whatever the verdict, Hall did seem all-
too-friendly with the Willow Run squad.
Neither .on the court nor in the locker room
afterward did he maintain the impartial
aloofness expected of game officials.

On several occasions he mingled with
spectators during time-outs or between peri-

ods. And at the half, he told someone near

the Willow Run bench that “your defense—
your press—is really hurting Northville.”

Asked afterward for his version, Hall -

told The Record: "“You saw it. A bunch of
young punks started threatening me. I'm not
going to take that (stuff).”

(The ‘young punks’ were actually a

handful of adule fans who, tbough probably- .,

wrong for approaching him, said nothing
more than “How much did they pay you?”

Teshka, respected around Northville as an-

athlete himself, had said nothing and had his
hands in his pockets when Hall's push sent
him to the floor.)

After another Willow Run player had-
given him a verbal pat in the dressing room,.
Hall commented, “See! Willow Run liked it.

Northville didn’t. It's 50-50.”

Northville fans weren’t as quick to dis-
miss the incident, however. Councilman Ed
Welch, who had 2 clear view of the fracas
and took down names of police, has urged
Teshka to file a complaint.

VILLAGE NOT
BED OF ROSES

To the editor:

I would like to compliment you on
the fine election issue of The Novi
News which was delivered free last
week to all residents on the mail
routes in the township, It seems to
me however, that we have not had
enough discussions on the advant-
ages and pitfalls of incorporation,
and I believe a great many people
are yet undecided on the issue.

So far as I know, there is no rec-
ord of an entire township that has
incorporated as a village. This pro-
cedure is usually taken by people
that live in the more heavily pop-
ulated areas of a township, because
they want certain restrictions or
services that the rest of the people
in the township either don’t need,
or are not willing to pay for.

Farmington township has had
several public discussions on these
issues in the past, and I am enclos-
ing a clipping from The Farming-
ton Enterprise of December 19th,

covering one of these meetings. I
hope you will reprint this article as
I think it will be most helpful to
your readers at this time.

They were sparsely attended,
however, and little opposition to
incorporation was shown. But
for the record, here are portions
from the Farminglon meeting
which discuss the disadvantages
of incorporation,

“ “There is no reason to incorpor-
ate as a village or city unless you
want to get more services and pay
more taxes.’

“That was the siatement of Prof.
Arthur W. Bromage of the U, of
Michigan as he talked Monday be-
fore the quarterly meeting of the
Farmington Township League of
Subdivisions Assaciation.

In answer to a direct question,
Prof. Bromage said he didn’t know
of any instance where an entire
township (excluding the city) had
incorporated as a village.

“Incorporating the township (ex-
cept Farmington City) as a city is
a possibility. This idea was sparked
by Livonia, but Prof. Bromage urg-
ed people to look twice at this as
a possible solution. He said he’d
want to know the valuations, cost
of capital improvements, and what
tax limit might be written into the
charter.

“He has known instances where
people have gone to this form of
government, then whined when they
couldn’t carry the load.

“To incorporate as a village needs
fewer people, and many of the same
steps as for a city dre followed.

The differences is that a village is
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removed from its jurisdiction.

“A village, while it has its own
governing body and sets its own
taxes and expenditures, yet finds
its people still vote through the
township and pay taxes through the
township,

“The village has to furnish its
own fire and police protection care
for most of its roads, and furnish
other services which may be need-
ed. This costs over and above
other basic taxes, and is not
cheap.”

Assails “Soft” Education

Babson Park, Mass, — Since the
launching of the Russian Sputniks,
there has been much hue and cry
about our educational deficiencies.
Many people, especially frightened
Administration officials and Con-
gressmen, now want us to concen-
trate on scientific subjects in our
elementary and high schools, as
well is in our colleges, In their eag-
erness to restore our lost prestige,
they forget that economics and
merchandising are as important as
physics and chemistry.

What About Teachers’ Salarles?

Many voices are being raised in
Washington in faver of federal aid
to schools, It is pointed out that
this aid is needed because local
communities cannot pay today’s
high costs of maintaining proper
schools. Those who want Uncle
Sam to dole out funds for school
purposes cite the need for higher

salaries for teachers. I think Wash-
ington should proceed cautiously in
the matter of federal aid to schools.
Such a program. though started on
a nominal level. would grow to such
proportions as to hurt rather than
help the over-nll economy.

We should remember that our
ability to pay is limited. I[ every
request for government aid is grant-
ed, we shall hurl ourselves into an
economic disaster that could easi-
ly mean the end of our way of life.
As for teachers’ salaries: I am in
favor of hiking salary levels to get
hetter teachers, But T do not think
it fair to the tax-paying public to
give teachers large increases in pay
simply for acting as baby sitters
for our children and gmndclnld
ren during school hours.

Scholarships  Alone
Are Not The Answer

Unele Sam is being asked to
grant scholarships to pupils as an
incentive for them to do hetter
work generally and to undertake
studies in scientific fields. It is a
sound idea to give scholarships to
exceptional students; but why ex-
pect Uncle Sam lo finance them?
Local business interests and local
governments should partly carry
the ball here. However, scholar-
ships alone are not the answer to
what ails us educationally.

What we need — and what I
have heen advocating for a long
time — is a camplete overhaul of
our educational system. For the
past couple of generations, we

have been growing ‘“soft” in our

pils. “Progressive education’’ has
been anyihing but progressive,
With ils emphasis on self-expres-
sion, it has destroyed discipline in
many of our schools, Today, re-
spect for teachers is the excep-
tion rather than the rule, as is
respect for the rights of ofhers.

Teachers 8ad educational theor-
ists should not be blamed for ALL
the troubles that beset our schools
today. We parents and grandparents
are also to blame. In our eagerness
to avoid controversy regarding re.
ligion in public schools, we have
forced school administrators to
avoid teaching ethies and morals—
or at least we have sat idly by.
our children and grandchildren
are our true wealth. We need their
brainpower and moral fiber to meet
the serious problem which we will
face in another decade or two. Yet
most of us do not spend as much
time with our young in a month as
we spend working out the details
of a single business agreement. And
when we are with these young peo-
ple, do we know how to talk to
then, how to capture — and hold —
their interest?

Restore Discipline and Study

The first thing we must do for
the next generation is to restore
their respect for discipline and
study. To do this, we must take
an interest in our young people. We
must teach them ourselves BY EX-
AMPLE, as well as by precept.

As for study: The blame for lack
of proper study habits among child-
ren today should be laid squarely
upon the shoulders of parents. Lax
fathers and mothers push their
children into adult pursuits too early
in life. The result is that boys and
airls have such a demanding S0-
CIAL life that they may. not be
able to give sufficient time to study.
As they grow older, these social|®
“obligations”  increase and study
zets still less attention. Failure to
correct this trend can one day
make us easier prey for some sturd-

ier civilization.
