— Since the 
launching of the Russian Sputniks, 
there has been much hue and cry 
about our educationai deficiencies. 
Many peopie, especiaiiy frightened 
Administration officials and Con­
gressmen, now want us to concen­
trate on scientific subjects in our 
eiementary and high schools, as 
weii is in our colleges. In their eag­
erness to restore our lost prestige, 
they forget that economics and 
merciiandising are as important as 
pliysics and chemistry. 
Wiiat About Teaciiers' Salaries? 
Many voices ai-e being raised in 

Washington in favor of federai aid 
to schoois. It is pointed out that 
this aid is needed because local 
communities cannot pay today's 
high costs ot maintaining proper 
schoois. Those who want Uncie 
Sam to doic out funds for school 
purposes cite tlio need for higher 
sal.nrics for toaciiers. I think Wash­
ington should proceed cautiousiy in 
the matter of federai aid to sciiools. 
Such a prograui. thougii started on 
a nominai level, would groiv to such 
liroportions a.-; to hurt rather than 
heip the ovor-aii economy. 

We shoiilci remember that our 
ability to pay is iimited. If every 
request foi- govei'nment aid is grant­
ed, we shall liuri ourseivos into an 
economic disaster that couid easi­
ly mean the end of our ivay of iife. 
As for teachers' salaries: I am in 
favor of hiking salaiy levels to get 
better te.nchcrs. But I do not think 
it fair tn the tax-paying pubiic to 
give teachci-5 l.nrgD increa.scs in pay 
simply for acting ns baby sitters 
for our chiklren nnd granclchild-
rcn during school hours. 

Schnlnrsliiiis Ainne 
Are Not Tiic Answer 

Uncle Sam is being asked to 
grant schoiai'ships to pupiis as an 
incentive for them to do better 
work generally and to undertake 
studies in scientific fields. It is a 
sound idea to givo scholarships to 
c.vccptional students; but wliy ex­
pect Uncle .S.nm to finance them? 
Loc.ii business interests and iocai 
governments shouid partly can-y 
tho baii here. However, scholar­
ships alone are not the answer to 
what ails us educationaliy. 

Wiiat ivo nei'd — and wiiat I 
iiave liceu advocating for a long 
time — is a compiete overliaul of 
our educnlioiKii system. For liie 
past couple nf Rencrutiniis, ivc 
have hcen groiving "soft" in our 
aiiiiudc toward Icaciicrs and pu­

pils. "Progressive education" has 
been anylliliig hut progrcsslvc. 
Willi lis emphasis on sclf-cxprcs-
slon. It has destroyed discipline in 
inany of our sciiools. Today, rc-
spcct for teiichcrs Is the excep-

lion rather than Ihc rule, as is 
respect for the rights of others. 
Teachers a.id educational theor­

ists should not be blamed for A L L 
the troubles that beset our schools 
today. We parents and grandparents 
are aiso to blame. In our eagerness 
to avoid controversy regarding re­
ligion in pubiic schoois, we have 
forced schooi administrators to 
avoid teaching ethics and morais— 
or at least ive have sa_t idly ijy. 

Our chiidren and grandchiidren 
are our true wealth. We need their 
brainpower and morai fiber to meet 
llie serious probiem which ive wiii 
face in another decade or two. Yet 
most of us do not spend as much 
time witii our young in a month as 
ivo spend ivorking out the detaiis 
of .1 single business agreement. And 
wiicn we are with these young peo­
ple, do wc know how to taik to 
them, how to capture — and hold — 
their intei-est? 

Restore Discipiinc and Study 
The first thing we must do for 

the next generation is to restore 
their respect for discipiinc and 
study. To do this, we must take 
an interest in our young peopie. We 
must teacii tiiem ourselves BY E X ­
A M P L E , as weii as by precept. 

