" The action prompted one hiacker of the project to comment,

“It will be a long time before
we come back’to Novi.”

The board turned down the rezon-
ing request in the face of a threat-
ened suit by nearby homeowners
who claimed the theater would low-

Voting to reject the request were
Clerk Hadley Bachert, Treasurer
Ray Harrison and Trustee Stan Ba-
lon, They: were opposed by Super-
visor Frazer Staman and Trustee
Frank Watza.

The drive-in was to be built south-
west of Pontiac Trail and West
roads, with entrances along West
road, -

According to Matt Skender, rep-
resenting the theater interests, it
would have cost $330,000. It was to
have been one of the most modern
theaters in the state, with an alum-
inum facade, postless ‘“walkie talk-
fe"’ speakers, and elaborate grounds.

After the board denied his re-

‘(quest to have the land rezoned from

Michigan Week Position

Edward Cardinal Mooney, Catho-
lic Archbishop of Detroit, has ac-
cepted chairmanship of Spiritual
Foundations Day which will oppn
Michigan Week, May 4 to 10.

At this time Christians
draw guidance and strength, real-
izing God’s grace and forgiveness.

Long and narrow rooms — to
make a long and narrow room more
equal in proportion, paint the end
walls in a darker color than the
long side walls, Use a light color
on the ceiling.

Bread Lines vs, Bank Accounts

When are you spending too much
and not saving enough? When you
have extended yourself to the point
that you don't know where next
month’s rent is coming from if you
lose your job this week, then you
have obviously overextended. Un-
employment insurance, or tax-cut-
ting, or any form of “pump prim-
ing"” is like relieving pain with a
mustard plaster when a surgical
operation is really needed.

From the stories of bread lines
in places like Detroit, Michigan;
Saco and Biddeford, Maine; Long
Island; the West Coast; and a num-
ber of other areas where major
industries have slowed - down, it
seems that consumers have greatly
overextended themselves. Frankly,
this kind of situation scares me to
death. I have talked with merchants
in some of these areas. One, n
typical hardware store operator
who gives the outward appearance
of being very successful, says that
he could be folded up very easily.
All that has to happen is for a few
of his creditors to press him for
the payment of a few bills and he
is done, The situation in many areas
of our country parallels the old
game you used to play with dom-
inoes. Remember how you used to
stand the dominoes on end next to
one another in a long line, then
knock the first one down, and away
went all? A business depression is
like many an illness; only a change
in our habits and attitude toward
life can permanently cure it.

Without much doubt much of our
current recession was precipitated
by our labor leaders. I believe in
labor unions and once was assistant

It is easy to blame our present
difficulties on Mr, Eisenhower, or
the Republicans, or the Federal Re-
serve for their attempts to balance
our economy.

Even though Novi's fire trucks
and firemen were run almost rag-
ged, Novi was not hit as hard-as
Farmington township and other
more densely settled areas.

Hoping to keep it that way, Be-
Gole advised Novi residents:

— not to set a fire when winds
are high. i

— notto start fires during mid-
day, but instead to wait until late
afterncon or evening when humid-
ity is high and winds are down.

— not to start a fire without hav-
ing adequate hand tools and assist-
ance nearby in case it gets out
of control.

So far, Novi has not had to rely
on help from outside fire depart-
ments. The Novi department’s new
1,000 gallon tanker has made it pos-
sible for Novi'to handle its own,
BeGole said. .

The Ulnversity .of Michigan an-
nounced this week that its disaster
plan for southeastern Michigan Is
now being reviewed and will again
be ready for the upcoming tornado
season,

The plan, devised two years ago,
will mobilize the resources of the
university’s medical center to meet
any disaster — fire, tornado, explo-
sion — which causes more than 50
casualities, ’

Tornadoes are the greatest pres-
ent danger, The U.S. weather bur-
eau says Michigan's tornado season
will extend from April to Septem-
ber. Most twisters are expected
from May to July.

Last year, a small tornado lashed
through Novi. No serious injuries
were reported, but roofs were torn
off hopmes and scores of trees were
uprooted.

The disaster organization, headed
by Dr. Roger B. Nelson, associate
director of the hospital, will work
like this:

Once the emergency arises, hos-
pital employees will begin a fan-
system of telephone cells,” More
than 400 doctors will be notified to
report to emergency stations,

Radio and TV stations in the De-
troit-Ann Arbor area will broadcast
prepared- announcements.
