We do it in our subdivisions to cut down the cost of 
our homes. It might stagger the architects and dent the pride 
of community planners who envision Ivory towers that sym­
bolize the spiri't of their hometown, but it makes good busi­
ness sense. 

Few school districts face greater expansion in the immedi-
ate future than Northville. Few have less oportunity to ex­
pand their tax base with industry.

Increased costs are being weigh­
ed against the American principie 
of an education for aii who can ben­
efit from it and turn their talents 
to the betterment of the nation.

Superimposed over the basic prob­

lem is the need for keeping Amer­
ica abreast of the rest of the world. 
The 1958 problem in I«ichigan can 
be spelled out in dollar signs.

Students find it more difficult to 

malte ends meet, with increased 
fees and mounting costs of living. 
The taxation fieid to support edu­
cation is nearing saturation. 

The legislature has become the 
focal point of the issue. It is re­
quired by the constitution to raise 
by taxation the money necessary 
to support state government 

The probiem for legisiators: How 
to maintain basic governmentai ser­
vices, including higiier education, 
at a time when the tax burden is 
overpowering and the yieid from 
existing levies is dropping? 

Start with elementary and high 
schoois. 

For years, it was certain that the 
schoois' share of the state saies 
tax wouid be more than adequate 
to cover state aid payinents. That 
certainty ended two years ago, 

• • • 
At that time, local schools said 

they wanted state aid at the rate 
of Sl90 per pupil. To maise the for-
muia worlt, the state advanced 
$20,000,000 from money due the next 
year. 

To cover the same shortage in 
l957-,'i8, the legislature passed in-
creases in the iiquor and cigarette 
taxes. These are stiil in effect. 

The legisiature has again prom-
ised $190 per pupil for 1958-59 but, 
with 70,000 more students entering 
the system, another $16,000,000 will 
be needed. 

Some schoolmen estimate they 
wiii need even more in state aid — 
up to $210 per pupii. 

Just to stay even with the level 
of the past two years, the state is 
in deep financial trouble. The major 
issue is where to find the dollars 
to stay afloat. 

» • « 
Higher education is generally in 

the same position. 
The first proposed state budget 

for coileges and universities for 
1958-59 totaled $87,009,000, a cutback 
of 2.B percent from current expend-
itures. 

Educators were shocked at the 
reductions which faiied to even con. 
sider their requests for a total of 
$110,000,000 in the face of scien-
tific progress in the Soviet Union. 

They said that it the proposed 
stood, there wouid be no money 'for 
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orized and financed by the legisiat­
ure over the past three years. 

• * • 
College administrators found it 

hard to believe the legislature would 
cut back when It is so important 
to prepare for the "tidal wave" of 
students at college level which has 
been passing through lower grades. 
They are trying to deal with the 
greatiy increased number of high 
schooi graduates in the knowledge 
that a greater percentage than ever 
wili be seeking advanced training. 

Some legisiators feel that expan­
sion of coiiege programs has not 
always been in the most important 
areas. They have criticized some 
extension programs and night cours­
es. But educators remind that adult 
education courses are designed to 
pay for themselves; that federal 
monies pay, up to 40 percent of the 
cost of extension programs. 

They point out that these activi 
ties are pursued to help meet the 
complex needs of a complex society. 

• • « 
No matter who looks at it, the 

problem boils down to the old ques­
tion faced by lawmakers: Shall the 
expenditure be made to properly 
fiii the need; or shall we do the 
best we can with the funds avail-
able, without increasing the tax 
load? 

• * * 
Education is just one of many 

identicai problems with the dollar 
shortage. 

The state needs money to com­
plete construction of prisons, to 
meet the needs of Boys Vocational 
Schooi, to expand mental health 
facilities and fit the functions of 
all agencies to the age. 

• * * . 
Finance exoerts m the legislature 

are poking through every function 
of government to find extra money. 

The Conlin Plan, authored by Rep. 
Hollo G. Conlin (R-Tipton) to ex-
tend the 30-day payment of the 
state's liquor bills to a 90-day credit 
period has been signed into law. 
This maneuver is expected to bring 
in $9,000,000 by May and a total of 
$16,000,000 to $18,000,000. 

Another $60,000 has been request-
ed from the World War II and Kor-
ean veterans bonus fund. 

• * * 
The struggle to handle the state's 

financial problem wiii continue, 
probabiy until the final day of the 
legislative session. Plans to adjourn 
in mid April may have to be chang-
ed. Whatever the decision regard-
ing this year's program, it will be 
made only after numerous near-
irrestible forces have reckoned with 
numerous near immovable objects.

Babson Park, Mass. — Do you 
realize that school enrollments have 
increased this year for the I3th year 
in a row; and that right now one 
out of every four persons is attend­
ing school or college? This is why 
two national problems are reaching 
crisis proportions: (1) classroom 
space; and (2) the teacher shortage. 
How Is your community solving 
these problems? 

Classrooms and Money 

Already operating expenses of our 
public schools are consuming about 
50 percent of the budget in the av-
erage New England town; and I 
imagine this is typical of other 
areas across the country. School 
building committees simpiy cannot 
continue to spend the taxpayers' 
money as freely in the next ten 
years as they have in the past ten, 
for aiready in this slight recession 
home owners are finding their tax 
load more than they can bear. 

