T e a c h e r ' s D a y T o o L o n g 

Dear Sir: 

After reading Roger Babson's 
column in your paper, week after 
week, I finaiiy learned to avert 
eyes from even the headlines of his 
articles because his narrow, con­
servative, panacea-type solutions to 
the problems of the nation filled 
me with disgust. But, upon recom-
mendation of your editorial, which 
expressed much approval of iiis 
words, I read his most recent col-
umn and now I don't know whether 
to laugh or cry. I laugh when I 
think that these are the opinions 
of someone who is supposed to be 
informed; I cry when I think that 
they are recommended reading for 
Northville citizens. 

I am most concerned about his 
lInwarranted attack on the teach-
ing profession. After proposing the 
general idea that schoois should be 
used in the summer, Babson tosses 
off the statement that "teachers 
will probably oppose any change m 
routine," as if teachers would op. 
pose any change just because they 
are accustomed to some specific, 
set routme. He then proposes that 
teachers, "like all other profes­
sional people, . . . accept an 11-
month job responsibility, a longer 
working day, and a longer work 
week." 

Just what does Babson thmk 
teachers are doing now? As a first 
year teacher, I work approximate-
ly sixty hours a week, includmg 
classroom teaching, individual stu­
dent conferences, teacher's meet-
ings, preparation, and grading of 
papers. Experienced teachers tell 
me that this time will be shortened 
for me as I "learn" my profession, 
but as I observe them working the 
same hours I am working, I have 
my doubts. 

Yet Babson says that teachers' 
incomes wouid be raised if they 
put in extra time each day and each 
week. Teachers have been working 
extra hours for years and there has 
been no prominent sign of com-
munity interest in fair wages. With 
a master's degree in my field of 
specialization, English, I now earn. 

working about sixty hours a week, 
approximately twenty dollars more 
per week than I did when I worked 
for the local school system as a 
summer maintenance man for forty 
hours a week, no outside prepara-
tion, no committee meetings, and 
no worrying about how to help 
Johnny spell better, express him-
self clearly, or speak adequately. 
Teaching contains the great chal 
lenge to awaken, to build, to in-
terest the mind of the student 
Training, experience and skill are 
required for the job and it makes 
no difference whether a teacher 
has only himself (or herself) to 
support, or a family of six; salaries 
should be in agreement with the 
training and time that go into the 
job. 

Many teachers wouid welcome 
an U-month school position as many 
of them are forced to take other 
jobs, especially in the summer, to 
support their families. Other teach-
ers would like some financial con­
sideration for their summer school 
and night school attendance, which 
directiy benefits their teaching. For 
years the teacher has been the com-
munity plodder, using his "extra'" 
time in a thousands ways benefi-
cial to his school and community, 
who have thus benefitted from his 
training and experience. Teachers 
have shown no lack of desire to 
work professional hours; they have 
done it for years right here in 
Northviile. 

I paid a doctor seven dollars for 
a ten-minute office call a few Sun-
days ago, and I don't begrudge the 
doctor a penny of it; I respect his 
training and skill that helps me 
protect my health. But this makes 
me feel that perhaps I should be 
paid for spending Sunday afternooIi 
and evening grading themes, as 
use my particular training and 
skills to help protect our nation's 
future by training the future's lead-
ers. 

Frankly, the more I write, the 
angrier I become. The public 
schools, especiaiiy here in North-
ville, have professional teachers 
who work professional hours. The

Babson Park, Mass. - Usually 
do not comment at length on for-
eign affairs. However, recent de-
velopments In the Middle East 
could have far-reaching effects upon 
U.S. busmess. Therefore, I think 
readers may be helped to know my 
reaction to these happenuigs. 

Nasser's Stock Is Rising 
The formation of the United Arab 

Republic, consisting of Egypt, Syria 
and eventually, Yemen, Is a feather 
in the cap of President Nasser of 
Egypt. It win enhance his bargain-
ing power with both East and West. 
The new Repubiic is born of the 
traditional Arab hostility to the 
State of Israel and of Nasser's fear 
of the power of the feudai Arab 
Kings ot Iraq, Saudi Arabia and 
Jordan. 

