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a. Wiiere express permission of 
tiie Board is required by this Or-
duiance for construction of a gas-
oline fiiimg station, automatic car 
wash, motel or motor court, there 
must be filed with the application 
the written consent of the owners 
of 60% of the frontage of all prop-
erty within four hundred (400) feet 
of or immediately abutting or op-
posite from any part of the premis 
es upon which such use is to be es. 
tablished, erected or enlarged. 

b. Where express permission is 
required of the Board regarding re-
moval of sand, soii or other ma­
terial, the Board shall insure that 
the land after excavation of such 
material is left in a usable state 
for which the land is zoned. 

Sec. 13.08 Variance 
Where, by reason of exceptional 

narrowness, shallowness, or shape 
of a piece of property at the time 
of the enactment of this Ordinance, 
or by reason of exceptional topo­
graphic conditions or other extra­
ordinary and exceptional situations 
or conditions, the strict application 
of a regulation enacted under this 
Ordinance wouid result in peculiar 
and exceptional practical difficul­
ties to, or exceptional or undue 
hardship upon, the owner of such 
property, the Board may adjust 
such provisions in harmony with 
the general intent and purpose of 
this Ordinance so that pubiic health, 
safety and general welfare may be 
secured and substantial justice 
done. Increased construction cost 
or the possibility of uicreased finan­
cial return shall not be deemed suf­
ficient cause to warrant a variance. 
In granting a variance the Board 
may attach thereto such conditions 
regarding the location, character 
and other features of the proposed 
buiiding, structure or use as it may 
deem reasonabie in furtherance of 
the purpose of this Ordinance. 

In all cases where the Board of 
Appeals shall permit a variance in 
the use of land, such use shall not 
thereafter be extended, nor shall 
any buildings on said land be struct-
uraiiy altered, nor shall such use 
thereafter be changed to any other 
use or uses, without the approval 
of the Board of Appeals. 

a. Where a district boundary line 
divides a lot of record at the time 
of enactment of this Ordinance, the 
Board may permit the extension of 
a use permitted in the less restrict­
ed portion of the lot to the portion 
lying in the more restricted district, 
provided that such extension shall 
be for a distance not exceeding 
fifty (50 feet into the more restricted 
district. 

b. The Board may permit the 
erection of a dwelling on a single 
lot held under separate and distmct 
ownership from the adjacent lots 

and of record at the time of enact­
ment of this Ordtaance which has 
less than the minimum iot area as 
required for the district in which 
such lot is located. If area and 
placement requirements for a dwell 
tag can be met by use of two con 
tiguous lots held under one owner 
ship, no variance shall be granted 
for a stagle lot. 

ARTICLE XIV 

ADMINISTRATION 

Sec. 14.01 AdminIstratIve Officer 

The provisions of this Ordinance 
shall be admtaistered by the Buiid­
ing Inspector or by such deputies 
of his department as the Buildtag 
Inspector may delegate for such 
work. He shall make such general 
rules and prescribe the use of such 
forms and methods consistent with 
the tatent of this Ordinance as may 
facilitate the administration there­
of. With the approval of the Village 
Council the Buildtag Inspector may 
employ expert service to aid in the 
administrattan of the Ordtaance. 

Sec. 14.02 Building Permits 
No buildtag or structure shall 

hereafter be erected, moved, repair­
ed, altered or razed until a permit 
shall have been o b t a i n e d 
by the owner of said building 
from the Building Inspector. No 
such permit shall be issued for the 
erection, moving, repair, alteration, 
or razing of any buUdtag or struc­
ture or part thereof, which is not 
ta accordance with the provision of 
this Ordinance. Provided, however, 
any repairs to an agricuitural buiid­
ing or buiidings, estimated to be 
two hundred dollars ($200.00) or 
less in value, shall be exempted 
from the requirement of obtaining 
a permit. 

Any Building Permit issued under 
the provisions of this Ordinance 
shall be valid only for a period of 
six (6) months following the date 
of issuance thereof. 

Sec. 14.03 ApplicatIon for Permits 
An application for a zoning per­

mit shall be made to the Building 
Inspector. Such application shall 
be accompanied by a plat in dup-
licate, drawn in scale, showing the 
exact dimensions of the land, the 
building to which the permit is to 
apply, the lines of all the lots or 
parcels under separate ownershin 
contained therein, the width of and 
alignment of all abutting streets, 
alleys, easements and public plac­
es, the area, size, position and 
height of all buildings; duplicate 
plans, drawn to scale of the pro-
posed buiiding or alterations and 
such other information as may be 
deemed necessary for the proper 
enforcement of this Ordtaance. An 

accessory building, when erected 
at the same time as the principal 
building on a lot and shown on the 
application thereof, shall not re-
quire a separate permit. Whenever 
the buildings, lands and uses there-
of, as set forth on the application, 
are in conformity with the provl-
sions of this Ordinance, it shall be 
the duty of the Building Inspector 
to issue a permit withta ten (10) 
days after the receipt of such ap 
plication. Aii permits, when issued, 
shaii be conspicuously posted upon 
the premises. 

The Buiiding Inspector shall place 
his stamp of approval on the plans 
submitted to him, with date of ap­
proval. One copy of the plans shall 
be returned to the applicant sub-
mitting such plans and the second 
copy shall be placed on file in the 
office of the Building Inspector. In 
all cases when the Building Inspect-
or shall refuse to issue a permit, he 
shall state such a refusal. In writing, 
with the cause and reasons for said 
refusal. 

Sec- 14.04 Schedule of 
Fees for Permits 
Before any permit shall be issued 

covertag buildtag or other opera-
tions regulated by this Ordinance, 
an inspection fee shall be paid in 
an amount fixed by a schedule es-
tablished by resolution of the Vil-
lage Council. 

Sec. 14.05 Inspection 
It shall be the duty of the holder 

of every permit to notify the Build-
ing Inspector, in writing, of the 
time when such buiiding will be 
ready for inspection. Two such in-
spections shall be called for on all 
buildings, except sheds and garages 
of less than eight hundred (800) 
square feet area, and one taspection 
shall be called for on such build­
ings. 

(a) The first of these taspections 
shaii be caiied for when excavation 
for foundations has been completed. 

(b) The second inspection shaii 
be called for when the building is 
completed. 

The inspection on small sheds and 
garages shall be called for as soon 
as wall studs are in place. 

In the case of land use or a 
change in use of a buildtag one (1) 
inspection shall be required when 
such land use or building has been 
completed. 

Failure to notify the Building In­
spector of the time for such in-
snection shall automatically cancel 
the permit and before reissutag 
such permit the Building Inspector 
may require the payment ot a sec­
ond fee. 

A notice calltag the attention of 
the holders of permits to the re-
quirements of this section shall be 
printed on all permits issued. 

Sec. 14.06 CertUIcate of Occupancy 
No land or building hereafter 

erected or altered, shall be occu-
pled, used or changed in use until 
a Certificate of Occupancy shall 
have been issued by the Buildtag 
Inspector stating that the land or 
buiiding or proposed use of a build-
ing or land complies with all build-
ing and health laws, the provisions 
of this Ordinance, and all other 
Ordtaances of the Village of Wixom, 
and other applicable laws and reg-
ulations. 

Sec. 14.07 ApplicatIon for 
CerlIflcate of Occupancy 
Certificates of Occupancy shall be 

applied for concurrently with the 
application for a buildtag permit 
and shall be issued withta ten (10) 
days after the building or the use 
of land shall have been completed 
in conformity with the provisions 
of this Ordinance. A record of all 
such certificates shall be kept on 
file in the office of the Buildtag In­
spector and copies shall be furnish­
ed on request to any person having 
a proprietory or tenancy taterest in 
the building or land affected. No fee 
shall be charged for an original cer­
tificate applied for concurrently 
with the application for a permit. 
For all other certificates ,or for 
copies of any original certificates, 
there shall be a charge of one dol­
lar ($1.00) each. No permit for the 
excavation or alteration of any 
building or for any use of land shall 
be issued before application has 
been made for a Certificate of Oc-
cupancy. 

Sec. 14.08 Temporary 
CertUIcate of Occupancy 

, The Building Inspector may issue 
a Temporary Certificate of Occu 
pancy for a part of a buUding prior 
to the occupation of the entire buUd 
ing, provided, however, such tem-
porary certificate shaU not remain 
in force for a period in excess of 
six (6) months nor more than five 
(5) days after the building is fully 
completed and ready for occupancy; 
and provided, further, that the own­
ers, at the time of application for 
such Temporary Certificate of Oc­
cupancy, shall execute and sign a 
statement of willingness to comply 
with all the conditions set forth in 
said certificate under penalty of 
revocation thereof. 

