Almost a year ago, a new village 
was born. We didn't just step into 
an existing organization. We had to 
build a new one. 
We established a plannhig com­

mission which, with expert help 
from a planning consultant, has 
striven to plan our community so 
as lo keep taxes as low as possible 
and yet provide the best services 
passible. 
We set up a building code and 

zoning park ordinance to keep Wix­
om's development orderly. It will 
be thoroughly reviewed in time.. 
We adopted a no dumping ordin­

ance and cleaned up dumps along 
the roads. 
We took over our gravel roads 

and have kept them in good condi­
tion. We negotiated J15,000 from the 
state last year and will receive 
$17,000 this year for road work. No 
local tax' money went into road 
work or into our new road grader.

detailed public, hearing next Thurs­
day. 
The hearing, scheduled to begin 

at B p.m. in the Novi community 
buildmg, was called after more than 
100 persons attended the first public 
presentation of the charter last 
Thursday, 
"We hope to answer whatever 

questions were left in the balance 
last week," said Walter Tuck, chair­
man of tlie village charter commis­
sion, "Some of the more complicat­
ed and controversial passages will 
be read and explained in detail," 
The charter, now complete except̂  

for. last-mijiute revisions, was gen-' 
erally well-received by the gather­
ing Thursday. But some provisions 
did come in for criticism, see below.

Q u e s t i o n s a n d A n s w e r s 

A b o u t P r o p o s e d C h a r t e r 

The 100 or more persons Who attended Thursday night's 
charter hearing had some penetrating questions on their minds. 

Here are some of the queries tossed at the charter corn-
mission and some of the answers which it in turn tossed back. 

Q. Should not the clerk, treasurer and possibly other officers 
bc elected rather than appointed? Wouldn't this make them more 
responsible to ihe pubiic? 

A. This would be unwieldly. Such officers then could be removed 
only by a lengthy, expensive public recall rather than simpiy by firing 
them. In addition the pubiic has control over them through the elected 
councii. Besides, these officers should be directly responsible to the 
councU. 

Q. Shouldn't all appointees be residents of Novl? 
A. Some appointed jobs (attorney, pubUc works superintendent) 

require special traintag. What if no one In Novi has the requirements? 
And what if no one in Novi wants the job? 

Q. What docs a village manager do? 
A. He handles everyday vUlage business, carries out the coun-

cU's decisions, and generally does what the township supervisor now 
does — with approval of tlie council. 

Q, Why not elect councilmen by districts or wards instead of at 
large, so as to prtvent tlieĵ jnoro pop̂ lousjoi-fas.fi'flm.coIilrplltâ  
councU? " ' • ' 

A. It would be hard to tell where growth is coming and where 
to e'stabUsh such wards.-Representation will take, care of itself, if 
candidates'get oiIt "and campaign'as they should. (An taformal show 
of hands favored at-large baUoting by about 25-6.) 

' Q. Why not have an elected president tastead of appointing him? 
Wouldn't an appointed president be subject to ouster in a dIspule? 

" A. No. Once he's appointed, he can't be ousted from the two-
year term. . . 

Q. As for roads, wouldn't a lot of the expected Income have to 
be spent en equipment? 

A. Yes, but it could be spread over a period of years. Technical­
ly, the money can't be used for buying equipment — only maintenance. 
But the village could buy It out of general funds and then rent it to 
itself, paying the rent out of road money. It all amounts to the same-
thing. 

Q. Wouldii't the township Iose the $17,000 in road money that it 
now gets? 

A. Yes, but the vUIage would gain It — plus another $48,000 
from the state. 

Q. Wouldn't there be a duol government and dual taxatioii if 
Novi becomes a viUage? 

A. Yes, there would be governments and taxes for both the 
township and village, but the township's role would be so limited that 
it wouldn't cost much, Duplication would be avoided by having the 
viUage take care of some matters, and the township handle others. 

Q- Shouldn't the charter set the percentage of true value at 
which assessments are going to be figured? Otherwise, taxes could 
be tacreased staiply by raistag the percentage and the mlUage 
Umlt would be meaningless. 

A. State law says property must be assessed at true value. 
Traditionally, of course, assessors figure it at 40 or 50 or perhaps 86 
percent, but to write this into a charter would be an open violation 
of state law, and the charter would be refused by the governor. 

Q. If the charter foUs to pass, what hoppens? 
A. The commission would write a new one. We have three 

chances to get a charter passed — over a period of two years. If all 
three faU, .the issue is dead.

The comments and criticisms will 
be studied by the commission and 
possibiy tacorporated into the char­
ter. Tuck promised that each sug­
gestion would be thoroughly gone 
over. 

One remaining decision is the 
charter election date. County offi­
cials have suggested holding it on 
August 5 in conjunction with the 
biennial primary. But the commis­
sion feels that many families might 
be on vacation at that time and that 
the election results might not re­
flect Novi's true position on the 
charter. 

As for provisions of the document, 
they Include: 

Taxes 
The vUlage tax rate limit would 

be set at 5 mins,or $5 per $1,000 
of assessed valuation. 
This is a maximum, and doesn 

mean that the entire 5 mUls would 
be levied. 

To raise the .limit, a charter 
amendment approved by the public 
would be required. 
The limit is considerably lower 

than any surroundtag community. 
Wixom has an 8 mill limit; Walled 
Lake, 17; Farmington, 15. 
The village would get the same 

amount (roughly $56,000) from sales 
and Uquor tax rebates, building fees, 
intangible taxes that the township 
now gets. In addition, the village 
would get an extra $15,000 from 
traffic fines that the township 
doesn't get. 

This leaves only some $25,000 (an-
ticlpattag a $90,000 vUlage budget 
next year) to be raised from local 
laxefi-andrfl.-S miU limit.would be 
more than adequate for this. 
Capital improvements and road 

improvements are no'tjncluded in 
this however. 

