At that time the vi)lagc of Northville was credited with
being the largest manufacturing center in Wayne couaty
outside of Detroit and Wyandotte,

Van Atta is shown below with a giant 24-foot long lathe
that is now located in Greenfield Village. The lathe was a
gift from Van Atta to Heary Ford,

It was originally used at Meads Mill (nov'v the park area)
by a firm manufacturing land rollers. Later it was moved to
the prosperous American Bell and Foundry plant located at
the site of the recently burned-down Allied plant.

Van Atta came into possession of the lathe when he mov-
ed his Superior Churn company into the American Bell :fnd
Foundry plant. Earlier he had used the top floor of the Union
Manufacturing and Lumber company, now the I‘o'rd Valve
plant. For six months after Ford purchased the Union Ma.n-
ufacturing plant Van Acta contiaued to lease ths-: upstairs
space and it was then that he became acquainted wul.: ‘Henfy
Ford. According to Van Atta, Ford was a frequent visitor in :
Northville. ‘ ®id

Later Van Atta leased the use of the huge Jathe to Stinson
Aircraft for turning nose sections of their airplanes. Finally
he called up his friend Henry Ford and offered the lathe for

It was moved by Welch, supported
by Reed that these bills be allowed
and paid. Carried.
Andrew Torok, of 328 N. Center
street, was present to talk with the
council about his sewer problem
and to inquire if he would be grant-
ed permission to install a septic
tank and tile field, In discussing the
problem it was the concensus of
opinion that under existing condi-
tions it is impossible for Mr, Torok
to be connected to the existing sew-
ers, and it was moved by Canter-
bury supported by Stubenvoll, that
he be authorized to construct a prop-
er septic tank and drain field, sub.
jeet to the approval of the city
manager, because of the impracti-
cability of reaching any existing city
seex;er line - from his property. Car-
ri

Sam Bongiovanni of 320 N. Cen-
ter- St.,- was again present to find
out what the decision was regard.
ing the creek running beside his
property. Attorney Ogilvie asked for
a couple of weeks time to prepare
a written opinion on this matter.
Communication was red from the
Michigan Public Service Commis-
sion regarding a hearing o be held
August 7, 1958, requiring the Con-
sumers Power Co., to remove re.
strictions on space heating, Mgr.
Robertson was instructed to write
a letter to the Public Service Com.
mission expressing that the City of
Northville favored the removal of
such restrictions.
Mr. Penn, Engineer, gave a re-
port on what the city of Northville
would be required to do in order {0
furnish sanitary sewer to the pro-
posed Taft Sub., as well as to the
further development of Yerkes Es.
states subdivision. If and when this
development takes place, the sub-

‘dividers will havce to assume the

cost of enlarging the system.

The next item of old business was
the public hearing on the proposed
1958-59 budget. Mgr. Robertson went
over same item by item after which
Mayor Allen gave the audience pres-
ent an opportunity to present their
views on the budget. Sydney Frid
called attention to the fact that while
this'is the highest budget the city has
ever had, nothing is figured for
major improvements. He stated that
at the time the City was incorpor-
ated the citizens were promised that
the race track money would be used
for street improvements and other
such projects, but instead it has
been used for general.city govern-
ment. He feels the people are en-
titled to receive the services which
have been promised them by form-
er councils. Cyril Frid concurred in
this ‘view. Mgr. Robertson named
some -of the major improvements
planned to be made with the mon-
ies to be raised, but Mr, Frid did
not feel that these improvements

|were as essential as, for instance,

the .improvement of Walnut street.

Our Sunday Sales Problem
People in puritanical New Eng-
land where only one percent of the
supermarkets are open on Sundays
are probably unaware that 78 per-
cent of these markets are open
Sundays in the Mountain and Pa.
cific States. In California, stores of
all kinds never close. The real rea.
son for this is competition for the
everlasting sales dollar.
There are a number of causes for
the inroads the merchant is mak-
ing on the Sabbath: (1) The long-
term pattern of business from 9 to
5 gave way to wartime needs when
stores in certain manufacturing
areas remained open evenings to
cater to round-the-clock defense
workers. (2) The mass movement
to Suburbia following the war rad-
ically changed consumers’ buying
habits; it was much more conven-
ient to stay at home and shop in
Suburbia, especially if the stores
remained open nights. (3) When
competition for consumer dollars
stiffened, it was but a short step
into Sunday from Saturday after-
noon — particularly in those parts
of our country where Sunday Blue
Laws either are weak or receive
only token enforcement.

