able. Like other European cities, a 
black market for U.S. hard cash 
exists (but not for traveller's 
cheques) on this illegal transaction, 
you may get as high as 60 shillings 
for one U.S. dollar. 

Vienna is trying desperately to 
recapture its old pre-war charm. 
Coffee houses line the sidewaiks 
with a new way of making coffee 
by forcing steam through freshly 
ground coffee at high pressures — 
they are called "Espressios'". 

These Expresses sell only coffee, 
tea, and one or two varieties of 
cake — I'm afraid they'd "go for 
broke" in the U.S. but the leisurely 
Viennese keep them crowded from 
noon til midnight. 

Local management has imported 
the LaScala opera company from 
Milan, Italy. We attended Rigoletto 
there and, while I am no great 
opera fan, I must admit that it was 
very good. The scenery and cos­
tumes looked "tired" but the music 
was wonderful. 

Cars are prohibited by law from 
blowing their horns unless an emer-
gency exists. However, from the 
sounds I noticed many emergencies 
must occure each five minutes. 

During the day all traffic lights 

are operated manually by the traf-
fic cop m charge of the corner. At 
night the same light becomes only 
a caution biinker. I think the flow 
of traffic is thus better regulated 
than in the United States, Certainly 
there is no jam of traffic against 
a red light while a green light is 
wasted on a traffic free side street. 

Horse lovers in -Nortiiviiie wouid 
enjoy the Sunday morning show at 
the Spanish Riding schooi held in an 
old palace, once the riding hail of 
the Austrian Kaiser. They use only 
Arabian stallions and they are ex-
cellent performers.. I was told an 
American purchased one of their 
best horses for $20,000 In U.S. cur-
rency this last April. 

The-Austrian apparently is not too 
worried about the plight of his coun-
try or its living conditions or fi-

nances. He is strongly anti-commu-
nist, leans siightiy toward Social­
ism, is devoutly religious. The Am­
erican tourist is heartiiy welcomed 
in Vienna, not only for the money 
he may spend but for the friendship 
he creates between the two coun­
tries. 

The more I see of Europe, the 
more convinced I am that if the 
little people of the world could visit 
together and understand each other 
the dangers of war would greatly 
diminish.

Continuing with the theme of Art 

Appreciation and "What Art Means 
to Me", the following Northville art­
ists have this to say: 

Catherine Hartley: "What is art? 
has been a controversial question 
for centuries. In my opinion, good 
painting is not mere repreaesenta-
tlon any more than IIitisic is. Pure 
recordmg of details should be left 
to the camera, not to discount the 
art value of good photography. We 
aii know that listening to symphony 
music requires an effort to apprec 
late the language of music, which 
Is not representational. Likewise, 
one cannot look at a Picasso without 
trying to understand the language 
of form and color and design. Van 
Gogh came close to deftatag what a 
good painter is trying to do when 
he said that he was not just paint-
ing the hand, but what the hand was 
doing. I would begin with the feel-
ing that the painter is trytag to ex-
press, but it has to be expressed 
with a high degree of organization 
of form, color, ltae, and originality 
to be art." 

Marjorie Becker: (Has a Master's 
Degree in Art Education from 
Wayne U., and has done work to­
ward a Doctor's Degree. It Art Co­
ordinator ta Livonia schools.) "Ev­

eryone has the impulse to create 
and is capable of some expression 
ta art. It may be planntag a gar­
den, designing a dress, prepartag a 
meal, or decorattag a home. Crea­
tivity does not imply originality, but 
individual expression of one's own 
perception. We cannot prescribe an­
other's art, but we must have com-
plete respect for it. The impluse to 
create must come from within. One 
will never be artistic by having an-
other create for him. The things 
purchased to make persons appear 
artistic without effort on their part 
furnish neither self gratification nor 
honest self discovery. We must not 
make things primarily to be seen 
by others, but because we enjoy it. 
I feel the aims of art education have 
changed greatly in the past few 
years. Where it was formerly the 
aim to have the child reproduce 
with faithful realism, it is now the 
belief of most educators that the 
most important thing is to foster 
creativeness ln. the child, to help 
him improve his ability to express 
his own ideas."

An' Ordinance for the protection 

of the pubilic relative to the use 
of private outdoor swimming 
pools. 

