That is why she 
awarded the flag to the Crippled 
Children's Center m Inkster hi the 
name of the Rotary club. 

Local Rotary members have driv­
en Mrs. Geraci to the Center and 
to the hospital for her treatments. 
"You can't say thank you and for-
get It," she said. 

Mrs. Geraci confesses that the 
hours of confinement have been 
"long and lonesome," but she 
quickiy points out that they have 
been made productive and rehabili­
tative through work at home and 
at the Center. 

She has taken a course in "house­
work by wheelchair" at the Center 
from Dr. Francis Sanderson of 
Wayne State university. Now she 
washes dishes, cooks and does the 
other normal housewife duties. She 
is also a member of the "Friendly 
Circle'* club of the Easter Seal So­
ciety. The club is composed of oth­
ers crippled by injuries or disease 
who meet regularly for social acti-
vIty.

HAVE YOU FOUND CHRIST? 
When one reflects upon the conversion of 

St. Paul one will find an answer fo a question 
which, at some time or other, has occurred to the 
mind of everybody. What Is the difference that 
exists, even within the unity of the church, be­
tween saints and sinners. It cannot be denied, 
for instance, thai Christians themselves are divid­
ed into those whose real ambition in life is sanc­
tify and those who content themselves with less. 
Compare with the heroism of the lives of the saints 
the apathy, or worse of the vast mass of Chris­
tians yesterday and today. There is a difference. 
In what does it consist? May we not say that fhe 
real difference lies precisely in the discovery of 
Christ. Or fo put the matter in another way. There 
are many who merely try to observe the law of 
God; there are others who hove found the Per­
son of Jesus. The difference may not, at first, 
seem great. But it is, in effect, the real chasm 
that ssparotes men and women whose lives ore 
ordinary from those whose lives ore her'bic. In 
the latter cose, there is an intimacy with Christ 
whose Presence is the atmosphere they breathe. 

It is one thing to bend one's energies toWard 
the observance of a low,- it is quite another to love 
the lawgiver. Those who endeavor merely to ob-

serve o low, who content not to violate It radical­
ly, sooner or later make the sad discovery that 
low is a frail barrier between a man and sin. 
What is needed is the Spirit of Christ, the instinct 
of perfection, and that intimacy with Jesus which 
gives undivided loyalty to the heart of a man or 
woman.

What is needed now, as in the days of Saul, 
is the discovery of Christ who meets men at every 
cross-road in the iourney of life. That is why the 
conversion of St. Paul is of such -significance. It 
is true that Paul observed the ancient low rigor­
ously. He took his place regularly in the Tem­
ple; he kept the Sabbath; he was full of zeol. 
for Judaism. But converted he became! And it 
happened simply because he was given a sight 
of Christ. In that vision a man usually discovers 
what an imperfect thing his life has been. No 
sooner had Saul surrendered to Christ than he 
found within him the soul of on Apostle, the soul 
of 0 man who would lay down his life for the 
cause of Christ. Hove you, my good friend, dis­
covered Christ?

Lead 
the way and share the tax load. 
The taxpayers cannot pay increased 

taxes every year. TaxpayeIs are 
caught between slowly iiicreasing 
wages or layoffs on the one hand 
and an increasing cost of living on 
the other. Some of the taxpayers 
are living on a fixed income or pen-
sion and the plight of these people 
cannot be stressed too heavily since 
increased taxes can mean tiie dif­
ference between iiving a fuii iife or 
iiving on an austerity budget.

(probably someone's pet) died uI 
agony from poisoning. 

It has been iong known through-
out this Iieigiiborhood that someone 
is putting poison out in his yard. 
Two dogs were kiiied in the same 
manner just this past winter. They 
were usualiy chained in the yard, 
but sometimes broke loose, and on 
this particular occasion got into 
some poison. I might add that they 
took a long time dying, and it wasn't 
pretty. 

Several cats have been killed be-
fore, too, either through poisoning, 
or some sort of a trap beuig set 
which cripples them, usually fatally. 

We feel that this practice of set-
ting out poison, and/or traps, no 
matter for what purpose, is both 
cruel and dangerous. There are 
quite a number of small children hi 
this neighborhood who could very 
easily be hurt, or, worse yet, killed. 
We believe we are speaking for all 
of the parents when we say that this 
practice should be stopped imme-
diately! 

"Residents of Bealtown' 

lush civic improvements. 
Don't put the cart before the 

horse. Industriai and business 
growth must come fkst. Civic im-
provements can then be made with 
the new tax revenues without In­
creasing the tax rate. Private citi­
zens and a few small industries can­
not support an ever growing tax 
budget. If taxes are forced higher 
the industries can and will leave, 
and they will also leave a larger 
tax bill for each of the private citi­
zens. Remember, the contmuing in­
flationary spiral of products and 
services wiii increase taxes with­
out any heip from unnecessary new 
expenditures. 

The writer feels that the future 
can be good for our area if we adopt 
and work toward the following goals: 

1. New industrial taxes are out 
of the question since industriai 
expansion wiii be dormant for th6 
next year or two. Therefore, civic 
improvement and increased in­
debtedness shouid be scrutinized 
from the standpoint of vital nec­
essity. 

2. Industry is not interested in 
our area. City and township offi­
ciais shouid meet and prepare a 
common pian for industrial and 
business growth. After formula, 
tion tiie plan wiii have to be SOLD 
to industry when expansion and 
new business become available. 

