2, Taxpayers will not hesitate to
pay increased taxes.

3. The improvements will attract
new industry.

Improvements are needed in the
Northville business district as your
editorial states. Lead the way North-
ville Record. Buy the building you
occupy and provide the spark you
say the town needs by remodeling
the structure inside and out. Lead
the way and share the tax load.
The taxpayers cannot pay increased
taxes every year. Taxpayers are
caught between slowly increasing
wages or layoffs on the one hand
and an increasing cost of living on
the other. Some of the taxpayers
are living on a fixed income or pen-
sion and the plight of these people
cannot be stressed too heavily since
increased taxes can mean the dif-
ference between living a full life or
living on an austerity budget, Fixed
incomes and increased taxes mean
less sales for the businessmen of
the community.

Industrial and business
growth must come first, Civie im-
provements can then be made with
the new tax revenues without in-
creasing the tax rate, Private citl-
zens and a few small industries can-
not support an ever growing tax
budget, If taxes are forced higher
the industries can and will leave,
and they will also leave a larger
tax bill for each of the private citi-
zens. Remember, the continuing in.
flationary spiral of products and
services will increase taxes with-
out any help from unnecessary new
expenditures.

The writer feels that the future
can be good for our area if we adopt
and work toward the following goals:

1. New industrial taxes are out
of the question since industrial
expansion will be dormant for the
next year or two. Therefore, civic
improvement and increased in-
debtedness should be scrutinized
frora the standpeint of vital nec-
essity.

2. Industry is not interested in
our area, City and township offi-
cials should meet and prepare a
common plan for industrial and
business growth. After formula-
tion the plan will have to be SOLD
to industry when expansion and
new business become available,

3. A firm attitude against ‘all
non-taxable institutions being lo-
cated in our area,

Each taxpayer in the community
should ask himself the following
questions:

1. Do we want tax increases
larger than those forced upon us
by inflationary trends?

2, Do we want to decrease the
spending power of our citizens
and business firms thru increased
taxes?

3, Do we want to lose our indus-
tries and business firms thru high
tax rates?

4, Do we want business and in-
dustry to look elsewhere when
new facilities are required?

5. Do we want our future dedi-
cated to paying off huge indebted-
ness?

The answer to these questions
must be an unqualified — NO!
Therefore, intelligent, price-cons-
cious planning must be the watch-
word of the future if weé are to
steer clear of the tax abyss.

It all started when Republicans
sponsored a proposed extension of
benefits during the legislative ses-
sion but held back to wait for Con-
gressional action.

Democrats charged that the orig-
inal Republican plans were not
enough.

Republicans reminded that Mich-
igan's benefits exceeded those in all
other major industrial states and
ranked high in the nation. But they
stuck for a time with their contro-
versial state plans even after Con-
gress set up an emergency system
of federal loans, totaling $30,000,000
for Michigan, to extend benefits.

Democrats, realizing they did not
have the majority in the legislature
to do anything more, fought for
adoption of the federal program.

Then Republicans went for the
federal program.

When Gov. Williams signed the
bill, the Democratic delegation in
the legislature was photographed
behind his desk and each received a
pen with which he signed the bill.

this, but wanted .assurance that the
new tests would be honored in the
future,

(The exact number of failures
is not certain, Goodwin claims there
are three, of which two “can be ex-
plained’, while others say there are
at least five.))

Leery of future failures, Novi
Building Inspector Harold Ackley
has ruled that new tests must be
taken on _all lots before building
permits ave granted.

Goodwin, appearing before the
