REPUBLICANS, while acting pru-
dently and in good faith, lost part of
a chance for a big bow on the public
stage in an election year,

Democrats stole the show when
the legislature enacted a federal
program to extend unemployment
compensation benefits to 115,000 job-
less at a cost of $30,000,000.

The workers, the victims of the
recession, will be getting their
checks beyond the present 26-week
maximum this summer,
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It all started when Republicans
sponsored a proposed extension of
benefits during the legislative ses-
sion but held back to wait for Con-
gressional action.

Democrats charged that the orig-
inal Republican plans were not
enough.

Republicans reminded that Mich-
igan's benefits exceeded those in all
other major industrial states and
ranked high in the nation. But they
stuck for a time with their contro-
versial state plans even after Con-
gress set up an emergency system
of federal loans, totaling $30,000,000
for Michigan, to extend benefits.

Democrats, realizing they did not
have the majority in the legislature
to do anything more, fought for
adoption of the federal program.
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Then Republicans went for the
federal program.

When Gov. Williams signed the
bill, the Democratic delegation in
the legislature was photographed
behind his desk and each received a
pen with which he signed the bill.
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The Democratic stand, rightly or
wrongly, is that they created pres-
sure enough to force Republicans to
vote for the federal plan.

Republicans point out they waited
to be sure which course was best;
that the Democrats could not do it
without their votes.

The question, apparently settled
several times in the past, is open
again,

7-It’s fast becoming a major head-
ache for the Novi township zoning
board. The board is caught between
the township board, Novi merchants
and the county — all with different
ideas on expressway advertising
signs.

Originally, the zoning board pass-
ed an ordinance forbidding signs
on the superhighway. This was bas-
ed on the recommendation of fed-
eral and state highway officials.

But several Novi merchants ob-
jected that they needed signs to
lure drivers to their gas stations
and other businesses. So the zoning
board re-wrote the ordinance, al-
lowing signs under certain stiff con-
ditions.

The new ordinance was sent for
approval to the Oakland county co-
ordinating committee. The county
rejected it, saying the expressway
should be kept free of signs. ..

The township board referred the
rejection back to the zoning board,
and the zoning board wearily--ac-
cepted~the ruling. It also request-
ed the township board to order re:
moval of signs now on the express-
way,

But Monday night, several mem-

Clerk Hadley Bachert and Trist-
