7-It’s fast becoming a major head-
ache for the Novi township zoning
board. The board is caught between
the township board, Novi merchants
and the county — all with different
ideas on expressway advertising
signs.

Originally, the zoning board pass-
ed an ordinance forbidding signs
on the superhighway. This was bas-
ed on the recommendation of fed-
eral and state highway officials.

But several Novi merchants ob-
jected that they needed signs to
lure drivers to their gas stations
and other businesses. So the zoning
board re-wrote the ordinance, al-
lowing signs under certain stiff con-
ditions.

The new ordinance was sent for
approval to the Oakland county co-
ordinating committee. The county
rejected it, saying the expressway
should be kept free of signs. ..

The township board referred the
rejection back to the zoning board,
and the zoning board wearily--ac-
cepted~the ruling. It also request-
ed the township board to order re:
moval of signs now on the express-
way,

But Monday night, several mem-

Clerk Hadley Bachert and Trist-

The killer? Poisons, They lurk
everywhere — in the medicine cab-
inet, under the kitchen sink, on
dressing tables, You'll even find
them on food shelves, in the work-
shop, and in your cleaning closet.

These camouflaged killers in the
home, the Council points out, take
more than 1,000 lives annually.

Most victims are children 5 years
of age or younger. But older persons
are right up there as home poison
victims,

The types of accidental poisoners
are as varied as the containers they’
come in — bleach, permanent wave
solution, shampoo, noil polish re-
mover, furniture polish, art sup-
plies, bug killers, paint removers.

Regardless of the killer, in just
about every instance there’s an ac-
complice to the crime — careless
ness or ignorance.

For example, some potential poi-
soners are properly labeled — but
a lot aren’t, Doctors aren't always
sure if a product is poisonous. And
some ingredients, harmless to most
persons, can kill others — especi-
ally children.

In many instances, the killer is
an otherwise harmless object —as-
pirin, for example. About 1 out of
5 children treated for accidental
poisoning in a recent year - had
swallowed aspirin, the Council re-
ports,

Kerosene is a troublesome house-
hold commonplace, especially in
rural areas and in the South,

The way to prevent poisoning?

1. “Education,” the Council says.
“Parents should be made aware of
the dangers lurking in their
homes.,”

2. Stricter state and federal laws.
“Ingredients should be listed on
bottles or cans containing poisonous
substances — even produets valu-
able to our everyday living”

Business hoomed the moment the
mall was opened, merchants said,

Many shoppers were curious and
purchased things while they toured
the mall. Some mothers took advan-
tage of baby sitting facilities there
while they walked through the busi-
ness- places,

Store clerks said customers are
overwhelmingly in favor of the
mall,

A drugstore reported a 6 per cent
increase in sales while a five and
dime store said its boost was 8 per.
cent, -

Cleo Cooper, office supply and
gift shop operator, said his store
traffic increased 15 to 35 per cent,
while sales soared from 20 to 70
per cent over the same period of

1957,

His competitor and chairman of
themall project, Jack Reichardt,
said sales-in his four stores handl-
ing clothing for men and women, of-
fice supplies and gifts, were up 16
per cent,

Voicing dissent, hardware dealer
Al Jonker said he believes Grand
Haven is ‘two years early if it
makes the change permanent” and
cited the crowded parking situation
and the need for jmproved rear en-
trances to stores.
