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Michigan Mirror

State Needs Penal Code Changes

PRISONERS are people in trou-
ble.

The spend part, perhaps most, of
their lives behind bars because they
violated the law that society has de-
veloped to govern itself.

Michigan has 10,500 prisoners in
three major institutions at Jackson,
Marquette and Ionia; the Cassidy
Lake Training School, the Detroit
House of Correction and 12 camps,

Because penology has become a
science in Michigan and elsewhere,
prisoners no longer are lashed or
starved — but major faults still
exist,

“If you want to see what a priso-
ner looks like, look in the mirror,”
said Robert M. Scott, youth division
director in the state correction de-
partment three yeari ago,
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Corrections officials for years
have sought to eliminate the “‘an-
cient and assinine inequities’ in the
state’s penal code,

Director Gus Harrison points to
the law which provides a longer
prison sentence for possessing burg-
lar tools than for using them.
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There are 21 offenses in Michigan
for which a life sentence can be im-
posed.

There are broad inconsistencies
between the stiff penalties for crim-
e§ against property and the lighter

Michigan's penal code still con-
tains a penalty for inciting Indians
to riot, Because of the probate court
waiver law, children under 17 can
be sentenced to prison and treated
like adults. .

Inequities in the system were
brought to a head following the 1932
riots at Jackson, which brought a
major reorganization in the state
corrections system,

Most of the ills of the system were
traced by the experts to the penal
code. Citizen groups are campaign-
ing with officials for reforms.
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Penologists insist that their con-
cern in changing the penal code is
not to soften conditions for inmates
or coddle criminals who break the
law,

“We Delieve that a more equitable
code will give Michigan a better
chance to- help prisoners rehabili-
tate themselves and be restored to

society,” said Harrison.

At Jackson, prisoners stage shows
and boxing matches to raise money
for furnishings for a new chapel.
Help from the free world has been
fortheoming, but more is needed.
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Prison newspapers often are the
gauge of the men behind bars.

They often warn their inmate
readers that they must write home
more often to keep family ties in-
tact; play a major role in keeping
the men informed and linked to the
world outside.

$15,000,000 this year to keep the
state’s prisons operating and more
in future years,

Such work — engineering intelli.
gence— has been the colonel's forte
since he completed studies (com-
pliment of the army) at Harvard
and Oxford universities. But serv-
ing in the Conps of Engineers hasn't
always meant a desk job.

On the Normandy beachhead in
1944, he commanded a unit of com-
bat engineers as they nervously
neutralized minefields, demolished
barb.wire emplacements and threw
Bailey bridges across key rivers.

Promoted to colonel, he took over
as engineering executive officer for
the First Army in its dash across
Europe.

Later he was transferred to the
Pacific, and island-hopped with
General McArthur's forces to the
Philippines.

Van Atta was-ordered into China
to get microfilms of key installa-
tions at Nanking and Shanghai be-
fore the Communist troops took
over,

Completing the job, he and his
men were rescued by an LST just
as the Red troops swept into the
darkened, shell-shattered city.

At other times, the colonel’s army
travels have taken him to Malaya,
Taiwan, Panama, and Korea. But
when the Korean War broke out, he
and his family were aboard ship for
U.S., and they missed that conflict
by a matter of days.

Colonel Van Atta’s last assign-
ment took him to Yokahama, Japan,
for three years. It was their second
tour of duty in that country, and the
van Attas loved every minute of
it, Among their memories:

— their home, complete with ser-
vants, which looked out across Yo-
kahama Bay.

Babies and Business

it is because of a small downturn
in the number of women in the 18-
to-34 age group, I look for a fur-
ther near-term drop in the birth rate
and do not visualize a new baby
boom for several years.

Pay Heed To The Economie

Factor

Some population experts antici-
pate a new wave of hirths in the
early 1960’s, They base their fore-
casts chiefly on the fact that the
number of women in the 18-to-34
age group (which breeds the most
children) will soon increase rapidly
as the war and-early postwar bab-
ies reach maturity. But the fact that
there will be more women of child-
bearing age does not necessarily
mean they will bear more children.

Years ago, the demographers, or
population experts, were consistent-
ly on the low side in their fore-
casts. Many of my readers remems-
ber that we were told in the thir-
ties that the U.S. population had
just about reached its peak Then
came World War I and an econom-
ic hoom_ which encouraged a record
increase in the birth rate. This was
at a time when we were making
great strides in prolonging the life-
span. Again the demographers mis.
sed the boat, with forecasts too low.
Now their predictions appear too
high! They are too eager to make
simple projections of recent trends
without taking into account the ec-
onomic, social, and psychological
factors which . determine fertility
response, '

Trend Toward Later Marrlages..

