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of a contract obligating the village
to periodic payments in future fis-
cal years for the furnishing of a
continuing service or the leasing of
property, such certification shall
not cover those payments on the
contract which will be due in future
fiscal years, but this exception shall
not apply to a contract for the con-
struction of a public improvement
unless such public improvement is
being purchased by installment pay-
ments under the provisions of Sec-
tion 10.6. A copy of all contracts
requiring such certification shall be
filed in the office of the Clerk. No
contract shall be divided for the
purpose of circumventing the dol-
lar value limitation contained in
this section,

No contract shall be amended af-
ter the same has been made except
upon the authority of the Council,
(except that the Purchasing Officer
may amend the terms of purchase
and sales made by him subject to
the provisions of Section 12.1).

No compensation shall be paid to
any contractor or vendor except in
accordance with the terms of the
contract.

Restriclion on Powers
To Let Property:

Section 12.3. Any agreement or
contract for the renting or letting
of public property for a period long-
er than three years shall be sub-
ject to the same referendum proce-
dure as provided in the case of or-
dinances passed by the Council,
However, a summary of the terms
of any such agreement or contract
shall be published within ten days
after its approval by the Council
and any petition for such referen-
dum must be filed within thirty days
after such publication to be effect-
ive.

The transfer or assignment of any
agreement or contract for the rent-
ing or letting of public property
may be made only upon approval
of the Council but approval of such
transfer shall not be subject to
referendum.

CHAPTER 13
MUNICIPAL OWNED UTILITIES

General Powers
Respecting Utllities:

Section 13.1. The village shall
possess and hereby reserves to
itself all the powers granted to
villages by statute and constitu-
tion to acquire, construct, own, op-
erate, improve, enlarge, exlend, re-
pair and maintain, either within its
corporate limits, including, but r'\ot
by way of limitation, public utilities
for supplying water, light, heat,
power, gas, sewage treatment and
garbage disposal facililies, or any
of them, to the municipalily and
the inhabitant thereof; and also to
sell and deliver water, light, heat,
power, gas and other public utility
services without its corporate limits
to an amount not to exceed the limi-
tation set by statute and constitu-
tion.

Management of Municipality
Owned Utilities:

Section 13.2.  All  municipality
owned utilities shall be administer-
ed as a regular department of the
village government under one or
more department heads appointed
by, and serving at the pleasure of,
the Council and not by an inde-
pendent board or commission.
Rates: :

Section 13.3 .The Council shall
have the power to fix from time to
time such just and reasonable rates
as may be deemed advisable for
supplying inhabitants of the village
and others with such public utility
services as the village may provide,
There shall be no discrimination in
such rates within any classification
of users thereof, nor shall free ser-
vice be permitted, but higher rates
may be charged for services out-
side the village limits.

Utility Rates and Charges —
Collection:

Section 13.4. The Council shall
provide by ordinance for the collec-
tion of all public utility rates and
charges of the village. Such ordin-
ance shall provide:

(a) That the village shall have,
when permitted by statute, as
security for the collection of such
utility rates and charges, a lien
upon the real property supplied
by such utility, which lien shall
become effective immediately up-
on the supplying of such utility
service, and shall be enforced in
the manner provided in such or-
dinance;

(b) The terms and conditions
under which utility services may
be discontinued in case of delin-
quincy in paying such rates or
charges;

(¢) That suit may be instituted
by the City in any court of com-
petent jurisdiction for the collec-
tion of such rates or charges.
With respect to the collection of

rates charged for water, the village
shall have all the powers granted
to villages by Public Act 178 of
1939 of the Stale of Michigan,

Disposal of Utility Plants
and Property:

Section 13.5, Unless approved by
a three-fifths majority vote of the
electors votine, cherean at a regular
or special election, the village shall
not sell, exchange, lease or in any
way dispose of any property, ease-
ments, equipment privilege or as-
set belonging to and appertainiqg
to any municipally owned public
utility which is needed to continue
operating such utility. All contracts
negotiations, licenses, grants, le.ases
or other forms of transfer in viola.
tion of this section shall be void

and of no effect as against the vil-
lage. The restrictions of this section
shall not apply to the sale or ex-
change of any articles of machinery
or equipment of any village owned
public utility which are worn aut or
useless or which have been, or
could with advantage to the service
be replaced by new and improved
machinery or equipment, to the
leasing of property not necessary
for the operation of the utility, or to
the exchange of property or ease-
ments for other needed property or
easements,

