Babson Park, Mass. — Govern­
ment decisions, including tiiose de-
termining federal and local taxes, 
wiii now affect our businesses and' 
personal lives more tlian ever be­
fore. To prosper in business, we 
must linow wliat our goverment is 
doing on all affairs. We must aiso 
iieed the Law of Supply and De­
mand. Our poiiticinns refuse to teii 
the voters the truth about this Law. 
Iinlioriancc of Coinmodliy Prices 
Goods are plentiful today, for the 

most part. Now that the shortages 
of war and its aftermath are gone, 
few people stop to thinit much about 
comniodities and tlie Law of Sup-
ply and Demand. Many who invest 
sizable sunis in securities — some­
times nearly all their life's savings 
--will buy stocks in companies 
about wliich they l;no\v lillle. 

When I buy stocks, I like to know 
something aboul tlic goods or sei--
vices which the company makes or 
sells; to find out what raw materials 
it uses, and liow plentiful or scarce, 
these are. Knowledge of such con­
ditions, uiion which your invest­
ments depend, will help you when 
buying or sellin;,' a business, when 
seeking new employment, and es-
peci.illy when making investment 
decisions. 

Depressions Are Nalui'ai 
The Law of Supply and Demand 

shows that there is nothing unnat-
urai about depressions. Those who 
prepare for both depressions and 
booms by keeping out of debt and 
working harder nnd better will have 
iittie to fear. The present recession 
should be a healthy development. 
It permits us to digest the excesses 
of the last boom. 

During a recession period mer­
chants should increase their adver­
tising. At the same time, they should 
attend more strictly to business by 
reducing inventories and liquidat­
ing debt. Manufacturers should rec­
ognize that recessions caii for a 
thorough reorganization of their em­
ployment and manufacturing to 
bring them into closer harmony 
with prevailing supply-demand con­
ditions. Agriculture should keep in 
mind that freezes and drought also 
are natural and should prepare for 
them. There is no sense in thinking 
that the econoiny wiii remain sta­

tionary for very long. 
Watch Devclopnienls Abroad 

Recent cuts in the price of aiuni-
inum were originated by Canadian 
producers to offset increasing com-
petition from Russia. Reliable re­
ports indicate that we may expect 
further changes in domestic supply-
demand raliios in key commodities 
due to Russia's rapid industriai 
progress. If this increase persists, 
Russia wiii eventually be supplying 
iai'ge quantities of coai and oil to 
aii Eui-ope. Naturaiiy, this could 
lead to weaker price trends in the 
U.S. and — for oil — in the Middle 
East. We, therefore, may be forced 
now to temporai'ily ignore the Law 
of Supply and Demand, as a de­
fensive move, and charge cei-tain 
uneconomic legislation to defense, 
aiong with our cost of missiies and 
other shooting devices. 

Russia does not now possess any­
thing like our standai'd of living. 
But she does possess vast resources, 
excellent scientists, and a dedicated, 
disciplined determination to make 
best use of these resources and tal­
ents to advance her political aims. 
As she pursues her foreign trade 
program, changes in individual sup-
ply-demand relationships will oc­
cur. Some of these will have fai-. 
reaching effects upon our entire 
economy and upon specific Ameri­
can businesses. Think what has i-e-
centiy happened to copper, iead, 
zinc, v;ool and certain other prod­
ucts. 

IHoney and Labor Markets 
Few people fuiiy understand our 

money system or the precise signi 
ficance of labor in our economy. 
Banks make their money oniy by 
lending cash. Wage earnei's secure 
their employment according as their 
services can be used advantageously 
by business. The ups and downs of 
these money and labor markets 
should be governed by this Law of 
Supply and Demand. 

Depressions are usually merely 
pei-iods when demand, in the aggre 
gate, has failen off. At such times 
bargains arc avaiiabie and liie bases 
of new fortunes are made. Truiy 
the Law of Supply and Demand is 
as fundamentai as Gravitation. What 
a pity it is not honestly and frankiy 
expiained by our political leaders. 
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DELII^QUENCY among the teen-
agers of tlie new roclt and roli gen-
oration is creating new rippies of 
aiarm among the men who maite 
tlie laws for Michigan. 

