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Chats with Parents

In addition to the everyday need
for food, clothing, and shelter, your
child has other needs which are es-
sential to his development, and in
some ways they are more important
than some of his obvious needs.
While psychologists generally agree
that habit patterns and other as-
pects of the child's personality are
pretty well established before he is
old enough to enter school, his be-
havior and personality are influenc-
ed for good or bad throughout his
life by the people and the environ-
ment around him.

Though listing any childhood
needs in order of their relative im-
portance is sure to arouse disagree-
ment, four needs have been identi-
fied as demanding the attention of
parents and teachers of small child-
ren.

One of the unique characteristics
of the family is its intimacy, the
sharing of possessions, achieve-

members of the group. Another
characteristic of the family, one
found in no other social group, is
the love and affection of each mem-
per for each of the other family
members. These two characteristics
combine to satisfy two of the child’s
important needs: the need for love
and affection and the need for feel-
ing that he really BELONGS to a
group. Both of these needs when
satisfied contribute to the child’s
feeling of security and the assur-
ance that he is really wanted and
needed by someone, These feelings
are important to him throughout his
life.

The two other highly important
needs of the child are companion
needs, just as are the feeling of
belonging and the desire for love
and affection, These are the needs
for achieving — doing constructive
things with a reasonable degree of
success — and then having people
whom the child loves or admires

Your Child’s Needs

achievement, Psychologists refer to
these two needs as ACHIEVEMENT
and RECOGNITION.

These needs, feeling of belong-
ing, love and affection, achieve-
ment and recognition, unfortunately
are not always satisfied by the
child’s family for one reason or
another, Some family groups are
disorganized as a result of both
parents working away from home,
lack of mutual affection between
parents or parents and children, or
for some other reason the family
circle lacks some of the important
qualities found in highly compatible
families, In such instances, an ap-
preciation of these basic needs of
the child need to be fully under-
stood by the child's teacher,

The child whose need for love
and affection is not satisfied at
home may attach himself to his
teacher as a substitute parent. He
may identify himself with his school-
room group and accept them as a
substitute for his brothers and sis-
ters. He may substitute the lack of
recognition for achievement at home
by making a special effort to
achieve the things which the group
and the teacher think are important
or which he believes them to value
highly. The able teacher senses
these needs in the child and makes
a point of trying to satisfy them.
She recognizes, too, that even though
the child's basic needs are met at
home within the family group she
must still sece that they are again'
satisfied at school. When the child
first starts to school, the achieve-
ments within his group take on a
vast importance and it is important
that the teacher help him to gain
the security which comes from be-
ing successful in his first associa-
tion with an out-of-family group.
The child who talks at school about
family interests and projects, and
talks at home about the activities
of his school group is usually mak-
ing a happy adjustment in both
groups. His needs in both settings
are extremely important, a fact
which the teacher and members of
the family should recognize, The
child's successes in the early days
of school life are likely to temper
his later years of schooling.

this year. Your deficit certainly
could not have been averted unless
we had been over-taxed to-. begin
with,

While I basically agree with him
in that our schools in Novi are
drastically in need of improvement,
a long term financial plan is al-
most impossible, No one can pre-
dict what the state legislature will
grant from year to year and we
have just seen that the same is true
of the county allocation board. Mr.
Weisberger should know, too, that
unless specifically voted on other-
wise, personal property taxes over
the 15 mill limitation ave for build-
ing purposes only. Thus, the major

I can’t understand how anyone
who feels that our schools are in
dire need of improvement could pos-
sibly think that by making the sit-
uation worse any improvement could
result. This seems simply a case of
“biting off his nose to spite his
face”.

However, a long term school plan
is necessary as to the goals and ob-
jectives which our children are to
attain, and as Mr. Weisberger sug-
gests, community persons, school
board members, and outside spec-
ialists will have to work together.

The show horses at Treehaven
Farm in Novi had better take it
easy for awhile, :

They’re putting a strain on the
trophy room, and Mr, and Mrs,
Henry Jennings — the proprietors —
are running out of space for new
ribbons. [

The 30 show horses at Treehaven
have won an uncounted number of
the colorful streamers this year a}
shows all over the midwest and Can-
ada, More than 60 are hanging on
the trophy room walls, and scores
of others have been taken home by
the horses’ owners. R

Treehaven horses win with such
regularity that the training school
at Haggerty and Nine Mile, though
only three years old, is already rec-
ognized as one of the finest in the,
midwest.

The Jennings have some outstand-
ing horseflesh with which to work,"
to be sure. Most Treehaven horses
are owned by prominent Detroit-
area residents who spare little ex-
pense in buying and training their
champions. :

But much of the credit goes to the
Jennings themselves. As trainers,
they have a way with horses that
makes them want to win,

Jennings has worked with horses
since his childhood days in Tennes-
see, and has trained show horses
exclusively since he was 19, Mrs,
Jennings, daughter of a horseman
herself, likewise has had a lifetime
of experience with horses,

Each horse is walked, trotted,
cantorred and otherwise trained for -

about an hour every other day. Colts
get shorter but more frequent work-
outs, ’

Come May, the Jennings hit the
show trail. Throughout the summer,
they're gone almost every weekend
— and usually spend 10 days at the
Canadian National Exposition in
Toronto.

