En Route to Africa — My recent 
column on tiie value of waterfront 
pi'operty stirred up so niucii inter-
est that I iiave written two more 
columns on tlie subject so as to 
have them published whiie I am 
out on the ocean "surrounded by 
ocean front". Let nie repeat, how-
ever, that waterfront property re­
fers not oniy to iand bordering tiie 
ocean; but aiso to iand bordering 
rivers, iaices, and other water bod-
ies where you can enjoy an out-
board motor. This is property whicii 
will be more valualjle ten years, 
30 years, 50 years, or 100 years 
from now. Tiiere will be littie more 
naturai waterfront than now exists. 

This is the surest way an investor 
can maite money with reai security, 
assuming he is able to take care 
of the taxes on said iand. Of course, 
the taxes can usuaiiy be added to 
the originai cost so that the investor 
gets his tax money back when he 
sells the property. It, however, is 
better if iie can rent the iand, or 
cut wood from it, or otherwise get 
income from it each year to pay the 
taxes. A good tax accountant or tax 
lawyer wiii show you how you can 
also set the property up so that 
"Uncle Sam" wiii pay ail or haif 
of tiiese taxes! 

Iliustrations of Possible Profits 
A correspondent who paid $12,000 

for some land has recently been 
able to sell the same to a cement 
company for $150,006. This property 
gave the cement company a much-
needed shipping point. A grand-
daughter of mine who paid $7.20 
an acre for 1000 acres has been of­
fered $100 an acre for that land be­
cause it borders a lake. Many land 
owners in Florida have been wiii-
ing to pay $500 an acre for smaii 
strips to enabie their cattie to get 

water. The builder of a motel on 
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tlie coast of Massachusetts has paid 
$50,000 for iand which the seiier 
had bought for only $1,600. 

The builder of a supermarket has 
paid a fabulous price for the land 
between a Inain highway and n lake 
which is surrounded by numerous 
cottages. This location enables the 
supermai'ket to serve peopie who 
come in motor boats as weii as 
those who come in automobiles. 
New Engiand iine company recentiy 
paid a high price for some shore 
property in order to get access to 
the water. In addition to the above 
instances, there are cases where 
the iand itself, aside from its loca-
tion, has become valuable due to 
the discovery of gravel, lime, baux. 
ite, or other minerals — yes and 
for timber. 

Importance of Dredging 
Much money has been made by 

dredging swamp and other now use-
iess iand. The value of dredging 
has not yet been recognized in most 
states other than Florida. It is 
usually most profitabie to dredge 
through a swampiand which Is un­
fit for buiiding. A dredger scoop or 
a "sucker" takes dirt from the edge 
of the river or creek and throws it 
up onto the marshland, making 
beautiful buiiding sites. In many 
cases, this dreging aiso makes a 
smail harbor or marina out of a 
useiess bed of water. Every state 
probably has hundreds of such op. 
portunities which are now neglect­
ed. Such waterfront would be itf 
addition to the naturai waterfronts, 
of which, as I have previously stat-
ed, there wiii never be more than 
exists now. The dredging of iakes 
and rivers would probably not add 
more than 10 percent to the exist­
ing waterfronts which are now usa­
ble. 

Land which some day wiii be 
needed for watershed purposes couid 
become very vaiuabie. As the pop-
uiation increases, as industries 
grow, and as people become more 
accustomed to comforts, the de­
mand for water wiii increase every­
where. This wiii apply not oniy to 
cites, but also to small towns. In 
many cases, the municipai water 
supply depends upon reservoirs with 
their surrounding watersheds. These 
watersheds must constantiy become 
more valuable. Even those cities-
which driil wells for their munici­
pai water supplies are finding that 
weiis driiled near existing fresh 
water bodies are the most prolific. 
Of course, my reference liere ap-
piies only to rivers and lakes — 
not to sea water, which is salty.

1 Q ' D o e s n ' t T e l l A l l 

Educators and psychologists have probably isn't because it is bad but 
been testing the intelligence of 
children for more than fifty years 
and most of them agree that the 
quality or trait they are trying to 
measure is the chiid's capacity to 
iearn and to adapt himseif to all 
kinds of situations. This quality is 
often referred to as the I.Q., intel-
iigence quotient. 

