Purchase of the Hills’ building ended years of dickering
by the city and represents a joint effort by the council and
certain retail merchants to improve Northville's parking and
alley facilities.

While the entire council worked to bring about the
purchase, Mayor Allen shouldered most of the negotiation
responsibilities and deserves credit for finally closing the
deal.

The idea 10 purchase the 90-year-old building and provide
alley and parking area behind the Main and Center street
stores began several years ago. The entire plan would call
for purchase of another picce of property on Wing beiween
Main and Dunlap to provide a third access and also enlarge
the parking space. :

In the past several years the city has marched along slowly
aquiring property and developing alleys and parking with
litele participation by the retajl merchants,

In the case of the Hills' property it is a different story.

The Hills building cost $17,000. George Hills received
$10,000 for his two-thirds interest and $7,000 went to Frank
Hills for a onc-third share. The latter brother resides and has
his real estate officé*in the building.

Of this amount the city has reasonable assurance that
merchants will pick up $10,000 of the tab.

It's logical to assume that there should be some formula
berween local business and professional interests in the
commuanity and the city to share the financial burden of
parking development.

To date the city has spent approximately $100,000 on its
parking-alley programs. There’s a limit to how much can be
spent and how fast,

Actually, the city and merchants both have a stake in
parking development. Alert merchants want more customers
and they want them to park with easy access to their stores.
They also want to be cerain that they are one step ahead of the
population increase so that there will always be enough
parking.

Similary, the city has a definite interest in the facilities
of its business district and a responsibility to see that they
are adequate for shoppers of the area.

More inportant, perhaps, is the increased revenue that

ity.

Despite a survey to the contrary, the city council as well
as most merchants realize that Northville’s parking facilities
are far from sufficient.

In numbers of spaces the total may be adequate today.
A good share of these spaces are on private property, however,
and could be lost tomorrow.

Moreover, most of the existing facilities either need
blacktopping, lighting or both,

In an effort to completely review and analyze the park-
ing set-up as ic exists in Northville today and to perhaps intro-
duce suggestions for future development and financing
of facilities a joint meeting of interested parties has been
called for next Monday.

The meeting should be of vital interest to every busi-
nessman who, by virtue of doing business locally is responsible
for bringing traffic into rown. The full city council will
attend and the Retail Merchants Association is expected to be
well represented. But every business person has been invited—
and if not, is welcome, The meeting will be held at the VEW
building ac 8:00 p.m,

Saint Helena — I was taught that
Napoleon Bonaparte was a very
wonderful man. When attending the
Gloucester (Mass.) high school
many years ago, I won a prize for
an essay on Napoleon! When I am
in Paris the cabbies always point
out to me various landmarks asso-
ciated with Napoleon. But recently
I have been studying the life of
Napoleon as recorded by modern
historians, My present conclusion
is that Napoleon was really a ter-
rific “gangster” or more politely,
an adventurer and wrecker.

Wiho Was Napoleon?
Napoleon was born in 1769 on the
Island of Corsica. He had various
brothers and sisters. He was bad
tempered, selfish, and overbearing,
but had a good mother, Through the
French government of Corsica he
secured admission to a military
school in Paris from which he
graduated in 1785. He became an
unimportant officer in the artillery.
At the age of 27 Napoleon was
sent to Italy, which France was
then attempting to make a colony.
Napoleon was successful in this
campaign but treated the Italians
with barbarous severity, Having be.
come master of Italy, he started
forth to conquer Egypt so as to
become a “second Caesar”. He,
however, was stopped by the Bri-
tish under Nelson. Napoleon was
therefore cut off from France. But
by murdering his prisoners and for-
saking his own army he got back
to Paris. France, at the time, was
beset by financial speculation which
—fortunately for Napoleon—he had
kept free of. He immediately went
into politics, promising everything
to a poor and unemployed nation.
Napoleon was appointed “First
Consul” and put the people to sleep
with a good dose of inflation. This

story should be read by every Am-
erican as a warning as to what may
happen in the USA.

Learning that he could not give
the people of France all his politi-
cal party had promised, he determ-
ined to become Emperor of Eur-
ope. His politics make me shudder
because of the similarity with what
we are Sseeing today. Napoleon as-
sumed a form of religion and back-
ed the organized churches. He
cleaned up the slums, encouraged
the building of homes, and pretend-
ed to be much interested in educa-
tion — but not in elementary edu-
cation.

