In addition to seiecting a slate of state and county officers 
at the polls next Tuesday local voters w i l l also be asked to 
decide upon another Important issue. 

The proposal -— a state constitutional convention — de­
serves careful consideration and, i n our opinion, the support 
of the voters. 

For the fourth time since our state constitution became 
effective i n 1908 the electorate w i l l have a chance to decide 
whether or not a general revision should be attempted. 

Submission of the question must be made every l 6 years 
by constitutional provision. The question may also be placed 
on the ballot at any time by the legislature, as was the case 
i n 19-i8, 

The convention — if called — would consist of 102 mem-
bers, three from each of the existing 3-i senatorial districts. 

The convention could draft and send to the voters an 
entirely new constitution, one or more amendments to the 
existing constitution, or decide upon no changes at a l l . 

The need for revision of Michigan's constitution Is gen-
erally admitted by both poli t ical parties. The reason cannot 
be attributed to the age of our constitution, however. Only 
six states have more recent documents. 

The convention would almost certainly consider the four 
year term (al l state elected officials, except the highway com-
missIoner are now elected for two-year terms). It is l ike ly 
that the gubernatorial and senate terms would be extended, 
and possibly the house. Other areas bound to come under care-
ful scrutiny: 

Reapportionment — changing the basis for the election 
of state senators and representative; Lowering the vot ing age; 
Selection of judges; The 15-mill l imitat ion and sales tax 
diversion; Organization for public school and higher educat-
ion; A n d new flexibili ty for township government. 

If voters approve the convention, delegates would be 
elected next A p r i l and they would convene i n September, In 
either A p r i l or November of I960, depending upon how long 
the convention lasted, the constitutional changes would be 
submitted to the voters. If adopted, the changes would take 
effect January 1, 1961, 

Democrats have contended that choosing delegates to the 
convention on a senatorial district basis w i l l give the Republic­
ans an unfair advantage. Delegates from out-state G O P 
strongholds w i l l outnumber the Democratic delegates from 
the more heavily populated metropolitan areas. 

Nevertheless, the convention is receiving support from 
both sides, Northvi l le 's city council recently went on record 
as approving a " Y E S " vote on this question. Superintendent 
of Schools Russell Amerman also urged support of the con-
vention before P - T A members last week.

Bagweii, a speech professor on 
leave from Michigan State univer­
sity whose best experience is a cam­
paign for auditor generai two years 
ago. He is plugging hard, but his 
task is tremendous.

Perhaps he didn't know or worry 
when the odds were prohibitive. But 
he ganibied, worked with a handful 
of enthusiastic amateurs and won. 
For a decade, he has held the execu­
tive office in Lansing. 

Nailing down his gains, Wiiiiams 
— now with a soiid top-to-bottom 
party organization operated by 
State Chairman Neii Staebier — has 
brought in his fuil slate of state of-
ficiais.

Repubiicans, faced with losing 

control of even the House of Rep­
resentatives, aiso remember 1948. 

Bagwell relates to their party like 
Wiiiiams did to his in 1948. The 
heavy contributors have stopped 
backing Republicans in the wake of 
repeated defeats at the polls. 

Bagwell, running on a shoestring, 
has hit all 83 counties, and so has 
most of his slate of unknowns. Wil-
liams, with apprehension this year, 
has done the same thing. Michigan 
voters are getting the most ener­
getic slam-bang campaign in mod­
ern history.

In 1948 Williams won handily over 

Sigler — a feat that political ex 
perts are trying to assess even yet. 

Bagweii, now a Republican under­
dog who enjoys oid-iine party sup­
port through tradition and loyalty 
but counts on his amateurs for his 
success, hopes he can repeat Wil­
liams' miracle. 

• • • 
Major issues are changing as the 

campaign progresses. 
Democrats counted on Michigan's 

unemployment crisis of the past 
year and the Sherman Adams inci­
dent in Washington to rub off on 
Michigan Republicans. 

The Adams reaction has waned 
and men are starting to go back to 
work. Labor-management contracts 
have been signed and production is 
resuming. 

» » * 
Republicans cite Michigan's fis­

cal piight after Williams' 10 years 
in office. The state is headed to­
ward an $80,000,000 deficit next 
spring unless taxes are raised or 
new ones found. 

A Senate investigating committee 
is finding things it says show lax 
administration under Williams. The 
fact that some of the findings are 
open to dispute does not detract 
from the impact.

Actually, the campaign issues are 

more gray than biack or white: As 
examples: 

Financiai Status — Repubiicans 
controiiing the iegisiature enact tax­
es, but Williams must approve them 
with his signature. 

•Mackinac Bridge — Williams 
fought for the span, but Repubii-
cans had to set up the financing 
and approve the project in the leg­
islature. 

Highways: Democrats are buiid­
ing the system, but Repubiicans had 
to approve financing in the legisla-
ture and authorize a large number 
of specific improvements.

The present emphasis on the need 
for identifying students of high in-
teiligence and training them for 
scientific and engineering jobs may 
cause concern from some parents 
whose chiid doesn't have exception-
al academic abiiity. Actually, the 
total number of persons in the pro-
fession requiring a relatively high 
degree of inteiiigence is very small 
when compared with the sixty-odd 
miiiion people who woi'k for a liv­
ing. 

While I.Q. tests measure learning 
capacity, especially do they point 
out the persons who are either out­
standingly intelligent or notabiy un-
inteliigent, the child has a great 
many other characteristics which 
they do not measure. Many of these 
ai'e just as important in the iife of 
the child and influence his success 
just as much as does learning ca-
pacity of the sort measured by I.Q. 
tests. 

Most of us can name acquaint 
ances of our school days who, des­
pite the opinions of their classmates 
that they were too dumb "to get 
anywhere," proved to be quite sue 
cessful in their ciiosen occupations 
Actually our judgment about them 
was based upon their academic sue 
cess in schooi, their faiiure to mea 
sure up to standards of achieve­
ment set for them by others. 

At least a part of their successes 
were due to characteristics which 
our old standby — the 1.(3. Test — 
just doesn't measure. Let's analyze 
some of these traits and tlieir im-
portance in the success of such per­
sons. 

In the first place, inteiiigence is 
a combination of many traits; it is 
not, as Dr. Willard Olson of the 
University of Michigan points out, a 
simple thing. When we taik about 
a chiid's I.Q., we usually mean his 
book learning ability, a kind of abii­
ity of which a high degree is not 
absoiuteiy essential to achievement 
in some fields of endeavor. 

Mechanical aptitude is an exam­
ple of a specialized ability which is 
not measured by an I.Q. test, yet 
it is essential in a great many oc­
cupations. Thomas Edison, said by 
his teacher to be a dunce, left grade 
school in Port Huron, after only 
three months of formal schooling. 
His mother was the oniy other he 
had and he patented his first in­
vention in his early twenties and a 
thousand more useful inventions fol­
lowed during his lifetime. 

The importance of personality in 
occupational success is well-known; 
it is of foremost importance in all 
fields in which the worker must 
persuade people tQ.accept his goods 
or ideas. The salesman or public 
relations worker needs varying de­
grees of intelligence depending upon 
his job, but it is difficult to imagine 
either without a pleasin'g personali­
ty. Other workers may have out­
standing character, musical or art­
istic ability, or the abiiity to work 
skillfully with their hands, none of I 

which are measured by an I.Q. test. 
Good physical and mental health, 

the determination to succeed, good 
emotional balance, and sound judg­
ment are all important in most 
fields of work and in one's social 
life. None of these can be measur­

ed by an I.Q. test, though there are 
other tests which can measure some 
of them. The child who has stick-
to-itiveness, pleasing personality, 
and good mental and physical 
health may often enjoy greater suc­
cess and happiness in life than will 

the high I.Q, child who lacks some 
or all of these qualities. Though in­
telligence as measured by I.Q. tests 
is important, it isn't any more im­
portant to many persons than these 
other qualities which I.Q. tests can't 
measure.

