1t should be some consolalion to
you to know that every child has
his own individual set of fears and
that most of them are normal ones.
A certain amount of fear is neces-
sary to the child’s self-preservation
... fear of fire, high places, traf-
fic when crossing the street, or
other things around him which he
must avoid for his own protection.

Though fear is a universal human
emotion, it needs to be tempered to
the extent that it hecomes a useful
part of the child’'s make-up. Fears
appear early in the child's life,
much earlier than the knowledge he
later gains about how to overcome
them, or the equally important
knowledge of how to distinguish be-
tween useful fears and those which
may be harmful to him.

One of the first fears of most
children is the fear of hodily injury
which may result from the pinch
or prick of a diaper pin, a fall, or
some other pain producing ex-
rerience. The psychological princi-
nle of the “conditioned reflex” may
enter into the toddler's hehavior
and cause him to associate pain
from a fall with standing on his
feet and he may give up trying to
stand or take a step for short
pericds after a fall.

Fears are of less importance
in themselves than is the need
for getting them into their proper
relationship with the things that
cause them. Fears of adults or
older children are easily passed
along to small children, and un-
reasonable fecars within the family
may be sensed and adopted by the

The doector-dentist-hospital dread
is experienced by most children; re-
sistance to them usually begins aft-
er the child learns to associate
pain with them. The doctor gives
painful “shots”; the dentist drills
on a tooth; hospital treatment is
necessarily different from the af-
fectionate and protective handling
the child experiences at home. Part
of this fear of new places and
strange situations of an unpleasant
nature should be explained to the
child in as much detail as is necess-
ary to lessen the child's apprehen-
sion about it. A child should nev-
er Dbetold that the needle won’t
hurt or that a tonsilectomy is pain-
less, Deception of this sort will
serve only to intensily his fears.
Tell him the truth and try to make
it as palatable as possible.

Fear of the dark is common a-
mong children. Usualy the child is
not afraid of anything in particul-
ar; he’s just afraid of the dark. In
her book, FEARS of CHILDREN,
Helen Ross likens children’s fear
of the dark to the adult feeling of
lonliness. It is actually a desire to
be able to see things which are
familiar — the walls, a picture, a
finger-painting brought home from
school, or just anything which will
make the child secure in the feel
ing that he is among familiar,
protective surroundings.

Tax Notices

Novi taxpayers will soon be re-
ceiving notices of their school,
county and township taxes.

Treasurer Ray Harrison is cur-
rently preparing notices of the an-
nual winter tax that are expected
to be. mailed during the first week
of December.

The taxes are payable before Jan-
uary 20 withou! penalty,

For Novi it will mark the last
time that the Lincoln plant will be
included in its tax roll.

Tax notices for Wixom residents
will be sent out hy Novi and Com-
merce township this year, but the
city will assume this chore next
year, .

The township, stripped of its state
tax returns — such as sales, liquor,
ete, — now that incorporation as a
village has taken place, will be
completely dependent upon tax levy
revenues for its existance in the
future.

This year the township will re-
ceive approximately $40,835 based
on a 1.4 mill levy, The Lincoln plant
represents close to half of this
amount.

ed and graded.

(5) That a policy he established
for obtainment of outside help to
relieve teachers and supervision of
lunch and recreation periods,

cussion with Novi school teachers.

issue for the improvement of
the city's water system.,

Last week the council was told
there were two methods of under-
taking the long-needed rejuvenation
and improvement of the water sys-
tem,

One method — a revenue bond —
would not require a vote but could
only raise $190,000 with a whopping
$175,000 in interest to pay. It would
be paid off from the system’s rev-
enues without a speclal tax or water
rate boost,

The second method — a combina-
tion of revenue and general obliga-
tion — would require a rthree-fifths
approval of the taxpayers voting on
the issue, Because this method sup-
ports the bonds with guarantee of
the city’s entire tax base, more
money can be borrowed at an in-
terest rate approximately one per-
cent lower, Under this plan the city
can expect to raise $300,000. Again,
revenues from the water system
foot the hill without additional taxes.

