A coiiimon notion among fathers 
of young boys is that they should 
Iry to be a "pal" to theiii. Most ot 
them don't really mean to be a pal 
in the true sense of the word but 
tliinî  Ihey should spend some time 
doing tlie things boys iike to do with 
their son. Fathers usuaiiy begin the 
father-son relationship when the boy 
is bareiy big eiiough to stack biocks 
and continue it on the do-it-together 
basis until the boy begins to show 
a prefei'ence for the company of 
boys his own age. 

The wise father shares his boy's 
activities as a fatiier rather than as 
a pal. He is careful to see that his 
son respects him as a father, as a 
more mature person wiio knows how 
to enforce the rules of games piay-
cd together with fairness and firm-
ness. One of the obvious signs of 
the paiiy father is aiways aliowing 
the smail boy to win aii competi­
tive games piayed with father. Whiie 
aliowing the smail fry to win his 
share of victories, or a littie more, 
will do no harm, teaching him tiiat 
iie niust always win by letting him 
do it is hardly designed to prepare 
him to iose to boys of his own age 
as he must sometimes do when both 
are honestly striving to win. 

Tiie father who insists on being a 
pai has never learned that his small 
son doesn't want to play games or 
take part in sports with a grown 
man who behaves like iiis friends 
in the group. He accepts small be­
havior from his friends as okay, but 
he wants to feei that his fatiier is 
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a grown man who can take over 
any kiiotty situation which may 
arise in the group of boys and 
straighten it out. He wants to feei, 
too, that his father is not ti'ying to 
be a meniiier of the boy group even 
though he piays basebaii, footbaii, 
or soiTie other athletic game with 
them. Much of his respect for his 
father is based upon the knowiedge 
tliat a man is somehow more self-
sufficient and grown-up than are 
small boys; he gets a comfortable 
kick out of the unshakable belief 
that his father is the best athlete, 
the best muscieman, the smartest 
father in tiie whole country, to say 
nothing of iiis rank above other fa­
thers in the neighborhood. 

The paiiy father indulges in ado-
iescent behavior because he honest­
ly thinks it is,expected of him, or 
because he thinks it is the best way 
to strengthen his personai bonds 
with his boy. He thinks Junior looks 
up to him for iiaving the courage 
to sneak into private property and 
take fish froni a lake which sports 
a huge "no fishing" sign. He piays 
touchball with the boys and encour­
ages Junior to inch the haii forward 
a few inches whiie the opposition is 
in a huddie. Unfortunateiy, he 
hasn't learned that out of these 
small incidents, harmiess as they 
may seem, big iessons are learned, 
iessons wiiich may seriousiy coior 
the attitudes and habits of a boy 
wiio is in the most impressionable 
and formative years of his iife. 

Even though all small chiidren 
sometimes revolt at the presence 
of standards, they want the com­
fort of knowing that reasonabie 
ruies are for their own good and 
wiil be enforced for that reason. 
Paiiy behavior which puts Dad on 
Junior's level is never good. The 
father's place in the family is as 
head of the house and as an adult 
when he takes part in the activities 
of chiidren. The paiiy parent might 
stop and imagine him-seil having a 
temper tantrum when the chiid 
knocks over a stack ot biocks he 
has tediousiy constructed. Most pai­
iy behavior is about of this same

• Postmistress Mrs. Harry Watson 
' has announced that the Novi post

'a.m. to 5 p.m. Saturday, December 
13 and 20. Week day hours wil re 
main the same. 

If the rush,,expeotied to hit a peak 
begtantag December 13, is greater 
than anticipated, Mrs. Watson said, 
the office may be opened on Sun 
days. 

Wixom Postmaster Herbert Ab-
rams, who expects no real difficulty 
In handling Incoming and outgoing 
mail —, particularly now that the 

- office has been moved into new and 
larger quarters — said all hours 
will remain the same. ' 

The office is regularly open six 
days a week from 8 a.m. to 5:30 
p.m. 

The peak rush for outgoing mail, 
Abrams said, will start about De-
ceinber 13, and the peak for out-
going mail about a week later — 
five days before Christmas. 

Both f̂ postal officials urge resi 
dents to mail cards, letters and 
packages early to avoid "late mail" 
and to speed up local post office 
efficiency. 

Both gave the following tips for 
insuring prompt and safe delivery: 

1. Put an addressed slip of paper 
inside the package so it may be 
returned in case the wrapptag is 
destroyed or the outside address 
obliterated. 

