Tom is ex-
ceedingiy cooperative, iiveiy, friend, 
iy, dependabie, and a leader in iiis 
group. Joe is a "gloomy Gus" who 
disiii<cs participating in group act! 
vities, is belligerant, and has few 
friends in the room. Would you con 
.sider this difference in their citi­
zenship to be something which

It depends on what you think marks 
should mean; should they reflect 
oniy learning achievement or sliould 
they represent aii of the desirable 
personaiity characteristics of the 
chiid? 

Would the marks you gave refiect 
the chiid's industry, determination, 
affabie cooperation, concern for the 
interests and welfare of others, gen­
uine affection for his teachers, 
sdaptability, and initiative?

The venerable axiom about the 
value of "an appie for the teacher" 
may contain a sizabie grain of 
trutii, especially as practiced by the 
modern grade schooi chiid. Tlie 
shining, red apple has now been 
replaced witli tiie ready smiie, eag­
er heip for the teacher, dinner invi­
tations, weii-time inquiries about the 
teacher's family or dog or a sly 
compliment. And wiio would say 
thai he could easiiy avoid repaying 
these spontaneous and delightfui lifts 
toward a more bearabie day when 
marking time roiled around? 

and if )ie did, I am afraid they wouid 
be fuii of lioles! When you put a 
ceiling on a man's earnings by tax­
ing his initiative, man tends to give 
up. And wiien you soak business 
and industry, you begin to destroy 
those financial sources that built 
our great educational institutions, 
hospitals, research centers and li­
braries. You then begin to scare 
away private risk capital because 
the return is just not worth the risk. 
Then government steps into the 
breach to subsidize those projects 
whicli private capital foi'merly un­
dertook.

one. Uncle Sam has no mystical 
source of revenue. Money for your 
unemployment security or oid-age 
tension comes out of your pocket, 
not Uncie Sam's. He has no pockets; 

individual, littie by little, surrend. 
ers certain aspects of his freedom 
in exchange for what he thinks is 
security. 

In my humble opinion, it then be­
comes but a matter of time before 
national bankruptcy sets in; in that 
event, all of our economic legisla­
tion may not be worth the paper the 
laws are written on. It may not 
happen in your lifetime, or perhaps 
even in your chiidren's life span; 
but it can happen sometime. The 
history books will look back upon 
such a period as an era of economic 
leaches. I have long said that the 
next sizable depression will be 
brought about by organized labor's 
over-reaching itself. While we should 
be grateful for labor's watchful eye, 
we should at the same time be con­
cerned about strikes and about any 
of labor's actions which result from 
its being exempt from the Anti-
Trust laws. 

OUR FOUNDING FATHERS 
Our founding fathers expressed 

their freedom in terms of respon­
sibility. Each, indeed, was his bro­

ther's keeper. Men were ciose to 
one another. If there was a fire, 
they had to work together to put it 
out; if roads were to be buiit ,the 
buiiding bcame a community proj­
ect; and the iaggards were chastis­
ed by their neighbors.

Hardest-hit of governmental func­
tions was the public welfare sys­
tem and taxpayers wiii be paying 
the biii for months. 

Nine counties ran out of money 
before December 1 and called upon 
the state to support their entire 
welfare programs. The largest 
county to thai point was Muskegon, 
the city that several years ago be­
came the classic example of eco­
nomic distress for the nation. 

Counties normally pay up to 70 
percent for welfare services, with 
the state paying 30 percent.

FiI'st signs of trouble came dur­

ing the spring when the welfare 
caseioads dropped, but much less 
than in other years. Generaiiy more 
jobs are avaiiabie in the summer, 
but iast year there were fewer such 
opportunities. 

The situation worsened steadily. 
Now the state welfare officials are 
predicting a deficit approaching 
$15,000,000. 

They already have asked for a 
combined Federal-state-local pro­
gram totaling $179,474,204 for 1959-
66, a jump from the inadequate 
$125,490,359 available during this 
fiscal year. 

