A real hotbed of politics exists these days in the infant city 
of Wixom. Incorporated as a village about three years ago, 
Wixom has been a home rule city for two years. 

Since its incorporation, Joseph Sfadnik has been mayor. He 
was elected president when Wixom became a village, scooping 
in the newly-built Ford division Lincoln plant. In short order 
Wixom incorporated into a city to guarantee preservation of its 
borders and guarding against the loss of its newly acquired tax 
plum. 

Now he's stepping down. Already two candidates hove 
filed for Stadnik's job. Two more are rumored to be in the 
"thinking" stage. 

Nine candidates have filed for two seats on the council, 
including the two incumbents. More ore expected. 

Like any elected official, Stodnik has had his share of criti­
cism during his reign in Wixom. 

Much of the reason for this can be attributed to Stad­
nik's energy and enthusiasm for his job. He has been a 
strong mayor who has attempted fo guide his council in ihe 
direction he believed to be in ihe besi interest of the com­
munity. 

Possibly as a result of this, Sfadnik has been working with 
0 "split" council. And, inevitably, sides ore already being chosen 
in selecting his successor. 

Will the next mayor of Wixom be a "Stodnik" man, or 
will the "other side" rise to the top? 

Stadnik has set a pace as a working-mayor that will be 
extremely difficult for anyone to follow. And regardless of which 
philosophy prevails in Wixom, his conscientious attention to duty 
deserves the thanks of his community. 

Likewise, the citizens of Wixom are to be commended for 
their keen interest and active participation in local government. 

These recent statistics released by the Michigan Education 
association concerning pupil enrollment, school revenues and 
teachers may interest local residents when compared to the 
Northviile school district. The estimates cover data for the entire 
country. 

Pupil enrollment (nationally) — up 4.1 percent; locally — 
up nearly 6 percent. 

Expenditure per pupil in overage dally attendance 
(natronolly) - $369; locally - $359.41. 

Total teaching staff (numerically) — up 4.3 percent 
(nationally) and locally — up about 7 percent. 

Average classroom teacher salary (nationally) — $5025; 
locolly - $5800. 

In Northviile all teachers are paid on the same scale, while 
many communities have a hiaher salary range for secondary 
teachers than for elementary. Locally, the minimum is $4400 and 
the top, $6400. Teachers with their masters' degrees receive $300 
more per year. 

If is noteworthy that Northviile's salary average is at the 
high end of the scale, indicoting that most teachers are content 
to remain with the system and the turn-over is low.

Novi village residents will receive a questionaire next week 
seeking information for the newly formed Novi Citizens Develop­
ment Committee. 

It is the first step token by the organization charged with 
the duty of establishing some indication of public attitude and 
ideas concerning the manner in which Novi should be developed. 

The committee must have this information before it can 
proceed with its plan for monthly meetings (beginning Jan­
uary 25) to discuss the varying desires and fit ihem into a 
pattern. 

The success of the effort depends upon the cooperation of 
the citizens. 

What's more, it's your opportunity to express your views -
privately and without haste - with assurance that they'll be 
analyzed and compared with the thoughts of your neighbors. 

And then together, the citizens of Novi can decide which 
of the ideas ore best for their community. 
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POLITICAL pressures buiiding up 
in Lansing indicate the I960 Legis­
iative session wiii be short and not 
so sweet. 

Bitterness remains from the rec­
ord-long 1959 session that brought 
open warfare between parties and 
sniper action within parties. 

The January 13 opening of the 
1S&> session comes too soon for 
weary iawmakers who ended the 
1353 session shortly before ChrIst-

The struggle with taxes and poii-
tics iast year forced both parties to 
compromise on poiiticai principie 
in order to get a tax program. This 
year, members of both parties have 
to mind their politics in order to get 
re-elected. 

The session is apt to be a short 
one if for no other reason than that 
iegisiators are out of breath. 

Eiection year sessions are aiways 
short ones in Michigan. And this 
election year promises to be espec­
iaiiy hard on legisiative incumbents, 
who fear voters wiii say "a plague 
on both your houses." Hot primary 
fights are shaping up. 

« » • 
Tax decisions this year wiii be left 

up to voters, not lawmakers. Dem­
ocrats and Republicans alike ap­
pear ready to support proposais to 
put tax questions on the ballot in 
Ihe same November 8 generai elec­
tion tliat wiii carry their names, 

Repubiicans for the most part wiii 
throw support behind a proposai to 
hike the 3 percent saies tax ceiiing 
to 4 percent. 

Democrats are not so solid in 
their drive for an income tax, but 
will give strong support to a cor­
poration profits tax should it get 
on the ballot. The thought that a 
corporation profit tax could be 
written infiexibly into the consti­
tution is shocking to some students 
ot government. 

An attempt is expected to be 
made to limit the 1300 session to 
money issues, except for measures 
introduced by committees. This 
wnuid save considerabie time. 

Iloivever,' since Democrats don't 
control committees, they are ex­
pected to buck this attempt. 

And tliere are lawmakers in both 
parties who argue the prolonged 
tax struEiHie in ln.ifl kept the Legis­
lature fi-om consideration of otiier 
important matters that shouid be 
ccnsidei-ed this year.

Babson Park, Mass. — Recently 
I visited the home where I was bom 
and spent my boyhood. I saw the 
lawn that I cut with a hand sickle 
every week. Mowing machmes were 
not then known. Now it is cut with 
a gasoline-propelled motor requiring 
very little effort by the person who 
runs it. Furthermore, he is not one 
of the boys of the famiiy, but a full-
grown hired man. 

