For some time I have noticed fast 
moving trains crossing Novi roads 
in the village of Novi, and Baseline 
and Seven Mile roads in Northviile. 
Saturday, January 30, at 10:45 a.m., 
1 checked the C O . freight train 
crossing Seven Mile road at .58 
MPH. To me this is too fast for 
existing conditions, and for the 
safety of all concerned. 

I called Mr. Judd, yardmaster of 
the C&O, and advised him of this 
liigb speed and asked for tlie engine 
number which he courteously re­
plied. No. 63. He further stated that 
this rale of speed was not out of 
line in absence of an ordinance, 
and as long as crossings have red 
blinker lights there is no limit as 
to how fast a train may travel. 
However, he mode it clear that if 
the cities, villages and townships 
pass an ordinance they would be 
more than happy to comply. 

I talked with Officer Heintz of

Historians aren't certain how 
it ail began. 

The name comes from three 
different martyrs whose feast 
day falls on February 14. 

One Saint Valentine was a Ro­
man priest and doctor who was 
beheaded about A.D. 269. The 
second, a bi.shop who is said to 
have been beheaded in Rome 
about A.D. 273, while the third 
was a little-known martyr in 
Africa. 

The custom of the day seems 
to liave no connection with the 
lives of these saints, excepting 
their feast day. The most rea­
sonable explanation for the cus­
tom of exchanging cards of 
greeting and love is that Saint 
Valentine's Day is a survival of 
a February 15 Roman festival. 

/ Whatever the reason, the 
hahil has taken on new livisls 
through the years — particu­
larly In ihc content and style 
of Valentine cards. 
The oldest known designs — 

dating back to 1790 — were frilly 
and heart-shaped and affection­
ate. 

The first comic cards appeared 
about 1895. Gradually, Valentine 
cards have fallen into four cate­

gories: the traditional, conven­
tional, humorous and contem­
porary or "studio". 

The latter express affection 
in a negative manner — by be­
ing downright insulting! 

According to Carl and Jean 
Johnson, who make a business 
of selling greeting cards at John­
son's Gift Shop, there's a mark­
ed trend toward returning to the 
old, frilly "traditional" card.

N a m e C o u n t y A f t e r ' ' M a d A n t h o n y " 

NOTE: News Editor Jack Hoff­
man foilows his articles on 
Novi and Wixom with a scrlcs 
concerning the early history of 
Norlhvliie. This is the first 
dealing with events leading up 
lo the creation of Ihe township. 
Just as Dwight Eisenhower re­

turned a hero after World War II, 
another general, dubbed "Mad 
Anthony Wayne", captured the 
hearts of Detroit citizens when 
he toured that rapidly growing 
frontier in 1796. 

One year before his triumphant 
entry into Detroit, "Mad An­
thony" (so called because of his-
gallant storming of Stony Point 
in 1779) almost single-handedly 
ended the bloody Indian wars of 
the midwest. 

When the last chief had affixed 
his signature to the treaty that 
hot summer day at Greenville, 
Ohio in 1795, the Indians ceded 
the southeastern corner of the 
Northwest territory, together 
with 10 settlements including Chi­

cago and Detroit. 
Thc treaty was a victory. 

And the citizens of thc United 
Stales, particularly in thc 
fronllcrs of the midwest, view-
cd the victory as Wayne's per-
sonal triumph. Thus, when 
Wlnlhrop Sargcant, secretary 
of the territory, and acting 
governor, established the coun­
ty of Wayne by proclamallon 
on August 15, 17!)6, his action 
drew wide popular support. 
General Wayne, after leaying 

the Detroit area to report to 
President Washington, wrote a 
letter to the "Cure and inhabi­
tants of the community". It read 
in part: 

"I wiii with- much pleasure, 
communicate to the president the 
warm sentiments of zeai and at­
tachments which you have ex­
pressed toward the government 
of the United States; and I can­
not permit myseif to depart 
hence without assuring you that 
I shaii aiways take a pecuiiar 

interest in whatever may con-
tribute to promote the happuiess 
and prosperity of the country to 
which my name has the honor 
to-be attached." 

The first boundaries of the 
county of Wayne included all of 
Michigan and parts of Ohio, In-
diana, Illuiois and Wisconsin. It 
contained an area of 75,000 square 
miles mcluding the sites of Mil -
waukee and Chicago. 

After numerous b o u n d a r y 
changes between 1796 and 1822, 
Governor Cass established the 
present limits by proclamation 
on September 10, 1822. 

The financial affairs of the 
new county were managed by 
three county commissioners ap-
pointed by the Court of Quarter 
Sessions. In' 1818," the governor 
became the appointing power. 
Seven years later, the office was 
made elective. 

Duties of the county commis-
sioncrs were transferred to a 
board of supervisors in 1842. This 

body was authorized to examine, 
settie and allow all accounts and 
estimate the yearly expenses of 
the county. It was also authoriz-
ed to repair county buildings, 
and to offer bounties for the 
kiiiing of wolves and panthers. 
The supervisors were paid $1.00— 
later $2.00, and stiii later, $3.00 
for each of the eight days of 
their sessions. 

Wayne Townships 
As provided under the North-

west Territory law of 1790, four 
townships were created wi'thin'tbe 
county in 1798, They were, De­
troit, Mackmaw, Sargeant and 
Hamtramck. 

Wayne county ivas not cnllrc­
iy divided Into townships until 
its present boundaries were 
cslnblislicd. Simullancously, 
with the creallon of the board 
of supervisors; on April 12, 1827, 
boundaries for the following 
townships wcrc IaId out: De-
troll, Sprlngwclis, Haiiitraniek, 
Monguagon, Brownslown, Ply-

Novi ' s village council, though not entirely by its own 
doing, seems to have gained an uncanny abi l i ty to jump nimb­
l y from the fire to the frying pan and back. 

Its troubles are common knowledge. Its attackers are 
strange bedfellows, each wi th individual grievances peculiar 
to their own interests. They are united only by the fact that 
each bears a complaint against tlie village — not through 
sympathy to one another's problem. 

