Novi should have great reluctance
in losing Chief Lee BeGole. He has
made many friends during his seven
years of administration as police
chief in Novi.

He stated he was accepting a posi-
tion as chief of police in Cheboygan,
Michigan. It would hardly seem that
the chief would be leaving his job
in Novi at $5,400 a year to accept
a job elsewhere for less money.

Cheboygan, as I can understand,
can offer monelary benefits to its
employees such as five-day work
week, probably time and a half for
Sunday and holiday work, a pension
plan for its employees, and some
consideration for overtime pay.

With these advantages it would
be a future indeed.

Why doesn't the village govern-
ment adopt a pension plan? What
do they have to offer their em-
playees? The employees have no
future in Novi — only work. Then
when they get old they get kicked
out so younger ones can take over.

Even if an employee did work
the required period for retirement,
what would they retire on . . .
debts of the village government or
are we going to have a city and
make some restitution for its em-
ployees?

What provisions have been made
for the officer or the employees for
vacations? Are they required to
always work shorthanded on a six-
day, simetimes seven-day schedule?
Also the chief works every Sunday,
holidays included, for the same rate
of pay.

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Booming Waterford Community Died in Flames

Farmers will tell you that the
largest plants don't necessarily
produce the largest vegetables.
And historians are equally sure
that fledgling communities don’t
always blossom into thriving
cities. '

One such community which
died on the vine was Waterford—
or Mead’s Mill, located north of
the Six Mile and the Northville-
Plymouth road in what was then
Plymouth township.

Waterford (noi {o be con-

fused with Waterford in Oak-

land county) was once larger
than both Plymouth and North-
vitle.

It had its beginning back in
1827 when Dyer and Gannett
Ramsdell, brothers from Com-
ington, Massachusetts, laid claim
to 3% sections in Plymouth
township.

Gannett took up two sections,
Sheldon to Northville roads, be-
tween Five and Six Mile roads,
while Dyer claimed the wooded
land from Northville to Haggerty
roads, between Five and Six
Mile roads.

Dyer Ramsdell on March 18,
1837, laid out ahd recorded the
village under the name of Water-
ford, but for many years the post
office was called Mead's Mill, a
large flouring mill which once
stood on the site of Haller's man-

.

ufacturing plant, It was built by
three brothers, Marshall, Wads-
worth and Samuel Mead, How-
ever, at least one historian gives
credit for the establishment of
the mill to a Jabish M. Mead in
1834,

Dyer Ramsdell, anxious to en-
sure an ideal home for the mill
employees and other settlers,
laid out his property with wide
streets and parks west of North-
ville road in what is now part
of Northville township. He donat-
ed part of his property for a
school site and a cemetery. A
log school house was constructed
on Franklin road north of the
present site of the Northville
township hall, When the school
house burned down, a “mcdern”
school building was erected. This
school is now the township hall.

Most of the pioneers of the
Waterford settlement are buried
in the Waterford cemetery donat-
ed by Ramsde!l and located on
Franklin road.

Waterford Industries

Mead’s Mill faced on Mill
street. Later a frame, couniry
store was erected west of the
mill near Northville road, also
facing Mill sireet. The Water-
ford post office was located in
the rear of the sfore,

The mill products were mar-
keted in Detroit 22 miles away.
They were hauled by horse and
wagon along the trails through
the swamp and woods.

Three cooper shops (barrel
factories) were erected, and with
the throng of farmers’ wagons
bringing wheat to the mill, Wat-
erford became a bustling com-

munity.

According to Clifford Cranson,
73, of 218 South Center, great-
grandson of Gannett Ramsdell,
his grandfather, Ashley Rams-
dell eventually created the arti-
ficial pond located northeast of
the Six Mile and Northville road
intersections, A sluiceway or
‘‘water race' was built from the
pond to the mill providing the
necessary water power,

The water ran between earth
dykes paralle] with Northville
road, It crosszd under the Six
Mile road through a wooden tube,
continued to Mead’s Mill, then
crossed under Northville road to
a foundry located in a section
of what is now Cass Benton park.

Dyer Ramsdell and  Seth
Hughes built the foundry and
shop for manufacturing farm

tmplements. Their plows and
cultivators became  famous,
and the manufacturing plant
hecame one of the foremost in
the state,

still later, a sash and blind
factory was built by Issac Perry
Andrews, and Cass Benton, who
lived on Northville road, north
of Six Mile road, operated one
of the most profitable sugar
bushes in the state. The sugar
bush-shack stood among the
towering maples behind his home,
The park road now slices through
this “sugar land".

