A preliminary anaylsis of a com-
munity-wide survey will be pre-
sented to the council and planning
board this week as a result of ac-
tion taken Monday by close to 70
members of the Novi Citizens' De-
velopment committee.

The survey results and analysis
were reviewed at the citizen group’s
regular monthly meeting held at
the community building. Members
then voted unanimously to turn over’
the survey findings to both village
bodies with a suggestion that the
planning board consider the survey
implications in drawing up a sub-
division control (plat) ordinance.

(A plat ordinance already has
been drafted by the planning board
and submitted to the council for its
consideration and adoption.)

Of the 1,500 questionnaires sent
out to residents of Novi, 519 were
returned with answers — or about
one-third of the original question-
naires. Response {o similar pub-
lic opinfon polls in most other
communities runs considerably
less, it has been pointed out,

Most important of the survey find-
ings as outlined by Donald Young,
committee member, was that 52
percent of the answers indicated
dissatisfaction with the developments
in Novi while 40 percent voiced sat-
isfaction, ’

“'This indicates two important con-
clusions,” Young said. “First that the
government is not representing the
needs of all of the residents; and
secondly, that this committee has a
big job to do in determining mare
specifically what the people want
and then selling these ideas to the
proper authorities as needs and de-
mands rather than as worthless
noise to be ignored.”

Young pointed out that three of
the problems which seemingly have
created this dissatisfaction — as in-
dicated by the survey — are: (1)
“Establishment of landfills in resi-

The proposed location for Wix-
om’s civic center as seen by the
consuliants is just south of Pontiac
trail and bounded by Wixom road
on the west and the C&O railroad on
the east,

In discussing the central business
district, Vilican-Leman indicated
that several chapnges in the physi-
cal makeup must be made to im-
prove the area. These include:

— Eliminate .the nccessily for
crossing rallroads at grade level,

— Ellminate some of the
through traffic,

—~ Provide ofl-sireet parking
with periphery access.

— Provide off-street loading and
unloading where possible,

— Propose methods for improv-
ing the physical appearance of the
business area.

— Set the Dbusiness district
boundary based on a survey of
the amount of acreage nceded to
serve the expected populaticn.
This boundary should be related
to residential lands so as not to
deprceiate  residentjal  develop-
ments.

Without the improvement of exist-
ing business places, the firm warn-
ed, new facilities will locate else-
where in the community — and
families will shop in nearby com-
munities.

Among future plans and studies to
be undertaken by the planning firm
in cooperation with the planning
commission are; An analysis of
necessary lands for business use;
re-evaluation of the zoning ordin-
ance; and. a re-evaluation of subdi-
vision regulations.

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enforcement of building and sani-

Another significant finding re-
vealed by the survey, according
to Young, is the fact that 56 per-
cent of the persons who returned
the questionnaires indicaled that
they wetre attracied to Novi be-
cause of a desire for quiet coun-
try atmosphere,

Thirty-eight percent came to Novi
to escape high taxes, and 34 per-
cent settled here for the commu-
nity’s suburban atmosphere., Other -
percentages: absence of industry,
18 percent; to live close to place of
work, 17 percent; to establish a
business, 7 percent; industrial area,
4 percent; and other, 13 percent.

Many persons indicated more than
one ‘reason’, thus accounting for
the total percentage figure, Young
explained.

These figures, Young concluded,
“would indicate a strong desire by
a substantial portion of the popula-
tion for large plots of land so that
they may have plenty of space
around their homes, It would also
indicate that they came here to get
away from the noise, traffic, dirt,
and congestion of commereial and
industrial city neighborhoods.

“Further evidence of this feeling
may be drawn from the answers of
18 percent who came to Novi be-
cause of the absence of industry
here.” '

Young noted that 85 percent of
the people who expressed a desire
for absence of industry were located
in the southern section of the vil-
lage.

“Since this Is a portion of the
area ' consldering annexation to
Northville, it should make the
suggestions of the citizens’ com-
mittee more important to the
planning board.”

After outling some of the funda-
mental steps necessary in the de-
velopment of a community plan,
Young declared: “In planning, our
objective should not be to entice
people to Novi so that we will grow -
as rapidly and as large as possible.

