divisible by four. Thus, but for 
another stroke of iuck, Mrs. To­
bias would have celebrated her 
23rd birthday Monday.

So for eight years in a row at 
the turn of the Century, Mrs.

Vi l lage hopes of securing a 
state park in N o v i were enhanc­
ed considerably last week end as 
State Representative S. James 
Clarkson of the 4th district 
pledged his ful l support. 

Ciarkson, who met with three 
members of the Citizens' Deveiop-
ment committee Saturday, said he 
believed the village assertion that a 
park should be established in Novi 
had considerable merit. He said he 
would demand that the park be es­
tablished in Novi when the iegisla-
ture discussed the proposed new 
park biii. 

The village maintains that the 
state is morally bound to estabiisii 
such a park here to satisfy a re­
quest made in the will of the late 
Mrs. Mary Power. 

Whei iMrs . Power died In late 
1957, she willed her two farms, 
located on Ten Mile near Wixom 
road, to the state ivith a request 
that the farm property be made 
inlo a park named afler her child­
ren, Ella and Louie Poiver. 

But some $30,000 in debts encum­
bered the estate, and the state re­
fused to accept the land in lieu of 
cash. The property was sold, the 
debts paid off, and the remainder 
of the money was turned over to the 
state. 

The state since has decided to use 
some $65,000 from the sale of the 
Novi farms to purchase a state park 
site in East Tawas. 

These plans have drawn the stern 
disapproval of the village council 
and the newly organized Cilizens' 
Development committee, who be­
lieve the wiii has been misconstrued 
by the state. 

Village Attorney Howard Bond, 
who was authorized by the council 
to do what he can in securing the 
park for Novi, has been assisted by 
Attorney Emef-y Jacques, a Citizens' 
committee director. 

It was Jacques and two other 
committee directors, Donaid Wood­
ward and Roy Criles, who talked 
ivilli Clarkson. The representative 
explained that he is one of 
five representallves who have op-
posed the park bill. 

However, Clarkson declared he 
would vole for the measure and 
probably would be able to con-
vincc his cohorts lo do the same— 
if the stale uses the $65,000 to 
establish a park here. 
Clarkson is to contact Jacques to­

day (Thursday) and report the prog­
ress of the viiiage request. 

Meanwhile, Viiiage Attorney How­
ard Bond is preparing to petition the 
county probate court for a rehearing 
on the matter, arguing that the 
township was not property notified 
of the impending sale of Mrs. Pow­
er's farm.

NOTE: This Is another hi thc 
series of articles about early 
area history by News Editor 
Jack Hoffman. 

As John Miller rode down 
"Main street", his horse dodged 
through the scrub oaks and half 
stumbled over the choppy ground. 

Up ahead past the "Record 
Office", through an opening m 
the forest, he could see a lush, 
green hiil rising skyward. It was 
the highest point in view and 
looked like an ideal home site. 

He spurred his horse ahead — 
and the animal would have trip­
ped over the Dunlap curb had it 
not been the year 1825. 

This was John Miller's new 
home — a virgin'forest never 
before penetrated by a white 
man. He must have wondered as 
he stood below the toweruig trees 
whether or not his purchase 
from Alanson Aldrich had been 
a ivise one. 

Aldrich for some unknoivn 
reason had never settled on thc 
land that he purchased from 
thc United Stales government 
on May 10, 1825. Instead hc 
chose lo sell Ills 80 acres of 
sivamp and forest to MlHer, a 
fellow New Yorker. 
Miller's newly purchased prop­

erty actually included two 80-
acre tracts, bounded by Base­
line on -the north, Griswold on the 
east. Main street on the south, 
and Linden on the west. 

Upon his arrival, Miiier survey-

ed the property and immediately 
set to work choppuIg trees and 
hackuIg away the undergrowth 
on what is now the east side of 
Center street and north of Dun­
lap. 

When this .preliminary work 
was completed he built himself a 
log hut on the high ground south­
west ot the junction of the Taft 
and Mil l creeks. This crude 
dwelling was -the first buiiding 
UI Northviile. Later he built a 
second log house near the miii 
pond. 

