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Commerc ia i iy spealting, Nor t l iv i l ie might reasonably be 
compared to a mountain c l imber inching his way up a dangerous 
precipice toward an important piateau. 

H e couid s i ip and piunge to his death; then again, he just 

might maite i t . 

M u c h depends upon his determination to succeed. Outside 
forces couid malte his goai more difficuit to reach. But when his 
life is at staite, he must use every resource at his disposal to com­
bat the elements. 

Among many mcrc i ia i i l s in our communi ty there Is deep 
concern over tiie future business prospects of tii<) city. Tliesc 
merchants are ready and wi i i ing to do somotiiing lo attract 
more customers. 

They ai-e convinced that their higher "pla teau" can be 
reached only if we maintain our supermarkets within the downtown 
business district . Their hopes are pinned to this prospect. 

DIiigently, and at some sacrifice in both time and money, 
several businessmen have been working to assure this. 

I , for one, applaud their efforts. This is not a t ime to "si t 
and wai t ' ' - it is a cr i t ica l hour that ca l l s for full effort on the part 
of every businessman interested in the future. 

It Is important lo recognize — and anticipate — that 
efforts w i l l be made to create commerc ia l centers outside the 
present business district . This m a y . In certain Instances, run 
contrary lo good planning; conversely, to oppose It through 
zoning conflicls with our principles of free enterprise. 

A unified effort to attract new needed businesses to com­
pliment those we already have, along wi th our own plans to im­
prove ourselves can — and I believe w i l l — work wonders for 
Nor thvi i ie . This is the positive approach. 

N e w people are moving in who w i l l become good customers 
If we are alert enough to provide them wi th a reasonably modern 
shopping area with a representative var ie ty of stores and parking. 

It is heartening to note that several merchants have al­
ready undertaken remodeling programs. 

H a v e you noticed Gunsel l ' s new interior? And Mainvi l l e ' s 
completely modernized its facilities to provide an attractive rear 
entrance. Nor thvi i ie Men ' s Shop and F r e y d i ' s Cleaners and Men 's 
Wear have brightened their interiors. Just a year ago new modern 
fronts were instaiied at E . M . B . , E l i i s E iec t ronics and Revi tzer ' s . 

Sibley 's and the L i t t i e People 's shop can be added to this 
list , as we l l as others. P lans for more of the same art being con­
sidered. 

It is not easy — either f inancial ly or physical ly . - for the 
average small town businessman to undertake major improvement 
projects to compete with new, mult i -mil l ion dol lar shopping centers. 

Bu t he cannot buckle under. L i k e the mountain cl imber , he's 
fighting for his life. 

And speaking of the merchants, w h y wouldn't it be a good 
idea for Nor thvi i ie to have an old-fashioned Eas t e r E g g Hunt like 
many other communities. 

I remember these hunts as a th r i l l i ng adventure to a young­
ster. A s I reca l l , prizes were awarded for certain color eggs — with 
a gold egg being most valuable. 

The hunt could be held at F o r d F i e l d or at the Ci ty H a l l 
park and youngsters from the entire area could be invited. Satur­
day, A p r i l l e would be an excellent day.

The Michigan Depar tment of Pub­

l ic Instruction ( D P I ) launched the 
" M i c h i g a n Cur r i cu lum P r o g r a m " in 
1&36 in an effort to help schools i m ­
prove their educational quali ty. 

Annuai iy , the State Superintendent 
of Pub l i c Instruction apfioints about 
30 state educators to a Curr icu lum 
P lann ing Committee ( C P C ) . 

This committee makes recommen-
dations to h i m after studying re-
ports • made by 30 specialized ad-
visory committees on areas r a n g 
ing f rom agricul tural education to 
foreign language instruction. 

• * * 
• M a n y educators have high praise 

for the D P I program and feel most 
shortcomings in p lann ing are the 
fault of local school systems. 

" M a n y schools s imply haven't ac­
cepted the responsibili ty which is 
theirs ," said C P C C h a i r m a n P e r r y 
Chatterton of War ren . 

" T h e y may think they have, but 
they haven' t even established a 
policy for operation of a local cur-
r icu lum planning p r o g r a m . " 

Chatterton, who i s assistant sup­
erintendent at F i t z g e r a i d public 
School, said every teacher in the 
Warren school system has two as­
signments — one to teach and the 
other to serve on a cu r r i cu lum plan-
nmg committee. 

Eas t Lans ing Superintendent Ce­
c i l MacDona ld believes "open-mind-
edness" Is the top qualification for 
both members of the State C P C and 
educators at the local l eve l if the 
program is going to be a success. 

• • • 
" I feel we have a great many 

closed minds in education — good 
people, well-trained and with lots 
of experience — who think that 
things must" continue along a cer­
tain plane just because that's the 
way they've always been done," 
M a c D o n a l d " said. 

" I ' m not for change for change's 
sake, but I do think we have to be 
open-minded i f we are going to 
real ly study cur r icu lum and instruc­
tion programs." 

"There have been some specific 
accomplishments under the M i c h i ­
gan Curr icu lum P r o g r a m dur ing the 
iast 24 years ," said D P I Associate 
Superintendent G . Robert Koopmen . 
" B u t there haven't been as many 
as we would l ike and that 's why 
our curr iculum is not up-to-date." 

D r . Koopman said the D P I has 
undertaken "the most ambitious at­
tempt yet to make the program more 
effective — the Impact P ro jec t " . 

Goais of the project include: pub­
lishing of a directory l is t ing instruc-
tionai specialists, members of cur-
riculuni committee and experts on 
the facuities of Mich igan universi­
ties and coileges. 

Establishment of new channels of 
communication with loca l cur r icu-
ium workers. 

