This month local members of the Michigan Cancer Founda­
tion are doing their part to educate area residents on the facts 
about cancer. 

The A p r i l Cancer Crusade is headed by M r s . L , M . Eaton, 
Nor thvi l le branch chairman, and her education committee chairman, 
M r s . Wilbur Johnston. 

They have a simple message they're trying to get across 
to the people which they believe Is the soiution to cancer pre­
vention: see your doctor at least once a year and stop the 
disease before It is apparent by any symptom. 

Then, and only then, experts say, can you be assured of cure. 
Cancer M A Y be cured at a later stage — many cases have been, 
but the best t ime to be assured of cure is to detect it when it is 
microscopic in size. 

In connection with this educational dr ive i t should be pouited 
out that the Michigan Cancer Foundation is not conductuig a fund-
rais ing campaign. Their funds were derived from the United 
Foundation Dr ive . 

This situation has brought about some confusion — and, as 
is pretty generaiiy imoivn now — a split between the Amer ican 
Cancer Society and the M C F . The latter is holdmg f i r m m its posi­
tion that it w i i i not seek more funds. Meanwhile, the A C S has set-up 
a competing branch in southeastern Michigan and its campaign 
literature says " F i g h t Cancer with a checioip — and a Check" . 

In Northvi i ie , says M r s . Eaton, you can forget the check. 

T. R. Carrington, iongtime area resident, says that years ago 
The Record conducted a contest at census time. Cash prizes were 
awarded for the best estimates of the population.

We ' l l have to get the cooperation of each locai government. 
Only by cal l ing the area census bureau sometime dur ing the first 
week m M a y can governmental units under 20,000 population re­
ceive the pre l iminary figures. 
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Babson P a r k , Mass . — I am often 
asked what are the best types of 
investments for those whose funds 
are l imi ted and who need steady 
income to heip with their l i v i n g 
expenses or to provide a major 
part of such expenses. Here is m y 
answer to these peopie and to others 
in s imi l a r circumstances. 

U . S . Government Bonds Are 
A Buy 

A m o n g the best hivestments from 
the point of view of safety of pr in-
cipal and continuity of income are 
U . S . (Jovernment Bonds. These are 
avai iable in different series and ma­
turities to accommodate different 
types of investors, and are sell ing 
not far above their iow prices for 
the past 20 years. The ionger ma­
turities now return a yie id of over 
4 percent, which is more than you 
can get by leaving your money hi 
a savings bank. 

The fuii faith and credit of the 
United States is behind these gov-
ernment bonds, and I am sure Un-
cle Sam w i i i never defauit on these 
obligations. It i s entirely possible, 
however, that the money in which 
v-ou w i i i . one day be repaid m a y 
purchase less than it does now, but 
that is a risk which you must take 
with almost any mvestment you 
make. Of course, government bonds 
are taxable, but there are com-
parat iveiy few investments you can 
make which are not taxable. 
Don't Overlool: Munic ipa l Bonds 

M a n y of the bonds of cities and 
toivns throughout the country pay 
well today and should be safe in ­
vestments. A further advantage is 
that income derived from these mu-
nicipais is non-taxble, I suggest, 
however, that you choose your mu­
nicipal bonds carefully. It is desir­
able to know something ahiout the 
financial affairs and tax income of 
the ci ty or town whose bonds you 
buy: otherwise you should employ 
an investment counselor. 

Usua l ly , the best municipal bonds 

dependent on their investment in-
come for their l i v ing expenses, 
These roads provide the safest and 
fastest mode of auto and truck trans­
portation we have yet developed. 
The medium-term future of the bet-
ter turnpike bonds should be e x c e l 
lent as far as earnings are concern­
ed. 

Some of these turnpikes may get 
into financial trouble because of 
competition with each other, or f rom 
airplane and helicopter faci l i t ies , 
but at present most of them are do­
ing wei i . Of course, their income 
would be adversely affected in case 
of war, par t icuiar iy if such a con 
fiict should force a return to gaso-
iine rationing. 

Some Other Good Investments 

CJovernment, turnpike and munic-
ipal bonds are not, by any means, 
the only investments today which 
offer safety of principai plus a good 
return. Most Mutual Funds offer 
good opportunities for income. They 
provide diversi ty for those whose 
l imited savings wouid not permi t 
them to buy many different stocks. 
Remember, however, that these Mu­
tual Funds are only as good as the 
judgment of their managements. 

Do not put a l l your investment 
funds into any one basket, whether 
it be individual Bonds, Stocks, or 
Mutua l Funds . Also , do not forget 
that one of the better investments 
for a retired person or for one with 
l imited income is to buy a two-
family house in a good residential 
area and to l ive personally i n one 
halt while rentins the other haif-
This house should have a backyard 
with two or three trees.

Why don't more people take an 
active part in poli t ics — or vote? 

l t doesn't seem logical , but part 
of the answer is that they don't 
know iiow they can. P a r t y rules, 
customs and state laws so regulate 
and restrict the act ivi ty of both 
citizens and pol i t ica l parties that 
many people are left out. 

• • • 
In Mich igan , for instance, the 

metliod of choosmg delegates to the 
national poli t ical conventions effeo-
tively prevents a l l but a handful of 
people from sharing in the nomina­
tion of a presidential candidate. 

