Saturday a crew of Nor t l iv i i l e businessmen wili"scrub-down 
M a i n and Center streets in the shopping district as the traditional 
kicij-off to the montli-long Beautify Northvi i ie campaign. 

Something more perfiianent than a mere "face-washing" wi l l 
be subtly suggested by this year 's committee when a group of young 
prospective ai 'chilccts and commercia i artists (at both high schooi 
and coliege level) visit town and draw their impression.', of what 
should be done to reciesign (and modernize) the siiopping area. 

Some definite thouglit has been given to this subject by the 
city pianning commission and its consultant, as well as a number 
of businessmen. 

Ideas have been tossed around for years and undoubtedly 
several of these suggestions w i l l arise again in the di-awings sub-
mil ted by the young artist.?. 

One of the most frequently discussed pians for Nnrthviiio's 
siiopping district parailels very closely tiie rcjuvenatinn of a 
tivo-hlock area in Kalamazoo (see picture). 

The iast edition of The Michigan Journaiist , official publicn-
tion of the department of journalism of the Universi ty of Michigan, 
carried this picture aiong with an interesting article concerning the 
redevelopment of downtown areas. 

A s can be noted by the photo, Kalamazoo eliminated a l l ve­
hicular traffic in the heart of its downtown siiopping district creating 
a " m a l i " . The experiment was introduced last August 19 and has 
met with great success. Actua l ly , i f is merely the first step in a 
long-range pian. 

How would tiiis work in Northvi i ie? 

Le t ' s toss out some of the ideas already advanced, add a few, 
and for the moment dream along with young pianners who wi i l take 
drawing board in hand iater next month. 

F i r s t , ict 's imagine a m a l l , s imi la r to Kalamazoo 's , starl­
ing at the Intersection of M a i n and Center streets and continuing 
eastward on M a i n street to I lul ton, 

A traffic circle would be formed around the ma l l with Center, 
Cady, Church, Hutton and Dunlap streets forming the circle. 

It 's obvious that some problems would be posed by this plan, 
but assuming that Dunlap and Cady streets would eventually develop 
commercial ly , these streets could be widened. 

So far the plan is relat ively simple and could be tried on an 
"exper imenta l" basis. 

Creat ing a mai i opens many more avenues for development. 
Assuming again, for the moment, that the proposed re-location of 
the A & P supermarket should take place, an entire new site for com­
mercial buildings would be opened up to further enhance the "shop-
ping c i r c l e " . 

With the modem supermarket on Cady facing the mal l the 
area between Mainv i l l e ' s drug store and the Presbyter ian church 
along the M a i n street m a l l would become off-street parking. 

The business buildmgs now standing in this area could become 
a part of a new row of structures facing the m a l l and parking area 
and m line with the supermarket, extenduIg eastward toward the 
church. 

To br ing the Dunlap area into the c i rc le more tightly, ap-
proximately 10 feet of the present A & P building could become 
an "a rcade" leading from p: i rklng areas behind ll ie M a i n street 
stores to the m a l l . 

The present A & P buiiding could become one large store with 
entrances on M a i n street, in the rear, and in the arcade, or could be-
come a series of smaller stores with their show windows and en­
trances Iming the arcade, s imi l a r to those found in metropolitan 
office buildings or hotels. 

Meanwhile, plans couid be continued to develop parking and 
alley facilities behind the retai l stores on the west side of Center 
between M a i n and Dunlap. Access to the lot is now gained from 
Dunlap and M a i n street, however ci ty councilmen have indicated an 
interest in acquir ing Wing street property for another entrance and 
exit. 

This face-lifting would provide adequate parking facilities, 
attract new businesses, encourage proper and full use of available 
land in the present commercia i district, save the busmess district 
from possible deterioration and give the growing population a com­
plete and convenient center in which to transact business. 

A word of caution to a i l such pians is extended by John W . 
Hyde, professor of planning at U of M , in the Michigan Journal is t 
article referred to earlier. In commenting on redevelopment plans 
in smaller cities he points out there Is a " r e a l danger that l a c k ' o f 
planning may permit some cities to be 'ma i l ed to death ' ." 

But he emphasizes that the business center of a community 
Is real ly a " cu l i u r a i center, a place where people like to meet, 
where they l ike to shop". l i e adds that "downtown businessmen, 
as well as public bodies, haven't used enough of their capital for 
redevelopment". 

In short, he places heavy emphasis on planning with a com­
mon approach to the probiem of the entire business district . 

While near ly every merchant and city official w i i i tell you 
that 'something must be done' to rejuvenate the business district , 
nothing specific is being done. 

A major accomplishment of "Beautify Nor thv i i i e " month could 
be the formation of a study committee by the Reta i l Merchants 
Association to tackle the problem. 

Wi th c i ty assistance this committee could examine the con­
glomeration of ideas that represent the thinking of experts and lay­
men and come up with a program tailored for Nor thvi i ie .

I F Y O U R pol i t ica l tensions arc 
soaring dur ing this election year, 
take heart. Mich igan law. makes it 
possible for the average voter to 
take an active part i n many areas 
of polit ics. 

F i r s t , state law opens the nominal-
ing process to ai i voters through the 
direct p r imary . Secondly, state law 
makes every effort to see that the 
average citizen can vote and even 
take part i n runnmg the election 
machinery. 

* * • 
Under Michigan ' s p r i m a r y elec­

tion law voters nominate the gov­
ernor, lieutenant governor, mem­
bers of the legislature. Uni ted States 
senators and representatives in 
Congress, and al l county officiais. 

No one needs party sanction — 
nor the approval of any group — to 
run for office. Any qualified voter 
may become a candidate and circu-. 
late nominating petitions. 

