SPEAXKING

One year ago May 8 on a balmy Friday afternoon literally min-
utes after Northville schools were dismissed an army jel plunged
into the ground some 200 feet from school playgrounds.

And while it was proclaimed a “miracle” that the pilotless craft
didn't cause greater damage and loss of life, the fact remains two
children were badly burned and hospitalized for many weeks.

David and Beth King have undergone series of skin graftings;
they still face the ordeal of plastic surgery.

Whiile no amount of money lessens (he strain that parents
feel when their children are serfously hurt, the lack of avallable
funds for the heavy expense is one more concern.

In the case of Police Chief and Mrs, Eugene King no govern-
ment settlement has been reached as yet. It is my understanding
that an appropriation bill may be introduced in the United States
house of represenatives in the near future,

There could pe further delays. Legal complications always enter
into matters of this kind. Reaching an agreement on the amount of

settlement is never easy.

It may be true that in our community it is not terribly difficult
for a well-known and respected family to meet a financial situation
of this kind. I understand that many citizens and local organizations

have pledged assistance,

Still, In the age of increasing air travel, rockets, missiles
and other flying objects, it seems reasonable that where the
government Is involved al least, some “emergency’ fund should
be established to provide immediate relief uniil a final settle-

ment can he reached.

I am aware that from a legal standpoint this suggestion might
appear unadvisable, In matters like this, the usual advice is “don‘t

sign anything.”

But there will be ather days like May 8, 1959 in other commu-
nities where volunteer assistance may not be readily available. And
while providing temporary emergency funds — with no interest or
“strings” attnched — may be a small part indeed in the total prob-
lem surrounding such incidents, it would eliminate one worry.

The greatest effort, of course, should be directed af cor-
recting conditlons that permit these accidents to happen.

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It's that time of year again when counties and the state begin
determining what our assessed valuations will be for the new year.
As you know by now (but each year it’s easy to forget) the prac-

ess works something like this:

First the local assessing authority sets down what the property

assessments should be;

Then the ‘county takes a look and applies the old equalization

factor;

Finally, the state takes its turn at bat and another factor is ap-
plied, higher (naturally) than the county determination.

Here's the story currently circulating in tax circles:

This year the state will seek a 13 percent “‘across the hoard"

increase in assessed valualions.

If it is allowed, this simply means (hat the sfale equalized
assessed valuation of all property would be 13 percent higher

than Iast year.

Thus, if our assessments are unchanged otherwise, and our
school and county millage rate remained the same, we could expect
a 13 percent tax boost on this basis,

It might not happen, but in pure theory, it could.
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Cutting Education Costs

Babson Park, Mass. — Probably
no event this past year in higher
education has stirred up more of a
furor than the late Beardsley
Ruml’s* plan for curing the fiscal
ailments of our colleges.

A Taxpayers’ Financial Problem

Most readers know that inflation
has made such an impact upon our
colleges that fees have been con-
stantly increased year after year.
Today we are failing to develop
some of our best brains because
many brilliant high school graduates
just cannot afford college.

To.slow down this ever-accelerat-
ing spiral of educational costs, and
to attract and hold better faculty,
it has been proposed that the col-
leges mass-produce students as an
automobile factory mass-produces
cars. Theoretically, if a professor
teaches 50 in a class instead of
25 students, he has doubled his pro-
duction, Greater productivity should
cut operating costs and in turn lead
to higher salaries. Another sugges-
tion is to chop out of the curriculum
the many courses of study for which
demand is slight and classes small.
I personally do not believe in large
classes; but I do believe that both
high schools and colleges could omit
many courses which are now clut-
tering up educational efficiency.

Reactions to Economles
Reactions to these plans have

been violent. Educators everywhere
have been vociferous in their oppo-

| sition. They argue that students’are

not to be shaped on a production
line as chunks of metal are milled
and bored for engine blocks. The
large lecture hall, educators rightly
contend, would then become little
more than a means for transferring
the professor’s notes to the students’
nolebooks, A college education is
not just eramming the mind with
facts about history or science or
business. There must be reaction by
students; where there is no reac-
tion, there is no learning. Ideas
must be chewed, digested, assimi-
lated into the student's own phil-
osophy. To effect this reaction an
instructor must challenge his stu-
dents, listen to their questions, criti-
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cize or encourage them, Education
is the sum total of one’s develop-
ment of character, one’s attitude and
reactions to life. With such educa-
tional goals I fully agree,

Yet if the average high school or
college would be honest about how
effectively it is accomplishing these
goals, all it has to do is to seek the
opinion of its most mature students.
When it does, this I wager, many an
administrator will be shocked to
learn how many instructors are
complete bores. The question of
cutting out courses js entirely dif-
ferent; when only a few students
want a certain course, let them go
to a nearby college and get it. Such
courses should be taught by only
one college within a radius of 15
miles.

