Have you ever felt that the entire world is crashing down
on your shoulders? That if details, problems, meetings and re-
sponsibilities don't stop piling up you'll literally explode?

Imagine for a moment the plight of this individual.

A little more than one year ago he applied for — and was
awarded — his first position as manager of a municipality. From
that momenc he became a “marked” man,

His failure was freely predicted by influential powers in
{he conununity. A newly incorporated village with a green coun-
cil faced the chore of organizing and appeasing a wide diversi-
fication of interests with an inexperienced manager,

The procedures for manager form of government were new
to residents accustomed to dealing directly with elected officials
or employees of the community. Even the council members were
unfamiliar with the manager system and, therefore, innocently
violated good practice in handling internal problems.

Maueers of policy, such as zoning, voted upon by the council
and lying outside the province of the manager were nevertheless
sources of further aggravation.

An clection swept clean the old council’s majority and many
voters considered it a mandate to fire the manager.

Two members of the five-member council also take this at-
titude and steadfastly call for his removal.

A civie improvment group has adopted a resolution asking
that the manager be released. Petitions have been submitled
fo the council making the same request.

How can any council or individual operate effectively under
these conditions?
The answer, of course, is that they cannot.
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The community o which we are referring Is Novi and the
man with the problems is Manager Fred Olson, =
He is not alone, however.
Council President Joseph Crupi, and Councilmen Dean Len-
heiser and Walter Tuck have withstood the bombardment along

with Olson.
But they must know that Olson is through as Novi mana-

ger. Perhaps they acknowledged this Monday night when Len-
helser’s motion to {able petitions calling for Olson’s resignation
for 90 days gained support from Crupi and Tuck.

Without knowing, it would be our guess that this trio had
hoped to give Novi's first manager every opportunity to succeed.
They musc recognize that he has become the rarget for every
complaint, justifiably or not.

It would appear that Novi has but one course to follow,
Presumably, Councilman Lenheiser’s motion paves the way to this
procedure:

— critics of Manager Olson should “hold their fire” until
a change can be made (we are convinced that Olsen, silent
throughout the upheaval, is ready to bow out);

~— Novi councilmen and citizen antagonists should review

and become thoroughly familiar with the function of manager

form of government (we believe that understanding and ac-

ceplance of manager government is vital to fhe community and

that no consideration should be given fo ils discontinuance);
~ That in the interim the council attempt to solve its own
differences and ‘close ranks' in selecting and supporting a suc-

cessor to the present manager; :

— that citizens of the community be less willing to accept
every criticism of their governing body as the gospel and to take
a constructive and sincere interest in helping to understand and
solve problems of the community.

~— Finally, to forget the macter of "blame™ for the situation
in which Novi finds itself; on the one hand we can point to
vehement critics, yet s is their right as taxpayers to ask questions—
just as it is a most important function of any manager to main-
tain good public relations.

Novi is a new village. It will learn just as all municipalities
have learned — by the difficult road of experience.

Tolal estimated revenue this year
is about $411 million. Spending is
expected to approximate $386 mil-
lion, The 25 million difference when
applied to the $96 million deficit the
state had going into fiscal 1960
leaves a money shortage of about
71 million dollars — about what was
predicted last January.

The Indicated appropriation lev-
els are some four {o nine million
dollars higher than expected rev-
enties under existing {axes.
Action is virtually certain on
revenue-producing measures. One
of the centers of attention is the
question of a one-cent increase in
the sales tax, which will be left up
to voters in the November election.

IT'S EASY TO DRIVE a passen-

In addition, especlally If the car
contains tourists, the occupants
will spend money here. Likewise,
Michigan cars going into other
states will need gas and occu-
pants will add their dollars to
the economy of the stale visited.

In effect, states waive registra-
tion fees for visiting cars in return
for the economic boost a free ex-
change of travelers gives.

Not so when it comes to commer-

Babson Park, Mass. — The days
of rugged individualism have pass-
ed. Henry Ford was noted for it.
He always wanted to *“‘go alone,
across lots and on foot.” He had
little use for committees or associ-
ations. For many years he would not
juin the National Automobile Manu-
facturers Association; he and others
were in a position to go it alone,
because’ they had some original
ideas and were patient enough to
work them.

The story of advancing civili-
zation, howcver, is a record of
man’s willingness to co-operate.
The Trade Assoclation Directory,
prepared by the U.S. Department
of Commerce, shows that there
are 3,000 regional and 7,000 local
associations of businessmen, With
these are affilialed 12,000 {rade
assoclations, 5,000 local Chamb-
ers of Commerce, and 30,000 busi-
nessten’s luncheon clubs,
1t seems as if everyone is a *join-
er”, and many join several business
groups. Yet even the above figures
do not cover the many purely so-
cial, church, labor and farm fra-
ternal groups. As for employees’
organizations, there are 200 national
and about 80,000 local unions,

There has been much fun poked
al the “Organization Man", mean.
ing a lower-echelon executive in big
business corporations. But practi-
cally every man and many women
are members of organized voluntary
groups. In our free U.S., these mem-
bers retain a very large degree of
independence; and, except in car-
tels and some labor unions, indi-
viduals are not coerced or regi-
mented or herded. On the whdle,
aurs is a nation of free individuals—
though not as free as were our pio-
neer fathers.

