Coiorfui rocks have interested the 
Munros for many years. M r s . M u n ­
ro once had a prize collection as 
a young g i r l . A n d her husband has 
been picking up "pretty ones" on 
their f a rm for many years. Bu t not 
untii two years ago did they reai iy 
become interested in this rapidiy-
growing hobby. 

Munro purchased a new ' dia­
mond edged saw, a tumbIIng pol­
isher, nnd on expensive grinder 
nnd polisher. He set up the equip­
ment i n his basement and started 
to work, s l ic ing most of the inter­
ested rocks he had found. The cou­
ple were overjoyed with tbe re-
suit: sparkl ing rivlets of color, 
crusty-solids, and even fossils. 

No\v the automatic saw runs al-
most constantly, par t icular ly since 
the . M u n r o s ' - return frpm an ex-
tenslt^e' t r ip ' fo the'soutlfwesterIi p a r ? 
of the United States in search of 
rocks to add to their growing col-
lection. . • • 

Much of their 'hunt was spent on 
the famous Woodward R a n c h near 
Alpine, Texas . The ranch i s the 
"home ' ' of the red and b lack plume 
agate — a real attraction for a l l 
rock hounds. 
. ' "We spent several days of good 

hunting there, ' ' M r s . M u n r o re-
calls , "but most of a l l we learned 
how to distinguish rock l a v a from 
plume nodules. ' ' 

Altogether the Munros shipped 
home close to 350 pounds of rocks, 
and ca r r i ed many other rocks 
In theh- t ired ear. One of Ihe most 
precious of their fbids was part 
of a petr i f ied pa lm tree — a reaI 
challenge for Munro ' s diamond 
edge saw.

Wixom's 1960-61 budget, approved 
unanimously by the council after 
two hours of discussion, caiis for a 
tax levy of 5.355 mil ls based upon 
state equalized vaiuation of $19,514,-
480. 

Under this new miilage setup, 
the city starts with its own as­
sessed valuation of $11,237,155, ap 
piles the state equalized factor 
of 1.73G6, to come up witii $19,514 
480 vaiuation. Last year the ci ty 
levied 7.68 mil ls based upon the 
city 's assessed valuation of $9,763,-
920 for a i i estimated revenue of 
$74,430 from city taxes. 
This year, the decreased mil iage 

applied against the greater state 
equaiized vaiuation of Wixom prop­
erty wi i l result in an estimated 
$103,572 taxes. 

Under the charter the council has 
the power to levy up to eight mil ls . 
Because eight mi l l s would not have 
been .sufficient to meet the new 
budget expenditures, the council 
chose to use state figures, thus pro­
viding a means for rais ing more 
money . 

Accord ing to Mayor Donald 
Brooks , taxpayers w i l l pay fewer 
taxes next year even though c i ty 
taxes w i l l he higher. The reason 
for this smal l reduction, he ex-
plained is because the ' county's 
reduced-equalized factor for Wix-
om w i l l result In less county and 
school taxes.

I have resigned as V i l l a g e Clerk 
as of J u l y 15, 1960. M y resignation 
is not due to dissatisfaction in any 
way with the government, but rather 
that I would l ike to spend more t ime 
with m y fami ly . 

B u t f rom m y own observations 
and working withbi the Vi l lage H a l l , 

do have a few things I 'would l ike 
to point out to the people. I may 
lose what few friends I have, be­
cause of m y statement, but If I do 
they weren't true friends anyway-

F o r some time we were a town-
ship, until portions of the vil lage 
were annexed, then we were told 
if we became a vi l lage, there would 
be no more annexations. So every­
one jumped on the Bandwagon and 
said, "f ine — let's become a v i l ­
l age ' ' . 

The origbial Charter Commission 
worked ha rd and i n good faith to 
orepare our vi l lage charter. We 
then became a vi l lage and now a 
handful of men are not satisfied 
wi th our v i l l age because of personal 
reasons. It Is rumored that they 
want to incorporate the 4 comers 
-into a c i ty . • • • 

I beliove without going into words, 
we know what has brought th(s 
about. Bu t I would l ike to know, 
when and, i f we do become a city 

I and again the government isn' t run 

to the satisfaction of these same 
men, are they gouig to circulate 
petitions to go into an " I N D E P E N ­
D E N T S T A T E H O O D " . 

It seems to me, our mutual a im 
is not the success and the unity of 
the vi l lage, but who i s going to be 
" T O P D O G " . Our community is no 
longer s t r ivbig toward a comIhon 
goal, bitterness has cropped up and 
mis-trust, to the pobit where old 
friends have turned against each 
other. If you sit and dine wi th the 
other faction, it is rumored around 
town that ycu are gouig from side 
to side. I ' l l sit and dme wi th whom­
ever I piease, and no one i s going 
to stop me-

I believe everyone i s entitied to 
their own poli t ical views, and st i l l 
maintain friends. A s an exampie, if 
one corporation didn't have another 
corporation to compete with , there 
would be no s t r iv ing for better 
quality bi products and there wouid 
be oniy one product sold on the 
market . 

I also think a member of the 
council , a man who I have had a 
great deal of respect fo r , . Is bemg 
mis-guided. This bitterness, jealousy, 
friction or whatever other word you 
have for i t , has penetrated into 
every person in our community. 
Stop and think of a l l the old friends 
who have stopped ta lkb ig to you 

because of " P E T T Y P O L I T I C S " . 
There was a time when there was 

harmony between the village and 
township. I wi l l vouch for that. F r o m 
the time I was appomted clerk to 
this very day, every member on the 
township board has been more than 
cooperative to me, although we 
have had different views on many 
things. But somewhere along the 
line, their help or assistance and 
the vi l lage 's willingness to cooperate 
was twisted and misinterpreted. 
N o w what harmony there was be­
tween the two boards has vanished. 

P u r present council i s s t r iving to 
br ing that harmony back agabi, but 
I 'm afraid the damage is done. We 
can't a l l see eye-to-eye on every­
thing a l l the tiIIie. Bitterness of 
politics seems to have penetrated 
our local organizations, whether 
they admit it or not, until there is 
friction there also. 

