But no matter hew many rcsidcnts of tlie school district 
have thek niimcs ducly listed, it 's of li t t le conscqucnco If they 
do not botiicr to go to the polls on election day-

before a sparce crowd of about 100 persons these candidates spoke 
at a P - T A sponsored open meeting.

Increased demand for outdoor rec­
reation wi i l outrun avaiiable fac i i i ­
ties uniess new iand use polices and 
investment programs are adopted. 

That 's the national picture and 
Michigan , the "Wate r Wonder land," 
is highly concerned because It i s 
top M e c c a for tourists. 

The state took a step toward pro­
viding more parks, beaches and rec­
reation areas with the so-called 

sticker fee" b i l l wh i ch became 
laiv in M a y . The l aw permits a 10 
m i l l i o n ' d o l l a r bond issue for iand 
acquisition and park development. 

Iiowever, the Conservation De-
parlment says complications in get-
ting the program into effect mean 
no reai significant gains can be 
registered at ieast until next year. 

This is wlien national authorities 
predict a 7 percent year ly increase 
in visits to federal and state out­
door recreation areas. 

At that rate, there wi i i be a 13-
fold increase in tourism by the be­
ginning of tiie 2lst century. Three 
ways have been proposed to take 
care of the campers, picnickers 
and hikers . 

The first is adding more acres 
for recreation. But that costs money 
and raises other pi 'oblems. 

Another way is to intensify the 
use of existing facilities- More camp­
ing places, picnic areas and sani­
tary facilities can be added so that 
large numbers of people can use 
the parks. 

This method takes away some of 
the wilderness qualities of the areas 
and can be expected to cut down 
wiidlife populations. The competi­
tion for l i v i n g space — or playing 
space — between animals and hu­
mans has already caused some con­
cern to nature lovers. 

The third method is to put l i m ­
itations on IcngUi of stay, charge 
higher fees, encourage use i n less 
busy seasons of the year and 
"zone ' ' parks (or cer tain kinds of 
use by campers and others. 
Michigan ' s method encompasses 

al l three of these. 
But i t 's siow. One bright point is

The human fatigue factor never 
enters in when the voting and 
counting is done pract icai iy auto­
mat ica l ly . And there is never any 
doubt about what a person means 
as was sometimes the case with 
handmarked paper bailots.

The danger of spreading rumors 
was pin-pointed recentiy by a speak­
er at Michigan State Univers i ty . 

Capt. Norman J . Scli lcigh of the 
Bal t imore , M d . , police department 
told a gathering of peace officers 
rumors, half-trulhs and outright 
lies — even when the person tell­
ing the story f i rmly believes he Is 
accurate — are persistent s t i imbl 
Ing blocks to law enforcement. 

They also make many people's 
l ives miserable. 

Schleigh categorized rumor ' s as 
wishful thinking, fear rumors and 
hate rumors. H e said a way to 
combat faliing v i c t im to rumors 
was to check a l l things heard for 
accuracy, source and credibil i ty. 

The Bal t imore policeman aiso of-
fered one piece of advice — not 
only for l a w enforcement men but

— It does not 
seem reasonable that the Summit 
Conference of the four largest wor ld 
governments broke up suddenly i n 
a turmoil without a cause. 

The Spy Incident 
Khrushchev must have known for 

a long time that we were f lying spy 
planes over Russ i a and that it was 
a routine thmg with our Intelligence 
Service. Sureiy it could not have 
been tlie rea l reason for the Summit 
Conference breakup. Something 
else must have happened to cause 
Khrusiichev to give President E i sen ­
hower an ul t imatum and demand the 
abject apology which Khrushchev, 
of course, knew he would not get. 

It also was a general surprise 
when President Eisenhower indicat­
ed that the U-2 spying wouid be sus­
pended, at ieast for the time being, 
though many interpret this as a 
finai canceiiation. M a n y rumors are 
flying in the various capital cities 
as to the reasons for the coiiapse 
of the Summit Conference and the 
cai i ing off of the spyuig . 

A Rea i Probabie Reason 
When I was in Moscow a short 

time ago, I heard the United States 
bases discussed. Ti ie United States, 
it was said, was depending mamiy 
upon these mis.siie bases which sur­
round the Russian empire. Further­
more, it was understood that in the 
event of the outbreak of Worid War 
III, these missi le bases, wouid be 
the first targets of attack; that is, 
Russia wouid first t ry to destroy 
these. 