As for study: The biame for iack 
of proper study iiabits among chiid­
ren today should be laid squarely 
upon the shoulders of parents. Lax 
fathers and mothers push their 
children into aduit pursuits too early 
in life. Tlie result is that boys and 
giris have such a demanding SO­
CIAL iife that they may not be 
able tn give sufficient time to study. 
As they groiv older, these .social 
''.ibiigations" increase and study 
gets stiil less attention. Faiiure to 
correct this trend can one day 
make us easier prey for some sturd­
ier civilization.

addition of a new paragraph to be 
knoivn as paragraph (e) 1 to read 
as foiiows: 

(o) 1 Dog kenneis, the raising 
of animais for medicai experi 
mentation and the raising of 
fur bearing animais subject to 
the provisions and requirements 
ot Article X n , Section l2.05 (p) 
of the Board of Appeals. 

PART HI. That Ordinance No. 2, 
known as the Zoning Ordinance of 
the Township of Novi, as amended, 
is hereby amended by amending 
Section l2.05 of Article X H by the 
addition of a new paragraph to be 
known as paragraph o) to read as 
foiiows: 

(0) PUBLIC AND PRIVATE 
STABLES AND RIDING ACADE­
MIES. Permit pubiic and private 

stabies and riding academies, pro­
vided: 

(1) A mhiimum lot area of not 
less than ten (10) acres, with 
a minimum lot width of not 
less than five hundred (500) 
feet is maintained for such 
use. 

(2) An area of not less than one 
(1) acre for each horse 
stabled and used as a part 
of such riding stable use, 
but not less than (1) above 
is provided. 

(3) The buildmg for housing the 
horses shall be not less than 
one hundred (100) feet from 
any adjacent property line 
and shall not be less than 
one hundred fifty (150) feet 
from any dwelling. 

(4) Stable refuse shall be so 
handled as to control odor 
and flies at all times. 

(5) A permit, issued by the 
Board of Appeals for such 
uses, shaii terminate immed­
iateiy when the lot area re­
quirements herein set forth 
are decreased in any man­
ner. 

PART IV. That Ordinance No. 2, 
known as the Zoning Ordinance of 
the Township of Novi, as amended, 
is hereby amended by amending 
Section 12,05 of Articie X H by the 
addition of a new paragraph to be 
knoivn as paragrapii (p) to read 
as foiiows: 

(p) DOG KENNELS, RAISING 
OP ANIMALS FOR MEDICAL 
EXPERIMENTATION AND THE 
RAISING OP PUR BEARING AN­
IMALS. Permit dog kenneis, the 
raising of animals for medical ex­
perimentation and the raising of 
fur bearuig animals, provided: 

(1) A minimum lot area of not 
less than five (5) acres, with 
a minimum lot width of not 
less than three hundred (300) 
feet is maintahied for such 
use. 

(2) Al l buildings, pens and run­
ways for housing or keeping 
of such animais shail not be 
less than seventy-five (75) 
feet from any adjacent prop­
erty iine and shaii not be iess 
than one hundred fifty (150) 
feet from any dweiiing. 

(3) Pens and runways shaii be 
screened from view from aii 
directions either by a build­
ing or a greenbelt planting. 

(4) Al l dogs must be kept or 
boarded within a buiiding 
and shaii be aiiowed in out­
door runways only between 
the hours of eight (8) A . M . 
and six (6) P . M . 

(5) Pens and runways must be 
kept clean and free from 
odors and flies at all times. 

(6) A permit, issued by the 
Board of Appeals for such 
uses, shall be terminated 

immediately • when the lot 
area requirement herein set 
forth Is decreased In any 
manner. 

PART V. CONFLICTING PROVI­
SIONS R E P E A L E D , Any ordinance 
or parts of any Ordinance in con­
flict .with any of the provisions of 
this Ordinance are hereby repealed, 

PART VI. WHEN EFFECTIVE. 
The provisions of this ordinance are 
hereby deciared to be immediately 
necessary for the preservation of 
the pubiic peace, heaith and safety 
and are hereby ordered to take ef­
fect thirty (30) days after final 
enactment and publication. 

PART VII. VALIDITY. Shouid any 
section, clause or provision of this 
Ordinance be declared by the courts 
to be invaiid, the same shail not 
affect the validity of the Ordinance 
as a whole or any part thereof, 
other than the part so declared to 
be invalid..

'Whitehd'li Safe in 'Fire' 

Novi police and firemen had an 
uneasy moment last week. 