In 1952, we were short some 312,-
000 classrooms. The figure prob­
abiy approaches 509,000 today, des­
pite aii the buiiding already com­
pleted. How are we going to pay 
for these needed new schoolrooms? 
May I be bold enough to suggest 
that we cannot — at least not in 
the fashion we have been accus­
tomed to in the past! There must 
be some changes made. Let me ask 
you,' couid you afford a custom-
buiit automobiie at, perhaps $20,000? 
Your town can no more afford a 
custom-buiit school! If our federal 
government officials really want to 
help in this crisis, they will stop 
taiking subsidies for education and, 
instead, iead in designing prefab 
schooihouses that could ije mass 
produced — basic schooihouses that 
rooms couid be added to or sub­
tracted from, and which couid be 
moved elsewhere as occasion de­
mands. Communities are going to 
have to "put the horse back in front 
of the cart," first asking how much 
they can afford for a schoolhouse; 
then sending their buiiding commit­
tee out to buy the best they can 
afford. 

A Nciv Look In Education Needed 
To have the average elementary 

schnol lying idle for three months 
and to have the average high school 
catering to but a few summer pu-
piis compared with the total it 
might serve is poor economics. In 
many privately endowed institu­
tions of higher learning today, the 
seats are never allowed to cool off. 
Space is at a premium, and they 
know how to use iti 

I can hear the hue and cry from 
parents In your town already, 
when wc talk about running school 
contInuousiy, perhaps staggerIng 
vacations, and even operating Sat-
urdays. AII sorts of reasons are 
going to be gIvcn why a five-day, 
onc-sessIon, nlnc-moiith program 
Is a very sacred thing . . . but the 
only sacred thing about It is that 
we have always done It thot way! 

change in routine. After all,, one 
of the compensations of teaching is 
a long vacation. They will probably 
say that a longer day or week is 
psychologically unsound for both 
teachers and pupils. My own col­
lege administrators say that this is 
not necessarily so. Furthermore, if 
teachers would accept an 11-month 
job responsibility, a longer work 
day, and a longer work week like 
all other professional people, they 
could readily become more product-
ive and theu" incomes would be 
raised. 

School Committees could also 
help make much better teachers 
by cutting out a lot of ihc extra-

curricular nonsense. 
I do not forget that children can-

not be put on an educational pro 
duction liIie and have their educa­
tion added like parts to a car. Ed-
ucation is a process of reaction be­
tween student and teacher, and 
student and student. This, like a 
great work of art, takes time to put 
together; it takes reworking; it 
takes patience; it takes a master 
to produce good results. So I say 
to school committees and those con-
cemed with education, weigh your 
educational values, cut your heavy 
spendbig on bricks and mortar, 

make more economical use of your 
buildings and time, and immediate­
ly cut out the extracurricular non­
sense. 

Then, put your tax money where 
it will do the most good — into 
capable, inspiring, aiid devoted 
teachers.

The city of Northville atid 
Warren Products were scheduled 

, to return to court today in ano­
ther legal step towards settle-
ment of an annexation election 
held last November 19. 

The Baseline road firm took 
the city to court for the second 
time last December in an at-
tempt to avoid annexation to 
the city. The November 19 vote fav­
ored annexation of the 220-acre site 
in which the plant is located by a 
159 to 32 majority in the city and 
nine to five in the area annexed. 

Today attorneys representing War-
ren and the city are expected to 
appear briefly before the Oaltland 
county circuit court after which they 

-, will probably be aslced to submit 
briefs for court study. 

The case has met a series of de-
lays which began in December when 
the city asited for dismissal of the 
suit. In January the request was 
denied. 

Warren's suit challenges the law 
that provides for annexations by 
cities. Specifically, the firiii's at-
torneys contend that all rc-_ 

. of the township, not just the area 
to be annexed, should be allowed 
to vote. 

In 1956 Warren woIi reversal of 
an annexation vote of the same 
area by chargtag that the Vote was 
fraudulent. 

The annexed area .lies in Novi 
townsli!p».-aIu!'A:includes--''Northville 
Lumber &*Cbarcbmpariy and- a new 
suddivision under construction by 
the D 4 R Building company in 
addition to the Warren plant., 

The area is considered in the city 
of Northville at present aiid was 
placed on the city's tax rolls this 
year. Since the annexation election 
Novi township -has voted to incor­
porate as a village. If Warren was 
successful in winning reversal of 

-. th" annexation̂ ' the area would re-
tuiv. to the township, but would not 
he included as a part of the pro­
posed village. 

The case will undoubtedly attract 
the close attention of other cities 

-..planning annexations. It marks the 
first time that the law -has been 
challenged In court. Numerous an-
nexations .have been completed un-
der the law. Some 82 acres sur-
rounding A m e r m a n elementary 
school was annexed under this law 
from Novi township to the city last 
y^ar. Novi dropped its efforts to 
fight the annexation on the advice 
of its township attorney.

W i x o m Fights Dumping 

A l o n g V i l l a g e Roads 
Wixom has started a "no dump-

ing" campaign that's dead serious. 
Wixoin police and village officials 

are keeping a watchful eye for per­
sons who dump trash along the 
roadsides of the village. A fine of 

-$100 and/or 90 days in jail aocom-
panies the offense. Signs have been 

' ordered to post along the roads to 
warn against dumping. 

"Some people make a practice of 
dumping their trash along our vU-
lage roads," President Joseph Stad-
nik stated. He reported that one 
party threw a couch out, while ano-
ther was caught and released after 
he completely cleaned the area. 

Novi's fight to stop dumping 
. .i.ations o>i .i iuim near Wil -

lowbrook Village Was dropped 
last week after a circuit court 
judge told board members they 
Would have little chance of Win-
ning. 

But the judge did sign a de­
cree setting up stiff conditions 
under W h i ^ the land fill iAvA 
be conducted. - \ 

As a result, Wiilowbrook resident 
will have a large scale dump less 
than half a mile away from their 
350 homes for upwards of two years. 