This new Union means that Nas­
ser may have nearly absolute power 
over both Egypt and Syria and per-
haps over Yemen as well. It means 
that he can exercise a greater con­
trol over shipments of oil and other 
goods through the Suez Canal and 
that he can stop, at wiii if it be­
comes desirable, the flow ot oil 
through Syrian pipelines to the 
West. 

Wiii Tiierc Bc A Single 
Arab Oil Empire? 

Many observers believe Nasser's 
dream is to create a united Arab 
oil empire. To do this, the Egyptian 
leader must break the power of 
the feudal Arab Kings. Nasser is 
still a popuiar figure in the Arab 
world. He has tangled with Israel, 
Great Britain, and France and come 
out fairly well. Although he has 
not been able to better the lot of 
the average Egyptian, he has cap­
tured the imagination ot the mass-
es. It is just possible that he may 
break the power ot the Arab Kings 
and effect, for a time at least, a 
single federation of all the Arab 
states. This would be due to their 
common interests in oil and their 
common fear of the State of Is-
rael. 

However, for the moment, Nas 
ser's dreams of an oil empire Tiave 
been jolted by Iraq and Jordan, 
whose Kings have proclaimed a sep­
arate Arab Federation. To such it 
is possible that King Saud of Saudi 
Arabia may eventually adhere. In 
agreeing to form this federation 
with Jordan, Iraq may defect from 
the Baghdad Pact which binds her 
to the West. 

No Early Stability In the 
Middle East 

Nasser will drive hard bargains 
with Europeans and American oil 
interests operating in those areas 
over which he can exercise some 
control. During the next few years, 
tensions in Arab lands wili he high. 
The flow of oii to Europe may again 
be cut off or be slowed to a trickle. 
Certainly, it will cost more! 

There will be no early stability 
in the Middle East. The two chief̂  
Arab factions will jockey for posi-

tion, versus each other and Israel. 
It Nasser shouid come out on top 
in his struggle with other Arab 
interests, currently resisting his 
climb to power, he could become 
a most important oii dictator. How­
ever, much wiii depend upon how 
iong it takes the world to develop 
an economically feasible means of 
harnessing nuclear power. I fore-
cast that we will sometime fuid a 
cheap way to produce power 
through fusion, or through harness-
ing gravity. Then Nasser's, or his 
successor's power, based on con-
trol of strategic oil suppiies, could 
vanish. 

Egypt Couid Bc A Rich Land 

Studies show that Egypt's soil 
contains elements which would fav-
or vegetation if only her fields 
could receive sufficient irrigation. 
Unlike European countries and 
much of her own farm land, Egyp­
tian topsoil is still intact and the 
life-bearing minerals remain in her 
good earth. On the other hand, her 
people are very ignorant and poor. 

Some day, Egypt will have her 
Aswan dam and other vast irriga­
tion projects which will assure her 
sufficient water for good farming; 
but there first must come an entire 
change in her people's character. 
They are not yet using properly 
the water now available. Only then 
can the now arid lands of her great 
deserts bloom. I forecast, however, 
that the time will come when Egypt 
can be a most important country, 
but this is many years ahead. Don't 
now buy Egyptian land. Readers 
are justified in investing a reason­
able amount in oils; but let us 
confine such investments to com­
panies which do not depend too 
much on the Middle East. Further­
more, electric power will someday 
take "house heating'' away from 
the oil companies. 

AN ORDINANCE TO REGULATE 
THE POSSESSING, HARBORING, 
OWNERSHIP AND RUNNING AT 
LARGE OF DOGS; TO PROVIDE 
FOR THEIR VACCINATION AND 
FOR THE DESTRUCTION OF VIC­
IOUS AND DISEASED DOGS IN 
THE TOWNSHIP OF NORTH­
VILLE; TO PROVIDE PENALTIES 
FOR VIOLATION THEREOF. 

The ToivnshIp of Northviile ordains: 
That the Dog Ordinance ot the 

Township of Northville is hereby 
amended by amending Sections 2, 
0, 11 and 14, thereof, to read as 
follows: 

SECTION 2. 

Upon application filed with the 
Township Clerk on or before the 
19th day of March, 1955 and the 
1st day of March In each calendar 
year thereafter, giving the full name 
and residence of the applicant and 
the name, breed, age, sex, color and 
markmgs of the dog, accompanied 
by a statement or certificate of a 
licensed veterinary surgeon show­
ing that the dog has been vaccin­
ated and immunized against rab­
ies within six̂  (6) months preceding 
the date of application, there shall 
be issued to each applicant a license 
to own or harbor the dog described 
in the application within the Town­
ship for the term commencing from 
the 1st day of March and terminal-
ing the last day of February fol-
lowuig, excepting as herein other-
wise provided. 