ARTICLE XV 

VIOLATIONS AND PENALTRilS 

Sec. 1S.01 VIolaUons and Penalties 
Any structure upon which con­

struction is started, or any struc­
ture which is altered, enlarged or 
repaked or any use of land which 
is begun or changed after adoption 
of this Ordinance, and ta violation 
of any of its provisions is hereby 
declared a nuisance pef se. Any 
court of competent jurisdiction shall 
order such nuisance abated and the 
owner or agent in charge of such 

buildtag or premises shall he ad-
judged guilty of maintaining a nul-
sance per se. Any person who vio­
lates any provision of this Ordta­
ance, the owner of any structure 
or land or part thereof, and any 
person, architect, buUder, contract­
or, plumber or agent employed in 
connection therewith, and who has 
assisted knowingly ta the commis­
sion of any such violation, shall be 
guUty of a separate offense, and 
upon conviction thereof shaU be 
liable to the penalties herein provid 
ed. 

Sec. 15.02 Penalties 
Any violation of this Ordtaance 

shall be punishable by a ftae not to 
exceed five hundred dollars ($500) 
or imprisonment in the County JaU 
for a period not to exceed ninety 
(90) days or by both such fine and 
imprisonment ta the discretion of 
the court. Each day that a violation 
shaU be wilifuliy permitted to exist 
shall constitute a separate offense. 
The imposition of any sentence shall 
not exempt the offender from com­
pliance with the requirements of 
this Ordinance. 

ARTICLE XVI 

CHANGES AND AMENDMENTS 

Sec. 16.01 
The ViUage CouncU may from 

time to time on its oivn motion or 
on petition amend, supplement or 
change the district boundaries or 
the regulations hereta or subse­
quently estabUshed pursuant to the 
authority and procedure established 
in Act 207, Pubiic Acts of 1921, as 
amended. 

Sec. 16.02 PetUlons 
Previously Denied 
A period of not less than one (1) 

year is required between presenta­
tion of petitions for a change or 
amendment applying to a specific 
piece of property, where a prior 
petition was denied. 

Sec. 16.03 Fees 
A fee ot twenty-five doUars ($25) 

shall be paid with each petition pre­
sented for a change or amendments 
to this Ordinance. Said fee shall 
cover the cost of advertistag and 
prtating and shaU be paid to the 
Treasurer to be credited to the 
general fund of the ViUage of Wlx-

ARTICLE XVn 

SEVERANCE CLAUSE AND 
CONFLICTING PROVISIONS 

Sec. 17.01 
Should any section, clause, or 

provision of this ordinance be de­
clared by the courts to be tavalld, 
the same shaU not affect the vali­
dity of the ordtaance as a whole or 
any part thereof, other than the 
part so declared to be tavaUd. 

Sec. 17.02 
All other ordtaances and parts of 

ordtaances In conflict with this or­
dinance, to the extent of such con­
flict and no further, are hereby 
repealed. 

ARTICLE x v m 

EFFECTIVE DATE 

Sec. 18.01 
The provisions of this Ordinance 

are hereby declared to be immedi­
ately necessary for the preserva­
tion of the public peace, health and 
safety and are hereby ordered to 
take immediate effect after ftaal 
enactment and pubUcation.

Board members feared that CD 
volunteers, if given police auxiliary 
badges to keep, might some­
time put them on and perform police 
duties without authority. 

Two Oak Park civil defense vol­
unteers were brought to the meet­
ing by Novl Director Leon Dochot 
to plead the case for police auxili­
ary badges. Though they were un­
successful, they did make the board 
sit up,with their description of how 
civil defense works In their city. 
. In Oak Park, civil defense is Inte­
grated with the public safety depart­
ment (which combines the poUce 
and fire departments). Some 64 CD 
police volunteers keep In training 
by spending four hours a week with 
regular police. 

Other CD personnel train constant­
ly in aU phases of civil defense 
work. 

"Everyone has a job — doctors, 
lawyers, policemen, gymnasium in­
structors, nurses — everyone,'' said 
CD Captata Wally Nussbaum. 

Nussbaum went on to describe a 
program that has won national rec-
ognltlon. Including a spread ta Read­
er's Digest .two years ago, for its 
community-wide integration of fa­
cilities and services for civil de-
tense use. 

"But what we've done is some­
thing that any community can do if 
it wants to,'' said Nussbaum.

These receipts, plus some in bonds, 
wiU give Novi roughly $20,000 to 
work with. 

Even so, board members are con­
vinced that they wiU have to watch 
expenses with a close eye this year, 
and possibly not spend as freely as 
they did last year. 

During fiscal 1057-58, non-budget 
items amounted to about $11,000 — 
including roughly $3,100 for buytag 
and movtag the Novi library build-
tag, $1,300 for palnttag the com­
munity buildtag, $2,100 for a new 
heating plant ta the township haU, 
and other monies for an additional 
poUceman and mlsceUaneous ex­
penses. 

Part of this extra expense was 
made up for by cutttag down on 
other Items, and part by using budg­
et money that was not spent. 

.Tbe-«-ktra ê qienses. were ,consid-
ed justltlabl*'— ta fact, wise -
when made last,yea5'. But this year, 
there will be not only the quesUon 
of whether non-budget expenses are 
justified but whether they simply 
can be afforded. 

This year, the-budget shows a 
safety margta ot about $10,000 be 
tween Income and expenditures. 
This should keep the township sol­
vent. If aU goes as expected. 

But there Is no guarantee that re­
ceipts wUi be as high as anticipated. 
(Buildtag fees, for example, are 
already less than expected). Nor 
Is there any way of forecasting un­
expected expenses, such as the ne\y 
policeman hired last year. 

So even that $10,000 may not be 
much of a cushion. 

If Novi becomes a vUage this 
summer, many ot the ftaancial wor­
ries will go over to the new govern­
ment. 

But for the time being at least, 
the township apparently is In for a 
belt-tlghtentag period as board mem­
bers seek to make the dollars stretch 
over the next 11 months.

Trailer fees at the Novi townshta 
park were lowered Monday night 
after having been raised two weeks 
ago to cover tacreased costs. 

In a split vote, the board set the 
rates at $.75 a day for parking 
trailers and $.25 a day for use of 
electricity. 

Last year, the fees totalled $.70. 
Two weeks ago they were raised 
to a total of $1.25 

Favortag the cutback, after hear­
tag that the increased rates had 
driven many trailers from the park, 
were Supervisor Frazer Staman, 
Clerk Hadley Bachert and Treasur-
er Ray Harrison. Trustees Frank 
Watza and Stan Balon felt the ta-
crease was justified and should 
stick.

Novi township's county equal-
ized valuation was set this week 
at a record-breaking $29,416,-
385 — nearly 50 percent higher 
than last year. 

The increase Will not change 
Novi's present financial picture, 
however, for it was already -antlcl-
pated when township officials com-
piled their budget eariler this year. 

The jump of more than $9,000,000 
from last year's $20,316,809 comes 
primarily from three sources: 

— new construction. 

— an upward adjustment of farms, 
many of which have been under-
assessed in the past. 

— the balance ot the Lincoln-
plant, which was not completed 
when assessments were made last 
year. (This alone accounts for-
about half of the $9,000,000.) 

The $29,416,385 valuation, on-
which county, school and township-
taxes are based, will not be final 
until confirmed later this year. But 
chances are It wIU stay approxl-
mately as is. ..<.̂ . 

The 50 percent jump reflects the 
tacrease shown ta local assessments 
compiled by Supervisor Frazer Sta­
man, who doubles as township as­
sessor. 

Staman had set the township valu-
ationiat,$19,J17,375 this year — or 
nearly 80'. percent' higher than last 
year's $13,888,400.

Moore is a practicing attorney 
and was an assistant prosecuttag 
attorney for Oakland county tor a 
period. 

To the $19,117,375 local valuation, 
the county applied an equalization 
factor of 1,53. This brought the 
county evaluaUon up to the $29,-
416,385 figure. . . , . ,„,— i«i«»n,^'; 

Staman said he is satisfied witfi-
the 1,53 equalization factor (a sUght 
drop from last year's 1.54). 