Roads 
At present, the township gets 

j;oughly $17,000 for road mainten­
ance. This is ta an account with 
the Oakland county road commis­
sion, and any work done by the 
commission is charged agatast this 
fund. 
As a village, Novl would get 

about $65,400 in cash for roads, and 
would spend the money itself. 
Novi would thus have an extra 

$48,400 for roads and would not 
have to pay rental fees for the time 
Oakland county trucks now u;e ta 
traveltag to and from the township. 

Form of Government 
The viilage would be governed 

by an elected five-man councU, 
I which would choose a yiUage presi­
dent from among its own members. 
CouncU members would serve for 

four years on a staggered basis, 
with the president servtag a two-
year term. 
Day-by-day business would be 

handled by a full-time viUage mana­
ger, who would be hked by the 
councU and would be subject to its 
orders. 
All other offices (treasurer, clerk, 

public works superintendent and the 
like) would be appointive. 
Meettags would be held twice 

monthly, but special meettags could 
be called. 

Spectal Assessments 
In general, capital improvements 

(sewers, water, and so on) would 
be paid for by special assessment 
of homeowners who benefit. 
Action may be started either by 

oetltions signed by homeowners or 
by action of the ootihcU, The latter 
would require agreement of at least 

percent of the persons fronting 
on the improvement area. 

A public hearing oii the special 
assessment would have to be held. I lage.

Is B l a m e d 
Construction of the proposed 

2,000-home Lincoln Viilage de-
velopment ia Western Novi 
township has been delayed "nine 
months to a year'' because of the 
current recession. 

But a spokesman for Thomp-
son-Brown company, which plans to 
build the $40,000,000 subdivision, said 
Lincoin Village "deftaitely has not 
been abandoned." 

'The only change m our;plans-is 
the timtag," said Ross Campbell, 
vice president of Thompson-Brown. 
"Except for a delay of a few months 
we intend to foilow our original 
plans to the letter." 

Those original plans call for some 
2,000 homes to be built within the 
next five year on a 700-acre site 
Immediately south of Wixom, strad­
dling Wixom road. It would eventu­
ally include a shopptag center, 
apartment house area, and commu­
nity water and sewer system. 

Lincoln Village would be one of 
the largest developments in De-
troit history, and the biggest boon 
yet to Novi's. growth. 

CampbeU said-the decision to de-
lay construction is based on "cur-
rent unsetHed economic conditions 
—especially in the automobUe >in-
dustry.'' 
He said Thompson-Brown Is not' 

concerned with the possibility that 
many potential home owners would 
be connected with the auto tadustry, 
but more with the fact that the auto, 
indusfjy .̂ termtoes the Detroit' 
area's general economic situation. 
"It wouldn't be good business to 

invest this much money until we 
see signs that Detroit is getting back 
on Its feet," said CampbeU. 
Plans for the huge development 

were announced last November, 
shortly before the recession began 
taking shape. At that time, Thomp­
son-Brown hoped to have several' . 
hundred homes built by the end of 
this year. 
So far, no work has been done on 

the site except for the drUltag of 
one weU. 
Campbell revealed that plans for 

a revolutionary n{w sewage dispos­
al plant have been dropped. The 
plant, based on the so-caUed "Hayes 
system'', faUed to get approval of 
he state health department. 
"But we've virtually completed 

engtaeering plans for a" new type of 
plant, and are ta the process of get-
ttag them approved,'' he added. "It 
will be more expensive, but wIU 
meet aU standards of purity and 
safety set up by the health depart-
ment." 
Campbell said development of the 

site, tacludtag work on the sewage 
disposal plant, should begta this faU. 
The first homes might possibly be 
built during the wtater, but more-
likely ta the spring, he said. 

Campbell emphatically denied ru-
mors that Lincoln ViUage would be 
abandoned and that difficulties with 
the Lyon township board have been 
a stumbling block. (The develop­
ment borders on Lyon township). 
"It's Just a matter of timtag," he 

repeated. "Home construction is a 
touchy market, and we have to be 
certain of ourselves before plunging 
into a $40,000,000 developmeiit.'' 
The delay is welcome in at least 

one qiiarter. It will mean that Novi 
school bofird wUl have a few extra 
months to.prepare for the hiindreds 
of- new students from Lincoln Vll-

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Northville Council Proceedings 
A posiponed regular meeting of 

the Northville City Council was held 
at the City Hall Wednesday evening, 
May 7, 1958 at 8 p.m. 

Present: Mayor Allen, Council-
men Stubenvoll, Canterbury, Reed 
and Welch. 

Minutes of the last regular meet-
ing and of the Special Mayors' Day 
meeting were read and approved. 

The following biiis were present-
ed for payment: 

Generai Fund, $10,124.21 
Other Government, $555,56 
Water Fund, $314.58 

Moved by Reed, seconded by Cant-
erbury that these biiis be aiiowed 
and paid. Carried. 

Mayor Alien weicomed a group of 
students from Mr. Meaker's class 
who were present to observe, and 
introduced them to the members of 
the City Council. 

Under the heading of communi-
cations, a cai'd of thanks was read 
from Mrs. Ciaude N. Eiy and fam-
iiy. A letter was also read from 
Michigan Week headquarters ask-
Ing that a report be sent to them 
on the meeting attended by our rep­
resentatives. 

The City Clerk reported that she 
had received a cail from Mrs. Ida 
Cooke, of 516 Rouge St. again re-
questing that the City seii her the 
alley on the West side of her house 
as it is an eyesore in its present 
condition and her neighbor is piiing 
stones and tree trunks in it. The 
City Manager was asked to look the 
situation over and report back his 
findings to the Councii. 