Is Sunday Selling Good
For Merchants?

That depends on who and where
you are! The now famous case of
Hess Brothers, Allentown, Pennsyl-
vania’s largest department store,
points up one answer to this ques-
tion. Last October, a large discount
house, “Two Guys From Harrison,
Inc.,” began drawing away the Hess
sales volume. Hess Brothers finally
threatened to keep its doors open
on Sunday, too. Hess' threat caus-
ed a Pennsylvania district attorney
not only to fine the owners of “Two

These merchants argue
that times change, and with chang-
ing times must come changing mer-
chandising techniques.

The Case Agalnst Sunday Selling

The very fact that so many favor
Sunday selling is a reasonably good
index of how materialistic our cul-
ture has become. The paths of his-
tory are strewn with the wreckage
of cultures that neglected their spir-
itual development, The place for
our families on Sunday is in God's
House, not in a Discount House,
Surely in a country where the work
week becomes constantly shorter
and leisure ever greater, we ought
to be able to find a little time dur-
ing the week for reflection and spir-
itual regeneration. ’

Parents, law enforcement offi-
cials, educators — all who work
with young people — are concerned
with the many symptoms of malad-
justment: juvenile delinquency, di-
vorce, cheating, etc. But, these are
indications of a deeper problem:
lack of adequate standards and
values.

Betier Homes Needed

We parents need to bring into
much sharper focus the standards
of right and wrong, and we need a
philosophy of life much less ego-
centered and a lot more others cen-
tered. Dare I say that most of our
youth are what our homes have
made them? This is where the
church comes in. Where, if not in
the church and in the church-or-
iented home, is the average youth
going to develop sound moral and
spiritual fibre?

As a businessman, I believe the
business community owes more to
its constituents than just making it
easy for people to buy what they
want when they want it, The bal-
ance sheet must be scrutinized for
spiritual losses that may do far
greater-harm .in the long run, than
the immediate material gains, We
may need a ‘‘business depression”
to bring us to our senses — and

Northville has arrived at the *hour of decision’ concerning
future plans for capital improvements.

The council has known this for some time, It became
clearly evident, however, at a hearing on the | budget last

week.

Councilman John Stubenvoll said it plainly and
emphatically when needled by critics seeking more capital
improvements on a smaller budget.

“We've reached the point where we can’t make any
progress on major improvements without raising taxes”,

he stated flatly.

There has been a reluctance on the part of the city
fathers to assume any indebtedness. At the same time en
awareness that this policy was near its end has been generally
accepted and discussed by the council.

Soon after he accepted the late Mayor Ely's respons.
ibilities Mayor Allen admitted that Northville could no
longer evade a bond issue, or similar program of major
expenditure,

Water, sewers, streets, curbs, sidewalks, alleys and
parking facilities are pressing problems that cannot be
ignored. The community cannot lock its limits and refuse
to grow; and if new people are to come, existing facilities
cannot stand up under the strain,

Recently Mayor Allen appointed Councilmen Reed
and Welch to study the possibility of 2 major improvement
program for Northville. What progress they have made has
not yet been reported.

The council has done a remarkable job of providing
improvements and still holding the line on taxes. But each
year it has become more and more difficult to meet mainten.
ance costs, provide for emergencies and meet the higher
costs of employment and still make improvements from the
general fund.

In the light of rising school taxes it is only natural that
city officials hesitate to spend money. But this condition
should not cloud their good judgment.

The council’s decision to embark upon a sound program
of capital improvements may well be the spark that our
community aeeds. This expression of confidence in the fu-
ture of Northville could provide the business district with
the impetus to make improvements of its own,

But it remains for the council to adopt a master plan
and designate an order of importance to the many pending
projects, We still believe that voters will recognize that it
takes money to run a city as well as schools. A program log-
ically and wisely planned for long-range economy will re-
ceive their support, .