IT IS HEREBY ORDAINED BY 
THE PEOPLE OF NOVI TOWN-
SHIP: 

Scctign 1 
It is hereby determined that 

outdoor swimming pools may en-
danger the public safety unless 
carefully regulated and supervised. 

Section 2 
The term swiInming pool as 

hereinafter, used shall mean any 
structure or container, either above 
or beiow grade located either hi 
part or wholly outside -a permanent 
enciosed and roofed building, de-
signed to hold water to a depth of 
greater than tweive (12) inches 
when filled to capacity, intended for 
immersion of the human body, 
whether for swimming or wadtog 
or both. 

Section 3 
The term "person'' shall include 

all individuals, groups of individ-
uals, co-partnerships, associations, 
firms or corporations. The singular 
shall include the plural and the mas 
culine and the feminine. 

Section 4 
It shall be unlawful for any per-

son to construct or maintain an out-
door swimming pool without first 
making application to the Township 
Building Inspector and obtauiing a 
permit therefor. 

Section 5 
Application for such permit shall 

show the name of the owner, the 
location of the proposed swimming 
•pool, the manner in which its use 
shall be supervised, the safety pre-
cautions to he made to protect 
those making use thereof, or who 
might be endangered thereby, hifor-
mation showing the size, depth and 
capacity of such swimming pool and 
shall be accompanied by such other 
information necessary for the pro­
tection of the public health and saf-
ety as may be required by the 
Township Building Inspector and/or 
the Public Health Officer. There 
shall also be filed with the Township 
Building Inspector a plat plan of 
the property showing the location 
of such swimmtag pool hereof and 
a detailed plan for such swimming 
pool, which shall contain full infor­
mation as to the type, height and 
location of the fence surroundtag 
said swimming pool, and the num­
ber of gates therein. Applicants for 
oermits shall submit the sum of 
Twenty ($22.06) Dollars with their 
applications. Said sum to be used 
to defray any expenses incurred by 
the Towshin in the enforcement and 
administration of this Ordtaance.

No..outdoor swimming- pool, shall

be buiit, constructed or assembled 
on any lot or parcel of land which 
is less than four thousand (4,009) 
square feet in area. 

Section 7 
No swimming pool shall be con­

structed, operated or conducted out 
of doors unless it is located within 
a fenced enclosure of not less than 
four (4) feet ta height, the said 
fence to be located immediately ad­
jacent to the perimeter thereof. All 
openings in said fence shall be se-
curely closed and locked at all times 
when said swimming pool is not 
being used so as to prevent- tres-
passing children or adults from en-
tering upon the premises and being 
injured. 

Section 8 
No person shall maintain an out-

door swimmtag pool on his prem-
ises without providing adequate sup-
ervision at all times when the swim­
ming pool is in use so that no person 
may be injured by or droivned 
therein. 

Section 9 
Any outdoor swimming pool shall 

not be used unless adequate public 
health measures are periodically 
taken to insure that the use thereof 
will not cause the spread of disease, 
The water of all pools shall be ster­
ilized by chlorinated water or filtra 
tion. The current standards set by 
the State Department of Public 
Health and the Oakland County De­
partment of Health to protect to 
public health ta the use of such 
swimming pools are hereby adopted 
and made part of this Ordtaance. 

Section 19 
Any person violating any of the 

terms or conditions of this Ordto 
ance, shall on conviction thereof 
be punished by a fine not exceed­
ing the sum of one hundred ($100.90) 
dollars, or by imprisonment in the 
county jail not exceedtag ninety (99) 
days, or by both such ftae and im­
prisonment in the discretion of the 
court. 

A. Each day on which any such 
violation may continue shall con 
stitute a separate offense. Any such 
swimming pool, tastalled, operated 
or maintained in violation of pro­
visions of this Ordinance shall con­
stitute a nuisance and the Toivnship 
may. in addition to the penalties 
hereinbefore set forth, matatain any 
proper action in any court of com­
petent jurisdiction for the abate­
ment of such nuisance. 

Section 11 
Existing swimming pools which 

dp not "conform to the fenctag re-
quirements of Section 7 of this Or­
dinance shall be brought into com-
pliance therewith within sixty (60) 
days of the effective date of this 
Ordtaance. 