3. A firm attitude against 'all 
non-taxable institutions being lo­
cated in our area. 
Each taxpayer in the community 

should ask himself the following 
questions: 

1. Do we want tax increases 
larger than those forced upon us 
by inflationary trends? 

2. Do we want to decrease the 
spending power of our citizens 
and business firms thru increased 
taxes? 

3. Do we want to lose our indus­
tries and business firms thru high 
tax rates? 

4. Do we want business and iii-
dustry to look elsewhere when 
new facilities are required? 

5. Do we want our future dedi­
cated to paying off huge mdebted-
ness? 
The answer to these questions 

must be an unqualified — NOi 
Therefore, inteiiigent, price-cons-
cious planning must be the watch-
word of the future if we are to 
steer clear of the tax abyss.

To be on Quiet Side 

: For Month or Two 
Novi village election activity, dor­

mant for the past two months prob-
ably wiii remain so untii the middle 
of August. 

The village 'charter commission 
has been taiting it easy lately after 
eight months of intensive work 
leading up to completion of the 
charter in May. 

The document is now in Lansing; 
waiting approval by the governor. 
Approval is almost a formality, and 
Is expected shortly. 

Petitions for village office will be

Between then and the September 
22 eiection, campaigning both for 
office and for the charter itself Is 
expected to iIItensify. 

Walter Tuck, chairman of the 
charter committee, said his' group 
will not resume active campaign-
ing for a "yes" vote on the docu-
ment until later this summer. 

But the group will discuss the 
charter with any group that wish. 

Meanwhile, officials of the Novi 
Township Farmers and Landowners 
Protective Association, are making 
battle plans for their campaign for 
a "no" vote on the charter., 

Encouraged by the last election, 
which gave the go-ahead for writing 
a charter by only 6 votes. Chairman 
Herbert Koester said his group this 
time plans an even more concerted 
campaign against Incorporation this 
time.

Kamego said sneak previews have 
proved helpful In maktag the switch 
to dial smooth and easy ta other 
Michigan communities. 

"We've found that such trial calls 
and the dial demonstrations at 
schools and club meettogs have en­

abled customers to learn to. use the 
dial quickly and effortlessly,'' he 
said. "Under these circumstances, 
there are few cases of wrong nuni-
bers or overioads on the dial equip­
ment." 

The new Pleldbrook dial exchange 
tacludes Novi township, where many 
dial phones have been to service 
stoce last year.

For' another, attendance at the 
current Hazel Park meeting indi­
cates that Michigan harness racing 
Is to for a record-breaking year. 

•'Bustoess is up by 2S percent at 
Hazel Park," said Downs General 
Manager John Cario, ''and usually 
such a trend carries through to 
other tracks." 

Last year, despite cold and Incle­
ment ^ weather durtog the early 
sprtag dates, the Downs, tihowed 
less than a two percent diop ln 
betttag.

The increase ta building activity 
brightened a picture clouded two 
months ago by the announcement 
that the proposed 2,909-home Ltacoln 
Village development would be de­
layed a year because of the current 
busIness recession. 

Biggest announcement of the week 
was that the long-dormant Orchard 
HiUs development near Wiilowbrook 
VUlage will soon be resumed. Some 
103 homes are planned for construe-
tion by next spring. 

In addition. Echo' Valley Estates 
on 19 Mile west of Beck road is 
preparing for a summer boom in 
construction. 

Other developments which are re-
ported to have had "more and more 
prospects every week" toclude Con-
nemara HUls near Northville, Brook-
land Farms off Novl road near Nine 
MUe, and Pioneer Meadows at 11 
MUe near Beck road. 

The Orchard HUls development 
has been dormant for nearly two 
years. But Compass Realty com-
pany of Detroit recently bought 103 
lots and plans to go ahead with a 
$2,090,000 development immediately. 
. Homes_ will come ,,to five ranch 
styles an'd will "have four bedrooms, 
two baths, and face brick. They will 
seU for $13,500. 

Plans call for a community waler 
system and paved, wtodlng streets. 
The WUIowbrook Community church 
and new Novl elementary school art 
nearby. 

L S. Cane, president of the fkifi;. 
said furnished models wiU be open 
in three to four weeks. Buyers prob-
ably can have possession by this 
faU, he said. 

Cane's firm has buUt homes to a 
number of suburban Detroit com-
munities and now has a 600-home 
development gotog up fa Milford. 

At Echo Valley, more than 10 lots 
have been sold fa the past few weeks 
and prospects indicate further sales 
when models are opened to the next 
few weeks. 

The Echo Valley homes, aU ranch-
style and split-level, seU for $24,000-
$30,900, cover 14,090 square feet and 
have a two-car garage. 

Echo Valley's Keith Metcalf said 
many prospects are persons connect-
ed with the Ltocoln plant and the 
new Western Electric plant ta Ply-
mouth. 

UntU the $40,000,000 Ltacoln VU-
lage development was postponed 
eariler this year, 1958 was expected 
to be Novi township's biggest build-
tag year. Some 400 homes were 
scheduled for Ltacoto ViUage alone. 

Now, despite a slowdown earlier 
in the fkst halt of the year, it ap-
pears that at least part ot the boom 
may yet be reaUzed.