During the first quarter of 1958,
marriages were down about 10%
below the number a year earlier,
To me this indicates a trend toward
later marriages. Assuming the pre-

|sent recession extends into 1960 and

possibly beyond, barring war— then
this trend toward later marriages
will continue and could mean fur-
ther cutbacks in our birth rate,
For this reason, I predict that
the next baby boom will not really
get going until the late 1960's and
that it will extend well into the
1970’s, 1 assume, of course, that to-
day's depressed. economy will have
rebounded to new highs in the mid-
or-late 1960's, My forecast is that
20 years from now our annual birth
rate will be in the neighborhood of

but it takes favorable economic con-
ditions to stimulate the demand
which guarantees a broadened mar-
ket, If business confidence should be
weakened by further sniping at the
incentives which have made our
free enterprise system ' excel, it
will take more than another baby
boom to set things right again.
Population Shifts

Even though the great population
shifts of the early postwar period
have largely subsided, there are
still many, more people moving
each year than was the case be-
fore World War II I.look for con-
tinued good growth in Florida, Cal-
ifornia, and other Far Western and
Southwestern states. In addition, 1
forecast gradual, though steady,
growth in that area which is the
very heartland of the nation — the
“Magic Circle”. With its center at
Eureka, Kansas, the Magic Circle
extends in a radius of 400 miles to
include six Midwestern states—
Iowa, Missouri, Arkansas, Nebras-
ka, Kansas, and Oklahoma — as
well as smaller portions of eight
others. The Magic Circle has al-
ready produced- some of the na-
tion’s greatest leaders, including
Presidents Hoover, Truman, and
Eisenhower, and Generals Pershing
and MacArthur. Its growing forests,

Even though it's hundreds of mil-
es away from the caller, that tele-
phone will start ringing, or give the
“busy” signal, just seconds after
it’s dialed.

During the dialing process, the
call is identified as a long distance
call and is directed to its destina-
tion over long distance circuits. If
the most direct route is busy, the
call automatically is re-routed along
“detours” to reagh the right tele-
phone,

New Automatic Message Account-
ing (AMA) equipment here will re-
cord the place and number called,
the time of the call, the date, and
the local number making the call,
This information, recorded on paper
tape, is used to prepare monthly
telephone bills.

If the call isn't completed because
nobody answers, or because the
line is busy, the record of the call
automatically is cancelled out by
the AMA equipment,

Kamego pointed out that calls
dialed direct carry station-to-sta-
tion— the lowest rates. He said
collect, person-to-person, and sta-
tion calls to points which cannot be
dialed will continue to be handled
by Northville operators.

John Kamego, Michigan Bell area
manager, said these dialing *‘irreg-
ularities” usually are the fault of
the telephone user rather than.the
equipment.

“Qur equipment is fast, accurate,
efficient— and obedient,” he said,
“It does just what it’s told to do,
and no more. In nearly every
wrong number case, the caller has
dialed improperly.”

Kamego listed these as being
among the most common causes
of wrong numbers:

— Starting to dial before the dial
tone sounds.

— Dialing the letter “O” instead
of the numeral “0" (zero) and vice
versa,

— Letting go of the dial before it
reaches the finger stop,

— Transposing letters and num-
erals while dialing even when the
correct number is known.

Kamego pointed out that correct
dialing habits are especially im-
portant here because the area has
Direct Distance Dialing. He said
an improperly dialed ecall could

“When this happens,” he said,
“the person who has dialed the
wrong number should find out what
town he reached. Then he should
dial the local operator with this in-

Placing a telephone in its cradle
requires care in order to assure a
free line.

Michigan Bell says the subscriber
should make certain the phone rests
evenly and that the pegs, or hooks,
are depressed all the way.

Otherwise, the result is a per-
manent signal in the telephone of-
fice,

While this signal is buzzing, no
other parties on that particular line
can place or receive a call. The ef-
ficiency of the entire’ group of lin-
es, with which the phone is ¢onneet-
ed, is decreassed to some extent.

After the signal has continued for
about 20 seconds, a permanent sig-

The new and intricate Direct Dis-
tance Dialing equipment which goes
into operation here Sunday is a far
cry from the primitive system
which supplied the community’s
first telephone service back in 1883,

It was in that year when the
Michigan State Telephone Company
—a predecessor of Michigan Bell
Telephone Company~- established
Northville’s first exchange.

The exchange, located in B. A.
Wheeler's grocery, boasted 100 tele-
phone lines. Its main switchboard
was big enough to accommodate one
operator,

Initially, there were 20 subscrib-
ers. These included the U.S, Fish
Hatchery, Globe Furnituire Com-
pany, Union Manufacture and Lum-
ber Company, Northville Milling
Company, and Dr. T, B. Henry.

At first there were no residence
telephones— only business lines.

Shortly after the first exchange
went into operation, the first long
distance line was strung through
Northville. It ran from Detroit to
Holly. Then a rural line was built
to Novi.