Utility Accounts:

Section 13.6. Transactions pertain-
ing to the ownership and operation
by the village of each public utility
shall be recorded in a separate
group of accounts under an appro-
priate fund caption, which accounts
shall be classified in accordance
with generally accepted utility ac-
counting practice, Charges for all
service furnished to, rendered Dby,
other village departments or agen-
cies shall be recorded. An annual
report shall be prepared to show
fairly the finaneial position of the
utility and the results of its opera-
tions, which report shall be avail-
able for inspection at the office of
the Clerk,

CHAPTER 14
PUBLIC UTILITY FRANCHISES

Granting of Public

Utility Franchises: .
Section 14,1, Public utility fran-
chises and all renewals, exten-
sions thereof and amendments
thereto, shall be granted by ordin-
ance only. No exclusive franchise
shall ever be granted. No franchise
shall be granted for a longer period
than thirty years.

Each {ranchise shall include a
provision requiring the franchise to
take effect within one year after
the adoption of the ordinance grant-
ing it, except in the case of grants
to take effect at the end of any
franchise existing as of the date of
the adoption of this charter or that
may hereafter be granted.

No franchise ordinance which is
not subject to revocation at the will
of Council shall be enacted nor be-
come operative until the same shall
have first been referred to the peo-
ple at a regular or special election
and received the affirmative vole
of three-fifths of the electors vot-
ing thereon. No such franchise or-
dinance shall be approved by the
Council for referral to the elector-
ate before thirty days after appli-
cation therefor has been filed with
the Council nor until a public hear-
ing has been held thereon, nor un-
til the grantee named therein has
filed with the Clerk his uncondi-
tional acceptance of all terms of
such franchise. No special election
for such purposes shall be ordered
unless the expense of holding such
clection, as determined by the Coun-
cil shall have first been paid to the
Treasurer by the grantee.

A franchise ordinance or renewal
or extension thereof or amendment
therto which is subject to revocation
at the will of the Council may be
enacted by the Council without re-
ferral to the voters, but shall not
he enacted unless it shall have been
complete in the form in which it is
finally enacted and shall have been
so on file in the office of the Clerk
for public inspection for at least
four weeks after publication of a
notice that such ordinance is so on
file,

Conditions of Public
Utility Franchise:

Section 14.2. All public utility
franchise granted after the adop-
tion of this charter, whether it be
so provided in the granting ordin-
ance or not, shall be subject to the
following rights of the Village, but
this enumeration shall not be ex-
clusive or impair the right of the
Council to insert in such franchise
any provision within the power of
the village to impose or require:

(a) To repeal the same for mis-
use, non-use or failure to comply
with the provisions thereof;

(b) To require proper and ade-
quate extension of plant and ser-
vice and maintenance thereof at
the highest practicable standard
of efficiency;

(¢) To establish reasonable
standards of service and quality
of products and prevent unjust
discrimination in services or
rates;

(d) To require continuous and
uninterurpted service to the pub-
lic in accordance with the terms
of the franchise throughout the
entire period thereof;

(e) To use, conirol and regu-
late the use of its streets, alleys,
bridges and other public places
and the space above and beneath
them;

() To require of any utility
which may not be subject to reg-
ulation by any administrative
agency of the State, proper and
adequate extension of plant, ser-
vice and maintenance thereof, at
the highest practicable standard
of efficiency. The facilities and
service of any utility subject to
the jurisdiction, and control of
any regulation by the Michigan
Public Service Commission, shall
be in accordance with the rules
and regulations of the Michigan
Public Serviee Commission or its
SlCCessor;

(g) After written request of the
Council, to require the public
utility to file with the Clerk, cop-
jes of any annual report made
that year by such utility to the

mission;

(h) To impose such other regu-
lations as may be determined by
the Council to be conducive to
the safety, welfare and accomo-
dation of the public,

Regulatfon of Rales:

- Section 14.3. All public utility
franchises shall make provision
therein for fixing rates, fares and
charges, and may provide for read-
justments thereof at periodic inter-
vals, The value of the property of
the utility used as a basis for fix-
ing such rates, fares and charges
shall in no event include a value
predicated upon the franchise, good-
will or prospective profits.