Muggings, siuggings, robberies, 
car theft, vandaiism — and a chuck 
,e at tiie ruies society lives by: aii 
iire too common for comfort.

Maiiison, who agrees that not all 
officials who woi'k with youths share 
his views, said part of the biame is 
the attitude of ieniency toward 
youngsters nowadays.

stole a car," he said. "This worries 
me and l believe it would wori-y 
the state." 

Dr. James J . Brennan, of the 
Michigan State University Poiice 
Administration department and a 
foi-mer Neiv York City police vet.

Mallison's.

Four major factors in the upbring­

ing of a child share the blame if he 
goes wrong, Brennan said. 

They are the family — the basic 
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unit of society — the church, the 
scliools and the community.

If aii four are working together 

and approacli their top efficiency, 
juveniie delinquency is unlikely. 

"Faiiiiiios have the first respon­
sibility. From the day a child is 
boi'n, tiiere is the infiuence of the 
lionie to protect and guide him. 
Those with happy famiiies rareiy 
got in trouble," Bi-ennan said. 

Schools have tlie chiid in a cap­
tive audience for at least 12 years. 

Chui-clies have the responsibility 
for the morai tone of every chiid's 
character. 

Tliose are recognized waypoints 
in the process of growing up. Dr. 
Brennan proposed fourth, the com-
iiiuiiity which can — if it will — 
control the vice, the type of maga­
zines on tiie newstands.

Another judge, Vallie W. Dussia 

of Monroe, proposed a system of 
camps, siiniiar to the depression-era 
Civilian Conservation Corps (CCC) 
program.

The really tough juvenile delin-
quent under 17 often can get off 
with a lecture from a serious crime, 
but the 17-year-old who makes a 
minor mistake can go to prison 
with his elders. 

Strict laws can send a ooy to 
prison for several years when, the 
experts agree, a six-month stay in 
jail could do more to teach him the 
error of his ways and salvage a 
life. 

Michigan has 21 offenses for 
which the offender can be sent to 
prison for life. Generally, the crimes 
against property are punished more 
severly than -the crimes against 
other people.

Legislators are considering 
number of proposals. 

The 1959 legislalkive session is ex-
pected to see proposals for a work 
camp plan, similar to Camp Pugs-
ley for probationers near Traverse 
City, a new family court system 
and a revision of the state's penal 
code. 

Meanwhile, the first work on a 
new $12,000,009 boys vocational 
school is underway. 

One way or the other, Michigan 
is attempting to meet the problem 
of juveniie delinquency again.

Some misguided parents take too 
literally the oft-repeated statement 
of educators that parents should 
share the task of educating their 
children; they overlook the fact that 
educating a chiid consists of much 
moi'e tlian teaching him to read and 
write. Though the child learns little 
or nothing about these academic 
skills before he enters school, he 
does learn a great deal about home, 
comiiiunity, and people which pro­
vides a necessaiy background for 
the things the schooi seeks to teach 
him. 

Parents sometimes make the mis-
tal<e of trying to give their children 
a head start in school by atteinpt 
ing to teach them to read, write and 
spell before they enter school, and 
before they are physically and 
mentally ready to leai'n academic 
sliills. The results of this well-mean­
ing lielp on the part of parents can 
have disastrous results. The child 
may actually learn these skills slow­
er when he is ready to learn them 
simply because parents attempted 
to teach him before he was ready 
and without a knowledge of the best 
way to teach a sniail chiid the fun­
damentai academic sitills. There 
are plenty of other things parents 
can do to help the child increase 
liis reservoir of learning without at­
tempting to teach him skilis which 
he is unready to learn.

One authority on child develop 
ment states that three Important 
keys to the child's learning are cur­
iosity, eagerness and energy. Par-
ents have untold opportunities to 
capitaiize on the chUd's curiosity 
and eagerness to learn. The endless 
number of questions asked by the 
pre-schooi child ciearly indicate his 
curiosity and desire to learn. These 
questions should provide stimuiation 
for parents to help the chiid build 
a background of knowledge and in­
formation upon which later academ­
ic learning will be based. 