The Jennings own four horses
themselves — Denmark’s Bourbon

Jill, Grassland Hollihock, a stud.

palimino, and a five-gaited stud on
loan to a Toledo farm.

Treehaven, previously owned by
the late Carlos Jolly, attorney for
General Motors, was taken over by
the Jennings in May, 1955.

Since then, their horses have gain-

ed national fame,
" Treehaven horses are shown at
the best shows, have appeared on
covers of leading magazines, and
are well-known to horse lovers from
coast to coast. Some are valued at
more than $10,000.

Best of the lot is probably Cherry-
wine Pevine, a stately five-gaiter
that has won seven state champion-
ships. Owned by Detroit Attorney
Robert Lehman, Cherrywine came
back from a two-year illness to win
four championships in a row,

The Jennings' most happy mo-

‘ment came last June when their

grand-daughter, Joetta Smith, 9,
rode in the Grosse Pointe Hunt club
show. Joetta thus became an Al-
thea Gibson of the show horse world,
for she was the first Negro to ap-
pear in that exclusive event.

Plymouth had ten new cases both
in 1957 and 1956, and Plymouth
township reported 14 new cases, 10
more than the previous year.

In Wayne county a total of 2,993

sease in 1957 as compared to 3,373
in 1956, Deaths also fell from 289
in 1956 to 254 last year.

But 1958 case figures on TB are
showing a slight rise over 1957.

Tuberculosis sufferers sometimes
are not aware that they have the
disease because in early stages of
the illness there are few symptoms.
Only a chest X-ray can detect the

B presence of tuberculosis damage to

the lungs.

Approximately 55,000,000 Ameri-
cans are infected with tuberculosis
germs in their dormant state, cre-
ating a great reservoir of potential
infection, Some people can go
through life without becoming ill
but others will break down because
of low resistance to the germs.

A clean environment, balanced di
et, persistence in personal hygiene
and an annual chest x-ray for ad-
ults is the best way to steer clear
of the menace of TB. For children
under 18 years of age a tuberculin
test is the best method of determin.
ing the presence of TB germs.

Says Dr. Kalin

Lakefront a Good Bet

En Route to Africa — My recent
column on the value of waterfront
praperty stirred up so much inter-
est that I have written two more
columns on the subject so as to
have them published while I am
out on the ocean “surrounded by
ocean front”’. Let me repeat, how-
ever, that waterlront properly re-
fers not only to land bordering the
ocean; but also to land bordering
rivers, lakes, and other water bod-
ies where you can enjoy an out-
board motor. This is property which
will be more valuable ten years,
36 years, 50 years, or 100 years
from now. There will be little more
natural waterfront than now exists,

This is the surest way an investor
can make money with real security,
assuming he is able to take care
of the taxes on said land. Of course,
the taxes can usually be added to
the original cost so that the investor
gets his tax money back when he
sells the property. It, however, is
better if he can rent the land, or
cut wood from it, or otherwise get
income from jt each year to pay the
taxes, A good tax accountant or tax
lawyer will show you how you can
also set the property up so that
“Uncle Sam"” will pay all or half
of these taxes!

Ilustrations of Possible Profits

A correspondent who paid $12,000
for some land has recently been
able to sell the same to a cement
company for $150,000. This property
gave the cement company a much-
needed shipping point. A grand.
daughter of mine who paid $7.20
an acre for 1000 acres has been of-
fered $100 an acre for that land be-
cause it borders a lake. Many land
owners in Florida have been will-
ing to pay $500 an acre for small
strips to enable their cattle to get

water. The builder of a motel on
the coast of Massachusetts has paid
$50,000 for land which the seller
had bought for only $1,000.

The builder of a supermarket has
paid a fabulous price for the land
between a main highway and a lake
which is surrounded by numerous
cottages. This location enables the
supermarket to serve people who
come in motor boats as well as
those who come in automobiles. A
New England line company recently
paid a high price for some shore
préperty in order to get access to
the water, In addition to the above
instances, there are cases where
the land itself, aside from its loca-
tion, has become valuable due to
the discovery of gravel, lime, baux-
ite, or other minerals — yes and
for timber.

Importance of Dredging

Much money has been made by
dredging swamp and other now use-
less land, The value of dredging
has not yet been recognized in most
stales other than Florida. It is
usually most profitable to dredge
through a swampland which is un-
fit for building, A dredger scoop or
a “sucker” takes dirt from the edge
of the river or creek and throws it
up onto the marshland, making
beautiful building sites. In many
cases, this dreging also makes a
small harbor or marina out of a
useless bed of water. Every state
probably has hundreds of such op-
portunities which are now neglect-
ed. Such waterfront would be int
addition to the natural waterfronts,
of which, as I have previously stat-
ed, there will never be more than
exists now, The dredging of lakes
and rivers would probably not add
more than 10 percent to the exist-
ing waterfronts which are now usa-
ble.