Every I.Q. test measures the 
chiid's capacity to learn in com-
parison with that capacity in other 
chiidren of the same age. If he 
compares exactly with the average 
of children of the same age, he is 
said to have an I.Q. of 100. If he is 
above average, his I.Q. goes up 
accordingly. The higher the child's 
I.Q., the better he should get aiong 
in his studies at school. 
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However, there are other factors 
which enter into learning which 
have nothuig to do directly with 
learning capacity. Good learning 
ability may be hampered by poor 
eyesight, faulty hearing, or some 
other physical disability. A child 
suffering from certain types of phy. 
sicai defects may be much brighter 
than either his I.Q. tests or his 
school marks indicate. Likewise, 
temporary disabiiities may cause 
the chiid to make a lower score on 
an I.Q. test than he could make 
under ideai conditions. A tired, iii, 
or emotionaiiy upset chiid is aimost 
certain to make a poorer score on 
an I.Q. test than he would if up to 
par physicaiiy and mentaily. Again, 
if the person giving the test faiis 
to follow the directions for giving 
the test accurateiy, or if an error 
is made in scoring the test, the 
tested I.Q. wiii not be a correct 
measure of the chiid's capacity to 
iearn. Whiie none of these condi-
tions are present in most cases of 
I.Q. testing, they are in some. In 
order to reduce the possibiiity of 
these adverse conditions creeping 
into the measuring of the chiid's in-
teiligence, most schoois give several 
I.Q. tests during the chiid's years 
in schooi and average them all to-
gether to reduce the effects any 
adverse factor might have on the 
results of the tests. 

One of the main uses of I.Q. tests 
in elementary schooi is grouping 
chiidren together according to their 
rate of learning. In the case of read-
ing, for instance, the five or six 
chiidren who are the best readers 
in their grade form one reading 
group, the next five or six form the 
second group, and so on down to the 
last group made up of the poorest 
readers. This arrangement allows 
each child to progress in iearning to 
read at his own best speed without 
being either hurried or held back 
by other chiidren. 

If your teacher has never talked 
to you about your chiid's I.Q., it 
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rather because, as Professor War-
ren Good of the University of Mich-
igan says, the term has been so 
badiy abused. The teacher is more 
likely to say that youI* child ranks 
in, say, the 75th percentile, which 
means lie has a learning capacity 
which is equal to -that of 75 out of 
each 100 chiidren his age and not 
as good as the remaining 25. This 
description of the child's learning 
ability really tells the parent more 
about the chiid's capacity since it 
reveals his potential capacity to do 
school work in his own school group. 
The child's I.Q. may differ from 
one test to another due to the dif-
ferences in tests or other factors 
but his place in his own school 
group is likely to remain relatively 
constant.

$4,000,000 richer by June 30, 1959 if 
the state quaiifies tinder all provi­
sions of the new Federal Defense 
Education Act.

And those who fought to keep fed-
erai controi from local school sys-
tems can heave a victorious sigh 
of relief too. A guarantee against

the state sales tax and other money 
raised by the state goes to the 
schools, lawmakers and others feel 
free to make demands upon the 
school system.

Michigan will get slightly over 

$4,000,000 in Federal aid this year 
if all goes well. Here are some 
factors to be considered: 

First, Bartiett said he believes 
the legisiature must give its approv­
al before any Federal aid can be 
accepted. 

At least one part of the grant 
must be matched 56-50 by the state 
or local governments. 

One section of the Federal act, 
designed to strengthen science, 
mathematics and foreign language 
courses in tho eiementary and high 
schools, can be worth $2,47G,4l7 to 
Michigan. 

The money is earmarked for lab-
oratories, equipment, and as extra 
dollars to improve all phases of 
specialized education In these three 
major fields. 

The state could get $515,477 more 
for the development and improve-
ment of vocational education pro-
grams. Bartiett said this -money 

must be matched or the state gets 
nothing. 

Still another plan covers the im­
provement of statistical services of 
state educational agencies. In Mich­
igan it amounts to $50,000. 

This will provide more accurate 
and up-to-date information about the 
state's .educational system, itself. 
Such data is' valuable to quickly 
point up the needs and to help with 
planning for the future. 

-Bartiett already has administra­
tive committees working on the 
problem of putting the Federal aid 
plan into operation In Michigan. 

The next move, he said, will be 
up to the 1959 legislature.

MAJOR OBJECTIONS to a con­

stitutional convention have been 
drowned out in the rush of big and 
little organizations to endorse a re-
writing of the basic law of the state. 

It was last revised 'entirely in 
1908. 

Democrats generally oppose the 
idea so long as the delegates to the 
convention are chosen according to 
state senatorial districts — held by 
Republicans, 23 to 11 at last count. 

Republicans have endorsed the 
idea in their 1958 platform, though 
many still retain reservations 
against risking changes in the ap­
portionment system which retains 
majorities for outstate areas.

request" is made to the state 
racing commission for a license. 

And Walter A. Cox, spokesman 
for the Grand River Enterprises 
corporation promoting the track, 
seemed mildly confident that a gen-
nine request might be given favor-
able consideration by the racing 
commission. 

Incorporation of Novi into a vil-
lage has delayed action on the zon­
ing change. Presumably, a new vil-
lage planning commission will be 
named in the near future. The track 
request is expected to be their first 
matter of business. 

Specifically, the 200 acre site 
(formeriy the Chapman and Correll 
farms) must be changed from agri-
cultural to manufacturing (M-3). As 
far as planning board members are 
concerned, the zoning changes re-
quest will be exactly that — a re­
quest to change zoning, not a ques­
tion of whether or not a track should 
be allowed in the area. 