Napoleon's Downfall

Realizing that this artificial leg-
islation was not going to bring pros-
perity back to France, Napoleon
zave up being a reformer and
again turned to war. He began to
place his brothers and other rela-
tives in important foreign posts.
When Napoleon was crowned Em-
peror, he thought that his satell.
ites were all tied to him through
agreements and that Russia was
his only enemy. He thereupon got
together a great army of some
600,000 men and started for Rus.
sia, whose Tsar was Alexander,
He told his people that if Alexander
could be eliminated the world would
have peace and prosperity ‘‘for-
ever’”. But Alexander was giving
the Russian people a similar story,
viz.: “Give us world dominion, and
there will be no more war and no
more unemployment.” Napoleon
was successful in conquering Poland
and other “satellites"”, but the Rus-
sian campaign took more time than
he had expected, Winter set in; his
soldiers were without warm cloth-
ing and food; and Napoleon’s army
collapsed. He escaped to Paris, only
to be demoted and sent to Elba —

not as a prisoner, but as ruler of
this small attractive island.
The Famous 100 Days"

While Napoleon was resting in the
lovely climate and scenery of Elba,
he was thinking hard. He finally
came to the conclusion that Eng-
land was France's real enemy.
Thereupon, he caught a passing
fishing boat to take him to France,
He reappeared in Paris, and be-
cause of his eloguence and prom-
ises was given permission to raise
another army and give an ultima-
tum to Wellington, the famous Eng-
lish general which he rejected,
Within 100 days from Napoleon’s re-
turn to Paris, a great battle had
taken place and Napoleon was com-
pletely routed and captured. He
was taken to the Island of St. Hel-
ena, where I am today. He lived
there six years and died with a
broken heart, a man hated by the
world,

The people of Saint Helena be-
lieve there surely will be a World
War III; but whether it will be
started by Khrushchev of Russia,
ar Mao of China, or de gaulle of
France they are not sure, These
men are of Napoleon’s nature, crazy
for power and more power; all have
atomic bombs. The U.S, will some
day learn that neither economic
laws nor spiritual laws can be sus-
pended by any Congress. Our peo-
ple may even resort to a dictator
to free us from inflation, all-pow-
erful labor leaders, and weak poli-
ticians. The people of Saint Helena
are waiting to have one of these
four men “dumped” upon them! I
would like to erect a monument
here in Saint Helena as a warning
to those leaders who ignore right-
eousness, brotherly love, and the
spiritual life in their thirst for tem-
poral, material power,

Protests May Bring
Parking Changes

A contingent of Wixom businessmen won their point before
thz city council Thursday night.

After an hour-long lively session the council voted unani-
mously to seek permission from Oakland county to remove parallel
parking signs along the business section of Pontiac trail and

Wixom road.

Business establishments in the
community had complained that
parallel parking reduced the num.
ber of available spaces and hinder-

ed their business. A petition seek- ;

ing a return to angle parking was

presented the council two weeks ago

and tabled until Thursday night.
Strongest advocate of paralle]

parking was Mayor Joseph Stadnik, |.

He pointed out that the roads were
state controlled and that state police
authorities would ‘not permit angle
parking. “It would be unwise, even
if we had a choice, to go back to
angle parking because it is unsafe,”
he stated.

Suggestions to provide offstreet
parking were considered. Property
adjacent to the city hall and Wixom
General store was offered for pub-
lic parking use if improved by the
city. Action was also taken fo con-
tact C & O officials for use of rail-
road-owned property for parking.
Mayor Stadnik pointed out that the
county had already warned the city
that a plan should soon be consid-
ered for providing off-street parking
in case all parking is discontinued
on Pontiac trail and Wixom road.

In other business the council tabl-
ed a request from the Detroit Fin-
nish Cooperative Summer Camp as-
sociation for annexation into the
city. The camp is now partly in the
city and partly in Commerce town-

*Councilwoman Lottie - Chatbers
questioned - the . advisability of an-
nexing the area, “I don't think it
would be fair to the city of Wixom
to bring this section in — there are
no advantages, only extra costs,”
she stated, Mayor Stadnik pointed
out that the community of cottages
had been “cut in two' by the city
and that a *“moral issue’ was in-
volved.
. Approximately 75 to 100 persons
reside in the camp section not now
in the city.

It was the big-
gest total vote in ‘Novi history,

Republicans came through with
almost a 3-2 margin in every con-
test, with Democrats claiming only
one victory — a 659576 win for
Governor Williams in precinct 2.