R a c e T r a c k Z o n i n g t o F a c e O p p o s i t i o n a t H e a r i n g 

The newly appointed p lanning commission of the Vi l lage 
of N o v i w i l l handle its first item of business next Wednesday, 
l t may never pass judgment on a more controversial measure. 

The nine-member board must rule on a zoning chaIIge 
for 200-acres at Ten M i l e and Taft roads to pave the way for 
a proposed race track venture. 

Lines have already been drawn that indicate the request 
w i l l not pass wi thout opposition. A n d even a commission okay 
w i l l be contested before the vi l lage council by at least one 
abutting property owner. 

The request for the zonning change Was officially made 
October 21 at the Iriitial meeting of the newly appointed nine-
member p lanning commission, l t was presented by Wal ter A . 
Cox, executive vice president and spokesman for the Grand 
River Enterprises corporation. 

In surprisingly swift action the planners immediately 
scheduled a pub l ic hearing for November 12. A t least one 
village councilman indicated before the meeting that,it was 
his opinion the commission would take an over-all look at 
the recently inherited N o v i township zoning before making 

any changes. 
The move to br ing a track for trotters and runners is not 

new to N o v i . l t has been whispered privately, proposed public-
ly and f inal ly voted upon locally. Essentially, the organization 
w o r k i n g to establish the track is the same one that was form-
ed many years ago. There have been some changes, but B . F. 
Gregoric remains as the gu id ing head of the group. Spokes-
man Cox entered the picture since the group won zoning 
approval for an oval north of Grand River near Meadowbrook 
road. The new site has been called a^more favorable location 
by the promoters. Plans at the o ld site were dropped. 

Specifically, they are asking that the former Chapman 
and Corre l l farms be rezoned from agricultural to M-3 (indus-
t r i a l ) . Acco rd ing to Cox, engineering vi-ork for the project 
has progressed to the point where a serious request for the 
racing license Will be made i f zoning is granted. 

H e has stated that the facility Would offer an oval for 
trotters and runners. Stands and parki i ig facilities would ac-
commodate 5,000 fans. Construction Would begin immediately 
upon receipt or guarantee of a license, Cox stated. H e indicat­

ed that the group had hopes of racing next year. Cost of the 
project has been estimated at $2V4 m i l l i o n . 

W h i l e there Was considerable oppsoition to the Grand 
River-Meadowbrook site re-zoning two years ago, the mea-
sure was upheld by a referendum, 382-351. 

So, whi le a majority of the residents have indicated they 
approve the idea of bui ld ing a track i n N o v i , the question of 
where i t should be located remains as a controversy. 

The new request has aif outspoken opponent i n George 
R . Simmons, 46320 Ten M i l e road, a fruit farmer Whose 
property is directly across the toad from the proposed site. 

Ironically, Simmons is a member of the p lanning com-
mission. H e has served on the board since 1945 and was named 
to the village commission along four other "holdover" town-
ship members and four new ones. 

" W h e n the question of rezoning for a race track came 
before our board two years ago, I favored the meastu'e. The 
property in question was already zoned M-1 ( l igh t manufac-
taring) and I did not feel the change would hurt the area," 
Simmons told The N o v i News this Week. 

H e indicated that he considers a track i n the Ten M i l e -
Taft road area "would seriously damage one of the most po-
tcntially beautiful residential areas i n N o v i . " 

" I f I thought it was best for N o v i , regardless of how i t 
effects me, l ' d support i t ," Simmons added. 

H e indicated that i f the request should w i n support of 
the planners he would protest to the village council when the 
measure came before that body for approval. 

Z o n i n g is not the only problem confronting the pro-
motets of the N o v i track. 

Rac ing Commissioner James ing l i s has indicated that the 
procedure for awarding a new license is very slow even after 
application is made. Furthermore, only one license remains 
to be issued i n the metropolitan area. This permit was denied 
the M t . Clemens association by Inglis and cannot be awatded 
un t i i legal actipn brought by the group is settled. W i l b u r 
D e Y o u n g , attorney for the racing commission, has said that 
the l i t igat ion may take two years to settle. 

Nov i ' s planners w i l l meet, at 8 p.m. at the township hal l 
and answer the first of the problems.

N o v i councilmen decided last 
week to borrow S25,000 for op 
eration between October 9 and 
next Ju ly when the first vil lage 
taxes are levied. 

A public hearing m the council 
' decision and the proposed interim 

budget will be held at 8 p.m. next 
Monday at Novi township hall. If 
approved, the budget will become 
effective immediately. 

The council voted to borrow $25,000 
after determining operating expens-
es for Novi — which officially be-
came a village. October 9 — would 
total $69,580 while total income dur-
ing the nine-nionth interim period 
would come only to $45,200. 

The borrowed money would cover 
the anticipated $25,380 deficit. 

Under the village charter, the 
council has the power to borrow up 
to $40,000 in anticipation of 1959 
tax collections to provide village 
operation fun^s. ,n 

While expenses {or the nine-month 
' proposed budget-totals $69,580, the 

township's l2-month'%luidget was set 
at $110,000 last year. v . . ,; j 

In proposing the first village bud 
get, the councilmeri-'^pnsidered Si-
penses comhig under .the -Novi town 
ship as well as expanses for main-
taining S3 miles cf village roads 
formerly paid by,. Oakland county. 

(Until the village has equipment 
for this road wiirk, it must pay the 
county for maintenance. The pro-
posed budget includes $7,000 for 
purchase of grader equipment.) 

One of the major costs which was 
previously paid by the township and 
now eomes under village jurisdic 
tion is the police and fke depart­
ments. These departments were 
turned over to the village partly be-
cause the township is short on funds. 

Part of the budget cosU will be 
paid out of village revenues, in-
eluding traffic fines which, under 
township governinent were turned 
over to the,county. Other incomes 
are intangibles and sales taxes; 
and building permit fees. 

The fiscal 1959 tax rate, to be 
levied next year for village operat­
ing costs in the proposed nine-
month budget and for payment of 
ensuing year bills, probably will not 
be determhied until next spring 
when the council knows more about 
village needs. 

Meanwhile, the councilmen have 
indicated in recent discussions that 
it may not be necessary to levy the 
full's mills allowed under the char-
ter.

Republ ican candidates swept through every office i n N o v i 
Tuesday In what may be the finest off-year election turnout i n 
local history. 

Near ly 71 percent or 1,584 of the 2,232 registered voters cast 
their ballots. 

Voters picked winners for a l l county positions, for one state 
and one national seat, but failed to p ick other state and national 

winners. 
In one of the hottest Michigan 

races for a congressional seat, 
James Clarkson, unsuccessful Dem­
ocrat for the same 18th district two 
years ago, upset his Republican 
opponent Allen C. Ingle, 21,049 to 
20,546. 

Clarkson,' who failed to get the 
nod of Novi electors, is believed to 
be the first Democrat ever elected 
from. Oakland's 18th district. The 
Novi vote Livored Ingle 824 by 692. 