Preliminary estimates submitted
by City Engineer Harold Penn indi-
cated that improvements required
by :the “system would cost approxi-
mately $377,000. This can be pared
somewhat, but not down to $190,000
the council decided Monday night.

Meeting with Attorney Stratton
Brown, a bonding consultant of the
Miller, Canfield, Paddock and Stone
law firm, and Engineering Consult-
ant James Pollock the council be-
came convinced that the revenue-
general obligation bond represented
the best plan. Both consultants rec-
ommended this method.

Monday night the council will take
official action, They will also begin
studying alternate water-improve-
ment plans submitted by Penn de-
signed to provide the greatest bulk
of the proposed improvement pro-
gram,

Councilmen seemed assured of
this much: .

The improvements will eliminate
taste, color and odor deficiencies;

Proper pressure and adequate
storage will be obtained with a
350,000 gallon elevated tank;

More valves will be installed to
allow repairs in case of water line
breaks without interrupting service
to large areas of the city;

More fire hydrants will give bet-
ter fire protection;

Larger and additional water lines
will give better service and allow
frequent “flushing” to clean the
system without lowering pressure;

A new well site at Novi road will
be completely developed with pumps
and a pump house,

Apparently, the council has de-
cided to forego a water softening
plant as too expensive at this time,

The council must now hurry to
put its plan into action. Approval by
the voters is, of course, the most
important consideration at this
time. While Mayor Malcolm Allen
pointed out that “most people I've
talked to want us to go all-out on
this program,” he admitted that
everyone should be well informed
on what the program includes.

Veterans' benefits, which will cost
slightly more than $5 billion this
fiscal year, are one of the big spend-
ing items in the federal budget.

After once again scanning the
Bradley Commission recommenda-
tions which the President has had
for over two years, and considering
the separate budget items of the
Veterans’ Administration, we sur-
mise that compensation, pensions
and hospitalization were the main
subjects, These programs reflect
about 80 percent of the VA’s budg-
et. Personel and general administra-
tion costs no doubt were in focus.

What are some of the plans for
reducing vsterans’ program costs
that have previously been suggest-
ed? The Bradley Commission, when
all niceties are removed, advocates
eventual elimination of non-service-
connected pensions on the basis that
sccial legislation has advanced so
far as to make much of the non-
service-connected pension program
unnecessary. The commission sug-
gests that such pensions only be
considered as a “reserve line” to
be used in cases where veterans
are destitute and have little or no
entitlement to social insurance or
old-age assistance, It is the position
of the Bradley commission that a
total benefit of $70 per month should
suffice for a single veteran, and
$105 if he has a wife. The commis-
sion would also tighten up on wid-
ows' and orphans’ non-service-con-
nected death pension.

Some suggestions: make the stuff-
ing or dressing a day ahead; buy
rather than make your own rolls
and mincemeats; use canned onions
and ready-made pie crust mix; pre-
pare the plum pudding the week
end before the meal,

“The commonest mistake people
make is not getting a head start,”
Mrs. Mitchell says.

As for deciding the quality of the
meal, the Mitchells agree that next
to getting a good “firm and plump”
turkey, stuffing is most important,
with gravy running a close third.

Compromise seems to be the guide
to selecting most holiday menus.
Favorite menus are largely an indi-
vidual matter, they explain, and
have as many variations from
choice of fow] right down the line.

Mustan

Perfect
Season

It was a give and take game —
but the fighting Mustangs did all
the taking and gave very little in
crushing Clarenceville 45-0 here
Friday in the season finale,

The ram-like Northville offensive

"unit was set in motion only three

times during the first half as Clar-
enceville clung stubbornly to the
ball. But once the local gridders
grabbed the pigskin, there was no
stopping them until they crossed
the- goal line,

The score at the half was 18-0.

Northville's defense stiffened in
the second half, forcing Clarence-
ville to give up the ball more often,

The Mustangs took possession five
times, scored four times and were
knocking at the Clarenceville door-
step when the game and season
ended.