2. Addresses should be printed 
plainly on ONE SIDE of packages. 

3. Print addresses on package 
wrappings — and not on labels 
which may peel off and become lost. 

4. If posible tie a string around 
letters labeled for specific areas, 
such as local, Detroit, other parts 
of Michigan, and for, other states. 
Air mall letters should be separated 
from regular mall. 

Officials remind residents that do-
mestic Christmas cards bearing no 
written message may be sent for 
3 cents if they are two ounces or 
under. 

Sealed cards containing written 
messages are subject to first class 
rates of 4 cents. 

Additional postage must be affix-
ed to packages that contata cards 
and letters. If not, the entire pack-
age may be sent at first class rates.

Present: Mayor Allen, Council-

Bills for $8,714.40 from the Gen-
oral Fund and $4,073.22 from the 
Water Fund were presented for pay 
ment and it was moved by Welch, 
seconded by Reed, that same be 
paid.

Councilman Stubenvoll, reporting 
for the committee on Christmas 
decorations, stated that they had 
met with Bruce Turnbull, president 
of the Retail Merchants Ass'n., re 
garduig this matter and were in­
formed that $850 had been collected 
by the Association from various 
sources for this project. They had 
installed, a 200 amp. service to take 
care of the lighting, as the City 
electrical inspector had said that 
a 100 amp. service was not suffi­
cient.

A resolution was presented to au 
thorize retaining the firm of Miller, 
Canfield, Paddock & Stone as Coun-
sel to assist in the processing, pre­
sentation and approval of a $300,000 
General Obligation Bond issue to be 
vbted upon by the qualified and 
registered voters of the City of 
Northville at the Primary Election 
to be held on Feb. 16th, 1959. The 
proceeds of this Bond issue shall 
be used to make additions to the 
Water distribution system, additions 
to the Water storage facilities, im­
provement of the quality and quan-
tity of water, and development of 
the new well site. In answer to 
questions raised by Sidney Frld as 
to bow the City will subsidize this 
issue, it was pointed out that a 
hydrant rental would be charged to 
the City's General Fund of $50 per 
hydrant per year, which would add 
approximately $6,000 to the yearly 
income from water. He was also In-
formed that according to the fig-
ures arrived at by James Pollock, 
the financial consultant of the City, 
that the revenues from water sales 
as projected over a 27-year period 
would more than take care of the 
bonds. At the conclusion of this dis-
cussion, it was moved by Reed, 
supported by Stubenvoll, that the 
resolution be adopted as presented. 
Carried. Mgr. Robertson was h -
structed to prepare a simplified 
form of the formula to be used for 

the Mayor and City Manager should 
talk with the D & R Bldg. Co. re-
garding the donation of this lot. 

An agreement between the City 
of Northville and the C & 0 R. R. 
Co. regarding the maintenance by 
the City of Northville of sewer and 
water lines to be installed by the 
Wayne Co. Road Commission un-
der the railroad right-of-way, was 
presented for consideration. Atty. 
Ogilvie reported that he and Mgr. 
Robertson had met with the attorn­
ey for the Wayne Co. Road Com­
mission to discuss this agreement, 
and it was pointed out that the 
Michigan Dept. of Health would 
O.K. this histallation if it was loop­
ed to the hydrant in front of War-
ren Products. Mr. Krue, of the 
D & R Bldg. Co. agreed that they 
would make the connection from the 
installation by the County under the 
Railroad at the time they install 
the sewer and water lhies to the 
property owned by them east of 
Warren Products. The City Council 
feels that a contract with the D & R 
Bldg. Co. must be acquired to loop 
the water line to the aforementioned 
hydrant before, the agreement with 
the C & 0 R.R. is signed, this in-
stailation to be made within a three 
year period. Atty Ogilvie will con-
tact Mr. ICrue regardmg 'this mat­
ter, and a special meeting will be 
held Monday night, Rec. Oth, -19SB,' 
to act on the C & 0 R.R. agree­
ment.

Despite the weather, ticket sales 
at the door were high, said Ciass 
Sponsor Robert Wiiiiams, and a 
large crowd turned out for both the 
pre-dance concert and the dance — 
about 650 tickets at $1 each were 
sold for the concert aione. 

In addition, the Four Freshmen, 
who arrived late from Phiiadeiphia 
— compietely canceling the con 
cert — agreed to cut their fee in 
haif, thus reducing the controver-
sial expenses by some $500. 

"But quite a tidy sum was prob-
abiy iost in spectator seat income," 
Wiiiiams said, when those who miss-
ed the concert were naturaiiy per-
mitted to ciaim spectator seats and 
hear the Freshmen at the dance. 