Price of special programs, includ­
ing direct relief, services to the 
blind, and other welfare functions, 

wiii soar from $55,494,500 to $61,-
955,380, 

Costs of state institutions under 
the sociai weifare department will 
increase from $4,226,310 to $6,420,-
706, most of the hike going mto a 
new Boys Vocational ' School at 
Whitmore Lake, 

• * • 
This is just one phase of state 

government that wiil need more 
money during the next fiscal year. 

Mental health officials are anx­
ious to ease the overcrowding in 
liospitais, the state's prisons are 
jammed and a sitdown strike at 
Jackson was attributed to the iow 
budget for food. 

Public heaith services need ex­
panding to care for an increased 
caseload; the state's public colleg­
es and universities fear they will 
lose key faculty members unless 
they get a salary raise. 

« • < 
That is the background, a partial 

picture, of the problem faced by the 
1959 legislature, which is already 
spiit between House and Senate, 
Repubiicans and Democrats, urban 
and rural. 

The scene is complicated by a 
new campaign to revamp the state's 
tax structure, a plan headed by an 
income tax proposal which is bound 
to become controversiai.

There may be proposed a doubled 

tax on beer, now taxed at $1.25 per 
barrel, and other levies. 

The only safe wager as the 1959 
session gets underway is that, while 
some of the problems will not be

MICHIGAN'S Department of Lab­
or is a misnomer. 

For years, it has been confused 
with the State Labor Mcidiation 
Board, the Workmen's Compensa­
tion Department and the Michigan 
Empioyment Security Commission 
(MESC). The department neither 
mediates labor disputes, handles 
claims from injured workers or ar­
ranges weekly benefits for those 
who are out of work. 

Actulally, the department's major 
task is industrial safety. 

• • « 

It conducts inspections in factor­
ies, enforces regulations concernmg 
elevators, handles claims for back 
wages and performs a large num­
ber of services both for the indus­
try and working man. 

Another of its functions is to en­
force the state's child labor law. 
Before a child under 18 can work 
for money, he must have the ap­
proval of the state labor depart­
ment.

Beamish had run for a spot on the 
Wixom city council at the last elec­
tion. He finished eighth with 159 
votes in the race for six council 
seats. 

Although the vote was by secret 
ballot, it was generally well-known 
that Balon got his support from 
Councilmen Chambers, Gerald Ab­
rams and Walter Tuck. Lahti and 
Gunnar Mettala backed Beamish. 

Under the charter, the vacant 
council position had to be filled 
within 60 days by a majority of the 
remaining members of the council 
because it occurred more than 120;

Request for approval of a pro­
posed $340,000 trailer park near 
Walled Lake was denied this week 
by Village Building Inspector Har­
old Ackley. 

Ackley based his denial on the 
grounds that the proposed park, to 
be located at the southeast corner 
of Pontiac and West roads, is zoned 
R-4 or multiple dwellings and not 
R-3, trailer park. 

John Weiss, representative of As. 
•sociated Investment company, De­
troit, which owns the proposed park 
site and which plans to build the 
park, said the matter has been 
turned over to the company attor-
ney to determine what action his 
organization will take. 

The investment company may re­
quest a zonuig change through the 
Village Plannuig Commission. Such 
a request would necessitate a pub­
lic hearing — similar to the one 
held here a week ago. 

Accordmg to Weiss, "the park will 
be the most modern, attractive one 
in Michigan." He estimated the 222-
iinit park would cost between $325,-

Although the manager issue spark­

ed the first major disagreement 
among the councilmen since incor-
poration, members acknowledged 
afterward that tadividual arguments 
stemmed from a genuine desire to 
get the best man. 

The issues which spawned dis­
agreement were these: 

Four members — President Walt­
er Tuck, Dirk Groenenberg, Dicron 
Tafralian and Philip Anderson — 
wanted to hire one of two appli­
cants already interviewed for the 
position. 