The school I attended was a mile 
from my house. Schools then had 
two sessions each day. This meant 
walking four miles per day. If 
attended this school now, I would 
be taken in a city bus. Then, upon 
arriving at the school, I would exer 
ercise in a beautiful gymnasium 
built by the city and directed by 
an athletic instructor. The whole 
program today seems craisy to nrie. 

I believe J n -progress. My whole 
life has been given to the study of 
new products and new processes. 
These are the basis of "growth in-
vestments", which my clients are 
seeking. But do we think about what 
kind of growth? Are the eiectronics 
which automatically open the super 
market doors making us stronger 
or softer? 

What is the lest which city gov-
crnmcnts have for spending clly 
money? This Is the question I 
like lo ask city managers and 
councllmcn who arc responsible 
for the expenditures and the tax 
rate. These men fail to answer 
me. They rcally have no test, but 
operate on ihe old principle that 
"the wheel which squeaks the 
most gels the grease.'' 
In fact these officials try to do 

what the majority of the peopie ask 
them to do. That is why taxes are 
high. I believe in the employment 
of city managers: but they are hu-
man and must piease the voters to 
hoid their jobs. Perhaps we shouid 
have "city dictators" for specified 
terms instead of city managers who 
can be fired at any time. 

Cities spend most of their tax 
money on free schools, free roads, 
free fire and police protection, and 
free old-age benefits. These latter 
are especially popular because they 
relieve the young people from tak­
ing care of their eiders. The free 
good roads, and police and fire pro­
tection are demanded by the big 
insurance companies; whiie the free 
schools provide "parking places" 
for mothers to leave their children 
during the day. 

The next appeal will be for 
"free baby sillers". Why not? I 
forecast that — barring World 
War III — free baby sitters will 
one day be provided by our clly 

fathers. 
When city officials turn to me and 

ask what test I would make for 
spending .public money, I reply: 
There are several tests, but one 
of the most .important would be 
whether the expenditure would make 
the city's young people softer or 
harder. This test need not be limit-
ed to young people; it could be ajj-
plied to all voters. It should be 
applied to school appropriations es-
pecially. .Any city appropriation 
which makes its citizenry softer 
should be cut out. 

The test of a nation is the growth 
of its people — physically, intelleo-
tually and spiritually. Money and 
so-called "prosperity" are of very 
little account. Inflation or war or 
labor unions could make our dollar 
of little value. This would result 
In much higher taxes and cost of 
living, and finally in revolution. 
Babylon, Persia, Greece, Rome, 
Spain and France all had their turn 
in being the richest in the world. 
Instead of saving them, their so-
called prosperity ruined them. 

Our nation is now rated the rich­
est; but it could easily become a 
second-class nation and head down-
ward. Money will not save us. Big 
crops wiii not save us. Stock ex-
changes and banks will not save us. 
Already our gold at Fort .Knox is 
diminishing. Only a sane spiritual 
revival which' changes the desires 
of our peopie will save us. We must 
be filled with a desire to render 
service, to seek strength rather 
than security to put character 
ahead of profits. Even the democ-
racy for which our fathers fought 
and bled could result In our down­
fall.

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IndianSj> Wolves^ Mud Confronted ISovi Pioneers 
NOTE: A scries of articles 

dealing with tlic early history 
of our area has been prepared 
by News Editor Jack Hoffman. 
The series starts this week and 
will be presented in two parts. 
It concerns the fkst settlers of 
Novi. Followtog the Novi his­
tory, articles will be published 
on Wixom and Northviile. It Is 
hoped that these ortlcics will 
be helpful — as well as enter-
talning — lo present day resi­
dents upon whose shoulders the 
continued proper developments 
of (he area depends. 
Ten days after John Quincy 

Adams took office as the sixth 
president of the United States, a 
robust father of nine children 
felled the fu-st tree hi a wooded 
wilderness now called Novi. 

l t was spring, 1825. And Erastus 
Ingersoll's mind must have been 

full of doubts and fears as his 
crude ax bit through the tree. He 
was standuig in a wilderness, 
dotted with giant, virgin oaks and 
maples. 

IngersoU and those pioneers 
who followed him, could not erase 
from then- mmds these disturbing 
facts: 

A few miles to the northwest, 
some 300 non-hostiie, but bus-
picious Indians camped near 
the shores of a walled lake; 
wolves stalked the woods by 
day and night; seas of mud and 
swamp lay between them and 
their last encounter with civili­
zation at Detroit; and above 
all, a family needed food and 
shelter to survive. 
New York — the home of most 

of these early pioneers — was a 
long way off; its hard dirt streets, 
stores, churches and schools 

were now only memories. 
The tree crashed to the ground. 

Soon, others toppled, and almost 
as quickly as the land was clear­
ed, Novi's fu-st house was built. 
It was an unpretentious building, 
but the Ingersoll's found it com­
fortable and warm during the 
ensuing winter months. 

Even before the Ingersolls 
moved into their crude, wooden 
home, some of their earlier fears 
were lessened. E . R. IngersoU, 
son of Erastus, related that the 
Indians supplied the family with 
venison and fish for some three 
or four years after they estab­
lished their home on the fertile 
land. 

Eariy Township 
When IngersoU buiit his home 

. here, the area was then in Bioom-
field township, one of two town-
ships in the county. *rhe northern 

part of the county was called 
Oakland township. Bloomfield 
township comprised the areas 
now known as Bioomfieid Hiils, 
West Bloomfield, Royal oak, 
Troy, Southfieid, Farmuigton, 
Novi, Commerce, Mllford and 
Lyon. , 

Oakland county at that time 
had judicial and civil jurisdiction 
over a huge territory now occu-
pied by the counties of Lapeer, 
Sanilac, Tuscola, Huron, Gene­
see, Saghiaw and Shiawassee. 
The entire area was nearly equal 
to the size of the state of Massa-
chusetts. 