It's impossible to imagine a solution that would satisfy 
a l l factions. 

But, on ihe other hand, even the most optitijistic member 
of tlic village council ivouid have difficuily in proclaiming that 
there is "nothing ivrong" in Novl. 

W e don't profess to have the abil i ty to point a finger 
at ihe trouble spots — neither, however, do we believe they 
can be settled by closed "executive sessions" or the tabl ing of 
any official action wi th an ostrich philosophy that "If wc 
don't look it might go away". 

(Perhaps the council took its Cue from the township 
board's newest policy; not to record any differences of opin-
ion among board members in the minutes unless an official 
vote on the matter is taken. W c don't l ike this either, and 
have no intention of deleting constructive discussions — argu­
ments — from our reporting of thc meetings.) 

SpeclficalIy, The News' complaint is with the manner in 
whicli the village council has handled the resignation of Police 
Chief Lee BeGoic. 

The council has known official ly of the letter since its 
February 1 meeting. 

It has k n o w n of BeGole's reasons for resignation for sev-
eral months. 

Y e t at press time Wednesday the council had not yet 
acted on the resignation, which becomes effective in four 
days. •• , • 

The council has been busy, however. It met with BeGole 
Monday night. Thc village manager was not present (although 
ive do not know lhat he ivas not invited); and the press was not-
in allcndance (ive do know thai II was not invited). ^ 

B y way of the traditional "authoritative source" we do 
knoiv exactly what rook place at the closed session, however. 

The council is now struggling furiously wi th a problem 
it h.is slept wi th for months. 

Had the council not chosen to call a secret meeting to 
hear BeGole ; had it accepted the resignation regretfully — 
and publ ic ly; or better yet, had it acted to solve the prob-
lems of Chief BeGole when they first became known, we 
would not have written Ihis editorial opinion. 

Frankly, after BeGole Indicalcd his intention to leave by 
ofHcial letter, we believe everyone — including BeGole - - would 
have been best served if the rcsignallon had been promptly 
accepted. 

But in the l ight of the behind the scenes shenanigans 
and the snail-lIke pace the council has chosen to set i n deal­
ing wIth a departmental problem, we believe it is i n the 
best interest of the publ ic to " te l l a l l " and put an end to 
mounting rumors. 

Chief BeGole took nearly IVz hours to tel l counciimen 
IIIS reasons for go ing to Cheboygan. A $300 annual salary 
incre.ise was not one of the reasons. 

Specifically, BeGole wants to run his department. H e 
wants the return of Saturday t raining courses for his men, 
He wants one more fulltime officer — and would prefer that 
this man be Vern Loeffler, apparently retired fo l lowing an 
Illness. He would l ike more freedom i n setting his own work-

ing hours. 
H e objects to having an officer — who BeGole described 

as ufitrained" --- on night duty alone. He further told 
councIlmcn at the closed session that he would not obey 
orders to issue more traffic tickets. 

Less this sound l ike an endor,sement of BeGole w e 
hasten to say that the Chief's demands might be unreasoiIable 
— especially in the l igh t of a tight budget. 

Nevertheless, BeGole is a 
reasonable man. He carried 
his complaints to his superior 
and aivalted a reply. The coun­
cil, too, was kept informed. A 
compromise agreement was 
certainly possible If serious af-
Icntlon hud been given the 
matter. 

But, instead, the counci l 
has stalled unt i l the eleventh 
hour. N o w , spurred by grow-
i n g pub l i c sentiment, the 
council Jias urged BeGole to 
wai t un t i l next Monday night 
before leaving. 

Under the circumstances 
til is should not lIave happen-
ed. W i t h the situation i n its 
present state we cannot jmag-
Ine a solution that does not 
leave biaerness and unrest.

Plymouth Township 
Piymouth township, according 

to historians, was named hi hon--
or of the first American settle­
ment at Plymouth Rocg by Wii­
iiam Bartow, who located on 
section one in 1828. As originally 
created in February 1827, this 
township included all of what is 
now called Norlhvliie, Canton and 
Piymouth townships. 

For severai years, the north­
ern haif of the township was 
caiied Plymouth, and the south-

The Mustangs attempted 60 
field goals, netted oniy 22 baskets 
for n .'l7 percent average Friday. 
Clarenceviile, on the other hand, 
fired 57 shots and lilt 26 for a 46 
percent average. 
At the free throw line, Northviiie 

hit 11 of its 20 shots, and Clarence­
viile netted 17 of its 28 shots. 

Individually, Forward D a n n y 
Brown topped the Mustangs in 
shooting with two baskets in two 
attempts. The next best record was 
by Guard Roger Atchinson who net­
ted eight of his 19 shots for a 42 
percent average. 

Center Wade Deal, who failed to 
connect in seven attempts at the 

free throw line, hit 36 percent of his 
field goal shots. Other field goal 
averages were: Tom Darling nnd 
Larry Nitzel, 33 percent, and Steve 
Juday and Gary Morgan, 25 percent. 
Jim Patterson missed his lone shot 
at the net. 

The season record is little dif­
ferent, although Northviiie has net­
ted as many as 12 more field goals 
in its past four games than at the 
outset of the season. The probiem 
is that the opponents also are im 
proving. 

Clarenceviile, for example, net­
ted only 19 field goals in its first 
victory over Northviiie as compar­
ed to 26 field goals Friday. North­
viiie jumped from 16 to 22. 

Another significant and some-, 
ivhat ironic factor Friday is that 
the Mustangs outscored their op-
poncnts in the final quarter, 16-
13. The local squad had been 
plagued with a fourlh-quarler los­
ing phobia tlirougiiout most of tiie 
season. 
The Trojans, who flipped the ball 

around the court with amazing ac­
curacy, grabbed a narrow 1,5-14 
first quarter lead before starting 
its 22-point barrage in the second 
period. At the half Nortliville was 
down, 37-27. 

Northviiie skidded to a low of 12 
points in the third stanza, while 

Clarenceviile added 19 more points 
to move to a 56-39 lead at the three-
quarter mark. 