The First Disasler

In the midst of all this pros-
perity, disaster struck the fledgl-
ing community. The flouring mill
caught fire and burned to the
ground, Several thousand bushels
of wheat and a large quantity

of flour were destroyed.

The fire was a severe blow to
the little village, but the Meads
refused to call it quits, The de-
bris was cleared away and with
the financial backing of Fred-
erick Carlisle, son of the Waler-
ford physician, a much larger
mill was built, This new mill was
reputed to be the largest in the
state. It was propelled by a
huge wooden wheel, 18 feet in
diameter.

The completion of the new
Waterford Mill was celebrated
with a “‘grand ball given on
the floor of the packing room
which was larger than most
ballrooms in Detroit”,

Hundreds of people from three
counties were on hand for the
dedication ceremonies, With the
conclusion of the celebrations, the

water was turned loose and the
wheel hummed to a start.

The Underground Rallroad

During the height of prosperi-
ty about the middle of the 19th
Century, sympathetic abolition-
ists made the village a haven
for run-away slaves. These
frightened Negroes, who found
their way north via the celebrat-
ed underground Michigan rail-
road, were employed in the mill
and the nearby factories. The
Negroes easily found their way
into Canada whenever capture
was imminent.

Attempts to retake the fugi-
ive slaves were mostly unsuc-
cessful because the majority of
the people were opposed to
slavery, and though the law up-

Tuck stated publicly at Monday’s
council meeting that he hoped the
village electors would return the
three incumbents to office.

In the first council election, which
also approved village incorporation
by a 594-470 margin, Tuck drew a
tetal of 678 votes from the two vil
lage precinets, Other totals were:

Advisory petitions shall be filed
with the clerk who shall refer them
to the city manager.

Wixom to Press
For Safer Crossings

The city of Wixom plans to apply
what pressure it can in (1) obtain-
ing a flasher signal at the C&O
crossing on Beck road, and (2)
speeding uv state plans to correct a
“bettleneck’ at the Wixom road
and exnressway ramp intersection.

Council members agreed Thurs-
day night to be firm in their posi-
tinn that immediate action is imper-
ative to prevent fatal traffic acci-
dents at these two peints,

Their decision was prompted by
another ‘“‘near miss” on Beck road
involving a school bus, and by the
growing traffic problems at the ex-
pressway because of increased em-
ployment at the Lincoln plant.

The council suggested that some
city official call the *‘top man” in
the Public Service Commission and
explain Wixom's position. City offi-
cials believe that the flasher is a
necessity and that the C&0O com-
pany should shoulder the cost of
installing such a flasher.’

The estimated cost of flasher in-
stallation has been set at $9,000.
In previous discussions with the
commission the city was told it
probably would have to stand half
of this cost.

However, because double tracks
cross the road, it is the opinion of
some state officials that the rail-
road company must bear the total
cost.

Mayor Joseph Stadnik told mem-
bers he would arrange a meeting
today (Thursday) with State High-

way officials to learn what is plan- ||

ned to relieve the traffic problems
at the ramp and then do what he
can to spur these plans into action.

The mayor explained that State
Police had investigated traffic prob-
lem and had made its recommen-
dations to the highway department.
He said that since the Lincoln plant
began hiring additional employees
for a second shift, cars funneling
through the ramp off the express-
way often are backed up as much
as three-quarters of a mile on the
highway,

Petitions to Vacate Village
Go into Cold Storage at Novi

Petitions calling for the re-
turn of the village to township
status are going into cold stor-
age — at least until after the
spring election.

That's the word from Miss Eu-
genie Choquet, unofficial lead-
er of the “back to township”
movement.