“We are planning our community
now to protect the present resi-
dents and owners of the village.
Most of us moved to this commu-
nity because it had characteristics
and advantages that we liked. Effec.
tive planning should insure that the
attractions we found are not des
troyed by uncontrolled expansion.”

In other business following the
survey analysis, the committee vot-
ed to solicit its members, homeown-
er associations, and businesses for
operating monies. An arbitrary goal
of 3750 was set with a stipulation
that it be used for operating ex-
penses only.

The committee also authorized he
board of directors to draw up a let-
ter requesting the state to recon-
sider the purchase of park property
in the East Tawas area with money
resulting from the sale of a Novi
farm.

According to letters, the Ad-
ams’ found “‘no walk, no carriage
drive, no trees”, and in the gen-
tle language of the day, ‘“‘not
even the little house that is cus-
tomarily found in the garden.”

Abigail had to borrow china
and silver for her first reception.
And it was said she hung her
Jaundry in one of the unfinished
rooms.

These and other anecdotes
about Presidents' wives were
amusingly told by Mrs. D.Dwight
Struthers of Grosse Pointe at
Friday's meeting of the North-
ville Woman's club.

Mrs. Struthers covered the first
50 years in the White House with
glimpses into the lives of the
Adams’, Jeffersons’, Madisons’,
Monroes’, Adams’, Jacksons’,
Van Burens', Harrisons’, Tylers’
and Polks’,

1t took John and Abigail just

- four large and seven small travel-

ing cases to transfer the execu-
tive mansion from Philadelphia
to Washington.

Thomas Jefferson, an intelli-
gent and handsome man, called
upon his married daughter, Mar-
tha Jefferson Randolph and fam-
jly friend Dolly Madison to at-
tend to “the entertainment of
female guests' at state functions.

When Dolly Madison eventually
blossomed into first lndyship in
her own right, she was an in-
stant hit,

A plump good natured woman
who had a weakness for fancy
turbans, Dolly had the prized
ability of making everyone
feel comfortable.

“Dolly Madison is a gay buxom
dame,”” one observer noted,
“Jamie, a withered up apple-
jack.”

But Dolly who had a way with
carpenters and congressmen,
could bring out a twinkle in
Jamie’s eye.

Elizabeth Monroe was Dolly’s
opposite number,

A regal, haughty beauty, she
couldn’t care for ‘‘anything as
democratic as Washington so-
ciety.”

But Mrs. Struthers pointed out
that the Monroes probably did
more for the White House than
any of the Presidents.

Going to the Monroe’s socially
was like going "to court, and
when their daughter was mar-
ried she had a “New York style
wedding” as it was_ called. Just
the family.

Louisa and John Quincy Adams
were the most scholarly couple,
said Mrs, Struthers.

Louisa, the only first lady of
foreign birth, was a native of
England.

She had as many activities as
Eleanor Roosevelt, the speaker
declared, among them music and
silkworm growing.

All of the city’s problems are not always confined to the
limits of its borders,

A good case in point Is the water service fo a handful of
township customers,

No one is quite clear on how the circumstances came
about (there’s nothing in writing), but the fact remains that
some 41 residences in Bloomcrest subdivision out West Main
sireet are receiving city water service,

About 10 more homes in the Clement road - Orchard drive
area are also served on this city line. A few others are scattered
The township customers pay “double rates”.

Admittedly, their service is bad: They receive their water
through o four-inch line (apparently paid for by the developer
of the subdivision many years ago) thot is adequate to service
about 10 homes.

And even }hough the council’s first concern must be to resi-
dents of the city, no governing body operating a utility (like the
water depariment) likes to have dissatisfied customers.

The matter came to light again recently when a lot-owner
in the area desirous of building a house asked if city water would
be available, Temporarily, ot least, the council turned thumbs
down. They took the attitude that service to the township users
is bad enough without making it worse.

Now they are checking the cost of enlarging the line and
providing proper pressure to the area (most of the homes are
on high ground). Presumably, if the home-owners want to stand
the cost of improving the facilities, the city will accommodate

them.