Thc late Mrs. Jennie Dunlap, 
who was one of Ihc most In-
formed residents on early 
Northviile history, believed lhat 
tiiis second log building was 
located close to thc site of what 
Is noiv tiic Ford parking lot 
west off Griswold. 

other Early Pioneers 

Daniel L . Cady established a 
farm on the southeast quarter 
ot section three (East Main south 
to the section line and South 
Center east.to the section line); 
Hiram Robinson on the southwest 
quarter (West Main south to tlje 
section Ime and South Center 
west to the section line); and a 
Mr. Page on the east halt of the 
northeast quarter (Baseline south 
to Main street and Griswold east 
to the section line). 

Several other pioneers played 
important roles in the early de­
velopment eveil though they set­
tled in nearby areas. Most prom­
inent ot these were: 

Pitts Taft settled on the south­
west quarter of section 34; Wil­
liam Yerkes on the southeast 
quarter ot 35 (Eight Mile road); 
Benjamin Hungerford on section' 
33; and Josua Simmons establish­
ed a farm on what is now 10 Mile 
road. 

The latter is credited with 
buiiding the first frame barns in 
the towns ot Plymouth and L i ­
vonia. 

In 1820 John Miller and Israel 
Marsh prepared a plot ot 
ground for a grist mill. This mill, 
accordtag to late village resi­
dents, also stood on the site of 
what is now the Ford properly.™" 

"It was located a little south ot 
where the Yerkes Mill formerly 
stood, almost on the exact spot 
where the C. L . Dubuar Lumber 
company office formerly was." 

The mill was erected in the 
summer of the followuig year, 
and the first grist was ground in 
the tall of 1827. 

A story Is told — though Its 
auliicnticity Is doubted by some 
oldtimcrs — that iVIliler and 
Marsh spilt a huge rock for 
use In thc mill. Using chisels, 
the two men chipped away at 
thc rock for several weeks be­
fore splitting It. 

By the time the mill wheel 
hummed to a start, other build­
ings began to rise nearby. A 
blacksmith shop was constructed 
near the mill, and a little relig­
ious-manufacturing shop was 
erected on the site of the Ford 
plant. 

This latter building was the 
personal office and plant ot one 
of Northviile's most colorful pio­
neers — William Hickox. A 
wheelwright by trade but a 
preacher by preference, Hickox 
came to Northviile in 1827 and 
set up a crude lathe turning 
business. He made grain cradles 
and rakes and furnished the old 
fashioned spinning wheels for 
Northviile and nearby settlement 
women. 

A zealous Mctliodlst, Father 
or Elder Hickox, as hc ivas call­
ed, ivas thc first minister or 
"licensed cxhortcr" to preach 
In Ihc toivnsIilp of Plymouth. 
His little shop frequently was 
pressed into service as a 
church. 
In 1829, the Mead brothers -

• the same men who established 
the famous Mead's Mill at Water­
ford in 1834 — started a little 
store in the region ot Miller's 
Mil l . The site ot this store has 
been pinpointed opposite the Ford 
plant In the middle ot Main 
street. 

According to the late Charles 
L . Dubuar, "Northviile now 
boasted ot a grist mill, a black­
smith shop, a wood turning shop, 
and a store, and the memorable 
Widow Craemer's tavern. 

"With the clearing away of the 
forest primeval from the higher 

land rising immediately west 
from the Rouge river came, with­
out a doubt, the idea that such a 
site presented a tar more favor­
able location tor busuiess pur­
poses than down by the stream, 
and so the Meads, in the spring 
ot 1831, moved their goods from 
the log store to a frame buildmg, 
the first hi Northviile, on the 
corner where the Lapham State 
Savhigs bank stood (now Villa 
Dress Shoppe). 

"This building was thc old 
home of The Record. Here thc 
Meads remained for several 
years nnd kept dry goods and 
groceries to sell io settlers 
around and those coming to ihc 
mill. A post office was first 
cstahllslicd In Northviile In 
1831, and J . M . Mead was thc 
first poslmaslcr." 
Major William Dunlap, who 

was to become one of the com­
munity's most prominent citizens, 
scouted the area tor a home site 
in 1825. Dunlap may have made 
this initial trip with William Yer­
kes and Thomas Pinkerton, who ' 
also searched for suitable Michi­
gan property. All were from the 
Ovid, New York area. 