Continuation of in-service educa­
tion for instruction speciaiists and 
regional services. 

Wider representation on state cur­
r icu lum committees. 

Chatterton feeis the D P I could do 
a much better job if it had more 
money to spend on the program. 

"Funds should be made available 
to the Department of Pub l i c Instruc­
tion so that it can step up its co­
operative effort with local schools 
in establishing some m i n i m u m state 
standards through consultants and 
course of study guides," Chatterton 
said.

— E v e r y 
March , I go to the iocai nursery and 
purchase two sugar-maple trees 
about five feet high -at a cost of 
about $12 each. I like to get them 
in M a r c h before the new buds come 
out, and set them out on m y 
grounds. I believe they are the best 
investment I could make for m y 
grandchildren. 

Books Versus Trees 
In my whiter home in F i o r i d a , I 

have a private l ibrary of 8000 books. 
These books were issued b y the 
publishers dur ing the past fifty years 
at about $3.00 a copy. I doubt if any 
second-hand book deaier would to­
day pay twenty cents a copy for 
the lot. 

On the other hand, a sugar-maple 
tree constantly increases the value 
of your estate. In addition to the 
shade which they supply in summer 
and the ground moisture which they 
hold, ehiidren enjoy tapping these 
trees in the spring to get a littie 
mapie syrup. Hence, while most 
books are constantly decreasing in 
value, most trees are constantly in­
creasing in value. 

Wor ld War i n 
I do not expect that there wi l l be 

a nuclear war for many years un­
less it starts b y accident. We know 
that direct bombing could result In 
the death of mill ions of people. A s 
to the effects of the "fal lout" , the 
experts are undecided. Fa l lou t 
could contaminate all except under­
ground water and the core-matter 
of most trees. And if agricul tural 
products should be contaminated 
and hence dangerous to eat, people 
in some sections would be forced to 
live on water, wood pulp, salt, and 
certain oils. Thus, theoretically trees 
have a possible defensive value lo 
keep civi l izat ion alive. 

With the large amounts spent on 
missiles and other forms of arma­
ment, I cannot understand why so 
little attention is given to protect­
ing us from the eruption of Worid 
War III. I urge each of my readers 
to write the Governor of his State 
and ask the name and address of 
the Stale Direc tor of Civ i l Defense. 
Then write a letter to this Director 
asking h im what he personally is 
doing in his home lo protect his 
fami ly in case of a nuclear war . 

Forests A s A n Investment 
Probably the largest owners of 

forest lands In the United States 
are the Weyerhaeuser famiiy. The 

stock of the Weyerhaeuser com­
pany sells at a high price and pays 
a smai l cash dividend. When, how­
ever, your wife buys a package 
" r eady-mix" at a supermarket, the 
pasteboard box was probably made 
from trees which the Weyerhaeuser 
famiiy set out 40 years ago. Y o u r 
wife's dress was probably made 
from rayon manufactured from the 
timber of Rayonier Incorporated 
which has vast holdings in the 
Southeast where trees grow more 
rapidly than in the N o r t h . 

T imber growth i s not circum­
scribed by labor union regulations 
Trees do not observe Sunday holi-
days, vacations, coffee breaks, etc 
They are protected against fire, 
earthquakes, and freezes, but are 
subject constantly to increased tax­
ation. 

Timber land Companies 

Which Appea l To M e 
The K i m b e r i y - C l a r k Corp. is 

large producer of cellulose and 
leading manufacturer of book and 
printing paper. It is said to control 
(not necessarily own) over 10,000 
000 acres of t imberiand. Its stock 
sells, however, around $68 a share 
and yields about 2^4%. Another fav-
orite is the St. Regis Paper Co. — 
third largest paper manufacturer in 
the U . S . , holding over 5 mil l ion 
acres. Y o u r telephone book was 
probably printed on their paper. 
The stock sells below $50 a share, 
but yields over 3 percent — plus 
stock dividend. 

A third favorite of mine is Scott 
Paper , which owns 1,500,000 acres 
of t imberland that is being care­
fully protected and replanted as 
cut. The stock sells in the seventies 
and yields around 3 percent. R e a d 
ers wi l l think these yields are low, 
but i t 's the old story: " W e caIi'l 
have our cake and eat it too." The 
assets of these companies are grow-
ing every day and night of the year 
— whicli is not true of the assets 
of such popuiar stocks ' as Genera l 
E lec t r i c , A m e r i c a n Telephone, Un ion 
Carbide, and most of the "blue 
chips".

Some 150 years ago not long after 
the Revolut ionary War, a t iny seed-
l ing sprouted in the dense forests 
of Mich igan . 

Two weeks ago, this same plant 
— now a giant b lack maple tree —. 
was crowned a United States cham-
pioIi, along with 20 other Mich igan 
trees. 

The knar led maple, which is about 
to produce i ts summer dress of 
green, i s located on the property of 
Claude A . Crusoe, 43180 West Nine 
M i l e road. I t stands almost alone 
now, i ts branches spreading low 
over the earth it has shaded these 
many years . 

Accord ing to P a u l W . Thompson, 
cha i rman of the Michigan Botanical 

Club " b i g t ree" committee, the ma-
pie has a gir th of 14 feet, two inch-
es, stands 103 feet, and has a spread 
of s :me 80 feet. 

The maple, or A c e r nigrum, was 
first brought to the attention of the 
botanical club by J a c k Crusoe, son 
of the property owner, who at first 
thought the tree was a sugar maple. 
However, upon checking Thompson 
learned it was a black maple. 

Measured and tagged, the tree 
was included in a recent supplement 
to the club's l ist ing of " B i g Trees ' ' 
of Mich igan , which includes 42 spec-
ies which are new Mich igan cham-
pions. 