.And Michigan ' s laws governing the 
registration of voters, l ibera l as they 
are, keep some people from votuig 

E v e n the direct , open p r imary — 
designed to give everyone a share 
in the nomination of candidates — 
doesn't actually have the result. 

Only some of the candidates for 
pubiic office are nominated i n the 
p r imary where everyone can vote. 
Others are nommated at the state 
conventions of the pol i t ical parties. 
And at the conventions only dele­
gates vote on nominations. 

• * « 
If you vote i n the August primary, 

you can heip nominate the state's 
United States senators representa­
tives; the governor and lieutenant 
governor; state senators and rep­
resentatives; circuit court judges 
and commissioners; probate judges; 
and county officers. 

But you must be a delegate to 
your party 's state convention if you 
want to heip nominate these state 
officials: 

secretary of state, attorney gener-
ai , auditor general, superintendent 
of pubiic mstruction, highway com 
missioner, justice of the state su­
preme court, members of the gov­
erning bodies of the three major 
state universities, and the members 
of the state board of education. 

In some states, Wisconsin for in­
stance, all iocai and state officiais 
are nominated in the p r imary . Wis-
sonsin goes even farther and holds 
a presidential preference p r imary . 

But in Mich igan the average vot 
er has very iittie say in nominating 
a presidential candidate. 

Deiegates to the national conven­
tion of both parties w i l l be elected 
by a special state convention later 
this spring. The delegates to the 
state convention w i l i be selected by 
the delegates to each county conven­
tion. And these delegates were nam­
ed in the August p r imary in 1958 — 
almost two years ago. 

. • • « 
Stale law, and probably lack of 

uiterest on the part of the voter, 
prevent many persons f rom even 
voting for these county convention 
delegates. In the first place the 
names of the candidates for dele­
gate to the county convention don't 
appear on aii ballots. If you vote 
on a voting machine as a growing 
number do, you have to vote a sep­
arate prmted ballot for t l i is office. 

In any case, y o u have to wr i te in 
the candidate's name or use a stick­
er obtained from your party or the 
candidate. Most people don't know 
who the candidates are o r don't 
bother to vote for party precinct 

delegates. 
In one precinct of a medium-size 

Mich igan city in 1958, only 27 peopie 
voted for thek precmct delegates. 
Twenty of these were Republicans 
and seven were Democrats . Yet in 
the November election in the same 
arecinct 687 persons voted for gov­
ernor. 

So in that precinct oniy 27 per­
sons had a hand hi shaping party 
affairs — or even indirectly wi l l 
help nominate a presidential candi. 
date this summer. 

« * * 
Registrat ion laws also act to keep 

people from taking part in politics. 
Y o u can't sign a nominatmg petition, 
or a referendum petition, or vote un­
less you are a registered voter. 

Essent ia l requirements for regis­
tration are that you be 21 years of 
age and a resident of Mich igan . 
But you must vote o r your name 
m a y be stricken from the registra­
tion l ist . State law says your name 
can be removed from the registra­
tion list after four years if you don't 
vote. The law also permits cities 
and townships to remove names af­
ter two years if they so desire. While 
this tiermits clerks to r i d voting 
records of deadwood.'it can frustrate 
one who wishes to renew his inter­
est in voting. 

« « « 
And you w i l l have to register at 

least 30 days prior to the election 
i n which you want to vote. F o r in­
stance, fmal registration date for 
the August 2 pr imary is Ju ly 5. F i n a l 
registration date for the November 8 
election is (October 10. 

If you move you ' l l have to change 
your registration if you want to vote. 

M o r e people should take an in­
terest i n politics — ask any candi­
date as election day - hears. A n d 
many citizens could do more if they 
knew more about the rules of the 
game.

If approved by the allocation 
board, the budget, wii ich is approxi­
mately $20,000 higher than the cur­
rent budget, would mean an increase 
of approximately 1.02 mi l l s in the 
district 's share of winter taxes. 

The proposed budget is based up­
on an estimated state equalized v a l 
nation of $12,500,000 — or an in­
crease of approximately $1,090,000 
over the 1959-60 figure of $11,410,000. 

The school superintendent Indi-
ca lcd that a proposed addltloii of 
at least four more teachers and 
normal Increments of salaries arc 
the pr ime reasons for the tncrcas-
cd budget. A l l other general fund 
expenditures w i l l remain about the 
same, he added. 

Medlyn emphasized, however, that 
the increase is definitely needed to 
car ry oh the operation of the s.chooi 
system. " W e ' l l be hard pressed if 
they don't give us the increase," 
he said. 

Las t year 's budget called for an 
increase of l.B mi l ls , but the alio-
cation board "held the l ine", and 
the total school mii iage remained 
at 7.98. In 1956, Mediyn pointed out, 
the total mil lage was 9,91.

In his fight to secure a stale 
park for N o v l , Rep . Clarkson 
scored a partial victory last Tues­
day ivhcn Ihc House of Represen­
tatives pa.sscd the 1!I60-61 cnpIlai 
outlay appropriations b i l l , which 
Included an amendment for $68,-
285.55 to be spent for a park here. 

The bi l l is now being considered 
by a senate committee. 