< • • 
A l l you need is a few signatures 

and your name wi l l appear on the 
pr imary ballot. The number needed 
is smal l . F o r governor, for instance, 
a candidate needs signatures equai 
in number to oniy one percent of 
the vote cast in the last general 
election for his par ty 's candidate 
for secretary of slate. 

If you run for a state office the 
secretary of state w i i i teii you how 
many signatures you need. If you 
run for a iocai office, the county 
clerk can give you the information. 

• * ,t 
If you cannot get the required 

number of signatures you may, in 
some instances, pay a f i l ing fee and 
get your name on the ballot anyway. 

This right i s i imited to candidates 
for county offices and for the state 

iegisiature where the county aiong 
sends one or more representatives 
to the legislature. 

The fee is $100 and if the candi­
date is nominated, or i s a runnerup, 
the fee i s returned. Otherwise i t 
goes into the general fund. The f i l -
ing fee method of securing a place 
on the p r imary baiiot is not widely 
used. However, it is a means of 
opening the pr imary election to more 
candidates. 

Mich igan l aw protects not only 
individuals, but it protects groups. 
The major parties are protected not 
only by statute, but by the fact that 
they have a large, active following. 

Minor i ty parties may not have 
much of a following, but i n Mich igan 
the law safeguards their right to ex­
press their opinions and compete for 
support through the eiection process. 

A n y minori ty party can get a 
place on the ballot by filing, with the 
secretary of state petitions bearing 
names equai to one percent of the 
vote for the successful candidate 
for secretary of state in the last gen­
eral election. In this year 's election, 
according to the secretary of state's 
office, this would means that a new 
party would have to file petitions 
bearing 12,708 names. 

* » « 

A par ty which was i n tiie ballot 
in the general election might re­
ceive so few votes that it wouid be 
dropped from the baiiot in the next 
eiection. This happened to a l l the 
minor i ty parties in 1S58, but they 
can get back on the baiiot just as 
if they were a new party. 

However , since none of the min­
ori ty parties polled as much as five 
percent of the total vote cast for a l l 
candidates for secretary of state in 
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the 1058 general election, they can't 
take part m the August p r imary this 
year. 

Instead, they must nominate a l l 
their candidates at conventions or 
caucus and certify the names to the 
secretary of state. Then i f they pe-
lition to get their party back on the 
ballot their candidates can run in 
the November election. 

* * « 
This may seem l ike a tedious 

process, but it guarantees that min­
orities, no matter how smal l or un­
successful, can always appeal d i ­
rectly to the voters in a general 
eiection. 

It has kept minori ty parties such 
as the Prohibi t ion party. Socialist 
Labor and Socialist Worker parties 
on the ballot in election after elec­
tion; 

• « « 
So much for candidates and part­

ies. If you as an individual want to 
help out with the election process 
you can. 

Y o u might ask your township or 
ci ty election board to appoint you 
to the board of eiection inspectors. 
These inspectors are the workers 
who actually conduct the election 
and count the votes i n each pre­
cinct. B y law no more than half of 
the precinct inspectors may belong 
to one party so even in precincts 

dominated b y a par t icular party 
members of another party must as-
sist in the election. 

Y o u might also serve as a chal­
lenger for your par ty . Challengers 
keep an eye on the voting on elec­
tion day and may challenge the 
right of persons to vote i f they think 
they are not qualified. 

And of course any voter may 
watch the election inspectors count 
the ballots after the polls are closed. 

Babson Pa rk , Mass . — I am a sta-
tistician — not a poli t ician. Most 
statisticians promise the impar t ia l 
truth; while most polit icians appear 
to promise what w i l l get them the 
most votes. A s a result of the lat-
ter, the followmg facts are entirely 
forgotten. People allow themselves 
to get scared and vote foolish sums 
of money, thinking that they w i l l 
thereby have security, freedom from 
accident and employment. 

Note These F igures 
Although the dai ly newspapers 

feature c r ime , yet only one in 10,-
000,000 wi l l tomorrow suffer or wit­
ness any c r ime. When a man is k i l l ­
ed by l ightning it is reported a l l over 
the country, yet only one man out 
of every 5,000,000 w i l l be k i l led by 
lightning in the next very bad 
storm. Business failures are increas­
ing; but they are decreasing on a 
percentage basis. Tl ie stock market 
has to go down before it can tuI'n 
up. If trees grew any higher they 
would blow down. Eve ry thmg which 
happens is for the best. 

Dur ing the past ten years the pop­
ulation of the U . S . has increased IB 
percefit; the gross national product 
has increased almost 70 percent; 
consumer income, even after taxes, 
has increased 60 percent. N o figures 
on c r ime , accidents, or juvenile de­
linquency can equai these increases. 

Cost of L i v i n g Downward 
The polit icians and labor leaders 

present figures to show that the 
"cost of l i v i n g " is constantly going 
up. This i s because new products, 
greater conveniences, and other 
i tems have been added to the l ist 
which makes up the index. If it 
covered just the things I had when 
I was a boy i n Gloucester — and 
my father was a well-to-do merchant 
— the U . S . "cost of l i v i n g " index 
would be only one half the figure 
now published. 

F r o m every point of view I am an 
optimist. E v e n the accidents and 
deaths by automobiles are much 
liBss than those from the "horse and 
buggy' ' , when figured on a mi le | 
basis. The cost of light, heat and , 
power has contuIually decreased. | 
E v e n food has dropped i n pr ice — 
for the same menu which we had i n 
m y boyhood days - - and we were 
then as healthy and strong as are 

the young people today. We made 
our own candy, picked our own ap­
ples, and made our own eider; soft 
dr inks were not then for sale. 