Real Problem Is One of Values

A look at our national appetite for
a good time, our national pastime
of belittling things intellectual, our
accelerating divorce rate, our
shrinking from unpleasant responsi-
bilities, our shocking juvenile delin-
quency, and our measurement of
“success” in terms of material pos-
sessions, makes one wonder just
how effective is the present educa-
tional method which our educators
so stoutly defend.

What kind of citizens have we af-
ter they have graduated from col-
lege? Have they developed habits
of straight thinking? Are they in-
tellectually honest? Have they made
their neighborhoods any better?
Have they produced better child-
ren? Are they any freer of preju-
dice? Do they cherish and work for
spiritual values for their communi-
ty, the nation, and the world? These
are what will make us or break us
in our academic struggle for world
leadership. While there may not be
any easy academic short cut, I be-
lieve there must be a less castly
way to sound education. Taxpayers
who foot the bills have the right to
expect methods that will preduce
much better education at much
lower cost,

*Ruml was both an outstanding ed-
ucator and an astute businessman.
He and the late Donald' Morrison,
former provost of Dartmouth col-
lege were commissioned to study
the financial problems of our col-
leges. The results of this study are
reported in “Memo to a College
Trustee”’ published by McGraw-
Hill, 1959,

MICHIGAN'S 30,000 state employes
can look forward to a gradual —
but not radical — change in opera-
tion of the state’s civil service mer-
it system.

The changes, some long overdue,
will be made by Franklin K. DeWald,
who recently succeeded Arthur G.
Rasch as state personne] director,

Although DeWald is expected to
do some overhauling and moderniz-
ing of civil service operations, he
will not be the “strong’’ director that
Rasch was prior to his retirement.

In that respect, Rasch’s retire-
ment marked the end of an era that
began January 1, 1941, when civil
service became a constitutional
agency following approval of a con-
stitutional amendment by the voters.

Thomas J. Wilson was the first
director under constitutional civil
service and he named Rasch his top
assistant a year later.

Both men had been auto dealers in
Grand Rapids and were good friends.
Together, they salely guided civil
service through its early years when
many politicians tried to scuttle the
system and replace it with the
“spoils system". .

Rasch stepped into the No. 1 spot
in 1948 following Wilson’s death and
continued most of the policies he
and Wilson had developed together,

“Many politicians will never un-
derstand the merit system chiefly
because they don’t want to,” Rasch
says.

DeWald, who came to Michigan
from a top government personnel
post in Washington, brings with him
many new Ideas which he is expect-
ed to initiate in an effort to stream-
line the agency’s operations.

However, the basic philosophy of
civil service will be the same as it
was during the nearly 20 years that
Wilson and Rasch were at the helm,

The one big difference from now
on will be that the four-member civil
service commission will exercise
greater policy control than ever be-
fore. The era of the “strong” di-
rector has ended.

DeWald, a native of Fort Wayne,
Ind., has been in government per-
sonnel work since 1938 after receiv-
ing a doctor's degree in law.

His most recent post has been as
director of civilian personne! for the
U.S. Navy. The navy's personnel
program is considered one of the
best in the country,

During the 1930's, the traffic death
rate dropped to 302 per year and
the average number of cars rose to
501,000,

erage of 206 in the 1940’s and num-
ber of cars averaged 659,000

had predicted a population of
7,000 or more,

According to figures released
this week by the Oakland county
census department, the combined
village and township count is
5,423 — an increase of 32 per-
cent over the 1950 census figure
of 4,086.

Just last Monday planning board
members discussed the cbvious af-
fect a heavily increased population
would have on master planning, At
least one member predicted a much
larger population based on heavy
increases in school enrollments.