Freedom to organize is one of our
basic American freedoms. Special
and new interests keep arising in our
world of rapid changes; one new
bristling area -is that of Small Busi-
ness, which since 1938 has been self-
organized solely and specifically to
vrotect the legitimate interests of
independent small and medium-siz-
ed business people,

The largest of these Small Busi-
ness organizations is the National
Federation of Independent Business,
with headquarters at Burlingame,
California, G. Wilson Harder, pres-
ident. This Federation presents its
point of view to the Small Business
Committees of the Senate and
House, It is. outstanding in its co-
cperation with all Senators and Rep-
resentatives — and in keeping them
informed of grassroots opinion on
all legislation affecting small busi.
ness. It has a highly respected and
competent vice president in Wash.
ington giving full time to matters
of legislative activity.

There was established by Con-
gress In 1953 the Small Business
Administration and a subsidiary,
the Small Business Investment
Administration, The latter has
made fotal short-term loans of
$856,403,000 to upward of 20,000
individual independent small busi-

ness firms; in addition it has ad-
vanced long-term equity capital
of $3,785,000 during the past year.
It is now administering over 19,
000 business and disaster loans,
including loans transferred from
the former R.F.C.

Sixty percent of these loans were
made in participation with banks.
The cumulative losses through 1959
from SBA loans have been only 1.1
percent, a remarkable showing. I
am convinced that the *little peo:
ple” have financial responsibility
and character. -

Is organization ‘“‘cramping the
style” of individuals and reducing
their initiative? Are too many of us
becoming ‘‘leaners’’ instead of “lift-
ers”? I believe that as long as or-
ganizations are voluntary, they will
wither away when they lose their
usefulness. Individuals can make
their influence felt within homogen-
eous groups of their choosing, deal-
ing with problems about which they
have direct knowledge.

For some years — with my asso-
ciate [Ernest. Gaunt of Orlando,
Florida — 1 have watched these
“small businessmen and women.”
At least once each year I like to
publicly testify to their integrity, in-
dustry and importance. They are
the hope of America.

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Not satisfied with its surpris-
ing victory in obtaining passage
of the park amendment by the
state legislature, the Novi Citi-
zens’ Development committee
this week launched a new line
of attack.

The committee learned just last
week that the Senate had passed
an amendment to the state's
capital outlay bill which provides

for the establishment of a park -

in Novi township or contigious
area.

Although the passage of the
amendment is a ‘tremendous
credit to the work of our mem-
bers, we still have a lot of work
to do,” the chairman of the park
subcommittee and board direc-
tor, Roy Crites, said Monday.

Crites said the committee will
now attempt to persuade the de-
partment of conservation to es-
tablish the park in Novi rather
than in a “contiguous’’ area, “We

. plan to submit a list of several
very good locations inside Novi

where the department may es-
tablish the park. We'll need the
help of everyone to convince the
department to pick one of these
sites,”” he said.

The citizens’ group, which was
established several months ago
as a guide for the planning board
in developing the best possible
plans for Novi, took up its fight
for ‘the park despite predictions
of ultimate defeat.

Working  hand-in-glove  with
State Representative S. James

Clarkson, the citizens group help-
ed push through an amendment
in the house and finally through
the senate.

Although  Clarkson  himself
agreed with Novi citizens that the
state was morally bound to, es-
tablish a park here, he was not .
wholly confident that the legis-
lature would support his amend-
ment,

Upon learning last month that
his amendment, which was pass-

ed by the house, had been scrap-
ped and a *less acceptable”
amendment tacked onto the ap-
propriation bill, he told Novi citi-
zens that if the new amendment
was the only obstacle in the way
of eventual passage it might be
better to accept it than lose
everything,

This new amendment passed a
week ago provides that the park
be either established in Novi
township or in a contiguous area

. outside the township- Clarksen’s -

original amendment provided
that the $68,285.55 resulting from |
the sale of farm property, which
was willed to the state for a park
here by the late Mrs, Mary Mc-
Guire Power, be used for the
purchase of a park site in Novi,
Under the new amendment
the conservation department
could conceivably use the money
to purchase a park site some-
where just outside the boundar-
ies of Novi, The department orig-
inally planned to use the modney

to purchase park property near
East Tawas, but Clarkson and
the committee scuttled this plan
after arguing that this move
“would certainly abrogate the
will of Mrs. Power who left the
money in the first place,”

While the citizens commitlee
was fighting for the park through
Clarkson, two other steps were
taken to help the cause. A vil-
lage council letter to Governor
Williams prompted his staff to
make an investigation of the

matter, and Village Attorney
Howard Bond petitioned the:
county probate court for a re-
hearing on the matter, arguing’
that the township was not prop.-
erly notified of the impending
sale of Mrs, Power's farm,

Presumably these latter two
steps may still help the citizens
group to “‘pressure’” the conser-
vation department in establish-
ing the park inside the boundar-
ies of Novi, committee officials
indicated.