In each of your minds, what i s 
your defuiition of a C O M M U N I T Y ? 
Is it a community that we want our 
chiidren to live in and be proud of? 
Is it a town where people live to­
gether, who have common Interests, 
who voice their opinions at the polls; 
people who are wi l l ing to fight for 
what they think is good; people 
s t r iving toward a goal? (Don't, ask-
me what goal, because I don't 
know), Te l l me, what is Y O U R 
G O A L ? 

I do not think we are ready to 
become a ci ty , at least not until we 
can prove the village is a success, 
and that it is what the people want. 
This is the rosey picture I see as a 
ci ty — 3 forms of government, 3 
clerks , 3 treasurers, 3 registrations, 
3 taxes, and possibly two fire and 
police departments, unless that can 
be worked out mutual ly. 

I don' t , approve of the methods 
and thbigs that are beblg done to 
persuade the people that we should 
become a c i ty . I 'm not from M i s ­
souri , but I ' l l s t i l l have to be shown. 
If the v i l lage and the townsliip can' t 
get along; how is the ci ty , vi l lage 
and toivnshlp going to solve th is (or 
do this)? 

Maybe the present council isn' t 
the fuial word, but they are trybig—. 
by listening to a l l of the cit izens' ' 
views and opinions at the meetings 
— they are t ry ing to correct mat­
ters. 

Although at this t ime w e are at a 
crucia l pobit, we are s t i l l behavmg 
l ike chi ldren . We do not stop to 
think or reason. Why can't we quiet­
l y , as friends, use a bi t of reason 
and lear i i to l i v e with each other, 
ca r ry on a s imple good government, 
for the benefit of the entire com­
munity ;and the people who l ive in 
it?

This is the third of a scries 
of articles concerning the pro­
posed sale of the Communi ty 
Bui ldhig lo the school district . 
This article was written by the 
Ci ty . The scries, intended to 
gain votcr-support for the proj-
cct, ivi i l concludc next with a 
jointly written resume. Both 
the city councii and scliool 
board arc unanimously sup-
porting the transaction. 

On Monday, June IStli, ISGO, 
the voters of the Northvi i ie Pub-
lie School Distr ict have an op­
portunity to authorize the Schooi 
Board to transfer School Bond 
funds for the purchase of the 
Northvii ie Community Bu i ld ing 
from the City of Nor thvi i ie . 

The two voter eiected bodies, 
the Ci ty Counci l and the Schooi 
B o a r d , after more than three 
years of discussion and deiiber-
ation, have unanimously recom­
mended that the Community 
Bui id ing be owned by the School 
Dis t r ic t . 

A t present the buiiding is own-
ed by the Ci ty and operated by 
the Schooi Dis t r ic t under an 
agreement which provides that 
the School wi i i maintain and-,, 
reguiate the use of the b u i i d m g ' 
for $l.00 per year . Since the con-
struction of the building in 1953, 
tlie Schooi system has used it 90 
percent of the t ime. The remam-
der of the use is by various com-
muni ty organizations.

The Ci ty Counci i believes the 
statement of Schooi officiais that 
the Communi ty Bu i ld ing i s used 
main iy for school purposes; that 
the Communi ty Bu i id ing serves 
as a unit wi th the renovated 
High School bui lding as the J u ­
nior H i g h Schooi area of the 
school district . Schooi officials 
report that the $200,000 spent in 
remodeling the o id high school 
bui iding depends upon the con-
tinned use by the school district 
of the CoiTImunity Bui ld ing . 

The Community Bui ld ing is by 
design more usabie by the school 
distr ict than any other organi­
zation. Ownership by the School 
Dis t r ic t wi i i permit more flexible 
pianning of the future use of the 
bui iding. 

The City whiie owning the 
bui iding has had fixed costs 
amounting to almost $1,000 per 
year. Because of this cost and 
the high percentage of use for 
school activities, the Ci ty Coun­
c i i believes that the entire com­
munity is better served by school 
district ownership. 

The Community Bu i id ing is es­
timated to have a value of a l ­
most $300,000- The eiection on 
June 13, 1960, wi i i give the vot­
ers of the school district an op­
portunity to authorize the School -
Board to acquire the buiiding for 
$145,000. This figure was a r r ived

H e was elected 
to the ali-state footbail team and 
was given the "most valuable" De­
troit player award during his senior 
year . 

H e piayed footbaii for a short 
period with the Michigan State 
Spartans before serving two years 
in the a rmy . After his discharge 
from the service, he entered the 
Univers i ty of Detroit where he be­
came a star gridder. 

Dur ing his junior year at the uni­
versi ty, he was drafted by the De­
troit Lions organization. H e joined 
the Lions in 1952 a:s a defensive 
haifbacit, but suffered a head in­
jury in an exhibition game shortly 
thereafter and was placed on the 
club's reserve l ist . 

After his injury, he coached the 
freshman football squad at the U n i ­
versity of Detroit for one year be­
fore talking over the coaching job 
at Shrine h igh school. 

DuriI ig the past two years , Hor- • 
wath's high school teams lost oniy 
one league game in the F i r s t D i v i ­
sion-West Side Catholic conference. 

Shruie won the championship iast 
season and finished second the pre­
vious year-

Horwath wi i l replace a coach who 
has complied an enviable record at 
Northvi i ie during the past four 
years. Since 1055, Schipper and Don 
" D u t c h " V a n Ingen, have turned 
out four championship teams in sea­

sons of 7-1-1, 8-1, 9-0 and 8-1. 
With the. conclusion of the gr id 

season last year, Northvi i ie stretch-
ed its str ing of league victories to 
32 games.

School representatives and re­
flects the amount of general 
C i ty tax funds which went into 
the construction of the bui id ing . 
The other revenue coming froIn 
race track funds pa id to the 
Ci ty . 

The School D i s t r i c t . i n the p a s t ' 
has permitted use of school 
buildings for communi ty act ivi-
ties. The Schooi officials have 
assured the City that the C o m - -
muni ty bu i ld ing w i i l s t i l l h^, 
avai iabie for communi ty act ivi-
ties. In fact, the School prefers 
that this bui lding be used by 
communi ty organizations rather 
than other schooi structures be-
cause of its central locat ion, ade­
quate parking and relat iveiy 
lower cost of opening the Com­
muni ty Bui id ing . In reality 
school ownership insures wider 
community use of the existing 
structure. 