Also while in Russ ia , I heard that 
the U S. bombers were to be grad­
ually withdrawn following the U . S . 
Defense Department 's disagreement 
as to wiiether we shouid depend up­
on bombers or upon missi les and 
rockets. This may have been an­
other "Eisenhower compromise ." 
Also when in Russ ia , I heard much 
about rocketry and miss i i ry . Rock­
ets are necessary to perform stunts 
in space, such as going around the 
mcon; but there are various types 
of inissiies that are sufficient for 
fighting on iand or water. They can 
be fired from Eas t Germany to any 
city in the United States, or from 
any of our cities to Russ ia . 

Wliat may have made, Khrush­
chev so ugly and insistent on an 
apology from Eisenhower Is that 

he was Just learning of these mo-
blie bases. F o r Instance, now 
most roci<et bases a rc f ixed. E l ­
senhower, however, was probably 
Informed tliat the mobUe rocket 
bases a rc a pract ica l success. If 
(his is true, the United States m a y 
have no further need of spies to 
discover rocket bases In Russ ia . 
FurUiermore , the Uni ted Stales 
may be able lo give up rocket 
bases In countries now surround­
ing Russ ia . 
The land-based mobile rocket w i i l 

work as follows: Instead of being 
on a fixed foundation, i t w i l l be on 
a heavy weighted car operating on 
heavy rai ls . This mobile base could 
be moved each night so that it 
wouid be constantly i n a different 
location. Some nights i t might be 
moved only twenty-five mi les , other 
nights a hundred miles . Fur ther­
more, at junction points i t could be 
shifted to another ra i l road . Of 
course, Russ ia w i l l also adopt mo­
bile bases, but she has no such 
ra i lway systems as we have. Th i s 
would make the work of both the 
United States and Russ ian spies 
more difficuit and dangerous. 

Khrushchev probably had news 
from Moscow whlcii caused h im (o 
destroy the meeting before it 
opened. I t m a y have been some 
action of the Pres id ium direct ly 
after he left Moscoiv, or he may 
have felt that some other man 
was looking for his job and he had 
to be home io protect 11. IIe m a y 
have heard that the younger cle­
ment In Moscow is getting arous-
ed, as In other countries, demand-
Ing reduced nrinament expendl-
tures so that they may have more 
consumer goods. IIe m a y have 
been informed before the meeting 
ihat he ivould not get satisfactory 
action on B e r l i n . 
F i n a l l y , Khrushchev must have 

been anxious. to get home to speed 
work on his submarine fleet, as 
submarines w i l l eventually take the 
place of a l l land bases, fixed or 
mobile. The Chinese Government, 
too, may have passed along threats 
to h i m which he couid not ignore-
At any ra le , knowing he was block-
ed on a l l the most c ruc ia l subjects, 
he saw that it would be impossible 
to get any agreement on a reduction 
of armaments.

H i s second r e s i g n a t i o n w a s 
p r o m p t f y accep ted b y the c o u n c i l i n a 4-1 vo te . T h e r e s i g n a t i o n 
became e f f ec t i ve T u e s d a y . 

In light of the resignation, the 
councii w i l l meet Monday to ( l ) 
possibly interview an unemployed 
ci ty manager, namely L a r r y Sav­
age — formeriy of Cheboygan and 
Sag inaw, ' t o learn whether he w i i l 
accept a " t empora ry" position; (2) 
decide if C r u p i should f i l l the man­
ager 's shoes unti l a permanent ap­
pointment is made; and (3) take 
action to advertise for a manager. 

Oisen apparently witl idrew his 
resignation because supporters 
ra l l ied behind h i m , presenting pe-
litions to the council urging tiie 
officials to keep h i m on the pay-
r o l l . 
Spurred on by this support, which 

inciuded at least half of the crowd 
of 225 peopie who jammed into the 
building, Olson launched an attack 
on two pubiic officials — Pol ice 
Chief Lee BeGole and Councilwoman 
Eugenie Choquet. H e read the 
charges, which ranged from break­
ing and entermg to use of profanity, 
f rom a prepared statement, 

"Some of the present problems," 
he said, " h a v e been created by the 
councii p r imar i l y because of the 
failure to abide by the basic law of 
the vi l lage, which is the charter of 
the vi l lage of N o v i . ' ' 