A fire alarm came in callhig 
them to Whitehall convalescent 
home on -10 Mile near Novl road, 
where many elderly and helpleiss 
persons live. 

Enghies and cars roared to'the 
home, but discovered they weren't 
needed. 

The automatic alarm system had 
been tripped accidentally. There 
wasn't a flame to be found. 

Mile road. 

It leaves the Novl township board 
with two alternatives: to. fight the 
issue in court, or to work out a 
settlement with the plaintiff and 
farm-owner, Ch'ris Nielsen. 

As of Wednesday, neither alter-
native had been decided' upon. 

The injunction was the latest de­
velopment In a mild but determiiied 
feud which started five weeks ago 
when.:a stream of trucks began 
dumping rubbish on the farm. A 
delegation of Willowbrook residents 
protested to the board that it was a 
nuisaiice and a health hazard. 

The board went along with them, 
and twice refused Nielsen a dump 
ing permit. 

Nielsen said he intends only to fill 
in the land for future bomesites, 
not to set up a public dump. The 
operation would take from one to 
two years, he added. 

After the second denial of a per­
mit, Nielsen ordered his -attorney to 
seek an injunction. 

The bill of complaint charges the 
board with an "arbitrary and un 
reasonable exercise of authority.'' 

"It's, one thing to control dump­
ing," said his attorney, William 
Beer, "but It's another thing to tell 
a man he can't fill in his land.'' 

Beer said -Nielsen has "thousands 
of dollars'" tied up in the dumphig 
program already, and indicated that 
tils client would sue for damages if 
the board ti'ies to block the dump­
ing again. 

Township Attorney Anthony Renne 
conceded . that Beer and Nielsen 
have a strong case. 

" A Supreme Court decision lends 
to back up their stand," he said. 
"I think Novi should reach an 
agreement with them, instead of 
forchig a precarious court case — 
whiph I think we would lose — and 
risking a large damage suit." 

Supervisor Frazer Staman was 
not so certain that the'board should 
give up yet. 

"We should at least try to enforce 
our ordinance,'"he said. "There are 
300 families nearby; and we should 
consider them too. It may cost .us 
nioney, but/we should have-our day 
in court. •

A t the same time, they gave 
a strong endorsement to the 
original incorporation commit­
tee by naming four of its mem­
bers — headed by Walter Tuck — 
to the village charter commission. 

Two candidates were deadiocked 
for the fifth seat. 

The commission must now pre­
pare a • village charter within the 
next two months. If it is approved 
by yoters, Novi will start operat­
ing as a village.

Anderson, who owns an orchard 
near Northville, ran on a platform 
advocating low taxes and non-in 
terference with farmers ond land­
owners. 

The issue was actually carried by 
precmct 2 in northern Novl, where 
voters favored Incorporation by a 
257-188 majority. 

That margin erased a slight 252 
254 deficit In prectact 2, where pre­
sumably farmers and Eight Mile 
area residents outvoted Willow­
brook residents. 

Election eve visitors at the town­
ship hall let out a low moan when 
the precinct 1 vote was announced. 
But their sadness turned to joy 
mhutes later when the precinct 2 
totals came in. 

The total of 951 votes represented 
about 42 percent of the registered 
voters living hi the proposed vll 
lage. Precinct r h a d the heavier 
turnout. cj , 

Both prechlcts gave the nod to 
Tuck and Wii'tson. Bi)t precinct 
named Andersoii;' Davey and Fried 
for the other three seats while pre 
cinct 2 chose TafraUan, Groenen­
berg and Button by wide marghis.

Several, merchants already have 
put up signs. They concede that they 
are violating .the present ordhiance, 
but claim their only alternative was 
to watch their bushiesses suffer 
still further. 

The present ordhiance, which Itai-
its signs to commercial and indus-
trial isones, was intentionally drawn 
tip to keep the expressways free of 
signs. 

Supervisor Frazer Staman has 
spoken out agahist individual bin-
boards on the expressway. He 
claims they are unattractive and 
feels speedhig motorists will not 
pay attention to them anyway. 

Staman prefers the state high­
way department's recommendations 
on sign posting. 