The decision to drop the fight 
came after Oakland County Circuit 
Court Judge Frank L. Doty inspect­
ed the dump site and ruled inform-
ally that Novi's case was weak. 

He said the board would be risk­
ing a large damage suit if it held 
up dumping operations any longer. 

The dumping is designed to fill 
in several large holes on Silver 
Brook Farm on 10 Mile near Mead­
owbrook road. Eventually it will be 
developed for homes, according to 
Chris Nielson, owner of the farm. 

Nielsen had sparred with the 
board for two months before scoring 
his knockout last week. After the 
board had twice denied him a dump-
ing permit, Nielsen got a court in­
junction ordering Novi to stop in-
terferring with the dumping. 

The board then agreed two weeks 
ago to seek dismissal of the injunc­
tion and, if that failed, to call for 
an immediate hearing on the case. 

But Township Attorney Anthony 
Renne, after futilely urging the 
board to settle, with Nielsen rather 
than fighting him, .decided to get 
Doty's informal opinion before 
starting court action. 

Looking over the site. Doty said 
the circumstances seemed so sim­
ilar to those in a 1954 Supreme Court 
case that a judge would have to 
follow the decision in that case and 
rule in favor of the" dumpers. 

(The 1954 case involved a land 
fill operation on Plum Hollow golf 
course in Southfield township. The 
dumping firm — Land Development 
company — is the same one that is 
involved In the Novi issue.) '' 

Trustee Frank Watza said Doty 
told him: "You'd be foolish to buck 
the Injunction and risk a damage 
suit. It would be better to settle 
with him and have control over the 
dump." 

After Doty's visit, Renne polled 
board members by telephone and 
found most of them reluctantly in 
favor of dropping the fight. He then 
worked o«t:tbe agreement with Niel-
sen's attorney and Doty, and it was 

signed by the judge as a court de­
cree. 

At their meeting Monday night, 
board members anxiously explained 
that they were disappointed with 
Doty's ruling-but felt they could 
not risk a "$30,000-$50,000 suit." 

But several Wiilowbrook residents 
were quick to criticize both the 
board and Renne, who had incurred 
WUlowbrooK's wrath two weeks ago 
when he first suggested dropping 

Terms of No-Dumping Decree 

The dumping decree signed last 
week by Judge Frank L . Doty 
provides that Novi is not to Inter-
fere with the hind-fiU operation 
and that: 

— only dry rubbish, and no 
garbage, may be dumped. 

— there is to be no burning. 
— dumping must stop between 

June 30 and September 1 each 
year and must be compicted by 
June 30, 19C0. 

— during warm months, dump­
ers must use insect spray and 

must chloride roads leadhig into 
the dump. 

— the area must be fenced In, 
and trucks must be covered with 
tarpaulIns. 

— the dumping areas must be 
covered wIth dirt between June 
30 and September 1, and all evl-
dence of the dump must be clean-
ed up and covered by June 30, 
im. 

— any violation of these provi­
sions will be. treated as contempt 
of court.

— resolved to participate with 
the county in a connection to the 
Davis drain near 12 Mile and Beck 
roads. Residents of the area will 
be notified of the plans and proba­
ble costs, and a public hearmg will 
be called. 

— voted to join with several dozen 
other communities In a new organi-
zation to develop and control the 
Huron river basin. Supervisor Fraz-
er Staman was to represent Novi 
at the group's organization meeting 
in Ann Arbor last night. 

— heard, but did not accept, an 
offer from Bob Triplett to sell the 
township a site along Walled Lake 
for a proposed new fire hall. Trip­
lett asked <2,S00 for two pieces of 
land. (The state has refused Novi 
permission to build the fire hall in 
the township park, and plans have 
been stymied since then.) 

Decided to keep the present police 
car until the viilage issue is decid­
ed. The car has 64,000 miles on It 
but was recently overhauled. 

— tabled action concerning open­
ing the township park for summer 
trailer residents. Clerk Hadley Ba-
ehert suggested hiring some Novi 
man as park superintendent instead 
of Robert Richardson, a Detroiter 
who has run the park for a number 
of years.

Justice of the Peace Robert An­

derson said he, for one, was "not 
happy" with the decision and felt 
Judge Doty "may be wrong." 

James Newton, In asking who 
would police the area, somehow 
irked Renne to the point that the 
attpmey said anyone who thinks 
the board acted wrongly "is stupid". 

(Newton's question was later ans­
wered "by Supervisor Prazer Sta­
man: Building Inspector Harold 
Aekley is to inspect the dump, but 
individuals may make complaints 
and gather photographic evidence 
of violations.) 

David Fried, an attorney from 
Wiilowbrook, spoke out most strong­
ly against the board's action. He 
conceded that it is now too late to 
halt the settlement with Nielsen, 
but said Renne had used"'"the 
wrong approach" when Doty came 
out. 

Fried claimed the board should 
have been prepared with evidence 
that the dump would be a health 
hazard. The evidence, he said, could 
have been provided by a county or 
state health officer. 

Board members told Fried they 
had mentioned the possibility of 
contamination and health hazards 
to Doty, but that the mere "fore-
cast'' of dangers did not sway him. 

"Ii cases of contamination do oc-
cur,'' Renne said later, "private 
suits can be filed agamst the dump 
ers. But in the meantime, we'll 
have to obey the court decree." 

Whether the matter is closed now 
is not certain. At least one person 
claims the court settlement is not 
valid because Renne was not offi 
cially authorized by the board to 
go ahead with it.

Old wounds were opened Sat-
urday at Novi's annual IiieetIng 
when two township officials 
came under fire for allegedly 
failing to carry out the town­
ship's best interests. 