SECTION 9. 

Any person who shall have in his 
or her possession or control a dog 
which has contracted rabies or 
which has been subjected to the 
same or which is suspected of hav­
ing rabies or which shall have bit-
ten any person shall immediately 
deliver such dog to the Township 
Veterinarian who shall be appohit-
ed by the Township Board, and in 
default thereof such dog may be 
seized by or for the Township Vet 
erinarian and the owner ot the dog.

if known, shall be promptly noti 
fied, At the expense of the owner, 
the Township Veteruiarian shall 
test such dog for existence of rab­
ies. If at the conclusion of such 
test it appears that the dog is af-
flicted with rabies, or it the dog 
has bitten a person and.appears to 
be a fierce or vicious dog, it shall 
be destroyed, otherwise, it shall be 
returned to the owner. If the own­
er does not apply for the return, ot 
the dog within forty-eight (48) hours 
after the conclusion of the tests 
which show that the dog is not af-
flicted with rabies, the dog may be 
disposed of in the manner herein-
after provided for disposal of un-
claimed dogs. 

SECTION 11. 

It shall be the duty of the Dog 
Inspector to cause any and every 
dog so Impounded, seized or de 
livered as provided in Sections £ 
and 10 hereof that" has not been 
vaccinated as provided in Section 2 
hereof, to be vaccinated by the 
Township Veterinarian unless said 
dog is to be destroyed under the 
provisions of this ordinance; and 
no such dog shall be released that 
has not been vaccinated. No such 
dog shall be released by the Town­
ship Veterinarian or from the pound 
uniess the owner or person entitled 
to demand the same shall pay to the 
Township Clerk the sum of Two 
Dollars ($2,00) for first and second 
and Five Dollars ($5.00) for each 
subsequent impounding, seizure or' 
delivery of dog during a license 
year, plus Two Dollars ($2.00) per 
day, or fraction thereof, after the 
first day, for the care, custody and 
feeding of such dog, and the further 
sum of Two Dollars ($2.00) for each 
case where such dog has been vac­
cinated under the provisions of this 
section and shall procure and pro-
duce a proper license for said dog 

in the event that such dog shall not 
have aiready been duiy licensed. 
All money so received for the re-
lease or sale of dogs shall be paid 
forthwith into the Treasury of the 
Township. The ''first day" for the 
purpose of this ordinance shall be 
considered to run from the time 
the dog is picked up until 3:00 
o'clock in the afternoon of the fol-
lowing. 

SECTION 14. 
All dogs not claimed and not re­

leased within forty-eight (48) hours 
after being seized, delivered or im­
pounded or after they are subject 
to release may be destroyed by the 
Township Veterinarian or the same 
may be sold at the pound or place 
of business ot the Township Vet­
erinarian by a public outcry to the 
highest bidder at the hour of noon 
next succeeding the said forty-eight 
(48) hours, or otherwise disposed 
of; provided, that dogs impounded 
having been exposed to rabies, or 
any dog that has attacked a per­
son, shall be kept for such time 
and under such conditions as shall 
be required by the Township Vet­
erinarian.

Two important projects in Wixom's 
developing government were nearly 
completed this week. 

The most important from a finan-
cial standpoint was the announce-
ment by President Joseph Stadnik 
that the viliage assessment had 
been finished. 

Assessor James Gardner's ap­
praisals showed Wixom's assessed 
valuation to be $0,264,040. Heal 
property totaled $6,275,190, while 
personal property valuation came to 
$2,938,050. 

Approximately $8,000,000 of Wix-
om's total assessed valuation comes 
from the Ford Motor company's 
Lincoin division plant. 

With the completion of the assess­
ing Stadnik pointed out that the 
way is now clear for the village 
council to write its first budget. 
First tax bills will be sent out in 
July. 

Since taking office last July, Wix­
om has been operating without local 
tax revenue. Sales tax and buiiding 
permit monies have been the mam 
source of income for the village. 