(The equalization factor Is design^ 
ed to put aU townships ta the coun­
ty on an equal standard. Novi resi­
dents may determine their county 
assessments by multlplytag local 
assessments by 1.53. This is the 
figure to which county, school and 
township tax miUage wUl be appUed. 

(If a person's local assessment is 
$5,000, his county assessment would 
be $7,650. And then, if county tax 
rate should be set at, say, sht mUls, 
the county tax would be $45.90). 

The jump of more than $9,000,000 
In the county valuation means that 
Novi WiU receive some $14,000 more 
in township taxes than last year — 
It the same 1.19 township mUlage 
is levied. 

This increase was figured into the 
1958-59 township budget, which an-
ticipated $40,000 ta township taxes 
as against $26,000 last year. 

But whether the township wUl re-
ceive that mUiage reInatas to be 
seen. The total mUlage for school, 
county and township taxes cannot 
exceed 15 mills by law, and already 
both the county and Novl school 
district have tadicated they will 
need an Increased mUlage this year. 
.Staman, speaktag of the upward 

adjustment ot farm assessments, 
said it-is part of a three-yeor pro-
gram to bring them up to par. Over 
the years, farm assessments have 
remataed lower than they should 
be. Now, the couiity is re-adjusting 
them so that farm-owners bear theta 
fair share of taxes. 

But Instead of doing it all at once, 
which might ptach farm-owners, the 
adjustment Is betag made over a 
period of three years. .

of the Northviiie Board of Educa­
tion including that of last night. 
Frequentiy, I have noted the arriv 
al of voiuble groups with an axe to 
grind before the Board and the de­
parture of these groups to be un­
heard from again after their prob-
iems and opinioijs were courteousiy 
heard and answered by tiie Board. 
Many of these groups conduct them­
seives in a manner which encourag­
es cooperation, but I have often 
marveled at the self-control of board 
members and school administrators 
when they are subjected to 
informed criticism. 

Last night a new low was reached 
when a small and obviousiy unin-
formed group castigated the board 
members and administrators as 
"stupid administrators", etc. They 
accused Supt.

Even woi-se, they failed to re­
tract these accusations after they 
were immedialeiy furnished with a 
copy of last year's financial report 
and a detaiied comparison with this 
year's proposed budget, and were 
informed tiiat every Faii the finan-
cial report in detail is published in 
the Record. Many remarks were 
made relative to the hiding of in­
formation, which remarks were, in 
my opinion, entirely unfounded. 

Altogether, it was a shameful and 
disgusting dispiay of our "demo­
cratic way" — shamefui that our 
eiected board members and our 
schooi officials are subjected to 
such irresponsibie tirades, and dis­
gusting that people like tiiese show 
such an appaling lack of knowledge 
of local governmental functions and 
finances when such knowledge is 

either published or is avaiiable for 
the asking, 

It can be said that we all have 
the "right" to publicly air our opin­
ions and complaints regarding pub­
iic business. But, with "right" comes 
"responsibility" — responsibiiity 
that our opinions and complaints 
are based on facts, not hearsay. For 
the past three years, only two lay 
citizens of this school district have 
regularly attended Schooi Board 
meetings. 

I would venture to say that if the 
attendance had been one hundred 
rather than two, the almost slander-
ous statements that were heard last 
night would never have been made. 

In contrast to the brickbats being 
thrown at the Board, I believe we 
have an excellent school system run 
by a good Board and well-qualified 
superintendent and principals.

For College M e r i t Scholarships

but tlie 1958 carnival was probabiy the largest mass-gathering in Northviiie history. Hew many were there 
is anyone's guess — but it was packed. 

Some 55 students at Northville 
high school took the National Merit 
Scholarship last week. 

An estimated $5 million in Merit 
Scholarships and other awards are 
at stake in the national competition, 
now beginning its fourth year. 

Merit Scholarships are provided 
by some 80 corporations, founda-
tions, professional societies and In-
dividuals, as well as by the National 
Merit Scholarship Corporation it-
self, which conducts the competi­
tion. 

The National Merit Scholarship 
Qualifying test is a three-hour mea-
sure of educational growth and ap-
titude. Emphasis is on broad in-
tellectual skills and on understand-
ing and ability to use what has been 
learned, rather than on sheer 
knowledge of facts. 

A group of 10,009 students — com-
posed of the highest scorers in each 
state — will advance to the semi-

finals when the results are reported 
next fall. Semi-finalists wiii then 
take a second examination, and 
those who repeat thek high per­
formance wiii become finalists. Fur­
ther evaiuation of their grades, citi 
zenship, and extra curricular 
achievements will follow, and the 
winners will be announced in the 
spring of 1959. 

The scores may also be used In 
many high schools to help students 
make decisions about college and 
the most appropriate courses to ma­
jor in. 

Each Merit Scholarship carries a 
stipend based on the need of each 
individuai winner, and is renewable 
annually without further competi­
tive examination. The average stip­
end in past years has been $650 
per year. The minimum award in 
the 1958-59 program will be $100 n 
year and a maximum will be $1500 
a year.

AN ORDINANCE TO REGULATE GRASS, WEED AND BRUSH 
FIRES WITHIN THE TOWNSHIP OF NORTHVILLE 

The Township of Northville Ordains: 
Section 1. No person sliall willfully ignite, ldndle or start 

in any other manner a fife in any uncut gross, weeds or brush 
without first obtaining a permit from the Township Clerk. The 
Township Clerk shall issue such a permit if in his opinion the 
fife will be burned in the presence of and under the control of 
at least two persons of lawful age. 

Section 2. Any person who shall neglect or refuse to 
comply with the provisions of this ordinance shall upon conviction 
be subject to a fine of not more than One Hundred ($100.00) 
dollars, or to imprisonment for a period not to exceed 90 days, 
plus court costs, or to both such fine or imprisonment at the dis-
cretlon of the court. 

Section 3. This ordinance shall take effect 30 days from 
and ;after Its first pi;blIcation.

The first-quarter building lag in 
the Northviiie-Novi area was re­
peated throughout metropolitan De­
troit, figures released this week in­
dicate. 

New home construction in Wayne 
and Macomb counties dropped by 

percent from the first three 
months of 1957. In Oakland county, 
seven percent fewer permits were 
issued. 

The figures — which show an 
overall 37 percent drop for the De­
troit area — were compiled by the 
Detroit Metropolitan Area Planning 
Commission. 

"There are indications that the 
housing market may become active 
in the near future, however," the 
quarteriy report stated. "The pas-
sage of the Sparkman bill eases 
housing credit and mortgage terms, 
and also is expected to give the VA 
liousing program a boost.'' 

The report lists the following, num 
ber of new home permits in Janu­
ary, February and March: North-
vilIe-1, Northville township-3, Novi 
township-7, Wixom-2, Plymouth-8, 
Plymouth township-7, LIvonia-238, 
South Lyon-0, Wailed Lake-0, Farm-
ington-20, Farmington township-54. 

Detroit continued to lead the en 
tire area with 321 permits, but it 
was a severe drop from the city's 
850 permits in the first quarter of 
1957. 

Livonia ranked second behind De-
troit with 238, followed by Dear 
bom Heights, Madison Heights, 
Warren, Royal Oak, Ypsilanti town-
ship. Oak Park, Nankin township 
and St. Clair Shores. 

Twenty -Year W o n d e r 

Twenty years ago, the oid-fash 
ioned miil construction technique 
was converted into residential de-
sign. The result is the wood, plank-
and-beam style so popular in mod-
ern homes because of structural 
efficiency and attractive appear-
ance. Appearance grades of Doug­
las fir and west coast hemlock lum­
ber lend themselves especially to 
piank-and-beam styling because of 
their loveiy texture and soft, golden 
pastel colorings. 

Repaint Outdoor Furniture 
For Beauty and Protection 

The approach of the "outdoor liv. 
ing" season suggests repainting or 
refinishing garden, -porch, picnic or 
lawn furniture. These jobs differ 
from most paint projects, in that 
weather resistance becomes a most 
important factor. 

Picnic style furniture is bound to 
have knots and cracks which are 
part of the rustic effect. These 
cracks and deep scratches ŝhould 
be filled with putty, plastic wood 
or stick sheiiac and allowed to dry 
overnight. Be sure to apply gener­
ously to allow for shrinkage when it 
dries. Always sand to remove any 
excess. 

If you are working with old wood 
furniture, remove the old paint 
where it is chipped or peeled. Use 
steel wool, sandpaper or paint re­
mover. 