Under the heading of communi. 
cations from the audience, James 
Green, of 126 E. Cady St., express­
ed the opinion that so long as the 
City was having "Clean-up week" 
he wished to call their attention to 
the partially burned-down house be-
longing to Paul Palmer, located at 
135 E. Cady. This property has been 
an eyesore even before it was burn­
ed and Mr. Green feeis that in its 
present condition the City should 
require Mr. Palmer to demolish the 
house. He was informed that Mgr. 
Robertson had written the owner 
during the month of April to the ef­
fect that it would be necessary for 
him to take steps to remove the 
house as he would not be allowed 
to rebuild it and Mr. Palmer has 
promised to do so within a week. 
However, up to the present time he 
has taken no steps in that direction. 
The City Attorney was instructed 
to send written notice to Mr. Pal­
mer to the effect that the building 
must be torn down within 39 days, 
as under the provisions of our code 
the Citv has authority to order its 
removal. 

Sam Bongiovanni, of 320 N.'Cen­
ter St. was present to ask the Coun­
cii what they were going to do with 
the creek running across N. Center 
St., which is adjacent to his prop­
erty and into which the City is now 
proposing to empty the storm sewer 
from the new high school. The creek 
is already washing away the bank 
on his property and he Is wonder­
ing what is going to happen when 
addidtional water is emptied into it. 
He was assured that the situation 
would be investigated and the legal 
angles looked up before the next 
regular meeting. 

Mr. Penn also reported on the re 
quirements for pumping water to 
the high school and the equipment 
that would be necessary to do the 
job satisfactorily. 

The following resolution was then 
presented: 

"WHEREAS, the City of North-
ville has requested that the proprle. 
tor of the Northville Heights Sub-
division increase the size of a water 
main through their subdivision in 
order that other areas of the City 
might be better serviced, and 

WHEREAS, the contractor who 
has the job of mstalling said water 
line has agreed to install the larger 
water main and to charge the City 
only for the increase in cost of the 
materials and labor occasioned 
through the installation of the larg­
er water main, 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council 
for the City of Northville does here­
by resolve that there is no benefit 
to the City to be had in advertising 
for sealed bids for the above work 
and therefore waive the require-

ment for advertising for sealed bids 
as set forth in the City Purchasmg 
Ordinance." 

Moved by Reed, supported by 
Welch that this resolution be adopt-
ed. Carried. 

Motion was then made by Allen, 
supported by Reed that the City pay 
$2.47 per foot of tiie cost of the 10' 
waler main running through North­
viiie Heights Subdivision. Carried. 

It was moved by Reed, support­
ed by Welch, that Mr. Penn be in­
structed to advertise for bids on the 
water main from reservoir to North­
viiie Heights Subdivision and from 
the subdivision to North Center St., 
and then down Hill St. to Novi. Car­
ried. 

Foilowing action on this motion 
Councilman Stubenvoll was excused 
because of being iil, and the two 
preceding motions were passed fol 
lowing Mr. StubenvoU's departure. 

The next matter to be discussed 
was the appointment of Mr, Al Wil­
liams as Heating Inspector at 75 
percent of fees, Mr. Waterloo, Build­
ing Inspector, who has been mak­
ing these inspections, feels that Mr. 
Wiiiiams is better qualified to do 
this work, and Mr. Williams is will­
ing to take it over. It was moved 
by Welch, supported by Reed, that 
Mr. Williams be appointed Heating 
Inspector at 75 percent of fees as 
recommended by the City Manager. 
Carried. 

Councilman Canterbury, Chair­
man of the "Beautify Northviile" 
Committee, reported on the work 
that is being and has been done by 
his committee. He stated that there 
are a number of old buildings that 
should be torn down, and he felt 
that Council should pass a resolu­
tion to that effect. 

Moved by Canterbury, seconded 
by Allen that the City Council pass 
a resolution requiring that such 
buildings be torn down (to give the 
Building Inspector authority to go 
to the owners of these buildings with 
more official backing.) Carried. 

In connection with keeping the 
streets clean, Supt. Hartner reported 
that the streets are swept every 
morning, but that there are certain 
spots that it is impossible to reach 
because cars are parked there all 
night. It was agreed that the ordta­
ance prohibiting parking in the bus­
iness district between the hours of 
3 a.m. to 5 a.m. should be put into 
effect as soon as possible, and the 
committee who were appomted or­
iginally to formulate the street park­
ing ordinance which .was repealed, 
is asked to take action on this mat­
ter as soon as possible. 

Counciiman Welch feels that the 
City Councii should be figuring ways 
and means to provide needed capi­
tal improvements withta the foresee­
able future, such as improvement 
of all the remaining unimpI-oved 
streets in the City, the new public 
works buildings. City Hall, Fire 
Hall, jail, etc., and it is his sug­
gestion that a committee be ap­
pointed to find out what the total 
costs of these improvements might 
be and that the question of floating 
bonds to finance such improvements 
be put on the ballot at the next City 
election. It was felt by other mem­
bers of the Council that this was 
not the time to approach the voters 
with such a program because of 
the high schooi taxes with which 
they are now faced. 

However, it was moved by Can 
terbury, supported by Allen, that 
a study committee consisting 
Welch and Reed, be established to 
study this question and consider the 
possibilities of a bond issue to pay 
for the capital improvements it is 
felt are necessary. Carried. 

Councilmen Reed and Welch then 
reported on their visit to Roosevelt 
Park which they reported was 
most informative and enjoyable oc-
casion. 

Because of the lateness of the 
hour, it was decided that the pre­
sentation of the budget would be 
oostponed until Monday evienlng. 
May 12th, 1958 at 8 p.m. when an 
informal meeting will be held 
carefully consider the proposed bud­
get item for item. However, before 
adjourning the meeting, Atty. Ogil-
vie read the bill from the Wayne 
County Library Board for the year 
l95B, which amounts to more than 
$8,009. As this is more than $5,000 
in excess of last year's biii, the City 
Manager was instructed to look Into 
reason for such a jump. 