SecUon 12 
This Ordtaance shall be effective 

when adopted by the Towmship and 
when so adopted after thirty' (30) 
days have elapsed after the first 
publication of said Ordinance.

When you are ready to start tiling, 
begm around the tub if it's a bath 
room.

Use a saw tooth trowel to apply 
the wateiiproof adhesive on the wall.

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W i t h Hil l a n d Johnson in Europe 

R u s s i a n V i s i t H i g h l i g h t s 

Attorney Cliff H i U and Carl Johnson, owner of Joha-
son's Jewelry and Gift Shop, returned last week from a five 
weeiis' tour of Europe. 

The trip Was Hill's Idea and originally he had planned 
to travel alone. Johnson became interested in Hill's plan to 
talk with as many average citizens of Russia, Poland, Ger-
many, etc., as possible and get their impressions of America. 
Hi l l helieved, and still does, that if the peoples of the World 
could become hetter acquainted there would he less likeli-
hood of war. 

Finally, Johnson joined Hi l l and they Were off hy plane 
from Willow Run to New York (Where they transferred 
from one airport to another hy helicopter) and then to Cop-
enhagen. 

Johnson took hundreds of color slides, but Hi l l proved 
to he the hit of the continent With a Polaroid camera. No one

had ever seen such a contraption and everywhere Hi l l demon-
strated thc camera crowds quickly gathered and gazed in 
amazement. 

In addition Hil l had a supply of small .American flags 
and " l Like lke" buttons Which he pinned on several Rus-
sians. It was all In fun and Hi l l reports that the Russians 
were good natured and enjoyed the stunt. 

In Russia Hi l l and Johnson had a regular guide, an em-
ployee of the government, who was their constant com-
panion. His name was T i m and he had just graduated from 
Moscow university majoring in export aiid import techniques. 
Tim became their fast friend and, perhaps because he Was 
a brand new guide and did not intend to continue in the ser-
vice, too'k them to many places they might not have Visited 
With an older hand. 

He told them that he Was paid $50 per month hy the 
government while attending college. 

Here are some impressions and experiences related by 
HIU and Johnson concerning their visit in Russia. 

May Day parade was Very impressive, especially the roW

The average worker makes $40 per month. Cars cost 
$4000 each and must he ordered four years in advance and 
then purchased in cash; 

Everything is government owned and there Is no private 
enterprise. They saw several churches that had been convert-
ed to museums, etc.; 

Saw Stalin and Lenin in mausoleum Where thousands 
stood in line. Guide took Hi l l and Johnson to head of the 
line. Bodies preserved to look completely natural. N o cam-
eras aUoWed, area heavily guarded; 

Many buildings in Russia were Impressive hut inside 
conveniences Were inferior. Hotel accommodations suh-par 
compared to average American hotel; 

Soccer game between two best Russian teams Was out-
standing and attracted 100,000 people, hut only 49 cars in 
parking lot; 

Department stores look good on outside hut have Very 
little to sell inside. Not allowed to "shop" or handle mer­
chandise. For example, to buy shoes clerk asks customer What 
size and Whether you desire "black or brown" and then Wraps 
the shoes and the sale is complete. Suits, dresses, etc., are sold 
In the same manner; 

Famous Russian jet airliners apparently saved for high 
government officials. Russian airliner used by Hi l l and John-
son also carried foreign diplomat and Was definitely a con* 

These youngsters were photographed by Rill In Moscow. Re gave 
away many Polaroid pIcturcs to crowds that gathered to see the 
"IIIkaclc" camera. 

Verted military plane With none of the conveniences offered 
by all other foreign airlines. Flight to Russia and rettxra Was 
"uncomfortable"; 

Russians seemed friendly, but poorly dressed and Very 
sober. Noticed no teenagers on streets; 

Streets were jammed with people. Women were noted 
doing heavy, construction-type work; 

In Moscow, population Wi million, there are no priVate 
homes. Everyone lives in apartment buildings where three 
families share kitchen, bath facilities; 

Visited one collective farm ljut saw no tractors, but many 
horses. Farm homes very definitely inferior, "slum-type"; 

Government suhWay Very impressive and beautIful. Ap­
proximately 300 feet below ground and has escalator entrance; 

Large pictures of Lenin and Marx were often seen in the 
May Day parade. 