Around the turn of the century a
competitor, the Local Telephone
Company, appeared on the scene,
It later was named the Interstate
Long Distance Company. ’

Both companies saw the futility,
complications, and unnecessary
cost of a dual telephone system and
agreed to consolidate their resourc-
es in the spring of 1913.

In July of that year, the Michigan
State Telephone Company moved
its equipment to the Lapham Bank
Building where Interstate had its
offices. The move marked the end
of duplicate telephone service in
Northville.

The local manager said after the
consolidation that “the service is
improving every day and subscrib-
ers are pleased,”

John Kamego, the present Mich-
igan Bell area manager, testifies to
the service improvements his pred-
ecessor spoke of many years ago.
He described the new equipment
which goes into operation July 20
as ‘“‘among the most modern to be
found anywhere in the nation.” He
pointed out that the new exchange
will offer:

—Direct dialing without long dis.
tance charge to more than 40,000
telephones in Northville, Novi, Far-
mington, Livonia, Garden City, Wal-
eld Lake, Plymouth, and South
Lyon.

—Direct long distance dialing to
an estimated 40 million telephones
from coast to coast.

—The newest type of automatic
billing equipment,.

“In the span of 5 years, North-
ville has seen the earliest and the
latest in telephony,” Kamego said.

Your Voice
Goes Miles
On Each Call

What's the path of your voice
from the telephone in your home
to that of your neighbor across the
street,

From your phone, wires lead un.
obtrusively to an entrance block
in the basement or at some other
place where the “drop” from the
pole enters your house,

The weatherproof drop wire then
follows the pole line to a terminal
box, some distance away on a pole
or suspended from a cable.

This box, as its name implies, is
at the end of an overhead or under-
ground cable, The many pairs of
wires from the cable are fanned
out ‘and attached to pairs of term-
inals.

The two wires of the drop from
your house are connected to one
of these pairs.

In the cable, the wires run all
the way to the cable vault in the
basement of the Bell Telephone
Company building on North Center.

Here, again, the hundreds of wires
are brought to the second floor and
fanned out for connection to ‘‘dis-
tributing frames”, from which the

Though receipts of perhaps $10,000
are expected shortly, the treasury
will not be filled to overflowing
even then. .

The report that set the township
board to thinking Monday night
was an audit for April, May and
June—the first quarter of the cur-
rent fiscal year,

It put Novi's income at $20,746
and its expenses at $25,698—a def-
icit of nearly $5,000.

At that rate, Novi would spend
nearly $104,000 during the year. The
budget calls for expenditures of
$98,000 (not including some $15,000
for division of assets payments).

Why the deficit?

Treasurer Ray Harrison said
much of it comes from unexpected
but necessary expenses—an extra
policeman, costs for fighting grass
fires ($1,200 in March alone), and
repairs on the township police car.

At the same time, receipts—es-
pecially from building inspection
fees—have been lower than antici-
pated.

As an answer to the tight situa-
tion, board members suggested sol-
utions ranging from cutting salaries
(which was promptly dismissed) to
transferring money from the $4,000
park fund to the general fund.

Harrison proposed the transfer
on grounds that it could be said to
cover police service to the park
over the years.

But Supervisor Frazer Staman
noted that park fund monies come
from trailer, fees and are supposed
to be spent on ‘improvements, in
the park. He cautioned against the
transfer, .

Staman instead suggested resum-
ing collection of annual electrical
inspection fees from township "in-
dustries and businesses, The blank.
et fees -cover inspection for a full
year instead of for a single job.

In addition, board members not.
ed money will soon be coming in
from sales tax rebates, intangible
taxes, traffic fine rebates and other
sources.

The decision that Novi could thus
weather the storm was not entire-
ly cheering, however. Board mem-
bers agreed that expenses would

have to be held down wherever
possible,

Novi's new elementary school—
already a prize-winner for its de-
sign— has come In for more atten-
tion by the natfon's architects.

An exhibit featuring models and
drawings of the school is on display
this summer at the Octagon, the
national headquarters of the Amer-
jcan Institute of Architects in Wash-
ington, D.C.

The school was selected for the
exhibit by A.LA, members attend-
ing the regional convention of the
American Association of School Ad-
ministrators in Cleveland last
March.

The school also was featured in a
three-page photo feature in the
March issue of “Michigan School
Board Journal™ A drawing of the
site layout appeared on the cover,

The school, designed by Charles
W. Lane and’ Associates of Ann Ar-

bor, features 8 ‘“campus” design.

Four units, connected by passage-
ways, are located in rolling terrain
surrounded by an orchard.

In addition, the school will have
a unique folded plate concrete roof
off the multi-purpose unit. The rodf
will be poured later this week by the
general contractor, Atkin-Fordon
company.