Uses of Public Places by Ulilities:

Section 14.4. Every public utility
whether it has a franchise or not
shall pay such part of the cost of
improvement or maintenance of
streets, alleys, bridges and other
public places as shall arise from
its use thereof and shall protect
and save the village harmless from
all damages arising from said use.
Every such public utility may be
required by the village to permit
joint use of its property and appur-
tenances located in the streets, al-
leys and other public places of the
village by the village and by other
utilities insofar as such joint use
may be reasonably practicable and
upon payment of reasonable rental
therefor. In the absence of agree-
ment and upon application by any
public utility, the Council shall pro-
vide for arbitration of the terms and
conditions of such joint use and the
compensation to be paid therefor,
and the arbitration award shall be
final.

The Council may grant a permit
at any time in or upon any street,
alley, or public place, provided such
permit shall be revocable by the
Council at its pleasure, whether
such right to revoke be expressly
reserved in said permit or not;
Provided, that when such a permit
is granted for water mains, sewers
or drains, it may be made irrevo-
cable unless the grantee be a pri-
vate person, firm or corporation.

Sale or Assignment

of Franchise:

Section 14.5. The grantee of a
franchise may not sell, assign, sub-
let, or allow another to use the
same, unless the Council gives its
consent. Nothing in this section
shall limit the right of the grantee
of any public utility franchise to
mortgage its property ar franchise,
nor shall restrict the rights of the
purchaser, upon foreclosure sale, to
operate the same, except that such
mortgages or purchaser shall be
subject to the terms of the fran-
chise and provisions of this chapter.

CHAPTER 15
MISCELLANEOUS

Notice (o Village of
Claim for Injuries:

Section 15.1. The village shall not
be liable in damages sustained by
any person, either to his person or
property, by reason of the negli-
gence of the village, its officers, or
employees, nor by reason of any
defective highway, street, bridge,
sidewalk, cross-walk or culvert, or
by reason of any obstruction, ice,
snow, or other encumbrance upon
such street, sidewalk, cross-walk or
public highway, situated in the vil-
lage, unless such person shall serve
or cause to be served, within sixty
days after such injury shall have
occurred, a notice in writing, upon
the Clerk, which notice shall set
forth substantially the time and
place of such injury, the nature of
the defect, the manner in which it
accurred, and the extent of such
injury as far as the same has be-
come known, the names and addres-
es of the witnesses known at the
time by claimant, and a statement
that the person receiving such in-
jury intends to hold the village lia-
ble for such damages as may have
been sustained by him. No person
shall bring any action against the
village for any damages to person
or property arising out of any ob-
struction, ice, snow, or other en-
cumbrance upon such street, side-
walk, cross-walk or public high-
way, situated in the village, unless
he shall also present to the Clerk
his claim in writing and under oath,
setting forth particularly the nature
and extent of such injury and the
amount of damages claimed by
reason thereof which claims shall
be presented to the Council by the
Clerk,

It shall be a sufficient bar and
answer in any court to any action
or proceeding for the collection of

village under this section, that the
notice of injury and the verified
proof of claim, as in this section re-
quired, were not presented and filed
within the time in the manner as
herein provided.

Publication and Mailing
of Notices:

Section 15.2, The Council shall
determine the method of publica-
tion of all notices, ordinances, and
proceedings, for which a mode of
publication is not prescribed by this
charter or by law. The Council may
determine that such publication
may be made in a newspaper
which is printed or circulated in
the village, or that such publica-
tions may be made by posting in
the office of the Clerk and in five
other public places in the village.
In case publication is made by
posting, a notice of such posting,
seting forth by a descriptive phrase,
the purpose of or nalure of the
notice, ordinance, or proceeding
posted, and location of the places
where posted, shall be published at
least once in a newspaper published
or circulated in the village within

In any case in which this charter
requires the mailing of notices, the
affidavit of the officer or employee
responsible for such mailing that
such notice was mailed, shall be
prima facie evidence of such mail-
ing.
No Estoppel by Representation:
Section 15.3, No official of the
village shall have power to make
any representation or recital of
fact in any franchise, contract, doc-
ument or agreement, contrary to
any public record of the village.
Any such representation shall be
void and-of no effect as against
the village,

Village Records:

Section 154, All records of the
village shall be public,
Readings:

Section 15.5. The chapter and sec-
tion headings used in this charter
are for convenience only and shall
not be considered to he a part of
this charter,

Effect of Illegalily of
any part of Charter:

Section 15.6. Should any provi-
sion or section, or portion thereof,
of this charter be held by a court of
competent jurisdiction to be invalid,
illegal, or unconstitutional, such
holding shall not be construed as af-
fecting the validity of this charter
as a whole or of any remaining por-
tion of such provision or section; it
being hereby declared to be the in-
tent of the Charter Commission and
of the electors who voted thereon
that such unconstitutionality or il
legality shall not effect the validity
of any part of this charter except
that specifically affected by such
holding, Further, it is hereby de.
clared that it was the intent of the
Charter Commission and of the elec-
tors of the Village of Novi, in pre-
paring and adopting this charter,
that said instrument should conform
in all respects with the provisions
and requirements of State Law in
the event that any provisions of this
charter shall conflict with or con-
travene the provisions of any gen-
eral law of the State of Michigan, the
provisions of such general law of
the State shall govern.
Amendments:

Section 15.7. This charter may be
amended at any time in the manner
provided in Act No. 278 of the Pub-
lic Acts of 1909, as amended. Should
two or more amendments; adopted
at the same election, have conflict-
ing provisions, the one receiving the
largest affirmative vote shall pre-
vail as to those provisions.

‘Definitions and Interpretations:

Section 15.8. Except as otherwise
specifically provided or indicated by
the context:

(a) All words used in this char-
ter indicating the present tense
shall not be limited to the time
of the adoption of this charter, but
shall extend to and include the
time of the happening of any
event or requirement for which
provision is made herein.

(b) The singular number shall
include the plural, thé plural num-
ber shall include the singular and
the masculine gender shall extend
to and include the feminine gend-
er and the neuter.

(¢) The word “person” may ex-
tend and be applied to bodies pol-
itic and corporate, and to part-
nership as well as to individuals.

(d) The words “‘printed” and
. “printing” shall include repro-
ductions by printing, engraving,
stencil duplicating, lithographing
or any similar method.

(e) Except in reference to sig-
natures, the words “written” and
“in writing’”" shall include print-
ing and typewriting.

() The word *officer” shall
include the President and other
members of the Council, the ad-
ministrative officers, and mem-
bers of village boards and com-
missions created by or pursuant
to the charter.

(g) The word “statute” shall
denote the Public Acts of the
State of Michigan as in effect at
the time the provision of the
charter containing the word “sta-
tute” is to be applied.

(h) The word ‘Constitution”
shall denote the Constitution of
the State of Michigan in effect at
the time the provision of charter
containing the word “Constitution”
is to be applied.

(i) All references to specific lo-
cal or Public Acts shall be to such
local or Public Acts of the State
of Michigan as in effect at the
time the reference to such act is
to be applied.

(i) All references to section
number shall refer to section num-
bers of this charter.

Trusts and Requests:

Section 15.9. All trusts established
for any municipal purpose shall be
used and continued in°accordance
with the terms of such trust, sub-
ject to the cy pres doctrine. The
Council may in its discretion receive
and hold any property in trust for
any municipal purpose and shall
apply the same to the execution of
such trust and for no other purposes
except in cases where the cy pres
doctrine shall apply.

Sundays and Holidays:

Section 15.10, Whenever the date
fixed by this charter or by ordi-
nance for the doing or completion
of any act falls on a Sunday or
legal holiday, such act shall be done
or completed on the next suceeding
day which is not a Sunday or legal
holiday.

Penaltles for Misconducl in Office:
Section 15.11, Any officer of the

Village found guilty by a court of

competent jurisdiction of any act
declared by this charter to consti-
tute misconduct in office may be
punished by a fine of not to exceed
one hundred dollars or imprison-
ment for not to exceed ninety days
or both in the discretion of the
court. The punishment provided in
this section shall be in addition to
that of having the office declared
vacant as provided in Section 5.4.

CHAPTER 16,
SCHEDULE

Election on Adoption of Charter:
Section 16.1, (a) Date, This char-
ter shall be submitted to a vote of
the registered electors of the Village
of Novi at a special election to be
held on September 22, 1958, At the
same special election the elective
officers provided for in this charter
shall be elected as hereinafter pro-
vided. The charter shall be adopted
if a majority of the ballots cast
thereon are in favor of adoption.