The present trend toward either 
supplementing or replacing report 
cards with parent-teacher confer-
ences is bringing the home and 
school closer to a complete under-
standing of how both can work to-
gelher in the best interests of the 
ciiild. It is limportant that the chiid 
bolt upon his home life and school 
life as parts of the same experience 
if he is to make a good adjustment 
to school. 

If parents are to be most helpful 
in helping the school teach their 
child, there are some "musts" to 
be oijserved. First, they should rec­
ognize that they are not experts in 

how to teach academic sitiils and 
leave much of the job to trained 
teachers. 

A happy home life lis the best prep­
aration parents can give a chiid for 
iearning at school. Family di.ssen-
sions and bickering often create ten-
sions in the child which interfere 
with iearning at schooi. The chiid 
who lives at home in an atmosphere 
of affection and calmness is aimost 
certain to learn better than a child 
of equal ability whose home lite is 
disturbed by stormy family differ-
ences. 

It is importnat that parents recog-

nize that they have certain obliga-
tions to their children which the 
school cannot fulfiil. Heiping the 
chiid to develop assurance and 
poise through parental love and the 
comfort of the family circles is a 
must for parents. While the chiid's 
early education is dominated by the 
task of iearning the fundamentai 
skills, parents must heip him devel-
op into a sociaiiy deveioped chiid 
through home training. Though the 
experiences at school will help with 
his social development, it is still 
the major responsibility of the par-
ents.

Wixom will be interviewed within 
the next two weeks as part of 
complete census of the Archdiocese 
of Detroit. 

The census is being made at the 
request of Edward Cardinal Moon-
ey, archbishop of Detroit. 

An estimated 1,200,000 Catholics 
live in the eight-county archdiocese. 

The Northviiie area survey from 
October 5-19 wiii be directed by the 
Rt. Rev. Eugene Paddock, pastor of 
Holy Name parish in Birmingham. 
He will be assisted by a number 
of priests and volunteer census-
takers. 

The census record will call for; 
famiiy name, street number, fa-
ther's name, mother's name, reii-
gions (if mixed marriage), name of 
church regularly attended, sex, 
birthdate, baptism, first commu­
nion, confirmation of children's 
schools, and military service, if any. 

At non-Catholic homes, the oniy 
record wiii be a notation that 
"there is a non-Catholic famiiy at 
this address." 

Joseph Lester, executive secretary 
for the Council of Catholic Men and 
the Holy Name Society for the arch-
diocese, stressed that the census is 
"not a campaign to proselytize non-
Catholics." 

Purpose of the survey, Lester 
said, is to estimate needs for future 
programs and new church and 
school buildings, to determine how 
many Catholic chiidren are in pub­
lic schoois, and to gather other in-
misceilaneous information.

The man who Jed Novi ' s Incorporation movement from its 
very beginning three years ago was sworn into office Wednesday 
night as first president of the village of N o v i . 

Wal te r "Tuck was elected to the office by a unanimous vote 
of his four fellow councilmen. 

T u c k and Councilmen D i r k 
Groenenberg, Russell But ton, 
D ic ron Tafralian and P h i l i p 
Anderson took the oath of office 
from Har ry Watson in his last 
official act as charter commis-
sioner. i 

Groenenberg, who served as clerk 
of the charter commission, was 
eiected president pro tem. 

Though the vote for president was 
not cast until iast night, it was cer­
tain for several days that Tuck 
would be named. 

Tuck was a prime force behind 
incorporation since it was first seri­
ously .discussed three years ago. 

He headed the Novi board of com­
merce committee which first stud-
led incorporation and then got the 
issue on the ballot last fall. In that 
eiection, he led the field of 10 can-
didates for charter commission. 

Tuck served as chairman of that 
group while it ground out the 
iengthy document during the spring 
and summer. Then two weeks ago 
he again led a field of 10 candidates 
seeking five seats on Novi's village 
council. 

Throughout the long incorporation 
process. Tuck gained the respect of 
co-workers and the general pubiic 
aiike. Even opponents of incorpora­
tion had'oiily good words for him 
personally. 

A life-long resident of Novi, Tuck 
has owned Novi Auto Parts on 
Grand River since 1925. 

He is no stranger to public and 
civic..office. In the.'pasl^'iie has 
served as Novi school board presi­
dent, board of commerce president, 
fire chief, and in various positions 
with church and lodge groups. 