Land which some day will be
needed for watershed purposes could
become very valuable. As the pop-
ulation increases, as industries
grow, and as people become more
accustomed to comforts, the de-
mand for water will increase every-
where, This will apply not only to
cites, but also to small towns. In
many cases, the municipal water
supply depends upon reservoirs with
their surrounding watersheds, These
watersheds must constantly become
more valuable. Even those cities:
which drill wells for their munici-
pal water supplies are finding that
wells drilled near existing fresh
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Chais with Parents

Educators and psychologists have
been testing the intelligence of
children for more than fifty years
and most of them agree that the
quality or trait they are trying to
measure is the child’s capacity to
learn and to adapt himsell to all
kinds of situations, This quality is
often referred to as the 1.Q., intel-
ligence quotient.

Every 1.Q. test measures the
child’s capacity to learn in com-
parison with that capacity in other
children of the same age. If he
compares exactly with the average
of children of the same age, he is
said to have an 1.Q. of 100. If he is
above average, his 1.Q. goes up
accordingly. The higher the child’s
1.Q., the better he should get along
in his studies at school.

However, there are other factors
which enter into learning which
have nothing to do directly with
learning capacity. Good learning
ability may be hampered by poor
eyesight, faulty hearing, or some
other physical disability. A child
suffering from certain types of phy-
sical defects may be much brighter
than either his 1.Q. tests or his
school marks indicate. Likewise,
temporary disabilities may cause
the child to make a lower score on
an 1.Q. test than he could make
under ideal conditions. A tired, ill,
or emotionally upset child is almost
certain to make a poorer score on
an 1.Q. test than he would if up to
par physically and mentally. Again,
if the person giving the test fails
to follow the directions for giving
the test accurately, or if an error
is made in scoring the test, the
tested 1.Q. will not be a correct
measure of the child’s capacity to
learn. While none of these condi-
tions are present in most cases of

1.Q. testing, they are in some, In
order to reduce the possibility of
these adverse conditions creeping
into the measuring of the child’s in-
telligence, most schools give several
1.Q. tests during the child’s years
in school and average them all to-
gether to reduce the effects any
adverse factor might have on the
results of the tests,

One of the main uses of 1.Q. tests
in elementary school is grouping
children together according to their
rate of learning. In the case of read-
ing, for instance, the five or six
children who are the best readers
in their grade form one reading
group, the next five or six form the
second group, and so on down to the
last group made up of the poorest
readers. This arrangement allows
each child to progress in learning to
read at his own best speed without
being either hurried or held back
by other children.

Incorporation of Novi into a vil-
!age has delayed action on the zon-
ing change. Presumably, a new vil-
lage planning commission will be
named in the near future. The track
request is expected to be their first
matter of business,

Specifically, the 200 acre site
(formerly the Chapman and Correl]
farms) must be changed from agri-
cultural to manufacturing (M-3). As
far as planning board members are
concerned, the zoning changes re-
quest will be exactly that — a re.
quest to change zoning, not a ques-
tion of whether or not a track should
be allowed in the area,

Nevertheless, the question is cer-
tain to boil down to a “track zon-
ing” point as it did in February,
1957 when the question of rezoning
a parcel at Grand River and Mea-
dowbrook for the proposed track
went to the ‘volers. It was approv-
ed 382 to 351. Backers of the track
point to this as a “public referen.
dum” favoring the location of a
track in Novi. Admittedly, however,
they anticipate resistance to the
change.

Cox was on hand at the regular
meeting of the board of commerce
along with members of the board
of directors of Grand River Enter-
prises. The corporation is headed
by B. F. Gregoric, -

In outlining the groups plans Cox
said the facility would cost approxi-
mately $2!4 million. *“This will give
us the bare necessities — a one mile
thoroughbred track with a 5/8ths
mile oval inside for trotters and
adequate stands, barns and parking
facilities,” Cox said. He displayed
a preliminary drawing of the track
prepared by the engineering-archi-
tectural firm of Laucomer & Mans-
er-H. Sanborn Brown of Detroit,

He emphasized that it would be
necessary to have runners as well
as trotting races to make the under-
taking profitable. He said construc.
tion would begin as soon as a license
commitment could be obtained.

Cox called the proposed site ex-

cellent from the standpoint of loca-
tion. Pointing to probable locations
of new north-south and east-west
expressways he predicted that ‘“‘one
of the busiest junctions in the United
States” will be located in Novi. He
said the group had other possible
sites outside Novi but called it the
most desirable.

The groups latest plan falls far
short of original * announcements
which -outlined elaborate athletic fa.
cilities in addition to the track. Cox
said the group was now' primarily
interested in establishing a -basic
facility that would “pay for itself”.

One racing permit remains avail-
able in the metropolitan area. Cur-
rently, this permit is tled up in
litigation brought by the Mt, Clem.
ens Harness association after Com-
missioner James Inglis denied their
request for a license, According to
Commission Attorney Wilbur De-
Young, court action may tie up this
license for two years.