Nevertheless, the question is cer­
tain to boil down to a "track zon­
ing" point as it did in February, 
1957 when the question of rezoning 
a parcel at Grand River and Mea-
dowbrook for the proposed track 
went to the voters. It was approv­
ed 382 to 351. Backers of the track 
point to this as a "public referen-
dum" favoring the location of a 
track in Novi. Admittedly, however, 
they anticipate resistance to the 
change. 

Cox was on hand at the regular 
Ineeting of the board of commerce 
along with members of the board 
of directors of Grand River Enter­
prises. The corporation is headed 
by B. F. Gregoric. 

In outlining the groups pians Cox 
said the facility would cost approxi­
mately m million. "This will give 
us the bare necessities — a one mile 
thoroughbred track with a 5/8ths 
mile oval inside for trotters and 
adequate stands, bams and parking 
facilities," Cox said. He displayed 
a preliminary drawing of the track 
prepared by the engmeering-archl-
tecturai firm of Laucomer & Mans-
er-H. Sanborn Brown of Detroit. 

He emphasized that it would be 
necessary to have -runners as well 
as trotting races to make the under­
taking profitable. He said construc­
tion would begin as soon as a license 
commitment could be obtained. 

Cox called the proposed site ex­
cellent fi-om the standpoint of loca­
tion. Pointing to probable locations 
of new north-south and east-west 
expressways he predicted that "one 
of the busiest junctions in the United 
States" will be located in Novi. He 
said the group had other possible 
sites outside Novi but called it the 
most desirable. 

The groups latest plan falls far 
short of original * announcements 
which outlined elaborate athletic fa­
cilities in addition to the track. Cox 
said the group was now primarily 
interested in establishing a basic 
facility that would "pay for itself". 

One racing permit remains avail­
able in the metropolitan area. Cur­
rently, this permit is tied up in 
litigation brought by the Mt. Clem-
ens Harness association after Com­
missioner James Ingiis denied their 
request for a iicense. Accordiiig to 
Commission Attorney Wilbur De-
Young, court action may tie up this 
license for two years.

Two years ago a curriculum study 
committee, composed of teachers, 
parents and students at the request 
o! the Northviiie board of education, 
embarked on a study of high school 
curriculum in Northville. 

Its conclusions, reported later lo 
the board were used in the recent 
inventory of curriculum design at 
the high school. 

Last year another similar group 
began -research on a study of the 
curriculum of the junior high schooi. 

Its findings and recommendations 
were passed on to the board of edu-
cation formaiiy at the first meeting 
of the Northviiie P-TA this Septem-
ber, 

Two weeks ago the board again 
granted approval to another group 
organized to investigate curriculum 
at the grade school level. 

Both senior and junior high proj-
ects a d v o c a t e d requiring a 
rigorous academic core of subjects, 
including English, science, mathe­
matics, sociai studies, in addition to 
art and physicai education, and sup­
plemented by various vocational 
and avocationai special-interest 
ciasses. 

The second study conciuded that 
the primary goal of junior high 
curricuium was the adequate prep­
aration of students for high school. 

This research was undertaken by 
a group of 17 lay persons, assisted 
by thi-ee high school students and 
several members of the teaching 
and administrative staffs. 

Through frequent meetings, dis-
'•ussions with educators, examina­
tion of current text books and re­
lated publications, and group dis­
cussions, members developed an out-
line of principles to guide curricu­
lum goals as well as practical sug­
gestions about the choice of cur­
riculum. 

Like the first report, the junior 
high study findings stressed com­
munication skills, namely oral and 
written comprehension and expres­
sion, as the single most important 
phase of education. 

However, there were significant 
characteristics distinguishing the 
second report from the first: em­
phasis on greater coordination be­
tween certahi subjects, changes in 
counseling programs and changes in 
the lis tof required subjects.

Commission Proceedings 
A regular meeting of the North­

ville City Councii was held at the 
City Hall Monday Eve., Oct. 6th, 
1958 at 8 p.m. 

All members of the Councii were 
present. 

Minutes were read and after cor­
rections were made, same were ap­
proved. 

Bills amounting to $49,801.77 from 
the General Fund and $3,758.44 from 
the Water Fund were presented for 
payment. It was moved by Stuben-j 
voll, supported by Reed, that these 
bills be paid, with the exception of 
No. 450, amount $367.51 for engi­
neering, which is to be held until 
approved by the City Manager. 
Carried. 

A letter from the Michigan Motor 
Bus Assn. asking that the City of 
Northville aid them by writing to 
the State relative to gas tax relief 
for bus companies who furnish pub. 
lie transportation, was turned over 
to Atty. Ogilvie for hivestigation. 