In one of the keenest races this
year, William S. Broomfield, Royal
Oak, will be attempting to retain

. the United States congressional seat

he captured two years ago.
Broomfield is opposed by Leslie
H. Hudson, a young Pontiac Demo-
crat and state legislator for the past
two terms.

house’ of representatives two years
against Theodore F. Hughes, will
make another bid for the same dis-
trict 4 office. This year he will be
up against Allen C. Ingle, Farming-
ton justice of the peace,

Ingle is a newcomer to the state
political scene, although he has been
active in county politics.

Wixom residents residing in Com-
merce township district 3 area must
decide between Farrell Roberts,
who is seeking reelection, and Floyd
L. Cabb, Democrat for the state
house of representatives.

In other state office races, Leo

The newly appointed planning commission of the Village
of Novi will handle its first item of business next Wednesday.
It may never pass judgment on a more controversial measure.

The nine-member board must rule on a zoning change
for 200-acres at Ten Mile and Taft roads to pave the way for

The need for revision of Michigan’s constitution is gen-
erally admitted by both political parties. The reason cannot
be attributed to the age of our constitution, however. Oaly
six states have more recent documents.

The convention would almost certainly consider the four
year term (all state elected officials, except the highway com-
missioner are now elecred for two-year terms). It is likely
that the gubernatorial and senate terms would be extended,
and possibly the house. Other areas bound to come under care-
ful scrutiny:

Reapportionment — changing the basis for the election
of state senators and representative; Lowering the voting age;
Selection of judges; The 15-mill limitation and sales tax
diversion; Organization for public school and higher educat-
ion; And new flexibility for township government,

If voters approve the convention, delegates would be
clected next April and they would convene in September. In
either April or November of 1960, depending upon how long
the convention lasted, the constitutional changes would be
submitted to the voters. If adopted, the changes would take
effect January 1, 1961.

Democrats have contended that choosing delegates to the
convention on a senatorial district basis will give the Republic-
ans an unfair advantage. Delegates from out-state GOP
strongholds will outnumber the Democratic delegates from
the more heavily populated metropolitan areas.

Nevertheless, the convention is receiving support from
both sides.

In the first place, intelligence is
a combination of many traits; it is
not, as Dr. Willard Olson of the
University of Michigan points out, a
simple thing, When we talk about
a child's 1.Q., we usually mean his
book learning ability, a kind of abil-
ity of which a high degree is not
absolutely essential to achievement
in some fields of endeavor,

Mechanical aptitude is an exam-
ple of a specialized ability which is
not measured by an 1.Q. test, yet
it is essential in a great many oc-
cupations. Thomas Edison, said by
his teacher to be a dunce, left grade
school in Port Huron, after only
three months of formal schooling.
His mother was the only other he
had and he patented his first in-
vention in his early twenties and a
thousand more useful inventions fol-
lowed during his lifetime.

The importance of personality in
occupational success is well-known;
it is of foremost importance in all
fields in which the worker must
persuade people ta.accept his goods

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Village Set to Adopt
Interim Budget Plan

Novi councilmen decided last
week to borrow $25,000 for op-
eration between October 9 and
next July when the first village
taxes are levied.

A public hearing in the council’s
decision and the proposed interim
budget will be held at 8 p.m. next
Monday at Novi township hall, If
approved, the budget will become
effective immediately,

The council voted to borrow $25,000
after determining operating expens-
es for Novi — which officially be-
came a village. October 9 — would
total $69,580 while total income dur-
ing the nine-month interim period
would come only to $45,200.

The borrowed money would cover
the anticipated $25,380 deficit.

Under the village charter, the
council has the power to borrow up
to $40,000 in anticipation of 1959
tax collections to provide village
operation funds. .

In proposing the first village bud-
get, the councilmen“Eonsidered &5
penses coming under;the Novi town-
ship as well as expghses for main-
taining 58 miles of village roads
formerly paid by, Oakland county.

(Until the village has equipment
for this road wérk, it must pay the
county for maintenance. The pro-
posed budget includes $7,000 for
purchase of grader equipment.)

One of thé major costs which was
previously paid by the township and
now eomes under village jurisdic-
tion is the police and fire depart-
ments., These departments were

" turned over to the village partly be-
cause the township is short on funds.

Part of the budget costs will be
paid out of village revenues, in-
cluding traffic fines which, under
township government “were turned
over to the county. Other incomes
are intangibles and sales ‘taxes,
and building permit fees.

The fiscal 1959 tax rate, to be
levied next year for village operat-
ing costs in ‘the proposed nine.
month budget and for payment of
ensuing year bills, probably will not
be determined until next spring
when the council knows more about
village needs. .

Meanwhile, the councilmen have
indicated in recent discussions that
it may not be necessary to levy the
full' 5 mills allowed under the char-
ter, .