Republican Incumbent William S. 
Broomfield stole the limlellght from 
both major political parties in the 
Novi popularity poll - - his 866 votes 
were the most cast for any one can­
didate. Broomfield's opponent for 
the United States 18th district con-
gressional seat, Leslie H . Hudson, 
was the lowest Democratic vote 
getter with 664 votes. 

Democrats claimed at least a 
partial victory in the vote here; 
precinct 2, the township area north 
of 11 Mile road, gave Democratic, 
candidates the nod for every seat. 

Despite the precmct 2 Democratic 
sweep and the largest total pre­
cinct vote (it was 802 to 782), Re­
publicans squeezed out the victory) 
precinct 1 voters casting their bal­
lots for a complete GOP slate. 

Governor G. Mennen Williams, 
who won an unprecedented sixth 
term, was the third highest vote 
getter in his party here with 709. 
Secretary of State James M . Hare 
was the highest with 730, and State 
Treasurer Snnford A. Brown was 
second with 713 votes. 

Republican gubernatorial candl-
date Paul D, Bagwell also' was 
number three ta his party's popu-
larity poll. He had 8S2 votes. Oak-
land county Sheriff Frank Irons was 
second with 855, and Broomfield was 
high. 

In the non-partisan race for cir-
cult court commission, Maurice P . 
Cole took 369 to Verne C. Hampton's 
314'votes, 

Novi voters favored the only prop-
osition on the ballot, 602 to 374. An 
affirmative vote calls; for a constl-
tutional convention to consider re-
vision of the Michigan constitution. 

Election officials turned . away 
more than 25 voters because of a 
registration mix-up. According to 
officials these people had registered 
for tlie recent village incorporation 
election and assumed they were 
automatically registered for Tues-
day's election. . 

Wixom proved to be as strongly 
Democratic as Novl was Repubii-
can; voters in that city chose only 
Democrats, while favoring the prop-
osition, 171 to 99.

Near ing its first anniversary this December, the Wayne 
County Training-school 's experimental Day School program 
for mentally retarded children has already been declared a 
success by T r a i n i n g School Director D r . Pasquale Btiginiconto. 

Designed especially for children from ages 4-8, i t Is the 
only program of its k i n d i n the country. D r . Buoniconto said. 

Establishment of the D a y School was chiefly the work of 
D r . Buoniconto and Wayne County Superintendent of P u b l i c 
Schools D r . Charles Brake. 

A l though there are many day programs throughout the 
nation for older retarded children, the Nor thv i l l e project has 
been based on the pr inciple of "preventive medicine or psy-
chiatry," D r . Buoniconto explained. 

" W e try to reach the children before they have had time 
to develop set patterns of behavior," he said. 

" W e definitely think early educational guidance Is bene-
ficial . N o t only would these youngsters be standing s t i l l i n 
the meantime, he said, but l ike ly to develop emotional prob-
lems and deteriorate intellectually." 

Under the present program. D r . Buoniconto said, chi ld-
ren are taught simple social behavior, familiarity With objects 
and, according to their Individual abilities, simple formal 
learning feats, such as; hoW to dress, how to undress, respect 
for property, eating habits, toilet habits, elementary Wri t ing , 
elementary reading, etc. 

In addition to the educational program, the intellectual de-
velopment and learning potential of each child can be observ-
ed i n the classes. D r . Buoniconto said. 

"The program stresses developing the total personality," 
he explained. 

O n the basis of these observations children are not on ly 
taught more effectively according to their individual learn-
ing capacities, but are referred to proper schools or institu­
tions later. 

They can be recommended to continue i n their regular 
t raining school program, to enter the special education classes 
i n publ ic schools, or to enter residential institutions for the 
retarded he said. 

Funds for the Day School are issued from the state as part 
of the regular state publ ic edtication budget, and ate adminis-
tered through the five school districts i n this area that ic 
serves: N o r h v i l l e , P lymouth , Wayne, L ivon ia and Redford. 

D a y school facilities are available tuition-free to any 
qualified ch i l d i n these school distficts.

• Althougli there have been few in-
cidences of shop-lifting in North-
ville, according to Poiice Chief Jos-
eph Denton, Michigan's new "shop-
lifting law", one of the strongest in 
the nation, will not be lost on local 
merchants. 

"It's a wonderful idea," Denton 
commented, "and long overdue. Un-
der the old statute crimuials often 
had more protection than innocent 
persons." 

Over $12,000,000 has been esti-
mated lost in sliop-lifting thefts each 

year, Michigan retailers estimate. 
Merchants may now question a 

suspected shop-lifter without incur­
ring possible charges of false im­
prisonment, unlawful arrest, assault, 
battery, libel, slander or mental 
anguish, if his examination is con-
ducted in a reasonable manner. 

A bulletin issued by the Michigan 
retailers association states that un-
der the new law: 

A merchant or his agents may 
detain a person reasonably suspect-
ed of removing or attempting to 

remove goods from a store without 
right or permission. Such detention 
may be for the purpose of interro­
gation, identification and the re­
covery of the goods in question, or 
to call a police officer. 

The merchant does not have to 
postpone the detention untii the sus­
pect has left the premises, but 
probably should permit him to leave 
the immediate area from which the 
goods were taken, in order to make 
absolutely certain of the suspect's 
intention. 

It is dangerous and might be un-
fair to detain any one who has not 
actually been observed in apparent 
shop-lifting within the store. 

Any detention should be accom­
plished with minimum notoriety and 
embarassment to the person detain-
ed. It is best to ask quietly that the 
suspect accompany the merchant 
to a private place within the store 
where the matter can be discussed. 

The association stressed that mod­
eration be followed in apprehending 
suspects

ARTICLE I. 

TITLE AND PURPOSES 
Sec. 100.0. Short Title: Tliis 

Ordinance shall be Itnown and 
ciicd .ns: The Subdivision Ordin-
ance of Wi.\oni, J1lcliig:iji. 

Sec. lOl.O. Pui'poses: The purposes 
of this Ordinance are to provide for 
the orderiy growth and harmonious 
deveiopnient of the community; to 
secure adequate traffic circuiation 
through coordinated street systems 
with reiation lo major thorough-
fares, adjoining subdivisions, and 
pubiic faciiities; to achieve Individ-
uai property iots of maximum utiiity 
and livabiiity; to secure adequate 
provisions for water suppiy, drain­
age and sanitary sewerage, and 
other heaith requirements; lo se­
cure adequate provisions for recre­
ationai areas, schooi sites, and other 
pubiic faciiities; and, to provide 
iogicai procedures for the achieve­
ment of these purposes. 

ARTICLE JI 
DEFINITIONS 

Section 200.0. Definitions. For the 
purposes of this Ordinance, certain 
words, terms and phrases shaii be 
defined as follows: 

a. Commission: The Planning 
Commission 

b. Councii; The City Council of 
Wixom 

c. Subdivider: Any I n d i v i d ual, 
firm, association, syndicate, co­
partnership, corporation, trust, 
or any other iegal entity com­
mencing proceedings under this 
Ordinance to affect the subdi­
vision of iand for himseif or for 
another. 

d. Subdivision: The partitioning or 
division of a tract or parcei of 
land in 5 or more iots, tracts, 
or parceis of land; or, if a new 
street is involved, any division 
of a parcei of iand; or the di­
vision into more than two parts 
of any iot or piece of iand the 
boundaries of which have been 
fixed In a recorded plat; pro­
vided, that a partitioning or di-
vision of iand into tracts or par-
eels of iand of ten (10) acres or 
more and not invoiving a new 
street shaii not be deemed a 
subdivision. 

e. General Development Plan: The 
comprehensive plan for devel-
opment of the community which 
shall have been duly adopted 
by the Planning Commission 
and the City Councii; i.e., the 
"master plan". 

f. Master Streets and Thorough-
fares Plan: The part of the 
General Development P l a n 
which sets forth the location, 
alignment and dimensions of 
existing and proposed streets 
and thoroughfares. 

g. Plat; A map of a subdivision, 
1. Sicetch plan: A sketch map 

of a proposed subdivision at 
sufficient accuracy and scale 
to serve the purposes of Sec 
tion 300 of this Ordinance. 