In the statistics, Northville made
20 first downs to Clarenceville’s nine
and outgained the Trojans 449 to 136.
Both teams passed seven times,
with Clarenceville gaining nine
yards through the air and the Mus-
tangs 30,

Northville wasn’t forced to punt
all evening, while the Trojans boot-
ed the ball three times for a 31-
yard average.

The first touchdown came on the
third play from scrimmage with
ten minutes to go in the first quart-
er. Fullback Bill Walker slammed
up the middle and into the end zone
from the Clarenceville 13, The score
came after Halfback Bob Starnes
carried the ball for a 22.yard gain.

Center Wade Deal's kick was
blocked,

Working the ball alternately,
Starnes, Walker and Roger Atchin-
son, halfback, carried the ball to
the Clarenceville three-yard line
where Starnes crashed over. Deal's
kick went wide.

Then Clarenceville marched to the
Mustang 36 where the Trojans’ for-
ward motion stalled. Northville took
possession and churned up field to
the Clarenceville three from where
Starnes scored his second touch-
down. Again, Deal's conversion at-
tempt failed.

Clarenceville threatened early in
the second half, But the ground
and air attack halted on the North-
ville 28.

Dads Shouldn’t be Pals

A common notion among fathers|
of young boys is that they should
try to be a “‘pal’” to them. Most of
them don't really mean to be a pal
in the true sense of the word but
think they should spend some time
doing the things boys like to do with
their son. Fathers usually begin the
father-son relationship when the boy
is barely big enough to stack blocks
and continue it on the do-it-together
basis until the bay begins to show
a preference for the company of
boys his own age.

The wise father shares his boy’s
activities as a father rather than as
a pal. He is careful to see that his
son respects him as a father, as a
more mature persan who knows how
to enforce the rules of games play-
&l together with fairness and firm-
ness. One of the obvious signs of
the pally father is always allowing
the small boy to win all competi-
tive games played with father. Whi!e
allowing the small [ry to win his
share of victories, or a little more,
will do no harm, teaching him that
he must always win by letting him
do it is hardly designed to prepare
him to lose to boys of his own age
as he must sometimes do when both
are honestly striving to win.

The father who insists on being a
pal has never learned that his small
son doesn't want to play games or
take part in sports with a grown
man who behaves like his friends
in the group. He accepts small be-
havior from his friends as okay, but
he wants to feel that his father is

a grown man who can take over
any knotty situation which may
arise in the group of boys and
straighten it out. He wants to feel,
loo, that his father is not trying to
be a member of the boy group even
though he plays baseball, football,
or some other athletic game with
them. Much of his respect for his
father is based upon the knowledge
that a man is somehow more self-
sufficient and grown-up than are
small boys; he gets a comfortable
kick out of the unshakable belief
that his father is the best athlete,
the best muscleman, the smartest
father in the whole country, to say
nothing of his rank above other fa-
thers in the neighborhood.

The pally father indulges in ado-
lescent behavior because he honest-
ly thinks it is_expected of him, or
because he thinks it is the best way
to strengthen his personal bonds
with his boy. He thinks Junior looks
up to him for having the courage
to sneak into private property and
take fish from a lake which sports
a huge “‘no fishing" sign. He plays
touchball with the boys and encour-
ages Junior to inch the ball forward
a few inches while the opposition is
in a huddle. Unfortunately, he
hasn't learned that out of these
small incidents, harmless as they
may seem, big lessons are learned,
lessons which may seriously color
the attitudes and habits of a boy
who is in the most impressionable
and formative years of his life.

Even though all small children
sometimes revolt at the presence
of standards, they want the com-
fort of knowing that reasonable
rules are for their own good and
will be enforced for that reason.
Pally behavior which puts Dad on
Junior's level is never good. The
father’s place in the family is as
head of the house and as an adult
when he takes part in the activities
of children. The pally parent might
stop and imagine himself having a
temper tantrum when the child
knocks over a stack of blocks he
has tediously constructed. Most pal-
ly behavior is about of this same

level.