Previously tickets were to be sold 
separately for the concert ,for spec­
tator seats during the dance, and 
for the dance itseif. 

"With about $1,156 in total ticket 
saies, finai profits came ciose but 
not quite up to the break-even 
point, Willialns said. Entertainment 
fees amounted to $1,065. 

He added, though, that "even 
with the Freshmen's original ask­
ing price, the class could have made 
a profit if the weather had been 
good and everything had gone as 
scheduled." 

Comments from parents and stu-
dents indicated that other than fi-
nanciaiiy speaking — and even that 
wasn't so bad — the dance was a 
big success. 

Severai students and parents host­
ed pre-Hop parties, and many adults 
attended the dance. 

"The Freshmen lived up to our 
expectations," Wiiiiams said, add-
uig that "hiring a name entertain-
ment group again for a community 
iike Northviiie couid definitely be 
a money-making, not a money-ios-
hig propostion." 

The Frank Bridge orchestra of 
Detroit provided dance music 
tlirougiiout the evening.

The 1058-59 basketball season 
couldn't begin on a more spirited 
note than it wiii for the Mustang 
quintet this week end. 

Tomorrow at 6:36 p.m. the locai 
cagers wiii open the season at Wii-
low Run against the Fiyers who 
last year shattered Northviiie's 
tournament hopes in a wiid 60-53 
win. 

The foiiowing night here at 7 p.m. 
in the community buiiding. North-
viiie wiii tangie with the Piymouth 
squad which rocked the heipless 
'Mustangs in a 56-35 upset in the 
second contest iast year. 

Locaily, a revengeful spirit should 
be at a fever pitch. The stage is 
set for two exciting season openers 
— particuiariy on Saturday. But 
wiii the Mustangs measure up? Do 
they boast a potential winning 
team? 

These questions wiii be answered 
tomorrow and Saturday. Yet some 
Inkling of what they will be can be 
seen in the comments of Coach Stan 
Johnston and the actions of the 
team. 

The Norijiville mentor has repeat­
edly pointed out that the short prac­
tice period this year may hamper 
the Mustangs eariy hi the season. 
Practice — which began little more 
than a week ago — was held up 
nearly two weeks by a late footbaii 
scheduie. 

(The footbaii scheduie was ex-
tended this year because Ciarence-

• viiie had a two year agreement 
with Farmington to compiete, hence 
the Northviiie-Ciarenceviile game 
was postponed untii a iater date). 

Last Friday the Mustangs, with 
only a few practice sessions under 
their beits, scrimmaged wjth Wall-
ed Lake's class A quintet and came 

-, away victorious — 120-80. Johnston, 
obviously pleased with his team's 
performance, chided observers' op-
timistic predictions. He blamed 
over-optimism on the part of the 
pubiic as well as the team as a 
factor in the Mustangs second piace 
finish in the 1957-58 season. 

The Mustangs neariy chased West 
Bloomfield from the floor in the 
opener last year, but fell complete-
ly dead in the following contest 
with Plymouth, Johnston recalled. 

Northville will face two almost 
entirely new squads Friday and 
Saturday. Willow Run, which last 
year won only two games while 
losing eight, is building its hopes 
around two veterans, Marcellus 
Scott and Andrew Jones.

The unity of the faith to which we come 
as a result of Iteeping the unity of the spirit 
In the bond of peace is more than a crystaliz-
ed expression. 

Rather it is a thing of the spirit that is not 
discerned by the natural man. He cannot 
know it because it Is spiritually discerned. It 
must be experienced to be known. 

Al l normal adults have within themselves 
the knowledge of the truth of how to walk. 
Such knowledge is a spontaneous conscious­
ness. 

They know by this consciousness that they 
possess such knowledge. No one is able to 
take it from them by reason. Such truth can-
not be explained, lt can only be demonstrated. 

At one time none of us possessed the JuIow-
ledge of the truth of how to walk. We did 
not come into such knowledge by having it 
explained to us. Rather, we simply grew 
Info such knowledge through the spirit of 
life which moved in us by reason of our 
physical birth. 

The truth of God is like that. We must be 

born of the spirit to lead us into all truth. 
When we arrive it will not be at a crystal-

lized expression alone, but at a living con-
sciousness which fills us. 

The unity of the faith will be similar to 
the unity that exists In the knowledge of tlie 
truth of how to walk. There is no division 
among us as to this. A l l of us are united in 
the truth of how to walk because the same 
living consciousness fills us all. 