Cuuncilman Russell Button, who 
wasn't wholly satisfied with either 
applicant, wanted to postpone hir­
ing anyone until more of the nearly 
40 applicants were interviewed; 

Tuck and Anderson favored the 
older experienced applicant who has 
an engtaeering background, while 
Groenenberg and Tafralian appear-
ed to favor the younger man with 
less practical experience but who 
has tadicated a desire to tackle all 
facets of the job, 

The two men considered were: 
Harold W. Heideman, 57, a self-

employed civil engtaeer from Ro-
meo, and Donald H. Ackerman, Jr., 
28-year-old assistant political science 
.rro£,essnir-..at Western Michigan uni­
versity. . 

Heideman is a graduate of Notre 
Dame university, with past experi-
ence as surveyor, for the Ohio State 
highway department, assistant en-
gtaeer for Toledo, field engineer for 
the Department of Interior, manager 
and city engineer for West Branch, 
iTianager-city engineer for Manis-
tique, and engineer-manager for 
Missaukee county road commission. 

Ackerman, who also is assistant 
director of the Michigan Citizenship 
Clearing House, graduated from 
Syracuse university, has had gradu-
ate work in political science, pub­
lic administration, social sciences, 
local government and administra­
tion, and is a former teacher of 
handicapped children and a high 
school coach. . 

The unusual council proceedtags 
started when Button's motion to 
interview additional applicants died 
without support. Button, in attempt 
to brtag the issue to a head, then 
motioned to hire Heideman, follow­
ed by no votes from himself, Groen­
enberg, Tafralian, and yes votes by 
Tuck and Anderson. 

Button then motioned to hire Ack­
erman, joined Anderson and Tuck in 
no votes, while Groenenberg and 
Tafralian voted yes. 

Later, Button stood alone when 
he voted to consider more appli­
cants for the position — which fi­
nally drew support. The other four 
councilmen voted agatast his mo-
tion, 

A deadlock resulted when tbe • 
council voted agatast tabling the 
matter until a future meeting. 

Ftaally, after reconsideration, the 
coimcil voted to make further ta-
quiries, into the backgrounds of 
both Heideman and Ackerman and 
to Interview more applicants for 
the position. 

The council yesterday was to 
agata all of the applications reciev-
ed for the position and deijide 
which - if any — should be tater-
viewed. Meanwhile, Groefienberg 
and Tafralian were to draft- letters 
of inquiries on Ackerman and 
Heideman, 

Advertisements for the post were 
carried in several newspapers and 
lerlodicals last month. They stlpu-
ated the annual approximate salary 

range of the manager would be 
between $S,000 to $6,000. 

The council originally hoped to 
hire a manager before December 
31, but tatervlewtag of additional 
applicants may force postponement 
until- early next year. 

In other business • Monday, the 
council voted to accept Ward's Sup­
er Service bid of $555 -for four snow 
and mud tires for the village truck;

the scene led police to believe his 
story about the knife and gun. 

iiudry stood mute on advice of 
counsel Monday when arraigned at 
Pontiac on a charge of assault with 
intent to do great bodily harm. Cir-
cuit Court Judge Wiiiiam J . Beer, 
who set bond at $20,000, ordered 
Budry to appear for a sanity com­
mission hearing Monday. 

According to Berkley Poiice Chief 
Peter Sykes, Budry has admitted 
siugging a woman empioyee of a 
Berkley cleaning estabiishment. Af-
ter beating the woman to uncon­
sciousness with his gun, he reported­
ly tied her up inside the shop. 

He told poiice he then went out 
to the Wailed Lake amusement park 
area, slashed his ciothes and tiirew 
away the knife and gun so poiice 
wouid beiieve he was a robbery vie 
tim. 

Authorities, who used scythes, 
brooms and blow torches to c l ^ r 
away the snow and brush, were 
anxious to find the knife because a 
similar weapon is beUeved to have 
been used in the brutal slaying of 
seven-year-old Barbara Gaca in 
1955. 

The 25-year-old Berkley creamery 
worker denied he had any part in 
the Gaca killing. 

However, Sykes said Budry con­
fessed to an attack on another Berk­
ley woman four years ago. He re­
portedly told state police that his 
"occasional urge" to attack women 
goes back to his youth. He couldn't 
remember the name of the "other 

women I have bothered." 
Budry was arrested a week ago 

by Officers Vern Loeffler nnd D'­
Arcy Young of the Novi police de­
partment after they received a tip 
from Vic Vickers, park superin­
tendent, that a suspicious man had 
entered the park wearing blood-
spattered clothing, Budry made no 
attempt to escape.