Two years after IngersoU mov­
ed into the area, the Legislative 
Councii of the territory of Mich­
igan divided the county uito five 
townships: Bloomfield, Oakland, 
Pontiac, Troy and Farmington. 
The latter township then con-

tained Novi, 'Lyon and Com­
merce townships — and the first 
township meeting was heid in the 
home of Robert Wixom. 

The township of Pontiac con-
, tamed Shiawassee and Saginaw 
counties. 

The assessed valuation of 
Farmington township hi 1823 
was (he lowest In the county — 
$44,000, and the total taxes were 
$168.53. Pontiac township's as­
sessment was $106,377 and Us 
total taxes were $447.24. 

Property assessed in mi 
consisted of horses and cattle — 
one year old and older — wag-
ons, carts and watches — oil 
assessed at thek actual value. 
In 1933, the following newly or­

ganized townships were repre­
sented by their first supervisors: 
Royal Oak by Major Curtis; Novi 
by Samuel Hungerford, and 

Grand Blanc (Genesee county) by 
Norman Davison. Nov! township, 
first tribute as the price of inde-
pendent sovereignty, was $85,941 
assessment and the taxes were 
$526.22. 

Other Early Settlers 
Not long after IngersoU estab-

lished a home here, John Gould 
moved into the area. He was a 
resident for seven years, then 
moved to Salem in the sprmg 
of 1032. 

In the autumn of 1825, Joseph 
Eddy and Pitt Taft settled in the 
southwest section of Novi. Eddy 
later moved away (for "more 
elbow room") and settled in 
Clinton township where he died. 
Taft, upon his arrival, immedi-
ately began preparuig ground for 
wheat and succeeded in getting 
in a smaii lieid before winter 
swept into the area. 

Others who arrived in Novi 
during 1825 in search of land 
on which to erect homes were 
William Ycrkes and Thomas 
Plnkerton, two young men 
(cousins) from Romulus, Sene­
ca county, New York; Samuel 
Hungerford and James Wilkin­
son from Watertown, New York 
and Thomas Watts, an English­
man. 

Wiiiiamson, who married a sis­
ter of William Yerkes, later told 
pioneer Joshua Simmons that, 
upon his arrival in Novi, after 
purchasing his land, his whole 
capital was his ax and a small 
bundle tied in a handkerchief. 

Colonel Hungerford, who filled 
many public offices during his 
long life, later moved to Califor­
nia. But 11 years after he re­
turned to live with his son, Wil­
liam P. Hungerford of Northviile, 

where he died in 1875 at the age-
of 76. 

Other early settlers were Dav­
id Bentley, Benjamin A. Hance, 
John Hiles and Thomas M . Gould. 

One of the fkst justices of 
the peace appointed for Farm­
ington township was William 
Yerkes; other Farmington of­
fices ivere filled by citizens of 
Nov], but records of their 
names were destroyed in the 
Farmington fkc of 1872. 

First Schools 
The first school in the town­

ship' of Novi was opened in the 
autumn of 1827 in a log building 
near Baselme (so named because 
it was a dh-ect Ime east and 
west across the southern edge of 
the territory) on the farm of Pitt 
Taft. 

This schooi was supported by

Beers granted 
a motion by the plaintiffs, Nine 
Mile area residents, for a "non-
suit'' or voluntary withdrawal. 
' The judge taxed the plaintiffs 
court costs of $300 In granting the 
motion. 

Members of the Novi Civic Im-
provcIu.ent association had storied 
lite-suit In an effort to ivin a re-
vcrsal of a village zoning ordin­
ance amendment that changed 
130 acres of farm property, owned 
by Arthur Hesilp, 42680 Nine Mile 
road, lo an Industrial classlfica-
tlon.

When they turned down a proposal 
calling for tiic repeal of llie or-
dinnncc Inst fall by a vote of S32 
to 388. 

viilage board of appeals denying 
the landfill request. 

Because the 12 Mile area residents 
protesting the ruling were not nam 
ed in the originai suit. Fried had 
to first ask tor permission to be 
heard (ieave to intervene). He was 
granted this permission iast month. 

The original circuit court suit 
was brought against the village 
by Ihe owners of the 93 acres of 
12 Mile road properly, Mr . and 
Mrs. David Kenny and Mr . and 
Mrs. Leo Russell. 
The owners and the Wayne Dis­

posal company -— which would op-
erate the pi-oposed landfiii as a site 
for disposal of Detroit area rubbish 
— had joined together in the suit 
against the village because they 
felt the board of appeals decision 
was arbitrary and capricious. 

Fried based his arguments for 
his 50 ciients on the following con-
tentions: 

(1) Eariier court testimony was 
not sufficient to prove that the 12 
Mile property was unfit for any 
other economic purposes under the 
present village zoning. 

(2) Assummg that the land is un-
fit for other purposes, it is so unfit 
because of the land oivners self-
inflicted damage and therefore the 
land owners are not entitied to re-
lief. (The property was once a dirt 
farm). 

(3) Earlier court testimony did 
not show that the decision of the 
board of appeals was arbitrary and 
capricious as was contended. 

(4) Assuming the land is unfit for 
other economic ̂ purposes, the grant-
hig of the landfill license was with-
m tbe sole discretion of the viilage 
council and therefore the court 
should remand the matter to the 
councii so that they may exercise 
tlieir discretion based upon reason. 

According to Fried, Judge Holland 
may decide on one of four things 
in making his decision. 

(1) Re can grant a rehearing In 
wiiich nciv Icstimony may be In-
troduccd to show that the prop-
crtv has flihcr uses. 

(2) Ho can say that the hard-
ship was self-imposed and there-
tore reverse iiis decision. -

(3) In ilght of the village license 
ordinniicc, he can remand the 
whole matter back to the council. 