Atchinson earned scoring honors 
for the losers by pumping in eight 
field goals and three free shots for 
a total of 19 points. Clarenceviile 
Center Tony Giacobazzi led his 
team in scoring with 22 points. 

In other league contests, the amaz­

ine first settlers lo ventur.. 
into the heavily ivoodcd wilder-
ness norlhwest of Delroll be-
gan lo arrive about 1818. Tliese 
hearty pioneers usually made 
their ivay to Detroit by schoon-
er or steamer (including thc 
VVnIk-in-the-Waler, the Henry 
Clny, and the Pioneer) from 
Buffalo. Northviiie historian 
Charles L . Diibuar ivrole: "The 
forest was cut hack about a 
mile from the river, and in the 
ivoods tlic ivolves held their 
nightly jubilee. From Detroit, 
Ihe settlers found llieir way as 
best they could through Ihe 
dense forest to their future 
homes." 
What kind of land, animals and 

adventures waited for the pio­
neers? 

Early accounts tell of elk, 
moose, wolves, bears, rabbits, 
otters, lynx, wild cats, beavers 
and muskrats that roamed the 
Detroit area. 

Between 1820 and 1830 the 
howling of wolves could be heard 
at the edge of Detroit. Bounties 
of three and four doiiars were 
paid by the county — and his­
torians write that much of the 
county taxes was used to pay for 
wolf scalps. 

Silas Farmer wrote in 1884: 
"In 1024, and also in other 

years, myriads of wild pigeons 
made their roosts in the forests 
of the county. Tliey were so 
numerous that hundreds could 
easily be killed with a walking 
stick. 

"As late as the fail of 1834, 
deer were abundant within a 
morning's waik, and biack bears 
would occasionally peramulate 
the streets. Wild turkeys and 
quails were numerous up to about 
1850 . . . " 

On November 30, 1815, Ed­
ward Tiffin, surveyor general, 
wrote that in the whole of the 
Michigan lerrilory there ivas 
"not one acre in a iiundrcd, 
if there ivould he in a thous­
and, that would in any case 
admit of cultivation. It Is all 
sivampy and sandy," Detroit 

and llie surrounding area was 
said lo he extremely sterile 
and barren. Historian Farmer 
chni'ged Tiffin and those ivho 
expounded his beliefs ivith pos­
sessing an "impardonahle ig-
norance or kniivery,'' polnling 
out that the state wiicat crop 
in 1886 amounted lo 2G,»00,0n6 
bushels. 
And if that wasn't proof enough, 

he pointed to H. Berthelet who 
in 1821 raised a pumpkin that by 
all reports was six feet, eight 
inches in circumference, and af­
ter it had been picked, weighed 
174 pounds and 12 ounces.

"The country was heavily 
wooded, nnd it was with consid-
erabie difficuity that the pioneer 
settiement was reaciied. The 
traii, which oniy by courtesy 
could be caiied a road, extended 
through a distance of spme 15 
or 18 miies from Detroit to a 
point on the Rouge, where a lit­
tle settlement had been made 
and a mill erected by Luther Lin­
coin, who a year or two later 
erected a mill on the < same 
stream at Plymouth. 

"Beyond this limit of civiliza­
tion the ivay through the woods 
was marked by blazed trees and 
the difficulties of clearing a pas­
sage for oxen and a wagon 
through the thick underbrush 
and around faiien trees and quag­
mire can be more easiiy written 
about than reaiized."

SECTION 1—Short Title. This ordinance shall be known and 
be' cited as the "Ordinance Providing for Bell and Whistle or 
Siren on Engines, Use at Crossings, Penalty, CivU Damages, 
Signal Board." 

SECTION 2 - A bell of at least thirty (30) pounds weight and 
the steam or air ivhlstic or siren, shall be placed on each loco-
motive engine iravcling withIn the corporation limits of the 
City of Wixom, and said whistle or siren shall be twice sharply 
sounded at least forty (40) rods before the crossing is reached, 
and after the sounding of the whistle or siren thc bclI shall be 
rung contiuuously until Ihe crossing Is passed, under a penally 
of $100 for every neglect; and Ihc company shall also be liable 
for all damages iviiich shall be sustained by any persons by 
reason of such neglect. Every railroad corporation shall and they 
arc hereby required to cause signal boards to be placed well 
supported by posts or ollierwise and maintained at each public 
road or street where thc same is crossed by thc railroad track 
at grade. Tlie board shall be so cicvaicd so as not lo obstruct 
the travel and to be seen by people before rcachingjhe cross-
Ing, and on each side of such board shall be painted In letters 
not less lhan 12'' In height, thc words "Rai l Road Crossing". 
Tills provIsIon shall not apply to signal boards already erected. 

This ordinance was introduced at the council meeting of 
the City of WIxom Iieid on Thursday, Janunry 14, 1960 and pass-
ed by the council at Ihc inceling of January 28, 1960 and shall 
become cffecllvc 10 days after pubiicnilon.

The city council has taken a dim view of Michigan Bell's 

latest rate increase. 
The subject came up at a recent meeting when Councilman 

John Canterbury read a letter from an irate citizen protesting 
a card received from the telephone company which offered local, 
custorriers South Lyon and Wolled Lake telephone directories — 
if the postcard was returned. 

As the card pointed out, the two oreas are within the local 
free-calling area, but the listings wbuld not be included in the 
Northviile book. . 

The letter to Canterbury read in part: "It has been my 
feeling for a long time that Northviile has been Gerrymandered 
by the Michigan Bell Telephone company into a position where 
we have the fewest number of useable free service colls and the 
highest rate possible." The cordisuggesting that-local users did 
not need the listings already within the limited .free-calling area, 
was apparently the last straw. 

This subject is a favorite of Canterbury's. He was un­
yielding in his protest to the last increase, saying that it was 
too severe on the Northviile user who has a more limited 
free-calling area fhoii some of our neighbors. 