Miss Choquet, who is a candidate
for- one of the three council seats
up for election, told councilmen
Monday night she had decided to
postpone the presentation of the pe-
titions pending the outcome of the
March 14 election,

She indicated, however, that
enough petition signatures had al-
ready been secured. The petitions
must contain signatures of at least
one-quarter (about 450) legal voters
before they can be recognized by
the council,

Specifically, the petitions ask the
village council to call for an elec-
tion to vacate the village (return to
township) as provided under a state
statute and us adopted by refer-
ence in the village charter,

Even before Miss Choquet made
her statement, Richard Pullen
told councilmen that he fell sure
the circulation of the peltions was
an indication of the general dis-
satisfaction with the village man-
ager, He suggested that the coun-
cil ask for the manager's resig-
nation to curb the “back to town-
ship” movement,

Emery Jacques, on the other
hand, said that if anyone had to be
blamed for village problems it was
the council — not the manager.
“I'm sick and tired of complaints
about individuals — particularly
since the manager operates as the
village council directs.”

President Waller Tuck agreed
with Jacques and then added:
“We have all made mistakes,”

In other business, the council ex-
plained that it would meet with
Vernon Loeffler tonight in an at-
tempt to learn whether he is phy-
sically able to resume his position
as a Novi policeman. If the council
learns that he is handicapped as a
result of a recent heart condition,

Tuck indicated attempts would be

made to place him in a less strenu-
ous position,

Other action included a council
resolution asking the State Depart-
ment of Conservation to reconsider
its decision to use money realized
from the sale of Novi property for
purchase of park property outside
the Novi area.

The resolution was made after
Jacques, who is assisting Village
Attorney Howard Bond, reported
that state officials planned to pur-
chase outstate park property with
money from the sale of the proper-

ty owned by the late Mrs, Mary.

Power,

Mrs, Power, who died in late
1957, willed her 200-acre farm, lo-
cated on Ten Mile near Wixom
road, to the state with a request
that it be made into a park named
after her children, Ella and Louie
Power.

According to Jacques, the state
felt the property was not suitable
for park purposes, sold the prop-
erty, and now plans to establish a
park elsewhere in her childrens’
names.

READERS SPEAK:

Smaller Lots Not Needed
In Northville Township, Yet

The Editor:

Tuesday evening, February 9, a
public hearing was held in the
Township offices relative to adop-
tion of a new residential classifica-
tion, R-1-H Couniry Homes Dis-
tricts. Its adoption would permit
ercction of homes on lots having a
minimum of 18,000 square feet —
by permissive reclassification of
areas now requiring lot areas of
one acre or more.

I appeared at lhis meeting as an
interested R-1-E (Country Estates—
acre or more) resident to learn of
the benefits to accrue from—or ob-
jections to this new classification.
On the side of benefits the Zoning

.| Board indicated this change was the

result of an extended study (by the
board) in anticipation of a need for
smaller lots evidenced by a “trend”
to larger homes on smaller than
acre lots. A true trend is a gradu-
al development,. a tendency, an in-
clination, This would seem to pre-
clude the need for this change un-
tii some real demand was made
for it of a repetitious nature.

If the “trend” is real and im-
minent and the board’s study made
independent of any outside influ-
ence, why and how could they de-
vise or approve a provision for
SIDE YARDS as narrow as eight
feet! Is this how the $50,000 homes
are contained on less than acre
lots? '

My objection was also to ‘‘open-
ing the door" to a reclassification
possibility in some areas where
smaller lot sizes would be objec-
tionable — particularly where the
usual public apathy would probab-
ly attend the final hearings in a
specific case. There is no demand
for this classification unless a spe-
cific development has been indi-
cated with present classifications
pointed to as obstacles. The board
admitted to no such demand or
request. No exception was taken
to my surmise that land developers
or builders must have provoked this
classification study and that any
benefits to accrue would be to de-
velopers and builders, However, 1
am not alone to know the north-
west corner of Seven Mile and Hag-
gerty has been and is under con-
sideration for development.

Only three or four other property
owners were present at the hearing

— one person expressing approval

of the new classification, without
giving a reason or indicating his
business or profession. It is public

apathy — as evidenced by the at-
tendance at this hearing — that per-

mits zoning regulations and legis-
lation to “get on the books’ to
which we sometimes have an abrupt
awakening, When and if a change
is necessary, something more or
Iess than the R-1.H classification
might be desirable. With trends fre-
quently running in cycles, it could
be that five years from now acre-
age demands for single family resi-
dences will be greater than ever,

Can you believe Part IV of the
proposed ordinance providing for
this classification when it stipulates:

“The provisions of this Ordin-

ance are hereby declared to be

immediately necessary for the

preservation of the public peace,

health, and safety....”