But then a question of policy is certain to arise. If township
home-owners abutting woter lines are willing to pay for water
line installations to their area, and they will pay double rates,
how far does the city go?

It¥s o question confronting many cities. Some treat their
water department as a separate, self-supporting utility seeking
all the customers it can serve. Others, like Northville, have said
no outside customers at all,

But welcome or not, Northville has township customers—at
least @ handful—and therefore o responsibility to provide service.

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Tax-Hedge Investments

Babson Park, Mass. — The wise
investor is anxious to hedge against
three main handicaps: (1) Inflation,
(2) labor leaders and (3) taxes. Let
us consider, this week, hedging
against taxes. These will surely be
more serious each year.

Non-Taxable Bonds

All non-taxable bonds are cheap-
er than they have been for years.
The “full faith” Municpals are rat-
ed best; but I think that most of
the turnpike Revenue Bonds are
fairly good at their current prices.
If you buy them now and later do
not like them, you can probably
sell them at a profit. You need not
keep them until maturity.

When loaning money on mortgage
it is wise to make a fairly low rate
of interest, plus your approximate
income tax. Then your mortgage
interest will be net. Certainly, in
the case of rents you should insist
that the tenant pay the taxes as
part of the rent. This has many
advantages and is fair to all part-
ies. Of course, there is no way to
hedge against *“death taxes” except
by giving money away before you
die. I will discuss this later.

Duties on Importel Goods

Certain cities, such as Buffalo,
offer opportunities to buy foreign
goods that are selling at very low
prices in Germany, Japan and oth-
er countries, You must stay 48
hours outside the US.A. and are
limited to $200 in purchasers at any
one time; but you can make pur-
chases as often as you wish. This
is the only honest way to avoid im-
port taxes.

Various other means can be
found to save taxes on -merchan-
dise. These include “sales taxes”,
which can be avoided most easily
by persons living near the borders
of certain states. There also are al-
lowances which your tax return
permits you to make on doctors’
bills, medical costs, hospital charg-
es, benevolent gifts to churches,
etc.; also exemptions for certain
children, and other deductions. You

can secure a list of these from your
local bank.

Natlonal Federation of
Independent Business

If you are an average business-
man as well as an investor, you
should at once join the National
Federation of Independent Business,
Inc. Its headquarters are at Burl-
ingame, California. This association
has secured some helpful tax and
other legislation from Congress. The
most helpful man is C, Wilson Hard-
er, president,

When the federal agents check
your income tax payment, they will
be absolutely honest as to the math-
ematics. If you have paid too much
they will tell you so, just as they
wonld if you had paid too little, But
they will not tell you how you could
have saved tax money. It therefore
will pay every taxpayer to employ
some accountant in his locality to
make out his tax return. This will
save the taxpayer money — the
charge will not exceed $25 and will
perhaps be less. Don't be ‘“penny
wise and pound foolish”.

What About Death Taxes?

These are very hard to avoid if
you are married and leave an es.
tate of over $120,000 (if single $60,-
000), but the federal tax can be re-
duced in various ways. If you are
young or middle-aged, give a certain
amount to your heirs every year,
You can give $3,000 annually free
of tax, You also are allowed to give
annually from 20 to 30 percent of
your net income to religious, edu-
cational and scientific bodies. Such
gifts I make regularly; this is really
a joy.

The Jarge investor, however, who
misses this “joy of giving"” and is
trying to be the “richest man in
the cemetery” has another means
of cutting death taxes. Certain U.S.
Government Bonds can now be
bought at a discount of about 15
percent or more which will be ac-
cepted at par in payment of death

A PRESSING PROBLEM facing
Michigan lawmakers this year is
the search for means of stemming
the tide of juvenile delinquency.

Juvenile delinquency affects less
than 3 percent of school-age young-
sters, yet it constitutes a major
factor in the eventual total cost of
crime.

The legislature recognized this
preblem two years ago and set up
a study committee, headed by Rep.
Harry DeMaso (R-Battle Creck), to
study it.

Drastic measures, at least for
those involved, were proposed in
bill form by DeMaso’s committee.

A statewide curfew proposal
would set 10 p.m. as deadline for
children under 12 and midnight for
those under 16.