Unlike the other two men, how­
ever, Dunlap did not return until 
the spring of 1031. With him 
came his family and several 
neighbors, mcluding Robert Pur- ' 
dy, Samuel Blackwood, Peter 
Larkins, Lewis McCormick and 
David Clarkston. 

Upon reaching the Northviile 
settlement, Dunlap purchased the 
160 acres owned by John Miller, 
including the grist mill. 

A year after his ariIval, he 
and his family moved Into a 
new frame house on thc site of 
the American Legion building. 
This original building was laier 
moved to 318 Randolph where 
It sUll stands. 
Other homes and shops sprung 

up in the "clearing m the woods". 
. Daniel Cady lived in a log house 

on Cady and south of Center. 
"Settlers now began to come 

in very fast. Every day some 
newcomers were heard of. Peo­
ple came here to trade and for 
lumber, and this began the busi- , 

. ness center./A meeting was calliir 
ed for giving the groiving settle.̂  

ment a nairie, and after discus­
sion, the name Northviile was 
decided upon. 

"In 1332, the first plat ot 
Northviile was made by Major 
Dunlap and recorded in the Reg-
gister ot Deeds of the county." 

The second frame house here 
was built In 1832 by J . M . Mead 
on the "hotel comer", diagonal­
ly across from the Mead store. 
It replaced Cady's log house. 
Daniel Johnson erected a frame 
buiiding on the site ot what is 
now Gunseil's drug store. He 
used the lower floor as a black­
smith shop, while G. W. Wilcox 
established a shoe shop in the 
upper half of the building. 

Samuel Sterling sold his farm 
to J . DeMott, moved to town, 
and built the first "public house" 
or tavern. Later, John Waterman 
purchased the tavern, managed 
the business, and established a 
tailor shop in one of the tavern 
rooms. 

Workmen began on a second 
store building almost as soon as 
Mead's store was completed. 
Built and operated by David H. 
Rowland and Arthur Edwards, 
this country store was located on 
the northwest corner of Main and 
Center - - now the site of the 
Record building. 

Shortly thereafter, William Hay 
built a little store on the present 
site of the Detroit Edison buiid­
ing. David Gregory erected a 
store on the site of what later 
became the famous Northviiie 
opera house — and now a new 
hamburger stand. 

Still later, Gregory built what 
was then called the "Gregory 
Block". He purchased several 
acres of land on the south side 
of Main street and erected the 
pretentious house now used as 
the city hall. 

The Meads started an ashery 
near the Robinson saw mill (near 
the comer of South Center and 
Seven Mile) and made potash for 
use in making soap. Ambitious 
settlers, who found it difficult to 
support their famiiies with the 
sale of farm products, collected 
all the ashes from their burned -. 
log heaps and soid them to Mead.

According to Grlssom, the subflooring is of spilt logs, and sections of the 
wails arc madc of 3-lnch thick nInc foot Iong black walnut boards.

L E N T 

Borli rlie German word, 'lenz", and the old 
English word, "Icncten", from which we get our 
present-day word, "Lent", mean spring — the 
season of new life, of life revived and life resur­
rected. 

Tlie revival of life in nature, with the re-
turn of spring following the death and hiberna­
tion of the fall and winter, finds a corresponding 
experience in the spiritual life of man. 

Jesus said to Nicodemus, "Except one is born 
again lie cannot sec thc kingdoin of God." 

The resurrection of Jesus on Easter Sun-
day — tlie end of the Lenten season — is the 
demonstration of tlie Christian victory over 
death. Wi th in tlie reality of the, "resurrected 
life," however, is the germ of spiritual life whicli 
cannot be destroyed. 

Because so much of man's life is lived 
apart from the things which even death cannot 
destroy, tlie season of Lent comes as a time and 
opportunity for tlie spiritual nurturing of the 
germ of spiritual life so that the full meaning of 
Easter may be reflected in one's own personal, 
resurrected life. 

A dramatic expression of this spiritual mean­
ing of Lent lias come to be made by some peo­
ple in thc observance of "Fat Tuesday", a time 
of feasting and carnival, only Io be followed with 
the observance of the meaning of "Shrove Tues­
day", a time of confession and absolution. 

These observances on the day before Ash 
Wednesday are, as it were, introductions 'to the 
discipline which devout Christian are oftentimes 
inclined to impose upon themselves during the 
forty days of Lent. 

Because these observances can understand­
ably be outward expressions of Inan's inner spit-
itual desires, the latent errors of Lent to be 
avoided are those tendencies to make the result­
ing rites and ceremonies ends in themselves. 

In commenting on the importance and ex­
pression of fasting, for instance, Jesus said, "that 
your fasting may not be seen by men but by 
your father who —sees in secret (and) wil l re-
ward you," 

The Apostle Paul put it this way, "And 
whatever you do, in word or deed, do everything 
in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to 
God thc Fatiier thtough li im." 

Sincerely is the secret of success in observ­
ing Lent, as is true of every important thing in 
life. 

If a pun is perinissable, there may be some 
meaning to the suggestive thought that "Lent" 
is a time when we are properly reminded that 
our personal lives have been "lent" to us of God. 
A good accounting of our stewardship is to be 
found in tlic exercise of tlie discipline of disci-
pleship. 

Again, Jesus said, "If any man would come 
after me, let him deny himself, take up his cross 
and follow me."

Pi'obably the most interesting of 
ail the operations is tiie way in 
which the bicycle frames are made. 
The frame starts out as nothing 
more than a tew pieces of steel tub. 
ing and severai very ungianiorous 
steel stampings. After the tubing is 
carefuiiy bent to the desired shapes 
of a battery of modern bending ma-
chines, stampings and tubing are 
eiectronicaiiy welded on modei'n au­
tomotive-type welding machines to 
form a rigid, safe and eye-appealing 
frame assembly. 

This assembly is then painted 
auinmaticaiiy using the recently 
developed elcctrost.illc prnccss, 
which involves placing n positive 
ciccli-lcal ciiargc on the part lo he 
painted and negatively charging 
the paint to he applied. Since a 
positive niivays attracts a nega­
tive, the paint actually is draivn 
In the part as It leaves the spray 
gun. Cniiscquently, paint waste Is 
minimized and the quality of the 
painted surface Is greatly enliane-
od through more even paint dis­
tribution. 

Other parts, such as the fenders 
and fi-ont forks are produced to 
rigid Evans specifications by vari­
ous presses and bending iuachines. 
These too are eiectrostatically paint­
ed, followed by trim painting opera­
tions which employ the silk screen, 
ing process — aiso used in the auto 
industry. 

Aiso of major intei'est is the 
motiiod by .which bicycles are as­
sembled. Here, Evans employs the 
same modern assembly techniques 
one niight find in any Detroit auto­
motive a.5.senibiy piant. 

As the bicycle frames move down 
a moving assembiy conveyor, var­
ious parts such as the fenders, 
wheeis, tires and accessory items 
are added. At the end of the line, 
compieted hicycies are automaticai-
iy packaged and move on a con­
veyor to an adjacent warehouse tor 
shipment to dealers throughout the 
country. 

In addition to bein gone of the 
nation's top bicycle and veiooipede

S P E A K I N G

Novi's Citizens Development committee is off to a strong 
start, tlianl<s primarily to an extremely liigh-percentage of replies 
to their questionnaire. 

The committee, bent upon determining what kind of a com­
munity the majority of the residents desire and then mapping 
out a program to provide this atmosphere, sent out 1500 ques-
tionnaires. To date 519 answers hove been returned and analyzed. 

The information covers such material as: how long one has 
lived in Novi; in what area of the community he resides: what 
factors attracted the resident to Novi,- how mony children in the 
community; whether he is a property owner and whether his 
place of employment is in Novi; and finally, if Ihe area is develop-
ing in the manner in which the resident had hoped. 

While some of the answers might, on the surface, ap­
pear to indicate strong support of certain positions, the com­
mittee must (and undoubtedly will) consider them in the light 
of the questions asked. 

For example, 465 of the 519 said they were attracted to 
Novi by "suburban atmosphere" or "quiet country atmosphere"; 
and 199 more to "escape high taxes". 

Very few (only 19) said they moved to Novi to live in on 
industrial area. 

But then, this is something like the old question, "when did 
you stop beating your wife?" 

While 199 want to escape high taxes, only 19 want an 
"industrial area". 

It would appear, that while this preliminary survey might 
provide some guidance to the committee, another survey would 
be of greater significance at a later date. After, for example, 
the committee determines what the fox burden might be on the 
average home-owner in 10 years with and without on industrial 
base. Like other growing communities, Novi will hove many 
school rooms to provide in the coming years. 

In other words, what is the price one must pay for a 
"quiet country atmosphere". 

Somewhere between o quiet country atmosphere and an 
industrial area lies a compromise. The residents must determine 
this, after they hove all the facts in front of them. 

Northviiie councilmen had another "budget shock" recently 
reminiscent of the sudden increased cost of operating the library. 

And again, the bill came from the county. This time for 
welfare costs. 

Just like the library increase, the bill is proper and under­
standable, but still unexpected and burdensome. 

Specifically, the city's bill for patients in the county hospital • 
and infirmary jumped from on overage annual payment of $3800 
to $3500 for one quarter. 

The reason, of course, is that the city lias more residents 
confined fo the hospital who cannot pay their full expense. 

This year the city budgeted $4,000 for welfare and the 
bill is $3,800. But, with a first quarter bill of $3,500 already 
awaiting the 1960 budget, ii appears that the new budget 
(to be prepared in May) will have a welfare provision four 
times larger. 

The city is catching up on its library debt. It has paid lost 
year's $9,100, but still owes one-third of the 1958 bill, or $2,600. 
This will be fo be added fo the new bill for the current year, 
anticipated at near $10,000, for a total library budget provision 
of $12,600 in 1960.

EVERYBODY'S tired of the fight orations on a site several miies 
about Michigan's tax climate, but 
the same old storm threatens to 
keep blowing. And though many 
Michigan people are concerned that 
the state's reputation suffers more 
than the situation warrants, there 
seems iittie that can be done to 
keep the record accurate, once the 
battle begins. 

Latest outbreak started when 
Wiiliam C. Newberg, executive vice 
president of Chrysler Corp., stated 
that his company no ionger couid 
say what plans it wouid keep in 
Detroit or even in Miciiigan. He 
added, "Chrysier's future here is 
going to be determined in part the 
kind of business ciimate that met-
ropolitan Detroit and the state of 
Michigan provide." 

* * « 
There was immediate reaction 

fi'om city officiais, both Detroit and 
Hanitramck, and from state offi­
ciais as weil. Nearly everyone 
agrees that the state's tax structure 
needs an overhaul, and everyone 
was anxious that Chrysler not leave 
its present location. 

Fingers were fiouited at the city 
tax programs, but city officiais 
were quick to argue that in reality 
they are very fair to industry. Leg­
islators showed marked interest in 
Chrysler's comments and most 
agreed that something ought to be 
done to keep the company, as well 
as industry as a whole, satisfied. 

If anything productive comes of 
the renewed furor, it wiii be a wei­
come event in the iives of industry, 
legislators and John Q. Public.

MICHIGAN'S NATURAL resourc­

es heip overcome some of the bad 
pubiicity about economic climate. 
For example, a nearly unlimited 
supply of limestone, readily avail­
able land and water transportation, 
a stable labor force and community 
acceptance were listed among fac-
tors responsible for a $25,000,606 
industry just located here. 

The newcomer is the Dundee Ce­
ment Co., whose modern cement 
plant is preparing for start-up op-

north of Dundee, a small south­
eastern Michigan town, population 
1975, on route 23 about 15 miles 
from Monroe. The firm checked 
several areas carefully before mak­
ing a decision about iocation. Dur­
ing this period, the Miciiigan Eco­

Roblee B. Martin, Dundee's vice 
president and general manager, is 
confident the Big D insignia iviii 
become a familiar trademark 
throughout Michigan and neighbor­
ing states.

"Our survey shows a large mar-

ket in the Great Lakes area," Mar-
tin reports. "An expanding popu-
iation, increased construction and 
stepped-up roadbuilding programs

—and Dundee will be prepared to 
supply it." 

Dundee Cement has made It a 
poiicy to employ 1 ocal people 
wherever possible. Except for a 
few top officials, almost every mem­
ber of Dundee's staff comes from 
the nearby area. 

» * * 
Most Dundee employees had never 

been in a cement plant before they 
were hired. The company selected 
promising men, sent them to Can­
ada for extensive training and 
brought them back to Dundee to 
run the new plant. 

Dundee's two kilns, in which lime­
stone and other materials are com­
bined to produce cement, are the 
iargest on the Western Hemisphere. 

Smoke and dust wiil be practically 
eliminated by electrostatic precipi­
tators and dust-coilector equipment. 
The installation is so efficient that 
oniy a small traii of white vapor is 
visibie from the top of the ,350-foot 
stack which is a new landmark on 
the countryside. 

« * « 
In addition to the producing fa­

cility at Dundee, a loading station 
has been established at Monroe, to 
handle shipment of cement by barge 
and lake carrier. A simiiar disli-ibu-
tion station has been buiit at 95lh 
Street and the Calumet River in 
Chicago. 

Formal dedication of the new 
plant is scheduled for next spring. 
A iveek-long program is pianned to 
focus state and nationai attention 
on the plant and on Michigan.

A NEW TRAFFIC safety device 
called crash cushion was patented 
by a Flint company which plans to 
have it on the market in six 
months. Police and safety officials 
have seen it demonstrated. 

It consists of a tightly packed bag 
in the car dashboard triggered so 
that it expands automatically in one 
fifth of a second upon impact.

Babson Park, Mass. — In pre 
vious columns I discussed hedging 
agauist Inflation. I said that the 
best "hedge" is land: — that the 
government can print more bonds; 
tliat corporations can print more 
stocks; but that only God can make 
more land. This means that as pop-
ulation increases, as woodland 
grows, or as more minerals, oii, gas, 
etc. are discovered, properiy locat­
ed land will increase in price as 
inflation increases. 

Taxes Must Be Paid 
Of course, either the corporation 

owning the iand or the investor must 
pay the annuai taxes. As investors 
do not like to do this, even in the 
case of orange groves, then it is 
better to buy stock in a corporation 
like Minute Maid, which will pay the 
taxes and which, when fruit is plen­
tiful and sales are good, can also 
pay a dividend on the stock. Taxes, 
however, must be paid by .some one 
and taxes ai'e sure to slowly in­
crease each year. 

Big companies like the Weyer­
haeuser company (largest timber 
owner in the U.S.) do this by soil­
ing lumber, corrugated paper, and 
containers of ail kinds through their 
manufacturing divisions. Even the 
great owners of woodlands arc sub­
ject to strikes in their manufacturing 
divisions, but the timber continues 
to grow while the labor is on strike. 
The steei, iron and coai supply, 
however, does not Increase when a 
big steel strike is on. 

Wages Will Continue To Rise 
I have recently been reading an 

Economic History of England. The 
frightful long hours and low wages 
of the coal miners of 150 years ago 
seem aimost unbelievable. Even lit­
tie chiidren were obliged to work 
in the mines for a few cents per 
day. The coal miners have been 
forced to continual struggle during 
these 150 years up to the present 
time. The same is true of the wage-
workers of most every great in­
dustry. 

Investors must not think that labor 
troubles wiii ever be over. After 
securing the highest wage that the 
traffic wiii stand and the siiortest 
practicable working hours, labor 
leaders will fight for representa-
tion on boards of directors and ulti-
mate government ownership. Only 
competition from European and 
Asian countries can check price 
increases or higher tariffs. High 
tariffs work for a whiie but ulti-
mateiy wiil "ki i i the goose that lays 
the golden eggs." 
Wise Investors Watch Labor Leaders 

Some uidustries are more vulner 
able to labor troubles than are 
others. . This means that investors 
shouid constantiy watch the labor 
trends and switch their investments 
from the more vuinerabie industries 
such as the steei, coal, motor, elec 
tricai, raiiroads, bus companies, 
etc., into the iess dangerous ones 
whei-e labor is not yet in such a 
powerful position that it does not 
care whether or not stockholders 
get any dividends. Moreover, re 
member that Congress wiil vote to 
heip labor, whether or not their 
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claims are just. 
The labor leaders find it most dif-

ficult to organl2e the more hitelli-
gent workers, especially sales forc­
es woriting on a commission; also 
merchandising companies — such 
as variety chains — where there is 
a large turnover among the sales 
clerks. This now applies also to 
drug stores. 

Be Prepared To Switch 
Insurance companies -may tem­

porarily be free from labor troubles. 
The insurance premiums would con­
tinue to be -paid into the home of­
fice whether or not a strike should 
occur. Settlement of claims wouid 
be deiayed until the State Insurance 
Commission forced an agreement 
and granted higher rates to offset 
any wage increase. The same pro­
tection could apply to the owners of 
bank stocks. 

There will always be some group 
of stocks that will be least subject 
to dangerous labor demands; the 
groups may, however, change from 
time to time. There are always some 
stocks which, for a time, are freest 
from labor troubles; but to hedge 
against such troubles investors 
should constantly be willing to 
switch out of one stock into another. 
This means that wise investors wili 
empioy an experienced investment 
counselor to watch these changes 
or else wiil invest money in Mutual 
Funds which do not have to fear leg-
islation.

Christensen is making his first 
bid for pubiic office. President of 
the West Shore association, he has 
on occasions objected to actions of 
the present council. 

Of thc Incumbents seeking re-
election, only Groenenberg and 
Button sought scats en thc city 
charier commission. Had incor-
poratlon won, Groenenberg would 
havc been elected to thc nine-
mpmber commission. He was sev­
enth highest vote winner ivith 315 
votes. Butior, on the other hand, 
ivould have missed being elected 
by five votes. HIS total ivas 277.

The village fight to secure a park 
for Novi will be carried to the floor 
of the State Legislature, councilmen 
learned this week. 

Attorney Emery Jacques, who is 
representing the village in its at-
tempt to pursuade the state to es­
tablish a park here, told the co;jncii 
that State Representative S. James 
Ciarkson plans to start immediate 
action to iielp the Novi cause. 

According to Jacques, Ciarkson 
wiil attach an amendment to the 
state park bill, which was to be re-
intrcduced in the Legisiature this 
week with the stipulation that 
some .$65,606 be either turned over 
to the viiiage for park purposes or be 
used by the state to establish a 
park here. 

The viiiage maintains that the 
state is morally bound to establish 
such a park in Novi to satisfy a 
request made in the will of the late 
Mrs. Mary Power. 

When Mrs. Power died in late 
1957, she willed her two farms, locat­
ed on Ten Mile near Wixom-road, 
to the state with a request that the 
farm property be turned into a 
park named after her children, Ella 
and Louie Power. 

The property was sold to pay off 
property debts, however, and was 

' turned over to the state. The state 
since has decided to use some $65,-
600 from the sale of the Novi farms 
to purchase a state park site in 
East Tawas. 

These plans have drawn the stern 
disapproval of the village council 
and the neivly organized CitiJiens' 
Development oommittee, who be­
lieve t)he will has been misconstrued 
by the .slate. 

While the Legislature debates the 
bill and its amendment. Village At-
torney Howard Bond has said he 
will petition the county probate 

court for a rehearing on the mat­
ter, arguing that the township was 
not properiy notified of the impend­
ing sale of Mrs. Power's farms. 

Bond expiained his court acti-on 
would "keep the matter pressing" 
shouid Clarkson's action fail. 

a planning board ordinance and re-
scheduled a public hearing on four 
separate zoning change proposals at 
their meetuig Monday night. 

The ordinance, which becomes ef-
fective upon publication today, sets 
forth the duties, responsibilities and 
powers of the planning board.

The councii also appointed David 
Pried to a three-year board of ap-
neais term to repiace Wiiliam 
Smeit, whose term of office has ex­
pired. 

Fried's appointment, it was point­
ed out, means that Mrs. Fried will 
have to resign from her post as a 
board member of the Novi Citizens' 
Development committee. The com­
mittee by-laws prohibit persons 
rem holding office if a member of 
their immediate family is serving 
n "any other eiected or appointed 

capacity". 
Counciiman Philip Anderson, who

If this effort is unsuccessful, 
and the annexation of 255 acres 
of N o v i township and village 
property to Nor thv i i i e is ap-
proved at the polls. Attorney 
Bond has been instructed to 
fight the action " a l l the way to 
the supreme court". 

The election to annex Northviiie 
Estates (120 acres located in Novi 
township on the northeast corner ot 
Beck and Baseline roads) and an 
adjoining 135 acres of the viiiage 
(which separates Northviiie Estates 
from the Northviiie city iiniits at 
a point 1006 feet west of Taft road) 
was caiied by the secretary of 
state's office after petitions for an­
nexation were fiied by the Northviiie 
Estates Civic association. 

Attorney Bond said that Novi 
wouid ask the supreme court to call 
oft the election because the "peti­
tion is void". 

He said this argument was based 
on a belief that the petition con­
tains oniy one signature from the 
viiiage area to be annexed. Bond 
stated that the law requires that 
such a petition must either contain 
10 signatures (of residents of the 
viiiage area to be annexed) or the 
signatures of persons owning at 
least haif of the property to be 
annexed. 

While there are three separately 
owned parcels of land in the viiiage 
area, only one of the owners, Mrs. 
C. A. Randall, resides on the prop­
erty. She signed the petition for 
annexation and wiii be the only vii­
iage voter if the election is permit­
ted to be held. 

Because of the small amount of 
time before the election. Attorney 
Bond admits that chances are slim 
the supreme court wiii act to call 
off the election. 

"It is possible that the court will 
deny our request for a writ of pro­
hibition 'without prejudice', which 
permits the election to be lield but 
gives us the right to protest the 
proceedings through the courts if the 
vote for annexation carries," Bond 
stated. 

In addition to the protest against 
the petitions. Bond also raised these 
objections to the proposed annexa­
tion: 

— that the nstlce of election 
should be made by both thc town-
ship and village; 

— the entire papulation ol the 
village siiouId be permitted to 
vote In thc election. 
Attorney Bond pointed out that 

in his opinion there exists n definite 
"conflict of laws". 

He stated that the home rule law 
under which the viiiage of Novi 
incorporated provides that all resi­
dents of a viiiage are permitted to 
vote in elections to annex any per-
tion from its boundaries. 

On the other hand, cities "under 

15,600 population" are permitted by 
law to; annex from "townships''. 
Bond stated, by majority vote of 
the'residSits of the city and of the 
"township" area to be annexed. 

Philip Ogilvle, city attorney for 
Northviiie and also legal represen-
tative for the Northviiie Estates 
Civic association, contends that the 
annexation procedure for cities un­
der 15,609 population is the same 
whether the area to be annexed is 
in an incorporated village or town­
ship. 

Monday night's action by the Novi 
councii came as a "mild" surprise. 
In eariier sessions the councii had 
indicated, unofficially, that it would 
not contest the election " i f it was 
the wiii of the viiiage property oivn­
ers involved." 

Last week the council voted 3-2 
(with Counciimen Button and An­
derson opposing) to challenge the 
eiection regardless cf the property-
owners' attitude. 

Monday night thc council as­
sumed Ihc position that Novi bad 
voted for Incorporation with thc 
belief that i l offered protccllon 
against annexation by bordering 
cities, and lliereforc it should 
fight lo upheld this contention. 
Last week the Northviiie city 

council voted unanimously to sup­
port the annexation and encouraged 
city voters to approve the bid at 
the March 28 eiection. 

Attorney Bond told the Novi coun­
cii that the court fight would cost 
the village approximately $1506. 

Officers of Northviiie Estates Civ­
ic association and the Northviiie 
councii had indicated earlier that 
if legal action was taken the fees 
wouid be divided.