The national rat ing was made by 
the Amer i can Fores t ry association 

in Washington, D . C . Nineteen other 
Mich igan trees, including seven in 
Oakland county, were crowned na­
tional champions. One of these in­
cluded a White Wil low on the A l 
Richardson fa rm, 3536 Union L a k e , 
southeast of Commerce . 

Thompson has urged area rest-
dents to aid his organization in gain­
ing new records for Mich igan . The 
botanical club is par t icular ly inter-
ester in securing information on the 
following species: Hickor ies , sumac, 
dog-woods, hackberry, ash, button-
bush, boxelder, aspen, black spruce, 
tamarack, red pine and hemlock. 

" M a n y of these w i l l not be large 
compared with white elms and 
oaks, ' ' he said, "but s t i l l may be 
records for the par t icular species." 

Records are asked to be sent to 
Mis s Ju l i a Hunter , 4502 Cooper ave­
nue. R o y a l Oak. Information should 
include: g i r th , location, owner's 
name, and when possible, the name 
of the tree.

The rezoning q.uestian concerns 
the request of Glenn Buffmier to 
rezone 108 acres of his property on 
Pont iac t ra i l , between West and 
Beck roads, from an agricultural 
classification to R-3, trailer parks . 

If Buffmier wins the rezoning, he 
plans to sell his property to a de­
veloper who in turn plans to turn it 
mto a t ra i le r park site. 

Two weeks ago at a public hear­
ing on the matter the vil lage plan­
ning beard voted 5-2 to recommend 
rezoning. However, the council at 
the same meeting voted 3-2 to 
postpone a decision until next 
Monday . 

One of the reasons for the post-
ponement, was the strong objections 
by -Wixom'and Walled L a k e officials. 
In ' an effort to come up with a solu-
tion, the vil lage council w i i l meet 
with officials from these two cities 
tonight at the vil lage h a l l . 

The suggestion of Planning Con-
sultant Waldemar Johnson is certain 
to be discussed. 

His suggestion, arr ived at after an 
analysis of what the t ra i le r park 
would mean in population and traf-
fic, is s imply that the size of the 
traiier park itself be restricted to 
possibly a 10-acre site. 

If the entire area is developed for a 
traiier park, he pointed out, i t would 
mean some 900 mobile homes and an 
elementary population of 317. He 
estimated the total population of the 
trailer park -— if developed over the 
entire 108 acres — at 2,448 persons. 

Based on room capacity of 30 

pupils, the fully developed property 
would necessitate a lO room school. 

On the other hand, a ten acre 
site ivlth addltienai area for sep­
tic tank and field i''o-!'d permit 
about 135 trailers and an elemen­
tary school population of about 50 
pupils, he said. 

" N o doubt there would be some 
traffic increase, but not to a degree 
where additional right-of-way or sur­
facing would be needed. 

" A location within the confines of 
the area separated by other develop­
ment, such as subdivided lots, (R-3 
allows R-2 use) so that no part of 
the mobile home park is adjacent 
to property owned by others, may 
be desirable. The petitioner then 
takes the loss through depreciation 
to the area next to the mobile home 
park rather than the; other property 
owners. 

" W e believe that a. reduced area 
can be integrated in the plan and 
can be a reasonable part of the 
neighborhood unit ."

The most destructive of a l l the 
blazes started shortly before noon 
off lo Mi le road near E c h o V a l l e y 
subdivision. It swept across hund­
reds of acres^of dry grass east to 
Beck road and south to Nine M i l e 
road. 

F i remen , ivho had been ca l l ed 
out for three other grass fires 
earl ier In the day, battled the blaze 
for four hours before It was f inal ­

ly quenched. Before It was out, 
however, the fire ate through the 
fruit orchard of J . E . Straus, 23893 
Beck road, and for a t ime threat­
ened to destroy his home and 
barn . 

F i r e Chief F red Loynes , who ca l l ­
ed it one of the worst grass fires m 
recent J fov i history, said several 
pine trees were destroyed. The f i re 
also damaged two i bee hives. The 
bees, frightened by the fire and 
smolte, swarmed on one fire truck 
and made fire fighting even more 
hazardous. 

Straus, who said at least part of 
his fruit crop wi l l be ruined be­
cause of the fire, estimated the total 
damage at close to $2,000. 

A s imi ia r but far less destructive 
blaze last Sunday and Tuesday's fire 
led h i m to believe " i t was set b y 
kids . " H e offered a $25 reward lead­
ing to the apprehension of the guil ty 
parties. F i r e officers and police are 
investigating to determine the cause. 

Howard Johnson, conservation 
officer for southwestern Oakland 
county, plans his own Investiga­
tion. Johnson expressed a l a r m 
over the number of birds and ani­
mals which were either burned 
or routed from their nests. F k e -
men reported seeing several rab­
bits rac ing from the f k e , their 
fur burning. 

More than a dozen private citizens;, 
including workmen from local busi­
nesses, road department and school 
officials, were called into jservice to, 
aid t i rmg firemen. ; 

Although he was greatly upset b y 
the wanton destruction of property 
and wildlife, Straus expressed "deep 
appreciation" for the fire depart­
ment and helping citizens. 

Another fire burned "danger-
ously close" to the Orchard HUls 
school earlier In the day, but a 
wide seeded lawn protected the 
building. 

F i remen said the flames from the 
blaze shot more than 20 feet m the 
air as they flashed across a field -
adjacent to the Munn Contracthig 
company landfill . Officials said the 
fire was caused by sparks f rom the 
landfill . 

Other Novi fires included; 
Two acres of grass off 12 M i l e 

road near Haggerty, started by 
sparks from burning rubbish; two 
acres. E ight M i l e near N o v i road, 
started by burning rubbish; 10 acres, 
14 M i l e near Haggerty, cause un­
determined. 

More than a dozen f ires were re­
ported this week in adjoining NoW 
communities, including W i x o m , W a l l ­
ed L a k e , Farmington and North­
vi i ie . Northvl l ie ' s f ke department 
battled a blaze near the c o m e r of 
Taft and Eight M i l e roads Tuesday 
evening.

Normal ly , 
this means that the b i i i is dead. 

B u t ' the intent of the measure 
couid pop-up again as part of another 
house b i l l . There is strong evidence 
that this maneuver is being tried. 
It successfui, instead of electing a 
seven member board, locai schooi 
district voters would vote for the 
regular five-member board in June 
and at the same t ime vote for ex­
pansion of the board. If voters fav­
ored a seven-member board, it 
would become effective in June, 
1961. 

As matters now stand, howcvcrj" 
it must be assumed that North­
viiie school district voters w i l l 
elect four board members a i the 
June 13 election — two for three 
years and two for four-year terms 
— bringing the board lo seven 
members. 
Two members of the present board 

wiii complete their terms this June. 
President Nelson C. Schrader has 
indicated that he wi i i not seek re-
election. H e has been a member of 
the Northvi l le board for 10 years. 

Dr . Waldo T. Johnson has said 
he wi i i run again. 

Superintendent of Schools Russell 
Amerman stated that petitions are 
now avaiiabie at the board of edu-
cation offices for June candidates. 
The petitions are due M a y 14 at 
4 p .m. and must contain 50 signa­
tures of registered qualified school 
electors from the district . 

The new law requires that a i l 
fourth class school districts operat­
ing a fuli 12 grade program be re­
quired to have a seven-member 
board. 

A further requirement of the new 
law is that terms of office on the 
board shall be four years, instead 
of three. In the first eiection under 
the new system candidates wi i i have 
a choice of running for either a 

three-year or four-year term. The 
present two seats which expire in 
June wi i i • be open for three-year 
terms, while the two new seats w i l l 
be for the four-year term. 

In subsequent elections, voters 
wi l l then eiect not more than two 
new members each year for terms 
of four years. Under the seven-
member board set-up, for three 
years out of four, two terms of of­
fice wii i expire and on the fourth 
year a single seat w i l l be up for 
election. 

Other board members are: Don­
ald B . Lawrence, whose term ex­
pires in 196l; and Rober t H . Shafer 
and Wil l iam B . Crump, wliose terms 
are up in l9C2.

The Gerald F . Taft company of 
Northvi l le was awarded a contract 
Monday night to grade the athletic 
fieid at the new high school, pro-
vide an access road and bu i ld a 
track around the football f ield. . 

The Taft bid of $59,329.85 was 
low among 14 bidders on the alter-
nate which provides for a b i tumin-
us asphalt t rack. The board decided 
to install the asphalt-type t rack be­
cause of i ts maintenance-free char­
acteristic. Some money was saved, 
also, by the narrowing of the track 
from 24 feet to approximately 18 
feet at certain points.

This Is another In the series of 
articles on education prepared by 
W . C . Becker and John W . Swain, 
J r . , both members of NorthvIIIc's 
CItIzens Cur r i cu lum Study Group. 
This week's article concerns " A c -
ceIcratIon". A t the conclusIon of 
the series school admInistrators 
WIII present thek comments and 
explain current practIces In the 
locaI schooI system. 

Accelerat ion i s a word that ed­
ucators use to describe what used 
to be cal led " s k i p p i n g " . But ac­
celeration today, while i t is a 
method for more rapid advance-
ment, covers more than just 
skipping. 

Simple skipping is no longer 
considered good practice. F o r m a l 
acceleration or skipping as we 
now know it, consists of addition-
al tutoring by the teachers both 
before and after the change of 
grades involved. A n attempt is 
made to see that the chi ld covers 
every fundamental which is nec­
essary for later academic work. 

Under the traditional skipping 
method one of the problems the 
chi ld faced was the additional 
learning of the basic fundamen­
tals taught in the grade he skip­
ped. Special tutoring by the teach­
er was necessary, and a some­
what unfair burden of academic 
work was placed on the student, 

Other forms of acceleration also 
exist. I f skipping is not utii ized, 
it impl ies either special grouping 
or enrichment, or both. One of 
the dangers of skipping i s that 
for a t ime the academical ly su-
perior chi ld is whisked through a 
body of work to prepare h i m for 
a higher grade where he again 
slows his pace. 

Spencer Brown, in " H o i v to 
Educate the Gifted C h i l d ? " , has 
compared this to passing a car 
In front of you at sixty, only to 
find the way is blocked by 
trucks traveling at tiventy miles 
an hour. R e suggests that ac-
cclcrat lan should be occom-
pllshed more smoothly at a con-
slant forty-five miles per hour. 
This cal ls for a highway wl t l i -
out slow traveling trucks (spe­
c ia l grouping) or a trip cover-
Ing a great many extra miles 
through more vdrIcd scenery 
(enrichment). , 
Another form of acceleration is 

eariy entrance into the eiemen-
tary school for more capable 
chiidren. It has iong been recog­
nized that the chronological bar­
r ier of admission creates prob­
lems. A bright chi id , whose birth­
day faiis just beyond the cut-off 
date, must wait a year in Nor th­
vi l ie , and throughout most of 
Mich igan , to enter school. When, 
a year later, he does enter he 
frequently finds himself with oth­
ers who have just made it under 
the wire . A n age difference of 
nearly a year already exists. 
With the academical ly superior 
chi ld there is usually-«ne or more 
years difference in mental age. 
The result, in effect, is that the 
superior chi ld is not accelerated 
but is decelerated. E a r l y en-
trance for these children helps 
them to use their superior talents. 

The ungraded early " E l " also 
provides for acceleration. This 
plan al lows both for a more ra ­
pid and a slower and more pain-
staking progression by the chi ld-
ren through what we now know 

as the first three grades. Chi ld­
ren have time to adjust their 
school pace to their mental age 
and may take two, three, or four 

• ;years to complete "three grades" 
-depending on each one's age and 
capabilities, A later article w i l l 
cover this more ful ly . 

Some special schools have com­
pressed eight normal years of 
elementary schooling into seven, 
or three years of junior high 
work into two. Some high school 
students of sufficient abi i i ty have 
gained early admission into col-
lege at the end of their junior 
year or, in exceptional cases, at 
the end of the sophomore year . 

Exper t s agree that a one year 
acceleration of the gifted is al­
most always desirable. If more is 
unavoidable, the recommenda­
tions are that it should be done 
reluctantly and as late in school 
as possible, for age differences 
are less troublesome as the child­
ren grow older. Acceleration by 
group is also more desirable than 
by individuals, especially at the 
elementary level . This presents 
problems ,or is impossible for a 
smal l school system, however. 

Some colleges are now consid­
er ing an administrative acceiera-
tion. One plan, called the T r i ­
mester, wouid provide three full 
semesters per schooi year. A full 
t ime student could complete a 
traditional four-year course in 
two years and eight months. This 
would allow a year of graduate 
work in an additional eight 
months or completion of a five 
year college career i n three and 
a third years. Superior students 
could thus accelerate at this 
higher level of learning quite 
easily, as experience in acceler­
ated education during World War 
II has shown. 

Unless acceleration Is used 
In conjunction with enrlcliment 
and/or special grouping. Utile 
is acenmpllshed. It must be re­
membered that no admInIstra-
l ive device can be substituted 
for a sk i i icd , highly educated, 
devoted teacher. 

If the acceleration method is 
va l id it is only to aid the teacher 
in doing the best possible job for 
the chi ld .

The lives of children, which are 
the seeds of tiie future, are nour­
ished for better or worse by events 
and forces over which neither tiiey 
nor their parents have much indi­
vidual control. 

The first 40 years of the Amer ican 
Legion 's chi ld welfare effort stands 
as gli t tering proof of a democracy's 
abil i ty to move with the times and 
adapt its prmcipies to needs of the 
day. 

When the first national convention 
of the Amer ican Legion was held in 
November 1919, the weifare of 
children figured in at least four of 
the resolutions adopted by that con­
vention. 

F o r example, Resoiution No. 18 
urgeci posts of tiie Amer ican Legion 
to aid widows and children of de­
ceased veterans. 

The best in hospitai and medical 
care was often of little value to the 
veteran who was worried and dis­
tressed about the welfare of his 
famiiy back home. A t the 1922 na­
tional convention in New Orleans, 
the seriousness of this matter was 
called to the attention of delegates 
by a member of the A m e r i c a n Le­
gion auxi l iary, Mrs . Donald M a c R a e , 
J r . of Iowa, who later became na­
tional president of the auxi l ia ry . 

Although recognizing the import­
ance of child welfare, the Legion 
found its finances and energies com-
pieteiy absorbed in the urgent prob-

' l e m s of veterans' rehabilitation. It

was impossible to establish a sep­
arate chi ld welfare program at that 
t ime. 

M r s . M a c R a e , however, enlisted 
the interest of the F o r t y and Eight 
to take over chi id weifare as its pr i ­
ma ry responsibility unti l the Amer­
ican Legion could do more. 

Since that time, both the For ty 
and E i g h t and the Amei-ican Legion 
auxi l iary have been staunch sup­
porters of the Legion 's chi ld wel­
fare p rogram. 

F r o m the very beginning, the L e ­
gion has been a pioneering voice and 
influence in child welfare. This was 
reflected durmg the 1920's and 
l930's in the adoption of mothers ' 
aid and mothers ' pension laws by 
most states, and later, in the aid to 
dependent children provisions of the 
Federa l Social Securi ty A c t and 
supplementary legislation in al l the 
states. 

In J945, the Legion and its auxil­
iary made a $50,000 grant to a very 
sma l l , struggling organization. The 
Amer i can Heart Association. The 
gift, together with additionai con­
tributions influenced by the Legion, 
vitalized the organization and made 
possible a reorganization and re­
orientation to present day needs. 

Just nine years ago, the Legion 
made another contribution of $25,000 
— this t ime to the field of mental 
health wi th the provision that the 
major national mental health or­
ganizations then in existence be 
amalgamated Into one organization. 
Those organizations accepted the 
provision and did join forces. 

The Legion joined with many oth­
ers in support of the Nat ional Pound-
ation for Infantile Pa ra ly s i s to the 
end that a tremendous "b reak 
through" i n the control of virus d i ­
seases was accomplished by the de­
velopment of Salk vaccine. 

La te in 1950 the Legion cal led 
attention to another matter having 
to do wi th the physical and mora l 
health of our children — the use of 
narcotics b y juveniles. In June 1951, 
the Legion threw a national spot­
light on the problem through a 
special narcotics cl inic held m New 
Y o r k C i t y . 

Founded in 1954, the A m e r i c a n 
Legion Chi ld Welfare Foundation, 
Inc., has already spent over $100,000 
in pursuit of two major purposes: 
F i r s t , to add to the sum total of 
man's knowledge about chi ldren and 
youth through research; second, to 
help distribute knowledge that socie­
ty aiready possesses aliout chiidren 
so that the information w i l l be more 
widespread and effective. 

E a r l y uI 1951, the Legion asked 
Congress for the first t ime to make 
make the educational benefits of 
the " G . I . B i l l " available to the 
children of men who were ki l led in 
service and thus unable to take ad­
vantage of that opportunity. In 1956 
those benefits did become available 
to those children through the pas­
sage of the " Jun io r G.I . B i l l " — of­
ficial ly known as the War Orphans 
Education Assistance Act . 

As of June 30, last year, 13,312 
students had entered framing. The 
allowances paid amounted to $7,G63,-
348. 

There is real need for the A m e r i ­
can Legion to continue i ts deep, 
community-centered interest in ch i l ­
dren, to fmd a new and perhaps 
presently un-thought-of approach to 
child welfare programs. None of us 
know what perils and trials l ie ahead 
for the individual , the nation and 
humanity. Bu t a i l of us know that 
survival may well depend on the 
quality of care, education and train­
ing which we as parents and citizens 
provide for all children.

H e wi i i be­
come chairman of the finance and 
budget control committee, succeed­
ing Just in R . Whiting, former chair­
man of the board and president, who 
wi l l retire from this chairmanship. 
Whiting wi l l continue as a director 
K a r n , Aymond and Campbel l also 
are members of the board. 

K a r n , born on a farm in M i a m i

This month local members of the Michigan Cancer Founda­
tion are doing their part to educate area residents on the facts 
about cancer. 

The A p r i l Cancer Crusade is headed by M r s . L , M . Eaton, 
Nor thvi l le branch chairman, and her education committee chairman, 
M r s . Wilbur Johnston. 

They have a simple message they're trying to get across 
to the people which they believe Is the soiution to cancer pre­
vention: see your doctor at least once a year and stop the 
disease before It is apparent by any symptom. 

Then, and only then, experts say, can you be assured of cure. 
Cancer M A Y be cured at a later stage — many cases have been, 
but the best t ime to be assured of cure is to detect it when it is 
microscopic in size. 

In connection with this educational dr ive i t should be pouited 
out that the Michigan Cancer Foundation is not conductuig a fund-
rais ing campaign. Their funds were derived from the United 
Foundation Dr ive . 

This situation has brought about some confusion — and, as 
is pretty generaiiy imoivn now — a split between the Amer ican 
Cancer Society and the M C F . The latter is holdmg f i r m m its posi­
tion that it w i i i not seek more funds. Meanwhile, the A C S has set-up 
a competing branch in southeastern Michigan and its campaign 
literature says " F i g h t Cancer with a checioip — and a Check" .

— I am often 
asked what are the best types of 
investments for those whose funds 
are l imi ted and who need steady 
income to heip with their l i v i n g 
expenses or to provide a major 
part of such expenses. Here is m y 
answer to these peopie and to others 
in s imi l a r circumstances. 

U . S . Government Bonds Are 
A Buy 

A m o n g the best hivestments from 
the point of view of safety of pr in-
cipal and continuity of income are 
U . S . (Jovernment Bonds. These are 
avai iable in different series and ma­
turities to accommodate different 
types of investors, and are sell ing 
not far above their iow prices for 
the past 20 years. The ionger ma­
turities now return a yie id of over 
4 percent, which is more than you 
can get by leaving your money hi 
a savings bank. 

The fuii faith and credit of the 
United States is behind these gov-
ernment bonds, and I am sure Un-
cle Sam w i i i never defauit on these 
obligations. It i s entirely possible, 
however, that the money in which 
v-ou w i i i . one day be repaid m a y 
purchase less than it does now, but 
that is a risk which you must take 
with almost any mvestment you 
make. Of course, government bonds 
are taxable, but there are com-
parat iveiy few investments you can 
make which are not taxable. 
Don't Overlool: Munic ipa l Bonds 

M a n y of the bonds of cities and 
toivns throughout the country pay 
well today and should be safe in ­
vestments. A further advantage is 
that income derived from these mu-
nicipais is non-taxble, I suggest, 
however, that you choose your mu­
nicipal bonds carefully. It is desir­
able to know something ahiout the 
financial affairs and tax income of 
the ci ty or town whose bonds you 
buy: otherwise you should employ 
an investment counselor. 

Usua l ly , the best municipal bonds 

dependent on their investment in-
come for their l i v ing expenses, 
These roads provide the safest and 
fastest mode of auto and truck trans­
portation we have yet developed. 
The medium-term future of the bet-
ter turnpike bonds should be e x c e l 
lent as far as earnings are concern­
ed. 

Some of these turnpikes may get 
into financial trouble because of 
competition with each other, or f rom 
airplane and helicopter faci l i t ies , 
but at present most of them are do­
ing wei i . Of course, their income 
would be adversely affected in case 
of war, par t icuiar iy if such a con 
fiict should force a return to gaso-
iine rationing. 

Some Other Good Investments 

CJovernment, turnpike and munic-
ipal bonds are not, by any means, 
the only investments today which 
offer safety of principai plus a good 
return. Most Mutual Funds offer 
good opportunities for income. They 
provide diversi ty for those whose 
l imited savings wouid not permi t 
them to buy many different stocks. 
Remember, however, that these Mu­
tual Funds are only as good as the 
judgment of their managements. 

Do not put a l l your investment 
funds into any one basket, whether 
it be individual Bonds, Stocks, or 
Mutua l Funds . Also , do not forget 
that one of the better investments 
for a retired person or for one with 
l imited income is to buy a two-
family house in a good residential 
area and to l ive personally i n one 
halt while rentins the other haif-
This house should have a backyard 
with two or three trees.

Why don't more people take an 
active part in poli t ics — or vote? 

l t doesn't seem logical , but part 
of the answer is that they don't 
know iiow they can. P a r t y rules, 
customs and state laws so regulate 
and restrict the act ivi ty of both 
citizens and pol i t ica l parties that 
many people are left out. 

• • • 
In Mich igan , for instance, the 

metliod of choosmg delegates to the 
national poli t ical conventions effeo-
tively prevents a l l but a handful of 
people from sharing in the nomina­
tion of a presidential candidate. 

.And Michigan ' s laws governing the 
registration of voters, l ibera l as they 
are, keep some people from votuig 

E v e n the direct , open p r imary — 
designed to give everyone a share 
in the nomination of candidates — 
doesn't actually have the result. 

Only some of the candidates for 
pubiic office are nominated i n the 
p r imary where everyone can vote. 
Others are nommated at the state 
conventions of the pol i t ical parties. 
And at the conventions only dele­
gates vote on nominations. 

• * « 
If you vote i n the August primary, 

you can heip nominate the state's 
United States senators representa­
tives; the governor and lieutenant 
governor; state senators and rep­
resentatives; circuit court judges 
and commissioners; probate judges; 
and county officers. 

But you must be a delegate to 
your party 's state convention if you 
want to heip nominate these state 
officials: 

secretary of state, attorney gener-
ai , auditor general, superintendent 
of pubiic mstruction, highway com 
missioner, justice of the state su­
preme court, members of the gov­
erning bodies of the three major 
state universities, and the members 
of the state board of education. 

In some states, Wisconsin for in­
stance, all iocai and state officiais 
are nominated in the p r imary . Wis-
sonsin goes even farther and holds 
a presidential preference p r imary . 

But in Mich igan the average vot 
er has very iittie say in nominating 
a presidential candidate. 

Deiegates to the national conven­
tion of both parties w i l l be elected 
by a special state convention later 
this spring. The delegates to the 
state convention w i l i be selected by 
the delegates to each county conven­
tion. And these delegates were nam­
ed in the August p r imary in 1958 — 
almost two years ago. 

. • • « 
Stale law, and probably lack of 

uiterest on the part of the voter, 
prevent many persons f rom even 
voting for these county convention 
delegates. In the first place the 
names of the candidates for dele­
gate to the county convention don't 
appear on aii ballots. If you vote 
on a voting machine as a growing 
number do, you have to vote a sep­
arate prmted ballot for t l i is office. 

In any case, y o u have to wr i te in 
the candidate's name or use a stick­
er obtained from your party or the 
candidate. Most people don't know 
who the candidates are o r don't 
bother to vote for party precinct 

delegates. 
In one precinct of a medium-size 

Mich igan city in 1958, only 27 peopie 
voted for thek precmct delegates. 
Twenty of these were Republicans 
and seven were Democrats . Yet in 
the November election in the same 
arecinct 687 persons voted for gov­
ernor. 

So in that precinct oniy 27 per­
sons had a hand hi shaping party 
affairs — or even indirectly wi l l 
help nominate a presidential candi. 
date this summer. 

« * * 
Registrat ion laws also act to keep 

people from taking part in politics. 
Y o u can't sign a nominatmg petition, 
or a referendum petition, or vote un­
less you are a registered voter. 

Essent ia l requirements for regis­
tration are that you be 21 years of 
age and a resident of Mich igan . 
But you must vote o r your name 
m a y be stricken from the registra­
tion l ist . State law says your name 
can be removed from the registra­
tion list after four years if you don't 
vote. The law also permits cities 
and townships to remove names af­
ter two years if they so desire. While 
this tiermits clerks to r i d voting 
records of deadwood.'it can frustrate 
one who wishes to renew his inter­
est in voting. 

« « « 
And you w i l l have to register at 

least 30 days prior to the election 
i n which you want to vote. F o r in­
stance, fmal registration date for 
the August 2 pr imary is Ju ly 5. F i n a l 
registration date for the November 8 
election is (October 10. 

If you move you ' l l have to change 
your registration if you want to vote. 

M o r e people should take an in­
terest i n politics — ask any candi­
date as election day - hears. A n d 
many citizens could do more if they 
knew more about the rules of the 
game.

"It is my understanding,'" Clark­
son said last month, "that considera­
tion is beine given to using the 
money (resulting from the sale of 
the farms) for a state park at Eas t 
Tawas. Such a move by the Conser-
vation Department would certainly 
abrogate the wi l l of M r s . Power 
who left the money in the first 
place. 

"It is m y feeling that this money 
should not be used unless it is used 
for a park in the Novi area . ' ' 

o ther park developments this 
week Included a letter from the 
Governor 's office i n reply to a let­
ter from the vil lage which asked 
the Governor to look Into the park 
mat ter .

S w e e t M u s i c 

In a communi ty where sour 
notes are often the rule, a new, 
s ignif icant tune was played last 
Thursday evening as the town­
ship board and the vil lage coun­
c i l sat d o w n at the same table. 

T h e melody was refreshing; 
the start perhaps o f a symphony 
to understanding and coopefa-
t ion. 

Wha teve r the result, no one 
is l i ke ly to deny that N o v I 
needs a new tune. Its cit izens, 
even its neighbors, have come 
to laugh at and f inal ly grow dis­
gusted w i t h the feuds, jealousies 
and rumors that sprout and 
g row so rapidly . 

B y joint agreement the t w o 
governmental units of N o v i 
m e t T h u r s d a y to settle a f e w 
o f their differences and to p l an 
cooperatively for the better­
ment o f N o v i . A n d they found 
— we hope — that mutua l un­
derstanding is possible. 
. The most significant result 
of the meeting was the decision 
to meet again this week lo hear 
what can be done to spur the 
deveiopmcnt of sewers hi NovI. 
A t this meeting It. J . Alcxand-
er, dkcc to r o( the 'Oakland 
county department of public 

works, WIII rcvIew those plans 
already made and then outllac 
the steps the township board 
and the vii iage council can take 
joIntiy to insure and posaibiy 
speed up sewer dcvelopmcot 
here. 

B o t h township and vi l lage 
officials recognize the economic 
and developmental importance 
o f seiVers for N o v i and n o w 
apparently are ready to work 
together to reach this goa l . 

A n o t h e r exemplary result of 
the mee t ing — w h i c h seeming­
l y strengthened this new bond

within 66 days. The council , which 
met Monday, to make a decision on 
the matter, granted the deiay after 
voicing dissatisfaction wi th the ap­
plication for the landf i l l , 

President Joseph Crup i , who 
questioned the applicant 's attor­
ney, Ar thu r L , Robbins , extensive­
l y as to how the iandfi i l would be 
operated, said the council could 
not act favorably on the applica­
tion since it did not have " a l l the 
facts" at hand, 

Robbins at first declined to submit 
an engineering study on grounds that 
the engineering aspects had already 
been aired in court. La te r , however, 
apparently after sensing a negative 
vote, he consented. H e also reluc­
tantly agreed to be prepared to 
answer other questions the council 
might wish to br ing up related to 
the village landfil l ordinance. 

The ordinance requires an engi­
neering study upon application for 
a license. 

D a v i d F r i e d , attorney for the resi­
dents in the surroundtog area who 
are protesting the landfi l l opei-ation, 
outlined several reasons why he and 
his clients felt the landf i l l would be 
detrimental to N o v l . 

Br ie f ly , the major reasons were: 
(1) The landfi l l property owners 

damaged their property by remov­
ing, peat and therefore are not en­
tit led to relief; 

(2) Surrounding property values 
(homes of a $25,000 to $50,000 value) 
would decrease f rom 25 to 50 per­
cent, and construction of homes of 
the present value would not con-
thlue; 

(3) The proposed landf i l l would 
pollute the Rassett D r a i n and pos­
sibly pollute dr inking water . 

Robbins, on the other hand, argu­
ed that the present property is un­
economical , unsightly, and i s badly 
in need of rehabilitation. Therefore, 
he sa id , the vil lage as wel l as the 
property owners would benefit by 
the landf i l l . 

Robbins contended that the court 
has already determined that the 
landfi l l would restore the property 
and benefit the community. H e indi­
cated that it had been shown in court 
that i t would take about five years to 
complete landfi l l operations on the 
property; then between seven or 
eight additional years for settling 
before it could be developed.

In a dramatic vote, which ob­
viously met with the disapproval 
of the majority of citizens who 
crowded into the village ha l l . V i l ­
lage President Joseph Crupi was 
faced with the deciding vote after 
fellow council members voted 2-2. 
After a long pause, the President 
sa id : I 've given a lot of t ime con-
slderlng this matter. I 've come 
to the conclusion that I must vote 
yes. Thus, the rezoning was ap-
proved. 

Three weeks ago at a public hear­
ing on the matter the vi l lage plan­
ning board voted 5-2 to recommend 
rezoning. However, the counci l at 
the same meeting voted 3-2 to post­
pone the decision until Monday . 

The affirmative vote Monday was 
based pr imar i ly upon the conten-
tion of the vi l lage attorney and the 
planning consultant that to turn 
down the R-3 request would invite 
a court suit which more than l i ke ly 
would lead to a reversal of the coun­
c i l ' s stand. 

However, N o v i residents and offi­
c ia is of Wixom and Wal led L a k e 
contended that it was the duty of 
the council to protect adjacent prop­
erty owners ai'5 citizens elt^where 
i . i the community --- even-if it meant 
going into court. The council should 
not decide on the case because i t 
" th inks" it • w i i i lose In court; no 
one knows beforehand what the 
court w i l l say or do, they argued. 

Walled L a k e and Wbtom city 
officials, who met with ihc councn; 
last week l o discuss the matter,, 
objected to the landfill classlff-: 
cation because It would depreciate 
adjacent ci ty property and ru in 
development plans for surrooodloK 
areas. 
Walled L a k e school officials ob­

jected because a t ra i ler court, with 
its "tremendous" • population, would 
create an undo hardship upon the 
school district which must provide 
school facilities for the chi ldren. 

On the other hand, some N o v i 
officials and citizens argued that a 
trai ler park in the N o v i school dis­
trict also would create an undo 
hardship. They pointed to a request 
currently before the v i i iage for a 
traiier park site m the N o v i school 
district . 

One other significant argument of 
neighijoring officials and some near-
by residents was that they weI% not 
notified of the public hearing on the 
matter and therefore were not pre-
pared to submit their objections. 

In casting his dissenting ophi-
ion. Councilman Ocan Lenheiser 
Indicated there are too many " a n -
answered questions" for h i m to 
vote yes. F o r example, he s a i d : 
"To dale, M r . Buffmier has not 
submitted any proof that he has 
a client who positively w U l buy 
Ihe property i f it were rezoned 
for a trai ler park. 

' ' I ' m sure, before anyone would 
actually buy the property, that they 
would Investigate wi th the Oakland 
County Sanitarian whether or not 
the ground would meet the requke-
ments for a septic tank spd f i e l d . " 

Roy Crites, a Walled L a k e area 
resident who voiced many of the 
strong objections of his neighbors, 
summed up part of his stand wi th 
this statement: "Then wi th th is 
t ra i ler camp give us . .a garbage 
dump, a black and tBII 'rqad house 
with rows of-overnight ; ' cabhis on 
either side. Then w e ' w i l ] know 
where we rate as Novi ' c i t i zens ' ' .