Clarkson drew up his amendment 
to force the conservation department 
to compiy with the wi i i of the late 
M r s . M a r y McGui r e Power, which 
provided that her two farms located 
on 10 M i l e near Wixom road be 
turned into a state park in memory 
r f her -son and daughter; ,1 Louie 
Power and E l l a M . Power . _ 

"It is my understanding,'" Clark­
son said last month, "that considera­
tion is beine given to using the 
money (resulting from the sale of 
the farms) for a state park at Eas t 
Tawas. Such a move by the Conser-
vation Department would certainly 
abrogate the wi l l of M r s . Power 
who left the money in the first 
place. 

"It is m y feeling that this money 
should not be used unless it is used 
for a park in the Novi area . ' ' 

o ther park developments this 
week Included a letter from the 
Governor 's office i n reply to a let­
ter from the vil lage which asked 
the Governor to look Into the park 
mat ter . A n official said the vil lage 
letter had been referred to the 
conservation department, but indi­
cated the Governor's staff would 
conduct an investigation. 
In s t i l l another move to insure a 

park for Nov i , Vi l lage Attorney How­
ard Bond petidoned the county pro-
bate court for a rehearmg on the 
matter, arguing that the township 
was not properly notified of the i m -
pending sale of M r s . Power ' s f a rm. 

A r t i s t s H a i l N o r t h v i l l e S h o w 

The N o v i school system, which 
has faced a cash shortage through-
out this fiscal year bccouse of the 
"hold the l ine ' ' decision and tardy 
or unpaid state aid funds, has been 
able to squeeze through ' up to 
now by cutting back on gome ex-
pcndltures (such as a school bus 
purchase), Medlyn said. 

The superintendent also indicated 
that an increase of approximately 
$10 per chi ld of .state a id helped 
considerably. 

Antiqipated reti.enue receipts , f ; r 
the 1966-61 school year "have been 
estimated at $299,211.63. 

A s already pointed out, most of 
the increased expenditure ($26,000) 
is earmarked for instructional needs. 
The only other anticipated increased 
expenditure is for auxi l iary service, 
i.e., bus expenditure. This latter in-
crease amounts to only $200, from 
$16,200 to $16,400. 
Supplemental disbursements, which 

this fiscal year includes $25,000 of 
borrowed money, was decreased 
from $41,500 to $33,800 in the new 
budget. 

The county, which utimately de-
termines the millage, can levy only 
a tot^l of IS mi l l s for school, town-
ship -and county taxes. 

Here ' s a break-down of the pro-
posed budget:

Instruction $235,000 

Operation $23,500 
Maintenance $1,000 
F i x e d charges $3,000 
A u x i l i a r y service $16,400 
Capital outlay $200

Although the "proof of the pud-
d ing" is s t i l l two days off, profes-
sional and amateur artists are hail­
ing an upcoming Northvi i ie art show 
as one of the most exciting exhibits 
ever held in the Detroit Metropolitan 
area.

people here interested in ar t ." Her 
classmates and instructors agreed 
it was a fine idea so they have 
pitched in to insure its success.

The ci ty of Wixom was presented 
the first compiete soil maps of a 
Michigan area Monday evening. 

Two soil conservation scientists of 
the U . S . Departnjent ot Agricul ture 
m a d s - t h e presentatioif at a joint 
meeflng of the council ; planning 
board and the board of appeals. 

The maps, which were presented 
free of cost to the city, are the first, 
issued in Mich igan . F o r m e r M a y o r 
Joseph Stadnik requested the maps 
several-months ago. 

According to ci ty officials the 
maps wil l be considerably helpful in 
planning the development of the 
community.

At the advice of the city plannuig 

consultant, steps have been taken to 
rezone the property along Wbtom 
road between West (13 M i l e road) 
and the US-16 Expressway. 

A public hear ing on the matter 
has been set for M a y 12 in the city 
hal l beginning at 7 p . m . 

The property is east of Wucom 
road approximately one-quarter of 
a mi le deep. 

Steps to rezone the entire area 
were prompted b y requests last 
month from A l b a n B r i n k m a n , owner 
ot property at 28966 W i x o m road, and 
from R a y Tay lor of the Automobile 
Transport, Inc., 29250 Wixom road, 
to rezone their properties f rom R - l - F 
to M-2, manufacturing.

Works to be displayed in the com­
munity building lobby and west wing 
wii i cover nearly a l l phases of com,-
mercial and fine arts. The 200 piec­
es w i l l represent the work of 44 stu-
dent artists. 

Exhib i t s w i l l feature oils , water 
colors, sculpture, fasiilon and me-
chanlcal i l lustration, commerc ia l 
i i ius l ra t lon, industrial and interior 
design, color ond design, graphics, 
lettering, metal crafts, jewel ry 
and ceramics . 

Quali ty promises to be first rate. 
A number of the exhibitors are ad­
vanced students. Several others have 
done commissioned work already. 
A few have their own studios and 
almost a l l are veteran exhibitors. • 

The show w i l l be open f rom 1 to 9 
p.m. both days. Admiss ion w i l l be 
free. Some of the exhibits w i l l be 
sold. 

The Nor thvi l le g i r l who initiated 
the suburban show idea and who is 
investing close to $500 i n producmg 
it, i s herself a very fine artist, ac­
cording to her art school Instructors. 

She first became interested in art 
whiie an eiementary grade student 
i n Nor thvi l le . La te r , at the urging 
of M r s . Donald Vanlngen, then a 
Northvi i ie high art teadier , she en-

rolied in the Detroit art schooi after 
graduation ui 1950. 

" E n r o l l i n g at Detroit was the 
best and most important step of 
m y l i f e , " she explains. " A l l of our 
Icaciicrs are tiie tops In their 
particular fields. I couldn't have 
had belter ones even i f I had gone 
to Pa r i s (o study. 

"Anyone planning to study ar t , " 
siie added, " I strongly urge them 
to consider Ihe Detroit art school ." 
While attending school at Detroit, 

Doiores has concentrated in com-
merc ia i art. However , she is equaiiy 
taiented in basic drawing and water 
color and oii pauitings. 

She has been invited to enter seven 
different exhibits throughout the 
state during the past two years. 
Currentiy, .she is ejthibiting a pastel 
painting entitled " L i s a " at the West­
ern Michigan A r t Exh ib i t in Grand 
Rapids . Of the 2,000 artists invited 
to exhibit in this show, only 150 
were accepted.

In a communi ty where sour 
notes are often the rule, a new, 
s ignif icant tune was played last 
Thursday evening as the town­
ship board and the vil lage coun­
c i l sat d o w n at the same table.

The most significant result 
of the meeting was the decision 
to meet again this week lo hear 
what can be done to spur the 
deveiopmcnt of sewers hi NovI. 
A t this meeting It. J . Alcxand-
er, dkcc to r o( the 'Oakland 
county department of public 

works, WIII rcvIew those plans 
already made and then outllac 
the steps the township board 
and the vii iage council can take 
joIntiy to insure and posaibiy 
speed up sewer dcvelopmcot 
here. 

B o t h township and vi l lage 
officials recognize the economic 
and developmental importance 
o f seiVers for N o v i and n o w 
apparently are ready to work 
together to reach this goa l . 

A n o t h e r exemplary result of 
the mee t ing — w h i c h seeming­

President Joseph Crup i , who 
questioned the applicant 's attor­
ney, Ar thu r L , Robbins , extensive­
l y as to how the iandfi i l would be 
operated, said the council could 
not act favorably on the applica­
tion since it did not have " a l l the 
facts" at hand, 

Robbins at first declined to submit 
an engineering study on grounds that 
the engineering aspects had already 
been aired in court. La te r , however, 
apparently after sensing a negative 
vote, he consented. H e also reluc­
tantly agreed to be prepared to 
answer other questions the council 
might wish to br ing up related to 
the village landfil l ordinance. 

The ordinance requires an engi­
neering study upon application for 
a license. 

D a v i d F r i e d , attorney for the resi­
dents in the surroundtog area who 
are protesting the landfi l l opei-ation, 
outlined several reasons why he and 
his clients felt the landf i l l would be 
detrimental to N o v l . 

Br ie f ly , the major reasons were: 
(1) The landfi l l property owners 

damaged their property by remov­
ing, peat and therefore are not en­
tit led to relief; 

(2) Surrounding property values 
(homes of a $25,000 to $50,000 value) 
would decrease f rom 25 to 50 per­
cent, and construction of homes of 
the present value would not con-
thlue; 

(3) The proposed landf i l l would 
pollute the Rassett D r a i n and pos­
sibly pollute dr inking water . 

Robbins, on the other hand, argu­
ed that the present property is un­
economical , unsightly, and i s badly 
in need of rehabilitation. Therefore, 
he sa id , the vil lage as wel l as the 
property owners would benefit by 
the landf i l l . 

Robbins contended that the court 
has already determined that the 
landfi l l would restore the property 
and benefit the community. H e indi­
cated that it had been shown in court 
that i t would take about five years to 
complete landfi l l operations on the 
property; then between seven or 
eight additional years for settling 
before it could be developed.

V i l ­
lage President Joseph Crupi was 
faced with the deciding vote after 
fellow council members voted 2-2. 
After a long pause, the President 
sa id : I 've given a lot of t ime con-
slderlng this matter. I 've come 
to the conclusion that I must vote 
yes. Thus, the rezoning was ap-
proved. 

Three weeks ago at a public hear­
ing on the matter the vi l lage plan­
ning board voted 5-2 to recommend 
rezoning. However, the counci l at 
the same meeting voted 3-2 to post­
pone the decision until Monday . 

The affirmative vote Monday was 
based pr imar i ly upon the conten-
tion of the vi l lage attorney and the 
planning consultant that to turn 
down the R-3 request would invite 
a court suit which more than l i ke ly 
would lead to a reversal of the coun­
c i l ' s stand. 

However, N o v i residents and offi­
c ia is of Wixom and Wal led L a k e 
contended that it was the duty of 
the council to protect adjacent prop­
erty owners ai'5 citizens elt^where 
i . i the community --- even-if it meant 
going into court. The council should 
not decide on the case because i t 
" th inks" it • w i i i lose In court; no 
one knows beforehand what the 
court w i l l say or do, they argued. 

Walled L a k e and Wbtom city 
officials, who met with ihc councn; 
last week l o discuss the matter,, 
objected to the landfill classlff-: 
cation because It would depreciate 
adjacent ci ty property and ru in 
development plans for surrooodloK 
areas. 
Walled L a k e school officials ob­

jected because a t ra i ler court, with 
its "tremendous" • population, would 
create an undo hardship upon the 
school district which must provide 
school facilities for the chi ldren. 

On the other hand, some N o v i 
officials and citizens argued that a 
trai ler park in the N o v i school dis­
trict also would create an undo 
hardship. They pointed to a request 
currently before the v i i iage for a 
traiier park site m the N o v i school 
district . 

One other significant argument of 
neighijoring officials and some near-
by residents was that they weI% not 
notified of the public hearing on the 
matter and therefore were not pre-
pared to submit their objections. 

In casting his dissenting ophi-
ion. Councilman Ocan Lenheiser 
Indicated there are too many " a n -
answered questions" for h i m to 
vote yes. F o r example, he s a i d : 
"To dale, M r . Buffmier has not 
submitted any proof that he has 
a client who positively w U l buy 
Ihe property i f it were rezoned 
for a trai ler park. 

' ' I ' m sure, before anyone would 
actually buy the property, that they

Roy Crites, a Walled L a k e area 
resident who voiced many of the 
strong objections of his neighbors, 
summed up part of his stand wi th 
this statement: "Then wi th th is 
t ra i ler camp give us . .a garbage 
dump, a black and tBII 'rqad house 
with rows of-overnight ; ' cabhis on 
either side.

rut CONTINUING JOY OF FASTER 

"So live that you can appreciare tiie joy of 
Eascer." Pcriiaps you, too, have noticed this mes­
sage on one set of road-side bulletin boards tliis 
current Lenten season. 

It is a catching thought, isn't it? It reminds 
one of wiiat the writer of the book of Hebrews 
said of Jesus, "for the joy that was set before him, 
he endured the cross." 

To many, this may seem paradoxical. How 
can anyone find J O Y in enduring tlie suffering 
on a cross, we ask? Tlie answer lies in the fact 
that Jesus, having given Himself completely to 
tlie will of God, found the joy which comes from 
carrying through on that to which He iiad cofn-
fiiitted Himself. A n added joy was found in tlie 
fact that tlie suffering which He endured was not 
for liiniself but for others. The resurrection, too, 
brought joy in the assurance that His faith and 
trust in God had been vindicated. 

But the joy of Easter w.is not confined to 
tlie rolling away of tlie stone from the doorway 

of the tomb. The joy became real for others when 
they became aware of His resurrected presence— 
for Mary Magdalene, for Mary the mother of 
Jesus, for Peter and John, for the disciples on 
the road to Eminaus and in the breaking of bread 
at supper time and for doubting Thomas. 

This joy had many meanings. Tliere was the 
joy that comes when one is assured that his hopes 
and trusts arc vindicated — that tlie cause which 
one has embraced is'not lost but victorious. There 
was-the joy of discovering that abiding find in­
destructible presence of life's leader. Tliere was 
the joy which comes through the knowledge that 
spiritual reality is greater than physical or, as 
Dr. Werner Von Braun, Operations director for 
our Army Ballistic Missile Agency, has put it 
today, "Nature does not know extinction. A l l it 
knows is transformation." Nothing is ever actu­
ally lost, it is transformed. 

The living which made it possible for the 
disciples to appreciate tlie joy of Easter is the 
same living whicli they continued after Easter 
because of the joy of the resurrected and trans­
formed life.

The answers to a l l these questions 

are false — even though some people 
might disagree. But that 's the dif-
ference between a good d r ive r and 
a poor one, law enforcement officials 
agree. 

Here for example are the reasons 
the association says Numbers 3 and 
4 and 6 are false: 

(3) Traffic tickets can be given 
for violations committed. The quan-
tity of tickets i s dependent upon the 
prevalence of dr iver violations. 
There is no quota — no " m u s t " 
quantity of tickets for police to issue. 

(4) Traff ic enforcement is not a 
game. Society has delegated to the 
police the enforcement of i ts rules 
and conduct. Unmarked police cars 
are used to apprehend those vio-
lators who w i l l misbehave when 
they believe no police officer w i l l 
see them. R a d a r is used to faci l i -
tate the accurate detection of speed-
ing violations and to reduce the haz­
ards of pursuit . 

(6) Although traffic accidents can 
be attributed to a sma l l percentage 
of the d r iv ing population in any one 
year ( in M i c h i g a n , about 13 percent) 
most of the individuals in this group 
change f rom year to year. 

Youthful d r ive r s and habitual traf­
fic violators are said to be the 
cause of more than their share of 
accidents. Th i s i s true but the total 
accidents involvmg young people 
(under 25) and the habitual violator 
group does not exceed 30 percent of. 
al l the accidents. These two groups 
constitute about 20 percent of the 
total dr iv ing population.

P R O V I D E S T I M U L A T I O N 

This Is another in the series of 
articles on education prepared by 
V / . C . Becke r and John W . Swain , 
J r . , both members of Northvii le 's 
Cll izens Cur r i cu lum Study Group. 
This week's article concerns " E n ­
r ichment" . A t the conciusion ot 
the series school administrators 
wi l l present their comments and 
explain current practices in the 
local school system. 

The most common method of 
challenging the academical ly su­
perior chi id is l<nown as enrich­
ment. Where the ordinary subject 
matter may provide adequately 
for most chi ldren, the superior 
child needs the extra stimulation 
of additional investigation. Wise 
teachers have known and used 
this device for many years. 

This is not mereiy a matter of 
more work. Sometimes teachers 
assign additionai busy-work to 
keep idle hands cut of mischief. 
A bright chi ld , who finds him­
self doing oniy more of the same, 
soon siows his pace to that of the 
ciass. 

On the other hand, the aca-
demical iy superior chi id , who 
nreds less t ime for the regular 
classwork, can pursue individual 
research into related areas ot 
interest. It takes a wise teacher 
to guide these chiidren into fruit­
ful pathways of learning instead 
of using them oniy to run meg-
sages, straighten the bookcase or 
: iean the erasers. 

The superior chi ld needs en­
richment. One of the chief ad­
vantages of this device is that it 
is a teaching tool rather than an 
administrat ive one. It can be 
used in special classes, groupings 
composed of children of s imi la r 
abili ty, special seminars or regu­
lar classes. 

Enr ichment may be In depth, 
breadth or both. Enr ichment in 
depth means that the child cov­
ers the same range of topics as 
his slower classmates. He is cap­
able of and encouraged to delve 
more deeply into these subjects, 
to car ry on research activities to 
a greater degree and to read 
more widely to obtain a l l the 
information possible. 

Enr ichment in breadth means 
that, i n addition to the general 
classwork, the academical ly su­
perior children explore a var ie ty 
of materials and topics additional 
to those studied by chi ldren of 
average abi l i ty . It takes a fine 
teacher to motivate these chi ld­
ren in a regular classroom situ­
ation for the bright chi id may 
resent the additional work, or the 
average children may resent the 
special opportunities which the 
gifted chiidren are given. 

A comparison of enrichment 
alongside the regular cu r r i cu lum 
has been made by Spencer B r o w n 
in " H o w T o Educate the Gi f ted?" 
He uses the i l lustration of a dog 
going for a walk in the country 
with his master. While the master 

walks straight along the road 
covering f ive miles, the dog has 
run, not walked, three times as 
far i n the same length of time. 
The dog has chased two real and 
11 imaginary rabbits through the 
brush, hos bristled in fear or 
barked in bravado at other dogs, 
has investigated tantalizing open­
ings ot drains and hollow logs 
and has scored his dai iy misses 
of a couple of squirrels. H e has 
lived a full life while the master 
has merely walked five miles . 

Us ing the same analogy, en 
richment does not save time, for 
the dog is no further at the end 
ot the walk than as if be had 
been on a leasii, though he cer-
tainiy enjoyed himself more and 
is more experienced as a resuit. 

The dog that is allowed to run 
free instead of leashed can short­
l y run faster, and, when he re. 
turns to the road alongside his 
master, he soon outdistances h im 
within a few steps. So it is with 
a gifted chi id in an enrichment 
program. One ot the ways to 
judge the success of such a pro­
gram is to note whether, and iiow 
much, the gap has been widened 
between the superior chi id and 
tlie average chi ld. Since by defi-
nition the superior chi id has a 
mental age in advance of his 
years, it is almost impossible to 
teach h im properly, cither by en­
richment of special groupings, 
without his being accelerated be^ 
yond his average classmates. 

Special honors classes at the 
•junior or senior h igh school level 
help to provide a richer, fuller 
academic experience for the su­
perior children. Within smal l 
classes at the elementally level , 
the teacher is able to provide 
more individual help for the fast 
as well as the slow student. The 
type of enrichment offered in this 
situation is determined by each 
teacher, depending on his inter­
est, t rainhig and educational phi l ­
osophy. 

Ways of enrichment are too 
numerous to list here. In gen­
eral they cover the why's and 
how's of regular topics, reasons 
behind current events, scientific 
investigation into known phenom­
ena, special taient activities, cre­
ative projects beyond the scope 
of the class. Anything which is 
used for a fuller or deeper ex­
perience in gainful knowledge or 
expression than is generally cov­
ered by the class i s termed en­
richment. 

The secret of a successful en­
richment program rests with the 
wisdom and guidance of the 
teacher. While the gifted can 
" r u n " more quickly than the av­
erage, i t does h i m li t t le good to 
run back and forth on the road. 
It takes guidance to start h im 
along the side trips of wonder­
ment and exploration, and this 
requires a wise, mterested, tact­
ful teacher equipped with the 
necessary resources.

' 6 0 S h o u l d b e a G o o d F a r m Y e a r 
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Babson P a r k , Mass . — Outstand­
ing in the early 1960 crop outlook 
is the fact that government 's recent 
report on prospective plantings 
shows six increases and ten decreas­
es, with the totai for the l6 crops 
covered oniy moderately under a 
year ago. Here are some highiights 
of llie outlook for the fa rm situation 
in general . 

Feed Grains 
F a r m e r s intend to plant only 

slightly more acreage to corn than 
a year ago, when a record crop of 
4,301,000,000 bushels was harvested. 
A lot of this old-crop corn is st i i l 
hanging around. Thus, bar r ing se­
vere damage to the lOBO crop, there 
should be plenty for 1960-61 needs. 
Sorghum grain also should be in 
generous supply, since planting in­
tentions are down only 0.4 percent 
from the 1959 acreage, which pro­
duced a whopping 579,000,000 bush-
eis. 

Indicated a.ireages for barley and 
oats are down 3.7 and 5.2 percent, 
respectiveiy, from a year ago. How­
ever, this is no cause for a ia rm, at 
ieast in the case of bariey. Las t 
year 's crop was 32 percent above 
average, and total stocks recently 
were well over the five-year average. 
In the case of oats, the 1959 crop 
was tiie smallest since 1939, and 
totai stocks are sharpiy under a 
year ago and the five-year average. 
Crop progress of this grain should 
be watched closely this year, since 
any extensive damage could result 
in a tight supply situation. 

Food Gra ins , Beans and Potatoes 
Intended piantings of a i i spring 

wheat are down 4.6 percent from a 
year ago. Inciuding acreage pianted 
to winter wheat iast fall , total acre­
age wi l l be down less than 1,000,000 
acres from that planted for the 1959 
crop, which was weii under the 1958 
outturn, but somewhat above aver-
age. Given favorabie weatiier, the 
1960 crop, plus the carryover next 
Ju ly 1, should provide ample total 
supplies for 1960-61. 

Growers intend to plant a little 
more acreage to rice than a year 
ago. Any production increase shouid 
certainly not glut tiie market. 

Tiiere should be no dearth of dry 
beans next season, even though 
growers p lan lo cut acreage l.3 
percent. Las t year 's crop was large 
and competition from other protein 
foods wi l l continue keen. Summer 
and fali potato acreage, which ac­
counts for the bulk of the totai crop, 
may be upped l percent over 1959. 
Potatoes, however, w i i i retai l high-
er. 

F laxseed Down—Soybeans U p 
The acreage trend m U . S . flax­

seed has been steadily downward 
since lCo6. The indicated cut this 
year is a negiigibie 0.4 percent. 
However , since the 1959 crop was 
reiat iveiy smai l and remaining 
stocks recently were only about 50 
percent of the five-year average for 
the date, supplies for 1960-61 should 
cause higher prices. 

The star performer, as far as 
nianting intentions go, i s the versa­
tile soybean, with an increase of 
6.4 percent; tliis would be the sec­
ond highest acreage on record. So.v-
bean growers evidentiy have faith 
in their product, despite cuts in the 
price-support ievei . E v e n though a 
record crop could be produced on 
this acreage, i t probably need not 
Drove burdensome. The longer-term 
trend of total consumption s t i i l ap­
pears to be upward. 

Cattle and l i n g Situation 
The number of cattle and calves 

on farms hits a record high of 101,-
520,000 head — up 13 percent from 
the 1949-1958 average. Consumers 
should buy beef for less during 19G0, 
although no runaway liquidation is 
i ikeiy this year . Outstanding in the 
hog situation is an uidicated 11 
percent cut in the 1960 spring pig 
crop compared with a year earlier. 
This couid mean higher pork prices. 

I realize, of course, that acreages 
actuaily pianted may turn out to be 
iarger or smal ler than indicated in 
this report; but 1966 could be a 
fai r iy good year for U . S . farmers. 
One thing readers may count on is 
lower gasoline prices, tax excluded. 

This is owing to a surplus of oil and 
the increased demand for sniai i 
"compact ' ' foreign and domestic 
cars which can operate 35 miles to 
the gallon.

This can be clearly observed that 
the administrative and office help i s 
overstaffed. Therefor, for economy 
reasons, I believe we should slash 
the budget a l l the way through, and 
start by first eliminating the vi i iage 
manager and secretary positions by 
where we couid save $10,320 plus 
the $95 a month the manager re­
ceives for mileage to and from his 
home. 

Total salaries and wages listed 
in the current budget are $87,530, 

and a large amount of these salaries 
are paid out of the receipts from 
tax and weight which amounts to 
$65,000 per year and which caused 
are road monies to be over-spent 
to the tune of $32,000, and the D e c , 
Jan . , Feb . and M a r c h bii is are not 
paid amounting to, from $20,000 to 
$25,000. 

It has always been m y belief that 
monies from weight and tax should 
be used for roads and equipment. 
But st i i i M r . g ison raided the $65,000 
for other purposes when he was wel l 
aware of the law in this regard. 

M i n d you that just two years ago 
the township operated the same area 
at $27,924.86 without vi i iage taxes — 
and today the combined township 
and vil lage expenses amount to $218,-
021.00 and increase of $190,696.14, 
this does not inciude schooi tax. 

I am st i l l pleased to live wi th m y 
septic tank, well and my own gar-
bage disposal, because it k ind of 
makes me feel at home in this wide 
open country atmosphere, but the 
above figures k ind of takes the joy 
out of life which should not be. 

Unless we do something about this, 
the o n l y future that I can see for 
you and I is taxes and more tajtes 
and more employees added to the 
payrolls. 

If you insist- upon remaining a 
viiiage and not going back to a town­
ship or charter township, then at 
least see to i t that the budget is 
cut to fit our pocket books.

Residents of N o v i have, froin t ime 
to t ime, suggested an aduit educa-
lion program for the area. Since we 
do not i iave a hich sciiooi, we ob-
viousiy , cannot offer shop courses, 
high school credits or sulijects nec­
essitating elaborate equipment. How­
ever with a l ibrary to become a re­
ality in the near future, we couid 
establish a series of discussion 
groups and lectures of interest to 
residents. The Educat ional and Cul ­
tural Development Committee of the 
Citizens Development committee 
would l ike to oi-ganize such a pro­
g ram. 

We contemplate what might be 
termed " a n intra-Novi cui turai ex­
change" in which we would draw 
upon residents with special sk i l l s or 
training to act as lecturers, instruc-
tors and discussion leaders. P ro ­
vided there is sufficient support, we 
wi i i also arrange for local units of 
estabiished discussion programs, 
such as for instance the " G r e a t 
Dec i s ions" recentiy sponsored by the 
Detroit News. We wi i i b r ing In out­
side lecturers where warranted by 
local interest. 

Us ing the l ib ra ry buiiding we can 
keep costs to a m i n i m u m , but we 
wouid expect to pay lecturers a 
modest fee and would make sma l l 
charges of students to cover fees. 
We wouid only offer those topics in 
which there is sufficient enrollment 
to keep fees modest. Li t t le or no 
charge would be necessary for dis-
cussion groups. 

We would not expect to offer any 
program before September, but at 
present we would l ike to know what 
topics interest residents most and 
what classes or discussions they 
would attend. A t the next meeting 
of the Citizens Development Com­
mittee, A p r i l 22, wo wi l l describe the 
program and circulate a question­
naire to gauge interest and support. 
Consequently we ask that anyone in­
terested i n part icipating — either as 
student or teacher — attend the 
meeting and be counted.

A very important subject i n the 
Veterans ' world today i s the new 
pension l aw. Pub l i c L a w 86-211, 
which goes into effect J u l y 1, 1960. 

Affected w i l l be more than 47,000 
Mich igan veterans and their bene­
ficiaries. Also concerned w i l l be 
widows of Wor ld War II and widows 
nf Korean conflict veterans who for 
the first t ime become eligibie for 
pension benefits. The compiicated 
new l aw provides higher benefits 
for some veterans,-but imposes new 
restrictions on others. A feature of 
the law is that beneficiaries must 
decide wiiether to continue to re­
ceive payments under the present 
pension iaw o r transfer to the new 
program. A decision, once made, 
cannot be changed. It thus becomes 
cssentiai that beneficiaries be fully 
informed in order to. avoid a costly 
decision.

Holdover members are 
E d w i n E r w i n , President Ar thur 
Heslip and G . Russell Taylor . 
Walled L a k e , on the other hand, 

must f i l l four seats, two new ones 
and two old ones. The five-member 
board w i l l be expanded to a seven-
member body because of a vote of 
the people last summer to revert 
to a third class district. 

Two seats w i l l be for terms of 
four years, two for three years. 

The two Walled Lake incumbents, 
.lohn Clark and Dwight, . W.iseman, 
iiave already announced "their can­
didacy for the four-year tei'ms. Oth­
er members are President Jul ius 
Nelson, Wal ter Hcrs tman and Jos­
eph Long . 

L i k e Wal led Lake , the Northvi i le 
school district also wi l l be expand­
ed to a seven-member board in 
June. Unl ike Walled L a k e , how­
ever, Northvi l ie is forced to expand 
because of a newly enacted l aw af­
fecting a l l fourth class school dis­
tricts. 

The deadline for filing nomin­
ating petitions for the four North­
vil ie board seats is M a y 14 at 
4 p .m. Of the two Incumbents, D r . 
Waldo Johnson and President Nel ­
son C . Sehrader, only D r . John-
son lias indicated he wi l l seek re-
election. Schrader, completing a 
10-year period In office, has said 
he w i l l not run again. 

Although N o v i is a fourth class 
district, it does not have to elect 
a seven-member board becau.se it 
does not have a high school pro­
g ram. 

a n y a l a r m s b y cos t -consc ious 
officials by adding that this figure 
could possibly be reduced to $3,000 
with the a id of the Housing & Home 
F inanc ing agency.

Alexander said he was " p r e t t y 
s u r e " the board of supervisors would 
foot a good share of the cost for 
the estimated $60,000 p re l iminary 
studies b i l l — provided of course i t 
could be shown that Southwestern 
Oakland county communities wanted 
sewers. 

While before, during or after 
these over-all p re l iminary studies 
are made, it Is very l i ke ly that 
N o v i could be served lemporar l -
l y with the extension of the F a r m -
Ington Interceptor, the director 
explained. However , the extension 
of this system is predicated upon 
plans by Wayne county for i ts 
own sanitary sewer interceptbr. 

If Wayne county plans to con-
struct such a system wi th in the 
next 10 to 20 years — and can as-
sure the state health department 
that this sewer system w i l l be large 
enough to handle Oakland county 
sewerage — the Farming ton Inter-
ceptor could be used teIIIporarily 
unti l Detroit 's plan is mater ial ized, 
Alexander said. 

Wayne county officials reportedly -
are studying two or three different 
sewer plans and probably w i l l de­
cide to adopt one of them w i t h i n 
s ix months. 

Al though Wayne county has becIi 
unable to make 9 definite c o m m i t ' 
ment as yet, Clyde P a l m e r , Detroit 
sanitation-enguieer, has stated that 
h is department ' 'would look with; 
favor upon accepting the sewage 
into the F a r m m g t o n Interceptor 
f rom the areas outside of. the or ig-
ina l distr ict , knowing that a solu­
tion w i l l be forthcomhig at some 
future date to remove the connec-
tions f rom the Farming ton sys tem. ' '