Unemployment Is Optimist ic 

When unemployment statistics in­
crease they.are featured as danger­
ous and the stock market goes down! 
Ye t the sociai workers tell us that 
the chief cause of juvenile delin­
quency is the fact that mothers a re 
engaged in industry and away froni 
home a l l day. When I was a boy, 
no mothers worked in factories. We 
kids were trained to help about the 
house and to help take care of the 
large families which most of our 
mothers had. I grew up as a "baby 
sit ter", but never received or ex­
pected any pay therefor! 

In those days tlie newspapers car­
ried only news, with no entertain­
ment features. We used to subscribe 
to the "Youth ' s Companion" , or the 
"St . Nicholas Magaz ine" ; while our 
mothers had fashion magazines and 
cut patterns from tissue paper for 
the clothes which they made. Now 
al l these and many other features 
come freely from the excellent news­
papers. A l l that glitters is not gold, 
but much is gold that does n i t glit­
ter. 

What 80 Year s Have Taught Me 
E v e r y Sunday I read a chapter 

from Ber tha Conde's " A W A Y T O 
P E A C E , H E A L T H A N D P O W E R " 
(published by Score & Script, 76 
Chestnut St., Boston, for $3). A t the 
end of the book are several b lank 
pages on which I wri te a l ine each 
month about something I had wor­
ried about that never happened. 
Then, when some new problem 
comes, I read those notes. They are 
better than any tranquil izer pil ls I 

The same optimism is needed i n 
business. Things run on about the 
same from generation to generation. 
H u m a n nature i s not changed. W e 
continue to spend one third of our 
l i fe UI sleep; and the less we eat, 
the better we feel; the more we ex­
ercise, the longer we l ive.

An Anniversary 
Recalls Tragedy

So l o n g as the scars r e m a i n , 
B e c h i e , 4, a n d h e r b r o t h e r , D a v ­
i d I C i n g , l l , w i l l be r e m i n d e d o f 
the s i l v e r jet w h i c h p l u m m e t e d 
f r o m the s k y a n d i n t o t h e i r 
N o r t h v i i i e b a c k y a r d one year 
a g o t h i s w e e k . 

But Bethie and Dav id are not the 
only persons who harbor these mem­
ories. The parents, Po i ice Chief and 
M r s . Eugene K i n g ^ 7 South Rogers, 
cannot forget t h i l v r r o r of seeing 
their burned chi loSni , nor the agon 
izing hours waiting for the children 
to recover at the hospital; and neith-
er can the citizens of the community 
forget. 

It ivas shortly after 4 p .m . on 
F r i d a y , M a y 8th, that Major John 
L . Moutler of Bel levi l le ejected 
himself from his crippled Thundcr-
.flame jet. And as he floated to 
earth beneath his bright orange 
chute he watched l a horror as his 

plane leveled off over NorthvUle 
and then dived inta the heart of 
the ci ty . ' 
The jet crashed into the backyard 

garden of the late Miss A d a Roe, 
508 West Cady, oniy a few hundred 
feet from the M a i n street eiemen­
tary school. 

Bethie and Dav id were playing in 
their backyard oniy a few feet from 
tiie crash scene. Burning metai and 
fuel were hurled to the fenceluie 
where the children were playing, 
setting their clothes afire. 

A s the two screaming children 
turned to run, Bethie's foot caught 
under a root in a hoie near the 
fence. D a v i d stopped to help free 
his sister. Once her foot was freed, 
the pa i r raced for the house where 
a neighbor helped M r s . K i n g strip 
the burning clothes from the child­
ren . 

Miraculously , no one else was in­
jured, even though the impact and 

- explosion hurled burnuig wreckage 
throughout the residential neighbor-
hood, 

D a v i d suffered second and third 
degree burns of his back arms and 
hands; his sister suffered second 
and third degree burns on her face, 
a rms and hands. 

Both remained In the hospital for 
more than a month wai tmg.for the 
burns to heal and for completion of 
a number of skhi grafting opera-

tions. La t e r this month, D a v i d w i l l 
enter St. Joseph hospital in A n n 
Arbo r for plastic surgery. F o r his 
sister plastic surgery is an uncer-
tainty. " T h e doctors wan t to wait 
until she grows a l i t t l e , " M r s . K h i g 
explained. 

Tiie physical scars probably w i l l 
remain as long as the non-physical 
scars, par t icuiar ly for Bethie. 

Bethie stUI cries and runs to 
l i c r mother for protection when 
n low jet screams overhead. Seme-
tImcs, however, she'U listen and 
then leU her mother: "There goes 
Major Mout ler and his lItUe 
plane." 

Since the crash, the pilot and the 
K i n g children have become close 
friends. Moutier , who has four chi ld­
ren of his own, wri tes or telephones 
the children. , 

E v e n though the Kings have re­
planted shrubbery i n the rear of the 
backyard and although a new fence 
has been erected, the l i t t le g i r l 
refuses to play near the fenceline. 
She w i l l stand near it only after 
considerable coaxing and the pres­
ence of a parent. 

The physical scars also create 
problems,, M r s . K i n g sndiv e x - , 
plains. "Sometimes at" bath tlitie 
Betl i le w i l l look at her a r m and 
say real angry l i k e : 'Oh , when's 
this burn going to go ' . ' ' 

" 'When you grow a Utile It iv l l l 
turn white', I answer ." 
Both children get aiong fine with 

'heir playmates; D a v i d often speaks 
of the crash, but Bethie plays try­
ing to forget the tragedy. 

A t the suggestion of a local teach­
er, M r s , K i n g plans to take Bethie 
to schooi one day soon i n an effort 
to avoid the possibility of emotionai 
insets ih the l i t t le g i r l as she plays 

with children wi th normal cur­
iosities. Actual ly , the 4-year-old g i r l 
won't start school until 1962. 

"We don't expect any difficulties," 
M r s . K i n g explained, "but taking 
her to school w i l l be good for her 
and the other ch i ld ren . " 

Most of the ear ly fears and anx­
ieties of M r s . K i n g , mother of four 
other children, have disappeared. 
She credits the khidness of her 
neighbors and friends i n helping 
she and her husband through the 
t ry ing period following the accident. 
" W e just seemed to be numb or in 
a daze for about a week after the 
accident. Bu t the people were right 
there helping us. They seemed to 
know what we needed before we 
did ourselves." 

P o l i c e C h i e f L e e B e G o l e re­
t u r n e d to p i c k u p the r e i n s o f 
the N o v i p o l i c e d e p a r t m e n t t h i s 
w e e k after an absence o f a l m o s t 
th ree m o n t h s . 

T h e p o l i c e c h i e f r e s i d e d 
f r o m a s i m i l a r pos t at C h e b o y ­
g a n to r e t u r n here at the' r eques t 
o f m o s t v i l l a g e o f f i c i a l s a n d 
N o v i c i t i z e n s . H e o f f i c i a l l y ' r e ­
s u m e d h i s p o s i t i o n as N o v i v i l ­
l a g e d i r e c t o r o f p u b l i c safety 
M o n d a y . 

Presumably , his return brings to 
close a widely publicized episode 

which started with the chief's resig­
nation here last February . 

Original ly , BeGole resigned to ac­
cept the Cheboygan job, then with­
drew his resignation and accepted 
a leave of absence after a ir ing his 
"problems" with the Novi councii . 

The chief decided to return to 
N o v i after Vi l lage President Jos­
eph Crupi assured h im last month 
that he definitely could " r u n his 
own department," although he 
would be responsible to the man­
ager as provided In the charter. 

Shortly after speaking to Be(3ole 
about his return, Crupi sa id the 
chief would stand responsible for 
the actions of himself and his men, 
in the eyes of the public and the 
council. 

BeGole and Vi l lage Manager F r e d 
Olson met with the council Monday 
evening to " i ron ou t" any differ­
ences which might arise between 
the two men. The meeting iasted 
until well past midnight and appar­
ently BeGole came away satisfied 
that he would have complete charge 
pf his department. 

' However, should a conflict arise 
because of overlapping administra­
tive authority, BeGole has been told 
that he can carry the matter to the 
col inci l ; which wi l l then make the 
final decision. . , 

The " r i f t " between the mana­
ger and BeGole, which led to the 
chief's request for a leave of ab 
scnce, admittedly has been one of 
policy and not of personal enmity. 
E a c h c la ims ihe other as a friend.

dictator" . 

Although he reiterated his in­
tention to resign the following 
day, Anderson was later per­
suaded by feiiow councilmen to 
reconsider. 

Anderson has suggested many 
times that the manager be re­
placed. H e has called the pro-
posed budget "too la rge" , and 
has admittedly been^ considering 
resigning since Pol ice Chief Lee 
BeGole took his temporary leave. 

Whi le there was no mention of 
the Anderson " b o l t " at Monday 
night's council session, the out-
break has definitely placed the 
manager 's position in greater 
jeopardy. Anderson has solid 
support from Counciiwoman E u -
genie Choquet, leaving the fu-

Monday Anderson announced ture of the manager in Novi in 
that he would "stay on for the hands of President Joseph 
awhile, anyway." It was learned, Crupi , and Councilmen Dean Len-
that although he had not changed heiseI' and Walter Tuck .

period of more than s ix months. 
The first village budget cal led for 

a total levy of 6'A m i l l s , 4 for the 
1959-60 fiscal year and 2'A for the 
inter im period. The new budget ca l l s 
for a total of 5 mi l l s — the max i ­
mum permitted under the charter 
for a f iscal year . 

Based upon a total v i i i age va lu­
ation of $10,772,775 the total antici­
pated tax return has been estimat­
ed at $51,172. Las t year . the budget 
anticipated a return of $66,134 for 
both the fiscal year and the m-
terim period based upon a valuation 
of $10,588,625. 

Anticipated revenues other than 
property taxes have been set at 
$126,100 o r approximately $7,000 
greater than 1959-60 revenues. . 

The greatest increased outlays 
a r e ' for anticipated sa la ry and 
ivagc increases of $1^143; for sand, 
gravel and materials , approxi­
mately $6,600; and for lega l and 
auditing costs) $2,000. 

Most significant of the reductions 
include nearly $10,000 for purchase 
of road equipment.

in competition with other areas that 
have provided modern and complete 
shopping facil i t ies. 

Redevelopment, he points out, wi l l 
restore the commercia l tax base and 
bring i t into better balance with 
residential — thus eventually lower-
ing taxes. The aggressiveness of the 
program should also attract new in-
dustry. H e cal ls it the "total ap-
proach to re-development." 

M a n y factors are necessary to 
make such a program successful, 
Carrington told the service club 
members. A "ci t izens ac t ion" com-
mittee helps pave the way for the 
five-member board. The work of this 
citizens' group inciudes such wide­
spread areas as determining the 
need for new municipal buildings, 
roads and highways, codes and or­
dinances, flood control, housing to 
re-house those losing dwellings and 
aiso deveiop housing for eideriy who 
want to be convenient to shopping), 
business location and human values. 
The latter function serves to help 
offset emotional problems resulting 
from the upheaval of relocation. 

Quite f rankly , Carrington says 

the program ivi i l win back $13,009,-
000 annually In lost business, but 
dcspIic this prospect, there stIlI 
remains a problem of overcoming 
Ictiiargy in people and creat ing 
understanding. 

Inserting a li t t le personal philoso­
phy, Carr ington pointed out that it 
would be "nice if every c i t y was 
trying to be an ' A i l A m e r i c a n ' c i t y . " 

He said that results i n ot'her Con­
necticut communities, such as N e w 
Haven (and even a Northville-size 
town: Washington, Conn.) have prov­
en that redevelopment creates a gen­
uine pride within the residents of 
the communi ty .

A method of plant selection can 
be worked out wi th nurseries so the 
home owner who does not have 
much t ime for gardenuig can have 
his home planted with trees and 
shrubs requi r ing mahitenance only 
once year ly , according to the A m ­
erican Associat ion of Nurse rymen . 
E x c e p t for water ing where na tura l 
rainfal l is uisufficient, a considera­
ble number of attractive trees and 
shrubs require very li t t le, i f any 
maintenance-for fa i r ly long stretch­
es of t ime. 

If lawns are desired, they w i U 
have to be mowed. Y o u r nursery­
m a n cannot get around that except 
i n cases of cer ta in properties where 
permanent ground covers can be 
installed. L a r g e l y these locations 
are where the terrahi is too steep, 
o r too shady to grow grass we l l . 

F o r the once-a-year maintenance 
property, your nurseryman w i l l se­

lect trees and shrubs which do not 
have to be cl ipped or- pruned or 
otherwise attended to except at fair-
ly long periods. In the ma in , they 
wiU be evergreen and f lowering 
species which grow more s lowly and 
do not grow over certaUi desirable 
heights at matur i ty . M a n y trees of 
course, i f wel l planted at the start, 
i n fertile soH, requh'e almost no 
maintenance. Coniferous and broad-
leaved evergreens, as wel l as many 
deciduous shnibs , properly selected, 
can be used for such planthigs. 

The home owner w i U have to fore-
go many of the cut flowers common-
l y used for indoor decoration, i f he 
decides on such a planting, whi le he 
w i l l not experience so fully the 
changes hi f lowering periods that so 
many people desire, but he s t i l l can 
have very attractive landscapuig and 
planting with very Uttle work for 
h i m to do after i t is installed.

Right now is the time to begin 
spraying your pine trees for control 
of the pine shoot moth, which is get-
ting ready to invade the buds or 
new growth of the tree. Observa-
tions made in the area positively 
confirm that the caterpil lars or lar­
v a l form of the pine shoot moth is 
beguining to crawl f rom its over-
wintering place to the new growth. 

E v e r y year much effort is con­
centrated on k i l l ing this pest which 
ruins untold numbers of pine trees, 
both in ornamental plantings and in 
Christmas tree plantations. B y bur­
rowing into a growing bud, the in ­
sect wil l cause distortion of the 
growing tip of the tree or its com­
plete death, resulting in misshapen 
and ugly trees.

The . p lumbuig system constitutes 
a v i ta l workmg part of a house, but 
because it is largely concealed be­
hind wal l s and under floors, most 
home owners are at a loss to check 
its efficiency. 

1. T o check whether pipes are 
large enough, leave the water run-
ning full force in the kitchen and 
turn it on at the same time in the 
bathroom. If there is a marked re-
duction in the flow, then i t may be 
t ime to get some advice f rom 
reliable plumber . 

2. Check fixtures to see whether 
they are chipped or scratched. 

3. To save redecorating costs, be 
sure that bathroom floors and walls 
are surfaced with waterproof ma-
terials. Because it is moisture-proof 
and permanent in color, ceramic tile 
is an ideal bathroom mater ia l . Cer­
amic tile contractors in your com­
munity can show colors and pat­
terns to blend or contrast with 
plumbing fixture colors and can 
demonstrate inexpensive new ways 
to replace substitute floor and wa l l 
coverings. 

4. Drop a cigarette in the bowl of 
the water closet and then flush it. 
It should flush completely and refill 

' quietly. 
5. Check finishes in shower stalls 

and on wal ls around shower fix­
tures. A mater ia l such as ceramic 
tile, which won't be damaged b y 
steam, is a necessity for such places. 

6. Inspect sinks, wash basins and 
bathtub for rust stauis. They indi­
cate leaky faucets, and you may 
have not only to repair faucets but 
also replace the damaged fixtures. 

7. Check t i l ing around tub. If 
there i s a tubshower, the ceramic 
tile work should extend to the height 
of the shower curtain ba r or to the 
ceil ing. 

W E E D K I L L E R 
Weeds cannot grow in a gravel 

drive that has been sprinkled heav­
i ly with a salt solution. 

Extension service recommends that 
spraying be done immediately on all 
pines in this area. Homeowners have 
a choice of materials to use, but 
they should realize that the control 
period is very short — only about 
seven days f rom the time th 
caterpillars begin to move. 

Wi th an ordinary sprayer home 
owners can use D D T in the 50 per­
cent wettable powder form at four 
tablespoons per gaiion, or the 25 
percent emuisified (iiquid) form 
usmg 8 teaspoons per gallon, spray-
m g the trees to the potat of run-off. 

The most important part of the 
tree to spray w i l l be the buds, be­
cause this is where the worm is 
heading when he emerges from be­
neath patches of pitch or dead 
growth from iast year, but spray 
the entire tree. 

The moth itself does not do any 
damage to pines, but it wi i i lay 
eggs on the surface of needles and 
twigs near branch tips, which wi l l 
hatch into the caterpi l lar which then 
bores into the needle bases nearest 
to i t . This boring causes a flow of 
pitch which hardens over the bud, 
covering up the caterpi i iar ' s burrow. 

The winter is passed as a cater 
p i l la r in the bud or under the hard-
ed pi tch. In the spring, the half-
grown caterpil lar leaves its winter 
home and bores into an uninjured 
shoot. In late M a y or early June 
the caterpii lar becomes fuiiy grown 
and pupates inside the damaged 
slioot, where it is protected against 
insecticides. It emerges in iate June 
as the moth. 

If there is severe infestation later 
sprayings about June 20th and June 
30th wi i l help, but they are not as 
effective as if they were applied 
now. Pruning of pines between June 
20th and July .5th wi l l also help in 
controlling this insect.

One year ago M a y 8 on a baiitiy F r i d a y afternoon i i teraily min-
utes after Nort i iv i i ie sciiools were dismissed aii a rmy jet plunged 
Into tiie ground some 200 feet from scliool playgrounds. 

And wiiiie It was proclaimed a " m i r a c l e " that the piioliess craft 
didn't cause greater damage and loss of iife, the fact remains two 
chiidren were badly burned and hospitalized for many weelts. 

Dav id and Beth K i n g have undergone series of skin graftings; 
they sti i i face the ordeal of plastic surgery. 

While no amount of money lessens tlic strain that parents 
Iccl wlicn their ci i i idren arc seriously hurt, the Inck of avnllabie 
funds for the i ieavy expense is one more concern. 

In the case of Pol ice Chief and M r s . Eugene K i n g no govern-
ment settiement has been reached as yet. It ̂  is m y understanding 
that an appropriation b i i i may be introduced m the United States 
house of represenalives in the near future. 

There could be further deiays. Lega l complications always enter 
into matters of this k ind. Reaching an agreement on the amount of 
settiement is never easy. 

It may be true that in our community i t is not terribiy difficult 
for a well-known and respected family to meet a financiai situation 
of this k ind. I understand that many citizens and Iocai organizations 
have pledged assistance. 

S i i i l , in the age of increasing a i r travel, rockets, missiles 
and other flying objects, it seems reasonable lhat where the 
government Is involved a l least, some "emergency" fund should 
be established (o provide immediate relief until a final settle­
ment can be reached. 

I am aware that from a legal standpoint this suggestion might 
appear unadvisable. In matters l ike this, the usual advice iS "don't 
sign anything." 

But there wi i l be other days like M a y 8, 1959 in other commu­
nities where volunteer assistance may not be readily avaiiabie. And 
while providing temporary emergency funds — with no interest or 
"s t r ings" attiiched - may be a smai l part indeed in the total prob­
lem surrounding such incidents, it would eliminate one worry. 

The greatest effort, of course, should be directed at cor­
recting conditions that permit these accidents to happen. 

• • • 

It's that time of year again when counties and the state begin 
determining what our assessed valuations w i l l be for the new year. 

A s you know by now (but each year i t ' s easy to forget) the proc­
ess works something l ike this: 

F i r s t the local assessing authority sets down what the properly 
assessments should be; 

Then the county lakes a look and applies the oid equalization 
factor; 

F ina l iy , tlie state lakes its turn at bat and another factor is ap­
plied, higher (nalurai iy) than tiie county determination. 

Here 's the story currentiy circulat ing in tax ci rc les : 
This year the state wi i i seek a 13 percent "across the board" 

increase in assessed valuations. 

If it is aiiowed, this s imply means that the state equalized 
assessed v.-iiuation of a i l properly would be 13 percent higher 
than last year. 

Thus, if our assessments are unchanged otherwise, and our 
school and county mil iage rate remained-the same, we could expect 
a 13 percent tax boost on this basis.

A Taxpayers ' F i n a n c i a l P rob l em 

Most readers know that inflation 
has made such an impact upon our 
coileges that fees have been con-
stantiy increased year after year . 
Today we are faiiing to deveiop 
some of our best brains because 
many br i l l iant high school graduates 
just cannot afford college. 

T o . s l o w down this ever-accelerat­
ing sp i ra i of educational costs, and 
to attract and iiold better faculty, 
it has been proposed that the col­
leges mass-produce students as an 
automobile factory mass-produces 
cars. Theoret ical ly, if a professor 
teaches 50 in a ciass instead of 
25 students, he has doubied his pro­
duction. Greater productivity should 
cut operating costs and in turn lead 
to higher salaries. Another sugges­
tion is to chop out of the cur r i cu lum 
the many courses of study for which 
demand is slight and ciasses sma i i . 
I personally do not believe in iarge 
classes; but I do believe that both 
high schoois and colleges could omit 
many courses which are now clut­
tering up educational efficiency. 

Reactions to Economics 
Reactions to these plans have 

been violent. Educators everywhere 
have been vociferous in their oppo­
sition. They argue that students 'are 
not to be shaped on a production 
line as chunks of metal are mii ied 
and bored for engine blocks. The 
large lecture ha l l , educators r ightly 
contend, wouid then become iittie 
more than a means for transferring 
the professor's notes to the students' 
notebooks. A coiiege education is 
not just c r amming the mind with 
facts about histoi-y or science or 
business. There must be reaction by 
students; where there is no reac­
tion, there is no learning. Ideas 
must be chewed, digested, assimi-
iated into the student's own phii-
osopliy. To effect this reaction an 
instructor must chailenge his stu­
dents, iisten to their questions, cri t i-

cize or encourage them. Educat ion 
is the sum totai of one's deveiop-
ment of character, one's attitude and 
reactions to i ife. With such educa­
tionai goals I ful ly agree. 

Ye t if the average high schooi or 
coiiege would be iionest about how 
effectiveiy it is accomplishing these 
goals, a i i it has to do i s to seek the 
opinion of its most mature students. 
Wiien it does, this I wager, many an 
administrator w i l l be shocked to 
learn how many instructors are 
compiete bores. The question of 
cutting out courses is entirely dif-
ferent; when only a few students 
want a certain course, let them go 
to a nearby college and get i t . Such 
courses should be taught by only 
one college within a radius of 15 
miles. 

Rea l P r o b l e m Is One of Values 

A look at our national appetite for 
a good time, our nationai pastime 
of beli t t i ing things intellectual, our 
accelerating divorce rate, our 
shrinking from unpleasant responsi­
bilities, our shocking juvenile delm-
quency, and our measurement of 
"success" in terms of mater ia l -pos­
sessions, makes one wonder just 
how effective is the present educa­
tionai method which our educators 
so stoutly defend. 

What k ind of citizens have we af­
ter they have graduated f rom col­
lege? Have they developed habits 
of straight thinking? A r e they in-
tellectually honest? Have they -made 
their neighborhoods any better? 
Have they produced better chiid­
ren? A r e they any freer of preju­
dice? Do they cherish and work for 
spir i tual values for their communi­
ty, the nation, and the world? These 
are what w i l l make us o r break us 
in our academic struggle for world 
leadership. Whi le there may not be 
any easy academic short cut, I be­
lieve there must be a less costly 
way to sound education. Taxpayers 
who foot the bi i is have the right to 
expect methods that w i i l produce 
much better education at niuch 
lower cost. 

* R u m i was both an outstanding ed­
ucator and an astute businessman. 
He and the iate Donaid- Moi r i son , 
former provost of Dartmouth col­
lege were commissioned to study 
the financiai problems of our col­
leges. The results of this study are 
reported in " M e m o to a Coiiege

M I C H I G A N ' S 30,000 state employes 
can iook forward lo a gradual — 
but not rad ica l — change in opera­
tion of the state's c i v i l service mer­
it system. 

The changes, some long overdue, 
wii i be made by F r a n k i m K . DeWaid, 
who recentiy succeeded Ar thur G . 
Rasch as state personnel director. 

Although DeWaid is expected to 
do some overhauling and modemi:!-
ing of civi l service operations, he 
wi i l not be the " s t rong" director that 
Rasch was pr ior to his retirement. 

* * • 
In that respect, Rasch ' s retire­

ment marked the end of an era that 
began January 1, 1941, when c iv i l 
service became a constitutional 
agency following approvai of a con­
stitutional amendment by the voters, 

Thomas J . Wiison was the first 
director under constitutional c iv i l 
service and he named Rasch his top 
assistant a year later. 

Both men had been auto dealers m 
Grand Rapids and wei'e good friends. 
Together, they safely guided c iv i i 
service through its ear ly years when 
many politicians tried to scuttle the 
system and replace it with the 
"spoiis sys tem". 

* * * 
Rasch stepped into the N o . 1 spot 

in 1948 foiiowing Wilson's death and 
continued most of the policies he 
and Wilson had developed together. 

" M a n y politicians wi l l never un­
derstand the meri t system chiefly 
because they don't want to," Rasch 
says.

DeWaid, who came to Michigan 

from a top government personnel 
post in Washington, br ings with h im 
many new ideas which he is expect­
ed to initiate in an effort to stream-
iine the agency's operations. 

However, the basic philosophy of 
c i v i l service w i l l be the same as it 
was during the nearly 20 years that 
Wiison and Rasch were at the he lm.

The one b ig difference from now 

on wi i i be lhat the four-member c iv i i 
service commission w i l l exercise 
greater policy control than ever be­
fore. The era of the " s t rong" di­
rector has ended. 

DeWaid , a native of Fo r t Wayne, 
Ind., has been in government per­
sonnel work since 1938 after receiv­
ing a doctor's degree in law. 

H i s most recent post has been as 
director of c iv i l i an personnel for the 
U . S . N a v y . The navy 's personnel 
program is considered one of the 
best in the country.

A blue-ribbon board, made up of 

top personnel executives from in­
dustry and government, conducted 
the examination for the new person­
nel director. The c iv i i service com­
mission named DeWaid after iie 

finished first among 23 persons who 
took the exam.

A L T H O U G H T H E number of traf­

fic fatalities increased in Michigan 
last year , a report shows traffic 
deaths per vehicle have been steadi­
l y deci ining in Detroi t during the 
last 30 years . 

The Traff ic Safety Associat ion of 
Detroit reported that dur ing the 
1920's, an average of 316 persons 
were k i l led each year on ' Detroit 
streets and highways when an aver­
age of only 373,000 cars were oper­
ating. 

Dur ing the 1930's, the traffic death 
rate dropped to 302 per year and 
the average number of cars rose to 
501,000. 

Traff ic deaths plunged to an av­
erage of 206 in the 1940's and num­
ber of cars averaged 659,000. 

D u r i n g the 1950's, an average of 
201 persons lost their l ives every 
year i n Detroit traffic mishaps al­

though auto registrations rose to an 
average of 1,094,000. 

The report said there was an av­
erage of one traffic death for every 
1,100 motor vehicles on the road dur-
ing the 1920's.

. " I f this ratio had been mauitained, 

.through subsequent decades, Detroit 
would have recorded nearly 1,000 
traffic deaths last year instead of 
184," the report said. 

Detroit 's experience disproves the 
theory that the number of motor ve­
hicle deaths in a community i s d i -
rectiy related to the number of 
cars . But it does prove that a de­
termined and co-ordinated attack on 
traffic accidents, such as Detroit 
launched 20 years ago, does pay off.

Book shelves for the proposed 
N o v i public l ibrary located next to 
the vi l lage ba l l were assured M o n -
day night b y the action of the 
township board. 

B o a r d .jjiembers agreed tc pur-
chase sheiving as soon as they re­
ceive a specific request from the 
Fr iends of the N o v i L i b r a r y com­
mittee. . Approximately $209 worth 
of shelving, which was authorized 
earlier by the board, has aiready 
been installed. 

According to Township Clerk H a d ­
ley Bachert, the additionai shelves 
needed to complete installation 
probably w i l l cost close to $500. 

Bachert indicated that an inves­
tigation of the floor m the s m a l l 
frame building, which was first used 
by the National Bank of Detroit 
and later donated to the township, 
hidicated that it was sufficiently 

Miss Choquet seconded Anderson's 
motion to amend the budget,, but 
the motion died as the three other 
members voted against i t . 

Aithough Councilwoman Choquet 
voted for the amendment she later 
indicated that she might have voted 
agamst the budget for other rea­
sons. Specificaiiy, she said she ob­
jected to the budget's contingency 
fund for saiary increases. She did 
not eiaborate. 

The approved fiscal budget cal ls 
for" an outlay of $177,772 — or ap­
proximately $8,000 more than was 
inciuded in the first f iscal budget. 
However, the 1959-60 budget o f 
$185,893 mcluded $25,000 for repay­
ment of a loan used for operat ing 
the viiiage between the t ime it was 
incorporated and the start of the 
fiscal year — a period of more thaii 
six months. 

Las t year Anderson voted against 
the 1959-60 budget for the same 
reason — that it contained no pro-
vision for chloriding. H e was alone 
in his vote then, however, as the 
four other councilmen voted to ap­
prove it. 

The counciiman contends that 
chloriding is an economical means 
of maintainuig roads while satisfy­
ing the majority of N o v i ci t izens. 
On the other hand, at least three 
other councilmen contend that mon­
ey for chloride can be better used 
for sand and gravel in bui ld ing up 
poor roadbeds. They add that their 
job is not aiways to take the popu­
la r step but in this case to do what 
is most beneficial for the v i i iage 
road system. ' . ' 

The public meet ing was marked 
with freqiient cr i t ic isms of Vi l l age 
Manager F r e d Olson. Several m e m ­
bers of the audience pofated out 
that road department officials could 
do no work on the roads without 
first consuiting the manager — who 
accorduig to one citizen "never 
saw a gravel road before comuig 
here." Another suggested that the 
vi l lage could be better operated i f 
the m a n a g e r was removed. 
Throughout these personal t i rades , 
Olson remamed silent.

., Act ion to table the former was 
prompted by the absence of the 
owner at the hearing. The plan-
ning board members took their ac-
tion on t h i s r e q u e s t , w h i c h 
was later approved by the council , 
because Cornweil was not present 
to present his case and because 
there was no one else present to 
urge re-zoning. 

In mak ing his original request for 
a new zontag classification, Corn­
wei l told board members that a 
supermarket chain wanted to pur-
chase his property and erect the 
shopping center. 

P lans that he submitted to the 
board cal led for a supermarket at 
the corner with adjoining stores 
stretching either north along Novi 
road or east along 10 M i l e road. 
Cornwei l said establishment of the 
center was not expected immedl-

ately. However, the property must 
be purchased and the zoning desig-
nation ftaalized to permit planning 
of the center, he explained. 

Accordhig to one planner, the 
board " c e r t a i n l y ' ' would have ap-
proved the new zonhig had Corn-
wel l been present at the hearing. 

The Taylor request was first turn­
ed down by the planning board at 
the hearing, then tabled pending 
more specific information as to 
what kind of commercia l establish­
ment was planned for the comer . 

A n attorney, who represented the 
Taylors at the heartag, told board 
members that his clients were "not 
sure" what . commerc ia l develop­
ment might occur at the corner — 
a site of approximately three acres. 

E a r l i e r the Taylors had told plan­
ning board members that the prop­
erty would be used as a service 
station site. 

ance work under the county. 
In answer to the latter statement, 

another citizen suggested that if the 
people were dissatisfied wi th roads 
under the vil lage they should move 
to return road matatenance to the 
county — ' ' the coiinty would be 
more than happy to get them, ' ' he 
added. 

The council 's answers to these 
protests and statements tacluded: 

— That the state and the county 
remove a coihbtaed total of 20 per­
cent of these road monies for 
overhead costs before the money is 
given to the v i l l age ; 

— That the state recognizes that 
part of the money must be used for 
vi l lage overhead expenses; 

— That Oakland county's expen-
dlture for actual road work before 
Incorporation was considerably less 
than the vi l lage expenditure; 

— That the state requires that 70 
percent -of its monies be used on . 
ma in roads and 30 percent on sec-
ondary roads; 

— and that 75 percent of the v l l -
lage roads are termed secondary 
roads and 25 percent are ma in 
roads, thus the greatest amount of 
money i s used for the fewest num-
her of roads. 

Pub l i c cr i t ic ism of work by. road 
department personnel prompted 
Counci lman Den Lenheiser to state 
that he planned to recommend to 
the council that road personnel be 
trained by county road personnel. 
Although no action was taken at the 
public hearing, the council m e m ­
bers unofficially agreed that this 
trntatag- w i l l be forthcoming,-