Although the population is high
percentage wise, other officlals had
pointed to a figure closer to 8,000,

A breakdown of the unofficial
figures shows that there are 5,360

residenis {n the village, only 83 iy
‘the_unincorporated township area,

Annexations and the withdrawal
of Wixom from Novi township un-
doubtedly affected this 1960 census
figure, but certainly not to the ex-
tent that many. suspected.

Wixom, according to the 1960 cen-
sus, has a population of 1,459. How-
ever, the heaviest populated area
in that neighboring city lies within
what was once part of Com-
merce township ~ .not Novi town-
ship,

Less than 150 residents were in-
volved in the recent two annexations
to the city of Northville.

The 32 percent Increase probah-
ly will mean an Increase In re-
turnsg from Intangible, sales, motor
vehicle and highway taxes. It is
estimated that the average in-
crease throughout the state may
reach 25 percent, Using this fig-

Novi, Wixom Learn
Equalized Valuation

Oakland county handed Wixom a
three percent reduction in its equal-
ized valuation and left Novi town-

year in its determination of prop-
erty valuations in the communities.

Wixom was equalized to a valua-
tion of $18,394,13¢4 from $11,237,155
assessed. This makes Wixom’s
county equalization factor 1.64.

Last year Wixom smarted under
a 194 equalization factor and pro-
tested, but to no avail. The assess-
ed valuation of Wixom in 1959 was
9,763,920, equalized to $18,982,952
by the county. ‘

Novi's new equalized valuation is
$17,439,400. The valuation as de-
termined by the local assessor is
$11,533,050. The Novi equalization
factor is 1,509, down slightly from
1959's 1.514, Last year Novi's total
county equalized valuation was
$16,946, 682,

Novi's 1960-61 fiscal village budget, which provides for a
maximum levy of 5 mills, was approved Saturday at the communi.
ty building by a 3-2 council vote. -

The approval squeaked through after ncarly four hours of
questioning and angry protests by some 35 residents who attended

Miss Choquet seconded Anderson’s
motion to amend the budget, but
the motion died as the three other
members voted against it.
Although Councilwoman Choquet
voted for the amendment she later
indicated that she might have voted
against the budget for other rea-
sons. Specifically, she said she ob-
jected to the budget's contingency
fund for salary increases. She did
not elaborate.

The approved fiscal budget calls
for an outlay of $177,772 — or ap-
proximately $8,000 more than was
included in the first fiscal budget.
However, the 1959-60 budget of
$185,893 included $25,000 for repay-
ment of a loan used for operating
the village between the time it was
incorporated and the start of the
fiscal year — a period of more than
six months,

Last year Anderson voted against
the 1959-60 budget for the same
reason — that it contained no pro-
vision for chloriding, He was alone
in his vote then, however, as the
four other councilmen voted to ap-
prove it.

The councilman contends that
chloriding is an economical means
of maintaining roads while satisfy-
ing the majority of Novi citizens.
On the other hand, at least three
other councilmen contend that mon-
ey for chloride can be better used
for sand and gravel in building up
poor roadbeds. They add that their
job is not always to take the popu-
lar step but in this case to do what
is most beneficial for the village

The public meeting was marked

The principle can
be used to emphasize a fireplace wall or the wall behind a furniture

New Look

Twenty-five million older homes
need to be re-landscaped to increase
their livability and maintain their
values in the real estate markets,
it is estimated by the American As-
sociation of Nurserymen, Re-land-
scaping can increase the resale val-
ue up to 25 perceént or more, com-
pared to the home whose plantings
are so overgrown as to detract from
realty values, it is reporied.

Re-landscaping can be made to
pay a bonus of a garden living room
by transplanting trees and shrubs,
unless they are diseased from lack
of care, or unsightly, in which case
they should be discarded. Often
these shrubs can be grouped to pro-
vide a background for a new rose
or flower garden.

Year 'Round Beauly

Strive for all-year, everlasting
beauty in your renewed foundation
planting, Consult your local nursery-
man for shadings of foliage color
as well as flower color and form.
The grays and greens and light
blues of foliage offer interesting
contrasts.

The purpose of the foundation
planting is to frame the house. It
cannot do this if it has become so
overgrown that it obscures windows
and darkens rooms inddors.

Plan the new foundation planting
in gentle curves rather than straight,
rigid lines. You want a free, nat-
wral-flowing  planting  undulating
around the base of a home, supply-
ing a wealth of color and contrast.

Your nurseryman can tell you
which shrubs and trees will best
be suited to the particular archi-
tecture of your home. If convenient
show him a photo or a simple plan
of the property that you can draw
to scale.

How to Combat ‘Red Mites’

The first complaints against red
clover mites are beginning to come
into the office of the Wayne County
Cooperative Extension service.

Both the spring and the fall are
times when these small red insects,
that look as small as dots, plague
the housewife. The mites do not
do any actual damage inside the
home but they can stain wallpaper,

ete., if they are killed by crushing.-

There are several things a home-

owner can do to protect himself

against this pest. First of all, a strip
18-inches wide should be cleared of

grass around the house, particularly-

on sunny sides of the house. Shrubs

and flowers are alright because the

mites will not cross open soil or
upright plants, but move on grass
or low-growing weeds. Secondly, a
thorough spraying with one of the
following materials outside will help

greatly:

1, A mixture of malathion and te-
dion: follow directions on the pack-
age. This is one of the best sprays
for this purpose. Spray the lawn,
ground, shrubs, house, etc.;

2. Ovex: two tablespoons per gal-
lon of water, or 2 pounds per 100
gallons. .

3. Malathion: 50-57 percent emul-
sion. Use four teaspoons per gallon
of water, or 2 pints per 100 gallons.

4, Chlorobenzilate: 25 percent wet-
table powder. Use 3 tablespoons to
one gallon of water, or 3 lbs. per
100 gallons,

Repeat as needed with these
sprays. Ovex kills mainly the eggs,
while malathion and chlorobenzilate
kill the adults. Tedion will kill both
the eggs and adults. Since these are
somewhat poisonous” to the user,
care should be taken in handling.

How To Do It

Stake out boundaries of the found-
ation with sticks and string. Exca-
vate to the required depth. Next

Pour concrete to top of the form
and skim it level with a flat wood-
en trowel. Allow to set for 2 days.

AN ORDINANCE ENACTED UN-.
DER ACT 184, PUBLIC ACT OF
1943 OF THE STATE OF MICHI-
GAN, AS AMENDED, TO PROVIDE
FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT OF
ZONING DISTRICTS LYING WHOL-

NORTHVILLE, WAYNE COUNTY,
MICHIGAN, WITHIN WHICH ZON-

TENTS AND TRAILER COACHES,
THE HMEIGHT, THE AREA, THE

AREA OF YARDS, COURTS AND
OTHER OPEN SPACES, AND THE

TRE TOWNSHIP OF
NORTHVILLE ORDAINS:

PART I. That the Zoning Ordin-
ance of the Township of Northville
is hereby amended by the addition
of a new Article to appear and be-
come known as Article IV-A, R-1-H
COUNTRY HOMES DISTRICTS, as
follows:

ARTICLE IV-A
R-1-H COUNTRY HOMES
DISTRICTS

Section 4A.01. USES PERMITTED.
In all R-1-H Districts no building or
land, except as otherwise provided
in this Ordinance, shall be erected
or used except for one or more of
the following specified uses:

(a) All uses permitted in an R-1-E

District, except the raising and

keeping of fowl.and/or rabbits or

other small animals and home
occupations, unless on approval of
the Board of Appeals.

4A.02 BUILDING HEIGHT. No
building, hereafter erected or alter-
ed, shall exceed thirty-five (35) feet
in height or two and one-half (2%)
slories, except as provided in Arti-
cle XII of this Ordinance.

4A.03. LOT AREA PER FAMILY.
In R-1-H Districts, each one family
dwelling, together with its acces-
scry  buildings, hereafter erected,
shall provide a lot ared of not less
than eighteen thousand (18,000)
square feet, and said lot shall
have a width of not less than
one hundred (100) feet at the
front or rear building line; provid-
ed, however, that these require-
ments- shall not apply -to any lot
which at the time this Ordinance
becomes effective is narrower at
the building line or lesser in area
than the specifications herein pro-
vided, if such lot was of record at
the time of the adoption of this Or-
dinance. .
4A.04. LOT COVERAGE, In R-I-H
Districts each one family dwelling,
together with its accessory build.
ings. hereafter erected on any lot,

shall not cover more than twenty-

five (25%) per cent of the area of
such lot.

4A.05. FRONT YARD. In R-1.H
Districts each one family dwelling
shall have a front yard of not less
than thirty-five (35) feet in depth.

4A.06. SIDE YARDS, In R-1H
Districts there shall be provided a
side yard on each side of every
principal building with a minimum
width of not less than eight (8) feet
for one side and the aggregate width
of both side yards shall not be less
than twenty (20) feet, and further
provided, that there shall be a dis-
tance of not less than twenty (20)
feet between the principal buildings.

4A,07. SIDE YARDS — NON-RES-
IDENTIAL USES. Every lot on
which is erected a principal build-
ing or structure used for non-dwell-
ing purposes, such structure, other
than its accessory building, shall
have a side yard on each side of
such structure, and each such side
yard shall not be less than thirty-

five (35) feet In width, with an in-
crease of one (1) foot in width for
each five (5) feet or part thereof
by which the said principal build-
ing or structure exceeds thirty-five
(35) feet in over-all dimension along
the side yard and also an additional
one (1) foot for every two (2) feet
in height in excess of thirty-five
(35) feet,

4A.08, SIDE YARDS ABUTTING
UPON A STREET. In R-1-H Dis-
tricts the width of the side yard
abutting upon a side street shall
not be less than thirty (30) feet.

4A09. REAR YARDS. In R-I-H
Districts each lot shall have a rear
yard of not less than fifty (50) feet
in depth.

4A.10. REAR YARDS ABUTTING
SIDE LOT LINES. Where a side
yard of an interior lot abuts a rear
yard of a corner lot or an alley
separating such lots, any accessory
building on the corner lot shall set
| back from the side street as far as

the dwelling on the interior lot,

4A.11, OFF-STREET PARKING.
Off-street parking shall be provided
as specified in Section 3.21 of this
Ordinance.

PART II. VALIDITY, ‘Should any
section, clause or provision of this
Ordinance be declared by the courts
to be invalid, the same shall not
affect the validity of the Ordinance
as a whole, or any part thereof, other
than the part so declared to be in-
valid,

PART III. CONFLICTING PROVI-
SIONS REPEALED. Any Ordinance
or parts of Ordinances in conflict,
herewith, are hereby repealed.

Announcement last week of the assessments as determined by
Wayne county stirred little more than casual interest in local tax-
payers. N

It created a storm in other communities — such as Livonia
and Plymouth where the county boosted the local assessments by
approximately 30 and 12 percent, respectively.

Basically, the reason, of course, is that in the city and town-
ship of Northville complete reappraisal programs have been under-
taken to bring properties up to more realistic valuations,

Bat: there is more 1o ihe problem than mercly placing
new assessments on property and then hoping for the best when
county and state “equalization faclors” are announced,

Evidence of this fact is the substantial reduction in equali-
zation received this year by the township.

Last year township assessments on land were increased by
$750,000 by the county resulling in an equalization factor of 1.09.
This year the county increase was only $281,000, for a six percent
drop to a factor of 1.03,

To the school and county taxpayer, this “factor” is an im-

portant figure, Eventually, (later this summer) the state will apply

its own factor to the county figure and then this final “state equal-
ization factor’ determines the valuation of property for the pur-
pose of applying the millage levy.

For example, if the state should boost county assessments
by 10 percent, this added to the three percent applied by the county
to township assessments would result in a 13 percent hoost in local
assessments, School and county millage is then applied against this
valuation to determine the individual tax bill,

The trick, therefore, is to keep assessments on property in
equal proportion to each other and close enough to the state level
to avoid high equalization.

The responsibility for this chore falls upon the assessor and
board ‘of review in the respective communities. By coincidence,
both the city and township came up with identical county factors.

The city had the same factor last year; but for the township
the reduction represents hours of work, conferences and a parcel-
by-parcel inspection of some 900 pieces of property.

Supervisor George Clark and board of review members Ralph
Gibson and Donald Robinson were convinced that in certain in-
stances the county had taken an ‘‘unrealistic” viewpoint of the
property values in the township. In some cases, the local officials
had to admit that their appraisals were low.

The result of the sessions with county tax officials was a
compromise where in many specilic cases the township raised its
appraisal of $300 per acre and the county lowered its $600 assess-
ment to $450,

Clark, Gibson and Robinson studied recent sales of township
land, talked to property owners, compared other areas and then
took their arguments to the county tax officials.

After these sessions the township received a net total reduc-
tion of $441,740 in land assessments. .

Some equalization remains, of course, because complete
agreement on land values could not be reached. But the township
made a giant stride forward toward gaining true equity for its
property-owning taxpayers.

And in the final analysis, the most this group can do is pro-
vide equality in its assessments. It has no control over the tax to
be levied.

Hawaiian Economy

Babson Park, Mass, — After a
long wait of about 60 years, the
Hawaiian Islands finally won state-
hood in 1959, I have had more than
a passing interest in this event for
srveral reasons. First, missionaries
from New England and their des-
cendants were leaders in the devel-
opment of the islands. Second, my
seafaring ancestors stopped at Ha-
waii on their trips to Asia. Finally
on these trans-Pacific runs my great
uncles gained an early insight into
the enterprising characteristics of
these Orientals and told me “bed-
time" stories about them.

Lessons for Democeracy

On my own visits to the Orient,
1 have stopped in Hawaii. One thing
which impressed me was the peace-
ful integration of the many different
races. Political leaders throughout
the world would do well to study the
orderly manner in which Hawaii
has absorbed its varying racial
groups without legislation or vie-
lence,

In view of the decline in Amer-
jcan prestige {hroughout the world,
it might be wise to study Ha-
wail's marvelous social, economic,
and political progress. This dem-
onstrates what can he accomplish-
ed under a democratic form of
government, if patience Is utilized.

The Hlawailan Economy

Hawaii has a per-capital income
rate which is about equal to the U.S.
average. However, since Hawaii
imports a considerable proportion
of its consumption requirements, an
inflow of outside funds is vital to
the survival and growth of its busi-
ness. The primary sources of funds
are federal povernment spending,
exports of sugar and pineapple, and
tourist trade, The mushrooming tour-
ist" business now directly accounts
for $100 million a year, and in addi-
tion attracts millions of dollars from
mainland interests for hotels, apart-
ments, and other developments.

Because of Hawaii’s strategic mil-
itary position, federal government
payrolls contribute 27 percent to
personal incomes. Employment in
wholesale and retail lines adds ano-
ther 11 percent, Incomes from rent-
als account for about 10 percent of
total earnings. Manufacturing and

state government payrolls ench con-
tribute 7 percent.

Hawaiion Investmenis

Invesiment opporiunities are
rather limited. However, the “Big’
Five” blue-chip companics ~— Al-
exander & Baldwin, American
Factors, C. Brewer & Company,
Castle & Cooke, and Theo. H.
Davies & Company — pariicipate
in virtually all phases of the Ha-
wiian cconomy,

Ulility stocks, such as Hawalian
Electric, Hawaiian Telephone, and
Honolulu Gas, have done well, The
two leading banks — Bishop National
and Bank of Hawaii — also have had
substantial growth.

ITawalian Real Esfate

For many years the island of Qahu
has been enjoying a building and
real estate boom. Property values
have been steadily bid up by the
influx of population from the “out-
side” islands, by the increase in
“mainland settlers”, and even by
some of the servicemen stationed in
Hawail. Superimposed upon this is
the upsurge in tourist trade.

On the outside islands, where the
population is sparse, there is plenty
of land available. Hence, with Oahu
allegedly becoming too commercial-
ized, it may be that the maximum
stimulus to realty values will ac-
crue to the benefit of the islands
of Hawaii, Maui and Kauai, There
the placid atmosphere and natural
beauties remain virtually untouched,
while parts of Honolulu are becom-
ing a “Coney Island”.

I am not now in favor of direct
investments in our Fiftieth State,
but the possibility of certain indi-
rect investments might be consider-
ed. Airlines such as United, Pan
American, and Northwest serve the
islands. The Sheraton and Kaiser
interests own hotels there, and Hil-
ton may soon enter the race, Cer-
tain merchandising companies, such
as Sears Roebuck, maintain profit-
able outlets in Hawaii, Stocks of the
sugar and pineapple companies
which have large land holdings, par-
ticularly on Oahu, naturally have
been receiving considerable investor
speculative interest, But this may
prove to be an unwise choice for
investment at this time.

More Village Problems

Petitions calling for a village
referendum to decide, whether
or not 108 acres of Pontiac trail
property should be rezoned for
R-3 or crailer park use were
submitted to the council Mon-
day night.

The petitions, which contain
signatures .of 392 residents of
the village, are expected to be
certified this week by the clerk.
Certification is almost assured
since only 255 signatures of quali-
fied electors are needed to call for
the referendum.

Presumably, the council will set
a date for the speclal election at
its next meeting following a re-
port by the clerk, If the petitions
are certified and the council sets
a date, the election will mark the
second zoning referendum in the
village since Incorporation,

Last September village residents
voted to uphald the rezoning of the
Nine Mile farm property of Arthur
Heslip from an agricultural to an
industrial classification, The vote
was 532-388,

This latest referendum move was
sparked by the council’s action last
month in approving the rezoning of
the Glenn Buffmyer property locat-
ed on Pontiac trail between Beck
and West roads from an agricultural
to an R-3 classification, The 3-2
council vote followed a 5-2 decision
by the planning board to recom-
mend the rezoning.

Many of the residents who op-
posed the Heslip property rezon-
ing also have indicated their op-
position to this latest zoning

shange. However, the ~main ob-
jectlons have come from the West
Shore community asseciation
which Is made up of members liv-
ing a short distance east of the
Pontiac trail property.

Donsald Woodward, who steadfast-
ly maintains that he and his neigh-
bors as well as many other citizens
were ‘‘sold down the drain” by the
council’s action, presented the peti-
tions to the council.

Members of the association are
particularly dismayed and angry
because, they point out, one of the
present councilmen, Joseph Crupi,
who voted for rézoning had been a
principal opponent of the Heslip
rezoning case before his election.

The affizm1%»a vole be 122 rune
cil last month was based primarily
upon the contention of the village
attorney and the planning consul-
tant that to turn down the R-3 re-
quest would invile a court suit
which more than likely would lead
to a reversal of the council’s stand.

These two men contend that the
village must provide acreage for
a ftrailer park since the ordin-
ance provides for such a classl-
fication. They point Lo previous
Michigan court sults to back up
their contentions.

According to Edward Buffmyer

" He has said that only a “part”
of the 108 acres which was rezoned
would be used for trailer court
purposes.

Last summer Mrs, Wallace was
urged to stay at her post after she
submitted a surprise letter of resig-
notion. At that time she indicated
that her action was prompted by
overwork.

Flames
Destro_y
Novi Home

A savage fire destroyed a 1%-story
frame home at 46505 West road near
Beck Sunday night shortly after
the owner and his family left the
building.

Despite all-out efforts by the Novi
and Walled Lake departments, fire-
men were unable to save either the
building or its contents, The loss
was estimated at more than $10,000.

Flames were leaping from the
roof before neighbors spotted the
fire -and reported it to the fire de-
partment. By the time firemen ar-
rived the house was shrouded in
flames that were clearly visible
from Grand River. )

Until firemen were able to blank-
et the blazing house with water,
they were hampered by intense heat
which made close-in fighting almost
jmpossible. Only one fireman was
injured, however, and he suffered
only a minor hand eut.

According to Navi Fire Chief Fred
Loynes, the fire apparently started
from an overheated pan of grease
left on the stove iIn the kitchen.
Flames leaped to walls of the kitch-
en, jumped to the ceiling and roof,
and quickly engulfed the remainder
of the home.

Altogether, firemen battled the
blaze for four hours, from 10 p.m.
until 2 am. Even then the fire
smoldered undetected, breaking out
again Tuesday morning: In the
wreckage of the stairway.

One fire fighter at the scene com-
mented “about the only thing we
were able to save was the concrete
basement.” What the fire.did not
destroy, smof(e and water damaged
beyond repair. .

Orr, who retnrned while firemen
were battling the blaze, did man-
age to salvage a foot locker in the
basement of his home. Two years
ago the luckless man damaged his
private plane while searching for a
water victim at Walled Lake.

Flames from the blaze attracted
scorés of spectators who made
stringing hose lines a difficult task,

police reported.