Budget Hearing Set

Tonight at Wixom

With memories of last year's
marathon budget hearing still fresh
in his mind, Mayor Donald Brooks
predicted & quieter, less lengthy
hearing for the proposed 1960-61 fis-
cal budget tonight.

And he made this prediction, even
though the proposed budget report-
edly calls for a road fund of ap-
proximately $18,000 for paving
projects in addition to the regular
expenditures which are expected to
remain about the same as last year.
Last year the iotal expenditure was
$128,180. . )

“The only real problem will be
over the road fund,” Brooks pre-
dicted. Approval of the remaining
expenditures, he indicated, probably
will come early. Although he de-
clined to elaborate on these expen-
ditures because “they haven't been
approved yet,” he said they would
Include avopropriations for the fourth
police officer and an office secre-
tary formally retained by the coun-
cil several weeks ago- .

Presumably, with the increase
in the proposed budget, the councll
will be forced to levy the masl-
mum of eight mills provided in
the cily charter. However, an
fncreased city valuation could

possibly hold. the millage silghtly”

under the maximum. The 1959.60

fiscal budeet called for a lax levy
of 7.68 mills against a total valu-
ation of $9,763,920.

Last year allocattons for police
department expenditures stirred the
greatest disagreement among coun-
cilmen, .

Northville councilmen put the finishing touches on another
budget 'Monday night and in the process became involved in a
discussion marked by some interesting and conf]icting viewpoints.

The debate was prompted by a unanimous admission by the
council; that it is impossible to maintain the city’s paved streets,
improve the unpaved roads, and hold the line on taxes,

This conclusion became obvious by the eye-opening facis
that estimates on repairs to present paved streets total more
than $30,000; completion of paving, storm sewers, curbs and
gutters on unimproved streets would cost nearly $500,000; and,
at the outside, less than $45,000 of the $362,000 budget for 1960-
61 can be earmarked for gencral street improvement.

Mayor Allen triggered the debate by declaring that he was
“ready to stand up and be counted” on the matter of street im-
provement.

His plan: to earmark all track receipts for street improvements
for a period of three to five years.

Allen would then raise the local tax rate, perhaps four mills,
to provide enough funds for general operating expenses of the

community. . i
The mayor cited several reasons for favoring this proposal:

Homemakers who have rolled their own colorful coats of water-
thinned latex paints on walls from attic o basement can now
demonstrate their skill in the open. Latex paints, which make
indoor painting so easy, are now available for the outside of the
house, Specifically designed for use on exterior wood as well as
masonry, they can be applied with roller or nylon brush even in
near freezing temperature.

Weather problems are kept at a minimum, because these paints
can be applied after a rainstorm, or after heavy dirt has been
hosed down, while the surface is still damp. They dry in less
than half an hour. This makes for a rainproof, dust-free and bug-
free coat of fresh paint in record time.

Amateurs, like professionals, simply add water according to
label instructions to achieve a smooth coat with color retention
as well as resistance to fading, peeling and blistering. Plain soap
and water cleans hands and paint tools, Spois wipe off with a
damp cloth if attended to promptly.

Manufacturers recommend the new latex paints for smtably
primed' or Erevmusly painted sidings of wood or metal. These
paints are their own primer on exterior masonry, stucco, asbestos
and asphalt shingles,

nothing like sitting in the shade of
a tree when the weather’s broiling
hot.

But you haven't really lived until
you have the blessing of a lovely
shade tree or two on your home
property to bring cool comfort

Be sure to ask your
nurseryman where to plant it on
your property and what kind of
tree to plant so you will get the
shade where you want it and at
the time of day you most need it,
usually in the afternoon.

Under this new millage setup,
the city starts with its own as-
sessed valuation of $11,237,155, ap-
plies the slate equalized factor
of 1.7366, to come up with $19,514,
480 valuation, Last ycar the city
Jlevied 7.68 mills based upon the
city’s assesscd valuation of $9,763,
920 for an estimated revenue of
$74,430 from city taxes.

This year, the decreased millage

applied against the greater state
equalized valuation of Wixom prop-
erty will result in an estimated
$103,572 taxes.
Under the charter the council has
the power to levy up to eight mills.
Because eight mills would not have
been _sufficient to meet the new
budget expenditures, the council
chose to use state figures, thus pro-
viding a means for raising more
money .

According {o Mayor Donald
Brooks, taxpayers will pay fewer
taxes next year even though city
taxes will be higher. The reason
for this small reduction, he ex-
plained- {s. because the county’s
reduced -equalized factor for Wix-
om will-result in less county and
school taxes.