D u r i n g the three years of dis­
cussion reiative to the use of 
the Communi ty B u i l d i n g many 
alternatives have been presented. 
In br ief statements, these alter­
natives' can be summar ized as 
follows: 

1. Oivnership by the School 
Di s t r i c t ; 

2. Sale to a commerc ia l ven­
ture as a possible commer­
c i a l bui idmg; 

3- Continue existing arrange^ 
ment between Ci ty and 
School ; 

4. Donate the bui lding to the 
Schooi Dis t r ic t ; 

5. C i ty operate the bui lding as 
a munic ipa l bui lding. 

E a c h of these alternatives have 
advantages and disadvantages. 
E a c h alternative has been in­
vestigated and discussed by the 
Ci ty Counc i l . The Ci ty Council 
unanimously feeis that purchase 
of the bui lding by the Schooi 
serves the greatest need i n the 
communi ty and most just ly and 
equitably protects the entire 
communi ty . 

In summary , the voters of the 
School Dis t r i c t w i i i vote on June 
13, 1960, to authorize the School 
Dis t r ic t to purchase the Com­
munity B u i l d i n g for $145,000; this 
money to come from aiready 
voted money and w i i i not require 
an increase in taxes. The major 
use of the building now is for 
schooi purposes and ownership 
by the school w i i i permit ex­
penditure of school funds on the ' 
bui lding in the futui-e when the 
need is present. 

The sale price is a negotiated 
figure which is fair to both the 
School Dis t r ic t and to the Ci ty . 
The Ci ty Counci l believes, since 
the City provides major support 
to the Schoois, that what is good 
for the Scliool Dis t r ic t must also 
be good for the Ci ty .

One of the four sites m question 
iies at the northwest comer of Taft 
and Eight M i i e reads. The plannmg 
commission had suggested that a l l 
land in this area be zoned R-1-S 
(large lot, residential)- Gera ld Taft, 
owner of a large portion of the area, 
asked that a 450'x600' c o m e r square 
be zoned M - l to permit contmuance 
and possible expansion of his con­
struction business, located on the 
corner. 

Planners had recommended that 
the bushiess be permitted to oper­
ate on the corner as a "non-con­
f o r m i n g " use so that when, and if, 
Taft shouid discontinue operation i t 
would become residential . Taft ob­
jected to the non-conforming c lass l -
fication because it does not permi t 
expansion or re-building (in case o f 
fire) of h is industr ial lIse of the 
land. 

Counci imen decided to ca l l for a 
new hear ing on this parcel with 
M - l zoning proposed. 

The other three parcels are own­
ed by the D & R Bui ld ing company, 
developers of Ye rkes Estates ( V i l ­
lage Green) and are located west of 
N o v i road and the C & O rai l road and 
east of the new subdivision. 

Two of these three parcels had 
been proposed for M - l (industriai) 
by the pianning commission, while 
the third parce l was designated at 
C-1 ( commerc ia l ) . 

Whiie Counci lmen John Canter­
bury and R i c h a r d Juday voted to 
uphold this suggestion, Mayor A . M . 
A l i e n and Counci imen E a r l Reed 
and E d Welch voted i t down. The 
lat ter trio upheld the request of the 
D & R B u i i d m g company to have 
al l three parcels zoned C-2. • 

The hearing on this matter brought 
var ied reactions f rom home-owners 
in the abutt ing subdivision. It 
brought strong protests from North­
vi i ie merchants who fear new com­
merc i a l development i n the area 
and argue that proper planning ca l l s 
for keeping the business distr ict 
centralized.

Basing his remarks on a B ib le 
prophecy from Isaiah, D ' M u r a assur­
ed his iisteners that, 'Swords would 
become plowshares and spears be­
come pruning knives ' , within our 
generation. H e asserted, "Un ive r -
sai peace wi i i become a reali ty, not 
by the efforts of men but by God's 
own means. H i s terms must be 
met ." 

Paint ing a word picture of the 
Bib ie promise of a peace-laden 
worid, the speaker concluded his 
address by deolarmg, "People from 
a l l nations w i l l mhigle as one 
fami ly ; war and c r ime wi l l be for­
gotten history. The Psa lmis t states 
that, 'the meek wi l l possess the 
earth and they w i l l fmd their de­
light in the abimdance of peace'.

• F r o m i ts origuiation, the C o m ­
munity Bui idu ig has been consider­
ed an integral part of the future 
total planning scheme of our school 
system. This has been manifested 
by its almost complete utiiization 
and maintenance by the Schoois 
durhig the past few years ; a con­
dition that is expected to continue 
with increased activity i n the pre­
dictable future. 

There can be no doubt as to the 
need for the space and faciii t ies 
which this bui lding makes avaiiabie. 
F o r instance, a fine supplement to 
the very inadequate physicai edu­
cation plant i n the Junior H igh 
wouid be the gymnasium and lock­
er-rooms. Also , by virtue of not be­
ing in close proximity to academic 
ciassrooms, it seems especiaily suit­
ed for use by the band and music 
department. Las t iy , its auditorium, 
meeting room and kitchen faciiities 
provide space for a wide range of 
activiUes. Without this or.. .^ome 
other adaptabie structure, it wc:i id 
be necessary to re-evaiuate our Jun­
ior H i g h program and very l ike ly 
cur ta i l some phases of this pro-

4- A s i n the past, J believe this 
bui iduig would be available to res­
ponsible clubs and organizations for 
their functions at substanially the 
same charges.

The sellbig of the Communi ty 
Bui idu ig w i l l probably be favorable 
and beneficial to both the city and 
the B o a r d of Educat ion. When the 
Community Bui idu ig was completed, 
the v i l lage found that they were un­
able to maintain it so i t was i m ­
mediately leased to the schJiol. 

The buying of the bui lding by the 
School Board has raised several 
questions and I thuik i f they can 
answer these in the affirmative, 
then the board shouid buy it subject 
to the recommendation of the ad­
ministrator of the school. The ques­
tions are as foiiows: 

1. Is the buiiduig essential to the 
schooi? 

2. Can it be used to ful l capacity 
by the school? 

3- Is the price the board is pay­
ing for the building satislactory? 

4. Is the buiiding in good con­
dition? 

5. W i i i the people of Northvii ie be 
able to use the bui iding as they do 
now, when it is not being used by 
the school? 

The reason for raising this iast 
question — the originai fund was 
ear-marked money given by the 
racing association to the people of 
Northvi l le for the purpose of build­
ing something that would be usefiil 
to them.

Thus, it seems ivise and impera­
tive to me that the School Dis t r ic t 
purchase the Community Bui idu ig 
from the C i t y of Nor thvi l le using 
existing bond issue reserve i n order 
that we can uisure conthiuance of 
the School Board ' s overal l program 
in a most economical manner.

The possible transfer of the Com­
munity Center building to the North­
vi l le School Dis t r ic t has aroused 
rumors and misconceptions which 
are unfortimate. 

We have placed in our present 
School Boa rd the responsibility for 
acting i n our best hiterest. In our 
behalf they have carefully consid-
ered a l l aspects of the situation and 
have unanimously recommended 
that the purchase be made. The 
money has been approved and i s 
available. B u t most important , this 
buildhig is, and has been for some 
time, an totegral part of a master 
plan for the M a i n Street School com-
plex.

board, and cannot be changed by 
the candidates. 

However , as a separate issue, my 
opinion is as follows: 

H a v i n g faith m the school board 
and the administration to recognize 
the needs of the children i n this 
purchase I not only support this 
issue but urge you to read the art i­
cles concerning this proposal which 
have appeared i n The I iecord . 

The land area per chi ld of the 
Junior H i g h and the. Mfl'ln:-stre»: 
E lemen ta ry Schools is far below 
the state min imum. Adding the land 
of the Community Bui ld ing helps to 
alleviate this problem. 

Also future expansion of the Ju­
nior H i g h , as our population uicreas-
es would be Impossible unless we 
were able to use this property. 
Therefore, m y vote .on the purchase 
approval w i l l be Y E S . 

M y reasons are based upon inde­
pendent study of building costs, a 
review of present and past use and 
the future needs of the Northvi l le 
Junior H igh School: 

1. It WiU be impossible to bui ld a 
structure, with the amount of floor 
space contained ui the Community 
Center, for the amount of money 
l i s ted; 

2. The Northvi l le School Dis t r ic t 
is now payuig a l l the operatkinal 
costs for the Community Center 
bui lding; 

3. Purchase of the building wi l l 
not increase the school taxes; 

4. The buiiduig is now being used 
for junior high physicai education, 
instrumentai music, assembiies, and 
as a lunch room for the M a u i Street 
E lementa ry and the junior high 
pupiis ; 

5. P ians for the future include the 
Communi ty Center as an important 
part of the M a i n Street schools. The 
loss of this facil i ty wi i i make it nec­
essary to buy a site in order to pro-
vide adequate housing for eiemen­
tary or junior high pupiis. The pre­
sent land behind the junior high and 
M a i n Street Elementary schools is 
not large enough for further sciiooi 
bui lding expansion; 

6. If it becomes necessary for the 
Ci ty of Northvi i ie to dispose of the 
Communi ty Center to commercia l 
interests, the resultant traffic and 
other problems could create hazards 
for elementary and junior high pu-
pi l s ;

The school district cannot afford 
the expenditure of $142,000 for the 
acquisition of an additional building 
at this t ime. 

Our sources of revenue are uncer­
tain due to the financial collapse of 
the State and the devious workhigs 
of the Wayne County Allocation 
Board . 

Our school district is over $3,000,-
006 in debt. We pay out $190,000 per 
year on our debt, but, $115,000 or 

of our payments are for inter­
est only. 

Only $75,000 or 46% of our pay­
ments are for pr incipal retirement. 

Therefore, I propose that the 
Community Bui ld ing question should 
remain status quo for an indefinite 
period of t ime. Fur ther , the buildhig 
should not be converted hito a city 
h a l l . 

We need a Community Bui ld ing 
and I feel that more effort should 
be expended to rent our Community 
Bui ld ing for events that w i l l h i -
terest our citizens and the citizens 
of surroundmg towns. The proceeds 
fixjm such rentals should help defray 
the major building expenses-

- P a u l R . Runt 
The proposed purchase of the 

Community Bui ld ihg i s an appro­
priate consideration- It i s apparent 
that the School Dis t r ic t needs this 
faci l i ty to provide an adequate pro-
g r a m for the youth of this com­
munity. 

To build a shnl lar faci l i ty would 
duplicate existing available space, 
create problems concerning a site 
and present a cost to the taxpayers 
that would fa r exceed the suggested 
transaction pr ice. 

In addition, the school district, as 
part of i ts responsibility to-the com­
munity, could coordinate the use of 
the buildhig along wi th its other fa-
ci l l t ies thus affording greater utili­
zation for a l l people i n the district . 

Also , the buildhig affords a focal 
point for student and adult act lvi-
ties that otherwise might be located 
away from the central part of the 
ci ty . 

In m y opinion the question of pur-
chase of the Community Bui iduig 
by the school district can be viewed 
from these four questions which 
have answered: 

L Is the Communi ty Bui id ing 
needed for school purposes? 

There is no question about this. 
Our schools are growing. The school 
now gives this bui lding more than 
90% of its total use. To be deprived 
of this building would severely cur-
tail space for physical education, 
music , d rama , art and other school 
activit ies. 

%. Is the .proposed pr ice of $145,000 
a fatf Rrice.;for..both the school and 
for the c i ty? ;• 

C i t y and school officials have 
agreed that $145,000 is a fa i r price 
based upon a formula which repre­
sents approximate out-of-pocket hi 
vestment of city funds m the Com 
munity Bui ld ing . This figure Is with 
in the present purchasing power of 
the school district and would supply 
the ci ty adequate fimds for bui lding 
needs which it has. 

3- Is there justification for the 
sale (and purchase), m terms of the 
history of this facil i ty and the good 
of the whole community? 

It would appear f rom the loca-
tion, structure and existhig "school 
use at token cost arrangements' 
for the Communi ty Bu i ld ing , that 
the school distr ict was by intent a 
favored tenant. Recent school ex­
pansion plans counted on the con­
thiued use of this buildtog. The c i ty 
government needs new well-located 
and functional quarters. These could 
be gatoed wi th monies derived from 
sale to, not at the expense of, the 
school pIxjgram. 

4. What are the alternatives? 
There are at least four alterna-

t ives : 
(1) Arrangements between the 

ci ty and the school distr ict could 
remain status quo. 

(2) The ci ty could probably sell 
the bui lding to a private party and 
gain funds for their buildtog needs. 

(3) The city could take over and 
remodel the Communi ty Buildtog 
to suit its office needs. 

(4) The ci ty could sell the buildtog 
to the school distr ict as advocated 
on the ballot proposal. Only under 
this last alternative would the needs 
of both the city and the school dis­
t r ic t be met. 

I would, therefore, urge a " Y e s " 
vote on this issue-

are essential-for any expanding pro-
gram of the junior high school. Also 
ownership of the buUdtog w i l l be a 
positive guarantee for the continua­
tion of the community recreation 
programs. It is wei i known that 
school buildtags are tradit ionally 
used for communi ty activit ies. 

Also i f the community buiidtog 
were owned outright by the school 
system proper matotenance of the 
buildtog would be accomplished as 
well as alterations that may become 
desireable. A l s o lunch room fac i l i ­
ties are essential to the system and 
w i l l become tocreasingly more i m ­
portant. We consider it impossibie 
to promote these facil i t ies other 
than in the community buiidtog. We 
aiso consider the locker room,fac i l i ­
ties essential as wel l as various 
sports activities-

Where could school assemblies be 
held other than in the community 
buiiding? Where can the band . f ind 
sufficient quarters without the com­
munity building? Where can the 
music classes, which are so essen­
tial to a progressive school system, 
ftod sufficient space other than thc 
community building? We strongiy 
urge the purchase of the community 
buiiding. 

the iong range plan for use of the 
building and grounds to Nor thv i i le ' s 
educational program. The Nor thv i i ie 
Board of Educat ion and Ci ty Counc i l 
members, ail of whom are resi­
dents and tax payers, have devoted 
many hours to the exploration of 
the situation and have concluded 
that the purchase by the schooi of 
the Community Bui ld ing is the best 
of the possible solutions. 

The ai tematives suggested are ex-
ceedmgiy distasteful, that of a sup­
ermarket being one of the more ab­
horrent. The conversion to a Ci ty 
H a l l would seem to be Impract ica l 
and expensive- In any case, the loss 
of the 'huilding and grounds to school 
use wouid be a shocking one. 

Undeniabiy, residents are feeling 
themselves in a vise between the 
needs of the school and the c i ty . 
But robbing Peter to pay P a u l is no 
answer. Seii ing the buiiding would 
give the C i ty funds which otherwise 
wouid have to be raised b y other 
methods, and i f the schooi i s not to 
retain use of the space it w i l i be 
faced in the near future wi th the 
expense of creating it elsewhere.

The proposed purchase of the 
Community Bui idtog by the Schooi 
Distr ict appears one in which the 
advantages i ie with the seiier. This 
point of v iew is based on m y under-
standtog and estimate of the situa­
tion as follows. 

F i r s t , an agreement — at the time 
of the erection of the bui iding cov­
ering its use by the schools — has 
operated successfully for about sev­
en years. Costs of this operation are 
reported as $11,000 annually, without 
undue burden on the school system 
budget. 

Second, exposure to the elements 
is necessary for students passtog to 
and from the Communi ty Bu i ld ing . 
A board member suggests a breeze-
way (about 100 f^et>, which to me 
acknowledges one undesirable con­
dition and the need for additional 
expenditures i f the buildtog i s per­
manently acquired. .

We a l l appreciate the 
need to improve Ci ty H a l l facilities, 
but a purchase based on compassion 
for the seller i s not sound business 
pract ice. 

Four th , it i s to be remembered 
the $147,000 purchase price was or : 
ig inal ly set aside for an additional 
school site as part" of the proceeds 
of a $3,000,000 bond issue to 1953 
This provision i s s t i l l desirable be-

Boating facilities at Kensington 
Meti 'opoiitan park near N e w Hud-
son began compiete operations this 
week. 

To accommodate the increased in 
terest in boating, Huron-Clinton M e t 
ropolitan Authori ty i s now con-
structing a $100,000 boat rental 
building at Kensington park. When 
completed later this year , this mod­
ern structure w i l l provide food ser­
vice, observation deck, restrooms, 
rental of slips for pr iva te craft and 
boat rental service. 

Boat rental service at Kensington 
park wi l l begin operations Satur­
day, iiowever, no food service is 
offered at this location due to-con­
struction of the new boat rental 
buiiding. 

. The park has 120 12-foot aluminum 
row boats which rent for 75 cents 
per hour, with a m i n i m u m charge 
of $150. N o motors for boats are 
rented in the park and an 8 miie 
per hour speed l imi t i s enforced 
on Kent lake. Buoyant cushions are 
required by iaw on a l l boats with 
motors, but not on row boats. Mot­
ors, which can be supplied by park 
visitors, are l imi ted to Vh horse­
power. 

N o water ski ing i s permitted or 
other activi ty requiring speed in ex-
cess of 8 mi les per hour. The park 
does not supply gasolme, fishing 
tackle or bait .

Mich igan B e l l Telephone company 
today announced that its construe-
tion program during 1960 w i l l reach 
$103,000,000 — second highest in 
company history. 

Of the near-record totai earmark-
ed for service improvement and ex­
pansion this year $130,000 w i l l be 
spent in Northvi l le , according to 
Hughes C. Bronaugh, manager here 
for Michigan B e l l . 

"T i i e 1960 outlay represents the 
company's best estimate as to what 
w i i i be required to meet customer 
demand for better grades of ser­
vice, to piace in effect many of tiie 
technoiogicai advances which have 
been deveioped to make telephone 
service more convenient and use­
ful , and to provide service to cus­
tomers when and ivhere they ivant 
i t , " Bronaugh said. 

" A program of this magnitude 
means much to the economy of 
M i c h i g a n , " he .said. "We are pro­
ceeding with it on tlie assumption 
that tho economy wi i i continue on 
its pre.5ent upward trend, and in the 
hnpe that earnings on investment 
w i l l permit the company to see the 
prcgram through." 

The $103,000,000 to be spread 
throughout Michigan Be i i territory 
this year compares with the com­
pany's •?C3,000,000 construction pro-
gra i i i iast year and the record 
.$105,000,000 in 1957. 

Point ing up the scope of the 19G0 
program, Bronaugh said this year 's 
construction schedules wi i i require 
the installation of more than six 
bii i ion conductor feet of cabie — 
enough to stretch around the worid 
about 50 timbs. 

Break ing doivn thc program for 
Nor lhv l l l e , Bronaugh said M i c h i ­
gan B e l l plans to spend $51,000 
iiere for cabie, wire , poles, and 
olher outside piant: $9,000 for ad­
ditional central office equipment; 
$67,000 for equipment on custom­
ers ' premises; and thc balance 
for miscellaneous facl l l i lcs . 

On a territory-wide basis, he said, 
ti iree more outstate exchanges — 
B i g Rapids , Grand Haven and Iron 
Mounta in — wi i i be converted from 
manual to dial service, raising 
Mich igan Be l l ' s dial deveiopment to 
near the 99 percent mark. Many 
more customers also wi l l be l inked 
with the nationwide Direct Distance 
D i a l i n g network, enabling them to 
dia l their own long distance calls 
direct to mill ions of telephones from 
coast to coast. 

Construction wi l l begin this year 
on 13 new Michigan B e l l buiidings, 
the 1900 aliocation for which is near­
ly $4,500,000, and work w i i i start on 
26 building additions costing another 
$700,060.

5. Tree roses are growing in pop­
ularity.' They are used as accent 
plants in landscaping and along 
driveways where a taller plant 
(around four to five feet) is desired. 

6. Miniature roses — offering un-
usuaiiy attractive borders for fiow-
er beds. The smal i fiowers are 
ideal to supply boutonieres, and for 
feminine wear, besides providing va­
riety of cut fiowers for the home. 

Poiyantha and i iybr id perpetual 
roses are often used in landscaping. 
Consuit with your locai nurseryman 
for the types best suited for your 
part icular requirements. 

Check the grain iine before you 
purchase y a r d goods for a new sum­
mer frock.

Hit le r said Germany needed l iv ing 
room, but what Mich igan outdoors-
men need is playing room. 

Increased demand for outdoor rec­
reation wi i l outrun avaiiable fac i i i ­
ties uniess new iand use polices and 
investment programs are adopted. 

That 's the national picture and 
Michigan , the "Wate r Wonder land," 
is highly concerned because It i s 
top M e c c a for tourists. 

The state took a step toward pro­
viding more parks, beaches and rec­
reation areas with the so-called 

sticker fee" b i l l wh i ch became 
laiv in M a y . The l aw permits a 10 
m i l l i o n ' d o l l a r bond issue for iand 
acquisition and park development. 

Iiowever, the Conservation De-
parlment says complications in get-
ting the program into effect mean 
no reai significant gains can be 
registered at ieast until next year. 

This is wlien national authorities 
predict a 7 percent year ly increase 
in visits to federal and state out­
door recreation areas. 

At that rate, there wi i i be a 13-
fold increase in tourism by the be­
ginning of tiie 2lst century. Three 
ways have been proposed to take 
care of the campers, picnickers 
and hikers . 

The first is adding more acres 
for recreation. But that costs money 
and raises other pi 'oblems. 

Another way is to intensify the 
use of existing facilities- More camp­
ing places, picnic areas and sani­
tary facilities can be added so that 
large numbers of people can use 
the parks. 

This method takes away some of 
the wilderness qualities of the areas 
and can be expected to cut down 
wiidlife populations. The competi­
tion for l i v i n g space — or playing 
space — between animals and hu­
mans has already caused some con­
cern to nature lovers. 

The third method is to put l i m ­
itations on IcngUi of stay, charge 
higher fees, encourage use i n less 
busy seasons of the year and 
"zone ' ' parks (or cer tain kinds of 
use by campers and others. 
Michigan ' s method encompasses 

al l three of these.

Secretary of State' J ames M 
H a r e reports four out of five M i c h 
igan voters wi l l cast their ballots on 
machines this year . 

Vot ing, i ike other facets ot life, is 
becoming ^ tomated - The advantag­
es of using mechanical means for 
casting ballots are many, however. 

Speed and accuracy, both in 
counting the votes and re-counting 
them if necessary are two chief 
ones. 

The human fatigue factor never 
enters in when the voting and 
counting is done pract icai iy auto­
mat ica l ly . And there is never any 
doubt about what a person means 
as was sometimes the case with 
handmarked paper bailots.

The danger of spreading rumors 
was pin-pointed recentiy by a speak­
er at Michigan State Univers i ty . 

Capt. Norman J . Scli lcigh of the 
Bal t imore , M d . , police department 
told a gathering of peace officers 
rumors, half-trulhs and outright 
lies — even when the person tell­
ing the story f i rmly believes he Is 
accurate — are persistent s t i imbl 
Ing blocks to law enforcement. 

They also make many people's 
l ives miserable. 

Schleigh categorized rumor ' s as 
wishful thinking, fear rumors and 
hate rumors. H e said a way to 
combat faliing v i c t im to rumors 
was to check a l l things heard for 
accuracy, source and credibil i ty. 

The Bal t imore policeman aiso of-
fered one piece of advice — not 
only for l a w enforcement men but 
for everybody-

Don' t be gull ible, he said.

D u r i n g blisaards 
arid flooding that marked the be­
ginning of Michigan ' s spring, a new 
problem faced those who report 
road conditions. It involved whether 
to follow tbe procedure of marine 
weather reporters. When things got 
rea l ly rough i n the state, should they 
issue a s m a l l c a r warning?

Babson P a r k , M a s s . — It does not 
seem reasonable that the Summit 
Conference of the four largest wor ld 
governments broke up suddenly i n 
a turmoil without a cause. 

The Spy Incident 
Khrushchev must have known for 

a long time that we were f lying spy 
planes over Russ i a and that it was 
a routine thmg with our Intelligence 
Service. Sureiy it could not have 
been tlie rea l reason for the Summit 
Conference breakup. Something 
else must have happened to cause 
Khrusiichev to give President E i sen ­
hower an ul t imatum and demand the 
abject apology which Khrushchev, 
of course, knew he would not get. 

It also was a general surprise 
when President Eisenhower indicat­
ed that the U-2 spying wouid be sus­
pended, at ieast for the time being, 
though many interpret this as a 
finai canceiiation. M a n y rumors are 
flying in the various capital cities 
as to the reasons for the coiiapse 
of the Summit Conference and the 
cai i ing off of the spyuig . 

A Rea i Probabie Reason 
When I was in Moscow a short 

time ago, I heard the United States 
bases discussed. Ti ie United States, 
it was said, was depending mamiy 
upon these mis.siie bases which sur­
round the Russian empire. Further­
more, it was understood that in the 
event of the outbreak of Worid War 
III, these missi le bases, wouid be 
the first targets of attack; that is, 
Russia wouid first t ry to destroy 
these. 

Also while in Russ ia , I heard that 
the U S. bombers were to be grad­
ually withdrawn following the U . S . 
Defense Department 's disagreement 
as to wiiether we shouid depend up­
on bombers or upon missi les and 
rockets. This may have been an­
other "Eisenhower compromise ." 
Also when in Russ ia , I heard much 
about rocketry and miss i i ry . Rock­
ets are necessary to perform stunts 
in space, such as going around the 
mcon; but there are various types 
of inissiies that are sufficient for 
fighting on iand or water. They can 
be fired from Eas t Germany to any 
city in the United States, or from 
any of our cities to Russ ia . 

Wliat may have made, Khrush­
chev so ugly and insistent on an 
apology from Eisenhower Is that 

he was Just learning of these mo-
blie bases. F o r Instance, now 
most roci<et bases a rc f ixed. E l ­
senhower, however, was probably 
Informed tliat the mobUe rocket 
bases a rc a pract ica l success. If 
(his is true, the United States m a y 
have no further need of spies to 
discover rocket bases In Russ ia . 
FurUiermore , the Uni ted Stales 
may be able lo give up rocket 
bases In countries now surround­
ing Russ ia . 
The land-based mobile rocket w i i l 

work as follows: Instead of being 
on a fixed foundation, i t w i l l be on 
a heavy weighted car operating on 
heavy rai ls . This mobile base could 
be moved each night so that it 
wouid be constantly i n a different 
location. Some nights i t might be 
moved only twenty-five mi les , other 
nights a hundred miles . Fur ther­
more, at junction points i t could be 
shifted to another ra i l road . Of 
course, Russ ia w i l l also adopt mo­
bile bases, but she has no such 
ra i lway systems as we have. Th i s 
would make the work of both the 
United States and Russ ian spies 
more difficuit and dangerous. 

Khrushchev probably had news 
from Moscow whlcii caused h im (o 
destroy the meeting before it 
opened. I t m a y have been some 
action of the Pres id ium direct ly 
after he left Moscoiv, or he may 
have felt that some other man 
was looking for his job and he had 
to be home io protect 11. IIe m a y 
have heard that the younger cle­
ment In Moscow is getting arous-
ed, as In other countries, demand-
Ing reduced nrinament expendl-
tures so that they may have more 
consumer goods. IIe m a y have 
been informed before the meeting 
ihat he ivould not get satisfactory 
action on B e r l i n . 
F i n a l l y , Khrushchev must have 

been anxious. to get home to speed 
work on his submarine fleet, as 
submarines w i l l eventually take the 
place of a l l land bases, fixed or 
mobile. The Chinese Government, 
too, may have passed along threats 
to h i m which he couid not ignore-
At any ra le , knowing he was block-
ed on a l l the most c ruc ia l subjects, 
he saw that it would be impossible 
to get any agreement on a reduction 
of armaments. 
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N o v i V i l l a g e M a n a g e r F r e d O l s o n w i t h d r e w h i s t w o - w e e k o l d 
r e s i g n a t i o n M o n d a y n i g h t before a c a p a c i t y c r o w d at the c o m m u ­
n i t y b u i l d i n g . 

B u t be fore the c o u n c i l m e e t i n g e n d e d at 1:30 a .m . — a l m o s t 
f i v e h o u r s after i t w a s b e g u n — the m a n a g e r w a s f o r c e d to r e s i g n 
a g a i n i n the face o f o u t r i g h t d i s m i s s a l . H i s second r e s i g n a t i o n w a s 
p r o m p t f y accep ted b y the c o u n c i l i n a 4-1 vo te . T h e r e s i g n a t i o n 
became e f f ec t i ve T u e s d a y . 

In light of the resignation, the 
councii w i l l meet Monday to ( l ) 
possibly interview an unemployed 
ci ty manager, namely L a r r y Sav­
age — formeriy of Cheboygan and 
Sag inaw, ' t o learn whether he w i i l 
accept a " t empora ry" position; (2) 
decide if C r u p i should f i l l the man­
ager 's shoes unti l a permanent ap­
pointment is made; and (3) take 
action to advertise for a manager. 

Oisen apparently witl idrew his 
resignation because supporters 
ra l l ied behind h i m , presenting pe-
litions to the council urging tiie 
officials to keep h i m on the pay-
r o l l . 
Spurred on by this support, which 

inciuded at least half of the crowd 
of 225 peopie who jammed into the 
building, Olson launched an attack 
on two pubiic officials — Pol ice 
Chief Lee BeGole and Councilwoman 
Eugenie Choquet. H e read the 
charges, which ranged from break­
ing and entermg to use of profanity, 
f rom a prepared statement, 

"Some of the present problems," 
he said, " h a v e been created by the 
councii p r imar i l y because of the 
failure to abide by the basic law of 
the vi l lage, which is the charter of 
the vi l lage of N o v i . ' ' 

Olson went on to say that the 
"mos t flagrant example" of a 
problem created by the ccuncil in 
re-hiring BeGole without his consent 
was that the poiice chief admittedly 

, had entered h is office "by c l imbing 
over the wai l separating the c lerk ' s 
office from the manager 's of f ice . . . 
without m y permission and without 
m v knowledge. ' ' 

In condemning M i s s Choquet, his 
pr inc ina l opponent dur ing the past 
several months, Olson charged that 
she was guilty of "misconduct" ' be­
cause, he said, she had deliberately 
interferred hi the administration of 
the v i l lage business; obstructed the 
orderiy busuiess of the counci l ; 
spread l ies about himself; and per­
mit ted her" brother , Leon Dochot, 
to perform.services ns an employee 
of the vi i lage. 

Olson went oii>t6'give an e x a m . -
ple of how she had, according to 
h i m , l ied and used profanity i n 
his office. 

" I make these statements," he 
said, "because I believe the coun­
c i l and the people should be aware 
of the turmoi l , confusion and dam-
??e being done to the operation of 
the vi l lage government by Council-
woman Choquet, and further, I wish 
to point out that the conditions in ­
dicated here must be corrected be­
fore any progress can be made in 

this communi ty ." 
Mis s Choquet denied the charg­

es; BeGoic admitted entering the 
manager 's office out of necessity. 
The councilwoman admitted she 

was "quick tempered" but denied 
that she had used profanity i n the 
manager 's office, insisted that her 
brother was not employed but s im­
ply helping out at no compensation, 
and denied that she had lied to the 
manager. 

BeGcie said he entered the man­
ager's office to get an extra patroi 
oar key because the or iginal had 
been lost and the police needed it 
to get into the trunk of the car . 
" A n y other time we need keys for 
a poiice car, I ' l l get them," he 
added. 

The manager's resignation, which 
split Novi citizens into three camps 
— supporters, opponents and indif-
ferents - - drew a rash of charges 
and counter charges of lies, malfea­
sance of office, mjustice and even 
hints of graft between the people 
themselves as wel l as between the 
couricil and the people. 

F r o m out of this bedlam came 
several suggestions — a l l of whieh 
annarently were as welcome as 
the plague. None were adopted. 
Among these were: A suggestion 
bv farmer Counci lman Russe l l 
Button that an Investigating com-
mUtee be established to either 
prove or disprove misconduct of 
public ef f iciais; another attempt 
by Donald Young of the Novi Im­
provement association to br ing 
about a method of combining the 
nfflccs of the vi l lage manager and 
township supervisor; and finally, 
suggestions that Olson be both 
fired and retained because of his 
" inab i l i ty ' ' and his " a b i l i t y " as 
an administrator. 
Counci l action which prompted 

Olson's second resignation came 
•vhen President Joseph Crup i , who 
admittedly was ready to ask for 
Oiscn's resignation, removed from 
'he table a motion made two weeks 
ago by Choquet to fire the mana-
7er. It' was remoVed-by*^ 4-1 vote. 
Counci lman Walter Tuck was the 
'one dissenter. 

Councilman Dean Lenheiser, who 
IP until Monday had supported O l ­

son, said rumors were a "poor way 
'1 judge a m a n " and indicated that 
he was not sure the council was 
helng fair to the manager, but that 
he would vote with the majori ty. 

It was then that Olson verbal ly 
subn\itted his resignation for the 
second t ime. Tuck agahi dissented 
j s the council voted to accept i t .

F o l l o w i n g R e s c u e b y F a t h e r 

The father of 13 children nervous­
l y pointed cut the water-filled l io le 
Monday where just f ive days eari ier 
his baby daughter lay half submerg­
ed and near death. 

H i s voice broke as he spoke: 
"She looked just l ike a doll float­

ing there. H e r head under the wat­
er . I screamed for m y boy. H e held 
m y hand and I reached into the 
water to get i ier . She was cold and 
I knew she was dead ." 

But somewhere In her li t t le body 
the ie was a spark of life — and her 
father, Danie l Kenny , 42053 West 12 
M i l e road, fotmd It. 

Li t t l e 19-month-old Peggy had rid­
den in the cab of her father's truck 
as he drove to the rear of his peat 
f a rm to help remove a bulldozer 
stuck fast in the wet, b lack earth. 

Kenny left h i s daughter i n the 
cab, walked down a l i i l l several 
hundred yards to the bul ldrzer . The 
property in the vicini ty Is pitted 
with sma l l , shallow water holes that 
are par t icular ly hazardous because 
of the spongy bottoms. The holes 
result f rom peat removal . 

Almos t a half hour later, Kenny 
started back up the h i l l . R e saw 
the truck door open, h i s daughter 
gone. F ran t i ca l ly , he raced back 

checkhig each hole as he ran. H e 
spotted her in a water hole he had 
just passed. 

Al i i iough the water was probably 
not more than four feet deep, h e 
did not dare step into i t because of 
the dangerous bottom. H i s son, Ber­
nard , 14, gripped his hand as he 
stretched over the water to scoop 
up his unconscious daughter. 

She was not breathing. H e r skin 
had already turned a dark blue. 

Once he had her out of the water, 
K e n n y started ar t i f ic iai respiration. 
H e didn't know much about i t , " just 
what I 've seen on television a n d In 
the movies . " Minutes later, water 
gushing froni the baby's mouth, 
she whimpered. 

" O h God, it was wonderful. I kept 
i t up ' t i l the ambulance came. They 
took her to NorthvUle- ' ' 

Peggy ' s condition was described 
as " c r i t i c a l " . The doctor, police, 
nurses, everyone didn't think she 
had much chance, Kenny said. They 
estimated she had been in the water 
at least five minutes. 

But Peggy improved rapidly — 
and just five days later came home 
to her happy, but humble parents. 

"Don ' t say I saved her — this 
was an act of G o d , " Kenny lIisisted.

According to Vi l l age Attorney 
Howard Bond , who indicated that 
the vi i iage has 30 days (from Mon-
day) in which to set the election 
date, the counci l has but two cours-
es of action: change the zonmg back 
to an agr icu l tura l classif ication or 
set an election date and let the 
people decide the question. 

Rather than act on it immediate­
l y hi light o f Buffmyer ' s letter, the 
council decided to turn over the 
matter to the plannmg board for 
study and recommendat ion. 

The referendum move sparked by 
the West Shore community associ-
ation followed the council 's action 
i n A p r i l approving the rezoning of 
Buffmyer 's property located on Pon-
tiac trail between Beck and West 
roads. The 3-2 council vote c a m e 
after a 5-2 decision by the plannmg 
board to recommend the rezoning. 

Another unexpected developmerit 
at {he QouIIcil meeting was M a n a g i a 
F r e d Olson's suggestion' that some 
$4,01)0 be used to chloride major 
vi l lage roads. H i s suggestion, Oison 
said, was made 'because an examin­
ation of the present budget and the 
newly adopted 1960-61 budget show­
ed that some "ex t ra money" would 
be available. 

H i s suggestion natural ly drew 
support from Counci lman Ph i l i p A n ­
derson who has long advocated 
chloriding of a l l v i i iage roads. Bu t 
the manager and Anderson were 
alone in their opinion. 

In other business, the resignation 
of M r s . M a r y Wallace, v i l lage 
clerk, was accepted "wi th regret ' ' . 
M r s . Wal lace submitted her resig­
nation, effective J u l y 15, because 
she desires to spend more time wi th 
her fami ly .