Olson went on to say that the 
"mos t flagrant example" of a 
problem created by the ccuncil in 
re-hiring BeGole without his consent 
was that the poiice chief admittedly 

, had entered h is office "by c l imbing 
over the wai l separating the c lerk ' s 
office from the manager 's of f ice . . . 
without m y permission and without 
m v knowledge. ' ' 

In condemning M i s s Choquet, his 
pr inc ina l opponent dur ing the past 
several months, Olson charged that 
she was guilty of "misconduct" ' be­
cause, he said, she had deliberately 
interferred hi the administration of 
the v i l lage business; obstructed the 
orderiy busuiess of the counci l ; 
spread l ies about himself; and per­
mit ted her" brother , Leon Dochot, 
to perform.services ns an employee 
of the vi i lage. 

Olson went oii>t6'give an e x a m . -
ple of how she had, according to 
h i m , l ied and used profanity i n 
his office. 

" I make these statements," he 
said, "because I believe the coun­
c i l and the people should be aware 
of the turmoi l , confusion and dam-
??e being done to the operation of 
the vi l lage government by Council-
woman Choquet, and further, I wish 
to point out that the conditions in ­
dicated here must be corrected be­
fore any progress can be made in 

this communi ty ." 
Mis s Choquet denied the charg­

es; BeGoic admitted entering the 
manager 's office out of necessity. 
The councilwoman admitted she 

was "quick tempered" but denied 
that she had used profanity i n the 
manager 's office, insisted that her 
brother was not employed but s im­
ply helping out at no compensation, 
and denied that she had lied to the 
manager. 

BeGcie said he entered the man­
ager's office to get an extra patroi 
oar key because the or iginal had 
been lost and the police needed it 
to get into the trunk of the car . 
" A n y other time we need keys for 
a poiice car, I ' l l get them," he 
added. 

The manager's resignation, which 
split Novi citizens into three camps 
— supporters, opponents and indif-
ferents - - drew a rash of charges 
and counter charges of lies, malfea­
sance of office, mjustice and even 
hints of graft between the people 
themselves as wel l as between the 
couricil and the people. 

F r o m out of this bedlam came 
several suggestions — a l l of whieh 
annarently were as welcome as 
the plague. None were adopted. 
Among these were: A suggestion 
bv farmer Counci lman Russe l l 
Button that an Investigating com-
mUtee be established to either 
prove or disprove misconduct of 
public ef f iciais; another attempt 
by Donald Young of the Novi Im­
provement association to br ing 
about a method of combining the 
nfflccs of the vi l lage manager and 
township supervisor; and finally, 
suggestions that Olson be both 
fired and retained because of his 
" inab i l i ty ' ' and his " a b i l i t y " as 
an administrator. 
Counci l action which prompted 

Olson's second resignation came 
•vhen President Joseph Crup i , who 
admittedly was ready to ask for 
Oiscn's resignation, removed from 
'he table a motion made two weeks 
ago by Choquet to fire the mana-
7er. It' was remoVed-by*^ 4-1 vote. 
Counci lman Walter Tuck was the 
'one dissenter. 

Councilman Dean Lenheiser, who 
IP until Monday had supported O l ­

son, said rumors were a "poor way 
'1 judge a m a n " and indicated that 
he was not sure the council was 
helng fair to the manager, but that 
he would vote with the majori ty. 

It was then that Olson verbal ly 
subn\itted his resignation for the 
second t ime. Tuck agahi dissented 
j s the council voted to accept i t .

The father of 13 children nervous­
l y pointed cut the water-filled l io le 
Monday where just f ive days eari ier 
his baby daughter lay half submerg­
ed and near death. 

H i s voice broke as he spoke: 
"She looked just l ike a doll float­

ing there. H e r head under the wat­
er . I screamed for m y boy. H e held 
m y hand and I reached into the 
water to get i ier . She was cold and 
I knew she was dead ." 

But somewhere In her li t t le body 
the ie was a spark of life — and her 
father, Danie l Kenny , 42053 West 12 
M i l e road, fotmd It. 

Li t t l e 19-month-old Peggy had rid­
den in the cab of her father's truck 
as he drove to the rear of his peat 
f a rm to help remove a bulldozer 
stuck fast in the wet, b lack earth. 

Kenny left h i s daughter i n the 
cab, walked down a l i i l l several 
hundred yards to the bul ldrzer . The 
property in the vicini ty Is pitted 
with sma l l , shallow water holes that 
are par t icular ly hazardous because 
of the spongy bottoms. The holes 
result f rom peat removal . 

Almos t a half hour later, Kenny 
started back up the h i l l . R e saw 
the truck door open, h i s daughter 
gone. F ran t i ca l ly , he raced back 

checkhig each hole as he ran. H e 
spotted her in a water hole he had 
just passed. 

Al i i iough the water was probably 
not more than four feet deep, h e 
did not dare step into i t because of 
the dangerous bottom. H i s son, Ber­
nard , 14, gripped his hand as he 
stretched over the water to scoop 
up his unconscious daughter. 

She was not breathing. H e r skin 
had already turned a dark blue. 

Once he had her out of the water, 
K e n n y started ar t i f ic iai respiration. 
H e didn't know much about i t , " just 
what I 've seen on television a n d In 
the movies . " Minutes later, water 
gushing froni the baby's mouth, 
she whimpered. 

" O h God, it was wonderful. I kept 
i t up ' t i l the ambulance came. They 
took her to NorthvUle- ' ' 

Peggy ' s condition was described 
as " c r i t i c a l " . The doctor, police, 
nurses, everyone didn't think she 
had much chance, Kenny said. They 
estimated she had been in the water 
at least five minutes. 

But Peggy improved rapidly — 
and just five days later came home 
to her happy, but humble parents. 

"Don ' t say I saved her — this 
was an act of G o d , " Kenny lIisisted.

Becomes Nuisance 

A hungry leaf borer Is attacking 
area maple trees In "serious pro­
portions this spr ing ," accordhig 
to John IHIlicr, owner of Green 
Ridge Nursery . 

The "maple leaf borer" has been 
eating away In the Northvil le area 
for four years, but this Is the fks t 
.vear he has become a nuisance. 
The nursery owner has received 
nnmerous calls this spring. 

According to M i l l e r , thc tiny 
borer dr i l ls tato the stem, chops 
off the leaf and then, his hunger 
satisfied, drops to the ground. Thc 
Insect then bores tato the ground 
where he watts until next spring 
for anotlicr meal . R e does not 
stay around ta the summer months 

The most effective method of 
cl lmtaat ing hIm Is to treat the 
sou beneath the tree with an In­
secticide. However, In heavily 
wooded areas, spi'aylng Is neces­
sary, M U l c r said.

If y.iu have a lot at the beach, up 
a lazy stream, or in the mountains, 
you can build a vacation home for 
as l i t t le as $1,500. 

Last year 75,000 Amer i can fami ­
iies buiit second houses, and, i n 
1860, housing experts say 100,000 
wii i be buiit, They ' i l range f rom a 
modest shanty to a $100,000 second 
home mansion. 

Bu t for the ordinary U . S . fami ly , 
the second home or vacation spot 
must be inexpensive but at tract ive. 
It must be b ig enough to shelter 
both fami ly and guests. It need have 
oniy m m i m u m plumlitag .and such 
conveniences. It must be l ivable so 
aii the fami iy wi i i look forward to 
spending week ends, vacations and 
summers there. 

What is the basic m i m i m u m 
structure recommended for a sec­
ond home? F loor space of 24 by 30 
feet is adequate for a starter sum­
mer home. The s imple A-frame de­
sign is probably one of the least ex­
pensive to build. 

The A-frame is low cost because 
the roof and side wal ls are one. 
Sturdy timbers either 2x8 or 2x10 
inches and 24 feet long and spaced 
at four-foot intervals form the frame 
of this style house. Doubling p e r 
mits nai l ing shorter pieces to get 
desired iength. The t imbers are 
^-l ted at the top to form an A and 
the iower ends are nailed or bolted 
to the floor platform, which should 
be constructed as any joist floor 
.system is buiit. Joists can be at 
four-f-not intervals with two-inch 
decking for floor. 

E n d frames can aiso be 2x8 and 
four-foot spacing is adequate. To 
insure a sturdy structure which w i l i 
withstand wind and stress, orduiary 
fir shipiap should be nailed to the 
frame for sheathing. Shingies or 
shakes can be nailed directiy to the 
sheathing, or f i r o r western red 
cedar bevel sidmg can be used. The 
siope is sufficient to permit ade­
quate runoff ot ra in water . 

This s imple A-frame design a l ­
lows for wide variation- Y o u can 
have one or both ends of the house 
open, using large areas of glass. 
Y o u can mstal l windows between 
the f raming members of the roof-
wall to face the best view of ocean, 
stream or mountain-

To get added mileage, you can 
add a simple sleeping deck inside 
the cabin seven feet high, reached 
by a retractable ladder. This i v i l l 
give you fui l use of the main floor 
for l iv ing , cooking, eatuig and 
iounging. The sieeping deck also 
serves as extra bracuig for the 
cabin. 

The floor space can be greatly 
expanded by extending i t to make 
an outdoor deck. These a r e easy 
to build. On a sturdy frame you can 
apply deck boards of 2x4 f ir spaced 
to allow ra in runoff. These need 
not be stained or pauited for they 
weather to a lovely s i lvery grey 

coior. 
This Is an easy summer home to 

build and one which any family 
handy man can handle with no 
trouble. It might be smart to have 
a carpenter frame the house, and 
the famiiy could do a l l the nail ing 
of flooring, sheathing, shingies or 

siduig. Care shouid be taken to 
properly fiash the roof peak to pre­
vent ieaks. Shower and bath can be 
installed in a smai l adjoining room-
There need not be any partitions hi 
this type of cabin, excepting possi-
biy a curtain which could be drawn 
to provide a dressing room.

Tlic.se Iniccomcrs to tlie state's f ishing scene are cinches to g ive 
anglers rlieir .share of bo.isting-sizcd trophies and .sporting thril ls t i i rougl i 
Septei i iber 11 on trout l:ikcs ;intl stre<ims and December 31 on a l l 
other waters, i nc lud ing the Gf-eat Lakes. They r.ink amoi ig tlie top ten 
species of fish taken f rom M i c h ­
igan's in land lion-trout waters. 

M u c h of their popularity stems 
fi'om dogged scrappiness, a true 
chaiienge for the best of fishermen. 
The smai imoulh has been hailed as 
" i n c h for inch and pound for pound", 
the gamest fish that swims. The 
iargemouth is also a plucky fighter 
when hooked . 

Tlie latter is abundant In lakes 
throughout the lower peninsula, 
in many lakes above the Straits 
and In ivccdy hays of ihc Great 
Lakes . Loca l ly , Walled L a k e and 
K e n t lake are popular waters for 
bass. It favors slialioiv, wccdy 
and mud-bottom lakes and quiet 
rivers- Casting with art if icial 
plugs, spinners and live bait In 
shallow lake ivatcrs ivhcre i i iy 
pads and other aquatic plants 
grow usually brings the best re-
suits In catching this fellow. 

Its iook-aiike, the smaiimouth, is 
found throughout the state. It is 
most plentiful in la rger lakes with 
open shoals and gravei or bouider 
bottoms, in larger non-trout r ivers 
with fast currents and rocky bot­
toms, and aiong rocky shores of 
the Great Lakes . 

F i shermen generaliy fmd that 
cast ing by piugs, spinners or l ive 
bait, or troll ing with a somner and 
live bait in moderately deep water 
to be most effective for taking smal l 
mouths. Night bass fishing is often 
highly rewarding later m the sea-
son. 

There are several ways to tclI 
whether you've landed a Iarge­
mouth or smai imouth. Check the 
upper j aw of your fish. If It ex­
tends behInd the eye. It's a Iarge­
mouth. 

The Iargemouth also has a deep 
notch between the two parts of its 
dorsal f in. There also i s a marked 
difference in the color pattern of 
these two fish. The smaiimouth is 
brown to greenish-brown and may 
have a series of dark, ver t ical bars 
along its side. The Iargemouth i s 
greenish with a broad black band 
running the length of its body.

Confusion over an earlier pro­
posed hike in Michigan ' s fishing 
fees is causing some resistance to 
license saies this spr ing, ' 

A number of deaiers have report-1 
ed that many fisherrr.en are not 
buying iicenses because they think 
fees have been raised. The Conser­
vation Department 's six-point pro­
posal to upgrade the state's fishing 
license fee structure failed to ra l ly 
support and was never introduced 
in the iegisiature. It was aimed at 
alleviating a cr i t ica l situation in 
iWichigan's Game and F i sh Protec­
tion Fund . 

The annual resident license re­
mains at $2 while the annuai non­
resident fee is s t i l l $5. Also un­
changed is the state's $2 trout 
stamp and the $4 non-resident 15-
dey license. 

A s was the case last year, no l i ­
cense is required for tajting perch, 
catfish, bullheads, blue pike, sand 
pike, ciscoes and carp by hook 
and line from state waters of lakes 
Superior, Mich igan , Huron , St. 
Cla i r and E r i e and the St. M a r y s , 
S i . C la i r and Detroi t r ivers .

Bu t even beyond this, I believe it offers a sensible answer to 
a knotty problem and, perliaps most important, represents tiie re­
sults of a genuine cooperative effort on tlie part o f two govern ing 
bodies. 

Taxpriycrs may find it d i f f icul t (especially .-it tax-paying 
t ime) to recognize the deep consideration g iven by our elected 
bodies to the burden w h i d i tlie cost of government places upon 
each ind iv idua l ci t i?cn. 

It is , iioivever, a constant and prime concern. The ci ty 
councii has, for exainpie, kept its tax levy at a min imum because 
it knoivs that the sciiooi system lias been undergoing a period 
when growing pupil popuiation has required heavy buiiding ex­

Act ion on taxes i s something eise 
again. When the State B o a r d of 
Equal izat ion and the Tax Commis­
sion combined recentiy to hand lo­
ca l officials the power to levy an 
additional 85 mi i i ion dollars in 
property taxes, the decision was 
f i rm only after heated act ivi ty. 

A n increase in state equalized va l ­
uation of near ly two and a half 
bi l l ion dollars was adopted-

The impact of the equalized valu­
ation hike wi l l be felt in three major 
ways: iocai units of government 
can increase property taxes; the 
state's share of school aid wi l l be 
lowered by near ly eight mi i i ion doi-
iars, and the share of pubiic reiiof 
paid by the state wi i i be lowered in 
many counties. 

A 1954 Supreme Court case said 
state equaiized vaiuation was the 
oniy vaiue for property that could 
be used for tax purposes. 

That figure is ar r ived at ui this 
way: iocal assessors set a value on 
property; the county then equalizes 
assessments of their separate dis­
tricts to provide equitable and uni­
form sharing of the property tax 
burden within the county. Then the 
State Board of Equal iza t ion balances 
valuations among the counties to 
perform the same function on a 
statewide basis. 

Under the Constitution, counties 
can assess a tax no higher than 15 
mi i i s figured on state equaiized v a l ­
uation.

Although it is within theu" power, 
very few countries can be expected 
to lower the tax rate even though 
it applies to the higher valuat ion, 
the tax that property owners pay 
can be expected to go up. 

At ieast par t of the additionai 
money local units get this way w i l i 
have to go to a bigger share of 
schooi aid, however. 

Under the state school aid for­
mula, money from Mich igan ' s gen-
eral fund is used to br ing the amount 
spent for each pupil in school up to 
a level set by the Legis la ture . Cur-
rently this level i s $205 per pupi l . 

Loca l participation in school aid 
is determined by applying a factor 
called deductible mi l l age to state 
equalized valuation. 

Deductibie mi l lage is current ly 
3.25. The hike in equaiized vaiuation, 
i f other muior factors r e m a i n the 
same, means iocai units have to 
provide a greater share of school 
aid-

Some counties which had main­
tained a low valuation since the last 
general increase i n state equalized 
valuation in 1956 were paying a very 
smai i share of school fuiancing. 
This year 's mcrease was expected 
to bring these counties back up to a 
more equitable share. 

State aid for public rel ief works 
in mucii the same way. 

State iaw provides that coiInties 
(and the city of Detroit) pay 70 per 
cent of direct reiief and the state 
pays the other 36 per cent. P o l i c y 
of the State Social Welfare Commis­
sion permits the state to pay a share 
greater than 39 per cent under cer­
tain circumstances. 

This can happen when the coun­
ties (and Detroit) pay more than a 
certain amount deermined for each 
county by applying a mi i iage factor 
to state equaiized valuat ion. 

Las t year, six counties and Detroi t 
reached a ievel of expenditure be­
yond which the state paid a i i their 
reiief costs. 

The effect of this was that i n at 
least one county, the state pa id 90 
per cent of a l l direct rel ief for the 
entire year . That was in Keweenaw, 
where state equalized valuation was 
low and the relief ro i ls packed. 

A special session of the 1960 L e g ­
islature looms as a v i r tua l certain­
ty-

Taxes are the reason for it, and 
chances are it won' t come untii 
after the people vote on the question 
of permitt ing a 1 per cent hike i n 
the saies tax at the general eiection 
N o v . 8. 

The possibiiity of c i ty income tax­
es, notabiy in Detroit , has complicat­
ed the picture-

The state's f iscal picture seems to 
demand some wholesale reductions 
in services o r new taxes. If the 
peopie vote to permit a hike in the 
saies tax of up to 1 per cent, the 
Legislature presumabiy wouid vote 
an increase at the speciai session. 

If voters turn down the uicrease, 
some other form of revenue-product-
ing tax wouid have to be found. 

Mich igan citizens are travelers— 
and a large number of out-of-state 
people come into the Water Wonder-
land each year as vacationists, vis­
i tors and just p la in tourists. 

Highway Commissioner John Mac-
k ie has predicted a 50 per cent in 
crease in tourist t ravel by 1962. 

The state's new freeway system 
w i l l be in full operation for the first 
t ime that year-—all-year—and there 
w i l l be a super-highway from the 
Ohio line to Sault Ste. M a r i e in the 
Upper Peninsuia .

What Should B e Done 
About Equit ies 

With few exceptions, most invest­
ors wii i think It risky to buy equities 
at this t ime. Money in the bank w i l l 
appear to them better just now than 
stocks or possibiy undeveloped real 
estate- It looks as i f M r . Khrushchev 
may be ca l img a turn in the bul l 
market. It is a good t ime to take 
advice from some banker or an in ­
vestment counselor in whom you 
have faith. Sensible people w i i i not 
get panicky and rush either to buy 
or sell stocks; but wi l l play safe to 
avoid unnecessary worry . There 
wi i i be no war this year . 

Bonds may be a good purchase,— 
at ieast they w i i i give good security, 
perhaps better than good stocks w i i l 
give. Of course, some people w i i l 
advise against buying bonds for fear 
c f infiation. However, I believe that 
inflation has been anticipated for 
the t ime being by the considerable 
discount at which bonds are sel l ing. 
This discount has p r imar i l y been 
due to the mcrease in money rates, 
these higher money rates, however, 
have been largely offset by the dis­
count at which many good bonds are 
seiiing. If you have any doubts, com­
pare their current yields wi th the 
yieids on good stocks.

i n case of Worid W a r I H . A s in­
vestors usually buy bonds to keep 
for a considerable length of t ime, 
it i s well to give some consideration 
to the possibility that Wor id War III 
could start before most good bonds 
mature. 

OUicr Attract ive Considerations 

The properties of the telephone 
company, and also of certain r a i l 
roads, are so wel l diversified over 
large areas, and in many cases own 
such valuable minera l and oil rights, 
that they shouid be attractive pos­
sibil i t ies for investment. E v e n if 
their terminals were temporari ly 
disrupted, o r even destroyed, they 
would be quick ly restored. Hence, I 
again cite the Amer i can Telephone 
& Telegraph and the Northern P a c ­
ific bonds as offering excellent sec-
ur i ty and add as further impar t ia l 
examples a number of other rai l road 
and ut i l i ty issues 

These are listed according to 
Moody ' s rat ing, by which most 
banks rate their bonds.

A letter from the county explain-
ing what the study w i l l encompass 
and what the costs to the partici-
pal ing communit ies w i l l be was re­
ceived by the township. S imi la r let 
ters were sent to 14 other area gov­
ernmental units, hicluding the v i l ­
lage of N o v i , Wal led L a k e and Wix­
om. 

Cost to the vi l lage of N o v i for 
such a study w i l l be $6,000; Wixom, 
$2,500; and Walled L a k e , $3,500. The 
total cost of the survey study, ac­
cording to coimty officials, w i l l be 
$69,000. However , the l5 govern­
mental units asked to part icipate 
w i l l pay only $23,000, the county 
wi l l pay the remahider . 

The study, county officials said, 
w i l l mclude: 

A population and land use inven-
tory; p re l imhiary location of trunk 
sewers; pre lhninary ground profile 
survey along routes of trunk sewers; 
survey of size and slope of pro­
posed trunk sewers; and pre l imhi­
ary cost estimates. 

County officials have indicated 
that once such a study i s completed, 
constniction of sewers in N o v i and 
the adjacent communit ies i n Oak­
land county can be started.