This would involve a large "Gas 
Food-Lodglng" sign several thous-
and feet from each ramp, and a 
master sign - on which individual 
merchants could advertise — locat­
ed at the ramp exit. 

If election statements mean any­
thing, the proposed village of Novl 
will probably be run by an elected 
five-man council with the aid 'of 
permanent, full-time village maIia.-
ger. 

That's the platform advocated'by 
the four men who so far are as-
sureci of seats on the village charter 
commission. 

It's also the stand taken by Dh-k 
Groenenberg, who stands a 50-50 
chance of getting the fifth charter 
commission seat. 

J . Philip Anderson, who was tied 
with Groenenberg for the fifth chair, 
went along with the five-man coun­
cil m his pre-election platform. But 
he favored a mayor, or Village 
president, to a village manager, '• 

The four who are certain of seats 
so far are: 

— Walter Tuck, a Novi bushiess 
man and civic leader for most of 
his life. 

— Harry Watson — proprietor of 
a gas station and chairman of the 
Novi township zoning'board and 
board of appeals. 

— Russell Button, graduate engl-
neer and buildhig contractor. 

— Dicron Tafrallan,' accouhtant 
for Wayne State university and pres 
Ident of the Novl board of com-
merce. 

Groenenberg is comptroller for a 
Detroit firm and fortiier president 
of the board'of comiherce, while 
Anderson is a fruit grower, and 
long-time resident of Novl.' 

The four shoo-ins and Groenen­
berg served together on the- Novl 
Incorporation committee, w h i c h 
first began the movement towar;d 
hicorporation iast summer. Affor: 
aix months of meethigs and organi­
zation, they finally put the issue on 
the ballot. 

Running together as a slate, the 
five advocated: 

— a part-time council and a full-
time manager who would be hired 
rather than elected.

In addition, Anderson pledged 
himself to represent the outlytog 
districts of Novl and to guard 
agatast taterferences with farmers. 

The choice of charter commis­
sioners was applauded by Tuck. 

"We learned quite a lot about 
village government while workkg ! 
on the incorporation committee," he 
said. "Now, with four of us on the 
charter commission --- and possibly 
five — we can start where we left 
off without havtog to re-study the 
whole question right from the he-
ghintog." • 

The commission must meet witbhi 
10 days after the election, and tfagn 
will have 60 days In which to fintoh 
the charter. . 

It then will send the document to 
the governor, for his approval aiid -
schedule an election, at which vot-
ers will either approve or reject the 
charter and name the first Village 
council and whatever other officers 
are required. 

Only at that thne would Novl 
actually be to bustoess as a village.

I have talked to all principal par-

ties and others about the Northville 
Willow Run game. I cannot pass 
judgment since I was riot there. All 
salient points were matters of judg­
ment, therefore unprotestable.

First — we of the ^whistle-blowing 
profession realize ~lt's the boy's 
game — not ours, and we are on the 
floor only to see that the game runs 
smoothly. Most of us are officials 
because we love sports and are in-
terested in boys. Remuneration is 
way down the list. A great many 
coaches and teachers are officials. 
Northville has quite a few, and I am 
ureing many local lads to get into 
officiating. Your paper has put a 
crimp into this. I will take except-
ion with your rules of condtict for

I would suggest that school auth-
orities think twice before protesting 
to the Michigan High School. Ath­
letic Association. In matters of 
judgment, there Is no recourse. As 
regards "politics", the school auth­
orities should be sure their athletic 
skirts are clean. It also carries a 
dark implication that the games we 
officials are assigned to come out 
of "politics''. 

May I suggest that if officials 
must take tests, then all coaches, 
principals, newspaper reporters 
and fans take tbe tests, too — to 
qualify as judges of officiatfag.

I am sure that .most 
coaches and parents prefer a fri­
endly official than a surly, aloof 
character, who is out to catch each 
player for each and every move.

team — a situation condemned by 
your paper. Comments about the 
game plays, and situations are 
brought up, explanations given — 
this I look forward to — and other 

all offlcials are rated by the various 
coaches. It may do us in Northville 
well to examine ourselves. There 
have been more fastances of poor 
sportsmanship by fans toward'of-
ficials than is normal. Many top 
and good officials have indicated 
they would never work games for 
Northville. This is indeed a sad sit­
uation. We have a good school, won 
derful coaching staff (if eager and 
misdirected fans leave them alone), 
and a grand community. I am sure 
that Norlhville can prove itself 
champions, to a much more respect­
ful extent by actfag as champions 
even in defeat.

Anderson had tied with Dirk 
Groenenberg at 346 votes In the 
election, and the drawhig was nec 
essary to determine who would hold 
the fifth position, 

Anderson joins four members of 
the original village incorporation 
committee who won seats on the 
charter commission: Walter Tuck, 
Harry Watson, Dicron Tafrallan and 
Russell Button. 

Groenenberg was also a member 
of the original group, which nearly 
made a clean sweep of the five 
charter commission seats. 

Anderson, who owns an extensive 
orchard near Northville, has never 
held public office before and was 
admittedly surprised when he plac-
.ed so high in the balloting. Re drew 
heavily in the outlying regions on 
a platform of keeping the interests 

of farmers in mind. 

The commission is already at 
work on the lengthy document which 
will govern Novi if village status 
is finally approved. It must be com-
pieted within 60 days, and .then will 
be put up for approval by Novi 
voters. 

Though incorporation activity will 
be quiet for the next two months, 
opponents of village Incorporation 
are already making plans to fight 
the Issue again. 

Encouraged by their narrow 67-
vote defeat in the March 17 elec­
tion, they intend to campaign heav-
ii.v agaii;:'- accepting tfte chapter 
when it is finished, according to 
Herbert Koester, chairman of the 
Novl Farmers and Landowners as­
sociation. 

If the charter is not accepted, the 
commission will write a new one 
and present It to voters. If a charter 
is rejected three times, the village 
Issue is dead and the, charter com­
mission ceases to function.

We come back to N o v i . " 
The board turned down the rezon-

ing request in the face of a threat-
ened suit by nearby homeowners 
who claimed the theater would low-
er property values and be a nuls-
ance. 

Voting to reject the request were 
Clerk Hadley Bachert, Treasurer 
Ray Harrison and Trustee Stan Ba-
Ion. They, were opposed by Super­
visor Frazer Staman and Trustee 
Frank Watza. 

The drive-in was to be built south-
west of Pontiac Trail and West 
roads, with entrances along West 
road. 

According to Matt Skender, rep-
resenting the theater mterests, 
would have cost $330,000. It was to 
have been one of the most modern 
theaters in the state, with an alum 
Inum facade, postless '.'walkie talk-
le" speakers, and elaborate grounds. 

After the board denied his re 
quest to have the land rezoned from 
agricultural to commercial, Skend. 
er said:' 

"We'll look for another site now, 
and It won't be in Novi. This has 
already cost us $5,000 in various 
fees, and we don't want to go 
through the same thing again." 

Skender said his group will not 
approach Novi agam even if vil­
lage incorporation goes through lat-
er this year. 

A small delegation of homeowners 
spoke out against the drive-ln. They 
had appeared two weeks ago when 
the rezoning first came before the 
toivnship board for final approval. 

At that time their attorney claim-
the rezoning would violate the resi-
dentiai character of the neighbor-
bood.,and lower values of potential 
homesites. 

Township AttoITiey Anthony Renne 
read a supreme court decision 
which tended to back up that stand 
Monday night. Its gist was that zon­
ing should follow the trend of a 
neighborhood, and that "spot re­
zoning" is not to be allowed. 

Staman claimed that the area has 
no trend yet, since very few homes 
are built in the immediate vicinity 
of the theater site. 

Watza agreed, and said tlie thea­
ter would be an "improvement" In 
the neighborhood. 

But they were outvoted by other 
board members who went along 
with the "spot zoning'' claim. In 
addition, they noted that Skender 
had not provided a detailed plan 
as he had promised two weeks ago. 
(Skender said later that he had 
given such a plan to the zoning 
board several months ago, and did 
not knoiv what happened to it.) 

Petitions with some 61 signatures 
were presented by opponents of the 
theater. In voting to kill the rezon­
ing, Bachert argued that the pe­
titioners should not be ignored.

the county of Daerah Minahasa-
Medado in the state of Sulawesi-
Utara (formeriy the Celebes). As. 
such, he represents some 500,000 

persons. 
Raden Aboebakar is a public re-

lations officers for the governor of 
Java. 

Both have finished six months of 
study with the political science de-
partment at Wayne State university 
in Detroit. Now they will spend six 
months in the field, studying Am-
erican government on all levels. 

This week they were touring Oak­
land county and visiting county of­
fices in Pontiac. Next week one of 
them will leave for Cleveland while 
the other heads to Lansing. 

Finally, just before returning to 
Indonesia, they will journey to 
Washington for a short visit. 

Both take their experiences ser­
iously, for Indonesia is still in' its 
infancy and needs all the training 

and assistance it can get. 
It was only after Worid War II 

that the country came into being. 
After a long revolution, the former 
Dutch East Indies — which includ­
ed such famous names as Borneo, 
Sumatra and Java — were welded 
hito a single, independent nation. 

Even today, Indonesia suffers 
from internal unrest. A group of 
rebels is currently seekuig to un-
seat powerful President Sukarno, 
and for iveeks the news out of In-
donesia has been unpleasant. 

But by the time Walandouw and 
Aboebakar get back they hope. In 
donesia will be at peace agam, and 
they will be able to put into prac­
tice the tafbrmation they have gain­
ed from Novl and a score of other 
American communities.

N o v i W i l l soon go to court 
again — this time to block fur­
ther dumping o n a farm near 
W i l l o w b r o o k Vi l l age . 

The township board decided 
unanimously Monday night to 
fight a court injunction ordering 
N o v i not to interfere w i th a 
land-fi l l operation on Silver 
Farm near 10 M i l e and Meadow-
brook roads. 

Board members made the decision 
even though: 

— their own attorney said they 
would "probably lose'' the case. 

— the farm owner has threatened 
to sue for damages — possibly as 
much as $75,000 — if the board con­
tinues to interfere. 

The board's decision was greeted 
with open arms by more than a 
dozen Willowbrook residents who 
have complained for two months 
that the dumping is a nuisaiice and 

health hazard. 
The off-again-on-again feud be­

tween Nielsen and the board goes 
back to February when the' dump­
ing and protests first started. The 
board has twice denied Nielsen a 
permit and ordered him to stop the 
dumping. 

But last week, Nielsen countered 
with his court injunction, and the 
dumptrucks started rolling in again. 

When the board began discussing 
its next step Monday night. Town­
ship Attorney Anthony Renne ad-
vised that Novl work out a peace-
ful settlement with Nielsen Instead 
of forcing a court fight. 

Renne. c i t ^ a supreme ^court de-
lision .whiph tended to back up-

Niel8mv>--stand; tliat •.fr'n6id.umF.ing , 
ordinance cannot be used'to' pro­
hibit a non-commercial land fiil. 

Board members, despite Renne's 
strong plea for a settlement, agreed 
that they .should try to enforce the 
ordhiance even if it means an ex-
pensive court case. 

Asked if Nielsen could collect i 
damages if he whis the case, Renne 
conceded that he probably could not 
—since the board could prove it had 
acted hi good faith. This was enough 
for the board, and Renne was imme­
diately instructed to beghi counter-
action. 

Renne now will presumably ask 
for a counter-injunction to halt the 
dumping until the case can be 
heard in court. 

Renne's advice to drop the action 
was not well-received by the Wil­
lowbrook delegation. Several mut­
tered "defeatist'', and David Pried, 
an attorney himself, claimed the 
facts Ul the court case which Renne 
mentioned were not the same as 
in this case. 

The Willowbrook group got further 
into the picture by offerhig to testl-
fy that a dump at 10 Mile, and Hag-
gerty, operated by the same com-
pany that wants to fill Nielsen's 
property,,has been a health hazard 
and nuisance and was improperiy 
maintained. " 

Officers of the Willowbrook asso-
ciation intend to canvass the com-
munity for additional witnesses.