• Township Attorney Anthony Ren-
ne was "fired" by a vote of those 
present, but board members later 
agreed that the action was illegal 
and would not stand. 

A similar move to replace Build­
ing Inspector Harold Ackley failed 
to pass. 

Renne was quick to point to a 
state statute wiiich empowers only 
the township board to hire and fire 
such officiais as himself and Ack­
ley. All board members agreed that 
Renne's interpretation was correct. 

The move against the two men 
recalls the firing a year ago of 
Township Attorney Arch Leonard 
and Buildmg Inspector Cameron 
Lodge. That action was taken by 
the board itself, however, and con­
sequently stood. 

The motion not to renew Renne's 
contract after It expires in June 
was made by Leon Docho't, Nqvi 
civil defense director, and second­
ed by his sister. Miss Eugenie Cho-
quet. 

They charged that Renne had 
failed to fight for Novi's interests 
in two cases: an annexation suit 
against Northville which Renne raef-
tied out of court last i year, and a 
current fight to prevent dumping 
on a farm near Wiilowbrook (see 
story, this page). 

The motion to dismiss Renne was 
passed by a wide margin, though 
many persons present failed to vote. 

The motion to rehire Lodge as 
building inspector was made by 
Frank Davis and seconded by form­
er trustee Harold Miller, hut drew 
little support. 

Ackley, appointed to the job late 
iast year, was charged with falling 
to collect some $6,000-$7,000 in in­
spection fees from various indus­
tries. 

Several proposals to increase sal­
aries for Novi policemen failed to 
gain support. One proposal called 
for the purchase of a second police 
car and the hiring of an additional 
policeman. 

A budget item of ,$6,000 for a full-
time property assessor was criti­
cized, but stayed in the budget. No 
assessor wiii be hired until the out­
come of Novi's forthcomtag village 
election is known.

W i x o m P l a n n e r s 

Wlxom's iplanning commission has 
approved its new zoning ordinance 
and set April 25 as the date for a 
public hearing. 

The approval came only after 
two nights of discussion between 
the planners and the village coun­
cil, however. Monday evening the 
groups were deadlocked on which 
body should hold the public hearhig 
on the ordinance.. 

Tuesday evening the issue was 
resolved with an agreement to hold 
two public hearings. Under the law 
the council must adopt the ordin­
ance after approval by the planners. 

Herbert Abrams, chairman ot the 
planning commission, had sought 
to forego a plannhig commission 
public hearing in favor of a single 
hearing by the council. Village Pres­
ident Joseph Stadnik held that two 
hearings should be scheduled. 

The council's hearing and final 
adoption of the new ordinance will 
be held soon after the planners have 
completed the April 25 hearing and 
approved the ordinance for council 
consideration. 

Novi township's 1958-59 budg-
et has set another record, but in 
the long run it may be meaning­
less. 

The budget, approved Satur­
day at the annual township 
meeting, calls for an outlay of 
$113,609 as against $93,875 last 
fiscal year. 

But the figures don't show three 
possibilities that may alter the 
budget picture completely: 

— that Novi may become a vil­
lage during the fiscal year and that 
many of the township functions may 
be transferred to the village govern­
ment. 

— that Novi's tax revenue may 
drop considerable unless the pro­
posed county tax is lowered. 

— that some $15,000 for division 
of assets with Wixom and Northville, 
now provided for in the budget, may 
not hi paid. 

Except for the division of assets 
provision, it is basically the same 
budget set up for iast fiscai year. 

Salaries ($30,950), police protec­
tion ($28,800), and general expenses 
($20,675) again will take up the bulk 
of the township's money. The sal­
ary and police budget represent 
considerable increases over last, 
year, since more persons are now' 
on the payroll. 

Included in the salary category is 
$6,000 for a full-time property as­
sessor — a'job now held by Super-
visor Frazer' Staman. Money was 
budgeted for .Jh'e'siarh^urpose last 
year but was'not used. 

On the receipt side, Novi expects' 
to get $110,966.33 during the com-
ing year. This, coupled with a bal-
ance of $13,008.17 from last fiscal 
year, would give Novi $123,974.50. 
to cover its proposed expenditures 
of $113,609 - leaving a seemingly 
safe margin of more than $10,000. 

But Staman pouted out that 
Novi's estimated $40,000 in town­
ship tax receipts may be cut unless 
the county tax rate is lowered, as Is 
now being considered hi Pontiac. 

If the township tax rate is reduc-
ed by a high county tax, something 
presumably will have to be trimmed 
on the expenditure side. 

One possible savhigs might be the 
$15,000 allocated for division of as-
sets with Wixom and Northville. 
The board has already uidicated it 
will not pay Wixnm the money 
without a court fight, and the North-
ville money would be paid only if 
circuit court upholds last year's . 
election in which part of Novi was 
annexed to Northville.

Earth movers and steam shov-
elsi after a winter of hiberna-
tion, are on the move in North-
ville and Novi again. 

Here and there throughout 
the area, construction projects 
are underway —• homes, schools, 
roads, stores. 

Nowhere is the activity as 
great as along the northern out-
skirts of Northville. Within the past 
few weeks, the quiet countryside 
has been turned into madhouse of 
mud and noise. 

High on a hill west of North Cen-
ter, the new $1,850,000 Northville 
high school is already taking shape, 
only a few weeks after ground was 
broken. 

North of the high school site, just 
past Amerman school, a handful of 
new model homes is now open for 
visitors. This is Northville Heights 
subdivision. Soon, it will stretch 
across many acres, which already 
are being groomed for summer-time 
construction. 

Beiow, the school site, surveyors 
are sighting the lay of the land. 
Their data wiii go into plans for the 
new Eight Miie cutoff, which wiii 
run along Carlyle street, pass be­
tween the two schools, and hook up 
with Eight Mile near Taft road. 

Rows of sewer pipes will soon be 
set into the ground along Hill and 
Walnut streets to carry sanitary 
and storm waste from the high 
school and subdivision into the city's 
sewer system. 

It wiii be at least two years before 
the area settles back to normal. And 
by then, other sections of Northviiie, 
Novi and Wixom will be feeling 
simiiar throes of development as 
they make the transition from rural 
communities to modern suburbs.

Training professionals for the 
planning fieid is one of the jobs of 
The University of Michigan's Col-
lege of Architecture and Design. 

Courses give special attention to 
the needs of smaiier cities and com-
munities because more architects 
and planners actually work with 
small and medium sized cities than 
are employed by large metropoli­
tan areas, like New York or Detroit. 

U-M students project the develop-
ment of existing communities or 
starting from the ground up on a 
hypothetical city.

Cost cutting can heip suppiy the 
good iow-cost housing the United 
States really needs, according to a 
Michigan State university speciaiist. 

The selling price of the average 
house constructed it too iiigh for 
the average income, contends By-
ron M. Radciiffe, director of the 
four-year residential building cur-
ricuium at MSU. 

"The average income is around 
$5,000, limiting to $12,509 the price 
of a home a prospective buyer with 
this average income can purchase, 
Radciiffe declared. He pointed out 
that only 27 percent of U.S. houses 
built up to mid-1957 were at or be-
low this price. 

He said 44 percent of new houses 
cost $15,000 or more, taking an in-
come of at least $6,000 before an 
FHA-insured mortgage couid be ob-
tained. Yet only one third of Am-
erican famiiies have this income. 

Because builders cannot control 
labor and materials prices. Had-
dlffe feels cost cuts in construe-
tion methods and techniques are the 
best answers hi providing addition­
al housing. 

Some of his suggestions: elim-
inate the basement and save $1,500; 
centraiize plumbing to save extra 
materials; use "tilt-up" walls, built 
flat on the slab and then put up 
into position as nearly complete 
as possible; use dry wall, ready-
buiit windows and other such com-
ponents whenever possible; cut ma-
terial and time waste.

4. If the kite catches on a polt 
or tree, do not risk an electric 
shock or a bad fall by trying to 
retrieve it. 

5. Never fly your kite during an 
electrical storm. Ben Franklm used 
a kite in bis famous experiment 
but he was lucky not to have been 
killed.

Senator John P. Smeekens (R-Coldwater) said

On a nationai scale, it was repeated by Senator 
Knowiand of California, who campaigned for gov­
ernor on a piatform containing the "right-to-work" 
proposal. 

This idea, that a worker may not be forced to 
join a union to keen his job or obtain one, had been 
called political suicide. 

"It wouldn't be possible to pass the bill in Mich-
igan right now but it would be a good campaign is­
sue," said one leadmg Republican.

"I beiieve the voter shouid have his choice as 

between two parties, not a me and me-too choice."

T e a c h e r ' s D a y T o o L o n g 

Dear Sir: 

After reading Roger Babson's 
column in your paper, week after 
week, I finaiiy learned to avert 
eyes from even the headlines of his 
articles because his narrow, con­
servative, panacea-type solutions to 
the problems of the nation filled 
me with disgust. But, upon recom-
mendation of your editorial, which 
expressed much approval of iiis 
words, I read his most recent col-
umn and now I don't know whether 
to laugh or cry. I laugh when I 
think that these are the opinions 
of someone who is supposed to be 
informed; I cry when I think that 
they are recommended reading for 
Northville citizens. 

I am most concerned about his 
lInwarranted attack on the teach-
ing profession. After proposing the 
general idea that schoois should be 
used in the summer, Babson tosses 
off the statement that "teachers 
will probably oppose any change m 
routine," as if teachers would op. 
pose any change just because they 
are accustomed to some specific, 
set routme. He then proposes that 
teachers, "like all other profes­
sional people, . . . accept an 11-
month job responsibility, a longer 
working day, and a longer work 
week." 

Just what does Babson thmk 
teachers are doing now? As a first 
year teacher, I work approximate-
ly sixty hours a week, includmg 
classroom teaching, individual stu­
dent conferences, teacher's meet-
ings, preparation, and grading of 
papers. Experienced teachers tell 
me that this time will be shortened 
for me as I "learn" my profession, 
but as I observe them working the 
same hours I am working, I have 
my doubts. 

Yet Babson says that teachers' 
incomes wouid be raised if they 
put in extra time each day and each 
week. Teachers have been working 
extra hours for years and there has 
been no prominent sign of com-
munity interest in fair wages. With 
a master's degree in my field of 
specialization, English, I now earn. 

working about sixty hours a week, 
approximately twenty dollars more 
per week than I did when I worked 
for the local school system as a 
summer maintenance man for forty 
hours a week, no outside prepara-
tion, no committee meetings, and 
no worrying about how to help 
Johnny spell better, express him-
self clearly, or speak adequately. 
Teaching contains the great chal 
lenge to awaken, to build, to in-
terest the mind of the student 
Training, experience and skill are 
required for the job and it makes 
no difference whether a teacher 
has only himself (or herself) to 
support, or a family of six; salaries 
should be in agreement with the 
training and time that go into the 
job. 

Many teachers wouid welcome 
an U-month school position as many 
of them are forced to take other 
jobs, especially in the summer, to 
support their families. Other teach-
ers would like some financial con­
sideration for their summer school 
and night school attendance, which 
directiy benefits their teaching. For 
years the teacher has been the com-
munity plodder, using his "extra'" 
time in a thousands ways benefi-
cial to his school and community, 
who have thus benefitted from his 
training and experience. Teachers 
have shown no lack of desire to 
work professional hours; they have 
done it for years right here in 
Northviile. 

I paid a doctor seven dollars for 
a ten-minute office call a few Sun-
days ago, and I don't begrudge the 
doctor a penny of it; I respect his 
training and skill that helps me 
protect my health. But this makes 
me feel that perhaps I should be 
paid for spending Sunday afternooIi 
and evening grading themes, as 
use my particular training and 
skills to help protect our nation's 
future by training the future's lead-
ers. 

Frankly, the more I write, the 
angrier I become. The public 
schools, especiaiiy here in North-
ville, have professional teachers 
who work professional hours. The

Babson Park, Mass. - Usually 
do not comment at length on for-
eign affairs. However, recent de-
velopments In the Middle East 
could have far-reaching effects upon 
U.S. busmess. Therefore, I think 
readers may be helped to know my 
reaction to these happenuigs. 

Nasser's Stock Is Rising 
The formation of the United Arab 

Republic, consisting of Egypt, Syria 
and eventually, Yemen, Is a feather 
in the cap of President Nasser of 
Egypt. It win enhance his bargain-
ing power with both East and West. 
The new Repubiic is born of the 
traditional Arab hostility to the 
State of Israel and of Nasser's fear 
of the power of the feudai Arab 
Kings ot Iraq, Saudi Arabia and 
Jordan. 

This new Union means that Nas­
ser may have nearly absolute power 
over both Egypt and Syria and per-
haps over Yemen as well. It means 
that he can exercise a greater con­
trol over shipments of oil and other 
goods through the Suez Canal and 
that he can stop, at wiii if it be­
comes desirable, the flow ot oil 
through Syrian pipelines to the 
West. 

Wiii Tiierc Bc A Single 
Arab Oil Empire? 

Many observers believe Nasser's 
dream is to create a united Arab 
oil empire. To do this, the Egyptian 
leader must break the power of 
the feudal Arab Kings. Nasser is 
still a popuiar figure in the Arab 
world. He has tangled with Israel, 
Great Britain, and France and come 
out fairly well. Although he has 
not been able to better the lot of 
the average Egyptian, he has cap­
tured the imagination ot the mass-
es. It is just possible that he may 
break the power ot the Arab Kings 
and effect, for a time at least, a 
single federation of all the Arab 
states. This would be due to their 
common interests in oil and their 
common fear of the State of Is-
rael. 

However, for the moment, Nas 
ser's dreams of an oil empire Tiave 
been jolted by Iraq and Jordan, 
whose Kings have proclaimed a sep­
arate Arab Federation. To such it 
is possible that King Saud of Saudi 
Arabia may eventually adhere. In 
agreeing to form this federation 
with Jordan, Iraq may defect from 
the Baghdad Pact which binds her 
to the West. 

No Early Stability In the 
Middle East 

Nasser will drive hard bargains 
with Europeans and American oil 
interests operating in those areas 
over which he can exercise some 
control. During the next few years, 
tensions in Arab lands wili he high. 
The flow of oii to Europe may again 
be cut off or be slowed to a trickle. 
Certainly, it will cost more! 

There will be no early stability 
in the Middle East. The two chief̂  
Arab factions will jockey for posi-

tion, versus each other and Israel. 
It Nasser shouid come out on top 
in his struggle with other Arab 
interests, currently resisting his 
climb to power, he could become 
a most important oii dictator. How­
ever, much wiii depend upon how 
iong it takes the world to develop 
an economically feasible means of 
harnessing nuclear power. I fore-
cast that we will sometime fuid a 
cheap way to produce power 
through fusion, or through harness-
ing gravity. Then Nasser's, or his 
successor's power, based on con-
trol of strategic oil suppiies, could 
vanish. 

Egypt Couid Bc A Rich Land 

Studies show that Egypt's soil 
contains elements which would fav-
or vegetation if only her fields 
could receive sufficient irrigation. 
Unlike European countries and 
much of her own farm land, Egyp­
tian topsoil is still intact and the 
life-bearing minerals remain in her 
good earth. On the other hand, her 
people are very ignorant and poor. 

Some day, Egypt will have her 
Aswan dam and other vast irriga­
tion projects which will assure her 
sufficient water for good farming; 
but there first must come an entire 
change in her people's character. 
They are not yet using properly 
the water now available. Only then 
can the now arid lands of her great 
deserts bloom. I forecast, however, 
that the time will come when Egypt 
can be a most important country, 
but this is many years ahead. Don't 
now buy Egyptian land. Readers 
are justified in investing a reason­
able amount in oils; but let us 
confine such investments to com­
panies which do not depend too 
much on the Middle East. Further­
more, electric power will someday 
take "house heating'' away from 
the oil companies. 

AN ORDINANCE TO REGULATE 
THE POSSESSING, HARBORING,

The ToivnshIp of Northviile ordains: 
That the Dog Ordinance ot the 

Township of Northville is hereby 
amended by amending Sections 2, 
0, 11 and 14, thereof, to read as 
follows: 

SECTION 2. 

Upon application filed with the 
Township Clerk on or before the 
19th day of March, 1955 and the 
1st day of March In each calendar 
year thereafter, giving the full name 
and residence of the applicant and 
the name, breed, age, sex, color and 
markmgs of the dog, accompanied 
by a statement or certificate of a 
licensed veterinary surgeon show­
ing that the dog has been vaccin­
ated and immunized against rab­
ies within six̂  (6) months preceding 
the date of application, there shall 
be issued to each applicant a license 
to own or harbor the dog described 
in the application within the Town­
ship for the term commencing from 
the 1st day of March and terminal-
ing the last day of February fol-
lowuig, excepting as herein other-
wise provided. 

SECTION 9. 

Any person who shall have in his 
or her possession or control a dog 
which has contracted rabies or 
which has been subjected to the 
same or which is suspected of hav­
ing rabies or which shall have bit-
ten any person shall immediately 
deliver such dog to the Township 
Veterinarian who shall be appohit-
ed by the Township Board, and in 
default thereof such dog may be 
seized by or for the Township Vet 
erinarian and the owner ot the dog.

if known, shall be promptly noti 
fied, At the expense of the owner, 
the Township Veteruiarian shall 
test such dog for existence of rab­
ies. If at the conclusion of such 
test it appears that the dog is af-
flicted with rabies, or it the dog 
has bitten a person and.appears to 
be a fierce or vicious dog, it shall 
be destroyed, otherwise, it shall be 
returned to the owner. If the own­
er does not apply for the return, ot 
the dog within forty-eight (48) hours 
after the conclusion of the tests 
which show that the dog is not af-
flicted with rabies, the dog may be 
disposed of in the manner herein-
after provided for disposal of un-
claimed dogs. 

SECTION 11. 

It shall be the duty of the Dog 
Inspector to cause any and every 
dog so Impounded, seized or de 
livered as provided in Sections £ 
and 10 hereof that" has not been 
vaccinated as provided in Section 2 
hereof, to be vaccinated by the 
Township Veterinarian unless said 
dog is to be destroyed under the 
provisions of this ordinance; and 
no such dog shall be released that 
has not been vaccinated. No such 
dog shall be released by the Town­
ship Veterinarian or from the pound 
uniess the owner or person entitled 
to demand the same shall pay to the 
Township Clerk the sum of Two 
Dollars ($2,00) for first and second 
and Five Dollars ($5.00) for each 
subsequent impounding, seizure or' 
delivery of dog during a license 
year, plus Two Dollars ($2.00) per 
day, or fraction thereof, after the 
first day, for the care, custody and 
feeding of such dog, and the further 
sum of Two Dollars ($2.00) for each 
case where such dog has been vac­
cinated under the provisions of this 
section and shall procure and pro-
duce a proper license for said dog 

in the event that such dog shall not 
have aiready been duiy licensed. 
All money so received for the re-
lease or sale of dogs shall be paid 
forthwith into the Treasury of the 
Township. The ''first day" for the 
purpose of this ordinance shall be 
considered to run from the time 
the dog is picked up until 3:00 
o'clock in the afternoon of the fol-
lowing. 

SECTION 14. 
All dogs not claimed and not re­

leased within forty-eight (48) hours 
after being seized, delivered or im­
pounded or after they are subject 
to release may be destroyed by the 
Township Veterinarian or the same 
may be sold at the pound or place 
of business ot the Township Vet­
erinarian by a public outcry to the 
highest bidder at the hour of noon 
next succeeding the said forty-eight 
(48) hours, or otherwise disposed 
of; provided, that dogs impounded 
having been exposed to rabies, or 
any dog that has attacked a per­
son, shall be kept for such time 
and under such conditions as shall 
be required by the Township Vet­
erinarian.

With an election set for May 19, 
Wixom wiii probably be a city when 
its first tax is levied. Thus the vil­
lage will have a record of never 
having taxed its residents.

The-Tlofig-standing Warren' Prod-
ucts-NorthviUe. annexation' suit came 
nearer settlement last week after a 
hearing before Judge Clark J. Ad-
ams of the Oakland county circuit 
court. 

Judge Adams ordered attorneys 
for Warren Products to submit 
briefs stating their position within 
tour weeks from April 10. City At­
torney Philip Ogilvie will be given 
another two weeks to answer the 
Warren briefs.. 

The suit was brought by Warren 
after an election last November 
annexed 22fl-acres surrounding the 
Warren plant in Novi township to 
the city of Northville. The case is 
based entirely on the interpretation 
of the law enabling cities to annex 
areas of townships with only a vote 
of the city and the residents of the 
area annexed. Warren attorneys 
maintain the whole township is ef­
fected by the annexation and there-
fore should be allowed to vote. 

Judge Adams promised an early 
ophlion on the briefs. Presumably 
the decision will come ui late May 
or early June.

Dial telephone service Will 
come to the rest of Novi and 
Northville at 2:01 on July 20. 

At that moment, Michigan 
Bell will activate its complete 
new "FIeldbrook" exchange and 
retire the antiquated Northville 
exchange — one of the few re­
maining manual systems In the 
Detroit area. 

At the same time, Michigan Bell 
will put its new dial exchange buiid­
ing on North Center into operation. 

With the switchover to the Field-
brook exchange, Northville and Novi 
subscribers will have one of the 
most modern telephone systems ui 
the nation. 

John Kamego, area manager for 
Michigan Bell, said the new ex-
change will offer: 

— direct dialing to some 3,000 
phones within the exchange. 

— direct long-distance dialtag to 
an estimated 40,000,000 phones from 
coast to coast. 

— the latest in automatic billing 
facilities. 

Preparations for the switchover 
are already well underway. Michi-
gan Bell installers are now ready-
ing all telephones in the- exchange 
for dial service. The conversion wiii 
be completed well in advance of 
the July 20 cutover. , 

(Some 600 Fleldbrookspjjpnes have 
been in service in Novl; since last 
year.. They are now sensed by tem-
pprary dial facilities, located it. sir*, 
trailer next to the Novi township' 
hall. The trailer will be moved out 
after the new exchange building in 
Northville is activated.) 

Kamego said the new system will 
also allow users to dial directly to 
about 40 percent of the nation's 
phones without having to go through 
an operator. 

To call direct, the user simply 
dials ail area code number and 
then the desired local number. Such 
calls take less than 15 seconds to 
complete, Kamego said. 

(Plans are now being made for 
an international direct-dial system, 
Kamego said. Installation will prob-
ably start in 1959.) 

The automatic billing system in 
the new exchange building wili 
boost Accuracy by as much as 100 
percent, according to Kamego. 

The system uses perforated tape 
which automatically records the 
date, time and..,length of the call 
as well as the caller and the callee. 
The tapes are sent to Michigan 
Bell's accounting department, where 
the information is automatically 
computed into the customer's bill.

Ail homes and busmess establish­
ments in Novi will be surveyed dur 
ing the next 10 days to determine 
what equipment would be available 
in case of a civil disaster. 

The survey is part of Novi's re-
activated civil defense program; 
which so far has drawn more than 
200 volunteers.

M o v i n g to Northvi l le 

Keith Metcalf announced this 
week that the Novi agency of Farm­
ington Savings and Loan associa­
tion will move to Northviiie next 
month. 

Metcalf stated that he will also 
move his real estate business. The 
new location will be at 126 North 
Center street. The present occu­
pant, Northville Refrigeration, is 
planntag to move to Main street in 
the former Famous Stores location. 

Equipment which will be regis: 
tered during the door-to-door siir-
vey inciudes: chain saws, tractors,' 
acetylene torches, bulldozers, gen-
erators, tractors and station wag-
ons for use as ambulances. 

In addition, volunteers will record 
ail women who have trainhig as 
nurses aides and practical nurses, 
wiii check equipment available' at 
hardware stores, and wiii register 
the number of beds available at 
convalescent homes. 

The survey will be supervised by 
Director Leon Dochot and Co-Di­
rector Miss Eugenie Choquet. 

In the meantime, civil defense 
classes are continuing to draw sev­
eral dozen volunteers. 

More than '30 men are enrolled 
in a 13-week police .auxiliary course, 
and 44 women arc takmg part in a 
12-weBk standard and advanced first 
aid program. Upon completion of 
the courses, new classes wili be or-
ganized for other volunteers. 

In the meantime, scores of other 
civil defense workers have been 
assigned to rescue, fire'auxiliary, 
and other associated teams.

Plans for a multi-million dol* 
lar race traclc and sports pavil­
ion in Novi are still very much 
alive, The NovI News was told 
this week. 

Only a stalemate over sale of 
the track site has been holding 
up construction, said B. F. Greg-
oric, one of the principle back-
ers of the track. 

Gregoric said construction of the 
$5,500,000 structure can begin "im­
mediately" after the land sale is. 
finally completed. 

Gregoric said his group's option 
on the track site — north of Grand 
Fliver near Meadowbrook road - -
has run out. The sale is now being 
re-negotiated with the owner of the 
site. Dr. August Holcomb. 

The race track issue has been' 
dormant for more than a year, and 
many Novi residents and some offi-
ciais have speculated that plans for 
the elaborate sports center had died 
a quiet death. Gregoric refuted this 
emphatically. 

"We are very certain that the 
track ta Novi wiii be buiit," he said. 

No changes in plans have been 
made, he added. The track still 
would be a unique aluminum struc-
ture, with a slidmg all-weather 
dome. Eventually, the pavilion 
wouid include facilities for other 
sports as well as racing. 

Detailed blueprints have been 
ready for some time.Jie said, and 
all other coiistruction problems now 
anpeur to'be WIftked otit. - . . ^

tact with officials at the state rac-
ing commission, top harness horse 
breeders, and such snorts figures 
as Jack Ivory.

The race track issue burned 
brightly in Novi early to 1957. Many 
residenU of Wiilowbrook Village 
and the area near the track site 
were opposed to the plans. 

It was finally settled in a refer-
endum election in February, 1957, 
when voters decisively approved re-
zoning the site to heavy manufac-
turlng. In effect, the vote was a 
public sanction to go ahead with 
the track.

Each Tuesday night, the basement 
of the Novi school building is con-
verted into a small rifle range. 

With expert instructors coaching 
theril, upwards of 30 young Nov! 
marksmen line up on the firing line 
and begin squeezing off rounds from 
their :22s. 

The weekly rifle instruction is now 
in its third year, "and is more pop-
ular than ever. 

The group operates under the 
strict regulations of the National 
Rifle association though it has no 
formal sponsor. 

"They're just a group of kids 
who like to-shoot," says Don Kna-
die, a Novl. school teacher and one 
of the advisers. 

Khodle, Homer Kent, and Novi 
Fire Chief Fred Loynes have as­
sumed the responsibility of running 
the weekly sessions. Kent gives the 
actual instruction. 

Under NRA regulations, each 
shooter gradually p r o g r e s s e s

through various stages (marksman, 
sharpshooter, and expert riflemen) 
and learns to fire from prone, sit-
tulg, kneelhlg and standuig posi-
tions. 

As an added attraction, they often 
practice with .22 pistols. 

So far, the results have been 
very encouraging — both in the 
scores registered and the lessons 
learned. 

Several of the, riflemen are now 
in the expert category, averaging 
more than 90 out of a possible 100 
points. Two of the top shots are 
Denny Snow, who Jres right around 
95, and Susan Pharo, who startled 
veteran shooters by firing an 87 the 
first time she tried it. 

Scores aren't everything, however. 
The riflemen are constantly taught 
safety precautions, construction of 
firearms, and good sportsmanship. 

"It really pays off,'' say Knodie. ' 
"With more than 150,000 persons 
firing on NRA ranges last year, not 
one was kiiied or injured."