With an election set for May 19, 
Wixom wiii probably be a city when 
its first tax is levied. Thus the vil­
lage will have a record of never 
having taxed its residents.

Dial telephone service Will 
come to the rest of Novi and 
Northville at 2:01 on July 20. 

At that moment, Michigan 
Bell will activate its complete 
new "FIeldbrook" exchange and 
retire the antiquated Northville 
exchange — one of the few re­
maining manual systems In the 
Detroit area. 

At the same time, Michigan Bell 
will put its new dial exchange buiid­
ing on North Center into operation. 

With the switchover to the Field-
brook exchange, Northville and Novi 
subscribers will have one of the 
most modern telephone systems ui 
the nation. 

John Kamego, area manager for 
Michigan Bell, said the new ex-
change will offer: 

— direct dialing to some 3,000 
phones within the exchange. 

— direct long-distance dialtag to 
an estimated 40,000,000 phones from 
coast to coast. 

— the latest in automatic billing 
facilities. 

Preparations for the switchover 
are already well underway. Michi-
gan Bell installers are now ready-
ing all telephones in the- exchange 
for dial service. The conversion wiii 
be completed well in advance of 
the July 20 cutover. , 

(Some 600 Fleldbrookspjjpnes have 
been in service in Novl; since last 
year.. They are now sensed by tem-
pprary dial facilities, located it. sir*, 
trailer next to the Novi township' 
hall. The trailer will be moved out 
after the new exchange building in 
Northville is activated.) 

Kamego said the new system will 
also allow users to dial directly to 
about 40 percent of the nation's 
phones without having to go through 
an operator. 

To call direct, the user simply 
dials ail area code number and 
then the desired local number. Such 
calls take less than 15 seconds to 
complete, Kamego said. 

(Plans are now being made for 
an international direct-dial system, 
Kamego said. Installation will prob-
ably start in 1959.)

The race track issue has been' 
dormant for more than a year, and 
many Novi residents and some offi-
ciais have speculated that plans for 
the elaborate sports center had died 
a quiet death.

More cases of tuberculosis are be­
ing found in 1958 than last year, he 
said.

Just when our state mental health department was making a 
desperate pica for more funds iast week it suddenly found Itself in 
tiic midst of another legislative investigation. 

Charges of brutality in Coidivater and Caro institutions levied 
by two members of the house of representatives took the spotlight 
off thc budget and focused it on the mental health department. 

Editorially, Thc Detroit Free Press labeled thc investigation 
"required" and caiied for aii eases of menial patient mistreatment 
to be "diligently tracked doivn". 

Timing of the invesligniion couidn't have been better, even if it 
had been planned. With time out for another investigation (iast year 
Northville State hospiiai ivas given ihe once over by representatives 
for aliowing siiort-iianded aiiendanis to be attacked by patients) 
some of the pressure might be taken off ihe budget request. 

Obviously, no one can deny that mistreatment of Inenial patients 
cannot be permitted. It is a condition that directors of aii our state 
institutions must constantly fight. 

Even noiv, according to Dr. P. N. JJrown of Northviiie Slate 
hospitai, a simiiar charge is undergoing Investigation at our local 
institution. In his term here lie iias conducted a dozen such Inquiries. 

lViiat seems more Important is the underlying cause of these 
outbursts . . . both by patient and attendant . . . In our meniai iios-
pilais. 

According (o Dr. Broivn and Slate Director Ciiarles F. Wagg, 
the cause is simply lack of sufficient money (o properly operate 
our institutions. 

At Northville for example, 899 cmpicyces arc doing thc job 
that Dr. Brown sought 1180 persons to fuifiil under "minimum" re-
quircmcnis. 

What happens under these conditions? How does a hospital 
operate? Obviously, far from peak efficiency. 

Attendants receive iess training tiian desirabie. Patients go 
without many rehabilativc services thcy should receive, thus their 
recovery is sloiver. Undei'slaffcd wards become danger spots. 

H'e doubt that any menial hospital director resents investiga-
tions hy lcgisiaiive committees. But he knows what the trouble 'is 
and carefuliy points it out In ids yearly budget report. 

Tile danger of short-changing our IneniaI institutions Is very 
reai to ihe inen and women working inside their ivails. Small ivondcr 
Dr. Brown has likened his position to that of being on a "poivder 
keg". 

Wc hope that our investigating legislators will iook again at 
the mental health budget and find ŝomeplace else to pare expenses. 

It ivould certainly brighlcn the outlook for lUental Reallh Week, 
April 27 to May 3.

GOV. WILLIAMS wiii be tiie first 
Michigan chief executive getting a 
chance lo use reorganization pow. 
ers sought by government reform-
ers for eight years.

Many people were amazed when 

Republicans joined Democrats to 
enact a law enabling the governor 
to reorganize state government, 
heid in check oniy by a legislative 
veto. 

The whoie system reverses the 
normai relationship between the leg-
isiature and the governor, in which 
the iawmakers enact and the gov­
ernor vetoes or approves, 

p • « 
The history of the idea in Michi-

gan began wjth an ambitious re-
search program started eight years 
ago. 

Launched by the legislature, the 
survey dug into every phase of 
state government and made 31 re-
ports. The executive reorganization 
pian was the pivot ot them ail. 

« • • 
Numerous proposals for specific 

reforms were the twigs on the tree, 
but the executive reorganization 
idea was the trunk. 

Researchers reasoned that the ad-
ministrative head of government 

J shouid be responsible for his own 
'operations and shouid be the most 
famiiiar with the weaknesses and 
strengths of the agencies. 

• « • 
The executive reorganization pian 

was offered to the legisiature each 
year and each year it was defeated 
or left to gather dust in a commit­
tee room pigeon hole. 

Oniy a few poiilical scientists be 
iieved it would pass this year. It 
passed the House GG-36 and tho Sen­
ate 10-lL ... 

Critics of the idea argued that 
the legisiature is the state's law-
making body and shouid propose, 
debate and iron the kinks out of 
reorganization ideas before they are 
put into effect. 

Backers of the idea said that the 
legislature, in session for ' three 
months or more each year, could 
not possibly know the detaiis of a 
functioning department and whether 
it shouid be merged with another. 

The bill, as passed by both hous-
es, allows the governor to propose 
mergers and abandonment of agenc-
ies but he cannot propose new 
agencies. 

Either house can veto the pro-
posais, and affirmative votes by 
both are needed before the pro-
posais can be put into effect. 

. • * 
For years, separate attempts have 

been made to merge aii health 
agencies under a singie adminis-
trative office; each operating sep-
arateiy, but their work coordinated 
by a singie head. 

It has aiso been proposed that 
the dozens of state regulatory and 
licensing agencies be merged, that 
a clear distinction be made between 
some overlapping welfare and 
heaith functions. 

The whole idea of the survey 
eight years ago was to centralize 
control of government as well aa 
responsibility, giving voters a clear-
cut view of the record of candl-
dates. 

* . * 
The new law is a personal vie. 

tory for Senator Frank Andrews 
(R-Hillman) but' the manner of its 
birth as a law deprived him of 
credit for its passage, 

Andrews inherited chairmanship 
of the legislative committee on state 
government reorganization (the 
"Littie Hoover Commission") from 
former Rep. Robert M. Montgom­
ery in 1952. 

Research work had been accom­
plished and Andrews undertook the 
tougher job of piloting its recom 
mendations through the legislature. 
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Safeguards have been written into 
the law. 

The governor may make his pro-
posais within 36 days after the leg­
islature convenes in January. The 
legislature then will have liO days 
in which to act. 

If the iegisiature does not approve 
or disapprove of the proposals, they 
will become law 90 days after the 
session ends. 

Built-in opposition to giving Wil­
liams more power thwarted him at 
almost every turn. 

Time after time, the proposals 
were introduced by Andrews, only 
to be kiiied off in committee. Oo-
casionaiiy, some reached the floor 
where the demise was a public 
affair. 

* « * 
This time, the reorganization bill 

was first sponsored in the House ot 
Representatives. Andrews, who did 
the grueling work ot promotion, can-
not be listed as a sponsor. 

But, when the people who follow­
ed the course of the program see it 
in action in the future, there wiii 
come to mind the tail, strong figure 
of the man from Hillman.

The state heaith department has 
requested all local health depart­
ment nurses to collect immunization 
information when making routine 
calls to private homes.

Babson Park, Mass. — I am writ­
ing this after a visit to Florida, and 
should be more optimistic. April is 
a wonderful month there. The form­
er cold weather and freezes are 
now over. The cold and rains are 
entirely forgotten. In fact, they will 
give Florida better crops and more 
tourists next winter than ever be­
fore. 

Published Figures Arc UnfaIr 
My time there enabied me to read 

more newspapers than usual, and 
it seems as if economic iiistory may 
report, in years to come, that the 
1958 "recession" was started in 
Washington. Many Congressmen 
there seem to be .void of ail reason. 
Like people in a haii where a fire 
has started, they are panicky and 
rushing headiong. Oniy they are 
looking for a way to "get in", 
rather than to "get out"! 

I know nothuig about poiitics, but 
I do know my "statistics". The 
current figures on unemployment 
are very deceptive. They compare 
with oniy the past few years when 
both husband and wife have been 
working. This, however, has been 
an abnormal situation. I have 
roughiy completed statistics for the 
number of families today without 
a wage earner compared with pre­
vious years. Although 5 percent or 
more persons may be unemployed, 
my estimate is that less than 1 per­
cent of the families today are with­
out wage earners. Is this a de­
pression? 

What About Thc Cures? 
Before the Franklin Roosevelt 

era, every depression was allowed 
to "take its natural course.'' I per 
sonally have been through four such 
depressions. They developed be-
cause of (1) inefficiency, (2) care-
less spending, (3) dishonesty, (4) 
high living costs, and (5) unprinci­
pled labor leaders; that these five 
fundamental evils resulted in 
business decline with increasing un-
employment until the nation had a 
"spiritual awakening''. Then those 
evils were replaced by (1) effi­
ciency, (2) thrift, (3) honesty, (4) 
lower living costs, and (5) reason-
able labor leaders, and prosperity 
returned. 

To bruig us out of-the last Great 
Depression, various quack "medi­
cines, pills and plasters" were used. 
Among these gimmicks iet me men­
tion unemployment insurance, vet­
erans' payments, federal building 
loans, old age pensions, minimum 
wages, unsound taxes on business, 
unfair labor legislation, farm price 
supports, and finally the NRA fix-
ing of retail prices. This last was 
declared unconstitutional by the 
U.S. Supreme Court, and the house 
of 'cards collapsed. Then business 
again improved and we soon enter­
ed another period of prosperity. No 
Congressman knows yet whether 
the "New Deal" or the Supreme 
Court Decision created the new 
prosperity; but we do know it was 
at the expense of our dollar value, 
which declined to fifty cents. 

Most Congressmen 
Arc Now Too Rasty 

From recent interviews with 

Washington officials, these men 
seem Very confused. I point out 
them that the present recession has 
occurred notwithstanding the fact 
that practically all the above New 
'Deal "remedies" are still in force. 
If they worked in the "Thirties' 
why have they not already prevent-
ed this business recession? The 
Congressmen up for election are 
unable to answer this question. Yet; 
they want these gimmicks increased 
and others added. They want more 
synthetic "cures" put into effect 
AT ONCE, with a cut in taxes 
added. Never before has such an 
economic panic existed in Washing­
ton, arising in so short a time with 
such iittie definite leadership. I be-
iieve President Eisenhower feels IN 
HIS HEART as most economists do, 
but that he is not a free man. 
wish — when reading his Bible — 
he would seriousiy note the 14th 
Chapter of First Corinthians, the 
8th verse. 

Now to conclude my little sermon 
The truth is that no one knows 
whether these proposed "cures' 
will bring back prosperity or not 
you, my readers, know as much 
about that as anyone. But we do 
know that further devaluation of 
the dollar wiii foiiow. During the 
180 years of U.S. history, the New 
Deal "cures" have never before 
been applied so early in a depres­
sion or recession.. Therefore, in­
creasing them now cannot logically 
be based upon any previous tests. 
Furthermore, if these panicky con-
gressmen were not running for of­
fice, they would not now be calling 
for paui removers, plasters, and 
tranquilizers. Finally, let us all re-
member that even today, with the 
"terrible unemployment'', less than 
1 percent of our families are with-
out a wage earner. 

The next 25 years may see the 
end of poverty as our most import­
ant economic problem,- a speaker 
said recently at the University of 
Michigan.

A l l Northville mourned tiie loss of its number one citizen 
this week. 

Claude N . "Pete" Ely, the city's only mayor, died suddenly 
Sunday. Funeral services were held Wednesday in the Casteriine 
Funeral home. 

Mayor Ely was not known to have been in bad health. Since 
his retirement last September he had been actively engaged in 
building a summer cottage in 
addition to performing his reg-
ular community duties. 

His sudden death from a heart at­
tack bi'ought to an abrupt end newly 
laid plans to enjoy retirement. 

Mayor Eiy was 65 and a life-long 
resident of Northville, He was 
known by everyone as "Pete". He 
was halfway through his term as 
first mayor of the city. He had 
served as the last village mayor 
and was a viiiage council member 
for 10 years from 1942 to 1952, 

Actiye in nearly everything that 
invoived Northviiie, Mayor Ely was 
widely known throughout the state 
for his many endeavors as repre­
sentative of our community. 

In addition to his council duties, 
Mayor Ely was the city's represen­
tative on the Wayne County Board 
of Supervisors. His numerous'other 
activities included membership in 
the Rotary" club, member and past 
master of 186 F. Sc A. M. Masons 
of Northviiie, past patron of the 
Orient Chapter 77 of, the Order of 
Eastern Star, charter member' and 
past commander of the Lloyd H. 
Green Post 147 of the American 
Legion and membership in the First 
Presbyterian church. -• He was to 
have received his 4fl-year Legion 
membership pin this week. 

For 37 years until last September 
"Pete" had been a substation op­
erator for the Detroit Edison com­
pany. On the occasion of his retire­
ment 150 friends and fellow em­
ployees honored him with a fare-
well party. He was given a gold

ring and a portable electric saw to 
help build his Rifle lake summer 
cottage near Rose City. 

Later "Pete" was presented with 
an album showing scenes of earlier 
days with the company and of his 
retirement banquet. 

"Pete" was proud of these pos. 
sessions and often showed them to 
friends. At the time of his retire-
ment he had aiso looked forward 
to doing some traveling "to Florida, 
Arizona and Caiifornia". 

As a mayor and counciiman 
"Pete" Eiy was known for his 
steadfast loyalty to the community 
and all the people he represented. 
Occasionally, he would take a posi­
tion that became unpopular and 
politically unwise, but because he 
was convinced that it was best for 
his community, "Pete" would 
"stick to his guns". 

He abhorred any suggestion of 
secrecy in city government and al­
ways insisted that the press was 
represented at meetings. 

Mayor Ely was stricken suddenly 
Saturday afternoon and rushed to 
Harper hospital. He died Sunday 
afternoon at 3 p.m. 

City flags were at half mast this 
week,, while merchants dispiayed 
their street flags in honor of Mayor 
Ely. Ail stores closed from 2 until 
2:30 p.m. Wednesday. 

Mayor Ely lived all his life in 
Northviiie. He was born September 
14, 1892 the son of Peter Eiy and 
Nettie Hosmer. He was married De­
cember 12, 1919 to Lydeiia Murdock, 
the daughter of a local druggist. 

He is survived by his wife and 
one daughter, Mrs. Kent Esbaugh 
of Grand Rapids. Other survivors 
include two brothers, Tracy of L i 
vonia and Wiliard of Dania, Florida; 
a sister, Mrs. Marguerite Vroman 
of Northville, and an uncle, Wiilard 
A. Ely of Northville. Three grand-
children also survive. 

A daughter, Jean Anne, died in 
infancy in 1921, 

A military funeral was conducted 
under the auspices of the American 
Legion. Honorary pallbearers were 
Councilmen A: Malcolm Allen,- John 
Canterbury, Earl Reed and Ed 
Welch and Police Chief Joseph Den­
ton. City Attorney Philip Ogllvie 
and .Herman Hartner, director of 
public, works. 

The Reverend John 0. Taxis of 
the First Presbyterian church of­
ficiated.

(The police 
denartment wiii issue working per­
mits for youths holding legitimate 
jobs). 

— ignorance of a minor's where­
abouts shall not be a defense for a 
parent or guardian. 

— parents or guardians found 
guilty of violating the ordinance 
may be punished by a fine of $100, 
90 days in jail, or both. 

— if a parent or guardian refuses 
to take responsibility for a youth 
violating the ordinance, the justice 
of the -peace may take steps to have 
the youth made a ward ot the court 
or may take other proceedings as 
authorized by the state.