For a sealer, use aluminum paint 
on all patch spots and knots to hold 
, iflck jStaiî s. from resb or sap in 
tiJots'.5 • 

Use a generous coat of gloss or 
semi-gloss or good exterior enamel 

for most wood surfaces. To protect 
wood against moisture, be sure to 
paint ail edges, ends and underside 
surfaces. 

Outdoor furniture shouid receive 
at least two coats of paint, prefer-
ably three. A 24-hour drying period 
shouid be ailowed between coats. 
Before adding each additional coat, 
sand lightly to provide the proper 
bite. For additional weather insur 
ance, finish with a thin covering of 
spar varnish. 

With metal furniture, start by rub-| 
bing the surfaces with steel wool 
to remove any rust or scales. Next | 
wash the soap and water. Be sure 
metal is thoroughly dry before { 
pahiting. 

All surfaces, including the under­
sides, should receive a coat of metal I 
protective primer. Allow a 48-hour 
drying period. Next apply two coats 
of the same exterior enamel as. 
used in wood furniture, allowing 241 
hours between coats.

With Northville well iiito its month-long clean-up cain-
paign. Chief William McGee this week Issued some timely 
tips about fire prevention. 

At the same time, he reminded Northville families that 
they can safeguard their homes against fire by talcing ndvan-
tage of a free safety check-up during May. 

A call to the fire department (phone 61) Wil bring a 
qualified safety consultant to your home. 

ln the past, such safety inventories as these have been 
given credit for removing many unnoticed fire hazards and 
for probably preventing loss of both property and life In 
Northvillc. 

Chief McGee's suggestions for Insuring that fire won't 
strilce your home and family: 

Watch for potential hazards during your regular house-
Ijecping. 

Clean out leaves from gutters. 

Keep leaves and dried grass away from building founda-
tIons. 

Burn trash in a special Isolated area, with an attached 
hose always nearby. 

Give particular attention to clearing out attic and base-
ment, garage and closets of old clothing, furniture, piles of 
newspapers and magazines. 

Never keep flamable liquids such as gasoline In the house. 

Oily rags should be thrown away or closed In metal 
containers. Oily mops should be hung up with plenty of air 
circulating around them, preferably outside. 

Install a heavy, tight-fiting door at top of basement 
steps to check possible fire's spread. 

Check and clean heating plant. 

Dust fixtures and lights. 

Replace frayed electrical cords. 

Have an electrician check wiring to determine adequacy. 

With trash, flamable liquids, oily rags cleared out, spon-
taneous ignition is practically eliminated. Chief McGee said. 

And should fire start from an uncontrollable source, it 
will not have the ready fuel of papers, rags, old Inattresses, 
and the like, to feed on. 

"Check-up, Clean-up, Paint-up, Fix-up and defeat a stub-
born foe — fire," the Chief said.

REPUBLICANS IN MICHIGAN 
will steer their 1858 campaign for 
Congressional seats on a program 
supporting the often criticized poll-
cies of President Eisenhower, 

The most serious threats of revolt 
in the ranks against nationai poli­
tics has been quietly quelled, at 
least for the present. 

For months the pressure had been 
buiiding up beneath the surface to 
scrap the president's "New Repub­
licanism" and state the party's con­
servative goais In certain terms. 

* • * 
Party leaders are pushing for sup­

port of the president's decisions in 
the Defense Department shakeup, 
the veto of the rivers and harbors 
biii and other red hot issues. 

The switch back to conservatism 
had been growing, starting with 
group of Republicans in the legis­
lature. 

• > « 
Most of the sentiment was center­

ed in the Senate. There Senator 
John P. "Joe" Smeekens (R-Battle 
Creek), an energetic freshman, chai 
lenged the party to develop its own 
issue. 

It existed in speeches last sum 
mer by Senator Edward Hutchin 
son (R-Fennville) along the same 
line. 

"The right-to-work biii may never 
be enacted by the legisiature, but it 
would make a wonderful campaign 
issue," said another member of the 
group. 

At the same time Republicans in 
the legislature were backing Eisen-
hower and following the line their 
conservative critics call "me 
tooism". 

» • • 
It was no secret that some of the 

party's top leaders wanted to pass 
Gov. Williams' $20,000,000 intangi-
bies tax increase but lacked the 
votes. 

The fact that enough Republicans 
took positions to give Williams his 
long-sought executive reorganization 
plan was not lost on those checking 
the politicai winds for 1958. The re-
organization proposai, is considered 
an efficiency move and worthy of 
non-partisan support even though it 
increases the power of the governor 

• • « 
Another way-station in the short 

trip of the rebels was the 14th Con­
gressional District organization in 
Wayne county, which formally urg­
ed a return to conservatism. 

It split the group in Detroit, and 
it left its mark. 

Into this cauldron of intra-party 
dissention came Paul D. Bagwell, 
the Michigan State university pro-
fessor, as a party candidate for 
governor. 

While another candidate -may be 
standuig in the wings, his party 
support is questionable. Bagwell has 
the organization to sweep to a pri-
mary victory, barring unforseen de­
velopments. 

But, the pre-primary squabbles 
follow the historic pattern. Repub­
licans have been known for their 
divisions over the candidate for 
governor. History tells the story. 

Can a Republican beat Williams 
this year? Time will tell.

ed their check into charges of al­
leged brutality to patients in the 
state's mental hospitals. 

Rep. Carroll C. Newton prompted 
the probe when he took the House 
floor to make the dramatic charges 
that his brother-in-law was severely 
beaten at Coldwater home and train­
ing school. ... 

There was a hearing in the last 
days of the 1958 session at which 
some details emerged. The patient, 
doctors and attendants said, was 
in tractable and required restraint. 

The hearing ended with the hos­
pital system generally cleared of 
the charges, but with a number of 
questions unanswered.

The House organized an interim 

committee to follow up. 
Rep. Harry J. Phillips (R-Port 

Huron) was named chairman. He 
conducted a similar investigation a 
decade ago and has been a leader 

in mental health legislation since 
that time.

O n Tour with Hill a n d Johnson 

S t o c k h o l m B r e a k f a s t I s F i n e - - I f Y o u L i k e E g g s 

(Editor's note: Norihvlilc's Cliff 
IIIII and Carl Johnson report again 
on tlic latest developments in their 
14-country swing Ihrough Europe---
I n c l u d i n g an eggs-asperating 
breakfast In the capltaI of Sweden. 

If I were to chronicle this journey, 
this day would be entered as "The 
Day of the Breakfast'". 

At 8:30 a.m. we decided to find 
a place to eat breaitfast. It took 
until 9:39 to find one open for busi­
ness in Stockholm. In this small 
eating place was the typical sign 
in. Swedish and English: "Gentle­
men must wear ties''. From our 
experiences the day before, we had 
a tie apiece in our pockets so we 
could enter. 

We ordered bacon and eggs, toast, 
tea and coffee. By then, we were 
very hungry — so in my best Swe­
dish (straight from a guide book) 
I said to bring the eggs at once. 
The waiter brought back "two eggs 
apiece almost at once. After ten 
minutes I said, "Hurry up with 
the bacon". In came two more eggs 
apiece with several strips of bacon. 
By then we had run out of toast 
so I ordered more toast. Back came 
the eager waiter with toast and four 
more eggs. 

We really wanted some more tea 
and cffee but decided we didn't dare 
risk the chance of getting four more 
eggs, so we passed it up. Cari tried 
to order jam but settled for a bunch 
of grapes with no more eggs. 

When we left, the waiter tried his 
English on us, "Americans in Swe­
den like eggs". 

Prices here are much higher than 
in Copenhagen. It is toteresttog to 
observe that many women on the 
streets wear sack or chemise coats, 
and chamise and trapeze dresses. 

The police here walk the beat in 
pairs — one woman and ono man — 
the man wears a beautiful sword — 
neither one carrys a gun. 

The people are very formal and 
there is njuch bowtog and haiid-
shaking. On the roof of the hotel, I 
took a polaroid picture of an old 
couple and. party on the occasion 
of their 50th wedding anniversary. 
When I gave them the finished pic­
tures in one minute they were amaz­
ed and it took four hand-shakes with 
each one plus two bows apiece to 
make a graceful exit. When I tell 
you there were 15 people in the 
party, you can estimate the required 
formalities. 

All traffic keeps to the left side 
here, yet the steering wheel is on 

the same side as the U.S. cars — 
it adds a spirit of adventure to 
every taxi ride. 

All elevators are automatic. It 
required much patience (which I 
have not) to discover that when 
you are on the ground floor and 
wish to go up — you push the 
"down" button (to bring the ele 
vator down to your floor) then get 
on and push the "up" button to the 
floor you desire. The opposite pro­
cedure is needed when you are up 
and wish to go down. 

Dinner at Rich's — Stockholm's 
most famous restaurant — was 
unique. Tried the ever prevalent 
Smorgasborg. Some of the dishes 
were pierced and pickled grapes, 
cucumbers and sliced peaches with 
wine sauce, cheese in deep, brine 
and french fried cheese. There was 
smoked fishes, eels, octopi, rete-
deer, wild turkey (so the menu said) 
and a host of vai:ieties of caviar. 
The meal including service charge 
in lieu of tipping (which is prac-
ticed here) came to $3.40 each, 

I note in the groceries that tea 
and coffee -average about 20 kron­
er or $4.00 per pound — which must 
be the reason coffee is always serv­
ed in demi-tasse style here with no 
refills unless charges are extra. 

Everything closes up here at 12:00 
midnite and the stores do not open 
until 10 a.m. but close promptly 
at 5 p.m. 

The Swedish people ask me many 
times about the "digression" in 
America. When 1 tell them that only 
6 percent of our people are unem­
ployed they reply: "The bad stories 
we hear must be Russian propagan-
da". Considering my desttaation I 
am noncommittal. 

At Rotary club luncheon today, a 
member asked if we knew the pres-
ident of the tube mill at South Lyon. 
Another asked if we knew the Bear 
Archery store at Grayling, Michi-
gan. 

Another Swedish man (they re­
sent being referred to as "Swedes") 
inquired if I knew one Archie Ben-
son, a Detroit policeman. When I 
admitted ray lack of acquaintance, 
he was puzzled because Benson had 
been in Detroit for 12 years and he 
was sure everyone of any import­
ance knew him. I - explahied I was 
a very small lawyer in a small sub­
urb of̂  Detroit and his confidence 
in Benson was restored. 

I go to Finland tomorrow and 
then to Russia. I will write from 
there when I have the time.

No buildtag or structure, which 
has been wholly or partially erected 
on any premises located either 
within or outside of this Village, 
shall be moved to and be placed 
upon any other premises in this 
Village until a permit for such re-
moval shall have been secured un 
der Article XVI of this Ordtaance.

Board of Appeals tor taterpretation.

Section 12.03 Off-Street 
Parking FaciUtles 
In all districts where off-street 

parking facilities are a permitted 
use as an adjunct to bustaess and 
such facilities provide a service to 
the patrons or customers patroniz­
ing such bustaesses, such off-street 
parking lots shall be established 
and maintataed subject to the fol 
lowing regulations: 

(a) Adequate ingress and egress 
shall be provided ta accordance 
with a plan submitted ta triplicate 
to and approved by the Village 
Buildtag Inspector. 

(b) Such parktag lots shall be 
hard surfaced with concrete or 
plant-mixed bitumtaous material 
and maintained in a useable dust-
proof condition, and shall be grad­
ed and drained to dispose of all 
surface water. 

(c) Whenever such parktag lot 
boundary adjotas property zoned for 
residential use, a solid wooden 
stockade type fence or masonry 
wall not less than live (5) feet in 
height above grade shall be erect­
ed next to said property ltae. 

(d) Whenever such parktag lot 
adjoins -a residence district ta the 
same .block or where the lot is lo­
cated across the street from a resi­
dence district, it shall not be con­
structed nearer than 20 feet to the 
street line. The space between street 
and parking lot shall be improved 
with lawn and landscape planttag. 

(e) Necessary curbs or other pro­
tections against damage to adjoin­
ing properties, fences or walls, 
street and sidewalks shall be pro­
vided and maintataed. 

(f) No sign shall be erected upon 
such parktag lots, except not more 
than one (1) sign at such entrance 
to indicate the operator, the pur­
pose for which operated, and the 
parking rates. Such signs shall not 
exceed fifteen (IS) square feet ta 
area, shall not extend more than 
ten (10 feet in height above the 
nearest curb, and shall be entirely 
upon the parktag -lot. 

(g) Plans for the development of 
any such parking lot must be ap-
proved by the Village Building In­
spector before construction is start­
ed. No such land shall be used for 
parldng until approved by the Build-
,ing Inspector. 

ARTICLE XRI 

BOARD OF APPEALS 

Sec. 13.01 Creation of Board 
of Appeals 
In accordance with Act 207, Pub­

lic Acts of Michigan, 1921, as amend­
ed, there shall be a Board of Ap-
peals for the Village of Wixom con-
slsttag of five (5) members, all of 
whom shall be residents ot the Vil-
lage of Wixom and shall be ep-
potated by the council. The Board 
shall consist of one Council meih-
ber and four (4) lay members se­
lected from the general public, and 
not more than one may be a mem­
ber of the Planntag Commission.

The board shall an­
nually elect its own chairman, vice-
chairman, and secretary. 

Sec. 13.02 Jurisdiction, Powers 
and Duties 
The Board of Appeals shall hear 

and decide appeals from and re-
view any order, requirement, decl-
sion or determination made by the 
Buildtag Inspector, and shall also 
hear and decide all matters refer­
red to them by administrative, or 
enforcement officials or upon which 
they are required to pass under this 
Ordinance. The Board ot Appeals 
shall not have the power by its 
own action to change the classifica­
tion ot any property on the Zoning 
Map nor to make any change in 
the terms of this Ordinance. 

The Board of Appeals shall rend­
er an advisory decision or opinion 
on any matter referred to it by the 
Buildtag Inspector, whether or' not 
such matter is expressly or clearly 
Implied by the terms of this Ordin­
ance as betag within the scope of 
the Building Inspector's power and 
authority to dispose of when in his 
judgment, such action would be 
necessary or -helpful in maintaining 
the spirit and intent ot this Ordin­
ance. 

Sec. 13.03 Rules and Procedure 
and Vote Requked 
The -Board of Appeals shall adopt 

general rules and regulations gov­
erning its procedure and shall make 
rules tor the filing of appeals and 
other matters requiring its atten­
tion, which shall not cause unrea­
sonable delays ta the transaction 
of its business. The Board shall 
keep minutes of Its proceedings 
showing the vote of each member 
upon every question decided by it, or 
if any member is absent or falls to 
vote, indicating such fact. A state-
then of the facts found by the board 
and upon which its recommenda-
tions are based and the reasons for 
recommendtas or denying or for 
expressing a specific Interpreta-

tion of this Ordtaance shall appear 
in the mtautes. The secretary of the 
board shall submit a copy of all 
actions of the board to the City 
Clerk and the minutes of the Board 
shall be open to public taspection 
at reasonable hours. 

The concurring vote ot four (4) 
of the members of the Board shall 
be necessary to reverse and order, 
requirement, decision or determfaa­
tion of the -Building Inspector, or 
to decide ta favor of the appellant 
any matter upon which they are re­
quired to pass under this Ordinance 
or to effect any variation ta this Or­
dtaance. 

Sec. 13.04 Appeals, 
How Taken, By Whom 

An appeal to the Board ot Appeals . 
may he taken by any person agreed, * 
or by any officer, department or 
board affected by any grant or with­
holding ot a buildtag permit or by 
any other decision of the buiiding in­
spector or other admtalstrative of­
ficer based in whole or ta part on 
provisions of this Ordtaance. The 
Board of Appeals shall act only on 
appeals where it is alleged by the 
appellant that there is error in an 
order, requirement, decision or re­
fusal made by the Buildtag Inspect­
or or any other admtalstrative of­
ficial In Oie carrying out or enforce­
ment of any provisions of the ordta­
ance. Such appeal shall be taken 
by filtag with the Building Inspector \ 
a "Notice ot Appeal'' form withta 
fifteen (15) days of the action or 
decision being appealed. Forms for 
appeal will be provided tor this 
purpose by the office ot the Build-
ing Inspector. Triplicate copies 
shall be prepared; one copy shall 
be filed with the Buildtag Inspector 
as a permanent public record, one 
copy forwarded to the Board ot Ap-
peals for their action along with 
all papers constituting the record 
on which the action appealed was 
taken, and one copy forwarded to 
the Village Planntag Commission, 
then submitted to the Board of Ap­
peals with its comments and rec- \ 
ommendations. 1%e Board shall fix 
a reasonable time for the heartag 
of the appeal and give fifteen days 
public notice of time, place, and 
date thereof; and make a decision 
on the appeal withta a reasonable 
time. Upon the hearing, any per­
son or party may appear in person 
or by agent or by attorney. 

Sec. 13.0S Notice and Fees 
for Appeals 
Notice of appeal shall be filed 

with the Buildtag Inspector upon 
forms provided and a fee of ten 
dollars ($10.00) shall be paid at the 
time the notice of appeal is filed, 
which fee the Buildtag Inspector 
shall-forthwith pay-over to the Vil-_., 
lage Treasurer to the credit of the i 
General Fund ot the Village ot 
Wixom. 

Sec. 13.08 Stay 
An appeal stays all proceedings 

ta furtherance of the action appeal­
ed from unless the officer from 
whom the appeal is taken certifies 
to the Board of Appeals after the 
notice of the Appeal shall have been 
filed with him, -that by reason of 
tacts stated ta the certificate, a stay 
would ta his opinion cause imminent 
peril to life or property, in which 
case proceedtag shall not be stayed 
otherwise than by a restrataing or-

Board of Appeals or by the circuit 
court, on application, on notice of 
the offlcer from whom the appeal 
is taken and. upon due cause shown. 

Sec. 13.07 Uses SpccIfIcaIly 
Requking Permission of the Board 

The Board of Appeals shall hear 
and decide appeals for permission 
of uses which have been specifically 
referred to the Board of Appeals 
in the District regulations of this 
Ordinance. 

In addition to the application for 
permission for any such use, there 
shall be filed with, the Board ot 
Appeals the written consent there­
to of the owners of all other parcels 
which are located in their entirety 
withta a distance of three hundred 
(300) feet from any part of the 
premises tavolved in the applies-
tion, ta the case of other platted 
parcels, and in the case of other 
unplatted parcels, there shall be 
filed with the Board of Appeals the 
written consent of the owners of all 
other parcels any part of which 
are located within a distance of 
three hundred (300) feet from any 
part of the premises tavolved in 
the application. In the event the 
applicant for any such permit shall 
be unable to secure and file the 
written consul of all the owners 
of the other parcels of land, as 
aforesaid, then any such applicant 
shall file with the -Board of Appeals 
the names and present addresses of 
all owners of the aforesaid other 
parcels, and upon the filtag there­
of the Board of Appeals shall set 
a date for a public hearing on the 
application. The Board of Appeals 
shall cause a legal notice of the 
time, place, date and purpose of 
the heartag to be given by mail to 
all aforesaid owners at least five 
(5) days before the date set for the 
hearing on the application concern­
ed. 

In granting such permission the 
Board shall be guided by the de-
sire to preserve and promote the 
character of the District and to pro-
mote the overall purpose of this 
Ordinance. The Board may Impose 
such limitations and conditions as 
in its judgment may be necessary 
to insure that the intent of the Or-
dinonce will be carried out. 
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a. Where express permission of 
the Board is required by this Or­
dtaance for construction of a gas­
oltae fllltag station, automatic car 
wash, motel or motor court, there 
must be filed with the application 
the written consent of the owners 
of 60% of the -frontage of all prop­
erty within four hundred (400) feet 
of or immediately abutting or op 
posite from any part of the premis­
es upon which such use is to be es 
tablished, erected or enlarged. 

b. Where express permission is 
required of the Board regarding re 
moval of sand, soil or other ma­
terial, the Board shall tasure that 
the land -after excavation ot such 
material is left in a usable state 
for which the land is zoned. 

c. The Board of Appeals shall have 
the power to permit the erection 
and use of a building, or an addi-
tion to an existtag buildtag, of a 
public service corporation or for 
public utility purposes, in any per­
mitted district to a greater height or 
of larger area than the district re­
quirements hereta established, and 
permit the location ta any lIse dis­
trict of a public utility buildtag, 
structure, or use, if the Board shall 
ftad such use, height, area, building 
or structure reasonably necessary 
for the public convenience and ser­
vice, provided such buildtag, struc­
ture, or use is designed, erected and 
landscaped to conform harmonious­
ly with the general architecture and 
plan of such district. 

any buildtags on said land be struct­
urally altered, nor shall such use 
thereafter be changed to any other 
use or uses, without the approval 
of the Board of Appeals. 

a. Where a district boundary line 
divides a lot of record at the time 
of enactment of this Ordtaance, the 
Board may permit the extension ot 
a use permitted ta the less restrict-
ed portion ot the lot to the portion 
lytag in the more restricted district, 
provided that such extension shall 
be for a distance not exceedtag 
fifty (50 feet into the more restricted 
district. I* 

b. The Board may permit the 
erection of a dwelltag on a stagle 
lot held under separate and disttact 
ownership from the adjacent lots 
and of record at the time of enact­
ment of this Ordtaance which lias 
less than the mtaimum lot area as 
required for the district in which 
such lot is located. If area and 
placement requirements tor a dwell­
tag can be met by use of two con­
tiguous lots held under one owner-
ship, no variance shall be granted 
for a stagle lot. 

ARTICLE XIV 

ADMINISTRATION 

Sec. 13.08 Variance 

Where, by reason ot exceptional 
narrowness, shallowness, or shape 
of a piece of property at the time 
ot the enactment of this Ordtaance, 
or by reason of exceptional topo-
graphic conditions or other extra-
ordinary and exceptional situations 
or conditions, the strict application 
of a regulation enacted under this 
Ordtaance would result ta peculiar 
and exceptional practical diftlcul-
ties to, or exceptional or undue 
hardship upon, the owner of such 
property, the Board may adjust 
suclI provisions in harmony with 
the general tatent and purpose of 
this Ordinance so that public health, 
safety and general welfare may be 
secured and substantial justice 
done. Increased construction cost 
or the possibility of tacreased finan-
cial return 'shall not be deemed suf-
ficlent cause to warrant a variance. 
In granttag a variance the Board 
may attach thereto such conditions 
regardtag the location, character 
and other features of the proposed 
buildtag, structure or use as it may 
deem reasonable in furtherance of 
the purpose of this Ordtaance. -

In all cases where the Board of 
Appeals .shall permit a variance. Jn 
the use of land, such use shall not 
thereafter be extended, nor shall 

Sec. 14.01 Admlnlsh-attve Officer 
The provisions of this Ordinance 

shall be admtaistered by the Build-
ing Inspector or by such deputies 
of his department as the Buildtag 
Inspector may delegate for such 
work. He shall make such general 
rules and prescribe the use of such 
forms and methods consistent with 
the intent of this Ordinance as may 
facilitate the administration there­
of. With the approval of the Village 
Council the Building Inspector may 
employ expert service to aid in the 
administration of the Ordtaance. 

Sec. 14.02 Buildtag Permlls 
No building or structure shall 

hereafter be erected, moved, repair 
ed, altered or razed until a permit 
shall have been o b t a i n e d 
by the owner ot said building 
from the Buildtag Inspector. No 
such permit shall be issued for the 
erection, movtag, repair, alteration, 
or razing ot any buildtag or struc­
ture or part thereof, which is not 
ta accordance with the provision of 
this Ordinance. Provided, however, 
any repairs to an agricultural build-
tag or buildtags, estimated to be 
two hundred dollars (?200.00) or 
less in value, shall be exempted 
from the reqiiirement of obtaintag 
a permit. 

Any Buildtag Permit issued under 
the provisions ot this Ordtaance 
shall be valid only for a period of 
six (0) months following the date 
of issuance thereof. 
Sec. 14.03 Application for,Permlts 

An application for.-a ,zontag per­

mit shall be made to the Building 
Inspector. Such application shall 
be accompanied by -a plat in dup­
licate, drawn in scale, showing tlie 
exact dimensions of the land, the 
building to which the permit is to 
apply, the lines of all the lots or 
parcels under separate ownership 
contataed thereta, the width of and 
alignment of all -abutting streets 
alleys, easements and public plac 
es, -the area, size, position and 
height ot all buildings; duplicate 
plans, drawn to scale of the pro­
posed building or alterations and 
such other InformatIon as may be 
deemed necessary for the proper 
enforcement ot this Ordtaance. .An 
accessory building, when erected 
at the same time as the principal 
building on a lot and shown on the 
application thereof, shall not re 
quire a separate permit. Whenever 
the buildtags, lands and uses there­
of, as set forth on the application, 
are in Conformity with the provi­
sions of this Ordtaance, it shall be 
the duty of the Buildtag Inspector 
to issue a permit withta ten (10) 
days after the receipt of such ap­
plication. All permits, when issued, 
shall be conspicuously posted upon 
the premises. 

The Building Inspector shall place 
his stamp of approval on the plans 
submitted to him, with date of ap­
proval. One copy of the plans shall 
be returned to the applicant sub-
mitting such plans and the second 
copy shall be placed on file in the 
office of the Building Inspector. In 
all cases when the Building Inspect-
or, shall refuse to issue a permit, he 
shall state such a refusal, in writing, 
with the cause and reasons for said 
refusal. 

Sec. 14.04 Schednie of 
Fees for Permits 

Before any permit shall be issued 
covertag buildtag or other opera-
tions regulated by this Ordtaance, 
an taspection fee shall be paid to 
an amount fixed by a schedule es-
tablished by resolution of the Vil­
lage Council. 

Sec. 14.05 Inspection 
It shall be the duty of the holder 

of every permit to notify the Build­
tag Inspector, ta writtag, of the 
time when such building will be 
ready for inspection. Two such ta­
spections shall be called for on all 
buildtags, except sheds and garages 
of less than eight hundred (800) 
square feet area, and one taspection 
shall be called for on such build­
tags. 

(a) The first of these taspections 
shall be called for when excavation 
for foundations has been completed. 

(b) The second taspection shall 
be called for when the buUdtag Is 
completed. *i' 

The taspection on small sheds and 
garages shall be called for -as soon 
as wall studs are in place. 

In the case of land use or a 
change in use of a buildtag one (1) 
inspection shall be required when 
such land use or building has been 
completed. 

Failure to notify the Buildtag In­
spector ot the time for such in­
spection shall automatically cancel 
the permit and before reissutag 
such permit the Buildtag Inspector 
may requtae the payment of a sec­
ond fee. 

A notice calling the attention of 
the holders of permits to the re 
qulrements of this section shall be 
printed on all permits issued. 
Sec. 14.06 Certificate of Occupancy 

No land or building hereafter 
erected or altered, shall be occu­
pied, used or changed in use until 
a Certificate of Occupancy shall 
have been issued by the Buildtag 
Inspector stating that the land or 
building or proposed use of a build 
tag or land complies with all build­
tag and health laws, the provisions 
of this Ordtaance, and all other 
Ordtaances of the Village of Wixom, 
and other applicable laws and reg­
ulations. 

Sec. 14.07 Application for 
Certificate of Occupancy 
Certificates of Occupancy shall be 

applied for concurrently with the 
application for a buildtag permit 
and shall be issued withta ten (10) 
days after the buildtag or the use 
of land shall have been completed 
ta conformity with the provisions 
of this Ordinance. A record of all 
such certificates shall be kept on 
file ta the office of the Buildtag In­
spector end copies shall be furnish­
ed on request to any person havtag 
a proprietory or tenancy taterest in 
the building or land affected. No fee 
shall be charged for an original cer­
tificate applied for concurrently 
with the application for a permit. 
For all other certificates ,or for 
copies of any original certificates, 
there shall be a charge of one dol­
lar ($1.00) each. No permit for the 
excavation or alteration of any 
buildtag or for any use of land shall 
be Issued before application has 
been made for a Certificate of Oc­
cupancy. 

Sec. 14.08 Temporary 
Certificate of Occupancy 
The Building Inspector may issue 

a Temporary Certificate of Occu­
pancy for a part of a buildtag prior 
to the occupation of the entire build-
tag, provided, however, such tem-
porary certificate shall not remain 
ta force for a period ta excess of 
six (6) months nor more than five 
(5) days after the building is fully 
completed and ready for occupancy; 
and provided, further, that the own­
ers, at the time of application for 
such Temporary Certificate of Oc­
cupancy, shall execute and sign a 
statement of willingness to comply 
with all the coiiditions set forth-lii 
said certificate under penalty of 
revocation thereof. 

ARTICLE XV 

VIOLATIONS AND PENALTIES 

Sec. 15.01 VIoIatlons and Penalties 
Any structure upon which con­

struction is started, or any struc 
ture which is altered, enlarged or 
repaired or any use of land which 
is begun or changed after adoption 
of this Ordinance, and ta violation 
of any of its provisions is hereby 
declared a nuisance per se. Any 
court of competent jurisdiction shall 
order such nuisance abated and the 
owner or agent in charge of such 
buildtag or premises shall be ad-
judged guilty of matataining a nui­
sance per se. Any person who vio­
lates -any provision of this Ordta­
ance, the owner of any structui-e 
or land or part thereof, and any 
person, architect, builder, contract-
or, plumber or agent employed ta 
connection therewith, and who has 
assisted knowingly in the commis­
sion of any such violation, shall be 
guilty ot a separate offense, and 
upon conviction thereof shall be 
liable to the penalties herein provid 
ed. 
Sec. 15.02 PenaItIes 

Any violation of this Ordtaance 
shall be punishable by a ftae not to 
exceed five hundred dollars ($500) 
or imprisonment ta the County Jail 
for a period not to exceed ninety 
(90) days or by both such fine and 
Imprisonment in the discretion of 
the court. Each day that a violation 
shall be willfully permitted to exist 
shall constitute a separate offense. 
The imposition ot any sentence shall 
not exempt the offender from com 
pliance with the requirements of 
this Ordtaance. 

ARTICLE XVI 
CHANGES AND AiWENDMENTS 

Sec. 16.01 
The Village Council may from 

time to time on its own motion or 
on petition amend, supplement or 
change the district boundaries or 
the regulations hereta or subse-
quently established pursuant to the 
authority and procedure established 
ta Act 207, PubUo Acts ot 1921, as 
amended. 

ARTICLE x v n 
SEVERANCE CLAUSE ANO 
CONFLICTING PROVISIONS 

Sec. 17.01 
Should any section, clause, or 

provision ot this ordinance be de-
dared by the courts to be tavalld, 
the same shall not affect the vali­
dity of the ordinance as a wliole or 
any part thereof, other than the 
part so declared to be Invalid.

All other ordinances and parts of

Almost a year ago, a new village 
was born. We didn't just step into 
an existing organization. We had to 
build a new one.

mission which, with expert help 
from a planning consultant, has 
striven to plan our community so 
as lo keep taxes as low as possible 
and yet provide the best services 
passible. 
We set up a building code and 

zoning park ordinance to keep Wix­
om's development orderly. It will 
be thoroughly reviewed in time.. 
We adopted a no dumping ordin­

ance and cleaned up dumps along 
the roads. 
We took over our gravel roads 

and have kept them in good condi­
tion. We negotiated J15,000 from the 
state last year and will receive 
$17,000 this year for road work.

We and a citizens committee have 
adopted the state police uniform 
traffic code, and are now awaiting 
results of a traffic survey to determ­
ine proper speed zones on state and 
county roads.

been completed. Our valuation to­
tals $9% million, equalized around

A b o u t P r o p o s e d C h a r t e r 

The 100 or more persons Who attended Thursday night's 
charter hearing had some penetrating questions on their minds. 

Here are some of the queries tossed at the charter corn-
mission and some of the answers which it in turn tossed back. 

Q. Should not the clerk, treasurer and possibly other officers 
bc elected rather than appointed? Wouldn't this make them more 
responsible to ihe pubiic? 

A. This would be unwieldly. Such officers then could be removed 
only by a lengthy, expensive public recall rather than simpiy by firing 
them. In addition the pubiic has control over them through the elected 
councii. Besides, these officers should be directly responsible to the 
councU. 

Q. Shouldn't all appointees be residents of Novl? 
A. Some appointed jobs (attorney, pubUc works superintendent) 

require special traintag. What if no one In Novi has the requirements? 
And what if no one in Novi wants the job? 

Q. What docs a village manager do? 
A. He handles everyday vUlage business, carries out the coun-

cU's decisions, and generally does what the township supervisor now 
does — with approval of tlie council. 

Q, Why not elect councilmen by districts or wards instead of at 
large, so as to prtvent tlieĵ jnoro pop̂ lousjoi-fas.fi'flm.coIilrplltâ  
councU? " ' • ' 

A. It would be hard to tell where growth is coming and where 
to e'stabUsh such wards.-Representation will take, care of itself, if 
candidates'get oiIt "and campaign'as they should. (An taformal show 
of hands favored at-large baUoting by about 25-6.) 

' Q. Why not have an elected president tastead of appointing him? 
Wouldn't an appointed president be subject to ouster in a dIspule? 

" A. No. Once he's appointed, he can't be ousted from the two-
year term. . . 

Q. As for roads, wouldn't a lot of the expected Income have to 
be spent en equipment? 

A. Yes, but it could be spread over a period of years. Technical­
ly, the money can't be used for buying equipment — only maintenance. 
But the village could buy It out of general funds and then rent it to 
itself, paying the rent out of road money. It all amounts to the same-
thing. 

Q. Wouldii't the township Iose the $17,000 in road money that it 
now gets? 

A. Yes, but the vUIage would gain It — plus another $48,000 
from the state. 

Q. Wouldn't there be a duol government and dual taxatioii if 
Novi becomes a viUage? 

A. Yes, there would be governments and taxes for both the 
township and village, but the township's role would be so limited that 
it wouldn't cost much, Duplication would be avoided by having the 
viUage take care of some matters, and the township handle others. 

Q- Shouldn't the charter set the percentage of true value at 
which assessments are going to be figured? Otherwise, taxes could 
be tacreased staiply by raistag the percentage and the mlUage 
Umlt would be meaningless. 

A. State law says property must be assessed at true value. 
Traditionally, of course, assessors figure it at 40 or 50 or perhaps 86 
percent, but to write this into a charter would be an open violation 
of state law, and the charter would be refused by the governor. 

Q. If the charter foUs to pass, what hoppens? 
A. The commission would write a new one. We have three 

chances to get a charter passed — over a period of two years. If all 
three faU, .the issue is dead.

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COMING' DOWN — Lakevlew Grocery, burned out In a fire.six weeks ago, is now being levelled to tlio 
grounil.: Its owner, Theodore David of Farnilnglon, reportedly has no plans lo rcbuUd on Ihe site on 
Novi road near Wailed Lake. The former proprietors, Mr. and Mrs. WilUam McKnIght have since gone Into 
busIness near Ml. Pleasant. 

The comments and criticisms will 
be studied by the commission and 
possibiy tacorporated into the char­
ter. Tuck promised that each sug­
gestion would be thoroughly gone 
over. 

One remaining decision is the 
charter election date. County offi­
cials have suggested holding it on 
August 5 in conjunction with the 
biennial primary. But the commis­
sion feels that many families might 
be on vacation at that time and that 
the election results might not re­
flect Novi's true position on the 
charter. 

As for provisions of the document, 
they Include: 

Taxes 
The vUlage tax rate limit would 

be set at 5 mins,or $5 per $1,000 
of assessed valuation. 
This is a maximum, and doesn 

mean that the entire 5 mUls would 
be levied. 

To raise the .limit, a charter 
amendment approved by the public 
would be required. 
The limit is considerably lower 

than any surroundtag community. 
Wixom has an 8 mill limit; Walled 
Lake, 17; Farmington, 15. 
The village would get the same 

amount (roughly $56,000) from sales 
and Uquor tax rebates, building fees, 
intangible taxes that the township 
now gets. In addition, the village 
would get an extra $15,000 from 
traffic fines that the township 
doesn't get. 

This leaves only some $25,000 (an-
ticlpattag a $90,000 vUlage budget 
next year) to be raised from local 
laxefi-andrfl.-S miU limit.would be 
more than adequate for this. 
Capital improvements and road 

improvements are no'tjncluded in 
this however. 

Roads 
At present, the township gets 

j;oughly $17,000 for road mainten­
ance. This is ta an account with 
the Oakland county road commis­
sion, and any work done by the 
commission is charged agatast this 
fund. 
As a village, Novl would get 

about $65,400 in cash for roads, and 
would spend the money itself. 
Novi would thus have an extra 

$48,400 for roads and would not 
have to pay rental fees for the time 
Oakland county trucks now u;e ta 
traveltag to and from the township. 

Form of Government 
The viilage would be governed 

by an elected five-man councU, 
I which would choose a yiUage presi­
dent from among its own members. 
CouncU members would serve for 

four years on a staggered basis, 
with the president servtag a two-
year term. 
Day-by-day business would be 

handled by a full-time viUage mana­
ger, who would be hked by the 
councU and would be subject to its 
orders. 
All other offices (treasurer, clerk, 

public works superintendent and the 
like) would be appointive. 
Meettags would be held twice 

monthly, but special meettags could 
be called. 

Spectal Assessments 
In general, capital improvements 

(sewers, water, and so on) would 
be paid for by special assessment 
of homeowners who benefit. 
Action may be started either by 

oetltions signed by homeowners or 
by action of the ootihcU, The latter 
would require agreement of at least 

percent of the persons fronting 
on the improvement area. 

A public hearing oii the special 
assessment would have to be held. I lage.

Construction of the proposed 

2,000-home Lincoln Viilage de-
velopment ia Western Novi 
township has been delayed "nine 
months to a year'' because of the 
current recession. 

But a spokesman for Thomp-
son-Brown company, which plans to 
build the $40,000,000 subdivision, said 
Lincoin Village "deftaitely has not 
been abandoned." 

'The only change m our;plans-is 
the timtag," said Ross Campbell, 
vice president of Thompson-Brown. 
"Except for a delay of a few months 
we intend to foilow our original 
plans to the letter." 

Those original plans call for some 
2,000 homes to be built within the 
next five year on a 700-acre site 
Immediately south of Wixom, strad­
dling Wixom road. It would eventu­
ally include a shopptag center, 
apartment house area, and commu­
nity water and sewer system. 

Lincoln Village would be one of 
the largest developments in De-
troit history, and the biggest boon 
yet to Novi's. growth. 

CampbeU said-the decision to de-
lay construction is based on "cur-
rent unsetHed economic conditions 
—especially in the automobUe >in-
dustry.'' 
He said Thompson-Brown Is not' 

concerned with the possibility that 
many potential home owners would 
be connected with the auto tadustry, 
but more with the fact that the auto, 
indusfjy .̂ termtoes the Detroit' 
area's general economic situation. 
"It wouldn't be good business to 

invest this much money until we 
see signs that Detroit is getting back 
on Its feet," said CampbeU. 
Plans for the huge development 

were announced last November, 
shortly before the recession began 
taking shape. At that time, Thomp­
son-Brown hoped to have several' . 
hundred homes built by the end of 
this year. 
So far, no work has been done on 

the site except for the drUltag of 
one weU. 
Campbell revealed that plans for 

a revolutionary n{w sewage dispos­
al plant have been dropped. The 
plant, based on the so-caUed "Hayes 
system'', faUed to get approval of 
he state health department. 
"But we've virtually completed 

engtaeering plans for a" new type of 
plant, and are ta the process of get-
ttag them approved,'' he added. "It 
will be more expensive, but wIU 
meet aU standards of purity and 
safety set up by the health depart-
ment." 
Campbell said development of the 

site, tacludtag work on the sewage 
disposal plant, should begta this faU. 
The first homes might possibly be 
built during the wtater, but more-
likely ta the spring, he said. 

Campbell emphatically denied ru-
mors that Lincoln ViUage would be 
abandoned and that difficulties with 
the Lyon township board have been 
a stumbling block. (The develop­
ment borders on Lyon township). 
"It's Just a matter of timtag," he 

repeated. "Home construction is a 
touchy market, and we have to be 
certain of ourselves before plunging 
into a $40,000,000 developmeiit.'' 
The delay is welcome in at least 

one qiiarter. It will mean that Novi 
school bofird wUl have a few extra 
months to.prepare for the hiindreds 
of- new students from Lincoln Vll-

Wixom's village councU probably 
conducted its last meeting to con­
sider business of the community 
Monday night. 
If the proposed charter Is approv­

ed In Monday's election, the village 
wUI'change into a city. 

This did not stop the council from 
looktag' ahead, however. 

The council reviewed a proposed 
budget based on anticipated reven­
ues of $104,000 from aU tax sources 
next year. The budget wUl come up 
for study by the council at several 
sessions before a scheduled hearing 
in early June. 
In other- matters the councU mov­

ed to have all main gravel roads in 

the vUlage oUed. Funds from the 
state maintenance revenues wUl be 
used to pay for this service. 
Discussion of the proposed post 

office site resulted In a council 
opinion that, although the site was, 
not cQQ.sidered desirable, a building 
permit would be issued upon re-
qiiest. An official of the post of ftae ' 
department tadicated that the Wata-. 
stock-Wixom road location could be 
changed if a more suitable site-
comparable in cost, could be sug­
gested. 
The council considered the possi-

biUty of conducting a poll among 
residents on whether they preferred 
the post office north or south of the 
C & 0 railroad crossing.