No further business appearing, 
meeting was adjourned at 11:15 
p.m.

The 
others were scenes of a New York 
subway platform at night and a 
Northville Merchants basebaii game 
at Cass Benton park. 

Harold, a student at Northville 
high school, shoots and nrocesses 
photos for The Record (including 
the Senior Prom pictures on page 
9). In addition he does commercial 
photography, includhig wedding and 
babv portfolios. 

With one contest out of the way. 
Harold now is awaiting results of 
the nalional Kodak competition for 
high school students.

To be introduced to the mysteries of the 
heavens is a great experience. If one can lo­
cate a few constellations in the sky and find 
the Big Dipper and the North Star he begins 
to feel that all is not utterly strange above. 
The seven stars are the Pleiades, the seven 
sisters of ancient myth, While Oriot^, the hunt-
er. is plainly seen With his Wide belt and dag-
ger formed by the pattern of the stars. The 
God of the Universe is the one that turns the 
shadoW. 

( l ) He turns the shadoW of darlcness 
into the light of His judgment. Would We 
really prefer a world in Which Wrong did not 
produce certain and Very understandable con-
sequences, a World in Which men might deal 
ulijustly and cruelly With one another and 
do it With impurity, a World in Which there 
Would not be a judgment on men's defiance 
of God's Will? With God a man knows Where 
he stands! Yet judgment is not the last Word. 
Redemption is. God's great purpose for us 

is not that "We should perish, hut have ever-
lasting life." 

(2) He turns the shadoW of sin into the 
beauty of Christian character. Billy Sunday 
came from the gutter to occupy the place of 
an evangelist. Delia loughlin of the Mott 
Street opium den, NeW York, became the 
humble, pure-hearted Christian Worker. God's 
Ijrace functions in a marvelous way. "Though 
your sins he as scarlet, they shall be White 
as snoW; though they be red like crimson, 
they shall be as Wool.' 

(3) He turns the shadoW of doubt nnd 
despair into the gloW of certainty and hope. 
It is Written, And I, if I be lifted up, will 
draw all men unto me.*' When you lift up 
Christ, exalt him in your life. He will brinv 
you from the shadows to' Himself. 

I once came upon a Church in Detroit 
named "The Church of the Morning Star". 
I like that. Not the Church of the Evening. 
Star, or the Church of the setting Sun, but 
-The Church of the Morning Star that spealu 
of light and the day and the dawn, of the full-
ness of God's light brought to bear oji some 
shadow of sin, or fear, or doubt.

THE RECOGNITION OF EXAMIN-

UNTARILY COOPERATING I N 
THE ENFORCEMENT OF THIS 
ORDINANCE; TO PROVIDE A

THEREOF. 

The TOWNSHIP of NORTRVILLE 
ordains: 

SECTION! 
ELECTRICAL INSPECTION 

A. The Northviiie Township Board 
hereinafter called the Inspection 
Authority shall have and hereby is 
given jurisdiction, subject to re-
view as herehiafter provided, over 
the inspection of all electrical in-
staliations, including changes, re-
paks and additions thereto within 
the Township of Northville, Wayne 
County, Michigan. The Township 
Board shall appoint an Electrical 
Inspector who shall inspect aii elec­
trical installations and report to the 
Inspection Authority. This jurisdic­
tion shall apply to the installation 
of wiring devices, apparatus and 
equipment for connection to electri­
city supply systems having voltages 
over 30 volts, except as provided hi 
Section 4. 

SECTION 2 
FEES FOR INSPECTION 

A. When an application is made 
for a permit required under the 
terms of this ordinance, a fee shall 
be paid in an amount as prescribed 
by the Township Board of the Town-
ship of Northville. 

SECTION 3 
RIGHT OF ACCESS TO BUILDING 

A. The Electrical Inspector and/ 
or his deputy shall have the right 
during reasonable hours to enter 
any buildhig in the discharge of his 
official duties or for the purpose of 
malting any uispection or test of 
the installation of electric wirhig, 
electric devices and/or electric ma-
terial contained wherein and shall 
have the authority to cause the turn-
ing off of all electric supply and cut 
or disconnect, in cases of emergen-
cy, any wire where such electrical 
currents are dangerous to life or 
property or may interfere with the 
work of the Fke Department. 

SECTION 4 
PERMITS 

A. No alteratioiis or additions 
shall be made in the existing wir-
ing of any building, nor shall any 
building be wired for the placing 
of any electric lights, motors, heat-
ing devices, or any apparatus re-
quiring the use of electrical cur-
rent at a potential over 30 volts, 
nor shall any alterations be made 
in the wkhig in any building after 
inspection, without first notifying 
the Clerk of the Township of North-
viiie and securing a permit there­
for. Applications for such permit, 
describing such work, shall be made 
hy the person, firm, or corporation 
installing same and permit when 
Issued shall be to such applicant. 

B. This section shall not apply to 
maintenance and repairs on the 
premesises of a person, firm or cor­
poration regularly employing quaii 
fied electricians for that purpose, 
nor such minor repair work as re 
pairhig flush and snap switches, re 
placuig fuses, changing lamp sock­
ets and receptacles, taping bare 
joints or repairing drop cords. 

SECTION 5 
INSPECTION 

A. Upon the completion of the wir­
ing of any building, it shall be the 
duty of the person, firm or corpora 
tion installing the same to notify 
the Clerk of the Township of North 
ville, who shall notify the Electrical 
Inspector to inspect the histallation 
as soon as possible, and if it is 
found to be fully in compliance with 
this ordinance and does not consti­
tute a hazard to life and property, 
he shall issue to such person, firm, 
or corporation for delivery to the 
owner a certificate of uispection au. 
thorizing connection to the electrical 
service and the turning on of the 
current. Ah wires which are to be 
hidden from view shall be inspect-
ed before concealment and any per­
son, firm or corporation installing 
such wires shall notify the Clerk 
of the Township of Northville, giv­
ing sufficient time in which to make 
the requked inspection before such 
wires are concealed. 

SECTION 8 
RE-INSPECTION 

A. The Electrical Inspector may 
make periodically a thorough re-
kispection of the installation in 

buildings of all electric wiring, elec­
tric devices and electrical material 
now installed or that may hereafter 
be installed, withto the Township 
of Northville and when the installa­
tion of any such wirmg, devices; 
and/or material is found to be in 
a dangerous or unsafe condition, 
the person, firm or corporation 
owning, using, or operating the 
same shall be notified and shall 
make the necessary repairs or 
changes requiruig to place such 
wiring, devices and material in a 
safe condition and have such work 
completed within fifteen days, or 
any longer period specified by the 
electrical inspector in said notice. 
The Electrical Inspector is hereby 
empowered to disconnect or order 
the discontinuance of electrical ser­
vice to such wiring, devices, and/or 
material so found to be defectively 

exammatlon for Contractor's Li­
cense. Persons, firms or corpora­
tions applytog for Contractor's Li­
cense must have at least one mem­
ber of the firm with the above qual­
ifications and experience .or may 
have one or more men employed 
with the above qualifications and 
experience. 

A Board of Examiners is hereby 
constituted consisting of the Elec­
trical Inspector of the Township of 
Northviile, a representative of the 
Detroit Edison Company, a licensed 
Electrical Contractor and a licensed 
Journeyman Electrician, and the 
said Electrical Contractor and Jour­
neyman Electrician shall have had 
at least 10 years experience In elec­
trical work. The members of said 
Board of Examiners shall be ap­
pointed by the Northville Township 
Board for such terms as shall be 

installed until the installation of designated at the time of appoint-
such wiring, devices and material 
has been made safe as directed by 
the Electrical Inspector, 

SECTION 7 
CONSTRUCTION REQUIREMENTS 

A. No certificate of inspection 
shall be issued unless the electrical 
installation is in strict conformity 
with the grovisions of this ordin-
ance, the statutes of the State of 
Michigan, the rqies and regulations 
issued by the Michigan Pubiic Utii-
ities Commission under the authori-
ty of the State statutes, and uniess 
they are in conformity with approv-
ed methods of construction for safe­
ty to persons. and property. The 
reguiations as laid down in the Na-
tional Electrical Code, as approved 
by the American Standards Associ. 
ation and in the National Electrical 
Safety Code, as approved by the 
American Standards Association, 
and in the rules and regulations es-
tablished as hereinafter provided 
(Section 10, par. D) shall be prima 
facie evidence of such approved 
methods. 
. B. WIRING BY OWNER. Nothing 
contained in this ordinance shall be 
deemed to prohibit any person from 
installing, altering or repairing elec-
Irical wiring and apparatus in or on 
a single family residence owned and 
occupied by the person performing 
the work, provided the necessary 
permit for the electrical work has 
been secured. All the work done 
under the provision of this Para­
graph shall be subject to inspec-
tion. 

SECTION 8 
APPROVED iVIATERIALS 

A. It shall be unlawful to mstall 
or use any electrical device, apparâ  
tus, or equipment designed for at-
tachment to, or installation on any 
electrical circuit or system for heat, 
light or power that is not of good 
design and construction and safe 
and adequate for its intended use. 
The Electrical Inspector shall have 
power to disapprove the use or In 
stallation of devices not fulfilling 
these requirements. Devices, appa-
ratus and equipment' approved by 
such generally recognized authori­
ties as United States Bureau of 
Standards, Electrical Testmg Lab-
oratories of New York, or Under­
writers Laboratories shall be held 
to have the approval of the Elec-
trical Inspector unless explicitly 
disapproved by said Authority for 
reasons of faulty design and poor 
construction involving danger to 
persons and/or property. 

B. K shall be the duty of the Elec­
trical Inspector from time to time 
to inspect devices, apparatus and 
equipment offered to the public for 
use in Installation to see that such 
items conform to the above require 
ments. 

SECTION 9 
RECORD AND REVIEW 

A. The Clerk of the Township of 
Northviile shall keep complete rec­
ords of all permits issued and in­
spections made and other official 
work performed under the provi­
sions of this ordinance. 

B. When the Electrical Inspector 
condemns all or part of any electri­
cal installation, the owner may with­
in five days after receiving written 
notice from the Electrical Inspect­
or file a petition, in writing for re-
vi?w of said action of the Electrical 
Inspector with the Board of Exam-
Iners, upon receipt of which the said 
Board of Examiners shall at once 
proceed to determtoe whether said 
electrical installation comolies with 
this ordinance, and within three 
days shall make a decision in ac-
cordance with its findings. 

SECTION 10 
LICENSE FOR ELECTRICAL 

WORK 
A. It shall be unlawful for any 

person, firm or corporation to en-
gage as an independent contractor 
in the installation ,alteration, main-
tenance or repair of electrical wir-
Ing, equipment, apparatus or fix­
tures for light, heat or power pur­
poses where the electromotive force 
exceeds 30 volts in or about buiid­
ings and/or structures located with­
in the Township of Northviile with­
out first havtog procured a license. 

Persons maktog application must 
be 21 years of age, shall have held 
a license as a Journeyman eleclri-
clan for a period of at least 2 years, 
and shall have passed a suitable 

ment. This Board shall examtoe all 
applicants for either Contractor's 
or Journeyman electrician's licens-
es. Applicants failing to pass will 
not be eligible for re-examination 
in any reciprocating Municipality 
for a period of thirty days. All ap­
plicants for licenses shall designate 
their legal address as the location 
of their residence in the case of 
Journeyman electricians, and their 
legal address as the prtocipal plai 
of business in the case of. electrical 
contractors. All electrical contrac­
tors and journeyman electrcians 
having their legal address witiiin 
thê icorporate limits of the Town-
ship of Northviiie shaii secure their 
license from the said Clerk of the 
Township of Northville. 

The Board shall prepare the ap­
plication blanks, prescribe the ex­
amination and meet at least once 
month or on call of the Township 
of Northville to hold examinations. 
Due notice shall be given applicants 
of the date of examination. 

B. It shall be unlawful for any 
person to engage in the occupation 
or trade of Journeyman electrician 
in the installation, alteration, main-
tenance or repair of electrical wir­
ing equipment, apparatus or fix­
tures for light, heat, power or med­
ical purposes where the electromo­
tive force exceeds 30 volts in 
about buildings and/or structures 
withta the Township of Northville 
without having fkst taken the exam­
ination and obtained a license 
herein provided. This provision shall 
not apply to helpers and apprentii 
es, provided such work as they 
may do is performed under the di-
rectibn and supervision of licensed 
Journeyman electricians who shall 
be on the premises at all times when 
such helpers or apprentices are per 
forming such work on the premises. 

All applications for said examin 
ation shall be ta writtag. The exam­
ination shall consist of an oral or 
written examtaation as the Exam­
ining Board shall determtoe, and 
such other practical tests in exam-
ination at the discretion of the Ex­
amining Board. Stenographic notes 
shall be taken of all oral examina-
tions. 

Minimum qualifications for exam 
inations for Journeyman electricians 
shall be four years of practical ex­
perience. Time spent in trade school 
attendance shall be credited as ap­
prentice experience. Four years in 
technical school and one year tech­
nical experience shall also qualify 
for examination. 

C. The fee for an Electrical Con­
tractor's license shall be $25.00 per 
pear. The fee for a Journeyman 
Electrician's license shall be $1.00 
per year. Licenses shall expire on 
December 31st of each year, and 
shall be renewed upon application 
by the licensee, together with the 
payment of the required fee. After 
March 1st all licenses not renewed 
shall be considered cancelled and 
may not be renewed except on ap-
proval by the Examintag Board. 
Electrical Contractors' licenses and 
Journeyman electricians' licenses 
shall be issued by the Clerk of the 
Township of Northville upon rec 
ommendatlon of the Examtoing 
Board. Licenses issued under this 
ordinance shall be non-transferable 
and shall be displayed when request-
ed. Electrical Contractors' licenses 
under the terms of this ordinance 
shall not secure permits for work 
to be done by any person not em-
ployed by said electrical contractor, 
and license may be revoked for vio-
lation of this rule. 

No license shall be recognized by 
the Township of Northville unless 
such licenses are Issued by a co-
operating Municipality having an 
Examining Board. 

The Township of Northville shall 
permit Electrical Contractors law­
fully licensed by other municipalities 
of the State of Michigan to install, 
alter or repair electrical wiring, 
equipment, apparatus or fixtures for 
light, heat or power purposes with­
in the corporate limits of the Town­
ship of Northville, upon payment of 
a One Dollar registration fee, pro­
vided that such municipalities re­
ciprocate in recognizing Electrical 
Contractors who are duly licensed 
under the provisions of this ordin­
ance by granting them the same 
privilege and charging the same uni­
form license and registration fees. 
Provided further, that the licensing 
ordinances are substantially equal 
to the requirements of this ordin­

ance. Journeyman electricians duly 
licensed by any municipality coop­
erating in the reciprocal arrange­
ment shall be permitted to work ta 
the Township of Northville without 
the payment of a registration fee: 
provided, however, that any Jour­
neyman electrician doing work with­
in the Township of Northville, and 
holding a license from a cooperating 
municipality, shall register with the 
Township of Northville. 

No Electrical Contractor's licens-
es shall be recognized, for the pur­
pose of registration, by the Town­
ship of Northville of applicants who 
maintato thek principal place of 
business ta a municipali^ which 
fails to approve, by affirmative ac-
tion of its Legislative Body, the re-
ciprocal and mutually interchange-
aiile licensing arrangements cover-
ed by this ordtaance. 

Corporations applytog for Electri­
cal Contractors' licenses, whose 
principal place of business Is not 
in the State of Michigan, may ob-
tain such license from the Town­
ship of Northville upon approval 
by the Examining Board and the 
payment of the prescribed fee. 
Provided, that the applicant shall 
file a duly executed bond ta the 
penal sum of $1,000.00 ruilntag to 
the Township of Northville condi­
tioned for the faithful performance 
and observance of the ordtaance 
and rules and regulations made and 
approved as hereinafter provided by 
controlling the installation of elec-
tricai wiring-and equipment. Such 
bond shall be a surety bond from a 
recognized and approved Surety 
Company authorized to transact 
bustoess in the State of Michigan. 

Any Electrical Contractor's or 
Journeyman electrician's license 
may, after a heartag, be suspended 
or revoked by the Examtatag Board 
having issued such license upon evi-
dence presented that false state-
ments have been made upon appli­

cation for license or upon evidence 
presented that the person, firm or 
corporation holding such license wil 
fully or by reason of incompetence 
repeatedly violates any rules and 
regulations relating to the inspec 
tion, maintenance, alteration or re-
pair of electrical wiring, devices, 
appliances or equipment. 

D. The Board of Examtaers Is 
hereby empowered and It shall be 
their duty to make such rules and 
regulations concerning electrical 
work in the Township of Northville 
as may be requked to properly pro­
vide for the situation therein. The 
rules and regulations so made shall 
be effective upon approval by the 
Northville Township Board, and 
shall take precedence over plans, 
specifications and National Electric 
Code Rules. 

SECTION 11 
EXEMPTIONS 

The provisions of this ordtoance 
shall not apply to the followtag: 

A. The instailtag of radio receiv-
ing sets and equipment. (The tastal-
lation of convenience outlets for 
power supply to a radio set shall 
be subject to such rules and regu-

lations.) 
B. This ordinance and its provi-

sions shall not apply to apparatus 
and equipment installed by or for 
any public utility operattag under 
jurisdiction of the Michigan Public 
Service Commission and used pri­
marily for the generation or distri-
bution of electric current or for sig-
nal or communication purposes. 

SECTION 12 
PENALTY 

A. Any person, firm or corporation 
who shall fail to comply with any 
of the provisions hereof, shall upon 
conviction thereof, be subject to a 
fine of not more than $100.00 or 
Imprisonment in the Detroit House 
of Correction In the discretion of the 
Court for a period not to exceed 
ntaety (90) days, or by both such 
fine and knprlsonment in the dis-
cretion of the Court unless otherwise 
provided in this ordinance. 

SECTION 13 
REPEAL OF CONFLICTING 

ORDRVANCES 
A. All ordinances or parts of or­

dinances conflicttag with the provi­
sions of this ordmance are hereby

Should any section, subdivision,

LIABILITY 

A. This ordtaance shall not be 
construed to relieve from or lessen 
the responsibility or liability of any 
party owntag, operattag, controlling 
or tastalltag any electric wiring, 
electric devices and/or electric ma-
terial for damages to. person or 
property. caused by any defect 
thereto nor shall the Township of 
Northville be held as assumtag any 
such liability by reason of the in­

SECTION IS 
EFFECTIVE DATE 

The provisions of this Ordtaance 
are hereby declared to be immedi­
ately necessary for the preservation 
of the public peace, health and safe-
ty and are hereby ordered to take 
effect thkty (30) days after ftoal 
enactment and publication.

Babson Park, Mass. — Because 
of the increased goverIiment expen-
ditures for missiles, etc., there 
much tallt about more inflation com­
ing. If Congress would accept the 
recommendation of the Hoover Com-
mission, there would be no need 
increasing the budget. We could 
save enough on unnecessary and 
wasteful spendmg to offset any in­
crease in defense outlays. However, 
as all the Congressmen are up for 
re-election this year, there is littie 
chance of their making these recom 
mended savings. 

Stocks As A Hedge 

The general feeltag is that stocks 
are the best hedge against infla­
tion. Let us look at the record: — 
This talk about iiiflation started in 
1951. Here is what has happened to 
eight stocks since then. But many 
readers will say that these are hand 
picked. O.K.» but let me follow this 
1951-1957 list with a more recent 
one covering 12 other ipopular stocks 
with an average 1957 drop of C5-70 
percent. In fact, the entke stock 
market declined about 20 percent. 
Surely, none of the stocks below 
would have been good hedges 
against inflation.

LAND AS A HEDGE 

A careful study of different forms 
of investment teaches me that raw 
land on dry ground ten .miles or 
less from a small city or 'town has 
the best record as an inflation 
hedge. To secure such at the right 
price. It should be purchased be­
fore It is thought of for lots for 
development. However, even then, 
with roads, electricity, water and 
sewage, it gives one real security 
This may be more important than 
profit. Such land or small farms 
just outside a town limit should be 
excellent hedges. 

If you do not want to be bother­
ed with the taxes and care of such 
land which you do not expect to 
occupy but are to hold for specu-
latlon your broker will name some 
land companies whose stocks are 
listed on a stock exchange, In fact, 
some railroads are worth more as 
land companies than as railroads. 
Some Canadian mining companies 
with valuable underground deposits 
of ore should also be good hedges 
against Inflation if bought at low 
depreciated prices. They are ,blf 
now about 50 -percent — suffering 
from the big boom of a few years 
ago. 

CASH IN THE BANK 

Personally, I like best now put-
ting my savings hi the bank at 3V4 
percent interest. Of course, your 
broker may tell you such bank de. 
posits are poor hedges against in-
flatlon. It is true that the purchas. 
ing power of a bank account for 
food ,clothing and shelter will de-
cltae as the cost of living increases. 
Therefore, I would not want to leave 
my funds in a bank account too 
long. But such a loss of interest or 
decline in purchasing power, over 

few years, it not notable com­
pared with the possible decline in 
stock prices during said period. 

When people ask me the best 
fertilizer for an orange grove I al­
ways say: ''The footprints of the 
owner.'' Hence, I believe that the 
best of all possible land purchases 
for an inflation hedge is land ad­
joining what you now own. This 
you can watch and make more val­
uable. Of course, you would not 
buy land anywhere that you did not 
first see. There is much land "out-
doors'" and no reader will see any­
one get a monopoly of it. In short, 
I believe inflation is slowly coming 
as it always has been; but it Is 
nothing to get panicky about,

He made it clear that the more 
than $1,000,000 cut from the 1957-58 
budget crimped programs at the 
university; that the going would be 
tougher next year. He also showed 
continued concern over inability to 
prepare properly for increased stu-
dent loads expected in tlie near fu-
ture. 

'But we still can operate a good 
university without .major damage 
to our programs,'' he said. 

Hannah predicted that less im­
portant programs and some of the 
services that are valuable but not 
basic can be dropped or reduced ta 
scope to fit the budget cuts. 

« * • 
More agreement came from Dr. 

Albert E. Heustis, state health com­
missioner, whose budget cuts hurt 
his agency as much or more than 
they did some others. 

Even programs as small ($10,000) 
but important as the fight against 

swimmer's itch'' were abolished. 
Dr. Heustis called for all people 

to reconsider the impact of the tax-
payer before complataing about less 
money to spend in state govern-
ment. 

• » « 
We shouid all do some soul-

searching before throwing up our 
hands,'' he said. 

Heustis' statements are Import-
ant. He is an appointee of Gov. Wil-
liams, who has argued for years 
that the state should expand its ser-
vices and levy taxes to finance them 

• • • 
GOV. WILLIAMS' reasons for try­

ing for his sixth consecutive term 
as chief executive made more news 
than the announcement of his can­
didacy. 

No one was surprised when he 
said he would run. Anyone who 
didn't know it just hasn't been pay­
ing attention. 

The stage was set months ago 
when Williams said that he and Lt. 
Gov. Philip A. Hart would run for 
senator and governor, hut refrained 
from saytag who would do what. 

Hart then announced for the U.S. 

Senate seat now held by Senator 
Charles E . Potter, Republican. SeiI-
ator John B. Swatason (D-Detroit) 
announced for lieutenant governor. 

That left WiUIams, 
Two years ago, he broke his tra­

ditionally long silence to announce 
he would go for his fifth term "to 
finish the job". 

Now, potating directly at Repub­
lican budget cuts, Williams said he 
wants a sixth term to -prevent "Re­
publicans from maktag a shambles'' 
of state government. 

Republicans, in a needltag mood, 
said the ltae suggested Williams be­
lieves he has already ''ftaished the 
job." Now he wants to protect the 
result, they say, which Is the "sham­
bles" and the unbalanced budget. 

« « • 
Republicans, sharpening t h e i r 

weapons for the campaign ahead, 
retorted that Michigan is broke and 
is runntag a deficit after 10 years 
of Williams' regime. 

They criticized the governor's na­
tionwide trips, his 10-day absence 
followtag the 1958 session and 
threatened to make the "governor's 

symbol: the empty chair" a cam­
paign issue. 

• * • 
INVESTIGATORS sent by the 

House to cheek on reports of mis-
treatment of mental hospital pat­
ients pulled a surprise night-time 
visit at Northville State Hospital. 

They found a 50-bed unit had been 
Idle for months. 

Hospital authorities said they lack-
ed money to staff the unit, despite 
a finding that siatf positions have 
not been filled from authorized 
money. 

Rep. Harry J. Phillips (R-Port 
Huron) said the other major mental 
hospitals ta the state would get 
surprise visits. 

"We don't want them to doll the 
place up just for us," he said.

Until the outbreait over re-appoint-
Ing Attorney Anthony Renne, the 
Novi township board meeting Mon­
day night was one of the quietest 
in months. 

The board plowed through a num-
ber of routine matters ranging from 
new ordinances to a new police car, 

The board requested Kenne to 
look further Into proposed ordbanc-
es governing new sewer and water 
systems in the township as suggest­
ed by Johnson and Anderson, engi­
neering consultants for the town­
ship. The ordinances would allow 
Novi to regulate such systems and 
would provide for their eventual 
transfer to the township. 

Supervisor Fr-aijer Staman re-
ported that county and state road 
officials will look into Novi's re-
quest for no-parking signs along one 
side, of 13 Mile road and other 
streets near Wailed Lake park, so 
as to leave a clear fire route (see 
picture below). 

, The board agreed tô -look tato an 
ordinance requiring fences and 
other safety precautions for private 
swinimhig pools in -the township. 

Building Inspector Harold Ackley 
reported,̂  that the large idump near 
Willowbrb^k Village ia^belng well-

controlled although it has not yet 
been sprayed. He said there is no 
evidence of garbage or rats at the 
dump. 

The board learned that "Holly-
wood on the Lake" — an undevel-
oped subdivision near the east shore 
of Wailed Lake — will revert back 
to Its original status as farmland 
unless objections are voiced. The 
action was termed a "break" for 
Novi, since the 1912 platting is not 
up to current standards. 

Some $170 was voted for a new 
fence around part of the Novi town-
ship park on Walled Lake. The cost 
is to be shared with an adjacent 
property owner. The board also dis-
cussed buying new park tables and 
restoring the park's electrical sys 
tem. 

Treasurer Ray Harrison suggest-
ed getting bids on a new police car 
to avoid delay when a new car is 
needed. The present car, despite 
$1,400 worth of repairs since it was 
bought, is agata in poor condition. 

Harrison failed to get very far 
with suggestions that the board buy 
him a $3,500-$5,00D tax billtag ma­
chine and a new electric adding ma­
chtae. He said the equipment Is 
badly needed.

overwhelmingly to fire Renne. 
Ail board members agreed at the 

time that the action wouid 
stand, since it couid not legally 
undertaken at the meetmg.

came up, Staman pointed to the 
annual meeting and said the board 
should foiiow the wishes of the peo-
pie.

tag a state-wide civil defense alert. 

•Novi civil defense crews were 
ready to pitch in and head to other 
simulated disaster areas if the call 
came ta. 

On the other hand, they were 
-prepared to sit home if it turned out 
that Novi Itself was hit tiy.an im-
agtaary hydrogen bomb. 

"We don't know who's gotag to 
be hit, who will be called out, or 
when it will happen," said Miss Eu-
genie Choquet, co-dlreotor of Novl 
civil defense. 

"But we do have teams of auxll-
ary police and nurse's aides on the 
alert ta case we do get a call," 
she added. 

As The Novi News went to press 
yesterday, Novi's fate was still un-
decided. 

Last week, 32 newly-trained vol-
unteers graduated from an intensive 
first aid course. Many will go to 
an advanced first aid course which 
could lead to civil defense positions 
as doctor's assistants.