These three Russian girls are students at Moscow university. 

Poland Was very defsressing, HIU and Johhsorl reporL 
Under strict Russian domination the Poles have no initiative 
and have done nothing to rebuild their War-shattered build-
ings. 

Conditions are very bad in Poland and people stand in 
line constantly for portions of unattractive-looking meat cuts. 
Black market activity is heavy in Poland and most employees, 
such as street car conductors, shoW little concern Whether 
fares ate paid or not. 

Both Hi l l and Johnson liked Switzerland for its beauty 
and gay atmosphere. Munich, Germany Was completely re­
built and had very modern shopping facilities. In Vienna 
they found spirits high. While in Finland the people Were 
apparently under more tension and sensitive to World condi-
ditions. They were elated at the news of the launching of a 
"moon" in the United States. 

HiU and Johnson also visited the World's Fair in Brus­
sels. The U.S. building includes a soda foimtain, theatre, hi-
fi recordings and other displays typifying life in America. The 
Russian building is very impressive hut places more emphasis 
on military might and the Russian Sputniks, they reporL 

Russia Was, of course, the highlight of their trip. Hi l l 
visited With a group of attorneys and Was presented With 
their complete set of (tWo) Russian laW tsooks. He also spoke 
to an English class at MoscoW university. 

While both Hi l l and Johnson found the people to be 
completely loyal to their communistic ideals, they Were not 
unfriendly towards Americans. "Apparently they are happy 
With what they have because they have no Idea of how die 
average American lives," Hi l l pointed out.

SMALLER PARTIES ta Michi-
gan's political phalanx are stirrtag 
to get on the 1958 state election 
ballot. 

Only the most fervant of the faith­
ful dream that any one of their can-
didates will wta ta November, but 
there is a principle to be pursued. 

They campaign on their beliefs 
every two years, select partial slates 
for the ballot and stay alive only by 
devotion to a cause, however tuI-
popular. 

• • « 
The latest party organization, the 

"Tax Cut Party", fell short of the 
needed 15,000 valid signatures to go 
on the November ballot but other, 
more famiiiar names made it. 

They are the Socialist Workers 
Party, the Socialist Labor Party 
and the Prohibition Party. 

* • * 
State Law requires .them to get 

three per cent of the total vote to 
automatically stay on the ballot. In 
the past few years none has, so 
they return by petition. 

One state election division offi­
cial mused on a mystery last week. 

"Why is it that these minority 
parties can obtain so many more 
signatures to place their slates on 
the ballot than they get votes in 
the election?" he asked. 

The answer, of course, has to do 
with the nature of the man. 

By signing the petitions and work­
ing for their own beliefs, some go 
on record and fulfill thek own phil­
osophies, but as citizens, there is a 
strong tendency to oast a vote for 
the candidate who has a better 
chance of winning. Others sign peti­
tions as the line of least resistance 
at the time; forget or Ignore the 
action at voting time. 

• • * 
Michigan has never discouraged 

minority parties, but rather, has en­
couraged them. The same elections 
officials had an explanation: 

"Even the majority parties were 
once minority factions." 

• • • 
THE HIRE NOWl CAMPAIGN, 

launched earlier this month by the 
Michigan Employment S e c u r i t y 
.Commission, cannot help hut have 
value to the state's economy. Aim 
of the program is to remind em­
ployers that there is now an usually 
good source ol skilled workers, and 
to encourage them to hire as many 
as they can use. 

« • • 
Obvious benefit, of course, is a 

job for an unemployed person. In-
direct benefit means that the work-
er and his family will stay in Michi­
gan rather than move to another in­
dustrial ares. 

Economically it means that one 
more worker will start receivtag 
wages he earns and be taken off the 
list of those who receive unemploy­
ment compensation. Drain of the re-
cession on this fund is tremendous. 
If strained sufficiently, It eould be 
completely depleted and cause stlU 

another serious problem for state 
government. 

• • • 
Success marked the start of the 

campaign. Before noon the fkst day, 
MESC offices had 40 new requests 
for workers. The real results can-
not be measured until June 30, when 
the promotion draws to a close. 

Employers seektag skilled or un-
skilled workers for full or part time 
jobs are urged by Max Horton, di-
rector, to contact the nearest office 
of Michigan Employment Security 
Commission. Theme of the Hire 
Nowl campaign is "If he works, you 
profit." 

• • * 
MICHIGAN'S RICH tourist fadustry 

is expected to feel the first serious 
pangs of the economic slump this 
summer. 

For several years, the dollar vol-
ume of the vacation tadustry has 
ranged between $500,000,000 and 
$600,000,066. Last year, the volume 
slipped slightly. 

• • * 
Iftis year, the Michigan Tourist 

Council Is campaigning for Michi­
gan residents to vacation in thek 
own state, rather than taktag ex­
pensive trips around the nation. 

Most lakes and resort spots can 
be reached In a half-day's drivtag. 

The major attraction this year 
will be the Mackinac Straits Bridge, 
to be formally dedicated June 26-28. 
Every county will send a queen for 
the celebration. 

'Thousands are expected to attend 
the celebration, with major events 
at St. Ignace -and Mackinaw City, 

the northern and southern ends of 
the span, and in Sault Ste. Marie 
and In Cheboygan. 

• • • 
The bridge was opened to traffic 

last November 1 as the realization 
of dreams of big and small people 
for generations. 

Politicians of all stripe immediate­
ly fought for the glory. 

The citizen cares little who gets 
credit, she Is proud of the accom­
plishment. 

The bridge is completed and the 
two peninsulas of MIchlgan are 
Itaked. Its Importance to coInmeroe 
and the social life of both pentasulas 
cannot be over esHmated. 

And the tateresting potat is that 
politicians will not retire the $98,-
000,000 In bonds. The people Who 
use the bridge will.

Babson Park, Massachusetts — I 
am convinced that international de-
velopments and the threat of World 
War III will have a great influence 
on our economy during the next few 
years. Events occurring abroad will 

be increasingly Important factors 
in determtatog bustoess, economic, 
and investment trends here In the 
United States. 

Likelihood of World War IR 
I do not expect a ''World War 

III'' ta the near future. But the 
threat of a ''48-Hour War" between 
Russian and the United States Is 
very real. A Korean-type war could 
also come at any time. So explosive 
are International conditions that a 
48-Hour War between Russia and 
the U.S., if it comes, would most 
likely start from accident or unau-
thorlzed shoottag. Under such cir­
cumstances, it is folly not to be 
well prepared for any fighttag thal̂  
may occur and for the atomic "fall­
out'' that would accompany It. I 
predict that a "48-Hour War" with 
Russia would be fought from atom-
ic submartaes and airplanes. If we 
are to survive U, we must be eco-
nomically as well as militarily 
strong. 

The "cold war'' cannot continue 
indefinitely. The possibilities In new 
nuclear weapons make a negotiated 
"peace'' or "arms limitation" prob­
ably impraclticable. Of course, we 
could make an agreement with Rus­
sia on existing weapons. But could 
we be sure the Soviets would respect 
such a pact? And how could we 
forestall new nuclear developments 
In and by other nations? I do not 
believe either Russia or the United 
States will abandon such research 
and development work. 

What Are The Alternatives 
To A 48-Hour War? 

Some observers contend that the 

present stalemate will resolve it-
self by Russia becomtag more con­
servative and the U.S. and Great 
Brltata becoming more socialistic. 
Logically, such a course would re­
sult in these three nations federat­
ing. It all sounds fantastk: to me. 
If It ever comes, I forecast that 
such a "federation" is far in the 
future. 

Another alternative to war would 
be the emergence In Russia of a 
less ruthless, though probably still 
leftist, form of government. In my 
opinion, there Is no immediate hope 
of' this happening. StiU a further 
alternative to war wouid be the ap­
pearance of a strong coalition of 
nations other than Russian and the 
U.S. as a third formidable world 
force. Nasser's federation of Arab 
states is not nearly big enough for 
such a task, but it is possible Brl-
tain, France and West Germany 
together might eventually exert a 
new commanding Influence. -

Period of Uncertainly Will Persist 
None of the alternatives to World 

War i n or a 48-Hour Russla-U.S. 
War, or to a conttaued "cold war", 
are likely to happen soon. So we 
must be prepared to make the best 
of what will be a more or less pro-
longed period of uncertainty in in-
ternational affairs. At home, I pre-
diet we shall endure more inflation, 
with the value of the dollar trending 
steadily, though not rapidly, down-
ward toward 25 cents. 

In the light of these conditions, 
I favor wide diversification in stock 
market Investments at this time. 
Certain rfetail chain store securities 
look good to me due to geographi-
cal distribution; but I would hold 
only two or three of the big trans-
conttaental railroads. Railroads gen-
erally are fartag poorly and will 

probably do worse except, of course. 
If war comes, I expect doubling of 
electric power output ta coming 
years. But I would not care lo In­
vest heavily In public utilities stocks 
because they could suffer from ta-
flation and/or war. 

Bond Outlook Less Favorable 
Stace the underlying trend Is to-

ward more Inflation. I do not favor 
long-term investments in bonds gen-
erally. This does not necessarily ap-
ply to those U.S. bonds which the 
government will accept at par value 
for payment of estate taxes. Of 
course, I do not mean bonds would 
not pay off — but it would be in 
depreciated currency. 

I repeat, the best investment poll-
cy today is a wide diversification 
in common stocks. Some land hold­
ings In America's "Magic Circle" 
and a reasonable cash reserve are 
also desirable. The diversification 
In stocks could, of course, be ob­
tained by purchastag some shares 
of mutual funds, but I do not advo­
cate this. With mutual funds, your 
eggs are all in one basket. In a 
rapidly falltag market, you might 
find It impossible to sell before it 
was too late. There could be a run 
on mutual funds as there was on 
bank deposits in 1933. '

Supertotendent William Mediyn 
said the district appears to be about 
$18,000 shy ot meeting Its akeady-
tight $252,200 budget. 

The school board was to meet last 
night to ponder whether the budget 
could be tightened still further or 
whether additional millage should be 
requested In the July 14 school 
board election. 

The squeeze developed last week 
when the county tax allocation 
board authorized the Novi district 
to levy 7.98 mills next year — near­
ly three mills less than the 10.81 
on which Mediyn had based the 
budget. 

The authorized millage is, in fact, 
nearly a mill less than the 8.81 mills 
levied for the current year. 

Mediyn noted that an unexpected 
jump in the district's state equaliz­
ed valuation would offset part of 
the difference. In computuig the 
budget, he estimated the valuation 
at $10,500,000 but it has turned out 
to be $11,069,000. 

This would reduce the shortage by 
about one mill, Mediyn said, but 
still leaves the budget shy about 
two mills. 

(Roughly two-thirds ot the pro-, 
posed $252,200 budget will come 
from non-tax revenue, primarily 
state aid payments. The difference 
is paid for by local, taxes.) 

Medlyn could Jiolj., sai?.,..jWhe,ttler 
the • ana'fe^iot • .tfedollar ..sh'ortagt 
would be'' a cut ta- services or a 
request for additional millage. 

"We learned about the county 
authorization ' only last week and 
so far the school board hasn't had 
i chance to study It,'' he said Wed-
nesday. > 

But he indicated that stace the 
budget would be hard to reduce any 
further, the nod might go to a mill-
age request. 

"We cut the proposed budget to 
rock bottom before submitting it,'' 
he said, ''and right now I don't see 
how we can lower it any further 
and still operate as we should. 

"Complicating this is the fact that 
our new school will open ta the fall. 
That means new teachers, new op­
erating expenses, and generally 
more money. But the current mill-
age authorization allows us only 
$6,000 more tax dollars." 

Mediyn Indicated that plans al­
ready have been made for doubling 
up on admtalstrative duties to re-
duce expenses in that category. But 
there seems to he no way to reduce 
major tbted costs, he added. 

If the board does decide to re-
[ quest a voted millage increase, the 
'proposition would probably go on 
the ballot in the July 14 school board 
election. The reijuest would likely 
be for two mills. 

(By state law, county, township 
land school taxes cannot total more 
than IS mills unless taxpayers vote 
for a specific increase In millage 
In a special election.) 

Mediyn said he does not favor a 
third alternative answer: deficit fi-
nanctog. He said It would be only a 
temporary solution.