(b) Form of Ballot, The form of
the ballot for the submission of this
charter shall be as follows:

Instructions: A cross (x) in the
square ( ) before the word *‘Yes”
is in favor of the proposed charter,
and a cross (x) in the square ( )
before the word ““No” is against the
proposed charter.

(¢) The Charter Commission shall
serve as the Election Commission
for this special election. The Chair-
man of the Charter Commission
shall be the Chairman of the Elect-
ion Commission, and the Clerk of
the Charter Commission shall be
Clerk of the Election Commission.
(d) The polling places for this
special election shall be:

Novi, Michigan
2) Novi Township Hall
25850 Novi Road
Novi, Michigan

(e) Inspection of Election, The in-
spectors of election for this special
election shall be those persons des-
ignated by the Charter Commission
on or before the date for taking of
registration, In case of inability of
any member so appointed to serve,
the Charter Commission shall desig-
nate a qualified substitute.

(fy Board of Canvassers. The
board of canvassors for this election
shall be those persons designated by
the Charter Commission at its meet-
ing at which the proposed charter is
adopted by the Charter Commission.
In case of inability of any member
to serve, the Charter Commission
shall designate a qualified substi-
tute. The board shall meet at Novi
Township Hall, 25850 Novi Road,
Novi, Michigan on the day following
such election to canvass the results
of such election,

(g) Registration. The persons des-
ignated to set as inspectors of this
election shall constitute a board of
registration for the purpose of mak-
ing the first registration of qualified
voters in the village. Said Board
shall be authorized to pracure the
necessary books or files and forms
to conduct such registration. The
last day for registration shall be
September 15, 1958 at 5 o'clock P.M.

(h) Notice of Registration, The
Secretary of the Election Commis-
sion shall give notice for the Board
of Registration of the days, hours
and place that the registration will
be conducted by publishing the
same in the Northville Record and
the Novi News, said being news-
papers of general circulation within
the Village, said publication being
not less than ten days prior to the
last day for receiving registrations.

(i) Notice of election. The Secre-
tary of the Election Commission
shall cause to be published with the
publication of this charter in the
Northville Record and the Novi
News, on September 4, 1958, a notice
of this election, the location of the
polling places, that on the date fix-
ed therefor the question of adopting
such proposed charter will be voted
upon, and that the elective officers
provided for in this charter will be
elected on the same date, He shall
also post such notices in at least
ten public places not less than two
weeks prior to such election.

(j) Procedure Governing Elect-
jons, In all respects not otherwise
provided for in this chapter of this
Charter, the election procedure shall
‘be in accordance with the provisions
of the other chapters of this charter.
'First Election of Village Offlcers:
Section 16.2, (a) Election. The
first election of officers provided for
in this charter shall be held on Sept-
ember 22, 1958, in conjunction with
the election of the- adoption of this
charter. At this election the voters
shall be entitled to vote for not
more than five candidates for Coun-
cil,

(b) Terms. The two candidates
for Council who receive the two
highest number of votes shall be de-
clared elected for a term beginning
on October 1, 1958, and ending on
the Monday next following the date
of the regular village election in
1962. The three candidates for of-
fice who receive the third, fourth
and fifth highest number of votes,
shall be declared elected for a term
beginning on October 1, 1958 and
ending on the Monday next follow-
ing the date of the regular Village
election in 1960, After this election
the provisions contained in this
charter relative to elections and
terms of elective officers shall gov-
ern.

(¢) Nominations, Candidates for

the first election of officers shall be
nominated by petition in a manner
identical to that provided for in
section 3.11 and 38.12, except that
(1) petitions shall be filed with the
Clerk of the Election Commission
who shall perform all the duties in
connection with such nomination
petitions as are required by this
charter of the Village Clerk, and
(2) nomination petitions shall be fil-
ed not before July 22, 1958, and not
after 5 o'clock P.M., August 22,
1958, and there shall be no oppor-
tunity thereafter to file corrected,
supplemental or replacement peti-
tions, other provisions of this char-
ter notwithstanding, The names of
those candidates who file valid and
sufficient nomination petitions and
have the qualifications required for
office shall be certified to the Elect-
ion Commission to be placed on the
ballot.

(d) Other election procedure. In
all respects not otherwise provided
for in this section the procedure for
the election of officers shall be in
accordance with the provisions of
Section 16.1,

Effective Date of Charter:

Section 16.3, For the purpose of
initiating the procedure for the elec-
tion on the adoption of this charter
and for nominating and electing the
first village officers this charter
shall take effect on May 22, 1958
For all other purposes this charter
shall take effect on October 1, 1958
at B8:00 P.M. Eastern Standard
Time. At such time the first officers
elected shall assemble at Novi
Township Hall, 25850 Novi Road,
Novi, Michigan. The meeting shall
be called to order by a member of
the Charter Commission designated
by it for the purpose, Such member
shall administer the oath of office
to each elective officer of the vil-
lage, and such officers shall there-
upon be qualified for and shall as-
sume the duties of their office.

Such officers shall then have con-
trol over the territory constituting
the village as provided in this char-

ter, vl
Interim Financial Provisions:

Section 16.4. The period from the
effective date of this Charter to
June 30, 1959, inclusive, shall con-
stitute a special interim fiscal bud-
get and tax period to accomplish
the transition from the Township
of Novi administration to the village
administration. The budget for such
special fiscal year shall be prepared
and adopted under the direction of
the Village Council as expeditiously
as possible after the effective date
of this Charter. A public hearing on
such budget shall be held upon five
(5) days published notice of the date
of such public hearing, At the time
of the adoption of such budget, the
Council shall appropriate the money
needed for municipal purposes for
the interim fiscal year period, and
shall provide a levy of the amount
necessary to be raised by taxes
upon all real and personal property
for such purposes. Such tax levy
shall not exceed one.quarter of one
per cent of the assessed value of all
real and personal property subject
to taxation in the village. Such levy
shall be spread on the tax roll which
becomes due and payable on July 1,
1959, in addition to the regular tax
for the fiscal year beginning July
1, 1959, and the amounts of the tax-
es for such two Jevies may be com-
bined for the purpose of convenience
in the spreading of the roll and pre-
paration of the tax bills. Taxes for
the interim period shall be collected
in all respects as provided in this
charter for the collection of village
taxes.

Borrowing Powers:

Section 16.5. The Council shall
have the power to borrow money in
a sum not exceeding Forty thousand
($40,000.00) dollars in anticipation
of the collection of interim tax and
the 1959 tax, to provide funds with
which to operate the village until
tax moneys shall be available there-
after,

Continnation of the Existing Zoning
‘Ordinance and Building Code of the
Township of Novi:

Section 16.6. The existing zoning
ordinance and the existing building
code ordinance of the Township of
Novi, insofar as the same affect
and/or cover the territory embraced
within the Village of Novi, shall
continue in full force and effect and
shall be administered therein by
the village for a period of one year
after incorporation unless the vil-
lage council shall lawfully adopt
ather zoning and building regula-
tions or ordinances, Within 30 days
after the effective date hereof, the
Clerk under direction of the coun-
cil, shall procure and enter and
maintain in a record called *“Inter-
im Legislation” a copy of each
existing township zoning and build-
ing code provisions, regulations,
resolutions and ordinances disclosed
by the public records of the town-
ship; and the council shall, within
60 days after such entry, determine
the provisions thereof which apply
to said territory under authority of
this section,

’['(lnvnshlp Assels; Sharing of Stafe
Ald:

Section 16,7, The Council shall
take immediate steps to obtain the
share of the village in distributions
of state funds, moneys or grants
which by law are required to be
distributed among cities, villages,
townships and (or) counties of the
state in accordance with Section 10
of Public Act No. 278 of 1909,

Status of Schedule Chapter:
Section 16.8. The purpose of this
schedule chapter is to inaugurate

the government of the village under

this charter and it shall constitute
a part of this charter only to the
extent and for the time required to
accomplish this end,

RESOLUTION OF ADOPTION

At a regular meeting of the Char-
ter Commission of the Village of
Novi held on the 22nd day of May,
1958, the following resolution was
offered by Commissioner.

Below are rebuttals by Koester
and Walter Tuck, chairman of the
charter committee, in answer to
statements each made last week,
Next week, The Novi News will
complete its pre-election coverage
with photos and background sketches
of council candidates, an analysis
of the charter, and a statement
about incorporation by Novi Super-
visor Frazer Staman, who is prob-
ably more familiar with Novi prob-
lems than any other person,

By Walter Tuck

This will probably be the last op-
portunity for Novi to become a vil-
lage under the present boundaries:
if incorporation fails, a series of
annexations can be expected.

When I moved to Novi in 1925,
it was a rural area with many pros-
perous farmers; today many of
these same residents are still here,
not so active in farming but still
owning many acres of land.

If these holders of large acreage
are annexed by surrounding cities,
they will naturally inherit the larger
city’s tax assessments and also the
higher tax rates with no additional
services for many years,

If several incorporations should
take place within Novi township,
some of these same land owners
would find themselves isolated and
scattered to such an extent that a
government would find it impossible
to render any desirable service, and
they would have only their own tax
base to operate on.

If Mr. Koester, who seems to be
a self-appointed chairman of a
Farmers and Land Owners Associa-
tion because there is no evidence of
any such organization, would make
a survey of nearby townships, (and
there are many examples where
growth has been in advance of
Novi’s) he will find the effects have
been to create as many as ten or
12 cities and villages in one town-
ship. It Is obvious that farmers
holding large acreage, particularly
if it is not real productive, must
suffer a {remendous -tax burden.
"It is very evident that the 'only
way to offer protection to these
farmers and land owners would be
through incorporation.

As to city water and sewers, nei-
ther one are advocated now; both
of them are probably so far in the
future that they cannot be consid-
ered at this time, Sewers are a
large and costly project and will
become a reality in Novi only when
forced by state or county regula-
tions. It is bound to come in the
future, but would not Novi be in a
better position to cope with such a
situation if the entire township was
}mited rather than to have several
incorporations, each with varying
problems and ideals?

As a member of the Board of Com-
merce, I had the privilege of listen-
ing to several well-informed speak-
ers_on Metropolitan planning.

As long as five years ago, these
planning experts advocated incor-
 poration for Novi and advised that
it was imperative that we do some-
thing about it. Only after the loss
of the Lincoln plant was it realized
how serious annexation would be.
You not only have the loss of a val-
uable arem, but you also have the
division of ‘assets.

More than two years ago, I was
appointed chairman of a committee
with instructions to make a study
of the various types of governments,
and when completed to report back
to the Board of Commerce with our
recommendations as to the type we
found best suited for Novi township.
We could have recommended that
the Four Corners incorporate to a
city, with power to annex adjoin-
ing territory, but that would have
left much of the township unprotect-
ed and with practically no tax base

to operate on.

The clear tones of a handsome
brass bell that rode the rails for a
quarter-million miles will soon call
worshippers te church in Novi,

The massive bell once clanged
from the front of Number 2766, a
Chesapeake and Ohio locomotive,
as it plied through the eastern coal-
mining states.

Last Sunday, it was turned over
to the Willowbrook Community
church and soon will be mounted
in a small belfry on the church
lawn,

The bell, one of a vanishing breed,
was presented to church officials by
Fred Costello, C&O0 public relations
manager and resident of Willow-
brook,

“It rang loud and clear for us.
May it do the same for you,” said
Costello in presenting the bell,

Made of solid brass, the bell
weighs 250 pounds and travelled
277,000 miles from 1947 to 1952, Its
locomotive carried pasengers and
freight, but primarily coal, on runs
through West Virginia, Virginia,
Kentucky and Ohio.

When C&0O began converting to
diesel  engines, Number 2766 was
de-commissioned and its bell was
stored away.

The locomotive itself had no such
kind {fate.-The $189,000 puffer, only
five years old, was sold for scrap
in 1952 for less than $20,000.
Many railroads set aside a num-
ber of bells for donations to various
institutions; Two other Michigan
churches have received bells from
C&O0. .

New Trial Request
Scheduled Monday

A request for a new trial in the
Warren Products-City of Northville
annexation suit will be heard Mon-
day morning by Oakland county
circuit court Judge Clark J. Adams.

Tax Request

Novi school officials this week explained why they will
ask voters on September 22 to approve a 214 mill increase in
school taxes for each of the next five years. '

The basic reason: enrollment and costs have constantly
gone up while revenue has fallen behind and in some cases
gone down.

This picture of a growing financial squeeze, with the
schools caught between costs and income, was presented by
Superintendent William Medlyn and Secretary Kenneth Ber+
nard in a question-and-answer session with The Novi News.

Documenting their statements with figures and “éd-
ucated guesses,” Medlyn and Bernard gave these answers:

How much will school taxes incregse if the extra
millage is approved,

Not by 214 mills, but only by 1.67 mills — because
the coming year's operating millage is .83 mills less than last
year’s, That is, the county allocation board okayed 8.81 mills .
Iast year but cut it to 7.98 this year, :
How much will school taxes be if the millage is aps

proved? :
They'll total 17.48 mills — including the 7.98 approv-
ed by the county, the 2,50 special milage, and 7 mills pre-
viously voted for school construction.
How much will the extra millage yield?

. About $25,000 each year., The 2)4 mills levied on the
district’s $11,070,000 valuation, would give about $27,500, but
delinquent taxes would reduce this by several thousand dollars.

Why docs the board need the extra money? :
. Because its revenue now appears about $19,000 shy of
its budget, and several more teachers are needed. The 1958-59.
budget was set.at $252,200, but income will total only about
$233,000 unless the extra millage is okayed, R
Why bave costs gone up so greatly? - .
Because enrollment has doubled in the past three years,
teacher salaries have increased in competition with other dis
_tricts, and general costs have risen.
Why bas revenue failed to keep pace with this
ncrease? ,

Because both the state and county are forcing the local

district to bear more and more of the tax load. ' L

State aid payments don’t reflect the added costs, and - |
the couaty allocation board is inclined to cut the school’s
. share of the 15-mill tax pie which is shared by the county,
township and school district. ,

For example, the current Novi millage of 8.81.0n $10,
041,000 valuation yields $89,023, Next year's 7.98 mills on
$11,070,000 valuation will yield only $88,338 —. actually a
cut from this year, .

Novi has had a millage reduction every year since 1956

when it was 9.54. It was cur firic 1 9.04, then'to 8.81 and now’

Could not some expenses be cut?

It is nearly impossible. Most expenses are fixed, either
by suppliers or by the need to compete salary-wise,

Salaries, for example, took up $131,000 — or 67 pers
cent of the $195,00 budget last year,

Tuition for Novi students attending Northville high
school amounted to $32,000 — another 16 percent. '

That means $163,000 ~— or 83 percent of the budget —
was fixed,

The remaining $32,000 included these expenses: $7,435
for fuel and utilities, $6,500 for gassing and running school
buses, and $1,700 for insurance, These two are fixed.

That left about $16,000 to cover everything from new
-textbooks and new furniture to maintenance of buildings
and cost of elections. -

Since salaries take so much money couldn’t they be

ent? Or couldn’t she faculty be redu_ced?; y b

If teacher salaries were reduced, Novi could not com.
pete with other districts. They simply must keep pace.

As for reducing the faculty, Novi already is several
teachers short. Some classes have as many as 40 students — far
above the desired 30-student average,

And if the overall average reaches 34 students per
class, state aid payments will be reduced — and a vicious
circle will set in,

In addition, still mare teachers will be needed as more
rooms at Orchard Hills school are put into service,

Then couldw't other cuts be made?

Expenses already are at rock bottom, For example,
only $1,453 is to be spent on maintenance of the $600,000
Novi school — far less than necessary. Furthermore, no new
buses have been bought in three years — though a couple
are wearing out fast,

Couldn’t the district borrow money to tide 3¢ over
temporarily? : :

In the first place, that means paying interest, :

In the second place, a permanent answer is needed, Novi
has had to borcow twice in the past two years — $20,000 once
and $25,000 the second time. It’s only a temporary answer,

* because when the money is paid back the same old problem

returns. :
Can't the board manage its finances bester?

It's not a case of bad management. All school districts
face the same problem and must borcow or raise extra mill-
age. In fact, Novi is one of the few Oakland county districts
which has not had a special millage increase in the past few
years.

What if the millage fails to pass?

Cuts will have'to be made somewhere, That will be up
to parents and taxpayers to decide, Some districts have had
to reduce bus service, go on half days, stop certain school
programs, and even leave classrooms empty, This is not meant
as n‘ltll;;eﬂt, but something will have to give if money is not
available,