Tuck will serve for two years as 
viiiage president, a position com­
parable to mayor of a city. 
"•'He will be the viiiage's chief ex­

ecutive -and_will-preside over coun-
cii meetings, but his vote will carry 
oniy the same weight as votes of 
other counciimen. He wiii have no 
veto power. 

The council has tentatively sched­
uled its first regular meeting for 
next Monday at the township hall. 

At that time, the council will be­
gin the difficuit tasks of putting the 
new viiiage on its feet and of find­
ing funds with which to do it. 

First step' wiii probably be to 
name a viiiage cierk. Until the clerk 
files copies of the viiiage chartef 
with state and county officiais, Novi 
viiiage will not be officially rec­
ognized. 

Among the next steps will prob­
ably be setting a meeting time and 
place, completing final details of 
the charter election, assessing the 
village's final situation, and possi-
biy making such appointments as 
viiiage manager and treasurer. 

Counciimen wiii probably get to­
gether with township officiais soon 
to discuss ways of making a smooth 
transition from township to village 
government.

S t u d i e d by C h u r c h 
The church school of the Farm­

F I R E ORDINANCE 
CITY OF WLVO.M, 

COUNTY OF OAKLAND, 
STATE OF MICHIGAN 

An Ordinance in provide for the 
prcvcnlicn of fires and the pro-
ieciion of persons and property 
froiu the exposure to the dangers 
of fires and cxpiosions: To auth-
orhe ihe invcstigaiion ot fire haz-
ards: To prohibit nnd prevent fire 
hazards: To provide for punish-
luent for the vioiation tiicrcof: 
And to repeal ail other Ordinanc-
cs or paris tiicreof in conflict 
iicrcwith. 

THE CITY OF WIXOM ORDAINS: 
ARTICLE I 

PREVENTION OF FIRES 

SECTION 1. 
No person shaii burn rubbish, pap-

ers, leaves as combustibie materials 
or substances of any nature within 
the established limits of the City 
of Wixom, except as herein provid-
ed. 
SECTION 2. 

No person shaii build or cause to 
be built any fires in any street, ai-
iey, field or other place where prop-
erty is endangered, without being so 
confined in a metai, wire, or other 
suitabie container approved by the 
Fire Chief or Assistant Fire Chiefs 
or by the Poiice Chief or Acting 
Police Chief. 
SECTION 3. 

No person shaii cause rubbish, 
paper, or materials or substances 
of a combustibie nature to accumu-
late upon any lot, premises, or 
building WITHIN THE LIMITS OF 
THE CITY OF WIXOM so as to cre­
ate, or cause, or be iiltely to create 
or cause a fire or fire hazard dang­
erous to persons or property. 
SECTION 4. 

It shaii be unlawful for anyone 

to store or have for sale any am­
munition, expiosives, guns, or dang, 
erous weapons, without first notify-
ing the Chiefs of the Fire and Poiice 
Departments in writing of their ex­
act location in said estabiishment, 
except in such iimited quantity as 
may be necessary for the protec 
tion of the home or for the iawful 
pursuit of hunting, such quantities 
of ammunition not to exceed 12 
commercially pre-packaged indi­
vidual smaiiest size boxes offered 
for saie at retaii to the pubiic. 

SECTION 5. 
It shaii be uniawfui for anyone 

to smoke at any time in any thea­
ter, auditorium, church or other 
puljiic place designated as a fire 
hazard by the Fire Chief, Assistant 
Fire Chiefs, Poiice Chief or Acting 
Poiice Chief. This same provision 
shall appiy to any pubiic or private 
institution or to any piace, public 
or otherwise, where a gathering of 
peopie may be deemed to constitute 
a fire hazard, endangering lives 
and property. This provision is nec­
essary for the pubiic, peace, health 
and safety ot the people and shall 
be liberally construed. 

SECTION 6. 
It shall be unlawful tor anyone, 

owner or otherwise, to burn grass, 
piots or brush without first notify­
ing the Fire Chief or the Fire De­
partment and securing his or the 
department's permission in writing. 
It is unlawful to burn leaves or 
grass on paved streets at anytime. 
SECTION 7. 

The Fire Chief, Assistant Fire 
Chiefs, or any member of the Fire 
Department, acting for the said 
Chief or Assistants is hereby auth­
orized and empowered with fuil 
power to enter into any house or 
building, iot, yard, or premises, at 
any time ot night or day to determ-

ARTICLE II 
ENFORCEMENT & PENALTY 

SECTION 1. 
Any person who violates the pro-

visions of this ordinance shall be 
deemed guiity of -a misdemeanor, 
and upon conviction thereof, be-
tore any Court ot competent juris­
diction, shall be punished by a fine 
of not less than $5.00 dollars nor 
more than $500.00 dollars, and the 
costs of pI'osecution, or by impris­
onment for a period not exceeding 
ninety days, or both, which in the 
discretion ot the Court shall seem 
meet. Each day of violation shall 
be deemed a separate violation and 
prosecuted as such. 

SECTION 2. 
Ai i former ordinances, or parts 

thereof inconsistent and in contiict 
herewith, are hereby revoked. 

SECTION 3. 
If any portion of this ordinance 

or the application thereof to any 
person, or circumstances shaii be 
found to be invalid by a Court, 
such invalidity shall not affect the 
remaining portions or applications 
ot the ordinance which can be given 
effect without the invalid portion 
or appiication, provided such re-
maining portions or applications are 
determined by the Court to be in-
operative and to this end ordinanoes 
are declared to be severable. 

E F F E C T I V E DATE 
The provisions of this Ordinance 

are hereby declared to be immedi-
ately necessary for the preserva-
tion of the public peace, health 
and safety and are hereby ordered 
to take immediate effect after final 
enactment and publication.

(Edilor's Note: The foiiowing is 
an open letter to the Novi board 
of education. The writer, Bernard 
A. Welsbcrger, 23941 East LeBost, 
sent a copy to this paper as a 
letter io the editor.) 

Board ot Education 
Novi, Michigan 

Gentiemen: 
As you aii know, the voters of (he 

schooi district yesterday gave you 
a miiiage increase in accordance 
with your request. I am sure that 
you aiso know that it was by the 
narrowest possible margin. I ex­
pect that you are concerned over 
such lack of support. In fairness, I 
wouid iike to explain to you why I, 
for one, voted against the increase. 

I did not vote "no" in order to 
keep taxes down. I cast my negative 
vote because the request was late, 
poorly publicized, and ineffectiveiy 
made. That is, it offered no con­
structive reason for new taxation, 
except that an immediate deficit 
had to be made up. 

Voters like to know how their 
money is spent. The least attractive 
way to spend money is to make up 
an operating deficit. The most at­
tractive way is to invest in a well-
thought-out program of improve­
ment. What IS Novi's program for 
deveioping its schools? How do our 
taxes carry out this program? How 
much do we need in the future to 
carry out such a program? 

I would like to know, for instance, 
what priorities are observed in 
school spending. Does the board, 
for example, have a fixed policy 
concerning the number of teachers 
to be hired? Does it pian always to 
maintain enough teachers so that 
classes will not grow beyond a fixed 
size? Does it plan to allocate money 
for salary increases, to keep good 
teachers here? Would money ear­
marked for such increases be given 
priority over other spending? 

In buying equipment does the 
board observe a definite priority 
between, say, footbaii uniforms on 
the one hand, and charts, maps, sci­
ence exhibits and library books on 
the other? If the curricuium is to 
be improved by bringing in part-
time teaching speciaiists, what goals 
would determine their specialties? 
Would the board look first for "en­
richment" in reading? Arts and 
crafts? Science? Music? Mathema­
tics? Is there a policy on what areas 
need improvement first, and there­
fore get first call on funds? 

What I am suggesting is simply 
that the board can do better than 
ask the voters for driblets of money 
to plug holes in a system running 
"Iiormally''. 

Suppose the board were to work 
out, with the help of community 
representatives, the superintendent 

of schoois, and outside speciaiists, a 
four or five year pian for making 
our schoois BETTER. The board 
could then pian its estimated fiscai 
needs for a coming year in the light 
of such a pian. THEN, if revenues 
were insufficient, it couid go to the 
community with biueprint in hand 
and ask for tax increases — even 
iarge tax increases — in order to 
turn that biueprint into reaiity. 

I am willing to predict that many 
active and responsible parents 
wouid work eageriy to promote such 
increases, and that a hard core of 
driving workers wouid assure fav­
orable action. A prime truth of mer-
chandising is that the seiier must 
have something to seii. If the board 
will put on paper a concrete outline 
for an IMPROVED schooi system, 
which can be evaiuated in dollars-
and-cents terms, the parents, voters 
and taxpayers of Novi wiii have 
something to go on. I believe that 
they wiii, in the end, vote for what 
is best for their children. Like the 
board itself, that is what they want. 

But by coming before the pubiic 
at the last minute, mumbiing some, 
what abashediy that a smail tax 
increase is necessary merely to 
stave off disaster, the board forfeits 
public confidence and respect. 

I hope that this campaign for an 
increase will be the iast dominated 
by negative thinking. I offer my 
assistance in carrying out any posi­
tive suggestion for drafting written 
plans for top-flight Novi schools.

came to lite. Fullback George Cog-
gins blasted through the Northviiie 
line and Quarterback Darrell Kin­
ney connected on two long passes 
to move the ball 73 yards to North­
viiie's 12.

In additioii to the everyday need 
for food, clothing, and shelter, your 
child has other needs which are es 
sential to his development, and in 
some ways they are more important 
than some of his obvious needs. 
While psychologists generaily agree 
that habit patterns and other as­
pects of the chiid's personaiity are 
pretty well established before he is 
old enough to enter school, his be-
havior and personality are influenc­
ed for good or bad throughout his 
life by tiie people and the environ-
ment ai-ound him. 

Though iisting any childhood 
needs in order of their relative im­
portance is sure to arouse disagree­
ment, four needs have been identi­
fied as demanding the attention of 
parents and teacliers of smail child­
ren. 

One of the unique characteristics 
of the famiiy is its intimacy, the 
sharing of possessions, achieve­
ments, joys and sorrows by ail 
members of the group. Another 
characteristic of the famiiy, one 
found in no other sociai group, is 
the love and atfection of each mem­
ber for each of the other family 
members. These two characteristics 
combine to satisfy two of the child's 
important needs: the need for love 
and affection and the need for feel­
ing that he reaiiy BELONGS to a 
group. Both of these needs when 
satisfied contribute to the child's 
feeling of security and the assur­
ance that he is really wanted and 
needed by someone. These feelings 
are important to him throughout his 
life. 

The two other highly important 
needs of the child are companion 
needs, just as are the feeluig of 
belonging and the desire for love 
and affection. These are the needs 
for achieving — doing constructive 
things with a reasonable degree of 
success — and then having people 
whom the chiid loves or admires 
recognize and appreciate his

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achievement. Psychologists refer to 
these two needs as ACHIEVEMENT 
and RECOGNITION. 

These needs, feeling of belong-
ing, love and affection, achieve­
ment and recognition, unfortunately 
are not always satisfied by the 
child's family for one reason or 
another. Some family groups ai'e 
disorganized as a I'esult of both 
parents working away from home, 
lack of mutual affection between 
parents or pai-ents and children, or 
for some other reason the family 
circle lacks some of the important 
qualities found in highly compatible 
families. In such instances, an ap-
preciation of these basic needs of 
the child need to be fully under, 
stood by the child's teacher. 

Tiie child whose need for love 
and affection is not satisfied at 
home may attach himself to his 
teacher as a substitute parent. He 
may identify hiinself with his school-
room group and accept them as a 
substitute for his brothers and sis-
ters. He may substitute the lack of 
recognition for achievement at home 
by making a special effort to 
achieve the things which the group 
and the teacher think are important 
or which he believes them to value 
highly. The able teacher senses 
these needs in the child and makes 
a point of trying to satisfy them. 
She recognizes, too, that even though 
the child's basic needs are met at 
home within the family group she 
must still see that they are again" 
satisfied at school. When the child 
first starts to school, the achieve-
menls within his group take on a 
vast importance and it is important 
that the teacher help him to gain 
the security which comes from be-
ing successful in his first associa-
tion with an out-of-family group. 
The child who talks at school about 
family interests and projects, and 
talks at home about the activities 
of his school group is usuaiiy mak­
ing a happy adjustment in both 
groups. His needs in both settings 
are extremely important, a fact 
which the teacher and members of 
the family should recognize. The 
child's successes in the early days 
of school life are likely to temper 
his later years of schooling. 

MOST VOTERS going to the polls 
for the first time November 4 have 
had only Governor Williams as their 
symboi of poiitical supremacy in 
Michigan since they were in the 
sixth grade.

Time for a Change". 

Their top elected official now is 
Senator Charles E. Potter, running 
hard for liis second six-year term 
against Lt. Governor Philip A. Hart 
who was once Williams' heir-desig-
note. 

* • * 
And many Deiriocrats are wonder­

ing about the future in Michigan, 
even while they are confident of 
victory November 4. 

Party guessers in both camps are 
ti-ying to figure what Williams will 
do in lilCO, assuming he gets by 
Paul D. Bagwell, a Michigan State 
university speech professor and the 
stroneest Republican campaigner In 
yeai's. 

They are guessing that Williams 
will try for the nomination for pres-
ident in lflfiO. 

If ail tliis came to pass, it would 
leave the Democratic party in Mich­
igan witliout the leader who has 
brought it back from biennial do-
feat to denomination of the state 
government. 

Nonetheless, Williams would be 
leaving a party with leaders groom­
ed to take his place. There could 
be a race for spots on the ticket 
for the first time in years.

laoo? 
The five-term governor of Michi­

gan has been mentioned only as a 
possibility when Democrats get to­
gether nationally. The polls list 
twice-defeated Adlai Stevenson; Sen­
ators Kefauver and Kennedy; Gov-
ernors Harrinian of New York and 
Meyner of New Jersey. 

On Williams' side, none of these 
is staging a runaway in popular 
appeal at this early stage of the 
game. 

Williams has been busy making 
politicai friends around the nation 
and ti-ying to live down the civil 
rights row in the 1952 convention 
which created new enemies for him 
in the south,

Democrats are rich in talent now 
whereas in ims they had trouble 
finding candidates to fill out the 
slate. 

That year, Mrs. Margaret Price, 
of Ann Ai'bor, an active lady party 
leader since the early days of Wil­
liams' career, was the candidate 
for auditor general. 

Looking at the issue realistically, 
it will be years before a party with 
a chance of winning all the marbles 

nominates a woman on the state 
ticket. It will come, observers say, 
but not now.

This was reflected Monday night 
when several matters on the board's 
agenda were tabled "until we talk 
with village officials''.

Burns to G r o u n d 

A barn containtog hundreds of 
bales of hay was burned to the 
ground in a spectacular fire early 
Saturday morning. 

But the Novi fire department man­
aged to save a home and several 
smaller buildings near the barn. 

The barn, owned by Marvin Guntz­
viiler, was located on Grand River 
a mile west of Novi road. 

Police arrested two arson suspects 
at the scene, but released them 
Tuesday after questioning.

— heard Police Chief Lee BeGole 
that the fke department will soon 
begto training a volunteer fire force 
in Wixom. 

- — heard that the township park

Mrs. McCormlck said 
the reduced goal this year is due • 
not so much to last year's short-
coming as it is to the now-endtog 
business recession. 

In Wixom, the drive wiii be con-
ducted as part of the Novi and 
Commerce campaigns. 

Chairman in the Novi section is 
Mrs. Lester Ward. In the Commerce 
section, it is Mrs. George Tourto. 

Wixom has no separate goal, but 
will seek to help reach Novi's goal 
ot $2,667 aiid Commerce's $8,138. 

Of the proceeds, Novi will receive 
$850 for direct charity work while • 
Commerce will receive $1,175. 

The remaintog funds will be split 
among nearly 200 organizations 
serving Novi and Wixom on county, 
state and national levels. 

They include boy scouts, girl 
scouts, American Red Cross, YMCA, 
YWCA, Salvation Army, Michigan 
Society for Mental Health, Oakland 
Child Guidance Cltoic, Sister Kenny 
Foundation, Boys Republic, VFW, 
and scores of others.