In compliance with a recommen 
dation from the Michigan Municipal 
League, it was moved by Canter­
bury, supported by Welch, that the 
following resolution be adopted: 

" B E IT RESOLVED, that the 
Councii of the City of Northville is 
in support of a comprehensive re­
view of our Constitution by a duly 
elected convention, and 

B E IT FURTHER RESOLVED, 
that this Council urges the citizens 
of Northviiie to vote "Yes' ' on the 
question of constitutional revision 
at the November 4th election." 

Motion was carried. 
Mayor Allen informed John Pou­

los, who stated he felt that 
commercial water users should have 
lower rates than home owners, that 
this matter would be given consid­
eration. 

Atty. Ogilvie reported on the prog-
ress made regarding the purchase 
of the Hills property by the City, 
which is located at 114 W. Main St. 
Re stated the George Hills and his 
wife. Hazel, would be in Northville 
within a few days to close up the 
deal as to their two-thirds share of 
the property at a price of $10,000 to 
be paid upon execution of necessary 
papers. Council felt it would be de­
sirable to extend payments over a 
period of a few years if possible, 
but if such an arrangement cannot 
be made, Atty. Ogilvie was author-
ized to complete transaction on a, 
cash basis. Also an agreement has 
been reached with Frank E . Rills 
regarding his one-third share of his 
property. 

Councilman Stubenvoll reported .on 
a meeting he and Mr. Reed had 
with Bruce Turnbull, president of 
the Retail Merchants Assn. regard­
ing Christmas street decorations. It 
is necessary to change the service 
to 100 amp. at a cost of about $150, 
there is an outstanding bill owing i 
the Northville Elec. Co. of $189.98' 
for Christmas lighting on S. Main 
St. in 1957, which was authorized by 
the late Mayor Ely, and it costs 
about $1,000 for greens, etc. used 
each year. 

It was moved by Stubenvoll, sup­
ported by Reed, that the hill owing 
the Northville Elec. Co. be paid by 
the City. Carried. 

The City Council will notify the 
Retail Merchants Assn. withhi the 
next few weeks as to what further 
contribution they will make towards 
the cost of these decorations. 

Moved by Canterbury, supported 
by Welch, that the following resolu­
tion be adopted: " B E IT RESOLV­
E D , that the City Manager shall 
establish and mamtain adequate 
records to reflect at all times by 
appropriate expense categories all 
maintenance and repair costs of, 
each item of automotive and other | | 
major mechanical equipment owned 
by the City." Motion was carried. 

Moved by Canterbury, supported 
by Stubenvoll, that the City Mana-
ger, with the assistance of the City 
Attorney, be directed to effect an 
agreement acceptable to the City 
Council whereby no later than Deo. 
1st, 1958, the Township of North 
ville will commence on some satis 
factory basis to begin to share in 
the cost of operation and mainten­
ance of the sanitary fill operated by 
the City, or in the event this cannot 
be done, that the dump should be 
closed except for the use of the City 
taxpayers of Northville who are 
paying the entire cost. Motion was 
carried. 

No further business appearing, 
meeting was adjourned.

Northville -— and the surrounding area --- rolled up ' 
Its sleeves last Thursday night and took some 858 shots of 
Salk vaccIne. 

Another polio prevention clinic was scheduled for last 
night (Wednesday) when It Was expected that those unable to 
attend last week would be accommodated. 

The clinics have beefi conducted throughout the county 
as part of a "crash" program by the Wayne county health 
department and medical society. 

Through last week 108,638 persons of all ages had 
receIved shots at the clinics. 

Out-county Wayne, not as severely hit by the polio 
epidemic as Detroit, had reported 194 cases last week and one 
death. Northville has no cases reported. 

Last Thursday's clinic had excellent response and 
sponsors of the program Were very satisfied with the results. 
Lines sLirted forming at the Community Center one hour 
before the clinic started. One registration desk handled the 
crowd while three inoculation stations speeded-up the actual 
giving of the shots. 

After the initial surge there was very little delay and 
no one had to wait long for the shots. 

And there was no shortage of help. Many trained 
nurses and volunteer helpers were on hand and several doctors 
showed up unannounced to provide more than enough pro-
fessIonal help. 

Mrs. Crispen Hammond, P-TA president and chair-
inan of the planning committee for the clinic, reported that 
numerous families came in together and took their shots; And 
age wasn't a factor. Young and old alike got in line. 

Along with the P-TA and the schools, the program 
was aided by Mrs, Louese Cansfield of the Coordinating Coun-
cil and Mrs. D. H . Grayson, representing Our Lady of Victory. 

The shots were given for $1.00. Those unable to pay 
this amount were excused from any payment. Approximately 
5850 was collected to turn over to Wayne county for the 
vaccine. 

Each of the persons receiving the vaccine was told When to 
get the next shot in the series. Health authorities are urging 
everyone to complete the series and also take boosters. They 
point out that, while polio has struck some persons who have 
been Inoculated, cases have not been the severe paralytic type.

February 1, University School and 
Equipment Company, suppliers of 
the home ec, equipment, wiii make 
every effort to meet this dale. 

7. Change Order, Dean Electric 
$117.00: Superintendent Amerman 
reported that investigation of the 
matter of the power driven door for 
the driver training room has reveal­
ed that the wiring was inadvertant­
ly omitted from both the specifica­
tions and the bids. 

Upon receipt of this information 
tiie Board decided, on motion of Mr. 
Crump, supported by Mr, Lawrence 
that this change order be approved, 
with indication that the Board feels 
itself not responsible for this error 
and wiii try to reclaim the addi­
tional expense from the architect, 

8, Resolution to Borrow: current 
state of fmances and prospects for 
receipt of State Aid payments make 
it necessary for Superintendent Am­
erman to recommend further bor-
rowing against State Aid, and pos-
sibly against Tax Anticipation 
notes.

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ARTICLE I. 

TITLE AND PURPOSES 

Sec. 100.0. Short Title: This 
Ordinance shall be known and 
cited as: The Subdivision Ordin-
ance of WIxoni, Michigan. 
Sec. lOLO Purposes: The purposes 

of this Ordinance are to provide for 
the orderly growth and harmonious 
development of the community; to 
secure adequate traffic circulation 
'through coordtaated street systems 
.with relation to major thorough-
[fares, adjoining subdivisions, and 
public facilities; to achieve individ­
ual property lots of maximum utility 
and llvabilityi to secure adequate 
provisions for water supply, drabi-
age and sanitary sewerage, and 
other, health requkements; to se-
cure adequate provisions for recre-
ational areas, school sites, and other 
public facilities; and, to provide 
logical procedures for the achieve-
ment of these purposes. 

ARTICLE n 
DEFmiTIONS 

Section 200.0. Definitions. For the 
purpose.; of this Ordinance, certain 
words, terms and phrases shall be 
defined as follows: 

a. ComInission: The Planning 
Commission 

b. Council: The City Council of 
Wixom 

c. Subdivider: Any i n d i v 1 d ual, 
firm, association, syndicate, co-
partnership, corporation, trust, 
or any other legal entity com­
mencing proceedbigs under this 
Ordinance to affect the subdi-
vision of land for himself or for 
another. 

d. Subdivision: The partitioning or 
division of a tract or parcel of 
land into 5 or more lots, tracts, 
or parcels of land; or, if a new 
street is involved, any division 
of a parcel of land; or the di-
vision into more than two parts 
of any lot or piece of land the 
boundaries of which have been 
fixed in a recorded plat; pro-
vided, -that a partioning or di-
vision of land into tracts or par-
eels of land of ten (10) acres or 
more and not involving a new 
street shall not be deemed a 
subiilvision. 

e. General Development Plan: The 
comprehensive plan for devel-
opment of the community which 
shall have been duly adopted by 
the Planning Commission and 
the City Council; !. e., the 
"master plan''. 

f. Master Streets and Thorough-
fares Plan: The part of the 
General Development P l a n 
which sets forth the location, 
alignment and dimensions of ex-
Istbig and proposed streets and 
thoroughfares. 

g. Plat: A map of a subdivision. 
\. Sketch plan: A sketch map 

of a proposed subdivision at 
sufficient accuracy and scale 
to serve the purposes of Sec-
tion 300 of this Ordinance. 

2. Master Development Flan: A 
preliminary plan for the de­
velopment of a large land-
holding to be developed prog-
resslvely by sections, meet-
ing the requirements of Sec-
tion 301 of this Ordinance. 

3. Preliminary Plat: A prelim-
inary map and supporting da-
ta indicating the proposed 
layout of the subdivision in' 
sufficient detail to provide ad-
equate basis for review by 
the Commission and meethig 

requirements of Section 302 of 
this Ordinance. 

4. Final Plat: A map of all or 
part of a subdivision provid-
ing substantial conformance 
to the Prelhninary Plat of the 
Subdivision, prepared and cer-
tified by a registered engi-
neer or land surveyor to 
compliance wi th require-
ments of the Plat Act, P.A. 
172, as amended, and suitable 
for recordation in the County 
Register of Deeds. 

h. Street: Any. street, avenue, 
boulevard, road, lane, parkway, 
viaduct, alley, or other way 
which ,1s an existing state 
county, or municipal roadway; 
or, a street or way shoivn in a 
plat heretofore approved pur-
suant to law or approved by 
official action; or, a street or 
way on a plat duly filed and 
recorded in the office of the 
County Register of Deeds. A 
street Includes the land between 
the street lines whether im­
proved or unimproved, and 
may comprise pavement, shoul­
ders, gutters, sidewalks, park­
ing areas, and lawns. 
1. Major Thoroughfare: Any In­

terstate, state or county high­
way, or any local traffic art­
ery of considerable continuity 
carrying a large volume of 
both private and commercial 
vehicles; i.e., a "mile'' road. 

2. Collector street: A street 
witUn a neighborhood used 
primarily to carry traffic 
from minor streets to major 
thoroughfares; tocludingprta-
cipal entrance streets to a 
residential development. 

3. Minor street: A street of 
limited continuity used pri­
marily for access to abutting 
residential properties.. 

4. Margtaal access street: A 
mtoor street paralleling and 
adjacent to a major thorough­
fare which provides access to 
abutting properties and pro­
tection from through traffic. 

5. Boulevard street: A street 

developed to two two-lane, 
one-way pavements separated 
by a grassed island. 

8. U street: A short boulevard 
street permanently terminat 
ed by a vehicular turnaround. 

7. Cul-de-sac street: A short 
minor street having one end 
permanently termuiated by a 
vehicular turnaround. 

8. Alley: A minor service street 
used primarily to provide ve-
hioular access to the rear or 
side of properties otherwise 
abuttmg upon a street. 

i. Easement: A grant by the own­
er of the use of a strip of land 
by the public, a corporation, or 
persons, for specific uses and 
purposes, to be designated as 
a "public" or "private" ease­
ment depending on the nature 
of the user. 

j . Drabiage collection basin: An 
area of land which, because of 
the nature of the topography, 
collects naturally the surface 
drainage of the surrounding 
land; i.e., a "pothole". 

k. Lot: A parcel or portion of 
land separated from other par­
cels or portions by description, 
as in a subdivision or on a rec­
ord survey map or by metes 
and bounds, for purposes of 
sale, lease, or separate use. 
1, Minimum lot width: In the 

case of rectangular lots or 
lots on the outside of the 
curve of a street: the dis­
tance between side lot lines 
measured at the minimum 
building setback Itoe on a 
line parallel to the street or 
street chord; in the case of 
lots on the inside of the curve 
of a street: the distance be-
tween side lot lines measured 
at the rear Ihie of the dwell-
ing, or thirty (30) feet be­
hind the front setback line, 
parallel to the street or street 
chord. 

2. Usable lot area: That portion 
of a lot usable or adaptable 
to the normal uses made of a 
residential property, exclud-
ing any areas which may be 
swampy, excessively steep, 
covered by water, or taclud-
ed in a public easement for 
surface drainage or a private 
easement for a high voltage 
power transmission Une. 

1. Building setback: The horizontal 
distance between a dwelling 
and a street centerltoe. 

In. Public Improvement Stand-
ards: A set of regulations set­
ting forth the details, specifica 
tions and instructions to be fol­
lowed to the planntog, design 
and construction of all pubUc 
improvements. Jn the. City of 
Wbcom, approved by the City 
Council. 

n. Performance guarantee: Any 
security which may be accept­
ed by the City Council in lieu 
of a requirement that certato 
public improvements be made 
prior to approval of a ftoal 
plat, tacludtag performance 
bonds, escrow deposits and 
other similar collateral or sure­
ty agreements. 

ARTICLE In 
PLAT PROCEDURES 

Subdivision planntog, review and 
approval shall proceed through the 
several stages as follows; 

Basic Policy Stage 
Prelteitaary Plat Preparation 

and Submission 
Prelimtaary Plat Review 

and Approval 
Finai Plat Preparation 

and Submission 
Final Plat Review 

and Approval 
Sec. 300.0. Basic Policy Stage. The 

basic policy stage of development 
planntog comprises an informal 
"get-acquainted" period, a preltoi-
toary investigation -process, which 
precedes actual preparation of plans 
by the Subdivider. During this stage 
the Subdivider makes his tentative 
plans known to the Planning Com­
mission and is advised by the Com­
mission of specific public objectives 
related to the subject tract and 
other details regarding procedures 
and requirements. As a result of 
this toterchange, basic development 
policies are agreed upon by both 
parties. 

The purpose of this toformal stage 
is to guide and assist the Subdivider 
ta his future decisions regardtog de­
tailed financial and physical plan­
ning, and, to resolve potential con­
flicts of interest at the earliest pos-
sible time and with the least hard-
ship to both parties. 

To insure the greatest effective­
ness of this stage, the Subdivider 
should have firm control of the site 
BO that discussions need not be eon-
fidential. 

300.1. Obligations of the Subdivid­
er. The Subdivider shall meet ta-
formally with the Commission or 
its appointed representatives to pre­
sent a general outltoe of his subdi­
vision proposal, includtog but not 
limited to • 

a. Sketch plans and ideas regard-
ing land use, street and lot ar-
rangement, tentative lot sizes, 
etc. 

b. Tentative proposals regardtog 
water supply, sewage disposal, 
surface dratoage, and street 
improvements 

c. Sketches indicattog size, and 
general character of proposed 
buildings 

300.2. Functions of the Planning 
Commission. The Commission shall 
discuss with the Subdivider his pro­

posal and advise him of procedural 
steps, design and improvement 
standards, and general plat require 
ments. The Commission shall then 
carry out the foUowtog investiga-
tions preparatory to making known 
its recommendations not later than 
the next regular Commission meet-
tog: 

a. Inspect the site to determine 
its relationship to -major thor-
oughfares, utility systems and 
adjacent land uses, and the ex­
istence of any unusual develop­
ment problems such as topo­
graphy, utilities, etc. 

b. Check the existing zontog of 
site and make recommendations 
if zoning change is required. 

c. Determtoe the need for prep­
aration and review of a master 
Development Plan prior to con 
sideration of Preliminary Plat 

d. Determine the adequacy of ex-
isttog schools and public open 
spaces 

Sec. 300.0. Master Development 
Plan. A Master Development Plan 
shall be prepared and submitted by 
the Subdivider and tentatively ap 
proved by the Commission prior to 
preparation and submission of the 
initial Preliminary Plat whenever 
either of the following conditions 
exist: 

a. The tract initially proposed for 
platting constitutes only a por-
tion of a larger landholding of 
the Subdivider 

b. The tract is a part of a larger 
land area the development of 
which is complicated by un 
usual topographic, utility, land 
use, land ownership, or other 
conditions 

30L1. Preparation and Submis-
sion. The Master Development Plan 
shall be prepared to a scale and 
accuracy commensurate wiUI its 
purpose and shall include: 

a. General street pattern with par­
ticular attention to collector 
streets and future circulation 
between neighborhoods 

b. General location and size of 
school sites, parks or other pub­
lic areas 

c. Location of shopping centers, 
multi-family residential, or oth­
er proposed land uses 

d. Methods proposed for sewage 
disposal, water supply and 
storm dratoage 

Five (5) copies of the Master De­
velopment Plan shall be filed with 
the Village Clerk at least 10 days 
prior to a regular Commission meet-
tog, whereupon the Clerk shall 
transmit the plan to the Secretary 
of the Commission. The Secretary 
shall check the submittal for com­
pleteness, assign it a case number 
and place the case on the meettog 
agenda. 

301.2. Review and Approval. Tbe 
Commission shall review tbe Master 
Development Plan for compliance 
with the objectives of the General 
Development Plan giving special at­
tention to the followtog: 

a. Street and thoroughfares as re­
lated to neighborhood circula-
Uon 

b. Utility methods or syaUims as 
related to the planned commu-
nity system 

c. Location of any proposed com­
mercial development as related 
to existtog or anticipated com­
munity or neighborhood need 

d. Land required for schools, 
parks or other public use; the 
general location and amount of 
public land and the approxi­
mate timtog of acquisition shall 
be tentatively determtaed at 
this stage. One copy of the Flan 
shall be transmitted to the Sup-
ertotendent of Schools for liis 
information and recommenda­
tions as to school needs. 

Owners of adjotoing unplatted land 
shall be notified by registered mail 
of the date, time and place of the 
meeting at which the case is to be 
heard at least five (5) days prior 
to said meettog. The Commission 
shall consider and act upon the 
Plan not later than the next regular 
meettog following its initial consid-
eration. Action shall take the form 
of recoipmended revision or tenta-
live approval, such approval betog 
subject to modification from time 
to time as parts of the Plan are sub-
mitted as Preliminary Plats. The 
Plan shall be kept current and the 
Commission furnished current cop­
ies as -modification takes place and 
Preliminary Plats are prepared.

Sec. 306.0. Ftoal Plat Preparation 
a. Preparation of the Final Plat 

shall comply with the requb-e-
ments and suggestions set forth 
to Plat Manual of Instructions 
Relative to Making and Filing 
of Township, Village and City 
Plats issued by the Auditor 
General's Office fa 1948, which 
publication with all subsequent 
amendments thereto is hereby 
made a part of this Ordtaance. 

b. The Final Plat shall conform 
substantially to the approved 
Prelimtoary Plat. 

Section 307.0. Ftoal Plat Submis­

a. The Subdivider shall file with 
the City Clerk five (5) copies 
of the Ftoal Plat together with 
three (3) copies of Engtoeer-
ing Plans, prepared to accord­
ance with Public Improvement 
Standards. 

b. At the time of filing, the Sub-
divider shall deposit with the 
Clerk the sum of $60.00 for ex­
penses of inspection of land, 
meetings, and such fees requbr-
ed by the Plat Act, P.A. 172, 
as amended.

DESIGN PRINCIPLES

conform to the requirements and 
objectives of the General Develop­
ment Plan, or any parts thereof, 
as adopted by the Commission and 
tbe Council; to the Zoning Or-
dinance and other City ordinances;

401.2. Certato proposed streets, as 
designated by the Commission, 
shall be extended to the boundary 
line of the tract to provide future 
connection with adjotoing linplat-
ted land. In general, these exten-
sions shall not be more than 1300 
feet apart. 
401.3. Where a subdivision abuts 
any of the following rights-of-way 
or zone districts, the Commission 
shall normally require location of 
a street approximately parallel to 
and one lot depth distant from 
such ROW'S or zones:

ARTICLE V. 
STREET AND UTILITY 

IIMPROVEIUENT 
REQUIREMENTS 

Sec. 500.0. Purpose. It is the pur-
pose of this Article to: 

a. Establish in outline the mini-
mum acceptable standards for 
improvement of streets and 
utilities 

b. Define the responsibility of the 
Subdivider in the planning, 
construction and financing of 
public improvements 

c. Established procedures for re-
view and approval of Engineer-
ing Plans 

Sec. 501.0. Engineering Plans 
501.1. Preparation: 
a. It shall be the responsibility ot 

the Subdivider to have prepar-
ed by a registered engineer a 
complete set of Engineering 
Plans, including profiles, cross-
sections, specifications, and 
supporting data, for construe-
tion of required public im­
provements. Such Engineering 
Plans shall be based on the 
approved Preliminary Plat and 
be prepared in conjunction with 
the final plat. Such plans shall 
be prepared in compliance with 
requirements of the Public Im-
provement Standards of Wixom 
approved by the City Engineer 
and adopted by the Council, and 
with applicable requirements 
of County and State authori-
ties. 

b. Where, for any reason, the ap­
proval of County or State 
Health or Highway Departments 
are required by law, as in the 
case of sewage treatment 
plants and County or State 
highway improvements such ap­
provals shall be secured in 
writing and attached to Engi­
neering Plans prior to submit 
tal for local review and action. 

501.2. Submittal: Three copies of 
Engineering Plans shall be filed 
with the City Clerk simultaneous 
with the filing of the Final Plat. 

501.3. Review: The Clerk shall 
check the submission for complete­
ness and, if complete, record re­
ceipt and the date thereof, and im-
mediately distribute the documents 
as follows: 

a. One copy to the Commission 
for review and recommenda­
tions 

b. One copy to the City Engineer 
for review of compliance to 
Public Improvement Standards, 
preparation of construction cost 
estimates, and recommenda­
tion for rejection or approval 

Reviewing bodies shall make known 
their recommendations in writing 
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to the Clerk as soon as possible, 
bearing in mind the 30-day maxi­
mum time limit for final action by 
the Council as required in Sec. 

309.0. a. of this Ordinance. 
If either recommendation is for 
rejection it shall specify the rea-
sons therefor, the Clerk bemg not­
ified immediately so that the fil 
ing date can be revised. 

501.4. Approval: Approval of En­
gineering Plans by the Council 
shall be simultaneous with that 
of the Final Plat as set forth in 
Sec. 30D.0. of this Ordinance. 

Sec. 502.0. Improvement Require­
ments: The Subdivider shall pro­
vide street and utility improve­
ments designed and constructed in 
accordance with Public Improve­
ment Standards adopted by the 
Council. These standards are direct­
ly related to the location of the plat 
and the type of development pro­
posed therein as outlined in the fol­
lowing Schedule of Improvement 
Requirements. 

Sec, 503.0. Guarantee of Comple­
tion. 

503.1. Form of Financial Guaran-
tee. In lieu of actual installation of 
required improvements of p u b l i c 
faciiities, the Subdivider may elect 
to provide a financial guarantee of 
performance in one or a combina­
tion of the following arrangements: 

a. Performance or Surety Bond. 
(1) . Value of Bond: an amount 

satisfactory to the City Coun-
cil. 

(2) . Length of Term: a period 
specified by the City Coun­
cil, provided that such a peri­
od shall not exceed 12 months, 
and further provided that un­
der extraordinary circum­
stances this period may be 
extended by Council action 
for not more than 12 months. 

(3) . Approval of Bonding Com­
pany: surety company to be 
authorized to do busmess in 
the State of Michigan and 
be approved by the City 
Council. 

b. Cash Deposit, Certified Check, 
or Negotiable Bonds: Deposit 
shall be made with the City 
Treasurer or a responsible es­
crow agent or trust company, 
subject to the approval of the 
Council, or money or negotia­
ble bonds In the same amount 
of the kind approved by the 
provision of law for securmg 
deposits of public money in 
banks. If a cash deposit is 
made, the agreement shall pro­
vide that progress payments 
shall be made to the Contract­
or or the Subdivider out of the 
deposit as work progresses. 

c. Special Assessment: In cases 
where all properties abutting 
on a public right-of-way are not 
under the control of the Sub-
divider, the Subdivider may pe-
tion the City through the City 
Council to provide the neces­
sary improvements and to as­
sess the cost thereof against 
the abuttmg property in accord-
ance with local requirements 
regarding special assessments;