2. Master Development Plan: A 
preliminary plan for the de­
velopment of a large land-
holding to be developed prog-
resslvely by sections, meet­
ing the requirements of Sec-
tion 301 of this Ordinance. 

3. Preiiminary Piat: A preiim-
Inary map and supporting da-
ta indicating the proposed 
layout of the subdivision in 
sufficient detail to provide ad-
equate basis for review by 
the Commission and meeting 
requirements of Section 302 
of this Ordinance. 

4. Finai Plat: A map of all or 
part of a subdivision provid­
ing substantial conformance 
to the Preiiminary Plat of the 
Subdivision, prepared and cer-
tified by a registered engi­
neer or iand surveyor in 
compiiance w i t h require­
ments of the Piat Act, P.A. 
172, as amended, and suitable 
for recordation in the County 
Register of Deeds. 

h. Street: Any street, avenue, 
boulevard, road, lane, parkway, 
viaduct, alley, or other way 
which, is an existing state, 
county, or municipai roadway; 
or, a street or way shown in a 
piat heretofore approved pur­
suant to law or approved by 
officiai action; or, a street or 
way on a plat duly filed and 
recorded in the office of the 
County Register of Deeds. A 
street includes the land be­
tween the street lines whether 
improved or unimproved, and 
may comprise pavement, shoul­
ders, gutters, sidewaiks, park­
ing areas, and iawns. 

1. Major Thoroughfare: Any in­
terstate, state or county high­
way, or any local traffic art-
ery of considerable continuity 
carrying a large volume of 
both private and commercial 
vehicles; i.e., a "miie" road. 

2. Collector street: A street 
within a neighborhood used 
primarily to carry traffic 
from minor streets to major 
thoroughfares; including prin­
cipal entrance streets to a 
residential development. 

3. Minor street: A street of 
limited continuity used pri­
marily for access to abuttmg 
residential properties. 

4. Marginal access street: A 
minor street paralleling and 
adjacent to a major thorough­

fare which provides access to 
abutting properties and pro­
tection from through traffic. 

5. Bouievard street: A street 
- deveioped to two two-iane, 

one-way pavements separated 
by a grassed isiand. 

6. IT street: A short bouievard 
street permanentiy terminat­
ed by vehicuiar turnaround. 

7. Cui-de-sac street: A short 
minor street having one end 
permanentiy terminated by a 
vehicuiar turnaround. 

8. Aiiey: A minor service street 
used primariiy to provide ve­
hicuiar access to the rear or 
side of properties otherwise 
abutting upon a street. 

i . Easement: A grant by the own­
er of tiie use of a strip of iand 
by the pubiic, a corporation, or 
persons, for specific uses and 
purposes, to be designated as 
a "pubiic" or "private" ease­
ment depending on the nature 
of the user. 

j . Drainage collection basin: An 
area of land which, because of 
the nature of the topography, 
collects naturaiiy the surface 
drainage of the surrounding 
•iand; i.e., a "pothoie". 

k. Lot: A parcei or portion of 
land separated from other par­
ceis or portions by description, 
as m a subdivision or on a rec­
ord survey map or by metes 
and bounds, for purposes of 
saie, lease, or separate use. 

1. Minimum iot width: In the 
case of rectangular lots or 
lots on the outside of the 
curve of a street; the dis­
tance between side lot lines 
measured at the minimum 
buiiding setback iine on a 
line parallel to the street or 
street chord; in the case of 
lots on the inside of the curve 
of a street: the distance be­
tween side lot lines measured 
at the rear line of the dweii-
ing, or thirty (30) feet be-
hind the front setback line, 
paraiiel to the street or street 
chord. 

2. Usable lot area: That portion 
of a lot usable or adaptable 
to the normal uses made of a 
residential property, exclud­
ing any areas whicii may be 
swampy, excessively steep, 
covered by water, or inciud 
ed in a public easement for 
surface drainage or a private 
easement for a high voltage 
power transmission line. 

i . Buiiding setback: The horizon-
tai distance between a dweiling 
and a street centerline. 

m. Pubiic Improvement Stand­
ards: A set of reguiations set-
ting forth the detaiis, specifica-
lionB and instructions to be fol­
lowed in the planning, design 
and construction of aii pubiic 
improvements in the City of 
Wixom, approved by tiie City 
Council. 

n. Performance guarantee: Any 
security which may be accept­
ed by the City Council in lieu 
of a requirement that certain 
pubiic improvements be made 
prior to approvai of a final 
plat, including performance 
bonds, escrow deposits and 
other simiiar coilaieral or sure­
ty agreements. 

ARTICLE HI 

PLAT PROCEDURES 
Subdivision pianning, review and 

approvai shaii proceed through the 
severai stages as foiiows: 

Basic Poiicy Stage 
Preiiminary Plat Preparation 

and Submission 
Preiiminary Piat Review 

and Approvai 
Finai Piat Preparation 

and Submission 
Finai Piat Review 

and Approval 
Sec. 300.0. Basic Policy Stage. The 

basic poiicy stage of deveiopment 
pianning comprises an informal 
"get-acquainted" period, a preiim­
inary investigation process, which 
precedes actuai preparation of pians 
by the Subdivider. During this stage 
thc Subdivider makes his tentative 
pians known to the Pianning Com­
mission and is advised by the Com­
mission of specific pubiic objectives 
reiated to the subject tract and 
other detaiis regardtog procedures 
and requirements. As a resuit of 
this interchange, basic deveiopment 
poiicies are agreed upon by both 
parties. 

The purpose of this informal stage 
is to guide and assist the Subdivider 
in his future decisions regarding de-
tailed financiai and physicai plan­
ning, and, to resolve potential con-
fiicts of interest at the earliest pos­
sible time and with the least hard­
ship to both parties. 

To insure the greatest effective­
ness of this stage, the Subdivider 
should have firm controi of the site 
so that discussions need not be con­
fidential. 

300.L Obligations of the Subdivid­
er. The Subdivider shall meet in­
formally with the Commission or 
its appointed representatives to pre­
sent a general outline of his subdi­
vision proposal, includtog but not 
limited to 

a. Sketch plans and ideas regard­
ing iand use, street and lot ar­
rangement, tentative lot sizes, 
etc. 

b. Tentative proposals regarding 
water supply, sewage disposal, 
surface drainage, and street 
improvements 

c. Sketches indicating size and 
general character of proposed 
buildings 

360.2. Functions of the Planning 
Commission. The Commission shall 

discuss with the Subdivider his pro-
posai and advise him of procedural 
steps, design and improvement 
standards, and generai piat require-
ments. Tiie Commission shaii then 
carry out the following investiga­
tions preparatory to making known 
its recommendations not iater than 
the next reguiar Commission meet­
tog: 

a. Inspect the site to determme 
its reiationship to major thor­
oughfares, utiiity systems and 
adjacent iand uses, and the ex­
istence of any unusuai deveiop­
ment problems such as topo­
graphy, utiiities, etc. 

b. Check the existing zoning of 
site and make recommendations 
if zoning change is required. 

c. Determine the need for prep­
aration and review of a Master 
Development Pian prior to con­
sideration of Preiiminary Plat 

d. Determine tiie adequacy of ex­
isting schoois and pubiic open 
spaces 

Sec. 300.0. Master Development 
Plan. A Master Development Plan 
shall be prepared and submitted by 
the Subdivider and tentativeiy ap 
proved by the Commission prior to 
preparation and submission of the 
initial Preliminary Piat whenever 
either of the foiiowing conditions 
exist: 

a. The tract initially proposed for 
platting constitutes only a por 
tion of a larger landholding of 
the Subdivider 

b. The tract is a part of a larger 
land area the development of 
which is complicated by un­
usuai topographic, utiiity, land 
use, land ownership, or other 
conditions 

301.L Preparation - and Submis­
sion. The Master Development Plan 
shall be prepared to a scale and 
accuracy commensurate with its 
purpose and shall include: 

a. General street pattern with 
particular attention to collector 
streets and future circulation 
between neighborhoods 

b. General location and size of 
school sites, parks or other pub­
lic areas 

c. Location of shopptog centers, 
muiti-famiiy residentiai, or oth­
er proposed land uses 

d. Methods proposed for sewage 
disposai, water supply and 
storm drainage 

Five (5) copies of the Master De­
veiopment Pian shall be filed with 
the Viiiage Cierk at least 10 days 
prior to a regular Commission meet­
tog, whereupon the Cierk shaii 
transmit the pian to the Secretary 
of the Commission. The Secretary 
shall check the submittal for com­
pleteness, assign it a case number 
and piace the case on the meeting 
agenda. 

301.2 Review and Approvai. The 
Commission shaii review the Master 
Deveiopment Pian for compliance 
with tiie objectives of the Generai 
Deveiopment Pian giving speciai at­
tention to the foiiowing: 

a. Street and thorougiifares as re­
iated to neighborhood circula-
tion 

b. Utiiity methods or systems as 
reiated to the pianned commu-
nity system 

c. Location of any proposed com. 
mcrciai deveiopment as reiated 
to existing or anticipated com 
munity or neighborhood need 

d. Land required for schools, 
parks or other public use; the 
general iocation and amount of 
pubiic land and the approxi-
mate timing of acquisition shaii 
be tentativeiy determined at 
this stage. One copy of the Pian 
shaii be transmitted to the Sup­
erintendent of Schoois for his 
information and recommenda­
tions as to schooi needs. 

Owners of adjotoing unplatted land 
shaii be notified by registered mail 
of the date, time and piace of the 
meeting at which the case is to be 
heard at ieast five (5) days prior 
to said meeting. The Commission 
shaii consider and act upon the 
Plan not iater than the next reguiar 
meeting foiiowing its initial consid­
eration. Action shaii take the form 
of recommended revision or tenta­
tive approvai, such approval being 
subject to modification from time 
to time as parts of the Plan are sub 
mitted as Preiiminary Piats. The 
Pian shaii be kept current and the 
Commission furnished current cop 
ies as modii'cation takes piace and 
Preliminary Plats are prepared. 

302.0. Preiiminary Piat Prepara 
tion. The information hereinafter re-
quired as part of the Preiiminary 
Plat submittal may be shown either 
graphicaiiy or by note or letter, and 
may comprise severai sheets show-
ing various elements of required 
data. Ai l mapped data shall be pre-
seated at a scale of one inch equals 
100 feet. Required data includes: 

302.1. Identification and 
Desci'iption: 

a. Proposed name of subdivision 
and location of section showing 
section or quarter-section cor-, 
ners for reference 

b. Names and addresses of Sub-
divider, land planner and en 
gineer(s) preparing plans or 
data 

c. Graphic scale, north point, and 
date of preparation 

302.2. Existing Conditions. 
a. Topography by contours relat-

ed to USGS survey datum; con-
tour interval to be 5 feet where 
grades exceed 5% and 2 feet 
for lesser grades 

b. Location, width and names of 
all platted streets, railroads 
and utility rights-of-way withto 
or adjacent to the tract 

c. Location and identification of 
all public areas and municipal 
corporation lines within or ad-
jacent to the tract 

d. Location of lakes, swamps, 
streams, and surface drainage 
ways with direction of flow and 
water level elevations 

e. Location of all existing sewers, 
water mains, storm drains or 
other underground faciiities 
within or adjacent to the tract 

f. Names of owners or tract desig-
nations of adjointog unpiatted 
tracts 

g. Acreage oi tract to the nearest 
tenth. 

302.3. Proposed Conditions: 
a. Layout of proposed plat show­

ing: 
1. Location and width of pubiic 

street, aiieys, walkways and 
easements, including connec­
tions to adjotoing platted 
streets and unplatted tracts. 
If plat abuts or includes a 

state highway, the approval 
of the Michigan State High-
way Department wiii be re-
quired for Preiiminary Plat 
approval. 

2. Al l lots, including buiiding 
setback lines, dimensions of 
typicai lots, scaled dimensions 
of all corner lots and lots on 
curvilinear sections of street; 
location tif private utility 
easements; lot numbers and 
total number of lots 

b. Proposed land use, including: 
1. Location, area and designa-

tion of all land to be reserved, 
acquired or dedicated for pub­
lic use 

2. Location, area and designa 
tion of ail land to be reserved 
for use of lot owners to the 
subdivision 

3. If plat includes land for 
which commercial, industrial 
or multi-family residential 
zoning is proposed but non-
existent, rezoning shall be re-
quested and acted upon prior 
to formal consideration of the 
Preliminary Plat. In the event 
that such rezoning is not re-
quested or not approved, the 
subject area of the tract shall 
be designed as single-family 
resdential in the Preliminary 
Plat but may subsequently be 
withheld from the Final Plat 

4. Draft of proposed protective 
covenants to be recorded with 
plat 

c. Proposed utility installations: 
1. Sewage disposal, if proposed 

by individual systems; Pre-
liminary plat submittal shall 
include a tabulated record 
and a keyed map of soil perc-
oiation tests made by and cer-
tified to by a registered engi­
neer, at the rate of one test 
per acre of usable land; also 
a letter indicating general 
appraisal of soil data for sep­
tic tank operation from Oak­
iand County Board of Heaith 

2. Sewage disposal, it proposed 
by treatment piant: Preiim­
inary layout of proposed sys­
tem, type and capacity of 
treatment, location of plant 
and outlet; subject to ap­
proval of Michigan Depart­
ment of Heaith, Oakiand 
County Board of Health, City 
Engineer, the Commission 
and Councii 

3. Water supply, if proposed by 
public system: Preliminary 
layout of proposed system, 
location and anticipated ca­
pacity of weiis; subject to ap­
provai of Michigan Depart­
ment of Health, Oakland 
County Board of Health, City 
Engineer, the CoInmission 
and the Council 

4. Storm water disposal: Pre­
liminary layout of proposed 
system, location and invert 
elevation of outlet; subject to 
approvai of City Engineer, 
the Commission and the 
Council, and, if County drains 
are involved, the Oakiand 
County Drain Commission 

5. Subsoii drainage: Wherever 
any part of the tract is sus­
pected of having high water 
table or unstabie subsoii con­
ditions, Preiiminary Piat sub 
mittal shall include a tabulat­
ed record and a keyed map of 
soil borings made by and cer-
tified to by a registered en­
gineer. 

d. Water areas: Plan of any pro­
posed water areas indicating 
depths, normal water levels, 
slopes and type of bank reten­
tion; methods of controlling in-
sects, water growtiis and vege-
tation. 

Sec. 303.0. Preliminary Plat 
Submission. 

a. Five copies of the Preiiminary 
Plat and supporting data shaii 
be filed with the City Clerk at 
least ten (10) days prior to the 
regular Commission meeting at 
which the Subdivider can be 
heard. The Cierk shall record 
its receipt and immediately 
transmit the material to the 
Secretary of the Commission. 

b. The Secretary shall check the 
submittal for completeness, as-
sign it a case number, and 
place the case on the meeting 
agenda. The submittal shall bc 
rejected if incomplete and the 
Subdivider notified. Owners of 
adjoining unplatted land shaii 
be notified by registered mail 
of the date, time and place of 
the meettog at .which the case 
is to be heard at least five (5) 
days prior to said meeting 

c. Upon presentation of the Piat 
and supporting data at the 
Commission meettog by the 
Subdivider its receipt shall be 
entered In the minutes and one 
copy permanently retained in 
Commission files. 

Sec. 304.6. Preiiminary Plat Re­
view: The Commission shall review 

the plat for compliance with the ob­
jectives of the General Develop­
ment Plan, giving special attention 
to the following elements: 

a. Design standards as set forth 
in this Ordinance 

b. Streets and thoroughfares as 
related to neighborhood circu­
iation 

c. 'Utiiity methods and systems, 
and street improvements; one 
copy of submittal shaii be 
transmitted to the City Engi­
neer for his information and 
i-ecommendations. 

d. Existing and proposed zoning 
and iand use. 

e. Land required' for schools, 
parks or other public use; one 
copy of submittal shaii be 
transmitted to the Superintend­
ent of Schools for his toforma­
tion and recommendations. 

Sec. 305.0. Preliminary Plat 
Approval: 

305.L Procedures. The Commis­
sion shaii consider the Preliminary 
Plat at the next regular meeting 
following its presentation, at which 
time the reviewing officials shall 
make known their recommenda­
tions in person or by letter. 

a. If satisfied that all objectives 
of this ordinance have been 
met the Commission shall ap­
prove the Preliminary Plat the 
Chairman making a notation of 
approval upon two copies of the 
Plat, one to be returned to the 
Subdivider and one to be re­
tained to the permanent Com­
mission file. 

b. If the Commission's approvai 
is tentative and conditional, 
said conditions shall be record­
ed in the meeting minutes, and 
the case tabled until the con­
ditions have been satisfied by 
the Subdivider. The Piat, when 
revised, shall be re-submitted 
in accordance with normal pro­
cedure. 

c. If the Commission rejects the 
plat it shall record the reasons 
therefor in the meeting min-
utes, the Chairman nottog the 
rejection upon the Commis. 
sion's file copy. 

d. An excerpt of the pertinent 
items of the meeting minutes 
shall be sent to the Subdivider 
in any event. 

e. A full report of Commission 
action, comprising the meeting 
minutes together with any oth. 
er necessary detailed explana 
tion, shall be prepared by the 
Secretary for presentation to 
the Council by the Clerk. 

305.2. Significance of Preiiminary 
Approvai: Preiiminary Approval 
confers upon thc Subdivider the fol-
lowing coiidjtional rights for a peri-
od of one year from date: 

a. The general terms and condi-
tions under which Preliminary 
Approval was granted wiii not 
be changed. 

b. The Subdivider may submit on 
or before the expiration date 
the whole or part of the Plat 
for Final Approval. 

c. Preliminary Approval 'does not 
guarantee final acceptance of 
streets for dedication nor con­
tinuation of zoning require­
ments for the tract or its en 
virons. 

Sec. 300.0. Finai Piat Preparation 
a. Preparation of the Final Plat 

shall compiy with the require­
ments and suggestions set forth 
in Piat Manuai of Instructions 
Relative to Making and Filing 
of Township, Viiiage and City 
Piats issued by the Auditor 
General's Office in 1948, which 
publication with all subsequent 
amendments thereto is hereby 
made a part of this Ordinance. 

b. The Final Plat shall conform 
substantially to the approved 
Preliminary Plat. 

Section 307.0. Final Plat 
Submission 

a. The Subdivider shall file with 
the City Clerk five (5) copies 
of the Final Plat together with 
three (3) copies of Engtoeer-
ing Plans, prepared in accord­
ance with Public Improvement 
Standards. 

b. At the time of filing, the Sub-
divider shaii' deposit with the 
Cierk the sum of $60.00 for ex­
penses of inspection of land, 
meetings, and such fees requir­
ed by the Piat Act, P .A. 172, 
as amended.

b. Where, for any reason, the ap-
proval of County or State 
Health or Highway Departments 
are required by law, as in the 
case of sewage treatment 
plants and County or State 
highway improvements such ap 
provals shall be secured in 
writing and attached to Engi-
neering Plans prior to submit-
tal for local review and action. 

501.2. Submittal: Three copies of 
Engineering Plans shall be filed 
with the City Clerk simultaneous 
with the filing of the Final Plat.

The city dump (politely and officially referred to as 
a "sanitary land fill") has become a symbol of frustration to 
city councilmen. 

Consider these reasons: 
— Residents have complained by petition that odors arts-

ing from continuous burning is a nuisance and have threat­
ened a suit ; 

— Discontinuing fires has caused the dump to fill-up 
at an alarming rate; 

— Unauthorized use of the dump continues despite 
attcndents stationed at the entrance; 

— A program to purchase all dump area property so that 
it can be fenced and then properly controlled and operated 
has moved slowly over two years; 

— Expense of the operation has been borne entirely 
by the city while the township has full use of the facility; 

And what's more frustrating, the latter condition is an 
arrangement resulting from an understanding reached with the 
township several years ago. 

The above factors boiled- over two weeks ago and the 
council moved suddenly to set December l as the deadline 
for the township to start sharing in the expense of operating 
the dump. 

Actually, the city has set the December 1 deadline upon 
itself. 

For now — if the understanding is to be honored — the 
city must complete its dump program and give the township 
some idea of cost. 

In general, the township has recognized a responsibility 
to share this expense. In 1955 a letter from Township Attorney-
James Littell to township and city (then village) officials 
pointed out that the cost of operation should be shared jointly. 

It also suggested that after the city had completed its 
purchase of the property, steps should be taken to hire a full-
time attendant, establish strict dumping hours and restrict 
dumping to residents and commercial or industrial enterprises 
of the city and township. 

In short, the township has said, "tell us how much and 
we'll pay." 

Essentially, this is what the city has been trying to do. It 
is a slow process, however, but now seems near realization. 

There should be no cause for the city to suspect that the 
township is dragging Its feet. At the same time township offi-
cials should recognize the urgency of the problem to the en-
tire community and bend every effort to cooperate. 
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to build an estate, or accumulate an Investment fund

of Africa, which is now Its most 
stable activity. The world copper 
iiidustry is currently in the dold­
rums. This fact, plus the red met-
al's economic importaiice to the 
United States, impels me to make 
a study of the situation.

Production Picture 
The U.S. has loiig been the world's 

leading copper producer, although 
its percentage of the world total has 
declined in recent years. The pro-
duction pattern, however, has been 
quite in-egular. Output topped 1,000, 
000 tons for the first time In 1929. 
The depressions low of 225,000 tons 
was set in 1933. A record high ot 
1,117,580 tons was turned out ta 
1956; last year's total was 1,081,000 
tons. 

World smelter prodtiction, over a 
long period, has trended fairly 
steadily upward, and at a rapid 
pace in recent years — from 3,076,-
730 tons in 1950 to 4,111,934 in 1956. 
Africa is tiie free world's second 
largest producer, with the built of 
output concentrated in Rhodesia 
and the Belgian Congo. I have great 
faith in the African producers. Af­
rica is a vast storehouse of raw 
materials that wiil be Invaluable in 
the economic war we are engaged 
in with Russia. Chile ranks third in 
copper production; Canada fourth. 
Copper's SUlttlng Supply-Demand 

Ratio 
For many yeai-s the United States 

was more than self-sufficient in 
copper. World War II changed that 
situation. Z o o m i ng consumption, 
which hit a high of 1,641,550 tons in 
1941, necessitated heavy imports to 
fill the deficit arising from wartime 
demand. Our U.S. copper needs 
have held at high levels in most of 
the postwar years, reflecting pent-
up consumer demand for goods of 
aii kinds, outbreak of the Korean 
War in June 1950, and a high ievei 
of industrial activity. The red metal 
was in stringent supply practically 
from the beginning of World War 
II until early in 1956. Since then, 
U.S. supplies from domestic, Afri­
can and other foreign sources have 
exceeded requirements. 

Tlie current copper surpius re-
fiects the recent rapid expansion in 
world production of the metal and 
the decline in business and industrial 
activity, particularly in the United 
States. I see little at the moment 
pointing lo a major recovery m

U.S. copper demand unless a naval 
war develops with China over the 
Formosa situation. I am bullish, 
however, about the longer-term 
prospects. World industrialization 
seems destined to expand at an 
accelerating pace in the years 
aliead. Copper needs abroad will 
follow suit. As I look uito the fu-
ture, I am more concerned about 
too iittie copper than too much. 
Much more could be mined here in 
Africa. The following three African 
coppers are listed on the New York 
Stock Exchange: American Metal 
Climax, Rhodesian Selection Trust, 
Roan Antelope. For early profit, 
however, I now prefer our own 
Phelps Dodge. 

A Glance At Prices 
Copper, like many world com­

modities, is extremely sensitive 
price-wise. A depression iow of 5c 
a pound for eiectroiytic copper at 
New York was made in 1933. In 
February, 1955, the metal hit a 96-
year high of 46c a pound. The av­
erage yearly price in 1954 was 
29.82c; in 1955, 37.39c; in 1956, 
41.87c; and m 1957, 29.99c. The re­
cent U.S. price of 29c seem to dis­
count the bearish factors, espec-
ialiy since the vaiue of the dollar 
has been more than halved since 
1939. 

Although I do not expect copper 
prices to go soaring soon, I do look 
for them to strengthen further as the 
supply-demand imbalance under­
goes additional correction. This may 
take a little more time. The recent 
upping of the U.S. import duty will 
act as a bulwark, and a resump­
tion of government stockpiiing can­
not be entirely ruled out. Of one 
thing I am certain: Over the next 
decade or so, copper prices wiil be 
considerably higher than they are 
today and Africa wili be a gainer. 
Threats of war should help all cop­
per stocks; but the African mines 
would be handicapped by the costs 
of long and dangerous freight trans­
port. Gold, uranium and diamonds 
can be swiftly transported by air­
plane. Copper cannot be, and this 
is one reason why I prefer now to 
invest in compaiiies which secure 
their raw materials on the Ameri­
can continent. 

I m p o s s i b l e f o r S c h o o l s t o O p e r a t e w i t h i n I n c o m e 

SCHOOLS without prosperhig in 
dustrics to tax, and college students 
without prosperous parents both fig-
ure in the latest education crises in 
Michigan. 

The schools, already borrowing 
heavily against next year's state 
aid payments, expect rough finan­
cial problems this winter. 

Plight of students, upon whom 
fall the burdens of the future, is be­
ing more and more recognized. 

Many state problems, and there 
are more of them than solutions at 
the moment, have their roots in 
money and education. Even though 
sizable funds have been allocated 
to education in the last decade, 
there is need for more, 

Siigiitiy more than 400 school dis­
tricts have already borrowed more 
than $31,000,000, using state aid 
due next year for collateral. 

When aid payments come through 
for use next year, they wili already 
have been committed for these ob-
iigations. 

Part of the pinch, too, comes from 
the necessity for paying a maximum 
four perecent interest on the loans 
for money needed this year. Next 
year, this cost will also be counted. 

Another phase of the school prob­
lem is the inability of the state to 
pay the $190 per student aid it 
'promised" during the controvers­

ies of the 1953 legislative session. 
The top fiscal experts predict the 

state will fall at least $8,000,000 
short. 

• • • 
Simiiarly, schools are being hit 

by demands for space. 
They must contmue to borrow 

miiiions to construct new buiidings 
and find new sites for future buiid­
ings. The influx of 70,000 new stu­
dents this year is expected to re-
peat itseif for five more years. 

Local taxpayers are voting down 
many bond issues for needed buiid-
ings, adding drama to the pain that 
is being felt at. the source of ail 
public revenue — the taxpayer's 
pocketbook. 

Democrats in Lansing are blam-
ing the Republican-controlled legis­
lature for not raising more money. 
The whole problem has developed 
into a cycle. 

» * » 
Democratic philosophy opposes 

"consumer taxes", and insists that 
business, industry or the federal 
government pay the bills. 

Repubiicans are charging that this 
attitude is already discouraging in­
dustries and businesses from stay­
ing in the state; is killing the goose 
that lays the green dollar bills, 

So, Republicans have been waiting 
for the legislative tax study to be 
completed and deiaytag any new 
taxes. Democrats, fighting to keep 
industries ta Michigan, claim they 
get a fair tax shake here but are 
not tadicating they do not plan more 
taxes at that level. 

• * * 
The college student is getting a 

few breaks in the wake of the near-
panic about scientific education fol-
lowing the ascension of the Russian 
Sputnik and various American sat-
ellites. 

This year, banks are arranging 
student loans, direct payments of 
tuition and fees to colleges and uni­
versities. The student and/or his 
family repay on a budget plan. 

There are more scholarships. 

The latest idea is creation of a 
semi-official state agency to accept 
gifts and grants for investment. 

Rep. Willard I. Bowerman (R-
Lansing) will push for his plan in 
the 1959 legislative session. It has 
its roots in the techniques of high 
finance. 

Under the system, the new au-
thority can lend out 12'A times the 
size of its assets. Students are ex-
pected to repay the loans over a 
long-range period of time. 

* * * 
Pressures on higher education to 

educate vastiy booming enrollments 
in the next few years are certain lo 
come under the influence of the lat-
est research on the subject. 

Dr. John Dale Russell, director 
of the two-year study for the legis-

iature, made his report recommend­
ing that the big universities get no 
bigger. 

Without mentioning M i c h i g a n 
State university's 20,000 students or 
the University of Michigan's 28,000, 
the meaning was plain. 
Russell's report also htated strong­

ly that branches of these two educa­
tional giants at Flint, Dearborn and 
in Oakland county should eventually 
become independent. 

• • • 
Public concern for problems of 

higher education has not been 
strong. But it can be assumed more 
interest will develop rapidly when 
more and more graduattag high 
school students are told they can­
not be accepted for colleege train­
ing. 

Chats With P a r e n t s 

T V - F r i e n d o r F o e o f O u r C h i l d r e n 
Our six-year-old spends more 

time looking at TV than I think he 
should, but my husband disagrees 
His shows begin at five o'clock and 
I have' to plan dinner around the 
ones he wants to see, most of them 
westerns. He stays glued to the set 
until bedtime, which is 8:30. How 
much TV watching is too much? 

Mrs. L.J. 
TV is either your child's curse 

or blessing, depending on which ex­
pert you happen to ask. Some are 
of the opinion that children's school 
work, health and ability to enter 
tain themselves are bemg seriously 
damaged by the TV habit, and 
others contend that the child en-
riches his background and knowl­
edge more than enough to offset its 
bad features. 

Though studies made to determ 
ine the beneficial or detrimental 
effects of TV are not wholly con-
ciusive, educators are not happy 
about the TV fare seiected by the 
average chiid. They point out that 
if the child's selection of TV pro-
grams were ideal, the undisputed 
value of TV as a teaching method 
would be capitalized upon. A study 
made in New Jersey found that 
the child jvho puts in long hours 
watching TV makes poorer grades 
than do other children of equal in-
teiligence who either have no TV 
set or whose hours of viewing are 
controlled by parents. Most parents 
exercise some control over the TV 
fare of the young child. 

Children differ at any age in the 
degree of their mental and emotion-

al development, and both are im 
portant factors in determining how 
the chiid wiii react to what he sees 
on TV, particularly if what he is 
watching has a strong element of 
adventure or excitement In it. One 
chiid may view any TV show as 
just interesting entertainment, while 
another may identify himself with 
what he sees so completely that he 
becomes a part of it. The child who 
is an intense watcher, according to 
a leading psychiatrist. Is iikeiy to 
become tense and nervous and bite 
his nails or show some other out-
ward sign of nervous tension. If he 
does this, his TV fare should be 
selected with the help and super-
vision of parents. 

Psychiatrist Frederic Wertham 
believes that some TV shows warp 
the chiid's sense of values by pre-
senting a picture of iife which 
stresses inferior standards regard-
ing money, family living, and the 
true goals of iife. Other psychia­
trists disagree and contend, for 
example, that the statement made 
by an occasional delinquent that he 
got the idea for committing a crime 
by seeing a similar one on TV is 
pure rationalization. They maintata 
that the basic reasons for delin-
quency go much deeper than TV 
viewing. 

Child development authorities gen­
erally agree that the child who has| 
a happy home life is less likely to 
react undesirably to excitng TVi 
shows than is the child who has 
fears, anxieties and feelings of in-i 
security at home. Witte and Brick-1 

er's book, "Your Child and Radio, 
TV, Comics and Movies", emphasiz­
es the potat that if parents will 
provide the chiid with a happy home 
life and help him develop a wide 
range of interests and activities and 
a desire for good entertainment, 
they will have done the most im­
portant thing they can do to pro­
tect him from some of the ill ef­
fects of undesirable TV fare. 

The most obvious responsibility of 
parents related to the child's TV 
habits is that of protecttag his eye-
sight. The simple rules of not sit­
ting too close or to one side of the 
screen, not having the rooin too 
dark or too light, of resting his 
eyes frequently and havtag them 
examined periodically — especially 
if they blur, sting, itch, or bring 
in a fuzzy picture — should be care-
fully oiDserved. Enforcing these 
rules and controlling the viewing 
of the nervous child are parental 
responsibilities which should be a 
constant part of TV viewing.

Charles Hamilton 71, well-known 
Novi civic leader and life-long resi­
dent in the Novi-Northville commu­
nities, died last Thursday at Ses-
sions hospital. 

Concluding 30 years of govern­
mental service, he retired from his 
iast post as secretary of the oak-
land County Social Welfare board 
and superintendent of the Oakland 
County Infirmary December 31, 
1957. 

Mr. Hamilton, often referred to 
as the "Will Rogers of Oakland 
County", began his public career 
in 1928 when he was elected super­
visor of -Novi township. He held 
this post until 1934. 

After one year with the Michigan 
State Department of Agriculture he 
was appointed to the former Oak­
land County Poor Commission in 
1937 and conttaued his work there 
until 1939. 

He was then named to his last 
offices on the Welfare board and 
with the county infirmary. 

Mr. Hamilton's death followed a 
year's illness. 
, He was born November 22, 1887 

in Northville, the son of Frank and 
Lucy (Tlffta) Hamilton. 

He is survived by his wife, Emma 
(Lorenz), whom he married on May 
29, 1904. 

He also leaves a son, Lawrence, 
of Novi; a daughter, Mrs. L. H. 
(Marion) LeFevre of Northville, and 
One-.'granddaughter. His grandson 
died in 1954. 

Funeral services were held No­
vember 16 from Casterline Funeral 
home. The Rev. B. J. Pankow offi­
ciated. Burial was in Oakland Hills 
Memorial Gardens in Novi.

The village council moved into 
high gear Monday night, working 
past midnight in taking action on 
matters ranging from purchase of 
office equipment to approval of 
beer license transfers. 

Lee BeGole, director of public 
safety, was given council authority 
lo purchase four new snow tires for 
his police department vehicles. Bell 
Tire company was low bidder. 

Councilmen approved the transfer 
of SDM (carry out) licenses to Jos­
eph CickeUi, Jr. from Ernest Black, 
who formerly managed Black's 
Market, and to Nicholas Tashigian 
from .John Sorby and Raymond 
Thomas, who are selling Sorby's 
grocery store. 

Two public complaints of "dang-
erous dead limbs", which originally 
were addressed to the Oakland 
County Road Commission, were re­
ferred, to recently appomted village 
Road Commissioner Russell But-
ton for investigation. The Oakland 
County Road Commission failed to 
take any action on either complaint. 

The council received notification 
from Mr. and Mrs. D'Arcy Young 
that they plan soon to vacate their 
apartment in the township hall.

The duties of the police chief, 
they told the council members, in­
volve more work and responsibility 
than does the building inspector's 
job. 

McKeoi) said he did not believe 
the "Novi building inspector had in 
the past carried out all of his ta-
spection duties. He cited several 
cases in which he said inspections 
were either not made or were in-
adequate. 

Bolh men agreed with the coun-
cil, however, lhat $4,050 allocated 
to the inspector for the ntae-monlh 
period was a "very reasonable sal­
ary." 

Council members explained that 
there are other salary inequities 
but that future adjustments could 
be made under the exlslmg budget. 
In order to assure immediate pay­
ment of salaries to public .officials, 
the councilmen said, it would be 
better lo adopt the budget, borrow 
the money, and then settle the sal-
ary question.

salaries paid by the township last 
year. 

At the suggestion of the two citi­
zens, the council agreed to take up 
the matter of salaries' for all Novi 
officials at the second regular 
meeting ta December. 

The interim budget as adopted by 
the council takes into consideration 
expenses which formerly came un-. 
der the Novi township as well as-
expenses for matatainmg 58 miles 
of village roads formerly paid by 
Oakland county. 

One of the major costs which was 
previously paid by the township 
and which now comes under village 
jurisdiction is the police and fire 
departments. 

Part of these budget costs will be 
paid out of village revenues, in-
eluding traffic fines which, under 
township government were turned 
over to the county. Other incomes 
are intangibles and sales taxes and 
building permit fees. 

The fiscal 1959 tax rate, to be 
levied next year for village operat-
tag costs ih the proposed nine-
month budget and for payment of 
ensuing year bills, probably will 
not be determined until next spring 
when the council knows more about 
village needs. 

Councilmen have indicated in re­
cent discussions that it may not be 
necessary to levy the full 5 mills 
allowed under the village charter.