Even so When We arrive at the unity of. 
the faith there will be no divisions among us 
and all will speak the same thing because the 
same living consciousness will be filling 
us all. But now as we go on to perfection S

L e a r n M o r e A b o u t T e s t s 

Mrs. L. L. writes: "At a recent 
P-TA meeting the prmcipal of our 
daughter's grade school talked 
about the various tests the school 
gives to children and what the re­
sults are used for. My husband 
and I felt that his explanation was 
not entirely clear. Where can we 
find a book that will tell us more 
of the thbigs parents should know 
about these tests?" 
Trying to learn more about the 

tests your child takes at school is a 
worthy project one which more par­
ents should undertake. Presumably 
your letter refers to "standardized" 
tests, which are published and sold 
to schools by commercial publish­
ers. 

Perhaps the most widely used of 
these tests — the intelligence or I.Q. 
test — measures the child's capacity 
for learning. Next in popular usage 
are achievement tests, which mea­
sure how much the child has actu­
aiiy learned. Achievement tests are 
avaiiabie for most school subjects 
so that each teacher may determUie 
how much each child has learned 
in a particular subject. 

The child who scores high on an 
I.Q. test should make a superior 
score on a general achievement 
test if he makes full use of his 
learning capacity. If he achieves at 
a lower level than his learning ca-
-•acity has equipped him to achieve, 
educators dub him an "under-
achiever". Since his capacity sets 
the upper limit of his learning abil­
ity, he can't possibly score higher in 
achievement than his true intelli­

gence will permit. 
Let's remove any mystery which 

may seem to surround intelligence 
and achievement by using a simple 
kitchen illustration. Step right over 
here by the kitchen sink and exam-
me these two clear glass tumblers, 
one just half as large as the other. 
The larger one has an 8-ounce capa­
city for liquids and the smaller one 
has a 4-ounce capacity. Let's as­
sume that the water which we will 
draw out of this faucet represents 
learning, and we'll begin by filling 
the smaller tumbler brimming full 
with it. Once filled with four unces 
of water, the tumbler is completely 
full; and it has gained Its full ca­
pacity of learning and any addi 
tionai we might try to force into it 
will run off into the kitchen sink. 

Now, let's pour the water from 
the smaller tumbler into the larger 
one. We observe that the larger 
tumbler is only half filled;' its 
learning comes up to only half of 
its capacity. While the smaller 
tumbler held the water only by tax­
ing its full capacity, the larger one 
holds it easily.

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S A V I N G S 
OF DETROIT 

This simple illustration applies 
situation which exists In most 

classrooms. The child of average 
intelligence must work up to full 
capacity just to keep his level of 
achievement up to average; he must 
use all of his brain power to keep 
even with other children of average 
general intelligence, On the other 
hand, the child of superior intelll-
gence can make average grades 
with little or no effort. If however, 
he wishes to make superior grades, 
he too must work at full capacity 
Capacity represents the child 
ability to learn !• achievement 
what he actually does learn. 

The special aptitude tests men 
tinned above measure such special 
talents as musical aptitude, me­
chanical aptitude, artistic aptitude, 
aptitude for making thhgs with 
one's hands, and other specialized 
aptitudes. Aptitudes of this kind are 
akin to intelligence but only in that 
both are native traits, those which 
the child has at birth. Special ap 
titudes and intelligence do not nec­
essarily go together in the same per­
son. A child may be unsuccessful 
in school subjects and still achieve 
fame and fortune as a musician, 
artist, mechanical genius, or in 
some other work which requires 
kind of special aptitude.

An end has come to the subtrac­
tion of veterans' pensions from So­
cial Security disability benefits — 
the so-called "offset" law was kill-
ed by Congress shortly before it 
went home in August, when it pass-
ed the 1958 Social Security Act, 
Public Law 85-840. 

In two years, the notorious "off-
set" had denied their Social Se-
curity benefits to some 30,000 vet-
erans, all seriously disabled and un­
employed.

We make it a rule not to publish unsigned letters — 
although we do withhold signatures upoIi request. 

This week a letter arrived signed "Your Peripatetic Old 
Timer" bemoaning the passing of an iron rail which stood 
In front of our office for many years, lt was a favorite gather-
Ing place for many to exchange the time of day and watch 
the people go by. 

The writer says "I can remember sitting on this time 
worn rail, dangling my feet in the window well, discussing 
the topics of the day with long and true friends . . . . the 
quiet peace that sweeps over one as they rest on that com­
fortable rail is hard to describe". Furthermore the writer en­
closed a dime "for a suitable plaque, which I suggest could 
be installed on your building in the area of the deceased 
rails". 

We, too, regret the passing of this old landmark. Often 
wc enjoyed eavesdropping on the conversation of the fre­
quenters of the old rail from within the office. 

We suspect, perhaps, that the writer had not "dangled 
his feet in the window well" in recent years, however. It had 
bcome something of a problem — both for sanitary reasons 
(it was used as a catch-all) and as a fire hazard. In short, 
the window well held very little glamour for those workers 
in our shop who would usually find unpleasant contents of 
every description following each week end. 

The rail —- badly worn and staggering from the weight 
it had held for many years — was removed as a safety mea­
sure. One policeman called it "thc best thing that ever hap­
pened" when the rail came down. 

I'll go along with the oldtimer, however. It may look 
better in front of the Record. But something of the past has 
been removed. And we're nostalgic enough to be sorry, but 
progressive enough not to want it back. 

Your dime — along with a small contribution of our 
own -— has been turned over to the Pete Ely Memorial Fund. 
The late mayor was our closest contact with Northville of 
old. 

Perhaps something will come from this fund to give 
us a better Northville in the future.

SPECIAL SESSION Jitters have 
attacked the Michigan politicians 
who fear chaos in 1959. 

With the house evenly-divided be-
tween Republicans and Democrats, 
55 to 55, groups with immediate 
problems are predicting a squabble 
that will last until spring. They 
worry that a continued instability 
wiii prevent constructive legislation 
which can solve their problems. 

Technicaiiy, the legislature for 
1959 will convene at 12 noon Jan-
uary 14. 

* » • 
IF TRADITION HOLDS, most of 

the controversial and important de­
cisions — the budget, taxes and 
major policy matters — will be by­
passed until the jam up in the 
dying days of the session. 

Agencies and special interest 
groups are afraid that their causes 
will be lost in tlie bickering of the 
early parts of the session and dis­
regarded in the log-jam at the end. 

• » * 
THERE ARE PROBLEMS that 

need immediate action, some of 
them urgently. 

Probate judges want something 
done quickly about the juveniles 
in trouble because of mental illness­
es and who cannot receive treat­
ment because state institutions are 
overcrowded. 

Schoolmen are worried that the 

education provided by financially 
distressed local schools will fall far 
below mmimum standards. They 
want money problems settled now. 

There is pressure to get started 
early on a program to obtam new 
sources of revenue, possibly a state 
income tax. 

• • • 
With the state heading for a def­

icit estimated up to $100,000,000 and 
state agencies running into new 
pools of red ink every day, it is 
understandable that the worried 
ones want early action. 

The most recent request for a 
special session in December came 
from Rep. James Goulette (R-
Ironwood), who was defeated and 
will not be back for the regular 
session starting January 14. 

He wants the $5,000 pay of legis­
lators raised to $7,500. 

• • • 
Gov. Wiiiiams has informally re-

jccted all attempts to get the legis­
lature back before 1959. 

Most of the items suggested were 
before the 1958 legislature and he 
can see little point in a repeat per-
formance in which the same men 
who failed to act m three of four 
months will be asked to settle ev-
erything in three or four days, 

• • • 
Then too, a special session would 

bring back the Republican majori-

ty in the House; the 1959 session 
will give him a better chance to get 
the Democratic version of the so-
lutions. 

Another factor is that at least 15 
members of the 1958 legislature will 
not be in the same status when the 
1959 session begins. Six Repubii-
can House members will not be 
back in 1959, five Senators will 
have retired or moved to other 
arenas. 

• • • 
ONE QUESTION in William's poi-

iticai future is already settled. 
The governor, whose vote was 

third in the Democratic races this 
year, was considered an even-mon-
ey bet to try for the U.S. Senate 
scat now held by Patrick V. Mc-
Namara in 1960. 

It was assumed by observers that 
his relatively poor showing would 
hurl his chances for the presidential 
nomination. 

But Wiiiiams announced he wouid 
support McNamara in the 1960 pri­
mary. This leaves the same observ­
ers guessing what he does plan. 
When they recall the background 
picture, they can find no real indi­
cation what the governor has in his 
mind. 

« « « 
McNamara was almost an interlop­

er in 1952 when he entered the pri­
mary against Blair Moody, the 

choice of Williams, for the Senate 
seat then held by Homer E . Fer­
guson. 

Williams had appointed Moody, a 
Detroit newspaperman, to the seat 
in the Senate vacated with the deatli 
of Senator Arthur E . Vandenberg. 
Moody was later defeated by Re-
publican Charles E. Potter. 

So, this was to be the comeback 
of Moody with Williams' blessing 
and vote-getting power. 

Moody died tragically before the 
spring primary and, though he re-
ceived a sizeable "memorial vote", 
McNamara, of course, was elected 
as the Democratic candidate. 

* • • 
Democrats ware forced to shift 

gears and support McNamara, and 
most will agree that Williams' pop-
ularity meant the difference in the 
vote which elected McNamara. 

There has not been the rapport 
between Williams and McNamara 
that there was between Williams 
and Moody. Now, Williams is whole-
heartedly, at least publicly, sup-
porting McNamara for re-election, 

Few expect the governor to try 
for a seventh consecutive two-year 
term in Michigan, He has now held 
office longer than any other govern-
or. 

But like most things in politics, the 
voter will have to wait and see, and 
vote in 1960.

Y o u C a n B u i l d Y o u r O w n w a l l A g a m s t I n f l a t i o n 
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Babson Park, Mass. — Are you 
one who finds yourself constantly 
worrying about your financial fu-
ture? Do you never seem to have 
quite enough money to make both 
ends meet? Perhaps, while success­
ful in many ways, you are a very 
poor manager of your own finances? 
You are, if you are a young mar­
ried couple with children and if you 
have not cash reserves, available 
for emergencies, equal to your an­
nual earnings, or if you are not 
building solidily in that direction! 

I ended last week's column by 
forecasting that we will find the 
Democratic cure for inflation worse 
than the Republican disease of tax­
ation. This week let me expand this 
thought. Both the war and peace­
time demands of our economy have 
uicreased the federal debt nearly 
$260 billions since 1932 to a figure 
now pegged by law at $288 billions. 
This is an average debt of some 
$6,000 per family. I suspect that by 
the early 1960's our federal debt 
limit may well be lifted to $300 
billions. 

A first important reason for the 
climbing debt is that our govern­
ment is fighting an extremely act­
ive cold war. America's concern 

over what goes on in the rest of 
the world increases the national 
debt. Stepped-up nuclear weapons 
research and production, and the 
very expensive probing of outer 
space, also add to the national 
debt. And if Russia dumps onto 
worid Iiiarkets stiii more raw ma-
teriais produced by slave labor, the 
U.S. Government will undoubtedly 
have to undertake financial opera­
tions to help protect American ag­
riculture and industry. As the debt 
limit goes up and government act­
ivity expands, you can be sure costs 
will go up and nobody's dollars will 
go even as far as they go today. 
A second important reason for in­
flation is the "easy-buck" attitude 
of both labor and management to­
ward government work. We all 
know that if productivity increases 
faster than wages, prices decline, 
on the other hand, if wages go up 
faster than productivity, prices rise. 
In the interest of national well-be­
ing we must fight a vigorous cold 
war. In so doing, however, it is 
obvious that unless we give. our 
government a full measure of pro­
ductivity, we only cheapen our own 
dollars in the long run. 

To be prosperous, a nation must 

be productive. Productivity comes 
from two sources: government 
spending and consumer spending. 
It is both government spending and 
the tremendous rise in consumer 
spending that have increased our 
standard of livmg so markedly. The 
American spirit of "the opportuni-
ty is there if you want to make 
something of it" has driven our 
standard of living to startlingiy high 
levels in recent years. 

This example of Americans con­
suming their way to prosperity has 
perhaps done as much as anything 
to combat Soviet ideology. But there 
has been serious danger inherent 
in consumer spending. Adequate 
personal, as well as corporate, 
standards of financial conduct have 
been lacking. Like the prodigal son, 
many have awakened during this 
past year to find they have spent 
all their resources and are right 
back where they started a dosien 
or fifteen years ago. 

L therefore, urge a carefully 
considered program of finances for 
all. I conclude that oldsters will 
have profited from experience. 

Here, then. Is a program for 
young people. First, build up your 
cash reserves to a point where 

Ihey equal a year's earnings 
(Savings Banks, Federal Savings 
Association, Postal Savings, Gov-

i ernment Bonds); second, start an 
inexpensive straight life Insur­
ance program; third, purchase a 
good non-cancellable health insur-
ance policy as a protection while 
you are getting established in 
the early years of your work and 
while your earnings are but mod-
est; fourth, buy a home ot thc 
type and in an area that will 
appreciate In value; fifth, with 
the help of good financial coun-
selor commence an investment 
program, preferably of good com-
mon stocks, to help offset thc 
Inflationary spiral. Keep your 
holdings well divcrslflcd. Kemcm-
ber the clue to financial well-
being Is saving and investing part 
of every pay check before spend-
ing any of it for the necessities 
of living.

bers agreed, is a nuisance and 
should be abandoned immediately. 

The Wixom council recently voted 
to change parking on Pontiac trail 
and Wixom roads to angle parkhig. 
However, the county insists that 
parallel parking be retained. 

Wixom merchants are the chief 
objectors to the present system. 
Their representatives at the meet­
ing argued that parallel parkhig is

Monday .Judge Russell Holland of 
the Oakland county circuit court 
denied ^ request by David Fried;

Fried maintahis his clients were 
not informed that they could use 
the building for set fee, but were 
denied its use because the dancing 
classes were a "profit making ven­
ture". 

Members of the recreation board 
maintain that the group was taform 
ed the building was available for 
the classes at the "mmimum $10 
charge". The board action was bas­
ed on similar cases where persons 
wish to use the building for "pri­
vate affairs" (such as receptions). 
They also pomt out that the dancing 
teacher is not a resident of Novi 
and receives a profit for teaching 
without paying a fee for the use of 
the building. 

According to Fried, approximate­
ly 13 children were members of the 
class. From September 1957 until 
June 1958 the group used the com­
munity building free of charge for 
two hours each Saturday momtag. 

When a request for use of the 
hall was made again this year.

The newly appotated admtaistrat-
or this week revealed that the first 
state payment of about $11,000 would 
be 'made sometime ta February.I-lannilg"' 

After the public hearing ended, 
the planntag commission decided to 
postpone a decision on the rezoiiing 
request until the commission's next 
regular meettag December 29. More 
time is needed to study the request, 
members'agreed. 

An unusual twist to the zoning 
issue which raised the ire of several 
persons at the hearing is the fact 
that Commissioner William Flynn is 
owner of the property under ques­
tion. 

Flynn requested the area be 
changed from light manufacturing 
(M-1) to trailer park (R-3) so that 
George Haas, a prospective buyer, 
might construct a trailer court on 
the property. 

The proposed site is located on the 
south side of Grand River — just 
west of the gas appliance buildtag— 
and between the C & 0 track and 
Taft road. 

Haas has revealed plans to build 
a court large enough to accommo-
date 50 trailers. The proposed court, 
which will cost an estimated $100,-
000-plus, would be operated by Haas 
from a home on the site. 

Edwin M. Stemberger, an adjota-
ing property owner at 4S22S Grand 
River, was chief spokesman for the 
opposition group at the heartag. 

His group's complatats were:

Christmas eve 30 years ago a 
bright red package was delivered 
to Novi. 

It had four wheels, ladders, hoses 
and a purring motor — envy of 
communities throughout this area. 

Christmas day the package was 
unwrapped and Novi's first fire 
truck was racing off to answer the 
department's first fire call. 

Walter Tuck, first Novi fire chief, 
recalled the birth of the department 
this week on the eve of the depart-
ment's 30th bkthday. His recollec-
tions were prompted by prepara­
tions underway for the fifth annual 

fireman's dance set for 9 p.m. Sat­
urday at the community building. 

This year's dance will be based 
upon the 30th anniversary theme. 
A special program is planned. 

Tickets for the dance may be pur­
chased from firemen and at local 
stores. All proceeds will be turned 
over to the 'firemen's fund for pur­
chase of fire protection equipment. 

Tuck's earliest recollections of the 
department actually go back farther 
than that Christmas Eve 30 years 
ago. 

"I was tavlted to go along with 
some of the officials to a dtaner at 

Frankenmuth given by the people 
selling the truck," the retired chief 
said. 

It was during the prohibition era, 
he recalled, and before they had a 
chance to eat, police raided the 
place. "Of course we hadn't been 
drinktag," he chuckled, "so we 
were told to leave and come back 
later." 

While the police were "cleantag" 
up the place, tfie Novi group busied 
themselves by lookmg at another 
truck for sale. 

One of the early stories tossed 
around now at the department while

firemen are enjoyfag coffee, con-
corns the "wild ride to Wixom','.. 

Although Tuck won't vouch for 
accuracy, he does admit parts of 
the story sound familiar. 

According to department story 
tellers, a Wbcom official had argued 
that if a fire broke out ta his town 
the Novi department would arrive 
in time only to see the last stick go 
lip In flames. -

Someone from Novi challenged the 
Wixom man's contention, and 
wager was soon made. ''If you're 
so sure they can get here.that fast 
why don't you give them a ring?'', 
the Wixom man reportedly asked. 

The call was placed — and .the 
firemen who had been noticed 
earlier to "get the engtae ready'' 
were off. It was a record run. The 
engine jerked to a halt in Wixom 
and the men scrambled out to spray 
the "fire''. 

The wide grta of the wtaner soon 
vanished, however, when water 
barely dripped out of the hose.. The 
water had frozen ta the hoses, •, 

Today's fire department is a';iop-
i'anked outfit. In addition to ^e 
1928 Rio, which still is used ocĉ v 
sionally, the department has a 195S 
LaFrance capable of pumping 750 
gallons per minute, a 1958 XfiQO-. 
gallon Ford tanker equipped, with 
hoses and ladders and a 1945 Chev-
rolet which can pump 500 gallons 
per minute. 

The ..(department also owns an 
emergeilcy car and two-way radio 
equipment, and maintains a regular 
force of IS on-call firefighters, 

Fred Loyne? is the fire chief, and 
Lee BeGole Is the director of public 
safety in charge ot both the police 
and fire departments. . }}\ 

Another quartely payment of nearly 
$23,000 Is due in June. 

This money was formerly paid to 
Oakland county. But now that Novi 
is ^ village and responsible for about 
58')miles of area roads, the money 
is-to be paid directly to the village. 

State money allocated to the vil-
laeie for maintenance of these roads. 
Button explained, will mean that 
about two to three times as much 
money will be spent each year than 
was spent when the county was re 
sponsible for Novl roads. 

Representatives of the State High-
way Department met with the vil­
lage council recently to map out 
steps and regulations necessary for 
obtaining this state aid. 

Under state regulations 30 per­
cent of the money allocated must go 
for .maintenance of "minor" or sec 
ondary village roads and 70 per­
cent for major arteries. 

Another fact disclosed at the con-
.ferehoe was that Novi would be per­
mitted as a village to accept 
"matching funds'' — ta addition to 
the money already earmarked for 
village, roads. 

"A matching fund. Button explata 
ed, would mean that the village 
would have to contribute an amount 
eqiial to state money for specific 
road projects, 

The state requires the village to 
make a yearly report of how much 
and in what ways its money was 
used. Outlines for uses of future 
state money also are requked. 

Currently, the Novi road depart 
ment is operating under the interim 
budget adopted by the council sev­
eral weeks ago. 

The budget tacludes $7,000 for 
piirchase of grader equipment as 
well as $5,000 for regular road work. 
"Three weeks ago the council pur­
chased a $950 used GMC truck, first 
of three such purchases the council 
plaiis to tasure good roads. Negoti-
atidhs tire underway for the pur-
ch ŝe of a $3,500 used road grader. 

(5) School facilities, tacluding 
transportation, police and ftae pro-
tection would be needed for at least 
55 new families. 
• Another adjotatag property own­

er, Roy L. Shupe, 26220 Taft road, 
gave the commission a petition sign-
ed by area residents who object to 
the zoning change — specifically to 
the proposed trailer court. 

Shupe contended the court would 
be a nuisance, requktag the addi-
tion ot several policemen to handle 
"increased numbers of complatats 
comtag from a trailer court.'' 

Herbert Koester,'president of the 
Farmers' Protective association, 
said his organization bad resolved 
to fight agatast construction "of 
this or any other trailer court". 

Representtag Haas at the meet-
ing was Russell Ellis, a real estate 
broker. 

Ellis argued that a "slum trailer 
park'' cannot be built in Novi under 
present ordtaances — and that un-
der the M-1 or light manufacturtag 
status of the property, "somethtag 
more undesirable than a mobile 
homes'could be established". 

Haus himself attempted to explain 
that he would not permit any kind 
of slum to grow up ta the court, 
but he was slapped down by a bar-
rage of stinging objections and ac-
cusations. Later he offered to build 
a motel Instead of the trailer court 
if it met with the public's approval. 

Construction of a motel would 
require a different zoning change — 
and another public heartag. 

Earlier in the eventag, the com-
mission turned down a request to 
rezone an area from agricultural-
resident (AG and R1-F) to commer-
cial (C-2).

The'Michigan State Department of 
Health has approved applications 
aiid plans for a trailer park to be 
located at the southeast comer of 
Pontiac trail and West roads. 

In a letter sent to Township Clerk 
Hadley Bachert, the department ex-
plained that their approval was pre-
liminary and that the Novi govern-
mental unit still must approve or 
disapprove the proposed trailer 
site — which is located ta an area 
zoned R-4 or multiple dwellings. 

The application was submitted to 
the state by the Associated Invest-
ments Cos., 3750 Glendale, Detroit. 
It calls for a court to contain no 
more than 222 trailer coaches. 
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