This Saturday's Teen Record Hop, 
sponsored by the navy recruiter, 
will be a Christmas dance. 

To be held, as usual in the Amer-
can Legion hall, the dance is 
scheduled for 1:30 to 5 p.m. 

Cold viruses are on the march! 
That's the word from Dr. Joseph 

G. Molner, Wayne county health 
commissioner, who says cold virus­
es find increasing numbers of vic­
tims during the first weeks of fall. 

There also are two other "peak 
periods" for colds. They occur in 
January and later March or April. 

According to Dr. Molner, colds are 
dangerous chiefiy because they low­
er resistance of the breathing pas­
sages to germs. These germs, he 
explains, often are present in the 
nose and throat, but cause illness 
only under conditions which permit 
them to muitipiy. This fact is one 
reason why a coid often precedes 
oneumonia, sinus infection or ear 
infection. 

The common cold, which is spread 
from person to person, is caused by 
any one of a dozen or more viruses. 
Dr. Molner says. 

These viruses are not destroyed 
by any drug or remedy known at 
present. However, infections which 
may follow a cold may respond to 
treatment with antibiotics, he added. 

Dr. Molner suggests the foiiowing 
precautions for avoiding colds 

(l) Whenever possible, stay away 
from anyone who has a cold, and

The dilema recalls that most of our fav-
orite commercial Christmas cookies are of 
German o r ig in . 

Nor thv i l l e homemakers ate lucky this 
Christmas to have the w i l l i n g assistance — 
both in pronunciation and recipes -— of our 
Gerinan exchange student, l l k a Hartmann, 
and her Amer ican "mother", M r s . Drake 
Older. 

Mrs . Older, Who is now studying for a 
degree i n home economics, has been t ry ing 
her hand at German dishes ever since I lka 
arrived this July from Hamburg . 

Throughout the summer — " W e had 
German meals every Saturday," says I lka — 
she nnd l l k a collaborated on such projects 
as Weisskohle (white cabbage), Sauerfleish 
(pickled meat) and Pfannkuchen (pancakes). 

l n preparation for this Christmas, Mrs . 
Older made some SpringeJe Saturday. 

Other popular holiday treats i n the Older 
household, such as pecan balls and stuffed 
date butter cookies, although of unknown 
ancestry, also have their German counter-
parts, and have been adopted by families the 
world over. 

Here are the recipes on which I lka and 
Mrs. Older have compared notes. Mrs . Older, 
i t should be pijinted out, has tested each 
recipe.

"We are rich, for He Was poor!"—Seven 
words of one syllable each. What a lovely 
expression!

Through annual contributions free 
chest X-rays are made available to 
everyone. Special programs and 
trained workers seek to get every 
person before an X-ray camera 
every year to make sure that he 
has no TB. Through education pro­
grams the dangers of TB are 
brought home to everyone — adult 
and child alike. 

Christmas Seal funds are taWng 
tuberculm testing programs into 
schools where a test given to a 
child can determme whether he has 
been exposed to tuberculosis germs. 
If he has, it must he someone fa 
his family ckcle who has tafected 
him. A follow-up program will ftad 
that person and tell him he is sick 
although he may not know it. Medi­
cal treatment will keep the tadivid-
ual from becoming dangerously ill 
and protect others in the family 
from the disease.

Western Eiectric, manufacturing 
and suppiy unit of the Beii Tele­
phone System, has been operating 
from a Detroit warehouse at 882 
Oakman bouievard suice 1936 but 
increased storage requirements nec­
essitated the move to larger quar­
ters. The new Piymouth structure 
at 969 North Sheldon road covers 
420,666 square feet of fioor space 
and more than doubles the space 
formeriy used in Detroit. 

The new piant aiso absorbs 30,666 
' square feet of area formeriy rented 
by Western froni a private concern. 

Pianning for the big move of 
equipment and supplies began fuiiy 
a year ago, according to Arnold D. 
Johanson, manager of Western Eiec­
tric distributing house. 

"More than 86,060 items a month 
ivere shipped froni the Oakman 
piant," said Johanson. "With that 
volume, we had to make sure there 
was a precise spot for everything 
from a tiny fiber washer weighing 
a fraction of an ounce, to lead-cov­
ered cable on reels tipping the 
scaies at thousands of pounds." 

• The iarge structure inciudes a 
two-story area at tho front and a 
high-ceiling storage and loadmg sec 
tion at the rear. On the first floor 
are the repair shop, trucking courts, 
and storage areas. The second floor 
includes aii offices, a cafeteria, 
first aid and locker rooms, and a 
data processing section. The adjac­
ent parking area provides room for 
666 cars. 

Currently Western employs some 
606 distribution personnei and about 
.56 instaiiation empioyees. Michigan 
Beii, chief customer of this distrib­
uting center, aiso has about 90 
piant and accounting personnel lo-
cated in the buiiding. They handle 
suppiy matters for the Michigan 
company 

Michigan Beii receives at the 
piant materiai orders from some 66 
storerooms in aii divisions of the 
state, processes them and turns 
them over to Western Electric. 
When Western completes the order, 
Michigan Beii ships the material 
througiiout the state, either by its 
own fleet, or by other commercial 
carriers. 

The Plymoutii distributing house 
is one of more than 36 centers locat­
ed in key areas across the country. 
They are operated by Western Eiec­
tric as one phase of its four-foid 
responsibiiity to the Beii System-
manufacturing, instaiiation, pur­
chasing, and distribution of equip­
ment for providing telephone ser­
vice. The centers also recondition 
and repair equipment when neces­
sary. 

'We pian to have an open house 
at a iater date," said Johanson, "so 
that the peopie of the area as weii 
as the famiiies of our employees 
may inspect our new faciiities." 

Piymouth was one of 67 sites ex­
amined for a new distributing cen­
ter. Western picked it because it is 
readiiy accessibie to rail and high­
way transportation and has ade-

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P r o p o s e d S t a t e T a x R e v i s i o n s E x p l a i n e d 

Michigan's liousc of representatives taxation committee 
is currently studying the report for tax revisions in the state 
as submitted by the Citizens' Advisory Tax Committee. 

This weelv Speaker of the House George M . Van Pcursem 
reviewed the recommendations in his weekly newsletter. 

Because of the widespread interest in this effort to re-
vise Michigan's tax system, we are presenting Speaker Van 
Peursem's report in full. 

lJesides the well-publicized "income tax," the report in-
eludes many other features that directly affect every taxpayer. 
In particular, Northville residents should note the suggestion 
that state refunds to cities racing pari-mutuel funds be dis-
continued. Cities where tracks are located would be allowed 
Io levy admission taxes, however. 

The report follows. 

At the outset, the Advisory Committee emphasized strong-
ly that it felt it had developed "a balanced program for tax 
reform, each component of which is to be viewed as an inte-
gral part of the whole." 

They further stated that, "with some minor exceptions, 
rejection of the individual elemijnts in the program would 
find the committee unwilling to support the remaining rec-
onimendations." 

The 25 men Citizens' Committee, which has been work-
ing since July, 1957, had set for itself three major goals. The 
first of these was more equity in the overall tax structure. 

Encouraging economic growth was listed as a second 
committee aim. Taxes that in effect impose direct penalties 
upon business expansion and improvement "should bc mini-
mized" the committee said. The committee sought to "shift 
the burden of business taxes from costs to profits, and from 
taxes that impede progress and expansion to those that reflect 
business success achieved in a climate conducive to growth." 

Other committee goals were to provide the revenue 
needed to liquidate the state's mounting deficit, finances for 
existing and expanding services, and increased aid to school 
districts and municipalities. 

Taking these factors into account, and noting Michigan's 
rapid population growth as well, the Committee designed o 
tax program which could add §137.7 million to the State's 
revenues in 1959-60. 

The main prop of the new program is a graduated per-
sonal income tax with rates rang ng from three to eight per­
cent. Under the income tax proposal, the first $1,000 of income 
or the sum of itemized deductions allowed under federal 
law would be exempt from taxation. 

Th tax would be 3 percent of the first $2,000 of taxable 
income, 4 percent of the next $2,000, 5 percent of the next 
$2,000, 6 percent of the next $2,000, then 7 percent of the 
next $6,000 and 8 percent of any income over $15,000. (See 
attached income tax table). 

However, each person would receive a tax credit at $40— 
that is, the income tax would be reduced by $40 for the tax-
payer and each dependent. Thus, a married man with two 
children earning $5,400 a year would compute his tax at $160, 
but the 4 credits of $iO each would wipe out his tax liability. 

The committee further recommended that federal regu­
lations on figuring income tax bc followed closely in fstate 
law, and that withholding and quarterly features be adopted. 

listimated revenues from the proposed income tax are 
$220 million a year.̂  

The second major feature of the tax report Is the cor­
porate income tax. 

The committee recommends that a 5 percent corporation 
profits tax be tied in with the present corporation franchise 
fee. At present the franchise fee is four mills on net worth. This 
would be reduced to two mills which corporations would pay 
unless the 5 percent tax on net income is greater. 

This 5 percent profits tax is expected to yield $110 mil-
lion in I960, but the franchise fee changes would reduce leV-
enues by $45 million, leaving a net gain to the state of $65 
million. 

The third — a financial institution tax — a new tax on 
banks, building and savings and loan associations, sales finance 
corporations, small loan companies of 7 percent of net Income. 
Credit unions would be exempt. This would yield $11.5 mil-
lion. 

Fourth — repeal of the intangibles tax in that this would 
be covered by income taxes. This would result In a revenue 
loss of $24 million, including $9.5 million to local govern-
ments to be replaced from the general fund. 

Pifth — exemption of machinery and equipment from 
local personal property taxes. To make up to local govern­
ments for tlie revenue loss of •?120 million a year, the comInit-
tee suggested direct payments from the state's general fund. 

Sixth — changes in the Business Activities Tax -— that 
is, to change the formula to help small business; to include 
rent, interest and depreciation as part of tax base; raise pub­
lic utility rate from 1.5 mills to 6.5 mills because the fran­
chise tax would be changed. This would result in a net rev­
enue gain of $5 million. 

Seventh — changes in insurance taxes. A new tax to be 
added on all foreign insurance company premiums at 3 
percent; impose 1 percent on domestic company premiums; 
tax non-qualified annuities at 1 percent; exempt premiums 
on private hospitals and medical plans; repeal franchise tax 
on domestic companies. The net revenue gain would be 
$8.9 million. 

Eighth — sales tax. The committee proposed that the 
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first $300 spent by each person for the "basic necessities of 
life" be exempt from the 3 percent sales tax. This would 
mean $9 for each persons, to be rebated at the end of the year. 
Lost revenue to the state would be $63 million. 

In addition to thc $9 rebate the committee recommended 
repeal of the exemptions for processing commercial radio and 
television programs, and for commercial advertising; repeal 
exemptions for sales to contractors for federal government, 
and for equipment used up In single contract with govern­
ment; impose sales and use tax on telephone, telegraph and 
leased wire service. Net revenue gain would be $18 million. 

Ninth — 20 percent tax on the wholesale price of tobacco 
products other than cigarettes, for a net gain of $4 million. 

Tenth — n change in beer taxes was recommended. 
Change the present $1.25 per barrel tax with a 7 percent tax 
on the brewery's price, for a net gain of S4 million, 

Number 11 proposes replacement of the present inheri­
tance tax with estate and gift taexs at rates from 6 to 22 pet-
cent. This should net some $7.5 million per year. 

The committee recommended raising the tax on rac­
ing to 7 percent, and harness racing to 4.5 percent. They 
further suggested discontinuing sharing pari-mutuel tax 
with cities, but authorize cities to levy admission taxes. 
Net gains would $2.2 million. 

The committee's thirteenth proposal recommended con­
tinuance of the 4 percent liquor tax, but suggested the state 
stop earmarking it for schools. This Would not affect the 
amount of money available for the schools. 

In its last recommendation, the Citizens' Advisory group 
proposed the repeal of the chain stores tax, for a net loss of 
$500,000 revenue. 

The committee concluded its report by stating that of 
the $137.7 million net gain, "individuals, for the most part 
in the higher income groups would contribute $168.7 million 
more in taxes than they do now, while total business tax lia­
bilities will, if this program is implemented, be reduced by 
$31 million."

We wonder how a 
mother con tell if she Is "hover-
ing" over a child too much." 
It is difficult to say when a par-

ticular mother is over-protecting a 
given child when the person asked 
knows neither the mother or the 
chiid. The child's personality Is an 
important factor in determinhig how 
much protection he needs, and 
when parents have reached the 
point of overdoing It. The shy, ner­
vous, tense chiid often feels a 
a greater need for solicitous parents 
than does the extroverted one who 
enjoys being entirely on his own in 
meeting difficulties with people and 
thmgs. On the other hand, the sen­
sitive chiid is likely to suffer more 
from the ill effects of over-protec-
tion — is more likely to react by 
becoming over-dependent upon the 
parents. 

Some children will develop bet 
ter if they are protected from ail 
situations which threaten their se­
curity untii they have developed a 
personal desire to be independent 
of parental concern and protection, 
except in circumstances in which 
mature judgment must intrude to 
protect them from harm or injury. 
Some authorities express concern 
about the tendency of too few par­
ents, especiaiiy older parents, to 
encourage children from birth to 
accept more responsibility for their 
own welfare and development. Dr.

HIGHWAY SAFETY experts are 
getting worried about the killer 
with two martinis under his belt. 

He is not legally intoxicated. But 
the jolt to his system, that feeUng 
of well being, confidence or power, 
transmits itself to the accellerator 
and makes him a menace on the 
highway.

Wixom's "deputy assessor'' drew 

fire from council as well as from 
citizenry guns last Thursday night. 

Complaints were aimed at Ken­
neth Warren, who has been retained 
at a reported $4,660 to re-appraise 
Wixom property. 

Two citizens reported Warren had 
toid them that their upcoming taxes 
wouid increase sharply over last 
year's tax while another said War­
ren told him he wouid have to 
change the entrance of his drive-
way from one road to another. 

Counciimen indicated that War-
ren had no right to make any of 
the statements as long as he was 
working for the city. His job, they 
explamed, is iimited to appraisais 
and not assessments — hence he 
was not in a position to say taxes 
were going up or down. 

Warren's job is to reappraise 
properties in areas once located in 
Commerce and Novi townships so 
that the real valuations are on an 
equable level, it was explained. 

Once the appraisals are made, 
the council must decide what per­
centage rate of the real value will 
be used for assessment. 

Councilman William Abrams, who 
said he was dissatisfied with some 
of the appraisals made by Warren 
asked if the council should "cor­
rect" Warren's figures. He was told 
individual property owners would 
have to take their complaints be-
for; the-board of review. 

The council requested.tha( a copy 
[ofJVafren's contract-.be'placed in 
th^city hall files so .that"the''coun-
cilmen might study it arid learn 
the exteiit-of Warren's duties. 

In other business, Michigan Bell's 
application for installation of poles 
and anchor Ihies- was approved. 
The approvai came after a disfcus-
sion as to whether a permit should 
be required whenever Bell planned 
to install Itaes or poles. The matter 
was tabled pendmg the submission 
of another Bell application. 

Councilman Abrams asked and re­
ceived permission to draft a letter 

the Chesapeake & Ohio Railroad 
requesting that tratas slow down 
when passing through Wixom. 

Abrams referred to the recent 
train-school bus accident at Bridge-
port, Michigan, as a "good reason'' 
for lowertag train speeds. The 
Bridgeport accident, he explauied, 
resulted in only a few mjurles ber 
cause the train was traveihig at a 
slow speed. The same accident hi 
Wixom, he said, would have been a 
great deal more tragic.