(4) He can deny the motion for 
rcliearlng. 

Free rubbish and trash col­
lection- w i l l be provided village 
residents next month — on an 
experimental basis. 

Counc i l inemfaer?,voted unan­
imously Monday to provide the 
service here for one month, then 
weigh the success and cost of 
the program before deciding 
whether or not to make It perm­
anent. 

The dates for the first collec­
tion w i l l be' annouiiced later. 

A s proposed by the village 
manager, Fred Olson, the collec 
tion would take place dur ing 
four days of each month. H e 
suggested that the village be d i ­
vided into four sections with each 
section being serviced on different 
days. 

Aithough the manager indicated 
that the service might require 
three additional employees during 
the four days. Councilman Russell 
Button contended the rubbish col­
lection could be provided using 
only present members of Ihe de-
partmcnt of public works. 
One village truck will be used for 

the initial pick-up. However, if eariy 
coiiections are heavy one or two 
more trucks may be used. 

Rubbish and trash — large, heavy 
materials -such as mattresses, 
sorings. or refrigerators — wiii be 
dumped either at the McCreedy 
diimo or the Munn company land­
fiii, both located off Ten Mile road 
near the C&O raiiroad. 

Residents will be required to 
place trash at curbs in front of 
their homes. 

In oilier business Monday, the 
cniincIl aniiolntcd Stan Wilson and 
Charies Wallace to fill vacancies 
on the board of review. Wilson 
was anpoinled to n three-year 
term, Wallace lo a two-year teriu. 

A request by Leo Harrawood to 
relocate the entrance of 11 Mile 
road at Grand River was turned 
over to the planning board lor study 
and recommendation. Harrawood 
asked for permission to move the 
road to just east of the Sheil ser-
vice station — which he recently 
purchased. 

Harrawood, who indicated he 
wanted to "square-uo" his corner 
property, said he would assume the 
cost of relocating the road. 

President Walter Tuck suggested 
that the village might better con-
sider moving the 11 Mile entrance 
to a private road east of the Na-
tional Bank of Detroit in light of 
long-range pians to convert the en--
tire area into a shopping-civic center. 

--- A I'csnlutinn. rcjecllng pell-
ilons io amend the village charier 
lo provide for vacation of the 
village was unanimously adopted 
iiy the council upon the recnm-
mcndalion of Attorney Howard 
Bond. 
The attorney had announced sev­

eral weeks ago that the petitions 
were in his opinion "worthless'' be­
cause the amendment would dupli­

cate a provision under state statute. 
— Leon Dochot, who recentiy de­

manded to know why he had not 
been given a position on the fire 
department after he.cpmpleted six; 
months of probationary trahiing, 

I was told that fire department offi­
ciais contended that neither he nor 
anyone else was ever told that he 
would automatically become a reg­
ular fireman upon completion of 
training. 

Dochot protested strongly, declar-
iing that someone was "lying". His 
objections prompted Tuck to sug­
gest a meeting soon with Fire Chief 
Fred Loynes to iron out this and 
other departmental problems. 

— An executive board meeting 
was set for tonight to review the 
financial status of the viiiage. 

Two village residents, Joseph 
Crupl and Dcan Lenhelser, re­
quested that the village provide 
a public monthly statement of 
outstanding bills and cash on hand 
- particularly In light of "hints" 
Iiy the council that the village was 
broke. 
Crupi also contended that the vil­

lage could not lawfully divert state 
highway tax money to the genera! 
fund or use it to purchase road 
equipment. 

The council explained that the 
village Is facing a cash shortage — 
but that it is operating well within 
the 195P-60 budget. Futhermore, it 
was explained, the council has had 
the approval of the state' to apply 
part of the highway money to pur­
chase of road equipment duruig the 
first year of operation. 

Part of the highway money which 
wiii be received in February wiii 
be used to pay outstanding bills — 
since road maintenance and equip­
ment purchase have been greater 
than the amount aiiotted the vii­
iage through the highway fund, it 
was later explained.

It's official. W i x o m w i l l con-
duct a primary election Febru­
ary 16 for three council seats 
only. 

W h e n the city clerk's office 
closed Monday at 5 p.m., mark­
ing the deadline for f i l ing nom­
inating petitions, there were not 
enough candidates for mayor or 
justice of the peace to warrant 
a primary election for these of­
fices. 

Under the city charter, there 
must be at least twice the number 
of candidates for the respective of­
fices in order for a primary election 
to be called. 

Since seven residents filed peti-
tions for the three four-year councii 
posts and three filed for the single 
two-year post, a primary eiection 
will be heid for these offices. 

Wixom primary candidates for 
the four-year eouncil seats arc: 
Incumbents Gunnar Mellaia and 
Gerald Abrams, Oscar Simmons, 
Wiiiiam AUred, Fred Beamish, 
Albcrl Sereno and Orlando Smith. 

Candidates for the two-year 
seals: Robert Hughes, Howard 
Coe and Eino Pillo. 
Elwood Grubb, who circulated 

nominating petitions for the council, 
withdrew the petitions after learn-
ing that he had not lived In Wixom 
iong enough to qualify for office. 

Eiectors voting in February wiii 
cast their ballots for no more than 
six candidates for the four-year seats 
and no more than two for the two-
year seats. 

The candidates for mayor and 
justice of the peace, who wiii not be 
included in the primary, are; Stan­
ley Baton and Donald Bi'ooks, Inay-
or, and Incumbent William Welke 
and Robert Merkle, JP . 

Council members Mrs. John 
Chambers and Ray Lahti were 
among tlie three candidates who 
drew the greatest" number of votes 
in the first city election in May of 
1958 and thus were appointed to 

four year terms. 
Abrams and Mettala are the only 

ither members who were elected 
at the first election. Brooks was ap­
pointed to replace Walter Tuck, and 
Balon was appointed to replace Bir-
chard on the council. 

The spring election will be held 
Aprii 4.

How important is a "name" lo a community? 

Apparently if means a great deal, economically speaking. 
And therefore, the mere impression of a name ploys a key role 
in the manner in which an area develops. 

Let's take Novi, for instance. 

I've been reliably told that tax authorities at the county 
level make o 10 percent reduction in Novi properiy assess-
menfs as an "economic" consideration. 
The same consideration is not given an Oakland county house 

in Northviiie, for example. 
In other words, the tax boys believe that two identical 

houses valued of $10,000 would bring different prices if one is 
located across the Novi village lines in Northviiie. 

The Novi house would bring $9,000 and the Northviiie 
house $10,000. 

I've been told that real estate agents.agree with this theory, 
further, they do not believe Ihe difference can be attributed to 
services available in Northviiie — such as wafer and sewer. The 
same proportion would apply to Northviiie township they main­
tain, where improvements are not available. 

Then we must assume, if we ore to believe this theory, (and 
how often ore the tax experts willing to apply a reduction to 
assessed valuations?) that a name is important to a community. 
Especially, Ihe impression that names have upon others. 

One person told me recently that whenever he thinks of 
Novi he thinks of a railroad yard because he once heard that 
it had obtained its name from being station "No. VI". 

Another remarked that he had been through Nov! "a 
thousand times" driving between Lansing and Detroit on the 
old Grand River. He thinks of Novl as only "four corners" 
at the Novi road-Grand River intersection. 

The point is, what kind of on impression has Novi mode? 
Do people generally realize that if, too, has many fine homes, a 
rapidly growing school system, good citizens bent upon improving 
their community? 

Is the "name" Novi a stigma? 
Maybe so, maybe not. I believe that if is a question worth

Would Novi improve the character of its community by 
merely changing its name? 

Certainly not. The people within a community make up the 
character — and this does not need changing. 

But, what about that intangible, illusive "impression" that 
the family, eager to join the rush fo the suburbs, carries in its 
collective mind? 

What about the 10 percent factor that even the fax authori­
ties are willing to deduct?

R u s s i a a n d R e l i g i o n 

Babson Park, Mass. — I rather 
iiesitate to write this column be­
cause some people may thinlc that 
I am getting favorabie toward Rus­
sia; but iet me first assure you that 
I detest many things Russia is do­
ing and was giad to get out of the 
country. Nevertheless, I can aiways 
learn something wherever I go, and 
from any nationaiity. Those who 
keep their eyes shut and their ears 
plugged are getting more ignorant 
every day and are only fooling 
themselves. 

What Russians Mean By 
Saying Tiiey Are "Atheists" 

Although I visited a church in 
Russia where, on the previous Sun­
day morning, tiiere had been 4,000 
people standing or on their knees 
(these churches have no seats), 
yet as percent ot the one million 
peopie in Moscow and the two niii-
lion in its suburbs will tell you they 
are "atheists". Some of them say 
they do not believe in "God"; but 
the majority wiil teii you they do 
not beiieve that Jesus was the "Son 
of God". They say that Jesus was 
the great leader and founder of 
Christianity, just as Buddha was the 
founder of Buddhism, Mohammed 
the founder of Mohammedanism, 
and Confucius the founder of Con-
fucianism. 

I am not acquainted with all the 
church denominations in this coun­
try; but I am toid that the Unitarian 
branch and some of the Pacific 
Coast bi-anches of the Protestant 
churches may feei .nbout the same 
toward Jesus as the Russian lead­
ers. (I cannot speak aulhoi'itatively 
on Russia as a wliole, as Moscow 
was the only city which I visited). 

.Icsus' Scriiion on flic Mount 
When I was talking with some 

•irominent Communists in Moscow 
about Christianity, they first jnnde 
the point that a very small portion 
if the Bible consists of Jesus' own 
woi-ds. They reaiize liiat the Oid 
Testanient is a iiislnry of the Jew-
isli peopie and niay jje found in . 
many Moscow liliraries translated 
into Jhi.s.sian. They, however, would 
siiiwtiliite llie teachings of Nikolai 
Lenin, the founder of Communisin, 
in place of the writings of St. Paul. 
When n Russian does this, he feels 
justified in calling himself an athe-
i.sl, although this is not the descrip­
tion which Webster's Dictionary 
gives for an atheist. 

I had no pei-sonai laik when in 
Moscow witii Nikita Kiirushciiev, the 
Premier, he being in Peiping at the 
ime; but I met peopie who ciaimed 

to know tiis thoughts. They told me 
that Mr. Khrushchev has said that 
if we Christians in the U.S. follow­
ed the teachings of Jesus in the 
Sermon on the Mount, Communism 
might have had no opportunity to 
develop. This is a very important 
statement to be remembered when 
we celebrate Christmas as Jesus' 
birthday. 

The Big Difference Between 
Jesus' Tcaciilng and Communism 
Seidom do I ask foiiowers of my 

column to read anything; but I do 
ask you to read today Jesus' Ser. 
mon on the Mount (as found in the 
fifth chapter of Matthew) and re-
iate it to our present mode of life. 
It agrees pretty well with the Com­
munists' goal of taking care of their 
iess fortunate people and seeing that 
all are fed, housed and clothed, 
and that those who are qualified 
have a proper education, etc. Jesus 
also wai-ned against wealth as a 
handicap to proper living. Certain­
ly, Jesus would heartily approve 
the desire of President Eisenhower 
to help backward nations and un­
fortunate people. 

But, Jesus insisted that these 
ciianges shouid come about volun-
tariiy and not by force. The wicked 
massaci'es by the Communists in 
Hungary and other countries, mere­
ly to eliminate private property, 
would certainly be considered out-
rigiit murder by Jesus. I repeat 
that Jesus wouid insist that the re-
fnms be voiuntary and that men 
.»hould iet God (who. Ho said, is a 
Spirit) do the punishing. In order 
for me to take Premier Khrushchev 
seriously in his purported "respect 
for the Sermon on the Mount", he 
ivould have to raise the iron curtain 
fuii length and stop persecutinr; 
peopie. HOWEVER, BECAUSE 
KHRUSHCHEV IS NOT CONSIS­
TENT IS NO REASON WHY WE 
SHOULD B E L A X IN PRACTIC­
ING THE TEACHINGS OF JESUS 
IN HIS SERMON ON THE MOUNT.

ment, to tamper with a proven pro­
tective device. 

Nebraska is the only state with a 
unicameral legislature. 

But a committee on legislative 
reform appomted by the Democra-
tic State Central Committee said a 
one-house legislative body would be 
worth a try in Michigan.

"Something needs to be done for 

the people," said Ralph E . Rich-
man of Holland when he announced 
the recommendation of his study 
committee. "We have a legislature 
that does not represent a majority 
of the peopie." 

Senate minority leader Haroid 
Ryan (D-Detroit) agrees something 
should be done to make the state 
senate more representative of the 
people — but he wouidn't go so far 
as to abolish the Senate. 

"Let's tread siowiy," said Ryan,

Treading slow is just what Demo­
crats are doing. 

Before charging off on a drive to 
reorganize the legisiature, Demo­
crats want to hear the outcome of 
the Supreme Court's deiiberation 
on a suit by August Scholle, presi­
dent of the Michigan AFL-CIO, to 
force reapportionment of the Senate. 

Surveys among party members, 
evaiuation of editorial comment, a 
study of the Nebraska plan, and de­
bate among party leders can be ex­
pected before the Democratic State 
Centrai Committee takes up the 
unicameral recommendation at a 
speciai meeting February 28.

A Democrat now, Biack is argu­

It wasn't so much what he said 
as the way he said it. There is no 
precedent in modern times for issu­
ance of a written opoinion from the 
bench as a case is being heard. 

Apparently Biack considers it 
good legal procedure for a judge 
to write his decision before all the 
arguments are submitted to the 
court and to release the opinion 
without further thought. Elmer R. 
P o r t e r , Blissfield Republican, 
thought that such action showed 
contempt for the judicial procedure 
and demanded Black's resignation. 
Of course, there was no resignation. 

Black has served notice he doesn't 
intend to stand on protocol the re-
maining four months of his term.

A legislative proposal designed to 
plug a poaching loophole in a pres­
ent game law has been endorsed 
by the Conservation commission. 

The -proposed change would make 
it iliegal for persons to shhie deer 
at night whiie possessing or trans-
porthig a weapon. Under the cur-
rent law, persons are within legal 
boundaries to shine deer provided 
their weapons are either disassembl­
ed, or encased, or carried in the 
trunk of an auto. 

E . E . Tucker, head of the Con-
servation department's law enforce­
ment sections, states conservation 
officers have a difficult task copuig 
with those who merely pay lip ser­
vice to the three options. He adds 
that poaching by deer shiners is one 
of the most pressing problems fac-
ing his field force. 

Tucker points out there is no legal 
reason for transporting weapons at 
night since the regulation on shoot 
ing hours pIrliibits hunting during 
the general hours of darkness.

"I don't believe you could buy 
any land any cheaper,'' the mayor 
said. The assessed valuation oI 
(he property, hc said. Is consider-
ably higiier than $8,500. 

The proposal, which was Intro-
duced to the planning board Monday 
for study and recommendation, in­
cluded a rough sketch of the layout 
of the land. Presumably, the prop­
erty someday would contain a com-
mimity center buiiding, possibly a 
new city haii, and a recreationai 
area with 50-foot beach frontage on 
Loon lake. 

In other business Thursday, the 
council heard complaints from citi-
zens concerning drain assessments 
and winter taxes. 

The basis for the first complaint 
was that many city residents were 
being asked to help pay for main­
tenance of drains which are not 
beneficial to them. Some residents 
explained that they never knew 
some of the drains existed. 

Council members explained that 
the County Drain Commissioner 
Daniel W. Barry had decided last 
year to bill county residents for 
maintenance costs which had been 
accumulating in some cases for 10 
years. Members said they did not 
know how the county determined 
the general area serviced by the 
drains in light of complaints that 
some residents were not directly 
benefiting by the drains. 

Citizens were toid that the councii 
was obligated to collect these fees 
for the county; none of the money 
is being received locally, it was 
pointed out. 

Last October the council ivas 
billed $289.42 for its share of drain 
assessmeul. This money was paid 
from the general fund. Tiie bal­
ance of the bill — $1,677.96 — was 
added lo tiic tax bills of property 
owners ivho, according to tiic 
county, benefited by drain Im-
provcmenls. 

The second coniplaint concerned 
the "high" school and county taxes. 
One citizen, AI Soreno, contended 
that these taxes would not be as 
high if the city had appraised pi'op-
erties at a lower level. 

Mayor Stadnik explained that 
the city was "only a collecting 
agency" for the county. "We must 
coiiect tlicse taxes whether wc 
iike tiiem or not." 

The mayor pointed out that -all 
citiy property was reappraised be­
cause of unequal values in the two 
township areas (Commerce and 
Novi) which made up the city.

Remus told the area officials that 
Detroit considered its water system 
the same as any other enterprise 
seeking more customers. He pointed 
out that the city had a big invest-
ment in its system, that financing 
for expanding lines was no prob­
lem, and that there was ample sup­
ply.

A 54-incii line wiil be conipicied 
io Farmington road along Eight 
Miie road by June. This will ser-
vlcc the Farmington-Llvonia area. 
From the Farmington road-Eight 

Miie point a 30-inoh line will be 
extended to Northville. A 24-inch 
iine wiii continue south on Sheldon 
road to Plymouth. 

Present plans call for the line to 
Northville within five years, but 
Remus emphasized this could be 
undertaken earlier by request. Ap­
proximately two years would be re-
quired to complete the installation 
after application. 

Remus said that the Eight Mile 
line is large enough to supply-water 
for Northviiie, Novi and Piymouth, 
aithough another line will serve 
Piymouth at its eastern Livonia 
boundary. 

Oison said he would make a re-
port to the councii as soon as he 
can obtain more detaiis about the 
proposed water system. However, 
the manager said he did not believe 
the councii will take any action on 
the Detroit proposal in the near 
future.

Many years before white man 
dreamed of building the long 
white ribbon of concrete between 
cities, the Indians of Michigan 
moved slowly but efficiently along 
their own expressways. 

The Indian expressways were 
dirt paths which usually followed 
the shortest route between two 
given points. Like present day 
highways, the Indian roads usual­
ly had one or two "detour" 
routes for use while the low, wet 
areas dried. 

One of the most famous of 
these I n d i a n exprcssivays 
stretched from Grand Rapids 
to Detroit. And the most pop-
uIar "Howard Johnson" stop-
off was at Waited Lake. Early 
historians record that ihe liigh-

' way cut ihrough Wixom, struck 
the eastern edge of the village 
of Walled Lake — whicli orig­
inally was In the NovI townsliIp 
section ~ coniIniicd along ihc 
eastern bank of the lake and 
left It neor Ihe soutlfcrn cd?e. 
The Detroit and Howell plank 

road (Grand River) very likely 
followed along much of the In-
dian's Detroit-Grand Rapids 
route. (W. D. Flint, 8(), Novi's 
second oldest living resident, re-
calls that this highway was only 
partially of pinnk. The section of 
the road thi'ough Novi was gi'av-
eled, beyond to the east it was 
plank.) 

Stage traffic uicreased rapidly 
along the highway, with two 4-

horse stage-coaches traveluig be­
tween Detroit and Lansing (the 
new capital) daily. Frequently, 
"extras" traveled to the Wixom 
Tavern (Wixom road) and some-
times beyond to Brighton and 
Howell. 

Twenty-four passengers were 
carried by each coach, and the 
coaches almost always traveled 
with a full freight each way. 
Sometimes, as many as nuie pas-
sengers rode atop a single coach. 

Flint recalls that the road com-
pany charged a fee for all per-
sons using its highway. One of the 
toll gates set up by the company 
was located at the western edge 
of the township near Wixom road. 

"They would charge us one cent 
for each horse for every mile we 
rode on the road," Flint said. 

A Mysterious Lake 
.Wailed Lake — three-quarters 

of which lies in Novi — has one 
of the most interesting and ro­
mantic histories of all other Mich­
igan bodies of water. 

Because the area was a rendez-
vous for the Indians, the lake, to 
the white man, was for many 
years a mysterious place. And as 
the white man grew accustomed 
to the Indians, he explored the 
lake shores, fished its waters and 
became even more mystified. 

A stone wall; five feet thIch 
and about four feet hIgh, 
stretched along the shores of the 
lake. For many years IocaI res-
Idcnis, who soon called It Wall-
ed Lake, bclIcved the masonry 
was the handIwork of a "lost 
race''. These people were cer-
tain that a pre-Indian civlllza-
lion once tlirivcd In the area. 
The top of the wall was cover­

ed with earth and sod. The stones 
were, for the most part, heaped 
one upon another with little reg-
ularity. However, in some places, 
the sides nf the wall rose straight 
up indicating that the stones may 
have been laid hy hand. No mor-
tar or cement was ever found. 

One historian records that a 
cotiper spear-head, about six 
Inches long, was unearthed by a 
former along the banks of the 
lake. The woI-kmanship, he hint­

ed, indicated that the work may 
have been done "by the same 
race of people who anciently 
worked the copper mines of Lake 
Superior". Other curiosities were 
found in the area, including a 
ball of iron. "It is plain," the 
'historian wrote, "that these relics 
are not of Indian origin, as are 
the numerous arrow-heads, toma-
hawks and belts of wampum tak-
en from the soil in the immediate 
vicinity. It is apparent that they 
and tlie singular walls of stone 
are a higher antiquity, reaching 
far beyond the earliest existence 
of the Indian race." 

Geologists quickly discredited 
theories of a "higher race" and 

Sieve IIIcks 

declared the walls were drift 
deposits, formed during the giac-' 
iai period of the earth's history. 
Others reasoned that the wail 
was formed by the action ot the 
water and ice. 

NovI - "Unknown" 
Aithough there are numerous 

stories about the origin of the 
name Novi, there are three which 
seem to be told most often. 

The first — which Flmt and 
Steve Hicks, 89, Novi's oldest 
living resident believes to be the 
true one — goes back to 1830. 

In meeting to discuss the 
scparatIon from Farmington, 
local residents took up the mat-
ter of naming ihc new town. 
There were many suggestions 
but names of six or more let-
lers were discarded because 
they were as "bothersome to 
write as Farniliiglon". In ihc 
dilemma, Dr. J . C. Emery, at 
(he suggestion of Ills wife. Pro­
posed the name "Novl" be-
cause It was easIiy ivriiicn, and 
yet not conimoniilaec. 

According to historians, the 
name did not pass the legislative 
cnuncil without objection. James 
Kingsley, of Ann Arbor, declar-
ed the name was "very unfit 
and inappropriate". Novi, he 
said, meant "not known", "un-
kr|Own" or "forgotten". Never-
theless, the name was adopted 
and in the fnll ot 1B,')2, "Novi" 
was detijched from Farmington. 

The- two other stories are bas-

ed upon the Roman numeral VI. 
Iii plotting the county and plan-
ning the townships, surveyors 
referred to the township as nuni-
her six in the second tier. The 
surveyors are said to have ab-
breviated the number as NO-VI, 
giving the town for future gen­
erations the unique name as it 
stands today, Novi. 

The third story, originates about 
the time the plank Lumber com­
pany took over the Detroit-How-
ell road. According to the per­
sons espousing this story, the toll 
gate here was the sixth between 
Detroit and Lansing. Hence, 
coach passengers referred to the 
town as NO-VI, and later, Novi. 

The latter story, according 
io Flint, Is obviously untrue 
because the township was call-
cd Novl before the toll gale 

was establislied. 
Novi residents of the past — as 

well as of the present — often 
referred to the community as 
"The Corners" or "Four Corn­
ers". It was originally called 
"The Corners", not just because 
of the main intersection at the 
Detroit-Howell road, but because 
of the comers at Nine, Ten and 
Twelve Mile roads. 

"We didn't call them Ten or 
Twelve Mile roads then,'-' Flint 
recalls. "Our corner here (Twelve 
Mile and Novi roads) was Flint's 
Corner and so on. I don't re-

Two Detroit men were arrested 
and jailed Wednesday within hours 
after they burglarized the service 
.stations, and four youths were ap-
orehended this week for breaking 
into Walled Lake area homes. 

H. M . "Ace" McClung and Wil­
liam Collier were bound over to 
circuit court Saturday after ar-
arraignment here before Justice of 
the Peace Robert K. Anderson. Both 
were jailed after they failed to post 
bends of $10,000. 

McCiung, who confessed burglariz­
ing the Sinciair station. Grand River 
ot ''lint .street, and the Wiilowbrook 
Gulf station, pleaded guiity. Col­
lier stood mute. 

The men were arrested by State 
"•'lice near Woodward avenue in 
Detroit after local authorities re 
nnrted the burglaries. Their car 
contained tires, batteries and other 
stolen station merchandise. 

A warrant has been issued for the 
arrest of a third man, believed to he 
the "lookout for the oreanized ganc 
Police Chief Lee BeGole said. State 
Tronoer Thomas Poetschow, who in-
vestipated the case, has stated that 
the third man may have fled to 
Kentucky. 

According to Novi iiolice thrpe 
teenafe boys from the Walled Lake 
area have confessed burglarizing at 
lea.st four homes in the lake section. 
Pilice aoorehended the boys shortly 
after Albert Schultz, 1711 Ea.-it Lake 
drive, reported someone broke into 
his home and stole a radio and 
some clothing. 

After nearly six hours of Question-
Ing at different times Monday, one 
hov admitted the burBlarizintr of sev-
eral homes and imnllcated the nth-
ers. The others confessed later. One 
of the youths will be turned over 
to juvenile authorities, BeGole said. 
The other two were released to the 
custody ot their parents.

A defective fireplce resulted in 
considerable damage to the interior 
of a home at-42409 Grand River last 
week, Wednesday night. 

According to firemen, the flames 
ate through the wall behind the fire­
place into the kitchen. The total 
damage, which included water nnd 
smoke damage, was estimated at 
$2,500. 

The house is owned by John Cook-
rum. 

In his address to the people at 
the community building, Crusoe in­
dicated that far too little money is 
being spent for planning in Novi. 
"We are going to devote about $2,400 
the first year (for planning)," he ' 
said." "Now decide for yourselves 
how much you can expect to get 
for that money, I am sure it would 
be pitifully small." 

Tlie board president suggested 
ihat the village should Invest 
"closer to $30,0(10 than $2,400 or 
$10,000" during ihe first year of . 
planning in order to finalize ihe 
plans for Novl. 

"If we could devote as much as 
$30,000 to do this job," he said, "we 
should be able to come up with a 
community plan that you would like, 
that would attract good people^ 
would attract good builders, would 
give us a pleasant place to live, that 
would give us the kmd of an area 
that doesn't cost too much to main-
tain, and that would carry a tax 
price tag that would be reasonable 
and palatable." 

Aithough Crusoe coIiceded that 
$30,000 Is "a great deaI of money", 
he suggested that "ihe key to 
success . . . Is the actIon which 
private capltai wIll take to sup-
port tiic community plan." 
Crusoe explained that one of the 

purposes of his committee is to 
work with the planning board and 
village officials to find a means of 
financing plans "that are meaning­
ful to you (citizens)". 

While warnuIg citizens and vil­
lage officials to slow down " in ab­
sence of a plan," he outlhied four 
steps which-lIe maintained were 
basic to proper community develop­
ment. These hicluded: 

1) Completion of an overall com-
munity plan that wiil show what 
the village should look lUte in fu­
ture years; 
2) Establishment of a zojdng or-

duiance which will ''preserve and 
enhance" the Investments of the 
village citizens; 
3) Establishment of adequate sub-

division controls to ensure a well-
knitted fuial product'; 
4) Inauguration of an improve-

ment program for the development 
of public facilities. 
Citizens attending the Monday 

meeting learned that more than 300 
of the questionnaires mailed last 
week by the committee had been 
returiied. According to Crusoe, re-
suits of the questionnaire survey 
will be discussed at next month's 
general meeting. 

Presumably, however, the vII-
Iage councII and planning com-
mission will respond to Crusoe's 
suggestions to Indicate how fast 
and In wliai manner his group 
can carry on.