Now he has backed a motion to send a letter to the 
Michigan Public Service Commission pleading the Northviile case 
and asking that the commission consider this before approving 
the manner in which the new 54 million increase is levied.

S o a p y S p a r s w i t h L a b o r 
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LABOR DOMINATION of his ad­
ministration is one of the long­
standing accusations leveled against 
Gov. G. Mennen Williams. 

Events during the last half of his 
sixth term have focused attention 
on the question of labor influence 
on .-Williams. 

The Governor and organized lab­
or have been on opposite sides of 
major issues. 

Some say it is a deliberate thmg, 
contrived to refute claims his ad­
ministration is controlled by labor. 

Others insist there have been 
honest differences of opinion. 

« • * 

An early inliling came when At-
torney General Paul L . Adams an-
nounced his plans for fighting a 
suit by Michigan AFL-CIO Presi. 
dent August Scholle to force a re-
apportionment of the Senate. 

Democrat Adams split his staff 
into two teams to argue both sides 
of the use-sales tax suit last year. 
Democratic leaders, who favor re­
apportionment, had expected Adams 
to do the same on the Scholle suit. 
He didn't, but took a stand against 
Scholle. 

Many capitol insiders say Adams' 
stand on reapportionment was one 
reason he was bypassed when there 
was a vacancy on the Supreme 
Court. 

* • * 
Most obvious Williams-labor split 

this year was over a "compro­
mise" plan for calling a constitu­
tional convention. 

Wiiiiams endorsed a plan that 
would have convention delegates 
elected from both Senate and House 
districts. 

Scholle said he would go all out 
to fight this compromise, contend­
ing selection by House districts 
would be the only way population 
centers could get fair representa­
tion at a convention. 

Williams said he had to differ 
"with my good friend Gus" in order 
to give Michigan a chance at a new 
constitution. Scholie said the prin­
ciple involved left no room for com­
promise. 

* « • 
Future differences are expected 

over the matter of what tax ques­
tions will go on the November bal­
lot. 

Williams has indicated a willing­
ness • to get the sales tax increase 
proposition before voters, a pro­
posai he kept off the April 1059 
ballot. 

Labor leaders have expressed no 
desire ot having the sales tax ques­
tion on the ballot. If the sales tax 
does get on the ballot, they also 
would like a corporation profits tax 
on the ballot as an alternative. 

Williams will be the single most 
important factor in the question. 

He had enough lawmakers be 
hind him to keep the tax question 
off the ballot last Aprii. He'll play 
a major role this time around. 

MERGER MOVES will be tried 
again this year as the Legisiature 
and Governor continue their efforts 
at streamiing state government. 

A half dozen reorganization pro­
posals were adop.ted last year. A 
like number may be tried again 
this year. 

The expected brevity of the 1960 
session may prevent action on all 
proposals to be made by a citizen 
advisory group on reorganization. 

* * • 
Among proposals to be considered 

is one that would create a depart­
ment of financial institutions con­
solidating the corporation and se­
curities commission and the bank­
ing and insurance departments. 

A state commerce department 
would take over the duties of the 
economic development department, 
the tourist councii and commissions 
promoting farm products. 

The labor department, workmen's 
compensation department and other 
labor-related functions wouid be 
consolidated by another reorganiza-
tion proposai under discussion. 

« * • 
WHAT H A P P E N E D to Michigan's 

aroused citizenry? 
This is a question pianners of the 

Citizens for Michigan movement 
were asking at the start of the year's 
second month. 
American Motors President George 

Romney, C F M founder, came ciose 
to running for office because he 
feared citizen apathy might under­
mine Citizens for Michigan. He still 
has hopes of recruiting the 100,000-
plus citizens' he says he needs to 
make his movement effective, ai­
though oniy about 2,000 had signed 
up by the end of January. 

« « » 

Citizen support will be sought in 
the coming months by the Michigan 
Chamber of Commerce and both 
political parties. 

One group of men — the planners 
of Michigan Week — have had no 
trouble recruiting citizen participa­
tion. 

At last count there were about 
6,000 people serving on committees 
for the May 15-21 observance. 

BALLOT WORDING for the No­
vember tax referendum shapes up 
as a major issue of the 1960 Legis­
lature. 

Should it be a clear choice be­
tween an income tax or sales tax 
increase? 

Between the sales tax increase 
and a corooration profits levy? 

Or all three? 
Or a single proposition that would 

hike the sales tax and prohibit 
adoption of a personal or corporate 
income tax?

Intra-party splits complicate the 
issue. 

Senate Republicans have been 
lieading in one direction. House 
Democrats jp another, and House 
Republicans in still another. Senate 
Democrats have been on the side­
lines through most of the discus­
sions.

Babson Park, Mass. — I thought 
that a previous column of mine had 
covered all the facts gathered on 
my trip to Moscow, but here are 
a few more things worthy of thought, 

America's Gcd 
My recent release on "Khrushchev 

and Christianity" has caused read­
ers to ask me just what. Mr. K . 
thinks is America's "God". I must 
repiy; "The Automobile". Although 
the first automobile was built only 
during my lifetime, yet America 
today has more money invested in 
autos than in aii the churches, hos-
pitais, scliool houses, and homes of 
mercy buiit since Columbus discov­
ered America in 1492. 

It has been said that 90 percent 
of the women of America spend 
more on lipstick than they contrib­
ute to their church. Furthermore, I 
am told by cosmetics experts that 
lipsticks are but one of the off­
shoots of the automobile. Even John 
D. Rockefeller, Sr. told me per­
sonally that automobiles built the 
magnificent Rockefeller fortune; 
that when he was at his prime, he 
considered selling oniy ijerosene. 

America's Missionaries 
When I was a boy, my mother 

was much interested in foreign mis­
sions. I even helped pack barrels 
of old clothes for the missionaries, 
who were then our real ambassa­
dors. Now the ladies of most church­
es get together once a month to 
talk foreign missions — and collect 
perhaps $300 for the cause; yet the 
value of their automobiles and furs 
represent $500,000! The whole setup 
seems cockeyed to Mr. K . 

Our real missionaries today are 
the heads of the U.S. Embassies ail 
over the world (let me say that all 
were very helpful to me during my 
recent trip to Berlin, Warsaw and 
Moscow). But most of them were 
selected for their very-important 
positions because they contributed 
large sums of money to the politi­
cal party which won the last na­
tional election .— whether or not 
they can speak the language of the 
country to which they are assigned; | 
Mr. K. feels this is most inefficient. 
How Khrushchev Sciocts Teachers 

When Mr. K. wants teachers, he 
pays what is necessary to get the 
very best. I have been told that 

top professors get about $40,000 per 
year in terms of our dollars — and 
prestige. They are the leading men 
in every iarge Russian city. They 
live in the best suburbs, have the 
best tables at restaurants and pri­
vate boxes at the opera. Their chiid­
ren are iooked up to as are those 
of our richest famiiies'. Yet some of 
our universities pay more for a 
footbaii coach than for the head 
of the physics department. 

While in Moscow getting facts on 
education, I was asked what is 
meant by our term "eggheads". 
When I tried to explain that this is 
what our scientists and other men 
of learning are called, I was not 
believed. I was then asked If it is 
true that any American manufac­
turer will get a better reception at 
Congressional hearings than univer­
sity presidents; and if we allow 
an average of 30 students to a class­
room while M r . . K . inisists that 17 
must be the maximum. 

Can Democracy Csmpetc? 
I believe democracy is the ulti­

mate form ot government. History 
.shows that no dictatorship has very 
iong existed. But I am far from 
certain whether our presznt form 
of democracy can survive. There 
will inevitabiy be more rapid basic 
changes due to the constant level­
ing down of those who now have 
property and the buiiding up of 
those who have not. The masses 
are on the move and will continue 
to be. However, the desires of our 
people must change from glorifica­
tion of wealth and so-called "suc­
cess" to love for unselfish service 
and trained efficiency. 

Mr. K. 's apparent objective is to 
eliminate private property, but he 
is not alone. Six means to this end 
are now being employed in six dif­
ferent countries: (1) By confisca­
tion in Russia; (2) by nationaiiza-
tion in England; (3) by taxation in 
East Germany; (4) by pubiic ex­
ecutions in China; '3) by unwar­
ranted price and wage legislation in 
Cuba; and (6) by labor-union de­
mands and inflation as in the U.S. 

Meanwhile, let us expend more 
time and more money developing 
our children's character, health, 
education and other fundamentals 
which cannot be wiped out by ano­
ther Worid War.

it understood that "she" is not nec­
essarily little nor old, nor a lady. 
"She" could be any size, any age 
and could also be a "he". But, who­
ever she or he is — the "Two-Lane 
Tramp' is the label of the current 
traffic law violator the police are 
calling attention to during the next 
five'-weeks in their "Unwanted 
Driver" program. 

The police poster charges ihe 
Tivo-Lane Tramp wltli a numlier 
of specific driving violations ivhich 
killed 176 and maimed 2,049 pee-
pic in Michigan last year. This 
type of driver was also Implicated 
In more than 4,000 other accidents 
and cost Micliigan citizens $24 
million. 

Specifically, the Two-Lane Tramp 
as described on the poster, special­
izes in head-on and side-swipe col­
lisions by driving on the wrong side 
of the road; drifting across or strad­
dling centerlines; wandering from 
one lane to another on multi-lane 
roads; passmg on hills and curves 
and by passing without sufficient 
clear distance ahead. 

Police officials point out that nil 
major streets and highways, which 
carry most of Michigan's traffic, 
have a clear white stripe painted 
down thc middle. Though it lakes 
only moderate steering effort and 
common sense to keep a car bc-
twecn Ihe edge of the road and 
that while ccnicrline, "wrong side 
of road, not passing" was the cx-
plnnaiion for 132 fatal accidents In 
Michigan during 1953. II ivns sec-
ond only to excessive speed as a 
contributing factor on the state's 
highivays that year. And it ac-
counted for 1,979 injuries and 2,133 
cailIsIons. 

Why this violation of traffic law 
and common sense shouid occur so 
frequentiy is something no one has 
been able to answer completely. 
Staying within one's proper lane 
appears to be so elementary a driv­
ing requirement and the faiiure to do 
so seems so obviousiy dangerous. 

there appears to be no sensibie ex­
planation for the frequency with 
which this vioiation occurs. 

One possibiiity, suggested by ac­
cident investigators, is that the driv­
er gives it little attention. His mind 
wanders as he drives and soon his 
wheels are aiso wandering. His car 
goes where it's aimed. Truck driv-
ers, who have a more difficult driv­
ing task, and other professional 
drivers, have learned that the best 
way to stay within the proper lane 
is to aim high in steering. 

By aiming high and looking far 
ahead, the driver wiii find it easier 
to drive a straight course and will 
be better prepared for stops or other 
evasive action for conditions ahead. 

Anyone who has ever had to 
march in a straight iine knows it 
can't be done by watching the feet. 
It can oniy be accomplished by fix-
ing the eyes on a distant point and 
marchmg toward it. Another exam-
pie is in steering a boat across a 
lake. The steering must be on a dis­
tant point, or the boat will weave 
from side to side. 

Proper aiming is easier lo 
achieve If the driver keeps a gooii 
grip on the wheel — with both 
hands. The recommended position 
puts one hand on each side of the 
ivhecI In a balanced position. Rec­
ommended position of thc hands 
for highway driving, with thc 

wheel considered as the face of a 
clock. Is for the right hand to be 
located at approximately 2 o'clock 
and tlie left hand at 10 o'clock. 
This position enables thc high-alni-
ing drivcr io maintain easy steer­
ing control and lo make correc­
tions ivlih a minimum of effort. 
This means that the driver shoiiid 

pay primary attention to what is 
happening on the road some dis­
tance ahead. 

By aiming high, and by keeping 
to the right lane as much as possi­
ble, the driver will avoid much of 
the danger of drifting across the 
centerline and into a collision.

The regular meeting of the board 
of education was called to order by 
the president, Mr. Heslip at 8:15 
p.m. on Wednesday, January 13, 
1960. 

Present were Mr. Heslip, Mr. 
Taylor, Mr. Crawford, Mr. Erwin, 
Dr. Morris and Dr. Medlyn. Tlie 
only guest was Mr. Frazer Staman 
of tiie Hartford Insurance Co. 

The minutes of the December 9, 
1959 meeting were approved as pub­
lished. 

The treasurer's report of fund 
balances which follows were ap­
proved as read: 

General Fund $5,126.11 
Lunch Fund 2,010.57 
Payroll Fund 432.00 
1957 Bldg. & Site 190,820.08 
1955 Debt Retirement 

Fund 26,769.62 
1957 Debt Retirement 221.42 
1958 Debt Retirement Fund 48.1 
There was a discussion of possi­

ble means of transporting a couple 
of students to the special education 
classroom in Farmington. It had 
been determined that transportation 
by taxi would be too expensive. 
There was still a possibility that 
volunteer drivers might be avail­
able. 

Dr. Medlyn reported that he hoped 
the district might be able to claim 
$200 per child transportation allow­
ance from the stale. This amount, 
if available to us, might not be 
forthcoming until the end of the 

.fiscal year. It would be paid to the 
district, who would reimburse tlie 
parent. 

Mr. Frazer Staman was present 
to discuss the recommended insur­
ance for contents of the Orchard 
Hills school. A blanket coverage of 
$24,000 at 90 percent co-insurance 
was recommended. 

It was moved by Mr. Crawford,

board take a 90-percent co-insur-
iince policy with blanket coverage 
of .524,000 on the contents of the 
Orchard Hills building, and of this 
amount, $12,000 is to be taken with 
Frazer Staman, and $12,000 is to 
be taken with Frank Watza-Novi 
Reaity Co. Motion carried.

Novi should have great reluctance 

in losing Chief Lee BeGole. He has 
made many friends during his seven 
years of administration as police 
chief in Novi. 

He stated he was accepting a posi­
tion as chief of poiice in Cheboygan, 
Michigan. It would hai'dly seem that 
the chief would be leaving his job 
in Novi at $5,400 a year to accept 
a job elsewhere for less money. 

Cheboygan, as I can understand, 
can offer monetary benefits to its 
employees such as five-day work 
week, probably time and a half for 
Sunday and holiday work, a pension 
plan for its employees, and some 
consideration for overtime pay. 

With these advantages it would 
be a future indeed. 

Why doesn't the village govern­
ment adopt a pension plan? What 
do they have to offer their em­
ployees? The employees have no 
future in Novi — only work. Then 
when they get old they get kicked 
out so younger ones can take over. 

Even if an employee did work 
the required period for retirement, 
what would they retire on . . . 
debts of the village government or 
are we going to have a city and 
make some restitution for its em­
ployees? 

What provisions have been made 
for the officer or the employees for 
vacations? Are they required to 
always work shorthanded on a six-
day, simetimes seven-day schedule? 
Also the chief works every Sunday, 
holidays included, for the same rate 
of pay. 

I would like to see the viiiage 
council members, at their next 
meeting, give Chief BeGole a vote 
of confidence and extend a 30-day 
vacation — with pay — for his 
faithfui service to his public and 
department. This wouid give him 
an opportunity to continue his dut­
ies as chief of-poiice of Novi. 

Are we living in 1960 or 1945? Are 
we a flourishing community? Maybe 
we should name Novi "Northviiie", 
then we could do a little progress­
ing. 

It did not take Novi long to make 
up its mind for a going-away party, 
for BeGole — even before the init j 
was dry on his resignation. 

I wonder if his official check had 
not been made out months ago . . . 
just waiting for him to collect it.

To the Editor: 
I just completed a survey of the 

village of Novi as to the citizens' 
reactions for or against township 
status, and out of 72 people in a 
cross section opinion, 27 wanted to 
return to a township and 45 wanted 
to remain as a •Village. 

In this survey, I put special em­
phasis in the 12 Mile, Wixom and 
Grand River area — Mr. Staman's 
stronghold — and out of 10 homes 
8 were for toivnship and two for 
village. Then in the East Shore 
area, one of the circulators' strong­
holds out of 15 homes 4 ivere for 
township and 11 for village. 

This is the same survey I made 
when I opposed village incorpora-
tion, the only difference was in the 
East Shore where most of the peo­
pie wanted to remain as a town­
ship, but this did not iiold true on 
election day. It was the 2nd pre­
cinct that voted for incorporation, 
and the 1st precinct voted against 
it. 

Let me give you a word of cau­
tion, the Lincoin Viiiage, 12 Miie 
and Wixom area, is waiting for a 
chance to be annexed to the city 
of Wixom.

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NOTE — This is the fifth art­
icle In the series by News Edi­
tor Jack Hoffman dealing with 
thc eariy history of the area. 
To date he has covered the 
history of Novl and WIxom. 
This articic Is the second of 
five Installments on NorthvIlle. 
Farmers wiii tell you that the 

largest piants don't necessariiy 
produce the largest vegetabies. 
And historians are equally sure 
that fledgling communities don't 
aiways blossom into thriving 
cities. 

One such community which 
died on the vine was Waterford— 
or Mead's Mil l , located north ot 
the Six Miie and the Northviiie-
Piymouth road in what was then 
Plymouth township. 

Waterford (not to be con­
fused with Waterford In Oak­

land county) was once larger 
lhan both Plymouth and North­
viiie. 
It had its beguining back in 

1827 when Dyer and Gannett 
Ramsdeii, brothers from Com-
ington, Massachusetts, iaid claim 
to 3'/j sections in Piymouth 
township. 

Gannett took up two sections, 
Sheldon to NorthvUle roads, be-
tween Five and Six Mile roads, 
while Dyer claimed the wooded • 
land from Northviiie to Haggerty 
roads, between Five and Six 
Mile roads. 

Dyer Ramsdeii on March 18, 
1837, laid out aiid recorded the 
village under the name of Water-
foI'd, but for many years the post 
office was called Mead's Mill , a 
large flouring mill which once 
stood on the site of Haller's man-

ufacturing plant. It was built by 
three brothers, Marshall, Wads-
worth and Samuel Mead. How­
ever, at least one historian gives 
credit for the estabiishment of 
the miil to a Jabish M . Mead in 
1834. 

Dyer Ramsdeii, anxious to en­
sure an ideal home for the mill 
employees and other settlers, 
laid out his property with wide 
streets and parks west of North­
viiie road in what is no-v part 
of Northviiie township. He donat­
ed part of his pI'operty for a 
school site and a cemetery. A 
log school house was constructed 
on Franklin road north of the 
present site of the Northviiie 
townsliip hall. When the school 
house burned down, a "mcdern" 
school buildhig was erected. This 
school is now the township hall. 

Most of the ploneerj of the 
Waterford settlement are buried 
in the Waterford cemetery donat­
ed by Ramsdeii and located on 
Franklin road. 

Waterford Industries 
Mead's Mil l raced en Mill 

street. Later a frame, country 
store ivas erected west of thc 
mm near NorthvUle road, also 
facing Mill street. Tile Water-
ford post office was located In 
the rear of the store. 
The mill products were mar­

keted in Detroit 22 miies away. 
They were hauled by horse and 
wagon along the trails through 
the swamp and woods. 

Three cooper shops (barrel 
factories) were erected, and with 
the throng of farmers' wagons 
bringing wheat to the mill, Wat­
erford became a bustling com­

munity. 
According to Clifford Cranson, 

73, of 218 South Center, great-
grandson of Gannett Ramsdeii, 
his grandfather, Ashley Rams-
dell eventually created the arti-
ficial pond located northeast of 
the Six Mile and Northviiie road 
intersections. A sluiceway or 
"water race" was built from the 
pond to the mill providing the 
necessary water power. 

The water ran between earth 
dykes parallel with Northviiie 
road. It crossed under the Six 
Mile road through a wooden tube, 
continued to Mead's Mii l , then 
crossed under Northviiie road to 
a foundry located in a section 
of what is now Cass Benton park. 

Dyer Ramsdeii and Setii 
Ilugiies built thc foundry and 
shop for manufacturing farm 

Implements. Their plows and 
cultivators became famous, 
and tiic inanufiicturing piant 
became one of ihc foremost In 
the state. 
Stiii later, a sash and blind 

factory was built by Issac Perry 
Andrews, and Cass Benton, who 
lived on Northviiie road, north 
of Six Mile road, operated one 
of the most profitable sugar 
bushes in the state. The sugar 
bush-shack stood among the 
towering maples behind his home. 
The park road now slices through 
this "sugar iand". 

The First Disaster 
In the midst of all this pros­

perity, disaster struck the fledgl­
ing community. The flouring mill 
caught fire and burned to the 
ground. Several thousand bushels 
of wheat and a large quantity 

of flour were destroyed. 
The fire was a severe blow to 

the little village, but the Meads 
refused to call it quits. The de­
bris was cleared away and with 
the financial backing of Fred­
erick Cariisie, ^on of the Water­
ford physician, a much larger 
miil was buiit. This new mill was 
reputed to be the iargest in the 
state. It was propelied by a 
huge wooden wheel, 18 feet in 
diameter. 

The completion ot thc now 
Walerford Miii ivas celebrated 
witii a "grand ball given on 
the floor of thc packing room 
which was larger tiinn most 
baiirooins In Detroit". 
Hundreds of peopie from three 

counties were on hand for the 
dedication ceremonies. With the 
conciusion of the celebrations, the 

water was turned loose and the 
wheel hummed to a start. 

The Underground Railroad 
During the height of prosperi­

ty about the middle of the m h 
Century, sympathetic abolition­
ists made the viiiage a haven 
for run-away siaves. These 
frightened Negroes, who found 
their way north via the ceiebrat-
ed underground Michigan rail­
road, were employed in the mill 
and the nearby factories. The 
Negroes easily found their way 
into Canada whenever capture 
was imminent. 

Attempts to retake the fugi-
ive slaves were mostly unsuc­
cessful because the majority of 
the people were opposed to 
slavery, and though the law up-

Hon as suggested by llie nubile. 
In Anderson's opinion, his mo-

tion was a positive means of assert-
ing the council's desire to keep Be-
Gole. 

Even before Anderson placed his 
motion on the table (it died without 
a second), he criticized fellow mem-
bers for not taking the matter up 
two weeks ago when the-letter was 
submitted to the clerk. He said he 
did not learn of the letter until 
reading of it in The Novi News. 

Councilman Dirk Groenenberg, 
ivho was the acting couneii chair­
man in the absence of President 
WaIlcr Tuck Iwo weeks ago, ex-
plained that-the letter ivas not 
given io the clerk unlll shortly 
before ihe February 1 meeting.

Under the viiiage charter, nom­
inating petitions miist be signed by 
not iess than 20 nor more than 40 
qualified electors. 

Any candidate whose petition is 
declared invalid is permitted to fiie 
a supplementary or a replacement 
petition before 4 p.m. on the fifth 
day after the last day for filing 
the original petition. 

The eounell posts held hy Groe-
nenbcrg, Tafralian and Button arc 
the only ones up for re-election. 
President-Waller Tuck and Coun-
eilman Philip Anderson dreiv the 
highest number of votes in the 
fkst village election and thus 
were appointed lo four-ycar terms.

But despite the yelps of more 
fear than pain, most of the dogs 
can proudly wear their new lic­
enses, purchased by their owners 
at thc hail, as proof that "we're 
protected nnd pretty brave, loo." 

Tlie annual Novi vaeclnatlon 
clinic ivas conducied here under 
the dlreclion of Dr. Frank R. 
Bates, director of the Oakland 
county animal shelter. 

Fire trucks ivere stored at Para­
gon Bridge nnd Steel company 
during the clinic. Volunlcer Novi 
firemen prepared the hall for the 
clinic and tiien denned it up fol­
lowing ihe clinic. 

Despite fair weather and an 
increased number of registered 
electors, only 289 W i x o m vot-
ers turned out Tuesday in nom-
Inating eight council candidates 
for the A p r i l A election. 

The primary turnout repre 
sents 43 percent of the 668 reg­
istered city electors. T w o years 
ago close to 80 percent of the 
qualified voters went to the 
polls in approving the city char-
ter and electing the first city 
officials. 

Two of the council candidates, 
Wiiiiam Ailred and Robert Hughes, 
were cut from the list of nominees 
as a result of the primary vote. The 
names of the eight other candidates 
will appear on the April 4 ballot. 

Incumbent Counciinian Gunnar 
Mettaia, wiio Is seeking his second 
council term since Mly Incorpor­
ation, drew 141 votes to top all 
ether candidates. He Is running 
for one of Ihc iliree four-year 
seals. 

Howard E . Coe, a poiitical new-
comer to Wixom, surprised many 
election prognosticators by winning 
the second highest number of votes 
—131—in his bid for the one-year 
post. 

Other results inciuded: 
Four-year terms — Oscar Sim-

mons, 128; Gerald Abrams, 119; 
Fred Beamish, 104; Orlando 
.•imith, 8B; Albert Sereno, 62; and 
Ailred, 59. 

One-year icrm — Eino PIIlo, 93, 
and Hughes, 47. 
The candidates for mayor and 

justice of the peace, who were not 
inciuded in the primary because 
there, are oniy four, are: Stanley 
Balon and Donald Brooks for mayor, 
and Incumbent William Weike and 
Robert Merkle for JP . 

Council members Mrs. John Cham-
bers and Ray Lahti were among 
the three candidates who drew the 
weatest number of votes in the 
first city election and thus were 
appointed to four-year terms. 

Abrams and Mettaia are the only 
other members who were elected 
at the first election. Brooks v?as ap­
pointed to replace Walter Tuck, and 
Balon was appointed to replace Bir­
chard on the councii. 

Wixnni is nssiired of at ieast 
one new cnuncllnian and a ,jicw 
liuiynr next spring —' no inatter 
ivhat happens In Hie April cice-
iion. 

Either Coe or Plllo is assured 
a council seat, nnd since Ma.vor 
Josenh Stadnik Is not seeking rc-
oIeetlon, either Brooks or Balon 
Is assured that post. 

A n election to annex 255 acres of N o v i to the city of Nor th -
v i l l e has been called for March 28. 

The date was set this week by the secretary of state's office i n 
answer to petitions for. annexation submitted by NorthvIl le Estates 
subdivision. 

•Actually, the area proposed for, annexation includes 120 acres 
of N o v i township (Nor thv i i i e 
Estates) and 135 acres of the 
village of N o v i . 

The state action in calling the 
election was significant for several 
reasons: 

— first, Novi Township Clerk 
Hadley Bachert'was Instructed to 
conduci the election for both the 
township and village for residents 
ef tlic area to be annexed only; 

(This' would indicate that the 
state takes the position that viiiage 
incorporation does not offer pro-
tection against annexation by neigh­
boring cities). 

— and secondly, completion of 
the election In March would per-
mit eouiiting ef ihe population In 
the area with ihe city o f North-
ville, providing ihe annexation Is 
approved by the voters. 

(This was considered of import­
ance by city officiais. The decade 
census begins Aprii 1 and cities 
benefit from population in state 
tax returns at about a $10 per head 
rate). 

A possibihty still remains that 
tlie Novi viiiage board will contest 
the election if annexation to North-
ville is won. . 

The board indicated Monday night 
that It firmly believes that its vil­
lage borders are - protected against 
annexation. Village Attorney How-
ard Bond told the board that inter­
pretation of the law from the village 
standpoint would substantiate this. 
He contends that ail viiiage residents 
— not just-those living in the area 
to be annexed — should be allowed 
to vote. 

But board members have chos­
en lo "go along" with the resi­
dents of the area in qucstlon if 
they desire connection to the city. 
They havc asked for persons own-
ing property in the 13S-acre vil-
Inge section tn submit letters In-
dIcaiIng iheir wish to join North-
ville. 

Owners of two of the three par­
cels have complied. Only Mrs. Le-
ona McDonald of Romulus has liot. 
Mrs. C. A. Randall, oivner of one 

of the parcels and a resident of the 
area in question, was a signer of 
the petition and, in addition, sub­
mitted a ietter. She is the lone qual­
ified voter in the viiiage area. 

Attorney Bond and the viiiage 
board have indicated possible pro­
test action it: 

— Mrs. McDonaid does not favor 
the annexation (as a non-resident 
of the area she cannot vote); 

— or, if Attorney Bond determ­
ines that it is legally necessary for-
Mrs. McDonald to have had to sign, 
the petition for annexation (she did 
not, but the petitions w^re stiii pro-
ciaimed "in order" by the secretary 
of state's examming officials). 

Petitions asking for the annexa-
tion were circulated last December 
and filed with the state in January. 
The action was undertaken by the 
Northviiie Estates Civic associa­
tion. 

Composed of 36 homes of nhe 
?25,000 to $56,000 class, Northviiie 
Estates opposed village incorpora­
tion from the start. The residents 
have expressed a strong desire to 
become a part of Northviiie despite 
Increased taxes because they "feel 
closely related to the civic, religious, 
educational and busuIess affairs of 
the city." The area is already hi 
the Northviiie school district. 

Informally, the city council has 
expressed approval of the annex-
ation. It has promised a state­
ment concerning its position In 
addition to an analysIs of revenue 
versus cost to Ihe cIty. 

Registration deadline for the elec­
tion is February 29. While only resi­
dents of the proposed area to be 
annexed may vote in Novi, all city, 
residents who are qualified electors 
may vote. 

A majority must vote in favor 
of the proposal in both the city and 
Novi for the annexation to be com- . 
pleted.