If not and if you agree with my
position and purpose taken here,
you should register your opinions
with the Township Board immediate-
ly, before ‘it accepts this unneces-
sary and questionable land use clas-
sification,

Following the first big “any deer"
season in 1952, more than 800 per-
sons wrote to the division; about 600
expressed their views on the de-
partment’s deer management pro-
gram,

Of these 609, roughly 59 percent
were opposed to the taking of does
and fawns. The remaining 41 per-|
cent supported “any deer” seasons. .
Department game men consider the
latler percentage quite dramatic
since those harboring a complaint
are more apt to state their case
than those who are satisfied or
nearly so.

Although little has been said, or printed, in recent weeks,
the financial problems facing Community General hospital have
not diminished.

Operating at about an 18 to 20 potient average, the hos-
pital has been “holding its own”. Weakest department, from
the standpoint of occupancy, has been the maternity section. But
it is pointed out that the hospital facilities were not available
when present expectant mothers were making plans with their
doctors for a hospital.

In short, the board is optimistic and definitely convinced of
the need for Community General.

Right now the board is wrestling with two problems:
1. The immediate economic situation; 2. The long-range
picture.

We expect to have more information on the first problem
1o publish in our news columns soon. It's enough to say now that
the board of directors is attempting to negotiate with the own-
ers of the facility {Abraham Farris and Dr. Howard Bergo) to
clarify present financial arrangements and establish a firm price
for outright purchase of the building and equipment by the Com-
munity board.

Once this is done the board will undertake a fund-raising
drive to permit proper operation of the hospital to meet cur-
rent and near-future demands.

But board officers are now convinced that the real
answer 1o hospital needs for the area lies in the state hos-
pital qutherity act,

Briefly, this act was passect in 1945 to permit the estab-
lishment of “haspital authorities” by two or more cities, town-
ships or incorporated villages, or any combination thereof.

Such an authority — the Peoples Community Hospital Au-
thority — now exists and serves the Wayne county areo of Tay-
lor, Huron, Nankin, Flat Rock, Wayne, Inkster, Dearborn {town-
ship), Romulus, Sumpter, Ecorse, River Rouge, Lincoln Poark, Mel-
vindale, Trenton, Allen Park, Ypsilanti, Salem, Superior and
Augusta. The authority operates Beyer hospital in Ypsilanti, An-
napolis and Quter Drive hospitals, and has under consideration
an 85-bed hospital in Trenton.

To form such an authority voters of the governmental
areas involved must approve a lox levy not to exceed 4/10th
of a mill annually.

After voter approval the governing bodies of each unit ap-
points one member to the hospital authority board for each 20,000
population, or fraction thereof. Seven members at large are then
named by the appointed board members to form the authority
board. '

With its funds (which may come from an annual levy of less
than the 4/10ths limit) the authority may then plan for building
or expanding of hospitals as they are needed within the area
limits of the authority.

Interest in such an authority has increased fo a point
that Mayor A. M. Allen (also treasurer of the Community Gen-
eral hospital board) has asked the city council for permission to
bring in an experf on the subject to acquaint local officials.

As a matter of discussion, the local hospital board has
suggested approaching South Lyon, Novi, Northville (city
and township) and possibly Walled Lake, Plymouth and Li-
vonia in formation of such an authority. The possibility of
joining the existing “Peoples” authority will also be explored.

At any rate, the local hospital board now feels that only
through this act {without a major supporting grant) can the pres-
ent and future population of our area expect to have adequate
hospital facilities anywhere near at hand.

it is most likely that the present Community General hos-
pital facilities would be made to do until such population growth
would require a new facility. The authority would then determine
the proper size and location of such a hospital.

Highly successful, the Peoples Authority is currently operat-
ing at an average cost per home owner of $1.20 per year.
Through bonding, supported by the tax income, it has constructed
three hospitals, expanded a fourth and plans more expansions.
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ECONOMY is the watchword of
the 1960 legislative session.

Just as Williams says Republicans
go too far in economy plans, Re-
publicans say Williams doesn't go
far enough.

Science Clubs Help Boost our Young Talent

Babson Park, Mass, — When I
was in Moscow, getling statistics
relating to its public school system,
1 was asked what we are doing to
teach science to our teenagers. By
“science” the Moscow school au-
thorities mean mathematics; phys-
ics and chemistry.

What Are Science Fairs?

For definite information I could
think only of the work of William
Guild of St. Petersburg, Florida in
developing science fairs, science
clubs and previews-for-teachers.
This work especially interests me
as it discovers young people with
exceptional natural talents, Any of
these might easily become an Edi-
son or a Steinmeiz or some other
great inventor if given individual
attention when’ young.

Since my return, I have mailed
back to ‘Moscow clippings from
newspapers describing this work. I
have also mentioned the work of
the Osborn Creative Educational
Foundation of Buffalo, New York,
which is endeavoring to awaken the
creative possibilities in all people,
Both of these are non-profit insti-
tutions supported by gifts from in-
terested donors.

What Makes Grass Green?
Guild's theory is that the true
scientist is the one whose curiosity
has led him to inquire into every-
thing that 99 percent of the people
take for granted. At an exhibit giv-
en by youngsters at Tampa, Florida,
I noticed a boy with four saucers
on his desk. One had green peas,
another yellow carrots, a third red
beans, and a fourth white corn.
When I asked him why they were
on his desk, he replied: ‘““To make
me curious as to why the different
colors from the same soil, same
water, and same sunshine,” He is
much unlike a U.S. Secretary of
Defense who is reported to have
said: “I'm not interested in why
the grass is green,”

The primary intent of these sci-
ence fairs is to stimulate a young-
ster’s native curiosity into a lively

desire to find out the reason for
things, If he “catches fire” and his
imagination is stirred he is on his
way to becoming a great seientist.
Russia makes her selections in a
rough and heartless manner; but
Mr. Guild does it on a voluntary
basis — lets the youth, instead of
Mr. K, decide his future.

United States and
Russia Compared

Yet I am happy to say that this
voluntary American program is al-
ready Dbeing used in 51 cities of
Florida alone, and I do not know
how many are starting in other
states; while the Moscow system is
hunting for prospects in over 1,000
Russian cities. This is something
that our Defense Department should
take seriously. I would like to see
the Guild Science Center give each
year for this work the cost of one
missile experiment, It would save
our country a billion dollars a year
as well as perhaps prevent World
War III.

1 hope this story will cause the
superintendents of schools in wide-
awake cities to send for further in-
formation. There is no cost to any
city for putting on a “‘science fair’.
It interests the teachers and parents
greatly, In fact, these “fairs' could

help in selecting new teachers; the

more useful teachers like to be in

a city which operates a science fair |}

once each year, and the kids cer-
tainly love it all.

I wish
William Guild would not be content
to apply the work only to young-
sters, Bankers and investors are
especially guillty of acting upon
“tips" instead of thinking about and
studying the valuable facts which
are available.

held them, the slave holders were
continually foiled in their at-
tempts.

A paper issued in Detroit in
1851 read in part:

“The road (underground rail-
road) is doing better business
this fall than usual: The Fugitive
Law has given it more vitality,
more activity, more passengers,
and more opposition, which in-
variably accelerates business. We
have been under the necessity
of tearing up the old strap rails
and putting down the regular T's
50 that we can run a lot of slaves
through from almost any of the
bordering slave states into Can-
ada, within 48 hours and we defy
the slaveholders and their abet-
tors to beat that if they can.”

According to Glenn King, 68,
of 16959 Northville road, a col-
ony of Negroes once lived along
the Reservoir drive west of Wat-
erford. -

One of the fugitives was a
young Negro named Robert
Wallace, who acted as a janitor
of the mill and slept in the office
on the second floor, Fred Car-

lisle took great interest in the
young man, teaching him to read
and write,

On the night the first mill
burned, he was asleep in
the office. With. the flames
licking up the side of the frame
building, the crowd of spec-
tators gasped in horror when
the Negro appeared at an up-
slairs window. There was no
ladder to reach him, e hesi-
tated, then jumped to the hard
ground below, Crippled for life
as a result of the jump, the
Negro later became a minis-
ter in the Wesleyan Methodist
church,

Sccond Disasler

Seven years later the new five-

story mill was again struck by
fire and was destroyed, The
flames were visible as far away
as Detroit and Ann Arbor,’

After the second mill fire, the
nearby factories continued to op-
erate for several years, But with
the development of factories and
husiness places in Plymouth and
Northville, the labor force in the
village dwindled and Waterford
began to die.

Late in the 19th century, an
oldtimer wrote for the Northville

Record:

“And now, where's Waler-
ford? Ii’s no where, It has not
appeared on the maps of Wayne
county for years, It has been
omitted from the Michigan
State Gazetier nearly two dec-
ades and it is not even a flag
station on (he railroad. The
post office department long
ago wiped #t off Its list.

“The sawmill has rotted and
fallen away little by little. There
is not a vestige of that great
mill except the emply excava-
tion and a few pieces of broken

machinery scattered about. The

shops that for so many years re-
sounded with the rub-a-dub-dub
of the barrel making have tumbl-
ed down.

“The main part of the plow
factory still stands emply and
desolate. The sash and blind fac-
tory might just as well never
have existed.

“The school house is now a

barn, The church — hut Water- ]

ford never had a chureh, and
il might he that’s what's the
matiter with the village that has
burned and rotled away.”

Waterford Pioneers

Of the four sons Gannett Rams-
dell, Ashley sugceeded to the
ownership of the property and
died in 1886, Jonathan C. be-
came a circuit court judge at
Traverse City, Thomas P, be-
came a leading attorney at Man-
istee, and Dyer Jr. left the village
to establish a farm at Portland.

4 Frederick Carlisle worked in
the flour mill, studied medicine,
then took up politics. He drew up
the resolutions adopted at the
formation of the Republican party
in 1854,

M. L. Whitney abandoned the
old saw mill and moved to Dent
City.

The Meads, after leaving Wat-
erford, built several other mills,
including two in Detroit.

In 1898, a streetcar line called
the DP&N (Detroit. Plymouth
and Northville) was built along
Northville road. The only sign
of the once flourishing commu-
nity for the DP&N passengers
was the old country store.

Mrs. King's grandfather, My-
ron Loud, was the last store
proprietor before Mrs, King's
parents (Richards family) made
it their home.

Henry Ford later purchased
the store and the adjoining
property from Richards, He in.
tended to move the building to
Greenfleld Village, but {hrough
a misunderstanding, the build-
ing was torn down and later
rebuilt at the corper of Six
Mile and Northville ronds. The
building is now occupled by
Snyder’s grocery store,

Many of the original store con-
tents are presently located in a
Waterford (Oakland county)
store at Greenfield Village.

Ford subsequently built a fac-
tory on the site of Mead’s Mill
(Haller building.) And the fa-
miliar hum of the Waterford
water wheel, once used to grind
up wheat, produced the power
to manufacture gauges and pre-
cision tools in the new era of au-
tomobile manufacturing.

A preliminary anaylsis of a com-
munity-wide survey will be pre-
sented to the council and planning
board this week as a result of ac-
tion taken Monday by close to 70
members of the Novi Citizens' De-
velopment committee.

The survey results and analysis
were reviewed at the citizen group’s
regular monthly meeting held at
the community building. Members
then voted unanimously to turn over’
the survey findings to both village
bodies with a suggestion that the
planning board consider the survey
implications in drawing up a sub-
division control (plat) ordinance.

(A plat ordinance already has
been drafted by the planning board
and submitted to the council for its
consideration and adoption.)

Of the 1,500 questionnaires sent
out to residents of Novi, 519 were
returned with answers — or about
one-third of the original question-
naires. Response {o similar pub-
lic opinfon polls in most other
communities runs considerably
less, it has been pointed out,

Most important of the survey find-
ings as outlined by Donald Young,
committee member, was that 52
percent of the answers indicated
dissatisfaction with the developments
in Novi while 40 percent voiced sat-
isfaction, ’

“'This indicates two important con-
clusions,” Young said. “First that the
government is not representing the
needs of all of the residents; and
secondly, that this committee has a
big job to do in determining mare
specifically what the people want
and then selling these ideas to the
proper authorities as needs and de-
mands rather than as worthless
noise to be ignored.”

Young pointed out that three of
the problems which seemingly have
created this dissatisfaction — as in-
dicated by the survey — are: (1)
“Establishment of landfills in resi-
dential areas”; (2) “Ill considered

zoning changes”; and (3) “Lack of

Shopping
needs, the firm explained, should be
provided at the edges or corners of
abutting neighborhood units — or in
larger shopping centers serving both
neighborhooed and community needs

Neighborhood unit boundaries un-
der the plan coincide with the ser-
vice area of each elementary school;
they are created by physical bar-
riers such as major traffic arteries
or other man-made or natural “ob-
stacles”, .

Vilican-Leman presented three
reasons why the concept of neigh-
borhoed planning is best for Wixom:

1, Children can walk to school
or play along quiet residential
sireets free from the danger of
fast through traffic,

2, Sireet right-of-way areas can
be reduced,

3. Nelghborhood unlls provide
lasting beauty and stable residen-
tial envirenment,

Most significant of the future plans
and changes as outlined by the firm
are: Eventual use of the present
Wixem elementary site as either a
junior high or senior high school;

Establishment of the civic center
facilities near the present center of
the city rather than in “outlying
areas'’ as some officials have pro-
posed; elimination of industrial area
in favor of residential zoning at the
eastern edge of the city north of
Pontiac trail: and permanent estab-
lishment of the present central busi-

ness district.

The proposed location for Wix-
om’s civic center as seen by the
consuliants is just south of Pontiac
trail and bounded by Wixom road
on the west and the C&O railroad on
the east,

In discussing the central business
district, Vilican-Leman indicated
that several chapnges in the physi-
cal makeup must be made to im-
prove the area. These include:

— Eliminate .the nccessily for
crossing rallroads at grade level,

— Ellminate some of the
through traffic,

—~ Provide ofl-sireet parking
with periphery access.

— Provide off-street loading and
unloading where possible,

— Propose methods for improv-
ing the physical appearance of the
business area.

— Set the Dbusiness district
boundary based on a survey of
the amount of acreage nceded to
serve the expected populaticn.
This boundary should be related
to residential lands so as not to
deprceiate  residentjal  develop-
ments.

Without the improvement of exist-
ing business places, the firm warn-
ed, new facilities will locate else-
where in the community — and
families will shop in nearby com-
munities.

Among future plans and studies to
be undertaken by the planning firm
in cooperation with the planning
commission are; An analysis of
necessary lands for business use;
re-evaluation of the zoning ordin-
ance; and. a re-evaluation of subdi-
vision regulations.

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enforcement of building and sani-
tary codes”,

Another significant finding re-
vealed by the survey, according
to Young, is the fact that 56 per-
cent of the persons who returned
the questionnaires indicaled that
they wetre attracied to Novi be-
cause of a desire for quiet coun-
try atmosphere,

Thirty-eight percent came to Novi
to escape high taxes, and 34 per-
cent settled here for the commu-
nity’s suburban atmosphere., Other -
percentages: absence of industry,
18 percent; to live close to place of
work, 17 percent; to establish a
business, 7 percent; industrial area,
4 percent; and other, 13 percent.

Many persons indicated more than
one ‘reason’, thus accounting for
the total percentage figure, Young
explained.

These figures, Young concluded,
“would indicate a strong desire by
a substantial portion of the popula-
tion for large plots of land so that
they may have plenty of space
around their homes, It would also
indicate that they came here to get
away from the noise, traffic, dirt,
and congestion of commereial and
industrial city neighborhoods.

“Further evidence of this feeling
may be drawn from the answers of
18 percent who came to Novi be-
cause of the absence of industry
here.” '

Young noted that 85 percent of
the people who expressed a desire
for absence of industry were located
in the southern section of the vil-
lage.

“Since this Is a portion of the
area ' consldering annexation to
Northville, it should make the
suggestions of the citizens’ com-
mittee more important to the
planning board.”

After outling some of the funda-
mental steps necessary in the de-
velopment of a community plan,
Young declared: “In planning, our
objective should not be to entice
people to Novi so that we will grow -
as rapidly and as large as possible.

“We are planning our community
now to protect the present resi-
dents and owners of the village.
Most of us moved to this commu-
nity because it had characteristics
and advantages that we liked. Effec.
tive planning should insure that the
attractions we found are not des
troyed by uncontrolled expansion.”

In other business following the
survey analysis, the committee vot-
ed to solicit its members, homeown-
er associations, and businesses for
operating monies. An arbitrary goal
of 3750 was set with a stipulation
that it be used for operating ex-
penses only.

The committee also authorized he
board of directors to draw up a let-
ter requesting the state to recon-
sider the purchase of park property
in the East Tawas area with money
resulting from the sale of a Novi
farm.

Robert Howie, president of the re-