One proposal called ‘“‘revolution-
ary” by DeMaso would provide up
to $200 fine for parents violating
probate court orders on child sup-
ervision.

Conservation camps for youthful
offenders and a juvenile delinquen-
cy study center also were proposed.

A “shock attack’ approach to the
juvenile delinquency problem is get-
ting support.

Perhaps the most startling ap-
proach has been the sentencing
practices of Calhoun Circuit Judge
Alfonson A. Magnotta, who has put
youthful offenders in solitary con-
finement on meager diets of bread,
milk, water and vitamin pills,

A church group asked. the state
Supreme Court to investigate Mag-
notta’s practice. The court refused.

Justice George Edwards let it be
known several weeks later he didn't
think much of Magnotta's approach.
He said he considered such prac-
tices to be in violation of state law,
public policy and judicial ethics.

“The restricted diet provision is
neither original nor novel,” said
Edwards. ““In varying forms it has
been used in the history of punish-
ment for “centuries, In most civil-
ized countries it has been abandon-
ed because experience showed that
it did not work.” -

Edwards is of the school that says
social revenge and harsh punish-
ment rarely helo.

Somewhere, either to one extreme
or to the middle, there may be an
answer to juvenile problems. Michi-
gan is a leader in the search.

Village hopes of securing a
state park in Novi were enhanc-
ed considerably last week end as
State Representative S. James
Clarkson of the 4th district
pledged his full support,

Clarkson, who met with three
members of the Citizens’ Develap-
ment committee Saturday, said he
believed the village assertion that a
park should be established in Novi
had considerable merit. He said he
would demand that the park be es-
tablished in Novi when the legisla-
ture discussed the proposed new
park hill,

The village maintains that the
state is morally bound io establish
such a park here to salisfy a re-
quest made in the will of the late
Mrs. Mary Power,

© 'When'Mrs. Power dled In- late
1957, -she . willed her two farms,
located on Ten Mile near Wixom
road, to the state with a request
that the farm property be made
fnto a park named after her child-
ren, Ella and Louie Power.

But some $30,000 in debts encum-
bered the estate, and the state re-
fused to accept the land in lieu of
cash, The property was sold, the
debts paid off, and the remainder
of the money was turned over to the
state,

The state since has decided to use
some $65,000 from the sale of the
Novi farms to purchase a state park
site in East Tawas.

These plans have drawn the stern
disapproval of the village council
and the newly organized Citizens’
Development committee, who be-
lieve the will has been misconstrued
by the state.

Village Attorney Howard Bond,
who was authorized by the council
to do what he can in securing the
park for Novi, has been assisted by
Attorney Emery Jacques, a Citizens’
commitiee director,

It was Jacques and two other
committee direetors, Donald Wood-
ward and Roy Crites, who talked
with Clarkson. The representative
explained that he is one of
five representatives who have op-
posed lhe park bill,

However, Clarkson declared he
would vole for the measure and
prebably would be able fo con-
vince his cohorts fo do the same—
if the state uses the $63,000 to
establish a park here.

Clarkson is to contact Jacques to-
day (Thursday) and report the prog-
ress of the village request,

Meanwhile, Village Attorney How-
apd Bond is preparing to petition the
county probate court for a rehearing
on the matter, arguing that the
township was not properly notified
of the impending sale of Mrs. Pow-
er's farm,

With more than 500 of its 1500
questionnaires returned, the Cit-
izens’ Development committee
bas concluded that Novi resi-
dents want to live in quiet coun-
try atmosphere,

The questionnaires were mail-
ed out by the committee in an
effort to find out what, in the
peoples’ opinion, is right or wrong-
about the community.

A tofal of 289 persens cited
“quiet country almesphere” as
one of the advantages or faclors
that attracted them to Novi. One-
hundred and seventy-six persons
sald they were atlracted to Novi
by its “suburban atmosphere”.

Of the others answering the ques-
tion, 199 said they moved to Novi
to escape high taxes; 88 said they
wanted to live close to their work;
45 chose Novi because of the ab-
sence of industry; 38 came here to
establish a business; 19 were at-
tracted by Novi’s industrial area,
Other questions and answers:
